St. Peter Julian Eymard, the Apostle of the Eucharist, founded the congregation in Paris, France, in 1856.
In Mumbai they established a routine of prayer before the Blessed Sacrament at St. Francis Xavier’s Chapel in Colaba.
The ten-point break-up of the Holy Mass (on their web site) is so unique that if one did not know one’s Catholic Faith, one wouldn’t know that they are attempting to enumerate in a new way the prime components of the Holy Mass! 
I am sure that they can explain the twelve aspects of what they call “Eucharistic culture”, but, one wonders, what happened to the Consecration? The “Presentation of the Gifts” has something or other to do with “eco” this or that while the Offertory does the disappearing act, and the Bread of (spiritual and eternal) Life is “sharing food with the hungry”.
Nowhere do we find mention of the sacrificial aspect which is what the Holy Mass is really all about.

Roll over, St. Eymard. Now you know why many of today’s Mass services are unholy, irreverent community get-togethers. And the reason for the multiplicity of liturgical aberrations that this ministry is constrained to frequently write about*.
They ought to acquaint themselves with Bishop Athanasius Schneider’s book, Dominus Est (It is the Lord).
