Bansy Kalappa’s syncretistic TV show: Christian & Hindu hells, Out-of-Body Experiences and Near-death Experiences
Bansy Kalappa is a Coorgi Catholic who converted from Hinduism along with his wife in the year 2002.  
He was formerly with the Times of India but is now a senior journalist with the Bangalore-based BJP-controlled News9 media channel that has a reputation for in-depth coverage of sensational stories, scandals and the macabre that are usually glossed over by the mainstream media.
Since about two years, he and his wife (who are in charismatic renewal) minister -- after having been trained at the International Catholic Programme for Evangelization (ICPE) School (in 2002) and Marriage Encounter more recently -- to engaged and married couples, and are also into counseling (see page 2 of http://www.stpatricksblr.com/pdf/Jan%202015%20Patrician.pdf). Their conversion testimonies are impressive:

In the first of the two videos in the testimony file, Bansy cites Ezra 9:13-15.

At 13:50 in the video, he states that he had received -- and therefore now possesses -- the “gift of visions and prophetic knowledge”. At 14:42 in the video, he states that he received “a word from Jeremiah” -- of God calling him to be a prophet. (That has to be Jeremiah 1:4, 5.)

Considering all of the above, what would Catholics expect from a fellow-Catholic like Bansy Kalappa who is in pastoral ministry to others?
Certainly not a TV show purporting to prove that “Hell is Real” (the stated subject of the four-YouTube video series of the programme aired live on News9 TV on November 21, 2016) that gives equal if not more weightage to the Near-Death Experiences (NDEs) and involuntary Out-of-Body Experiences (OBEs -- also known as Astral Projection if induced voluntarily) of the five staunch Hindus who give their testimonies. 
Apart from the five Hindu panel members, there is Dr. Rajiv Parti who visited the “lip of hell” or “edge of hell” in an NDE/OBE.

Excerpts from Dr. Parti’s already available on the Internet YouTube videos are played for the viewer of the “Hell is Real” programme, and the lower half of the screen is exclusively dedicated to Dr. Parti throughout the duration of the four part series on Bansy Kalappas’s programme totaling almost 84 minutes.

As a brief introduction to the issue, I must say that belief in OBEs is very definitely occult and New Age, while the NDE experience -- which has not been explained scientifically inspite of much research -- has been hijacked by New Agers and is part of the intricate, wide-ranging system of New Age paranormal experiences.

To be fair to Bansy Kalappa, the programme included two Christians on the panel, one a Protestant (Professor Krishnan) and the other a Catholic (Paul Francis Srinivas), both of who are converts from the Hindu religion. But all of the panelists do not speak about an experience of hell. (ONLY Mrs. Chethna briefly did, though Srinivas does so at length, and his was not an OBE or NDE but, to use a response of his to a remark from Kalappa, “a trance”. A Mrs. Shanti Yatish who DID NOT go to hell but had an OBE, was asked by Kalappa “How has this experience changed your life? What do you tell people, how do they avoid hell?”) in video no. 4!
Therefore, the “Hell is Real” title of the YouTube series is deceptive.

My comments are in green colour font in this report which is written to caution Catholics about New Age error that can be spread by trusted Catholics who are in leadership and in ministry. This report could have been avoided if I had received any information or response to my emails and telephone calls from the persons concerned who were contacted by me. 
The second video (18:48) originating from a person who was a leader in the Charismatic Renewal in Chennai was circulating on WhatsApp a day after the airing of the programme on News9. They reached members of my family. On being informed of the identity of the sender of the WhatsApp message and of that of the programme’s moderator and another longtime friend who was on the panel, I assumed that it would be worthwhile viewing, considering also the title is “Hell is Real”. However after viewing the videos over the next couple of hours, I pulled my approval of them, and informed everyone accordingly. All of the Catholics who received the forwarded WhatsApp message and who I contacted in the period till writing this report a month later viewed only that one video (see page 10) and apparently found nothing wrong with it. They were unaware of the existence of the other three videos, parts 1, 3 and 4.

I was able to reach Bansy Kalappa only on the afternoon of December 20, 2016. I questioned him about the problems that I found with the programme. He defended it saying that the contents of the channel are controlled by the Bharatiya Janata Party. We all know what that means! Bansy too must have known that, when he left the Times of India group to join News9. I, for one, would never have allowed my freedom of speech and my Faith to be compromised by a job that I took up voluntarily and for pecuniary considerations. Mr. Kalappa informed me that once, when the name of Jesus was mentioned by a panelist on air, the show was immediately taken off the air. (Other Catholics shared with me the very same thing.) He said that I could come on his show and make an attempt to speak about my Faith and I would see for myself.
(To compound matters for Bansy, his brother Brijesh is an advocate in the Supreme Court and also an opposition Congress party spokesperson. See http://rightactions.in/2016/07/25/congress-spokespersonlegal-adviser-hits-a-new-low-shows-his-sexist-side/. If I am not wrong, he was made a Minister of State (Karnataka) in 2015.)
Mr. Kalappa said that I’ll have to accept his explanations of his limitations of control over the programme and if I couldn’t, then I could go ahead and make my report (of course, he used other language).

Had I not already known him personally, I would never have guessed (from his name) that Bansy was a Catholic, and one in lay ministry too. And, if Bansy Kalappa did not previously know me and my ministry, it would have been a relatively different matter. But he had consulted me by phone in 2015 to prepare himself for a talk that he was to give in Bangalore on the subject of yoga. (See my emails to him on pages 14, 15).

He and his wife Arathi were students at the 3rd International Catholic Programme for Evangelization (ICPE) School in Bangalore from August 15 to November 5, 2002, before they were baptized into the Church. I had presented a two-day seminar on the New Age Movement and its impact in the Church in India at the School.
Srinivas was a member of the staff, having done the 1st ICPE School along with me July to October 2000.

