A major goal of Pope Benedict XVI is the restoration of our Catholic identity. Liturgy is a key component of such an endeavor. Benedict’s broad liturgical approach can be described in terms of “continuity,” i.e. recovering elements of the liturgical tradition which he believes were too hastily set aside or downplayed in the immediate period after the Second Vatican Council.
The idea of a new liturgical movement came with strength from his book, Spirit of the Liturgy.
A relevant section: “I am convinced that the crisis in the Church that we are experiencing today is to a large extent due to the disintegration of the liturgy … in that it is a matter of indifference whether or not God exists and whether or not he speaks to us and hears us. … Such circumstances will inexorably result in a disintegration…”
For the former Cardinal Joseph Ratzinger, (now Pope Benedict XVI) the liturgy is of its nature an inheritance, a space we inhabit as others have inhabited it before us. It is never an instrument we design or manipulate. Self-made liturgy is a contradiction in terms, and he distrusts liturgies that emphasize spontaneity, self-expression and extreme forms of local inculturation.
In his own book, Spirit of the Liturgy, Cardinal Ratzinger scathingly compared such liturgies to the worship of the Golden Calf, “a feast that the community gives itself, a festival of self-affirmation. Instead of being worship of God, it becomes a circle closed in on itself: eating, drinking and making merry … It is a kind of banal self-gratification … no longer concerned with God but with giving oneself a nice little alternative world, manufactured from one’s own resources.”
For the Pope, therefore, liturgical practice since the Council has taken a wrong turn, aesthetically impoverished, creating a rupture in the continuity of Catholic worship, and reflecting and even fostering a defective understanding of the Divine and our relationship to it.
What does one make of it when a Community entrusted with catechizing, evangelising and deliverance of Catholics from evil spirits indulges in “liturgical dancing” in the Sanctuary in violation of the rubrics, instead of reverent worship at Holy Sacrifice of the Mass?

On January 29, 2009, by a letter to the parish priest of St. Patrick’s Church (wherein the above-pictured song-and-dance routine desacralizing the Mass was conducted during the Holy Sacrifice), the Light of Christ Covenant Community (as retrieved from the LOCICC Home page http://www.lightofchristindia.com/) was accorded official recognition by the Bangalore Archdiocese:
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Thus, the Archdiocese-approved Light of Christ Community (LOCICC), which is part of the Malta-based Institute of World Evangelization (IWE)/International Catholic Programme for Evangelization (ICPE), contributes to what Pope Benedict XVI described as “the disintegration of the liturgy” (page 1), “creating a rupture in the continuity of Catholic worship, and reflecting and even fostering a defective understanding of the Divine and our relationship to it” by organizing a dance to be performed during the Holy Mass at St. Patrick’s Church, Bangalore at a Summer Camp for children.
Correya is the Secretary for India for the International Association of Deliverance (IAD), and works with the Bangalore Catholic Charismatic Renewal Services (BCCRS) whose spiritual director is Fr. Jacob Britto C.Ss.R. Liturgical aberrations are a regular feature of charismatic masses.
Christopher Correya, the founder-director of the LOCICC Bangalore community, has thus displayed an appalling ignorance of the rubrics of the Mass (as well as of the General Instruction of the Roman Missal (GIRM) and related Church documents on the sacred liturgy) despite his claim of being for over two decades in Catholic deliverance ministry (http://mattersindia.com/2016/10/archbishop-moras-sees-new-forms-of-demonic-possessions/*).

The same can be said of the BCCRS as well as Fr. Jacob Britto and the priest who celebrated the dance-Mass.

A. DANCE DURING THE LITURGY OF THE HOLY MASS

In 1975, the Vatican’s Congregation for the Discipline of the Sacraments and Divine Worship (CSDW) issued a Document on “Dance in the Liturgy” in which it prohibited dance during church liturgies:

Conciliar decisions have often condemned the religious dance because it conduces little to worship and because it could degenerate into disorders.

9. Performing liturgical dance.

Introducing dance into the liturgy … would be to add "one of the most desacralized and desacralizing elements" leading to "an atmosphere of profanity, which would easily suggest to those present worldly places and profane situations. Nor is it acceptable to introduce into the liturgy the so-called artistic ballet because it would reduce the liturgy to mere entertainment" (Notitiae 11 [1975] 202-205).

