The violated family is a third cousin of Dominic Dixon and her husband Bruce P. (name withheld) and the assault occurred in Des Moines, Iowa, USA in February 1995. 

He was charged, tried, convicted and sentenced to imprisonment in the USA and deported from Canada where he was living with his parents.

Why did we commence writing about Dominic Dixon?
