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NATURE AND PROVENANCE OF THE DOCUMENTS
This article is concerned with the documents which form part of the post-conciliar implementation of Vatican II’s Constitution on the Sacred Liturgy, Sacrosanctum concilium (﻿SC﻿). Not all of them are post-conciliar in the chronological sense, since the process had begun before council had finished. Since they number more than 550, merely to list their full titles and provenance would take more than the space allotted to this article. One has, of necessity therefore, to be selective. The 1496-page Documents on the Liturgy 1963–1979, Conciliar, Papal, and Curial Texts, published by the International Commission on English in the Liturgy, contains 554 documents, including 14 conciliar texts. When referring to that collection this article uses the letters ﻿DOL﻿, followed by the number of the document in question.

The documents were published by the popes, by the Consilium for the Implementation of the Constitution on the Sacred Liturgy (see below) and by various Vatican congregations, more especially the ancient (est. 1588) Sacred Congregation for Rites (s.c.r.) until 8 May 1969, when by the Apostolic Constitution, Sacra Rituum Congregatio (﻿DOL, 94), it was divided into the Sacred Congregation for Divine Worship (s.c.d.w.) and the Sacred Congregation for the Causes of the Saints (s.c.c.s). From then the s.c.d.w. published most non-papal documents on the liturgy until 11 July 1975, when, by the Apostolic Constitution, Constans Nobis (﻿DOL﻿, 101), it was merged with the Sacred Congregation for the Discipline of the Sacraments (s.c.d.s.) to form the Sacred Congregation for the Sacraments and Divine Worship (s.c.s.d.w.). However, the two congregations were again separated, from 1984 to 1988, by a hand-written document, a chirograph, of Pope John Paul ii, Quoniam in celeri, 5 April 1984 (Notitiae, 1984, p. 237), only to be joined together again as the Congregation for Divine Worship and the Discipline of the Sacraments (s.c.d.w.d.s.), with the publication of Pope John Paul II’s Apostolic Constitution, Pastor bonus, 28 June 1988 (﻿AAS﻿ 80 (1988) 841–923). A smaller number of non-papal documents on the liturgy have been published by other Roman Congregations, including the s.c.d.s., the Sacred Congregation for the Doctrine of the Faith (s.c.d.f.), which had been known as the Supreme Sacred Congregation of the Holy Office (s.s.c.h.o.) until 1965, the Secretariate for the Promotion of the Unity of Christians (s.p.u.c.), the Sacred Congregation for the Clergy (s.c.c.) and the Sacred Congregation for Bishops (s.c.b.).

The Consilium was disbanded in 1970, but the s.c.d.w. was allowed to retain the services of its experts and members until the completion of the liturgical reform. The Consilium thus had a considerable input into the post-conciliar liturgical documents. Much is owed to the sizeable group of experts in liturgy, theology, the Bible, liturgical law, sociology and language who formed the Consilium’s study-groups. It was they who did the necessary research and who prepared the drafts for the revision of the liturgical books. In this they were joined by some forty to fifty bishops, drawn from all five continents. All of them, bishops and experts, were pastorally motivated and many of them were people of outstanding competence in their own fields. They were drawn, in the main, from the preconciliar international grouping of people who had been in the forefront of the liturgical movement. It is they, by and large, who must be given the credit for the high quality of the post-conciliar documents, for their pastoral sensitivity and excellent exposition of the nature of the liturgy.

The reform of the liturgy involved a thorough revision of the liturgical rites themselves, their translation and publication in the vernacular languages and, while this was under way, the interim adaptation of the existing rites. It also involved a massive pastoral-liturgical and theological education of pastors and people, plus occasional correction of abuses and responses to criticisms. There were thus over-lapping stages in the implementation of the reform and all of this is reflected in the documents.

GETTING THE REFORM UNDER WAY

Of mainly, but by no means exclusively, historical interest are documents which belong to the preliminary stage of the liturgical reform. These are the documents which launched and guided the process by which the liturgy was reformed, some of them prescribing the interim adaptations of the existing rites.

The five more important documents in this stage of the liturgical reform, two of them followed by implementing Decrees, are: (a) Pope Paul vi, motu proprio, Sacram Liturgiam, 25 January 1964 (﻿DOL﻿, 20), on how the reform of the liturgy was to be phased, on the instruction of the people and on the setting up of diocesan commissions. 

It ordered that certain prescriptions of the Constitution be put in effect immediately and announced the establishment of the Consilium for the Implementation of the Constitution on the Liturgy; (b) s.c.r. Instruction, Inter Oecumenici, On the Correct Implementation of the Constitution on the Sacred Liturgy, 26 September 1964 (﻿DOL﻿, 23), gave directives on the implementation of ﻿SC﻿, made changes in the celebration of Mass, issued directives on the use of the vernacular and on the competence of bishops; Inter Oecumenici was followed by a Decree of the s.c.r., Nuper edita Instructione, 27 January 1965 (﻿DOL﻿, 196), promulgating the changes it had made in the Mass; (c) s.c.r. Second Instruction, Tres abhinc annos, on the Correct Implementation of the Liturgy, 4 May 1967 (﻿DOL﻿, 39), introduced still further changes “to the end that the reform of the liturgy may, progressively, be brought to a satisfactory conclusion”; Tres abhinc annos was likewise followed by a s.c.r. Decree, Per Instructionem alteram, 18 May 1967 (﻿DOL﻿, 201), promulgating the further changes in the Mass; (d) s.c.d.w. Instruction, Constitutione Apostolica, on bringing the Roman Missal into use gradually, 3 April 1969 (﻿DOL﻿, 209); (e) s.c.d.w. Third Instruction, Liturgiae instaurationes, On the Correct Implementation of the Constitution on the Sacred Liturgy, 5 September 1970, (﻿DOL﻿, 52), on using to full pastoral advantage the Roman Missal and the Order of Scripture Readings for the Mass, on the responsibility of bishops and on unwarranted improvisations. This phase of the reform which, as far as guidance of the reform is concerned, still continues, is marked by a large number of addresses and documents by Pope Paul VI and Pope John Paul II. The more important of the papal documents will be dealt with later.

