Back in the 1960s, in the halcyon days of the revolution, the then-local bishop forbade the rag from using the name "Catholic" in its title. They told the bishop to drop dead, and they'd do what they wanted, which is why they still use the name "Catholic" — which they are not. No surprise there. These near-heretics have been doling out admission tickets for years to those who are permitted into the confines of Catholicism. If you disagree with the Church on at least a dozen teachings, you're in. If not, you're out. This mentality has dominated in the minds of these leftist loons for decades, and they had come to believe they had the market cornered on deciding who gets to be considered Catholic.
