Hundreds of parishioners, artists and art aficionados filled the art galleries of the Cathedral of Our Lady of the Angels (555 W. Temple St., Los Angeles, 90012) in downtown Los Angeles for the opening this week of the 5th Annual Robert Graham Student Art Exhibit.
The exhibit, named for the creator of the Cathedral’s Bronze Doors, includes 84 student artists–a record number of participants–selected from 14 Catholic high schools throughout the Archdiocese of Los Angeles.
Cathedral Pastor Msgr. Kevin Kostelnik opened the exhibit Sunday with a blessing.
“Lord, bless these schools. Bless these teachers. And bless these students who have created great works of art to give glory to God,” Msgr. Kostelnik said.
Steven Graham, son of Robert Graham, and renowned artist Gayle Garner Roski, a member of the Cathedral’s fine arts committee, joined Msgr. Kostelnik to congratulate the students and present them with certificates.
The exhibit, which runs through early May, includes art pieces inspired by Lenten themes of faith, forgiveness and resurrection.
In one black and white photograph, a homeless man kneels in the rain, head down and hands clasped in prayer.
“This man is showing a true display of his faith and even though he has little, he still looks to God,” wrote Mary Harding, a Mayfield High School student, in her statement about her photograph, taken on the Charles Bridge in Prague.
The high schools participating in the exhibit are: Alverno (Sierra Madre), La Salle (Pasadena), Bishop Amat (La Puente), Louisville (Woodland Hills), Mayfield (Pasadena), Immaculate Heart (Los Angeles), Flintridge Sacred Heart (La Cañada Flintridge), Crespi Carmelite (Encino), Loyola (Los Angeles), Providence (Burbank), Marymount (Los Angeles), Cantwell-Sacred Heart of Mary (Montebello), Chaminade College Preparatory (Canoga Park), and St. Monica (Santa Monica).

Cathedral exhibits student artwork from 15 Catholic high schools

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Thousands will see the artwork on display in the northwest corner of the Cathedral of Our Lady of the Angels over the next few months. But the drawings, paintings and sculptures weren’t created by anyone famous.
Well, at least they’re not famous yet.

The Robert Graham Memorial Student Art Exhibition is an annual event hosted by the cathedral and grows every year. This year, the exhibition features art by 75 students from 15 different Catholic high schools.

“The deepest form of art is the spiritual art,” said Gayle Garner Roski, curator of the exhibit. The well-known artist, whose work is part of the Masters of the American West exhibition opening Feb. 6 at the Autry Museum, has served as chair of the cathedral’s fine arts committee for the last 20 years.

The late Robert Graham, an internationally renowned sculptor who died in 2008, designed the cathedral’s bronze doors.

“Every artist that I know that has the opportunity to address a spiritual space, they come away renewed,” said Garner Roski, who designed and created the cathedral’s “Archway of Mercy” for the jubilee year. “It makes artists double think. They get to dig deep inside of themselves. That’s what we want to do as artists.”

The Robert Graham exhibition, which will be on display through early May, gives students the opportunity to do just that. Also, the student artists on display can note that they showed at the Los Angeles cathedral on their resumes. 

Msgr. Kevin Kostelnik, pastor of the cathedral, along with Steven Graham, son of Robert Graham, gave students certificates of participation.

Catholic schools are committed to art in education, a reflection of the Church’s celebration of art through the centuries, Garner Roski said. “People can come to spirituality in many different ways and certainly art is one of them,” she said.

Garner Roski is stepping down as chair of the cathedral’s fine arts committee this year. She will also no longer lead the Robert Graham Memorial Student Art Exhibition after this year. Noriko Fujinami, studio director of the Robert Graham Studio, will take her place.

On Sunday, January 22 five Alverno Heights Academy students had their artwork blessed and unveiled at the Cathedral of Our Lady of the Angels as a part of the Robert Graham Memorial Student Art Exhibit. The exhibit features artwork from students at different high schools throughout the Archdiocese of Los Angeles. Members of the community are invited to view the artwork at the Cathedral, which will be on display throughout Lent.
“Honoring art through the spiritual and artistic expressions of every student artist is one of the goals of the Cathedral Fine Arts Committee,” explained former Committee Chair Gayle Garner Roski.

The exhibit is named in honor of the noted sculptor Robert Graham, who designed the Cathedral’s Great Bronze Doors. Steven Graham, son of the late sculptor who died in 2008, said, “I think it’s fantastic that the Cathedral is promoting student artwork. It’s something that would make my father very happy.”

Seniors Jennifer Guan, Julia Landis, Alicia Lindheimer, Kris Wu, and freshman Caroline Wong were all chosen to participate in the exhibit as members of Alverno’s Art Program. Each of the students was asked to create a piece of art which reflected her own spirituality.

