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 Plenary Indulgences and prayers for a happy death
-An indulgence is the remission before God of the temporal punishment due for sins already forgiven as far as their guilt is concerned. This remission the faithful with the proper dispositions and under certain determined conditions acquire through the intervention of the Church which, as minister of the Redemption, authoritatively dispenses and applies the treasury of the satisfaction won by Christ and the Saints.

-An indulgence is partial or plenary, according as it removes either part or all of the temporal punishment due for sin.

-No one, acquiring indulgences, can apply them to other living persons.

-Partial as well as plenary indulgences can always be applied to the departed by way of suffrage.

A plenary indulgence supposes that one's soul is entirely free from affection for sin. 
Only one each day can be gained—the sole exception being the day one dies. 
To acquire a plenary indulgence it is necessary to perform the work to which the indulgence is attached and to fulfill the following three conditions:    
(i) Sacramental confession,                                                
(ii) Eucharistic Communion, and

(iii) Prayer for the intention of the Sovereign Pontiff.     
It is further required that all attachment to sin, even venial sin, be absent.

If the latter disposition is in any way less than perfect or if the prescribed three conditions are not fulfilled, the indulgence will be partial only.
The three conditions may be fulfilled several days before or after the performance of the prescribed work; it is, however, fitting that Communion be received and the prayer for the intention of the Sovereign Pontiff be said on the same day the work is performed.

A single sacramental confession suffices for gaining several plenary indulgences; but Communion must be received and prayer for the intention of the Sovereign Pontiff must be recited for the gaining of each plenary indulgence.

The condition of praying for the intention of the Sovereign Pontiff is fully satisfied by reciting one Our Father and one Hail Mary; nevertheless, each one is free to recite any other prayer according to his piety and devotion:
Let us pray for our Sovereign Pontiff (Oremus pro Pontifice)

V. Let us pray for our Sovereign Pontiff N.

R. The Lord preserve him and give him life, and make him blessed upon the earth, and deliver him not up to the will of his enemies. (Roman Breviary)
Prayer for the Supreme Pontiff (#28 from the Raccolta, the old book of Indulgences)
O Lord, in union with millions of believers, and prostrate here at thy feet, we pray Thee to save, defend and long preserve the Vicar of Christ, the Father of the glorious society of souls, our own Father. Today and every day he prays for us fervently offering to thee the Sacred Victim of love and peace. Turn then, O Lord, thy loving eyes upon us, who forgetful as it were of ourselves pray now above all things for him. Unite our prayers with his and receive them into the bosom of they infinite mercy as a most sweet perfume of that living and efficacious charity in which the children of the Church are united to their Father. All that he asks of Thee today, we too ask for with him. Whether he sorrows or rejoices, or when he hopes or offers the victim of love for his people, we should be united with him. We desire that the utterances of our souls should be one with his. Mercifully grant O Lord that no one of us be far from his mind heart during the hour of his prayer and when he offers to Thee the sacrifice of Thy blessed Son. And in the moment that he our most revered Pontiff, holding in his hands the very Body of Jesus Christ shall say to the people over the chalice of benediction the words: The peace of the lord be ever with you, do Thou O Lord cause thy most sweet peace to descend with a new and manifest power into our hearts and upon all the nations of mankind. Amen.
Prayer for the Pope

O God, the Shepherd and Ruler of all the faithful, graciously look down upon Thy servant, Nn… whom Thou hast been pleased to appoint pastor over Thy Church, grant, we beseech Thee, that both by word and example he may edify those over whom he is set and together with the flock committed to his care, may attain to eternal life. Amen
To these are attached a plenary indulgence daily:
-Adoration of the Blessed Sacrament, for at least a half-hour

-Pious reading of Sacred Scripture for at least a half-hour

-The Stations or Way of the Cross
-The Marian Rosary said in common (in church, in the family, in a religious institute, in a pious group).
-A plenary indulgence is granted to the faithful, who piously and devoutly receive, even by radio [or television] transmission, the Blessing of the Sovereign Pontiff, when imparted to Rome and the World.
-A plenary indulgence is granted to the faithful, who spend at least three whole days in the spiritual exercises of a retreat.
-A plenary indulgence is granted to the faithful, who during the time of a Mission have heard some of the sermons and are present for the solemn close of the Mission.

