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Quo Vadis, Papa Francisco?

08-CONSULTOR TO THE PONTIFICAL COUNCIL FOR CULTURE PRACTISES NEW AGE, ADVOCATES THE HERESY OF WOMEN PRIESTS
INTRODUCTION
In July 2014, Pope Francis named Spanish Claretian priest Fr. Pablo D’Ors as one of the Consultors to the Pontifical Council for Culture. His only apparent qualification, as per a Zenit News Agency report is that he was the director of a theatre writing workshop in Madrid. 
However, this ministry discovered that this priest is a practitioner of Zen Buddhist meditation, conducts seminars/courses at the occult and New Age Yoga and Ayurveda Padmasana Center in Madrid, and is an advocate for the ordination of women as priests. 
One wonders what this priest’s contribution to the good of the Universal Church will be considering the power and authority conferred on him by Pope Francis who will be "consulting" him in Rome.
The seriousness of this situation assumes even greater significance when one realizes that thirty of these consultants will be meeting in Rome in February 2015 to focus on, discuss, make recommendations and take decisions on the future role of women in the Church. Since the priest is an avowed supporter of women’s ordination, there are no prizes for guessing which side he will take at the consultation.
One must also remember the background to the picture -- the see-saw battle that raged at the recently concluded (October 5–19) Extraordinary Synod on the Family at which the "progressives" led by Cardinal Walter Kasper almost got away with their attempt to liberalise the Church’s 2000-year old teachings on what is and is not sin in matters of sexual morality. Their efforts were thwarted by Archbishop Gerhard Muller, Cardinals Raymond Burke and George Pell and several others, not forgetting a very alert conservative Catholic media who were camped in Rome to continuously report to us on the proceedings.
This battle between the two groups is certain to be carried on until the Ordinary Synod of October 2015.

Among the dissenters are those who would like to see their priests forsake celibacy and women ordained*.

Fr. Pablo D’Ors is, by his own admission, one of that group.

That people like him have, in the past year or so, gained ascendancy in the Church while arch-conservatives have been "punished" or sidelined is part of a scenario that is now popularly known as "the Francis effect".

This ministry is still compiling a massive amount of information on the 2014 Synod that will take the reader through the developments from a few months before the start of the Synod until the present moment.

That is the reason that this report in the QUO VADIS PAPA FRANCISCO series is number 08 and not 07. The publishing of QUO VADIS PAPA FRANCISCO 07 is delayed.
To compound the problem of his holding a heretical position on women’s ordination, Fr. Pablo D’Ors is a practitioner of Zen Buddhist meditation. Zen is mentioned in two Pontifical Documents: in #2.1 and #2.3.4.1 (two places) of Jesus Christ, the Bearer of the Water of Life, a Christian Reflection on the New Age, 2003, and in END NOTES 1 of Letter to the Bishops of the Catholic Church on Some Aspects of Christian Meditation, 1989. All three references as well as related information in these Documents seek to warn Catholics of the dangers of these eastern meditations (Zen. T.M. and yoga) which are occult and New Age.
Pope Francis is apparently already tainted by his own involvement with New Age; see three reports whose titles are colored red in the page 13 list at the end of the present report.
*The importance of the 2014 Synod and its 2015 follow-up has not been lost on anyone having even the littlest stake in the pro-family, pro-life, pro-male priest apostolate, or in those of the opposite camp. To underline that observation, I have underlined the phrase containing the word "Synod" in several news stories and articles reproduced below because both trads and libs look to the Synod happenings with hope.

"I started to sit and meditate in silence and stillness at my own risk, with no one to give me some basic notions or who would accompany me in the process. The simplicity of the method - sit, breathe, silence the thoughts...- and, above all, the simplicity of its claim - reconcile man with what he is – seduced me from the beginning. Since I am of a tenacious temperament, I have kept faithfully for several years to this discipline, simply sit back and recollect myself; then I immediately understood that it was a matter of accepting with good will what came, whatever it was."

