Cardinal Bergoglio for several years has been treated by a Chinese New Age acupuncture doctor. (For more information on this topic in English see Here 1). The matter was raised in the media shortly after his own doctor of acupuncture, Liu Ming, visited him at the Vatican, along the route of his journey from Argentina to China.
In the picture the doctor of former Cardinal Bergoglio hands now Pope Francis a magazine entitled: "Tao ". The word is the Chinese idea, symbol and means "way", "rule" , one of the central concepts of Taoism, is also used in other Eastern religions and philosophies.
The title of the journal is so very eloquent, being subtitled "Secrets of Chinese medicine" (Here 2 is a picture of the magazine cover).
Liu Ming in an interview (in Spanish, Link 1) boasts of its references to Chinese philosophy,
- Claims that teaches ancient Chinese manuscript classic I Ching (Yijing, the Book of Changes), which includes a system of divination.
According to Liu Ming, first, three times a week, then twice a week, he came to the cathedral to the Cardinal (probably in terms of building the Curia); then the regularity of meetings decreased.
The doctor goes on to say:
"As a Taoist monk told [Cardinal] a lot about the Tao, which in China is the only truth. In your culture is called God, and China is the Tao. This is the same thing, the same is true. He (Cardinal Bergoglio) listened with great attention. "
Acupuncture is an unconventional therapeutic practice that belongs to alternative medicine.
- Because it originated in China and is combined with the local philosophy and beliefs, for Christians is, to put it mildly, of questionable in practice or such, which should be approached with caution.
Eminent Warsaw Catholic new-age theorist Robert Tekieli explains the problem with acupuncture (Link 2):
"One definitely should be discouraged from visiting the clinics of acupuncture that are not part of the western academic medicine (...)
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Francis photographed with the Chinese acupuncturist doctor who treated him, handing him the magazine "Tao"
It is also unclear whether, in addition shall not puncture during acupuncture treatments trance techniques (related to the practice of qi gong and tai chi chuan), - which may entail negative spiritual consequences".
Even if the doctor did not have with Cardinal Bergoglio any such trance techniques (and we do not know exactly how the treatment proceeded, etc.),
Why go to the Taoist believer doctor who practices outspoken wróżeń and energy healing systems?
Is not it unwise for three years to be subjected to its influence?
It is worth quoting a sentence of Fr. Pros, exorcist, who talks about the dangerous contacts and Chinese medicine (Link 3):
"The second (way to open up to the evil spirit), the opening of the conscious and even unconscious to the evil spirits through contacts with satanic sects on the ground, with the occult, fairies, tarocistami, by the use of so-called services healer. (...) Chinese medicine does not distinguish between what is natural from the supernatural, because the way one can come into contact with the second part. "

What did Cardinal Bergoglio use acupuncture?
Why did Cardinal choose a doctor who teaches wróżeń system, sitting up to their ears in the New Age?
Was it ignorance of the dangers of New Age practices and Chinese alternative medicine?
Was his decision fully aware of the motives which was taken?

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Concentrado. Liu Ming en su escritorio con los libros que le regaló Bergoglio cuando era prelado porteño. Por entonces, Ming le hacía acupuntura y masajes en la Nunciatura. 
The first thing you sense when entering his study is the smell of incense. Once inside, the only premise that is imposed on the sixth floor of an Avenida Libertador building is: speak in a low voice. "There are two patients, please do not yell" orders an assistant. 
There are two rooms divided by black curtains where one of them has an inscription in golden Chinese characters. It's an ancient Taoist mantra meaning: "After the light, all bad energy loses its shape". 
Barely illuminated by orange salt lamps, eight beds with white sheets occupy all the space while an oriental melody plays in the background.

Facing the beds and behind a desk, Liu Ming receives PROFILE (Perfil) Magazine with a smile. He is 45 and has been living in Argentina for 10 years practicing traditional Chinese medicine.