After my presentation, I was presented a collage “Dear Mike, Thank you for exposing the works of darkness*” as a memento, and this is what my above-named friends (among others) wrote on it:

Dear Michael, Thank you for all the research and hard work you have put in. You have revealed shocking truths to us. It is invaluable. –Arathi Kalappa
Thanks for all the enlightenment on the dark side. –Bansy Kalappa
Dearest Mike Boy, I thank you for being a radical and fundamentalistic disciple of Christ. I also thank Angela for supporting you in living an uncompromised Gospel. I pray that God will open doors for you to challenge leaders, priests and Bishops. –Srini
And God did answer Srinivas’ prayer for me and opened many doors for me.
This is what Srinivas had to say in the second video:

“I was told that the people who are going to hell are those who are leading a comfortable life. They don’t stand up for what is right, they don’t stand up for the truth, they are involved in all the wrong things … they are leading an easy life, and they are the ones who are heading straight to hell. And the ones who are going to heaven are those who stand up for what is right, stand up for the truth. As a result they pay a price ... they are persecuted ... they are the ones who will go to heaven.”

Srinivas’ words reflect my life and my ministry. I have not held a job for 24 years (since the age of 43) when I had two sons in high school. Abruptly leaving the senior-most position in North India of a major textile electronics company, our family has foregone many benefits and comforts to live by Providence and engage in fill time ministry. I have lost many good friends because of my conservative Catholicism and *my web site exposing error (Ephesians 5:11). And, I have been rejected and persecuted. Praise God for all of that!
The write-up on the pages accompanying each of the four Hell is Real YouTube videos that continuously showcase Dr. Rajiv Parti -- although other panelists are sharing their experiences -- is this:
“He was a selfish man, Dr. Rajiv Parti confesses. An arrogant, manipulative man. That was until three years ago, when a near-death experience changed his life forever. This near-death experience opened his eyes to a world he never knew and triggered a spiritual transformation in him. In his book “Dying to Wake Up” Dr. Parti opens up about his journey from ignorance to spiritual bliss.”
That’s it. There is no mention of hell!! But the experience of an NDE is.
Dr. Parti had his NDE encounter in 2010. He commercialised it through a book “Dying To Wake Up”, and giving seminars. There is a lot of information about him and his NDE on the Internet. I present a selection here:

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His experience led him to become a “consciousness-based physician”. One purpose of the book is to lead people to “a transformative NDE-like transformation without having an NDE experience”. The second purpose of the book is “to help persons take care of themselves with the basic things as home remedies for consciousness-based medicine”.
Due for release in Summer 2016 through publishing giant, Simon & Schuster, this much anticipated book release details the full story of Dr. Rajiv Parti’s NDE and the divine insights imparted to him which led to an astounding personal transformation. Dying To Wake Up is co-authored by New York Times Best Selling Author, Paul Perry (The Light Beyond, Glimpses of Eternity, Paranormal, Where God Lives, Evidence of the Afterlife).
The above picture regularly flashes on the lower half of the screen during Bansy Kalappa’s video sessions.

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Dr. Rajiv Parti, founder of the Pain Management Institute of California and Chief of Anesthesiology at Bakersfield's Heart Hospital, specialized in cardiac anesthesiology. On Christmas Eve of 2010, after two years of battling chronic pelvic pain, incontinence, and impotency due to surgical complications from prostate cancer, Dr. Parti was taken to the Emergency Room at UCLA. Suffering from sepsis (a life-threatening infection) and in excruciating pain, Dr. Parti had an out-of-body experience. Floating ten feet above his body, Dr. Parti watched his medical team as they struggled to save him. While part of his consciousness remained in the operating room in Los Angeles, another part of his consciousness journeyed to India where he watched family members prepare a meal. From there he visited hell, experienced a life review, met deceased loved ones, travelled through a "time tunnel," and visited Heaven where he met a Being of Light (whom he regarded as God) and two guardian angels. During the experience, Rajiv was told that he was going to be alright, but that when he returned to his body, his life purpose would be changed forever: he would leave behind his materialistic lifestyle**, stop practicing anesthesiology, and become a healer.

When Dr. Parti's consciousness returned to his body, his mental, behavioral and psychological priorities changed dramatically. In the weeks that followed, Dr. Parti abandoned his career, and with the support of his wife and children, downsized his family home from a 10,000 square foot mansion to a modest home. He traded in his Hummer and Mercedes for a Toyota hybrid and now spends his time volunteering for community projects and teaching that chronic pain, addiction, and depression are "diseases of the soul." In a radical departure from his conventional medical training, Dr. Parti now advocates a consciousness-based approach to healing.
**Like Dr. Parti is now doing his stuff for free, for the good of humanity!! It is argued that his testimony will turn at least some people away from materialism. However, he is still raking in the bucks with his books, with his interviews and with his talks. He simply swapped anesthesiology for New Age ‘healing’. That’s all.

He is peddling “spiritual healing” based on his NDE and evidently making good money from it.

"I can easily re-live all of the events of my near-death experience, from my meeting with my departed father on the rim of Hell, to the past lives that explained my problems with ego and prescription medicine, to the glorious meeting I had with Guardian Angels - Raphael and Michael - coming to me out of a field of flowers that glowed with the ineffable power of pure love. It was there, in this heavenly place, that they gave my life new direction, saying, 'Now it is your time to heal the diseases of the soul: addiction, depression, chronic pain and cancer.'"

Dr. Parti claims the angels taught him "consciousness-based medicine," which focuses on three words, repeated in a mantra: "Forgive, Love and Heal." 
These three words are based on seven "eternal truths" he believes the angels revealed to him:
(Consciousness exists outside of the body.

(There is life after death.

(We have past lives and our experiences therein can shape our current realities.

(We are all connected to each other because we are all made of the one and same energy that manifests as differentiated matter.

(Divine being exist to help and guide us.

(There are different levels of consciousness.