Wide-ranging questions on the Liturgy were answered by Cardinal Francis Arinze at a conference in July 2003 sponsored by the Apostolate for Family Consecration. 

Cardinal Arinze: There has never been a document from our Congregation for Divine Worship and Discipline of the Sacraments saying that dance is approved in the Mass.
The question of dance is difficult and delicate. However, it is good to know that the tradition of the Latin Church has not known the dance. It is something that people are introducing in the last ten years -- or twenty years. It was not always so. Now it is spreading like wildfire, one can say, in all the continents -- some more than others. In my own continent, Africa, it is spreading. In Asia, it is spreading.
When the people finish dancing in the Mass and then when the dance group finishes and people clap -- don't you see what it means? It means we have enjoyed it. We come for enjoyment. Repeat. So, there is something wrong. Whenever the people clap -- there is something wrong -- immediately. When they clap -- a dance is done and they clap.
Most dances that are staged during Mass should have been done in the parish hall. And some of them are not even suitable for the parish hall.
I saw in one place -- I will not tell you where -- where they staged a dance during Mass, and that dance was offensive. It broke the rules of moral theology and modesty. Those who arranged it -- they should have had their heads washed with a bucket of holy water!

Some people want to introduce dance into the sacred liturgy. The Latin Rite liturgy has not had any such practice. We have therefore to ask those who want to bring in the dance to state their case.

If they say that the reason is to make the Mass interesting, the answer is what we have just considered. We come to Mass to worship God, not to see a spectacle. We have the parish hall and the theater for shows.

Others say they welcome some dance in order to express fully our prayer, since we are body and soul. The answer is that the liturgy indeed appreciates bodily postures and gestures and has carefully incorporated many of them, such as standing, kneeling, genuflecting, singing, and giving a sign of peace. But the Latin Rite has not included the dance.

People come to Mass, not for recreation but, to adore God, to praise and thank him, to ask pardon for their sins, and to request other spiritual and temporal needs. The monasteries may be of help in how graceful body movements can become prayer. The Colombo statement quoted above remarks: "When pastoral zeal combines with cultural and religious sensitivity, new ground is broken. On the contrary, hasty and un-reflected changes weaken or damage the religious significance and life-transforming power of worship" (Colombo Statement, 6).

Liturgical Dancing 
Dancing is not a form of expression for the Christian liturgy. In about the third century, there was an attempt in certain Gnostic-Docetic circles to introduce it into the liturgy. For these people, the Crucifixion was only an appearance. Before the Passion, Christ had abandoned the body that in any case he had never really assumed. Dancing could take the place of the liturgy of the Cross, because, after all, the Cross was only an appearance. The cultic dances of the different religions have different purposes--incantation, imitative magic, mystical ecstasy--none of which is compatible with the essential purpose of the liturgy of the "reasonable sacrifice". 

It is totally absurd to try to make the liturgy "attractive" by introducing dancing pantomimes (wherever possible performed by professional dance troupes), which frequently (and rightly, from the professionals' point of view) end with applause. 

Wherever applause breaks out in the liturgy because of some human achievement, it is a sure sign that the essence of liturgy has totally disappeared and been replaced by a kind of religious entertainment. Such attractiveness fades quickly--it cannot compete in the market of leisure pursuits, incorporating as it increasingly does various forms of religious titillation. I myself have experienced the replacing of the penitential rite by a dance performance, which, needless to say, received a round of applause. 
Could there be anything farther removed from true penitence? 

Liturgy can only attract people when it looks, not at itself, but at God, when it allows him to enter and act. Then something truly unique happens, beyond competition, and people have a sense that more has taken place than a recreational activity. None of the Christian rites includes dancing. Pages 198-199

A Catholic archbishop in India says addiction to cellphones and pornography that assail people’s faith and morals are new forms of demonic possessions.

“New forms of demonic possessions are subtly drawing us away from Christ and the Church,” Archbishop Bernard Moras of Bangalore told the third international course of deliverance that began on October 24 in the southern Indian city.