The earlier years of the reform saw several other statements on its progress, on the preparation of translations of the liturgical rites and on their publication. Statements issued by the Consilium between June 1965 and January 1969 include three on the reform in general: Le renouveau liturgique, 30 June 1965 (﻿DOL﻿, 31); L’heureux développment, 25 January 1966 (﻿DOL﻿, 32); Dans sa récente allocution, 21 June 1967 (﻿DOL﻿, 41); and four which were on specific topics: liturgical experiments, Expériences liturgiques, December 1966 (﻿DOL﻿, 36); the use of mechanical and electronic devices in church, Mécanique et Liturgie, January 1967 (﻿DOL﻿, 38), gesture in worship, Des gestes qui révèlent, January 1968 (﻿DOL﻿, 42); and the translation of liturgical texts for celebrations with the people, the Consilium’s main contribution on the subject, Comme le prévoit, 25 January 1969 (﻿DOL﻿, 123).

s.c.r. issued a Decree, Cum nostra aetate, 27 January 1966 (DOL, 134), on the publication of liturgical books and a Declaration, Da qualche tempo, on arbitrary liturgical innovations, 29 December 1966 (DOL, 35), and s.c.d.w. issued a Declaration, Plures liturgiae, that translations of liturgical texts may not omit anything of the original, 15 September 1969 (DOL, 125).
ECUMENICAL DIMENSIONS

The validity of baptism administered in other Christian churches was acknowledged by Vatican ii and is re-affirmed in s.p.u.c. Ecumenical Directory, Part 1, Ad totam ecclesiam, 9–20 (﻿DOL﻿, 147). Shared worship, or communicatio in sacris, is seen to present certain difficulties and the same document deals with it (38–63), as do three other documents issued by s.p.u.c. Declaration, Dans ces derniers temps, 7 January 1970 (﻿DOL﻿, 150); Instruction, In quibus rerum circumstantiis, on admitting other Christians to Eucharistic Communion in the Catholic Church, 1 June 1972; and Note, Dopo la pubblicazione, interpreting that Instruction, 17 October 1973 (﻿DOL﻿, 157). On the ordination of women the views of the Catholic church are at variance with those of the Anglican Communion. Pope Paul vi wrote two letters to the Archbishop of Canterbury on the subject in 1975 and 1976 (﻿DOL﻿, 161, 162) and more recently, 8 December 1988, Pope John Paul ii in a letter to the Archbishop of Canterbury said that the Catholic church viewed it as a break with tradition of a kind we have no competence to authorize (Origins, 19, 4, p.64). See also s.c.d.f. document under “The Other Sacraments” below.

Directives on the liturgical celebration of marriages between Catholics and other Christians form part of three longer documents: s.c.d.f. Instruction, Matrimonii sacramentum, 18 March 1966 (﻿DOL﻿, 351), Decree, Crescens matrimoniorum, of the Sacred Congregation for the Eastern Churches, 22 February 1967 (﻿DOL﻿, 352) and Pope Paul vi Motu Proprio, Matrimonia mixta, 31 March 1970 (﻿DOL﻿, 354).

THE PRAENOTANDA TO THE LITURGICAL BOOKS

The documents of most enduring importance are those which form the prefatory material, the Praenotanda, to the new liturgical rites. They are, especially, the Instructions on the liturgical rites and Introductions to them, plus the Apostolic Constitutions, Apostolic Letters and Decrees which promulgated the rites.

They contain a rich pastoral and sacramental theology and thus have had a crucial role in effecting the change of emphasis in sacramental administration introduced by Vatican ii: “Since Trent the Church has been concerned to uphold the truth that the sacraments really effect what they signify. Now she is as strenuously concerned to ensure that they really signify what they effect” (Christopher Walsh, Instructions on the Revised Roman Rites, p. 9). The Praenotanda are designed to help celebrants ensure that, to quote some of the remarkable phrases in ﻿SC﻿, the faithful take part in liturgical celebrations with “their minds attuned to their voices … fully aware of what they are doing … and enriched by [the rites]:” (11) “[that the sacraments] nourish, strengthen and express [faith] … [and] that the faithful should easily understand the sacramental signs …” (59). To this end, the Praenotanda to each rite explain its meaning, structure, parts and ministers, how it may be celebrated to maximum effect, inculcating concern not just with validity but with the clarity, effectiveness and wholeness of the sign, and how to secure maximum participation by the faithful.

The obligatory inclusion of the Praenotanda in the Latin originals and vernacular language editions of liturgical books (﻿SC﻿, 63b) ensures their universal distribution and enduring availability.

After the publication of ﻿DOL﻿ changes necessitated by the publication of the new Code of Canon Law were made in a number of the Praenotanda, as directed by s.c.d.w. Decree, Promulgato Codice, 12 September 1983 (Notitiae1983, p. 539). They are listed in an article, Variationes in Novas Editiones Librorum Liturgicorum, hereafter referred to as Var, (Notitiae 1983, pp. 540 ff.).

THE EUCHARIST: DOCTRINAL AND PASTORAL DOCUMENTS

Several important pastoral and doctrinal documents on the eucharist have been issued by Paul vi and John Paul ii and by Roman congregations. We here list the more important.