Jennifer Guan’s work “Untitled” is a digital photograph. “For me, spirituality is the inner beauty and light of the world. I find this beauty and light in the images that I photograph. The landscape is a place where I feel calm and serene,” said Jennifer. “I want to create images that show a dream state or take the viewer to another place. My photographs capture how I see the world through light and imagination. I believer each second is a different moment in our life and that to me is spirituality.”
For her piece, Julia Landis chose collage and colored pencil to create “Untitled.” “Spirituality, in my eyes, is when one goes out to discover the wonders of the world and find a sense of joy in the spirit. That is why I create art. I want to capture that same sense of wonder one feels when they make a discovery for themselves,” Julia said. “I want to urge others to broaden their views when they look at new things. I want the viewer to really observe an artwork, to understand it. I want my art to stir a sense of curiosity deep within my observers and urge them to go out into the world and discover other rare oddities and treasures for themselves. That way, they can grow and evolve and find out in their own way that spirituality means to them.”

“A-Okay” by Alicia Lindheimer was created using mixed media. While creating her piece Alicia shared the thought behind it, “To me, spirituality means finding joy in my passions. I feel the most spiritual when pouring all my energy into something I love, such as making art. The bright colors and patterns that are often in my work reflects this passion. In this piece in particular, I use an encouraging message to inspire positivity in others.”

Kris Wu’s piece “Parallel Worlds” is a digital photograph. “I took this picture behind a glass in another building, which is opposite of this building in the picture. I try to use ‘wanting’ to describe this picture,” said Kris of her piece. “When I took this photo I thought that maybe in the opposite building there is another person also holding a camera and taking this picture. I always think there are parallel worlds in our life. The second me in that world also has a wonderful life and pursues her passions. We may at a moment have passed each other. I feel her presence.”
Finally, “Untitled” by Caroline Wong was created with graphite on paper. Caroline reflect on her piece and said, “I believe that spirituality is a mystery and different for each individual, but it becomes the most clear to me when I was drawing or creating art. Through art, I can express myself and be at peace, away from the restlessness and commotion of life. I come in greater contact with spirituality when I touch pencil to paper and create something true.”

“The thoughtfulness, talent, and passion that these young women put into creating their art for this exhibit is a testament to their commitment and love of the arts. Alverno Heights Academy is incredibly proud of these young women for the beautiful works they have created,” said Julia V. Fanara, Head of School. “Jennifer, Julia, Alicia, Kris, and Caroline are not only talented artists but incredible scholars whose academic excellence and artistic endeavors contribute greatly to our community. 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"All religions are of equal value and viable paths to God and Heaven." This is the main attitude that has been adopted by way too many clerics in the Catholic Church these days if even indirectly. They refuse to talk about the superiority, the uniqueness, the special place that Catholicism occupies in relation to all other religions.

All other religions, no matter how well-intended their adherents may be, are false because they are man-made. And what we are talking about here are the beliefs, not the individual human beings who hold these beliefs. All people, no matter how mistaken or deluded, are deserving of respect owing to their human dignity. Their beliefs, however, are not deserving of respect. The beliefs are wrong.

A simple analogy might help. If a teacher asks the class what is 7 x 7, and she gets answers that are wrong, those incorrect answers cannot be respected. They are wrong and need to be called wrong. That doesn't mean the teacher should insult the student — but the student needs to be shown that the answer is incorrect. That's the whole point of being taught in the first place — to arrive at truth. There's also the matter of justice for the student who correctly answers the question. Those who arrive at truth need to be applauded and rewarded for it.  

We are all equal in our dignity. We are not equal in our apprehension of the truth. And people who are wrong should not be given the impression that their understandings are correct when they are, in fact, incorrect. To place error alongside truth is wrong on two counts; it rewards error and diminishes truth.

But in the monstrosity of a building, passing itself off as a cathedral in the archdiocese of Los Angeles, this is exactly what’s going on. There are a number of alcoves on the sides of the interior where art is exhibited from students at various Catholic schools in the Los Angeles archdiocese. On the walls of the alcoves, you will find paintings done by students from some of the most distinguished Catholic high schools in the archdiocese. Each work also had a placard with a one or two sentence description of their work. And they are loaded with heresy.

Before we show you some of the works, we want everyone to know, we are not going to show the names of the students who painted the images because that would be unfair. We also offer no opinion on the quality of work. That’s not the point of this Vortex. The students are only representing what they’ve been taught after all those years of Catholic "education." 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This work is entitled Heaven Only Knows and insists that humans are created from star matter and connected to space. A kind of New Age spirituality. Again opposed to Catholicism.
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Of course no display of heretical work would be complete without an ode to homosexuality, and here it is Ode to Orlando where the description says, in effect, everyone is equal and God loves everyone no matter what. What it leaves out is that our moral choices can cut us off from God. God love us, yes. But not all love Him back.
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This one called Flamingo — the student description says that man and nature complete each other. No, grace completes man, not nature. Opposed to Catholicism.