-A plenary indulgence is granted to the faithful when they receive Communion for the first time, or when they assist at the sacred ceremonies of a First Communion.

-A plenary indulgence is granted to a priest on the occasion of the first Mass he celebrates with some solemnity and to the faithful who devoutly assist at the same Mass.

-A plenary indulgence is granted to a priest, who on the 25th, 50th and 60th anniversary of his Ordination renews before God his resolve to fulfill faithfully the duties of his vocation. If the priest celebrates a jubilee Mass in some solemn manner, the faithful, who assist at it, can acquire a plenary indulgence.

-A plenary indulgence is granted on each Friday of Lent and Passiontide to the faithful, who after Communion piously recite the following prayer before an image of Christ crucified:

Look down upon me, good and gentle Jesus, while before your face I humbly kneel, and with burning soul pray and beseech you to fix deep in my heart lively sentiments of faith, hope and charity, true contrition for my sins, and a firm purpose of amendment, while I contemplate with great love and tender pity your five wounds, pondering over them within me, calling to mind the words which David, your prophet, said of you, my good Jesus: "They have pierced my hands and my feet; they have numbered all my bones" (Psalm 21, 17-18).

-A plenary indulgence is granted on Holy Thursday and on the feast of Corpus Christi, if the following prayers are recited in a solemn manner:

Tantum Ergo

Down in adoration falling, Lo! the sacred Host we hail;

Lo! o'er ancient forms departing, Newer rites of grace prevail;

Faith for all defects supplying, Where the feeble senses fail.

To the everlasting Father, And the Son who reigns on high,

With the Holy Spirit proceeding Forth from each eternally,

Be salvation, honor, blessing, Might and endless majesty. Amen.

V. You have given them bread from heaven, R. Having all sweetness within it.

Let us pray. O God, who in this wonderful Sacrament left us a memorial of your Passion: grant, we implore you, that we may so venerate the sacred mysteries of your Body and Blood, as always to be conscious of the fruit of your Redemption. You who live and reign forever and ever. Amen. (Roman Breviary)
-A plenary indulgence is granted to the faithful, who in the solemn liturgical action of Good Friday devoutly assist at the adoration of the Cross and kiss it.
-An indulgence, applicable only to the Souls in Purgatory, is granted to the faithful, who devoutly visit a cemetery and pray, even if only mentally, for the departed.

The indulgence is plenary each day from the 1st to the 8th of November; on other days of the year it is partial.
A plenary indulgence is granted to the faithful, who devoutly visit the parochial church: on the titular feast; on the 2nd of August, when the indulgence of the "Portiuncula" occurs.

A partial indulgence is granted to the faithful, who renew their baptismal promises according to formula in use; but a plenary indulgence is granted, if this is done in the celebration of the Paschal Vigil or on the anniversary of one's baptism.

The Divine Mercy Sunday Indulgence (Second Sunday of Easter)
On 29 June 2002, the Apostolic Penitentiary of the Holy See promulgated a decree creating new indulgences that may be gained by the faithful in connection with the celebration of Divine Mercy Sunday. 
I. The usual conditions for every plenary indulgence:
• sacramental confession [according to previously issued norms, within abut 20 days before or after] 
• Eucharistic communion [according to previously issued norms, preferably on the day, or the days before or after] 
• prayer for the intentions of Supreme Pontiff [certain prayers are not specified]
II. The specific conditions for this Indulgence
On Divine Mercy Sunday
• in any church or chapel, in a spirit that is completely detached from the affection for a sin, even a venial sin, take part in the prayers and devotions held in honour of Divine Mercy
• or, in the presence of the Blessed Sacrament exposed or reserved in the tabernacle, recite the Our Father and the Creed, adding a devout prayer to the merciful Lord Jesus (e.g. Merciful Jesus, I trust in you!")
Whoever approaches the Fountain of Life on this day will be granted complete forgiveness of sins and punishment. (Diary 300)

The soul that will go to Confession and receive Holy Communion shall obtain complete forgiveness of sins and punishment. I want to grant complete pardon to the souls that will go to Confession and receive Holy Communion on the Feast of My mercy. (Diary 1109)

Prayers for a happy death

You might look doubtfully at this page’s title and think “Prayers for a happy death? What’s happy about death?” What we’re referring to here is being able to die peacefully in a state of grace so as to be able to meet our Lord with great joy upon passing away. 