Paul D’Ors (Madrid, 1963) was born in a family of artists and was educated in a German cultural environment. He is a Catholic priest, zen disciple and writer. He is also the founder of the spirituality training seminar Searchers of the Mountain. In search of silence has made the walking pilgrimage to Compostela and has traveled to the Sahara desert, Mount Athos and the Himalayas. He has published the essay Sendino Dies, and the novels The stupor and wonder and Lessons of illusion, among others.

After graduating in New York and studying philosophy and theology in Rome, Prague and Vienna – where he specializes in German language and literature, does his doctorate, under the direction of his guide Elmar Salmann, with a thesis entitled Theopoetics. Theology of the literary experience. He was ordained a priest in 1991 and is assigned to the Claretian Mission in Honduras, where displays an evangelizing and social work. Back in Spain, he combines his pastoral work - as coadjutor parish first and as a University chaplain after - with a teaching as Professor of dramaturgy and theological aesthetics in various universities in Spain and Argentina. In 2004, due to his critical and open stance, he is relieved of his responsibilities in the University.
His journey as a novelist began in 2000, resulting in the Herralde Prize as finalist and inaugurating his unmistakable style, comic and lyrical at the same time, spiritual and sensory. Between 2001 and 2007 he reconciles his creative work with the literary criticism in the cultural supplement of the ABC newspaper. His nouvelle Adventures of the printer Zollinger is adapted to the theatre and staged in 2011 in Italy by the famous actor and director Roberto Abbiati. All his works, mainly related to the literature of Franz Kafka, Hermann Hesse and Milan Kundera, have been very well received by critics. 
Public recognition comes with his Trilogy of silence, consisting of The friend of the desert (Anagrama, 2009), the critically acclaimed Biography of silence (Siruela, 2012), which has reached seven editions in little more than one year, and The forgetfulness of self (Pre-Textos, 2013), a tribute to whom he considers his spiritual father: Charles de Foucauld.

Currently, in addition to animating at the Open Centre of the Foundation Tomillo, a spiritual training seminar called  Searchers of the mountain, an Initiation to contemplation and a workshop on reading under the title "The wisdom of tales", Pablo D’Ors gives  spiritual aid to the sick and dying in a hospital in his hometown.

Here's another excerpt from the famous Biography:
"A year of persistent meditation, or even half, is enough to realize that you can live in a different way. Meditation concentrates us,  returns us home, teaches us to live with our being, cracks open our personality structure until  with so much meditating, the rift widens and the old personality breaks and, like a flower, begins to be born anew. Meditation is to assist this tremendous and fascinating process of death and rebirth. Thanks to meditation the author has been discovering that there is no I and the world, but that the world and I are the same and only thing".
MY COMMENT
"There is no I and world, but that world and I are the same and only thing"? "Death and rebirth"? Are these the words and philosophy of a Catholic priest or a Hindu yogi who believes in, reincarnation, maya (illusion) and monism (all is one)? Whatever his intention, I am able to arrive at only one understanding.

2. On Facebook once again, we see Fr. Pablo D’Ors conducting sessions on Zen meditation at the Yoga and Ayurveda Padmasana Center in Madrid, Spain. Is it appropriate that a Catholic priest teaches Zen meditation, (meditation and prayer is the same for him, according to his YouTube videos) even if it is just to facilitate prayer, in a yoga academy? Does the end justify the means? What people see is a Catholic priest, now a consultor to the Pope, who gives courses on a Buddhist meditation in a yoga institute. If I were tempted to allow this priest the benefit of the doubt, conceding that he may be leading non-Christians to Jesus by combining Zen with Christian prayer, two things would deter me: one, his advocacy of womenpriests, and two, his statements about rebirth and "there is no I and world…" as I have commented on above. The Pontifical Council for Culture, headed by Cardinal Gianfranco Ravasi, seems to deal not only with culture and sports, but also with the Doctrine of the Faith, and ground filled with land mines.  Anyway, if you can believe the words of the Spanish Claretian priest, Pablo d’Ors.  In an interview with La Repubblica on 5 November, he said that for “the next General Assembly” of the Pontifical Council for Culture is for common ground, which will be convened in 2015 on the topic of “female culture”, an “opening” in the direction of women priests.  He will attend and is “absolutely sure”.  Pablo d’Ors added: “And I am not alone.” 
Last July 1, Pope Francis appointed  Pablo d’Ors as Consultor of the Pontifical Council for Culture. 
Ecclesiastical Cultural Understanding only B-Class: No Longer an Alternative to the World, but “Dialogue” with the World