However, this Chinese doctor hides an unknown characteristic: he took care of Francis’ health for eight years. Yes, the now Argentinian Pope. 
It was in September 2003 in Santiago del Estero, when Ming attended a priest whose name he doesn’t recall. This priest was the one who contacted the then Cardinal Jorge Bergoglio, who then phoned him and asked him if he could be bothered to go to the Cathedral: "I want to make several medical consultations," said Bergoglio. "He had several health issues, but I knew nothing. I was unsure, right?" says Ming, who will keep repeating this pet word during the whole interview. ”He told me that he had his gallbladder removed and had a problem with his liver. He had had lung surgery and had some heart problems which needed surgery."
Was he on medication? 
Yes, taking many pills for everything ... 
Then what did you recommend? 
Start treatment. First, we started three times a week. 
He came to your study? 
No, I always went to the Cathedral, to the third floor. Then I started going twice a week and later once a week. After three years we met every three weeks. 
How long did the treatment last? 
We began in January 2004. So about eight years or so, until last year. And he always paid me the consultation
How much did it cost? 
In 2004? Fifty pesos per session. 
Bergoglio gave you two books and autographed them for you in May of that year. Was he in good health at that time? 
Yes, he quickly stopped taking the pills for the heart, blood circulation and the diabetes problems he had. 
You assure me that you cured him of everything? 
Yes, as you can see. He is a healthy man. He no longer takes any kind of pills. 
Did he do clinical studies to corroborate this? 
Yes, all the results were good. 
In what exactly did the treatment consist? 
Acupuncture and massages*. Chinese medicine acts naturally. I always say that Chinese medicine can make you live up to 140 years. We have two worlds: external and internal. Traditional medicine seeks what is external but does not take into account that the body itself has its own medicine to solve any problem. And that's on the inside. 
How was Bergoglio as a patient? 
Super quiet. He was not even bothered by the punctures! A very spiritual person. For me it was an honour to serve a cardinal who is a person with great nobility, with a high rank, but despite all that, did not care how things looked from the outside rather than from the inside. 
What caught your attention? 
When at the very beginning we started the treatment, I saw him undress for the first time. Patients remain even without underwear. He had holes in his clothes; they were old, worn out. He always wore the same shoes. And a very austere watch that he never changed. I asked myself, 'How can a person of such greatness be so humble?' 
Did he ever make ​​any recommendations regarding our culture? 
(He reflects) He asked me if I knew San Lorenzo [a football team]. I don’t even have a television (he laughs). Yes, he told me about Argentinian meat. Oh! It's not like in China; here you don’t even need to salt it. He made another suggestion: the name of my daughter. 
Bergoglio chose it? 
Yes, she is called María Guadalupe. 
Did you discuss Eastern philosophy? Was he interested? 
Yes, we exchanged books. For example, he gave me as a gift the Book of I Ching in Spanish. I use it to teach lessons in Buenos Aires. He gave me the Bible and a book called Reasons to Believe. 
Did you have any kind of disagreement? 
No. This world had a religious beginning and life cannot exist without religion, otherwise we would be animals. As a Taoist monk, I talked to him a lot about Tao, which in China is the only truth. In your culture, it is called God and in China's Tao. It's the same, it is the same truth. He would listen to me with attention. 
What did his physician say when you appeared? 
He has a group of physicians. When he started with me they said, "It cannot be Cardinal, you need to make the clinical studies." It was in 2005, when the new Pope was going to be elected. The doctors wanted him to undergo surgery but he didn’t want to. Thanks to my treatment for blood arteries – his were obstructed – blood began to circulate better. I did nothing more that redirect the body's energy**. Afterwards, for some time, he put all his trust in me. And his doctors, all proud (he lifts his chest) became a little jealous. Except a doctor called Graciela Rodriguez, who came to learn Chinese medicine with me. 
When he was a Cardinal, did he ever say that he wanted to be Pope? 
No, never. He already had a lot of pressure being a cardinal, he lived with stress. All that takes its toll on the body. 
When you found out he had become Pope, what went through your mind? 
I experienced it in a normal way, for me he's the same person. People called me, they knew I attended him. I preferred to remain silent. He is a very spiritual person; I don’t believe he has such a happy feeling now. 
What do you mean? 
Because of the pressure he is under. He is all the same a strong and healthy person who will carry out his mission. In this world, a new cycle began after 2012. This happens every 8000 years. This world is awful but the best is yet to come and having Bergoglio as Pope Bergoglio has to do with this positive change. 
Do you really think he will be able to? 
It's true, he’s a person who has the difficult task of leading many people, but he does so without ego and that is something that not everyone can do. We are sent, we do not own. We are an instant on earth and we have to be respectful of that. Bergoglio has that very clear thinking; he has great wisdom, as the Chinese culture has. 
Have you talked to him again? 
No, he was here for a couple of months to last year; he came to see me and brought me chocolates. We chatted, drank tea and I did not see him again. 
Do you think he is going to call you now to attend him in the Vatican? 
Let's see ... (he laughs). He is healthy and that's what matters. He asked me once, when I said that Chinese medicine can make you live up to 140 years: "Am I going to live so long?" And I said yes. 
We are going to have an Argentinian Pope for a very long time then…
Right.
Let us pray, storming heaven for our Holy Father Pope Francis to be freed from these occult New Age influences that he consciously allowed himself to be subjected to. -Michael