(There is one, all-pervading, supreme love and intelligence that is the source of the entire universe, and that love is the supreme source of creation.

Do the “seven "eternal truths"” on which is founded his “"consciousness-based medicine"” and revealed to Dr. Parti by “archangels” Michael and Raphael reconcile with public revelation in Scripture? 
That’s a rhetorical question. Of course they don’t.

Look at just two (I can explain the New Age aspects of the other five points too, but won’t exert myself):

(We have past lives and our experiences therein can shape our current realities.

Human beings have just one earthly life to live and to be judged against. There is no past life that “can shape our current realities”; one’s future life is an eternity in heaven or in hell. The Hindu doctrines of karma and reincarnation teach of a past existence that decides what one will be rebirthed as in the next. 
(We are all connected to each other because we are all made of the one and same energy that manifests as differentiated matter.

The interconnectedness of all things is both Hindu as well as a New Age paradigm. 

#7.1 All life, in its different forms and states, is interconnected energy – and this includes our deeds, feelings and thoughts. (Jesus Christ, the Bearer of the Water of Life, February 3, 2003)
Archangels Michael and Raphael certainly would not have guided Dr. Parti to subscribe to Hindu philosophy or indulge in New Age healing upon his “return” to life. “And no wonder: for Satan himself transformeth himself into an angel of light. Therefore it is no great thing if his ministers be transformed as the ministers of justice, whose end shall be according to their works.” –Douay-Rheims, II Corinthians 11:14, 15
“And as it is appointed unto men once to die, and after this the judgment.” Hebrews 9:27 refutes the Hindu doctrines of karma and reincarnation. When you die, and are judged, there’s simply no coming back!
The "eternal truths" are lies. It’s simply unbelievable that catholic.org (Catholic Online) published this trash.

I was nearing the end of the tunnel now, where a light shone more brightly than a thousand suns. I could feel it pulling me weightlessly towards it, but I felt no fear.

Before I could reach the light, however, two angelic forms emerged into the tunnel. Exuding powerful energy as they hovered above me, they introduced themselves as my guardians — the archangels Michael and Raphael.

Now, I’m a Hindu. So it was only later that I learned that St Raphael is the angel of healers, and St Michael is the protector of people and the angel who opens doors.

Both archangels had a human shape, yet they shimmered with light and had a thick translucence. Michael had a blue hue and long hair; Raphael was greenish and wore a cap.

Raphael explained that at the highest level, you are surrounded by a powerful energy that consists of pure love and intelligence — the underlying fabric of everything in the universe.

I wonder if veteran journalist Bansy Kalappa did even a minimum amount of research on Dr. Parti before making the doctor’s “testimony” the centre-piece of his 84-minute show “Hell is Real”.

“Raphael explained that at the highest level, you are surrounded by a powerful energy that consists of pure love and intelligence — the underlying fabric of everything in the universe” is pure New Age-ese and Hindu monism. All that stuff about pure love (and pure intelligence) may enthuse (and befool) many Catholics, but God (the highest level) is not “a powerful energy” as Satan would have us believe. God is Spirit, a PERSONAL Being. 

Somehow, in all NDEs and OBEs, unlike in genuine Christian revelations and apparitions, the bright “light” that OBErs and NDErs encounter is never revealed as the Judeo-Christian God. 
Also, genuine angels from God would have led Dr. Parti (and others of his ilk) to a knowledge of the sense of sin, and of heartfelt repentance for sin which completely alienates man from God. And of Jesus Christ. And to the knowledge of God who gave his Son Jesus to die so that one’s sins may be forgiven.
“That seeing they may see, and not perceive; and hearing they may hear, and not understand: lest at any time they should be converted, and their sins should be forgiven them.” –Douay-Rheims, Mark 4:12
“Do penance, and be baptized every one of you in the name of Jesus Christ, for the remission of your sins.” –Douay-Rheims, Acts 2:38

Catholic blogger Susan Brinkmann explains succinctly the point that I am trying to make:

“This is another hallmark of New Age interpretations of near-death experiences. Jesus never names Himself, which is utterly contrary to the whole point of the Gospels in which Jesus instructs His disciples to “Go, therefore, and make disciples of all nations, baptizing them in the name of the Father, and of the Son, and of the Holy Spirit, teaching them to observe all that I have commanded you . . .” (Matthew 28:19-20)

Jesus’ Gospel is aimed at making all people believers in Him, which makes it difficult to believe that a person who has a near-death experience would not be told that the bright light or “vast presence” is Jesus Christ.” 

Bansy Kalappa’s baptism into the Church in 2002 was engendered by an encounter with Jesus that made him aware of his sinfulness and brought him to repentance (read his testimony, see the link on page 1).

Panelist Professor Krishnan’s experience of Christ resulted in his being baptised (see pages 10, 12, 13).

Srinivas’ pre-conversion visions and spiritual encounters led him to receive baptism in the year 2000. 
Srinivas’ sharing on the programme could only have been clearly comprehended by the viewers if he had witnessed that he is a convert to Catholicism from Hinduism and that his baptismal names are Paul Francis. His conversion was occasioned in no small part by visions. 

Assuming that Srinivas (from his name) is Hindu, and therefore that his personal testimony as a Hindu of the existence of a real eternal hell as per Judeo-Christian revelation has more power and impact than if he were known to be a Christian, is untenable. 

So, do Hindus believe in hell? Simple answer: they don’t. They don’t believe in the devil either.

Do Hindus believe in heaven or hell?

Because Hindus believe in karma and reincarnation, the concept of heaven and hell as worlds of eternal glory or damnation do not exist in Hinduism. Hindus also do not ascribe to the concept of Satan or devil that is in eternal opposition to God. [See What is Karma? and Do Hindus believe in reincarnation?]
Some Hindus may believe in what is described in Hindu scriptures as two planes of existence that can be likened to heaven and hell. These are respectively svarga and naraka. Neither svarga or naraka, however, are permanent or eternal. Both are intermediary planes of existence in which the soul might exhaust a portion of its karmic debt or surplus before taking physical birth once again to strive for moksha. [See What is moksha?]