As many as 101 people, including 47 priests, from across India are attending the seven-day conference organized by the Institute for World Evangelization and Light of Christ Covenant Community in collaboration with the Internal Association of Deliverance and the Bangalore Catholic Charismatic Renewal Services (BCCRS).

“This Conference assumes great importance as the people of God are in dire need of deliverance from these satanic bondages. You have come here in all earnestness to exercise your faith and spiritually equip yourselves in unshackling people from these bondages,” the archbishop said at the opening Mass at Nava Spoorthi Kendra (center for new inspiration) in Bengaluru, capital of Karnataka state.

The prelate, who just crossed 75 years, says people traditionally considered addictions to alcohol and smoking as forms of demonic possessions. However “with technology on our fingertips becoming easily accessible and very affordable, the Satan is insidiously using it to prey on people and binding them. We are now seeing more people getting dangerously addicted to the cell phone and to pornography that is assailing the faith and morals of people. The fall-out is an increase sexual promiscuity leading to child abuse, incest and other deviant sexual behavior,” he bemoaned.

Inaugural Mass
The conference which will mull on the Church teaching on ‘exorcism’ and ‘deliverance’ is being attended by priests and laity associated and interested in the deliverance Ministry of the Church. It will also address Catholic Church teaching on the deliverance ministry and seek to clarify several misconceptions.
Catholic participants from various ministerial and professional background expressed a keen desire to receive an “in-filling of the Holy Spirit” and to “clarify” and “be updated” on the subject of ‘demonic possessions’ and ‘deliverance’.

Bro. Christopher Correya, director of the ‘Light of Christ Community’ with a 21-year experience in the Deliverance Ministry, told Matters India, “We feel encouraged that more people are getting interested in the deliverance ministry since our first conference. Devious forms of demonic possession are victimizing thousands of people, including Catholics who are not firmly grounded in the faith.” He also noted black magic and superstitions ruining the faith of many people and said the need of the hour is to have more priests committed full-time to rescuing people from these “wretched bondages.”

He says the international course on deliverance laity’s attempt in collaboration with the BCCRS and other organizations to take on Satan “on a war-footing.”
Deliverance discussion
The participants will receive powerful input from internationally known Exorcist Fr. Elias Vella from Malta and several other speakers.
Redemptorist Father Jacob Britto, secretary of the BCCRS told the participants that those opposed to Christ’s mandate to drive out demons would resist any law against black magic, superstition, blood sacrifices and all devious forms of possession. He referred to the Karnataka government’s move to enact laws and the stiff opposition from some quarters. The southern Indian state had in recent years witnessed sacrifices to appease gods.

Participant Rachel Pires from Mumbai with 15 years of experience in Clinical Psychology spoke of an increasing interest in psycho-spirituality both among priests and the laity.

“My experience has taught me that there are certainly demonic forces at work which science may not explain and so I am here to receive more insights into the spiritual angle and apply them in helping my patients. I want to learn to distinguish between psychological cases and cases of demonic possession,” she told Matters India.

Fr. Jaya Kumar Francis, a Missionaries of the Sacred Heart priest, said he has been “overwhelmed by the anxiety, chaos and questions of the people I face in my ministry. I feel a battle with the powers of darkness is getting stronger and there is an urgent need to address this issue.” The senior priest expects the conference to enlighten and empower him to reach out to people struggling with different kind of bondages.

Fr. Sam Koonamplackil, assistant director of Logos Retreat Centre managed by the Vincentian Congregation in Bengaluru, says he is already engaged in the deliverance ministry. “It is important for us in the ministry to update ourselves on the subject of deliverance and receive more clarity on theory and practice. When we know how the Satan makes inroads into people’s lives, we can equip people to prevent demonic possessions to happen,” he told Matters India.

Pallotine Father Frank Pinto, who heads a retreat center in Goa, says the mission of those in deliverance ministry is to redeem people from the clutches of the evil one. “None of us wish to see people suffer,” said the priest, who said he felt keenly when he saw the suffering people go through because of demonic possessions.”

He said he came to the conference to learn and re-charge him “to hearken to the cries of people who come to our retreats seeking deliverance.”