This one entitled My Spiritual Mandala promotes the Eastern notion that everything is related to everything else and destined to be united in the end. Opposed to Catholicism.
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And what heresy parade would be complete without opening the door for false religions like Islam. Which is exactly what this work does. It is a direct quote from the Quran — opposed to Catholicism. 
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And again, the students who produced these works are only artistically representing what they've learned from their Catholic high schools all across Los Angeles.

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This Vortex comes to you from perhaps the ugliest building in the world, the cathedral of the Los Angeles archdiocese — the Cathedral of Our Lady of the Angels. Completed in 2002 at a whopping $250 million, it was forced on the people of Los Angeles by the egocentric and modernist archbishop Cdl. Roger Mahony. And for the record, $250 million in 2002 would be the equivalent of $350 million in today's dollars in 2017.

But Mahony was no stranger to enormous sums of money, having to pay out $660 million — the largest to date for homosexual priest sex abuse victims, which he covered up for years. So between this building and hiding the sex crimes of his gay clergy, Mahony cost the archdiocese $1 billion, and that's just in financial terms. Only God can calculate the costs in souls that his wicked reign racked up.

Men like Mahony — and there are many of them — hate the Church and want to change it and made this the entire object of their long, clerical careers. They network with each other and promote each other and cooperate in ways that enhance their ability to destroy the Faith.

While lightning-rod types like Mahony and Bernardin and Weakland and so forth get lots of attention, their handiwork is carried by lesser-known names who manage to fly beneath the radar — men, for example, like Richard S. Vosko, a priest in his mid-70s from the diocese of Albany, under the then-notorious, homosexualist Bp. Howard Hubbard.

Vosko has made a career going around not saving souls as a priest ought but rather destroying Catholic architecture, saying that the old-looking traditional churches need to be swept away and new churches arise that reflect the new Church of post-Vatican Council II.

While it was Mahony who forked out the third of a billion dollars for this hideous edifice, it was Vosko who oversaw the construction of it. Father Vosko has been brought in on many projects all around North America to essentially wipe out the old and bring in the new.

Bishops give him carte blanche, along with various pastors, to brainwash their parishes into thinking that tabernacles should not be visible, altars need to be turned into tables, statues need to hit the dumpsters, communion rails need to go and sanctuaries be pulled into the middle to "enhance the worship experience" — because, apparently, having God physically present on the altar isn't enough.

Vosko travels from diocese to diocese, charging at least $15,000 a plan to shape, oversee and implement what has come to be known as "wreckovations," where instead of renovating church buildings, he wrecks the Faith.

He has "renovated" some of the more noteworthy cathedrals in the country, as well as numerous parishes where he has lied about what the Church says about liturgy to fool parishes into shuffling the tabernacle off to a closet, ripping out pews and brainwashing them about their "worship space," saying that is God's house but our house too.

In interview after interview and presentation after presentation, he makes clear that in his treasonous mind, all that existed in the Church before Vatican Council II was wrong and needs to be swept away.

He even told one parish congregation that all their concern about statues and the tabernacle and all that didn't matter. He said life's too short for worrying about such things, and everybody goes to Heaven anyway, so why get all worked up over these things? His particular attack involves destroying the beauty of the actual church buildings.

Others in the Church attack Her in other ways, but whether it's architecture or art or theology or music or a host of other avenues, Catholics need to wake up and understand that the Church is under attack from within. These men, clerics inside the Church, hate the Faith. They hate the Church, but they have chosen for their plan of attack to remain in and seize control of the institutions and slowly transform things.
It's a much more diabolically clever plan than Luther's Protestant revolt. At least he had the integrity to leave and set up his own thing. These men are much more sneaky. They keep their robes and offices and titles and custodianship over the physical plants and buildings and so forth, all the while twisting and perverting the teachings of the Faith and the presentations of the Faith — up to and including the actual buildings. The funny thing is this: They aren't even that secretive about it.

Vosko freely admits that his goal is to free the Church from its shackles of medieval darkness. And his work is done on the level of the physical construction of the buildings to rid people of any sense of the divine and make it all about the people. They silence dissenters from their view and label them, marginalize them and demonize them. At some point, of course, all the rebellion in the Church had to come to being physically apparent as well in her churches and cathedrals.

Like every single aspect of Church life needs to raise the minds and hearts to Heaven, so too does the architecture of the actual church buildings. This is what accounts for the glory and majesty of so many of the world's beautiful Catholic cathedrals and churches. They were built, sometimes over the course of centuries, with an eye to the reality of beauty being an avenue to the Divine.

But the new rebellious church that has been erected in the middle of the authentic Church cares nothing about God. It is nothing more than a social agency that uses the trappings of religion to try and institute its radical view of man as supreme. The devil built this monstrosity as a temple to himself. It represents a supplanting of all that is right and true and good and beautiful and glorious about the Catholic faith with a twisted, perverted aping of the authentic faith.

Don't think for a single moment that Satan does not have disciples right in the midst of the Church. He does. He has had them all the way back to Judas, who is burning in Hell now.