The goal is to be among those mentioned in this scripture verse, which is read often at funerals as and on All Soul’s Day as well: “The souls of the just are in the hands of God, and the torment of death shall not touch them…they are in peace” (Wisdom 3:1, 3).

We can think of Simeon, pictured above, for some inspiring words in this regard. We read in Luke’s Gospel that he, like so many other devout Jews, was eagerly awaiting the Messiah and the consolation of Israel, that is to say the restoration of God’s rule there. 

The Holy Spirit had revealed to him that should not see death until He had seen the Christ of the Lord. When he saw the baby Jesus being presented in the Temple for the first time he knew this was the promised Messiah and said “Now you can dismiss your servant, O Lord, according to your word in peace [Italics added]” (Lk 2:29). He truly experienced what we would all like in our final days on this earth: the peace of Christ!

The first of our prayers for a happy death was written by Blessed John Cardinal Henry Newman, the famous Catholic priest, theologian, and Anglican convert to our faith who was beatified by Pope Benedict XVI in September, 2010. Note how he stresses the importance of receiving the Sacrament of Extreme Unction (what we now call the Anointing of the Sick):

O my Lord and Savior, support me in my last hour by the strong arms of Thy sacraments and the fragrance of thy consolations. Let Thy absolving words be said over me, and the holy oil sign and seal me; and let Thine own body be my food and Thy blood my sprinkling; and let Thy Mother Mary come to me, and my angel whisper peace to me, and Thy glorious saints and my own dear patrons smile on me, that in and through them all I may die as I desire to live, in Thy Church, in Thy faith, and in Thy love. Amen.
This next prayer is moving in its request for our Blessed Mother’s assistance for a peaceful transition to an Eternity of Happiness. (She’s shown with Simeon in the picture above, at right.) 

The author is clearly aware of his need for Mary’s intercession for his “poor soul”, conscious of the fact that he is a sinner who has been redeemed by Christ’s Passion (hence the reference to the “precious blood”) but who nonetheless should never take his salvation for granted!

O Dearest Lady, sweet Mother mine, watch the hour when my departing soul shall lose its hold on all earthly things, and stand unveiled in the presence of its Creator. Show thyself my tender Mother then, and offer to the Eternal Father the precious blood of thy Son Jesus for my poor soul, that it may, thus purified, by pleasing in His sight. Plead for thy poor child at the moment of his (or her) departure from this world, and say to the heavenly Father: Receive him (her) this day into Thy kingdom! Amen.
Incidentally, along these lines, St. Alphonsus Liguori composed this moving prayer to Our Lady*, a portion of which we excerpt below. This great saint once wrote about Mary “Oh, how great is her fidelity in consoling her faithful servants at the hour of death!” Such is the glorious efficacy of our Blessed Mother’s help in our attaining Eternal Life with her Divine Son! Note the plea for her assistance in dying a “happy death”.         *http://www.ourcatholicprayers.com/prayer-to-our-lady.html 
Through your help I hope to die a happy death. O my Mother I beg you, by the love you bear my God, to help me at all times, but especially at the last moment of my life. Do not leave me, I beseech you, until you see me safe in Heaven, blessing you and singing your mercies for all eternity. Amen, so I hope, so may it be.
Finally, we have these three shorter prayers for a happy death. The first of these also touches on assistance from the Holy Family (including Mary’s “most chaste spouse” St. Joseph, who is the patron of a happy death, among other things)! 

Grant unto us, Lord Jesus, ever to follow the example of Thy holy Family, that in the hour of our death Thy glorious Virgin Mother together with blessed Joseph may come to meet us and we may be worthily received by Thee into everlasting dwellings: Who livest and reignest world without end. Amen.

Lord Jesus, pour into us the spirit of Thy love, that in the hour of our death we may be worthy to vanquish the enemy and attain unto the heavenly crown: Who livest and reignest, world without end. Amen. 