Father Pablo d’Ors describes himself as “erotic, mystical and weird”. His life had been “full of loving relationships, reading and travel, also reckless”. This helped him in his appeal that he discovered at the age of 27. “Knowing human love, divine love helps to better understand” said the Claretian. “Could be. If indeed so many chaste young men and young women also apparently have dedicated themselves in the course of Church history with all their souls and with all their bodies God?” Said Messa in Latina about that.

The Church’s understanding of culture is especially “inappropriate” today for Father d’Ors.  Compared to the high culture,   this understanding is only B-Class. It was necessary to adjust, stop trying to be an “alternative”, but a Christianity in “dialogue” with the living world.

Priests are better living with a woman: “The time has come”

He has written several novels and is considered the “most German” among living Spanish writers. In one of his novels, the main character, a Slovak woman, goes to bed with all the great writers of the 20th century. Pablo d’Ors said in an interview, a priest lives better with a woman at his side.   Why?   “Because the time is now ripe.”   But that was only his “personal opinion”.

Realignment of the Church Planned in Terms of Women Priests?

The Pontifical Council for Culture “can’t talk about it”. There you will, however, talk about women priests. “I think there will be a realignment at the next General Assembly”

He has also written some non-fiction books, including his most successful book Biografía del silencio (Biography of Silence), in which he says, each “should create a work of art”. In line with this premise seems to be his default setting: “An important criterion to measure the spiritual vitality of a person is their willingness to change. To resist life is a sin, because life is in constant development,” according to the ancient Greek aphorism Panta Rhei.

To be allow himself to be “swept away by life” – “If I were not a Christian, I would be a Buddhist”

Pablo d’Ors and the art to “aggiornare”

Pablo d’Ors also advocates a “new form” of asceticism. It was outdated to build life on a solid rock, because on the quicksand you can admirably live an “authentic spiritual vitality”. Rain, raging rivers, winds and storms are not a problem because one must allow himself to be “swept away by life”.

To this end, the new Consultor of the Pontifical Council for Culture has offered courses for years. To participate there is no spiritual formation and religious affiliation necessary, although the coursework is “primarily” of the Christian tradition and “secondarily” derived from Zen Buddhism. Predictably d’Ors said in an earlier interview: “If I were not a Christian, I would be a Buddhist.”

To the La Repubblica question, what’s the best way for a man to die, d’Ors said: “By attentiveness and completion you forget yourself, which is the hardest part”.

Nuova Bussola Quotidiana writes: “A few days ago I visited my old mountain parish. The pastor has not been around for a few years now.  He ascended into the sky. He literally sacrificed himself every day, to visit the sick and dying and to make them human, but especially the sacramental assistance and consolation. Because it was his wish that save their souls.”

How Did You Get in Contact with Pope Francis?

The question can not be answered. Pablo d’Ors, currently heads a theater workshop at the University of Madrid, offers no clues. La Repubblica asked how he came to know Pope Francis, and he only said: “He probably will have asked: Who is the most insignificant priest from Madrid?”