Hell or Heaven is not the final destination, rather a part of journey of the soul according to Hinduism unlike in some other religions.
According to the philosophy of Gita, the death is defined as the soul leaving the body. We are not just the external looking body. We are soul living in the body like a driver driving the car. As when driver leaves the car, car cannot move. Similarly when the soul leaves the body, body is said to be dead. Our Body has 2 parts:

1. Gross body which we can see composed of five elements - earth, water, fire, air and space.

2. Subtle body made of Mind, Intelligence and Ego.

During death Soul along with the subtle body leaves the gross body (now called as dead body) and goes to the next destination.

The Hindu concept of Heaven and Hell is different from that of Abrahamic religions. In Hinduism life in Heaven and Hell are not permanent. The soul goes there spends certain portion of its karma and returns after some time to be born in earth again. In Hinduism self-realization is the ultimate goal and earth, heaven, hell, etc. are the places the soul born again and again until it get liberated from this cycle of birth via self-realization.
All schools of Sanatana Dharma (Hinduism) declare the concept of reincarnation and karma. However, most of them don't give importance to Heaven because they want the aspirant to focus on the ultimate goal (Self-realization) instead of the transient pleasures of Heaven.
Hindus, Buddhists, Jains, and Sikhs believe that the temporary living in Heaven and Hell are driven by nothing but one’s own Karma (a portion of good actions will earn you some time in heaven, a portion bad actions will earn some time in hell, and the rest of the Karma will follow you on you on next birth). So, the different religions' ideas of who will go to Heaven or Hell pretty much tells about those religions, other than who will really go there.

When I spoke over the ‘phone to former Hindu Arathi Kalappa on December 20 concerning my serious misgivings regarding the programme presided over by her husband Bansy, she insisted, despite my arguments to the contrary, that Hindus do believe in hell (“naraka”). She is very, very wrong.
Even Wikipedia https://en.wikipedia.org/wiki/Naraka_(Hinduism) says “The Hindu religion regards Hell not as a place of lasting permanence, but as an alternate domain from which an individual can return to the present world after crimes in the previous life have been compensated for. These crimes are eventually nullified through an equal punishment in the next life. (This) concept of Hell has provided many different opportunities for the Hindu religion including narrative, social and economic functions.”
I would like to include here a passage from “The Facts on Near-Death Experiences” by John Ankerberg and John Weldon, Harvest House Publishers, 1996 (one in a series of at least 11 “Facts On” books in my library):
Most of us are familiar with the common elements of the popularly reported composite near-death experience.

After undergoing a near-fatal car accident, heart attack, or other physical tragedy, a person is near death or declared “clinically dead”. He or she has the perception of being “out of the body”, looking down at his or her body, while resuscitation attempts are made. The person soon finds that they are in another location (or dimension) where the spirit world is encountered. This world is perceived as one of utterly indescribable love, beauty, peace, joy, and contentment. The individual may engage in telepathic or verbal communication with various spirits – usually of dear friends and relatives or a being (or beings) of light. Various teachings may be communicated and there may be a “review” of the person’s life. Eventually the person finds himself approaching a barrier or border that he or she is not allowed to cross. The individual is instructed to return to his body because the time for him to die has not yet arrived. (An extract from page 7 of the book. See more extracts from the book in NEAR-DEATH EXPERIENCES http://ephesians-511.net/docs/NEAR-DEATH_EXPERIENCES.doc), and also page 16 herein.
One can see that the above fits to a “T” the narratives of Dr. Parti and the Hindu panelists on Bansy’s show.
It is inconceivable and irreconcilable with Christian doctrine that God and his angels would act in opposition to Biblical revelation and Church teaching on the eschatological matter of death, judgement, heaven, hell.
The OBErs and NDErs experience ‘heavenly’ peace and joy and/or get a glimpse into the abomination of hell following which they are “sent back” to earth. There is NO moral judgement on the manner of life that they led on earth, and they return to the worship of their former pagan gods and/or to the promotion of New Age spirituality. (In the case of Dr. Rajiv Parti, he was convicted of leading a materialistic and selfish life, and some would argue that that is convincing evidence that he was “judged” by God. But any Christian who is engaged in pursuing a life of holiness in order to attain heaven will be very much aware that sin is far, far more than materialism alone. In fact, living a true Christian (Catholic if I may add, because of the attainable sacramental graces that are not available in Protestant Christianity) life is the only antidote against hell.
Hell IS “real”, no Christian will dispute that.

Depending on the translation, hell is mentioned anywhere from between 12 to 54 times in the Bible.
And, “Jesus talked about hell more often than he talked about heaven.”

But the hell of the Hindu panelists on Bansy’s TV show is not the one that Jesus talked about.

For the Christian time is linear; for the Hindu it is a cyclical; hence the different concept of eternity vs. karma -cum-reincarnation (payback/’entering another body’ –Yogi Ashwini below). Therefore, for the Hindu, there can be no concept of an eternal Judeo-Christian hell. Or heaven for that matter, as we have read.
With all of the above information, we will be enabled to have a better understanding of the Hindu panelists’ explanation of their OBE and NDE experiences when we watch the YouTube videos, and realize that they encountered deceiving spirits that were not from God.
(On his show, Bansy Kalappa provided two telephone numbers 22360302, 22360303 that I tried to contact unsuccessfully several times during the last one month when I wanted to convey my opinions to News9.)

However, I was finally able to get through (seeing that my emails are not answered) on December 20 on the following numbers that I obtained from the St. Patrick’s Church, Bangalore, bulletin: 9980914196, 9980589350.