Redemptorist Priest Fr. Peter Balaswamy says, “I look forward to receiving enlightenment on the many aspects of deliverance and some clarity on Church teaching and how to render help to those bound by evil powers.”

Benedict Abraham, a consultant at a leading NGO, says he sees two categories of Catholics. “One who knows and is convinced of the Truth and the other who remains Catholic by default but is not really immersed in the Truth. The more vulnerable to the evil designs of Satan is the second category.”

Like Christopher Correya did, the BCCRS spiritual director Fr. Jacob Britto C.Ss.R. also restricted himself in only mentioning “black magic, superstition” without identifying the three other major issues that plague the Indian Church’s clergy and religious and which I mentioned earlier (occult/esotericism, New Age, and the Hinduisation of the Church). To have mentioned them would have been the most natural thing to do, but these lay leaders and priests have to be politically correct. Since New Age and Hinduisation are rampant in the Archdiocese itself and everywhere else including the seminaries and parishes, it would be career suicide for these experts in deliverance to have those words out in print.
Third International Course on Deliverance Launched

The third International course on deliverance began here on Monday. The course started off with the inaugural Holy Mass presided over by Archbishop Dr. Bernard Moras of Bengaluru. In his enlightening homily the Archbishop emphasized on the need for deliverance in everyone’s personal life. He pointed out how each person is overwhelmed with deliverance issues that need to effectively addressed and tackled.
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The Archbishop with immense interest in the spiritual life of every person in the Archdiocese said, deliverance is often sought from evil spirits. It’s important to understand that, as Christians, we already have eternal victory over Satan and demons. But we can be delivered from their influence in our lives by using two weapons God has given us as part of our spiritual armor with which we battle “against the powers of this dark world” (Ephesians 6:12-17). The follower of Christ defends himself with the shield of faith and uses the offensive weapon of the Word of God. Against these two, no spirit can prevail.

Christ offers deliverance from mankind’s greatest peril—sin, evil and death. By God’s power, we are delivered from this present evil age (Galatians 1:4) and from the power of Satan’s reign (Colossians 1:13). All aspects of deliverance are available only through the person and work of Jesus Christ, who was Himself delivered up for us (Romans 4:25) so that we would be delivered from eternal punishment for sin. Only Jesus rescues us from the “wrath to come” (1 Thessalonians 1:10), the prelate added. He hoped the course would bring deliverance to many who are in need.

Fr. Jacob Britto C.Ss.R, the spiritual director of the Charismatic Renewal for the Archdiocese of Bangalore in his opening address to the participants focused on the emergent need in the Catholic Church to be responsive to the spiritual needs of the people requiring deliverance and healing. Fr. Britto elaborately described the different manifestations of evil as recounted in the Bible. In addition, he touched upon the symptoms of bondage such as a state of trance, extreme strength, intestinal disturbances, heightened sexuality and vocal noises. Among others include spiritual arrows of lust, doubt, guilt, jealousy, evil speech and all manner of temptations.

“And these signs will accompany those who believe: by using my name, they will cast out demons”- Mark 16:17

This scripture verse provided the impetus for organizing an international course on deliverance. Around 21 years ago, Bro. Christopher Correya (Director of the Light of Christ Community) had a personal experience when his family struggled with issues that needed deliverance. At that point of time, he ardently desired to learn more about the topic of deliverance which led him to the Vatican City to complete a course on the Ministry of Deliverance**. Over the years, he and his wife Catherine have reached out to thousands of people and enabled them to break free from various bondages.

According to the organizers, the principal objectives of the course are: to create awareness about the critical need for deliverance and exorcism, to empower priests and laity to reach out to people who are suffering and in need of spiritual intervention.

Fr. Elias Vella (chief exorcist from Malta), recognized by the Vatican is the keynote speaker for the course will conduct a two day outreach programme with the celebration of the Eucharist at St. Joseph’s School Museum Road on October 29 and 30 at 5:30 pm for healing of the family tree and liberation from bondages, the leaders of the programme said.