Grant, we beseech Thee, O Lord, that in the hour of our death we may be refreshed by Thy holy Sacraments and delivered from all guilt, and so deserve to be received with joy into the arms of Thy mercy. Through Christ our Lord.
The last of these prayers brings up the Sacraments, as in Cardinal Newman’s prayer, this time as a source of “refreshment”. The dying person, if conscious, often makes a confession before receiving the Anointing of the Sick (mentioned above) which is administered with oil by a priest. 

This is followed by one’s last communion, also called viaticum, which means “food for the journey”, God willing, to Heaven! God, in His mercy, allows us to partake of three sacraments as a “send off” into the next life. These will hopefully provide the serenity in our last moments here on earth we think of as being part of a “happy death”! END
Plenary Indulgence at the Moment of Death (In articulo mortis)
To the faithful in danger of death, who cannot be assisted by a priest to bring them the sacraments and impart the Apostolic Blessing with its plenary indulgence (see Canon 530 ß 3 of Code of Canon Law), Holy Mother Church nevertheless grants a plenary indulgence to be acquired at the point of death, provided they are properly disposed and have been in the habit of reciting some prayers during their lifetime. The use of a crucifix or a cross to gain this indulgence is praiseworthy.

The condition: provided they have been in the habit of reciting some prayers during their lifetime supplies in such cases for the three usual conditions required for the gaining of a plenary indulgence.

The plenary indulgence at the point of death can be acquired by the faithful, even if they have already obtained another plenary indulgence on the same day.

The above grant is taken from the [1967] Apostolic Constitution The Doctrine of Indulgences, Norm 18.

Soul of Christ (Anima Christi)-a prayer for union with God at the time of our death Partial indulgence
Soul of Christ, sanctify me.

Body of Christ, save me.

Blood of Christ, inebriate me.

Water from the side of Christ, wash me.

Passion of Christ, strengthen me.

O good Jesus, hear me.

Within your wounds, hide me.

Separated from you let me never be.

From the malignant enemy, defend me.

At the hour of death, call me.

To come to you, bid me,

That I may praise you in the company

Of your Saints, for all eternity. Amen.

Most sweet Jesus -- Act of Reparation (Iesu dulcissime - Reparationis actus)

Most sweet Jesus, whose overflowing charity for men is requited by so much forgetfulness, negligence and contempt, behold us prostrate before you, eager to repair by a special act of homage the cruel indifference and injuries to which your loving Heart is everywhere subject.

Mindful, alas! that we ourselves have had a share in such great indignities, which we now deplore from the depths of our hearts, we humbly ask your pardon and declare our readiness to atone by voluntary expiation, not only for our own personal offenses, but also for the sins of those, who, straying far from the path of salvation, refuse in their obstinate infidelity to follow you, their Shepherd and Leader, or, renouncing the promises of their baptism, have cast off the sweet yoke of your law.

We are now resolved to expiate each and every deplorable outrage committed against you; we are now determined to make amends for the manifold offenses against Christian modesty in unbecoming dress and behavior, for all the foul seductions laid to ensnare the feet of the innocent, for the frequent violations of Sundays and holy-days, and the shocking blasphemies uttered against you and your Saints. We wish also to make amends for the insults to which your Vicar on earth and your priests are subjected, for the profanation, by conscious neglect or terrible acts of sacrilege, of the very Sacrament of your divine love, and lastly for the public crimes of nations who resist the rights and teaching authority of the Church which you have founded.

Would that we were able to wash away such abominations with our blood. We now offer, in reparation for these violations of your divine honor, the satisfaction you once made to your Eternal Father on the cross and which you continue to renew daily on our altars; we offer it in union with the acts of atonement of your Virgin Mother and all the Saints and of the pious faithful on earth; and we sincerely promise to make recompense, as far as we can with the help of your grace, for all neglect of your great love and for the sins we and others have committed in the past. 
Henceforth, we will live a life of unswerving faith, of purity of conduct, of perfect observance of the precepts of the Gospel and especially that of charity. We promise to the best of our power to prevent others from offending you and to bring as many as possible to follow you.
O loving Jesus, through the intercession of the Blessed Virgin Mother, our model in reparation, deign to receive the voluntary offering we make of this act of expiation; and by the crowning gift of perseverance keep us faithful unto death in our duty and the allegiance we owe to you, so that we may all one day come to that happy home, where with the Father and the Holy Spirit you live and reign, God, forever and ever. Amen.