Pablo d’Ors, grandson of the famous Spanish art critic Eugeni d’Ors, is a student of the German Benedictine Father Elmar Salmann. In 1991 he was ordained a priest and sent by his order, the Claretians, to evangelize Honduras. After his return to Spain, he was university chaplain and specialized in literary workshops with a focus on dramaturgy and theological aesthetics in Spain and Argentina.

He learned through his contacts in Germany know the Jesuit Franz Jalics and established the association Amigos del Desierto (Friends of the desert), which is also the title of a novel by d’Ors. The desert represents infinity. The novel portrays a wandering between Christian mysticism and Zen Buddhism.

Because of the arrest of Father Jalics and other Jesuits during the military dictatorship in Argentina, the Order had reservations about Jorge Mario Bergoglio. Father Jalics forgave the Argentine cardinal after his election as Pope. He and the other Jesuits were not denounced by him, as was incorrectly stated. On October 5, 2013, Father Jalics was received by Pope Francis in Santa Marta. Nothing became known about the content of the meeting.

Spanish priest Fr Pablo d’Ors, a consultant to the Vatican’s Pontifical Council for Culture, yesterday said he was “absolutely” in favour of opening up the priesthood to women.

Speaking in a candid tone that appears to take its cue from the frank debate at the recent Synod of Bishops, Fr d’Ors told Italian daily La Repubblica: “Am I in favour [of the ordination of women]? Absolutely, and I am not the only one. The reasoning which claims that women cannot become priests because Jesus was a man and because he chose only men [as his apostles] is very weak. That is a cultural consideration not a metaphysical one.”

Were it not for the fact that Fr D’Ors is one of 30 consultants due to report to a meeting of the Pontifical Council for Culture (PCC) in February, his comments might have little significance. However, the PCC’s meeting in the Vatican will be focused on the role of women in the Catholic Church today.

Senior Vatican spokesman Fr Federico Lombardi told The Irish Times yesterday that he could not comment on Fr d’Ors’ remarks. He said he did not know the Spanish priest, adding that although Fr d’Ors may indeed have some function to perform for the PCC, he certainly was not speaking on behalf of the Vatican on this occasion.

‘Discrimination’

Saying “the time is now ripe to travel down other roads”, Fr d’Ors also said this “change is necessary” because to deny women the priesthood represents “an unacceptable discrimination”. He said that in preparing his report for the PCC, he had spoken to many women, Christian and non-Christian alike, from various social backgrounds, and that “all but one” were in favour of the ordination of women.
He acknowledged there were many in the church, priests and laity alike, who were opposed to such a move, adding that “new things” always frighten people. However, he argued it would be a “sin” to resist this change because “life is a continual evolution”.

Ordained a priest in 1991, 51-year-old Fr d’Ors is listed on the PCC’s website as director of the theatre writing workshop of the University of Madrid. Grandson of Catalan intellectual and art critic Eugenio d’Ors, Fr Pablo is himself a writer. His Trilogy of Silence, which deals with the contemplative dimension of the human experience, proved a major literary success between 2009 and 2013.

Friends in the Desert
This year he founded the association Friends in the Desert which focuses on the role of meditation and silence in the Christian experience.
Fr d’Ors now works at the Ramon y Cajal hospital for the terminally ill in Madrid.

Asked about the nature of his ministry there, he said: “You accompany a [dying] person by truly listening to what they say, without judging them intellectually and without upping the emotional tension. You listen and nothing more, forgetting about yourself, which is the most difficult thing.”

In his interview yesterday, Fr d’Ors also said he had no idea why he had been appointed to the PCC last July, saying with a laugh: “Perhaps he [Pope Francis] asked people, now who is the most marginalised priest in Madrid?”

A Spanish priest who is a consultant to a pontifical council has said that he is "absolutely" in favor of the ordination of women to the priesthood.

Father Pablo d'Ors, a consultant to the Pontifical Council for Culture, told the Italian daily La Repubblica that the argument against ordination of women is "very weak."