#2.3.4.1 Psychology is used to explain mind expansion as "mystical" experiences. Yoga, Zen, transcendental meditation and tantric exercises lead to an experience of self-fulfillment or enlightenment. Peak-experiences (reliving one's birth, travelling to the gates of death, biofeedback, dance and even drugs – anything which can provoke an altered state of consciousness) are believed to lead to unity and enlightenment.

#2.2.3 New Age offers an Eastern formula in Western terms. Originally, reincarnation was a part of Hindu cyclical thought, based on the atman or divine kernel of personality (later the concept of jiva), which moved from body to body in a cycle of suffering (samsara), determined by the law of karma, linked to behaviour in past lives. Hope lies in the possibility of being born into a better state, or ultimately in liberation from the need to be reborn. What is different in most Buddhist traditions is that what wanders from body to body is not a soul, but a continuum of consciousness. Present life is embedded in a potentially endless cosmic process which includes even the gods. 
In the West, since the time of Lessing, reincarnation has been understood far more optimistically as a process of learning and progressive individual fulfilment. Spiritualism, theosophy, anthroposophy and New Age all see reincarnation as participation in cosmic evolution. This post-Christian approach to eschatology is said to answer the unresolved questions of theodicy and dispenses with the notion of hell. When the soul is separated from the body individuals can look back on their whole life up to that point, and when the soul is united to its new body there is a preview of its coming phase of life. People have access to their former lives through dreams and meditation techniques.
#2.3.3. Central themes of the New Age
New Age is not, properly speaking, a religion, but it is interested in what is called "divine". The essence of New Age is the loose association of the various activities, ideas and people who might validly attract the term. So there is no single articulation of anything like the doctrines of mainstream religions. 
Despite this, and despite the immense variety within New Age, there are some common points:

– the cosmos is seen as an organic whole
– it is animated by an Energy, which is also identified as the divine Soul or Spirit
– much credence is given to the mediation of various spiritual entities
– humans are capable of ascending to invisible higher spheres, and of controlling their own lives beyond death
– there is held to be a "perennial knowledge" which pre-dates and is superior to all religions and cultures
– people follow enlightened masters...

#7.2 Evolution: in New Age it is much more than a question of living beings evolving towards superior life forms; the physical model is projected on to the spiritual realm, so that an immanent power within human beings would propel them towards superior spiritual life forms. Human beings are said not to have full control over this power, but their good or bad actions can accelerate or retard their progress. The whole of creation, including humanity, is seen to be moving inexorably towards a fusion with the divine. Reincarnation clearly has an important place in this view of a progressive spiritual evolution which is said to begin before birth and continue after death.

#7.2 Karma: (from the Sanskrit root Kri = action, deed) a key notion in Hinduism, Jainism and Buddhism, but one whose meaning has not always been the same. In the ancient Vedic period it referred to the ritual action, especially sacrifice, by means of which a person gained access to the happiness or blessedness of the afterlife. When Jainism and Buddhism appeared (about 6 centuries before Christ), Karma lost its salvific meaning: the way to liberation was knowledge of the Atman or "self". In the doctrine of samsara, it was understood as the incessant cycle of human birth and death (Hinduism) or of rebirth (Buddhism). In New Age contexts, the "law of karma" is often seen as the moral equivalent of cosmic evolution. It is no longer to do with evil or suffering – illusions to be experienced as part of a “cosmic game” – but is the universal law of cause and effect, part of the tendency of the interconnected universe towards moral balance.
#7.2 Reincarnation: in a New Age context, reincarnation is linked to the concept of ascendant evolution towards becoming divine. As opposed to Indian religions or those derived from them, New Age views reincarnation as progression of the individual soul towards a more perfect state. What is reincarnated is essentially something immaterial or spiritual; more precisely, it is consciousness, that spark of energy in the person that shares in cosmic or "Christic" energy. Death is nothing but the passage of the soul from one body to another.

Bansy Kalappa (BK) refers to Dr. Rajiv Parti’s book “Dying to Wake Up” and introduces the programme as being about Dr. Parti’s NDE that “triggered a spiritual transformation in him” and resulted in his “journey from ignorance to spiritual bliss”.

BK then switches from Dr. Parti’s theme of NDEs to out-of-body experiences (OBEs)

The remainder of the narrative is delivered by alternately by a female voice and a male voice from News9.

(Dr. Parti, 53, owned an 11000 sq. ft. house with a golf course and a lake

(His dead father appeared to him, comforted him, and led him away from the “edge of hell”

(All messages received by him from the spiritual entities during the OBS were “telepathic”

(He has an encounter with “angelic entities” (11:00) that he later identified as “Archangels” Michael and Raphael
(The “god” that Dr. Parti encounters is “a silver-blue form that showed no sign of being male or female”

(Female voice (15:00): “He now has established a new practice to heal people through meditation and other alternative methods”.

BK: “We have a panel of those who have experienced the unknown.

…Mrs. Shanti Yatish who has had an out-of-body experience … Professor Krishnan, a retired banker, 76, (Asst. General Manager from the State Bank of Mysore who is presently the Coordinator of the Mount Carmel Institute of Management College in Bangalore) … Mr. Srinivas who has had visions of hell even as (you’ve) been in a trance … Mrs. Jalal joining us from our Delhi studio who has also experienced hell.” (I don’t recollect seeing or hearing a Mrs. Jalal thereafter)
BK: “Mr. Srinivas, you have had visions of hell. Can you describe what hell is?”

Srinivas: “In the year 2009, I was in Goa. I was sitting in the room, on a chair. Suddenly I began to realize that I was going into another place. I realized…
BK: “You fell into a trance.”