There was an overwhelming response this year. As many as 102 participants have registered out of which 45 priests traveled long distances from various parts of India to participate in the week long course. Archdioceses of Mumbai and Belgaum have appointed priests and lay people to attend the course in order to prepare them for the Ministry of Deliverance. Many priests reported that the inspiration to attend the course was primarily due to the rampant increase in the number of people with issues of deliverance and need for exorcism. The priests also communicated that they felt the need to study about the topic of deliverance as their seminary curriculum lacked adequate information on this important topic which requires in-depth study. The international course on Deliverance is just the beginning of a long journey in reaching out to people who are afflicted spiritually, psychologically, physically and morally. The purpose is to ignite the minds and conquer the darkness with the light of Christ, the organizers of the course stated.

The course on Deliverance is being conducted by the Institute of World Evangelization and Light of Christ Covenant Community, Bangalore. The week-long course will close on October 30, the sources informed.

From the details in the above item, it appears that the LOCICC programme aims at addressing deliverance requirements arising out of emotional and moral problems of Catholics to the exclusion of those that are the result of their violations of the First Commandment, such as the occult (the Ouija board, for example, although the activity is fairly uncommon in India), esotericism, New Age eastern meditations and alternative therapies, and the Hinduisation of the Church (all of which are of epidemic proportions in the Church).
However, Fr. Vella spoke on New Age and the occult and specifically taught that the practice of Hindu yoga and homoeopathy by Catholics necessitates deliverance. We hope that Christopher Correya and his team too will henceforward do so, shed their reticence, and stop trying to be politically correct and populist by maintaining silence on these very critical issues. 
B. Adding on to the rubrics of the Holy Mass
Diana Mascarenhas, the wife of the founder of ICPE-India, Fritz Mascarenhas was one of those who directed the 2000 and also the later Schools that were conducted in India. She, Fritz and their three daughters now live in New Zealand from where she came to Bangalore for the conclusion of Christopher Correya’s Course on Deliverance, the main talks of which were given by Fr. Elias Vella OFM (Conv.), Official Exorcist of the Archdiocese of Malta, who is apparently now associated with the ICPE. He was the main celebrant of the Holy Mass on both October 29 and 30, 2016 at St. Joseph’s School Hall. They were open to the public. (On the 29th, the theme was “Healing the Family Tree”.)

To conclude the LOCICC course, Holy Mass for deliverance from bondages was celebrated on Sunday October 30, 2016. The Second Reading was taken by Mrs. Mascarenhas. 
On completion of the Reading, the lector is required to announce “The Word of the Lord”.

But Diana Mascarenhas signed off with a flourish: Dear brothers and sisters, this is the Word of the Lord!

Apparently, she is blissfully unaware that she can neither subtract from the rubrics nor add to it!

Abuses, aberrations and innovations are part and parcel of all Sunday and Feast Day Masses (barring a very few exceptions), which is why I attend the Latin Mass when it is available, but when community leaders of the stature of those in the International Catholic Programme for Evangelization display complete ignorance of the rubrics, it shows how poorly catechized they are, and it reflects on the organizers and the priests who concelebrate. These leaders and teachers who take classes and offer important courses to their lesser brethren are themselves lacking in knowledge of the most basic matters pertaining to the liturgical life of the Church. Whereas those in the leadership of the Catholic charismatic renewal should be examples of liturgical orthodoxy and fidelity, they happen to be the greatest violators from my experience. 
I, who spent three full months as a student at the first Indian ICPE School in 2000, looking back realize that many of the Masses were replete with gross abuses. Several students of ICPE, including two from my batch, have become priests. I always wonder whether the Masses that they offer are faithful to the General Instruction of the Roman Missal (GIRM) or if they improvise and allow others too to do so as is done at ICPE.
It might appear that I am making a big deal out of a little thing like “Dear brothers and sisters, this is the Word of the Lord”. But all of us, including the priest, are servants of the liturgy, not its masters.
And if one is not faithful in small things, one cannot be expected to be faithful in more important things.
Once again please read the words of Pope Benedict XVI on page 1.

For one who once delighted in the liberal pleasures of “charismatic Masses”, I avoid them now like the plague after my intensive study of the GIRM and of Church Documents on Sacred Liturgy and understanding the true significance of what the Holy Mass is.