A partial indulgence is granted to the faithful, who piously recite the above act of reparation.

A plenary indulgence is granted if it is publicly recited on the feast of the Most Sacred Heart of Jesus.

Mary, Mother of Grace (Maria, Mater gratiae) Partial indulgence
Mary, Mother of grace, Mother of mercy, Shield me from the enemy
And receive me at the hour of my death. (Roman Ritual)
Jesus, Mary, Joseph, I give you my heart and my soul. 
Jesus, Mary, Joseph, assist me in my last agony. 
Jesus, Mary, Joseph, may I sleep and rest (or breathe forth my soul) in peace with you. (Roman Ritual)

When I can no longer hear human words of consolation, let your words comfort me.

Do not leave my side before I have been judged, and if I have to free my soul from purgatory, pray for me immediately and without ceasing and inspire my friends to pray for me so that I may soon enjoy the blessed sight of God. Lighten my sufferings, deliver me quickly and lead my soul into heaven with you, so that united with you and all the saints, I may bless and praise my God for all eternity. Amen.
Prayer to Saint Joseph for a happy death

O most glorious St. Joseph, blessed spouse of Mary, you who merited to be chosen as the guardian of the Saviour of the world, Jesus Christ, and who, whilst embracing him affectionately, did have a foretaste of the bliss of heaven, I beseech you obtain for me full pardon of all my sins and the grace of imitating your virtues so that I may walk in the path that leads to eternal happiness.
As you had the privilege of having Jesus and Mary by your death bed, and in their arms did breathe forth your soul, I earnestly pray you to protect me from the enemies of my soul in that last moment, so that consoled by the sweet hope of heaven, I may expire pronouncing the most holy names of Jesus, Mary and Joseph. Amen.

In the article "The holy death of St Gemma" we read:
"...Concerning her [St Gemma Galgani's] last illness, Father Germanus writes "Before losing her eyesight, she used to read occasionally. Once her Aunt, seeing a book in her hand asked her 'What are you reading Gemma?' Gemma replied 'I am reading the preparation for death. Oh Aunt, why don't you read it also, for you are getting old? As for myself in all things I am preparing for death.' "But tell me Gemma", continued her Aunt, "do you not regret to die?" 'Oh no,' she answered, 'I no longer have any attachment to anything in this world.'

This and many other examples given by the Saint also profoundly touched the heart of her young friend, Eufemia Giannini, who kept well informed about all that was happening. After Gemma's death she writes: "…In her last days while she was oppressed and under great spiritual dryness, she prepared herself [for death] by reading the book "Preparation for Death" by St Alphonsus Liguori and also other pious books."

So, following the holy example of St Gemma and the Saints, let us be prepared for our own death, as Jesus Himself forewarns us in Matthews Gospel: "Therefore, stay awake, for you do not know the day or the hour". (Matthew 25:13)