The Irish Times, noting that the Pontifical Council for Culture is due to discuss the role of women in the Church, asked Father Federico Lombardi, the director of the Vatican press office, for a reaction to the Spanish priest's remarks. The Vatican spokesman said that he could not comment except to say that Father d'Ors did not speak for the Vatican.

2 out of 2 comments
1. Firstly, the issue has been definitively resolved by 1994 Ordinatio Sacerdotalis: "The Church has no authority whatsoever to confer priestly ordination on women and this judgment is to be definitively held by all the Church's faithful." That alone is not a "very weak" argument, especially for someone who is a Catholic priest. Secondly, the PRO arguments about "human rights" or "women's rights" to ordination entirely miss the point.

2. I know being a consultant to the Vatican isn't the same as speaking for the Vatican, but isn't he a priest? And it seems he could just write in his personal thoughts instead of broadcasting them in the media.

One thing we learned in October is that a synod of bishops, typically a staid talking shop that verges on the boring, can turn into to a robust round of discussions when the synod fathers follow Pope Francis’ instructions to "speak with parrhesia” -- meaning to speak candidly or boldly, and without fear -- “and listen with humility."
Perhaps the Vatican will experience another round of parrhesia early next year when Vatican’s Pontifical Council for Culture is to convene a meeting on the role of women in the Catholic Church today. The council will host a plenary assembly, titled “Women's Cultures: Equality and Difference,” in February for members and consulters.
Among the consulters is a Spanish priest, Fr. Pablo d’Ors, appointed by Pope Frances in July.
D’Ors is already speaking with parrhesia according to this report in Irish Times: “Vatican consultant ‘absolutely’ in favour of women priests.”
D’Ors told the Italian daily La Repubblica: “Am I in favor [of the ordination of women]? Absolutely, and I am not the only one. The reasoning which claims that women cannot become priests because Jesus was a man and because he chose only men [as his apostles] is very weak. That is a cultural consideration not a metaphysical one.”
Saying “the time is now ripe to travel down other roads”, d’Ors also said this “change is necessary” because to deny women the priesthood represents “an unacceptable discrimination.”
MY COMMENT
Readers have posted 383 comments, most of them "absolutely" in favor of womenpriests and excited that Pope Francis is apparently on their bandwagon. Father d'Ors: "Let's open the Church to women priests"

MADRID - "Why did Pope Francis choose me? A mystery. He may have asked: Who is the most marginal priest in Madrid?" Pablo d'Ors bursts out laughing as he climbs the stairs in his home in the district of Tetuán, a kind of four-story tower that Montaigne would have liked. It's here, between the floor of the library where d'Ors composes his novels and the chapel above where he says Mass, that another revolution of Bergoglio's pontificate is maturing. So far it hasn't been talked about much, not at all in fact. And to discover it you need to come find this outsider of letters and the priesthood who emanates a cheerful vitality.

Really unclassifiable, Father d'Ors. "A mystical, erotic and comic writer," as he presents himself, revealing his vocation to paradox. His first beautiful stories in El Estreno ["Il Debutto" in Italian] make fun of world literature, recounting the exploits of a Slovakian lady who makes love to the greatest writers of the twentieth century. Surprising pages in which you can read reflections like, "Pessoa is the writer who slept the least in all of world literature." Growing up in a cultured family -- his grandfather was Eugenio d'Ors, a monument of Spanish culture -- Pablo was always nourished on words, then moved to Biografía del Silencio ["Biography of silence"], a manifesto on meditation that became a publishing sensation in Spain (translated into Italian by Vita e Pensiero). No longer young, at age 27, after a life full of love, reading, and reckless traveling, he chose the priesthood -- now at Ramón y Cajal Hospital, accompanying the terminally ill. This year he was named to the Pontifical Council for Culture chaired by Cardinal Ravasi, where in February he will bring his brick for the construction of a huge new building.

What task has been entrusted to you?
"I'm one of thirty advisers appointed worldwide. They have asked us to present a report on the role of women in the Church. Now the time is ripe to break new ground."