“Yes, I fell into a trance. I felt like … my body was on the chair, but I felt that I had another body which was going into a well, and it started descending.
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Mr. Srinivas’ “other body” was descending into “absolutely pitch darkness” which he describes as “hopelessness” and “frightful”. “It opened into a cellar like a tunnel” where he heard “weeping and moaning and crying”. He saw a giant figure “a person, not human being” who was on fire and “who looked at human souls with absolute anger as if he hated them”. This entity would embrace the human souls, setting them afire. “I could not see them but I could hear (them)”. “A voice said to me that many who are there are youths”. “I know this voice was God, so I asked this voice, ‘Tell me who can be saved, who can go to heaven?’ The voice told him that “we need to love God, we need to have faith in Him and we need to do what pleases God in everything that we do … If I’m praying at home bit if I’m involved in doing wrong things at work, and if I have wrong relationships and I’m involved in wrong habits … that is not pleasing God. I also was told** that there are two paths, the path that leads to hell and the path that leads to heaven.” … “What I saw was multitudes of people going to hell. People who are going to hell are far greater number, are in a majority. People who are going to heaven are in a minority. I was told** that the people who are going to hell are those who are leading a comfortable life. They don’t stand up for what is right, they don’t stand up for the truth, they are involved in all the wrong things … they are leading an easy life, and they are the ones who are heading straight to hell. And the ones who are going to heaven are those who stand up for what is right, stand up for the truth. As a result they pay a price ... they are persecuted ... they are the ones who will go to heaven. … (Dr. Parti) was not a mafia, he was not a murderer, he was just given into materialism; it’s all about (?) selfishness.” 

BK concludes “so that’s enough to take someone to hell”. 
Mr. Srinivas, answers, “Yes”. 
Professor Krishnan testifies that he and his wife “attended a prayer meeting at St. Mark’s Cathedral where Bro. S.R. Manohar was preaching” in 1999 during which he suffered a stroke.
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While in the Intensive Care Unit of Wockhardt Hospital, he underwent an NDE/OBE. During that time, he recounts, he was “singing praises to the Lord”, surrendering himself and his family to the Will of God (“I give my life to You but not to the devil”) and to Divine Providence. He witnessed, “I come from a Brahmin family but the Lord brought me in a different way and in 1995 I took my baptism”.
When it was reported to his wife that all his “parameters were flat”, he says, “My wife was a prayer warrior. She said ‘this is a spiritual attack and he will come back’. She had that much of faith in the Lord.” And he recovered. “This experience entirely changed my life”, he concluded.
Mrs. Chethna from Delhi shares her experience.
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It was “not on the operation table but in a deep meditation with Yogi Ashwini of Dhyan Foundation.”
[Yogi Ashwini is adept in the ancient sciences of Yoga, Tantra, Spiritual Healing, Science of Havans, Past-Life Visitation, Vedic Martial Arts and the Art of Mace. Mrs. Chethna’s too was an OBE and like Mr. Srinivas, she saw a dark tunnel and the darkness really frightened her. She saw (?) bodies. She shrieked in fear. “I could hear distinctly the moaning sounds (Mr. Srinivas nods his head here) of hell, the shrieks, people were shrieking away in dire distress. The atmosphere was very claustrophobic. (Professor Krishnan nods his head here) I was lingering in the scene, undergoing the pain of being burnt … and all the people that I saw were very lonely, huddled separately but no communication. … The experience had such an effect on my psyche that I pray to God never to visit a place like this. (Mr. Srinivas gives a broad smile here -- and so does BK -- and also while BK sums up the story of Mrs. Chethna.)

Mrs. Chethna’s guru, Yogi Ashwini (coming in live from the US) is asked by BK to tell us about OBEs and about hell and heaven. (One has to excuse BK for his repeatedly mis-pronouncing out-of-body as “outer body” through the series).
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The Yogi explains: “the body is a machine … the soul interchanges the body”; “depending what kind of energy you create in creation, whether it is positive or it is negative, you will be getting one of the two. Depending on that, when the time of the machine (the body) ends, the soul leaves the body and enters another body; this body is also a human body which it enters only to payback or to get the benefit of what it has done; the payback is the hell and the benefit is heaven.” He goes on to cite Vedic scripture in Sanskrit. Those (shlokas?) are for the people who have gone through a process of purification and do not wish to take birth again.” [The Yogi’s words are not intelligible here; he next (mis)quotes St. Francis of Assisi: “It’s in dying that you are born again; it’s in loving that you are loved.”] (Both Mr. Srinivas and BK cannot conceal their smiles.) “All the mega-religions talk about this. … At Dhyan Ashram, when I do certain kind of kriyas … the body is made to experience one of these two aspects of creation. When I find that somebody is leading a negative life … I make them go through the process, what Chethnaji was just talking about. These people are good souls … but they are being misled. … They need to understand what is going to happen when they leave the body. I just make them go through the process so that they experience the pain … What Chethnaji actually had experienced was a very basic level which was again a process of purification. … What you do, you shall reap. This is what basically the definition -- the basic definition -- of heaven and hell is. In heaven you enjoy what you have earned, the good karma, in hell you payback what you have done wrong.”
BK: “Yogiji, have you had a glimpse of hell, heaven, like Mrs. Chethna?”
“What my experiences are, they go beyond heaven and hell, something which you might not understand. What I am trying to say, the experience of heaven and hell is a very, very basic experience. Anybody can go through that. But for a yogi, when you see a yogi, we are supposed to be … in detachment. So we are not touched by certain kinds of experiences because we have a purpose to our birth and to our life. Like if I try to explain you (sic) a language you don’t know, you won’t understand what I’m trying to say…”
Yogi Ashwini uses Sanskrit shlokas and cites the Vedas. Neither Christian on the panel cites the Scriptures, despite excellent opportunities that were made available by the moderator’s questions (for example on the issue of what the soul is.)

Mrs. Shanti Yatish (wife of an army officer) talks about her OBE experience in a surgical ward on December 15, 2002. Her long-dead father and mother-in-law were standing in white robes beside the operation table on which she lay. She was seeing them “in a different dimension”. They spoke to her and told her that her time (to die) had “not yet come” and she had to “go back”.
“We all in the family are very strong devotees of Hanumanji.”