Litany for God’s mercy to obtain a happy death
O Lord Jesus, God of goodness and Father of mercies, I approach You with a sorrowful and humble heart; to Thee I recommend the last hour of my life, and into Your hands I commend my spirit.
-When my feet, numbed with the chill of death, shall warn me that my life is drawing to the end: Merciful Jesus, have mercy on me.
-When my hands, weak and trembling, shall no longer be able to grasp the crucifix, and I am forced, in spite of myself, to let it fall upon my bed of pain: Merciful Jesus, have mercy on me.
-When my eyes, dim and distorted, at the approach of death, shall fix themselves on Thee, my last and only support: Merciful Jesus, have mercy on me. 
-When my lips, pale and livid, shall inspire those near me with pity and dismay, and when my face, bathed in the sweat of death declares my approaching end: Merciful Jesus, have mercy on me.
-When my ears, soon to be for ever shut to the words of men, shall be opened to Thy Judgement and irrevocable decree, which will fix my lot for eternity: Merciful Jesus, have mercy on me.
-When my imagination, agitated by dreadful thoughts, shall be sunk in an abyss of anguish; when my soul, frightened with the sight of my iniquities, and the ter​rors of Thy justice, shall have to fight against the angel of darkness, who will endeavor to conceal Thy mercies from my eyes and to plunge me into despair: Merciful Jesus, have mercy on me.
-When my poor heart, oppressed with sufferings and exhausted by its frequent struggles against the enemies of its salvation, shall feel the pangs of death: Merciful Jesus, have mercy on me.
-When the last tear shall drop from my eyes, receive it as a sacrifice of expiation for my many sins and grant that my -current sufferings may be the penance for the sins of my life: Merciful Jesus, have mercy on me.
-When my family and friends standing around me, shall shed the tear of pity over me, and invoke Thy mercy and clemency on my behalf: Merciful Jesus, have mercy on me.
-When I shall have lost the use of my senses and when the world shall have vanished from my sight; when my agonizing soul shall feel the sorrows of death: Merciful Jesus, have mercy on me.
-When at last my soul shall leave my lifeless body, have mercy on me oh God and receive me into Thy Kingdom that I may for ever sing of Your love and mercy for all eternity: Merciful Jesus, have mercy on me.
Let us pray. Oh God, Who has destined all men to die, grant that I may pass my remaining days in the practice of virtue, seeking to know, love and serve You at every moment, with a fervent will and desire to do penance for my sins, that I may deserve to leave this world in the peace of a good conscience, and in the embraces of Thy merciful love, through Christ our Lord. Amen

Three Offerings to the most Holy Trinity to obtain the Grace of a Happy Death (#6 from the Raccolta)
1.) I offer to the most holy Trinity the merits of Jesus Christ, in thanks​giving for the most precious blood which He shed in the garden for us; and by His infinite merits I beseech the divine Majesty for pardon of my sins.
Our Father, Hail Mary, Glory Be.

Will Dying Hurt?

As for how badly it might hurt . . . We know that God will never desert us, that He will never permit us to go through anything without sufficient grace to bear it. We do not know what kind of death we will die, but we can always pray for the grace to die bravely. If we remember how much it hurt Our Lord to die for us, then we need not fear that He will forget to help us if dying, for us, should hurt. We should always pray for the grace of a happy death, but happy in this instance means that we will receive the Last Sacraments — not that death will be especially painless.

"But death is sad, and people cry."

It is sad to lose someone who is a part of your life, whom you have loved and depended on and whom you are going to miss. That is why even people who believe all these things about the blessedness of a happy death cry when they lose their beloveds. They miss them. But God helps them to be happy again. He helps them to look forward to the time when they will be together again in Heaven. To forget this is to accuse God of being mean when He finally takes someone you love, when all the time we know He must take them, sometime. It is to forget how really lavish He is with the joys He originally planned for us when He made us, the joys He so gallantly died to buy back for us.

Die? Of course we are going to die. When? Maybe tomorrow. Maybe even today. Who knows? The thing isn't to waste time worrying about when, it is to spend time as though we might be dying today, would be dying today.

The Sacrament of the Anointing of the Sick and plenary indulgence

Q: When someone is dying and the priest administers the sacrament of the anointing of the sick is it standard procedure for the priest to also give an apostolic blessing that carries a plenary indulgence or is this blessing something that the priest decides to do or not do? 

A: Giving the apostolic pardon can be given when a person is in danger of death. It is more closely connected with the sacrament of penance or even with viaticum (Holy Communion to the dying) than with the anointing of the sick. The rite states that it can be given "at the discretion of the priest" (#187). Certainly if a person is aware then he or she can ask for it. –Fr. Mark J. Gantley, JCL

Apostolic Blessing at the hour of death

CHAPTER V: RITE OF THE APOSTOLIC BLESSING WITH PLENARY INDULGENCE AT THE HOUR OF DEATH

1. The apostolic blessing with plenary indulgence at the hour of death should be imparted, following the reception of the last sacraments, to those who desire it while still rational and conscious. It may likewise be granted to anyone who has given any indication of such desire, or who has seemed contrite before becoming unconscious or irrational. But it must be denied absolutely to the excommunicated, the impenitent, or those who die in patent mortal sin.

2. The pastor or another priest who assists the sick person, vested in surplice and purple stole, on entering the room where the sick person lies, says:

P: God's peace be in this home.

All: And in all who live here.