Will opening the priesthood to women be discussed?
"I can not say that is apodictically so, but I think after the next plenary meeting there might be that approach."

Are you in favor?
"Absolutely, and I'm not alone. That women can't be priests because of the fact that Jesus was a man and that he chose only men, is a very weak argument. It's a cultural reason, not a metaphysical one."

What would women bring?
"Life. And so much richness. The change is necessary because it is unacceptable discrimination. To prepare for my task, I have spoken with many women from different social and cultural backgrounds, Christian and non-Christian. With one exception, all have shown themselves in favor."

Is there still a lot of resistance?
"Yes, not only in the Curia but also at the grassroots. Novelty is always scary. On the other hand, an important criterion for measuring the spiritual vitality of a person is his willingness to change. Resisting life is a shame because life is continuous progress."

Is this also true for the Church?
"Especially for the Church."

What kind of a priest are you?
"I'm a happy priest. I've heard an inner voice. And when you live life as a response to a vocation, you feel happiness. That doesn't mean there haven't been difficult moments."

The fact of having lived a lot before taking your vows...
"...I'm still living intensely."

Yes, but does the fact of having had many love affairs make you a better priest?
"Knowing human love makes you know divine love better. Today I can say that it helped me, but at the time I was experiencing it, I had the impression it was bad for me. You have to have time to process the experience."

Your relationship with the Vatican hierarchy hasn't always been peaceful.
"Are you referring to Antonio Maria Rouco Varela, the former [arch]bishop of Madrid? We had two very different ways of understanding the Christian presence in the world. I could summarize it in two words: alternative or dialogue. Alternative leads you to a closed view of Christianity, separate from a world seen as a sentinel of all vices. Dialogue means also recognizing beauty and good in the world. So I don't impose my absolute truth on you but I invite you to get into a dialogue with me to find the truth together. Francis is a true pontiff because he creates bridges around himself."

Today you're working at Ramón y Cajal Hospital. How do you accompany a dying person?
"By really listening to what they're saying, without judging intellectually or becoming emotionally charged. Listening is enough, forgetting oneself, which is the hardest thing."

You've said that dying as a Christian doesn't involve any less anguish than dying as a secular person.
"Wait a minute. If you're really a believer, it helps you. It doesn't help you when you're a Christian in name only but not in your heart."

But you can live a good life without God?
"Of course you can live without a God. You can't live well without contact with the source of fullness, whether you call it God, being or life. People like Einstein and Rousseau were not believers, but were capable of very deep spiritual experiences."

Why do you write novels? Were you thinking of yourself when you made Pessoa say "I don't write what I think but I write to think"?
"One naively believes that writing serves to communicate, but this would mean that I already know what I have to say. In fact, writing is a revelation in that it reveals to you what you need to write. It is not a merely intellectual act, but deeper, more visceral I would say."

But why have you joined the call for silence? Isn't there a paradoxical aspect, an oxymoron, to writing a biography of silence?
"Only in appearance. Words and silence are two sides of the same coin. Real words, those that have the ability to touch others, are born from silence, that intimacy with yourself. And they call for silence because the best thing, when you read a book, is the need to recreate what you've read yourself. Deep down, literature is an invitation to be silent."

Silence as the only possible ethic. You make Thomas Bernhard say it.
"Yes, for me it was essential. Bernhard is to theorize that everything is a citation. Literature is born from literature. Even my novels are born in the margins of others' books."

You call yourself an erotic, mystical and comic writer. But what binds these very different things together?
"Irony is the style, mysticism and eroticism are the contents. Both mysticism and eros seek unity -- reuniting the separation in the union of spirit and body. As for the lightness, it is what generates the reader's joy."

Speaking of lightness, in Il debutto you take apart Kundera and many others. Great writers, but little men.
"Irony also has a liberating function. Nearly a statement of principle: here are my teachers, but I will not be crushed under those beasts of literature."