She relates that she was “moving up and down, moving up and down” in a very bright light. Then Hanumanji tells me “You just take my name…”
When she was on the ventilator (for roughly 12 hours), she could hear the doctors say that all her organs had failed and that she had no chance of survival. (Professor Krishnan nods his head a lot during the detailed narrative of Mrs. Yatish.)
When she “returned back” (sic) (10:55) from the dead, it became a sensation.
BK intervenes with pearls of “wisdom”: You know, life and death; people think death is the end, but there is more to life than death.

The Christian might have cited Hebrews 9:27 to emphasis the finality of death.
Professor Krishnan (remember, he and his wife are Christian) again: “My wife is a staunch believer.”

BK: “So your soul could move through the roof even though the room was shut.

You were going at a pace not set by yourself. You were going at a pace set by God.”
BK to Mr. Srinivas: “Since you have experienced hell in a trance, have you also experienced heaven in a trance?”

Mr. Srinivas: “No. I have not.”
BK: “Can you be more graphic with the details of hell? How long does it take to journey there? Can you tell us a little bit more? You said the youngsters are falling into hell at a great …”
Mr. Srinivas: “… I also understood that there are different levels of hell with different kinds of torture. … The people’s flesh was on fire. They were burning, in absolute pain and anguish. I went there as a visitor. The darkness, the dark presence kills you. … For the soul who’s gone there, to know this is for all eternity, there’s no way of escape and you’re going to be stuck here forever.” (Mr. Srinivas goes into a detailed explanation of the rampaging gigantic entity who was transferring his fiery flames to the unfortunate occupants of hell through his embrace.)
“I was experiencing other people screaming and yelling and could see all this fire and I was afraid but I was thinking this is not for me … thinking I am only a visitor and he could not see me. I was not as scared as the other souls there. But when he looked at me, then I realized ‘O my God, he can see me.’ When he looked at me, I realized maybe I’m next…”
BK: “Is hell real?”

Mr. Srinivas: “It’s more real than the things that you see. … Your body is what you can touch, physical, but what is more real than your body is your soul.” 

BK: “What does ‘soul’ mean?”

Mr. Srinivas: “The soul is the real you. The soul is your intelligence, your emotions and your will. That compromises (sic) the soul … It lives in a body. Supposing I die today, you will look at me and you will not say ‘This is Srinivas.’ You will say ‘This is Srinivas’ body.’ …”
BK: “I wonder how the soul can pass through concrete and steel … What is it made of … How does the memory of the soul -- how does it retain its memory if it has nothing tangible? It beats me. Because each one (of you) has had a different mystical experience.”
Mr. Srinivas: “The impact that this has had upon my heart … After this experience I could not sleep in the night … This whole memory would come back … I had a great burden of praying for people because I realized that so many people here on earth, some we knew here… they all are there. And not only that - there are a whole lot of people who are now living here on earth who are heading straight there, and they don’t know it. I would wake up … and be praying to God, saying ‘Please do something, save them.’  ... I would surrender to God all the people who would probably be dead during the course of the day, and I would pray to God saying, “Save them, do something. If they die save their soul…” It has been happening for all these years. It started in 2009…”
BK: “What is most frightening is that you said that the young are falling into hell in such huge numbers … The old (unintelligible) agreed that they’ve committed a lot of mistakes or wrong things, whatever, that … is classically understood should end up in hell. These youngsters, why are they landing up in hell? How young are they? In their 18s-20s?”
Mr. Srinivas: “Yes. If you look at people who lived 30/40 years ago, people were very spiritual* … we were told to do what is right and avoid what is wrong at all costs, and there was a basic sense of moral ethics and … values put in us. To a large extent we try to walk in that … If you look at the youngsters today … working 14, 16 hours a day, there is no time for … spirituality, there is no time for God, they don’t even see God, they don’t want God, they live a life which is given to their own pleasures. … The lives that they live is so contrary, and how do you expect them to go to heaven when their life and every decision that they make is mocking God and his values, is mocking what is right? And every decision that they make is taking them straight to hell and it is not a surprise that when they die they go to hell because that is what they chose…”
*For the record, the word should be “religious”. Even the occult, New Age and superstition are “spiritual”. In the modern world as in New Age, people are proud to be “spiritual” but not “religious” (see page 16).
BK: “You saw them landing in hell in huge numbers. What was it like?”

Mr. Srinivas: “No, I did not see them landing in hell but I saw a cellar and I heard a lot of weeping and mourning. And I was told** that … many among them are youth…”
**”Was told”: Srinivas said that “I know this voice was God” on page 10
BK: “We are joined in by Dr. V.S. Mishra, a scientist from Mumbai who has also had an out-of-body experience…”
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Dr. Mishra: “As a scientist, it is really difficult to believe in these things… science does not go beyond the five senses that we have… I met Yogi Ashwiniji… He gave me an experience of different dimensions … other than hell and heaven there are other dimensions. He made me experience one of the dimensions lower down the line… (unintelligible) meditation … suddenly I start seeing something in front of my eyes… I could see some very strange life forms. I don’t think I can call them animals… weird, scary life forms … In my case it was a controlled experiment I would say … Anybody can experience these dimensions (under ?) a guru like Yogi Ashwiniji … These experiences are given so that people realize their mistakes, the way they are going wrong, and change their path. Learning that I changed my path from that day onwards. I realized that if I don’t want to be part of this kind of dimension, I have to do my karmas (rest mostly unintelligible).”
Srinivas’ input on the horror and finality of hell is now virtually negated. 
It comes across that the whole programme was put together for sensational impact. Dr. Mishra’s account is an OBE (and has nothing to do with the “Hell” in the programme’s title). So too the other panelists. The reader will agree with me that Bansy Kalappa introduced every panelist as an OBEr.
The testimonies of some of the Hindu panelists underline the grave spiritual dangers to the Christian individual who engages in eastern “meditation”. Yoga is one such system of meditation.