Next he sprinkles the sick person, the room, and the bystanders with holy water, saying:

Purify me with hyssop, Lord, and I shall be clean of sin. Wash me, and I shall be whiter than snow. Have mercy on me, God, in your great kindness. Glory be to the Father, and to the Son, and to the Holy Spirit.

All: As it was in the beginning, is now, and ever shall be, world without end. Amen.

P: Purify me with hyssop, Lord, and I shall be clean of sin. Wash me, and I shall be whiter than snow.

3. If the sick person wishes to confess, the priest hears his confession and absolves him. If not, he bids him make an act of contrition, and if time permits, briefly instructs him on the power and efficacy of this blessing. He then exhorts him to invoke the holy name of Jesus, to bear his sufferings patiently in expiation for past sins, to resign himself fully to God's holy will, even to the extent of accepting death resignedly in satisfaction for punishment due to sin.

4. The priest consoles him, instilling confidence that by the divine bounty he will receive remission of temporal punishment and everlasting life.

5. Then he says:

P: Our help is in the name of the Lord.

All: Who made heaven and earth.

P: Do not keep in mind, O Lord, the offenses of your servant nor take vengeance on his (her) sins. Lord, have mercy. Christ, have mercy. Lord, have mercy. Our Father (the rest inaudibly until:)

P: And lead us not into temptation.

All: But deliver us from evil.

P: Save your servant.

All: Who trusts in you, my God.

P: Lord, heed my prayer.

All: And let my cry be heard by you.

P: The Lord be with you.

All: May He also be with you.
Let us pray.

Merciful God, kind Father, our sole comfort, who will that no one who believes and trusts in you should perish, in your boundless love look favorably on your servant, N., whom the true faith and Christian hope commend to you. Come to him (her) with your saving power, and by the suffering and death of your only-begotten Son, be pleased to grant him (her) pardon and remission of all sins. Let his (her) soul at the hour of its departure find in you a merciful judge, and cleansed of every stain in the blood of your Son, let him (her) be found worthy of passing into everlasting life; through Christ our Lord. All: Amen.

6. After the "Confiteor" has been said by one of the assistants, the priest says May almighty God, etc. May the almighty and merciful Lord, etc. Then he continues:
May our Lord Jesus Christ, who gave to His blessed apostle Peter the power of binding and loosing, mercifully accept your confession and restore your baptismal innocence. 7. But if the dying person is so near death that time does not allow the Confiteor or the foregoing prayers, the priest imparts the blessing at once, saying:

By the authority granted me by the Holy See, I impart to you a plenary indulgence and the remission of all sins; in the name of the Father, and of the Son, [image: image3.png]


 and of the Holy Spirit. All: Amen.

P: By the sacred mysteries, etc.; may almighty God, etc., as above.

In dire urgency it suffices to say:

 and of the Holy Spirit. All: Amen.

8. If this blessing is given to more than one the above prayers arc said only once for all in common.

9. With the greatest fervor the priest should add the prayers given below in the rite for commending a departing soul: and he should exhort the bystanders to pray for the dying person.

My good Angel, I know not when or how I shall die. It is possible I may be carried off suddenly, and that before my last sigh I may be deprived of all intelligence. Yet how many things I would wish to say to God on the threshold of eternity. 
In the full freedom of my will today, I come to charge you to speak for me at that fearful moment. 
You will say to Him, then, O my good Angel: 

That I wish to die in the Roman Catholic Apostolic Church in which all the saints since Jesus Christ have died, and out of which there is no salvation. 

That I ask the grace of sharing in the infinite merits of my Redeemer and that I desire to die in pressing to my lips the cross that was bathed in His Blood! 

That I detest my sins because they displease Him, and that I pardon through love of Him all my enemies as I wish myself to be pardoned. 

That I die willingly because He orders it and that I throw myself with confidence into His adorable Heart awaiting all His Mercy. 

That in my inexpressible desire to go to Heaven I am disposed to suffer everything it may please His sovereign Justice to inflict on me. 

That I love Him before all things, above all things and for His own sake; that I wish and hope to love Him with the Elect, His Angels and the Blessed Mother during all Eternity. 

Do not refuse, O my Angel, to be my interpreter with God, and to protest to Him that these are my sentiments and my will. Amen.