But why introduce the corporal theme -- the Slovak organizer who lets herself be possessed by all the great intellectuals?
"I wanted to show deception. We fancy ourselves that we own books and people. But, since you can not master all the literature, the easier thing is to get the bodies of the writers."

Your recurring criticism towards writers is that they prefer writing to life.
"For many, literature is a vicarious way of experiencing reality. But I think that everyone should make a work of art not only of writing, but also of his own life. Thomas Mann understood this very well. Proust and Kafka, by contrast, sacrificed their lives to literature."

Primum vivere. But wouldn't priests live better with a woman at their side?
"The time is ripe for this change too, but that's just my personal opinion. And in the Pontifical Council, no, we will not be talking about this."

d'Ors got off onto a New Order roll when he called Our Lord Jesus Christ's divine decision not to select women for the priesthood to be "an unacceptable discrimination" and that those who were opposed to priestesses were "sinners." It is truly blasphemous how these delusional Newchurch modernists like d'Ors, set themselves up as God to overrule Jesus Christ, True God and Second Person of the Most Blessed Trinity.

Even Vatican II NewChurch got this right...
The Roman Catholic Church doctrine on the ordination of women, as expressed in canon law and is that: "Only a baptized man (in Latin, vir) validly receives sacred ordination."[1] The Church teaches that this requirement is a matter of divine law, and thus doctrinal.[2]

Some supporters of women's ordination have asserted that there have been ordained female priests and bishops in antiquity.[6] The church's position is that, although "a few heretical sects in the first centuries, especially Gnostic ones, entrusted the exercise of the priestly ministry to women: this innovation was immediately noted and condemned by the Fathers who considered it as unacceptable in the Church."[7] In response some supporters of women's ordination argue those sects were not heretical but orthodox.[8]

There is evidence that women were ordained by some groups within the Christian community. For example, Pope Gelasius I apparently condemned the practice of women officiating at altars; inscriptions near Tropea in Calabria refer to "presbytera", which could be interpreted as a woman priest or as a wife of a male priest.[8] Furthermore, a sarcophagus from Dalmatia is inscribed with the date 425 and records that a grave in the Salona burial-ground was bought from presbytera Flavia Vitalia: selling burial plots was at one time a duty of presbyters.[8] There have been some 15 records so far found of women being ordained in antiquity by Christians; the church, as noted, states those ordinations were by heretical groups. The Vatican II sect is very much gnostic and heretical so it should not surprise anyone.

 In 1976, the Sacred Congregation for the Doctrine of the Faith issued the Declaration on the Question of the Admission of Women to the Ministerial Priesthood which taught that for doctrinal, theological, and historical reasons, the Church "... does not consider herself authorized to admit women to priestly ordination." Reasons given were the Church's determination to remain faithful to its constant tradition, its fidelity to Christ's will, and the iconic value of male representation due to the "sacramental nature" of the priesthood. 
In April 1976, the Pontifical Biblical Commission released a study examining the exclusion of women from the ministerial priesthood from a biblical perspective: "The masculine character of the hierarchical order which has structured the church since its beginning ... seems attested to by scripture in an undeniable way." "As a matter of fact, we see in the Acts of the Apostles and the epistles that the first [Christian] communities were always directed by men exercising the apostolic power."[19] However, in the conclusion of the document, they write:
"It does not seem that the New Testament by itself alone will permit us to settle in a clear way and once and for all the problem of the possible accession of women to the presbyterate.
These modernists run under the Marxist/Masonic banner of "absolute equality" and soon all religions will be united as the diabolical plot to overthrow the Dogma of Faith commences. 
In 1994, Pope John Paul II declared in his letter Ordinatio Sacerdotalis, stating: "Wherefore, in order that all doubt may be removed regarding a matter of great importance… I declare that the Church has no authority whatsoever to confer priestly ordination on women and that this judgment is to be definitively held by all the Church's faithful."[20]