BK to Mrs. Shanti Yatish: “How has this experience changed your life? What do you tell people, how do they avoid hell?”
Mrs. Shanti Yatish: “… Be good, do your good karma, that’s all, help the poor. I used to pray, a little bit, but after this I’ve become very religious, I pray a lot…”
Professor Krishnan: “This brought me closer to the Lord … my faith increased in the Lord.”
BK desires to know from Mr. Srinivas why so many youth are going to hell… “Is it substance abuse, is it sexual promiscuity, is it pornography, or is it a cocktail of every one of these?”
Srinivas: “The first thing is that youths today are not interested in God, they have no time for God, they don’t want to know God, there’s no desire for God… They are very materialistic. If you look back 30-40 years ago there was some sense of what was right and what was wrong. The sin of the century is the loss of the sense of sin (These are words of Pope Pius XII). We’ve lost the sense of what sin is. There is no sin. What was wrong 30-40 years ago today is a way of life. If you tell a youngster this is wrong, he’ll say what’s wrong with you. This is what I’ve always done. You’re telling me not to do this. I’ve done this maybe a thousand times…”
BK: “If you speak to the youth what would you like to tell them? That’s the most scary part. Of all this, hell doesn’t scare me as much as the fact that youngsters are going…”
Srinivas: “A few years ago, maybe 30-40 years ago, the life expectancy of a person was maybe (words unclear) 80 years. Today it has come to 40, 30. I’ve seen people 30 years die of a heart attack … I would tell the youngsters don’t think you have a lot of time, that you can have a nice time here, and when you are old, try to undo, you can kind of give up all your old habits and try to lead a good life. That time may never come. You may never have the chance…”
BK: “Now someone is a habitual offender, someone is doing wrong (throwing garbage from an upper floor balcony or spitting in public is “doing wrong”; BK is trying to be politically correct) all the time, what is the way out?”

Srinivas: “Yes, there is a way out. God always give a chance to everyone who wants to change their lives, God is like a father … a loving father. So if a person is an offender and lived his life in the wrong way, all he has to do is turn back to God and say ‘I’m sorry for what I have done, I’m truthfully, from the bottom of my heart I’m sorry, I want to do what is right from this day forward. I want to give up what I was doing. I want to turn away from my wrong ways and do what is right’ and God will help him, and that’s the way to heaven.”
BK: “So in all this what we see is a lot of mystical experience. A normal vocabulary is not enough to contain this experience … in words … so there is a lot of gap between what they said and what they really experienced….
There is a way out for some of us who are really stuck up in doing wrong things. We can still turn away from this and there is good waiting for us.”
People are condemned to hell because of unconfessed, unrepented sin that offends God.

Srinivas is the only panelist who spoke about sin (previous page).

The word “repent” was never used by anyone.

Dear Bansy,
I have a Christian name, and it is Michael.
You have not hurt me, Bansy (remember what Jesus said to Saul/Paul about who he was persecuting). I am in a particular and very burdensome Catholic ministry and an expert on my subject, and yet you absolutely rejected my pointing out that your "Hell is Real" show is a New Age mess when I called Arathi on December 20 afternoon after obtaining her number from the St Patrick's Church bulletin on the Internet. 
I had no intention of talking to you after your ignoring my email of November 30 for 3 weeks.
That wasn't the first time. If you look at my email of November 21, 2015, you did not keep the assurance that you gave me that you would call me back. I took your call so seriously, when you informed me that you were preparing to give a talk on Yoga, that I spent a lot of my very precious time to prepare points for you to talk on. However, you did not acknowledge or reply to my email even later.
All of this convinces me that you will not give me your time, and that your word lacks integrity. So, the problem is yours, not mine.

When you took the phone from Arathi (December 20), I was obliged to tell you that in the absence of any information or explanation from you I now had to form my own conclusions from the contents of the four-part video series.
You closed the conversation by telling me that I could do whatever I wanted, although I was neither rude not threatening with you; I was only pointing out to you that your programme, if viewed in its entirety, would not help Catholic viewers, and it would only affirm non-Christians that their "spiritual near-death and out-of-body experiences" were no less valid than the God-given visions of a Catholic.
You did not permit Srinivas to identify himself on the show as a Catholic or by his full Christian name, so his witness to his divine visions which you belittled as a "trance state" was neutralised by the greater emphasis on the occult and New Age experiences of Dr. Parti and other Hindus. I believe that you did a great disservice to Bro. Srinivas by this (he looked quite surprised/taken aback during the sharing of some Hindu panelists, almost as if he didn't expect that they would be on air with him). And to Catholics.
I can accept that the explanation you gave me -- that your organisation may restrict mention of -- or witnessing to -- Jesus by His Name. But with absolute certainty I can say that no one would stop Bro. Srinivas from using his Christian name or saying, as Professor Krishnan did, that he had been baptized (like you were)! Professor Krishnan gave excellent witness to his Christian (Protestant) faith on several occasions when he spoke. You should have accorded Srinivas, a 15-year friend of both you and me, the same privilege. You and Arathi were my "students" at the 3rd ICPE School in 2002 before your baptisms into the Faith. Both of you have, in writing, along with over 20 others, commended my crusade against New Age in a collage that you all presented to me. 14 years down the line, I do the exact same thing as I did then, but with far greater knowledge and thoroughness than in 2002. So how could I and my work be any less reliable and accurate today?
The edifying YouTube conversion testimonies of both you and Arathi are on my web site.
The reports that I publish on my web site are only on those Catholic leaders in ministry who commit public error, thus misleading other Catholics, and then decline to correspond with me, retract, recognize and realize their errors. You could have the videos pulled for a start.

The International Association of Near-Death Studies says that negative NDE’s are rare and the "rarest of all" are NDEs in which a person "feels negatively judged by a Higher Power."
