My family thinks that abortion would be best because they feel I am not capable of raising a child because I currently don't have a job or the resources. But you know, I always think back on those three abortions that I had and I say, "Never again."

I remember the first time I ever got pregnant. I had only been 19 for only a month when I found out. My mother took me to the clinic because she kept wondering what was going on with me. But when she found out, I was forced to get an abortion. I didn’t want to go through the pain of it, but I had no choice because I was still considered a minor in her eyes and she had plans for me to go to school and actually have a "future."  

After the first abortion, I vowed that I would never go through the pain ever again. That was until I was 22 years old and with a guy I loved with every beat of my heart, but I had to choose between starting a family and being with him.  

I had abortions 2 and 3 within a two-month period. Abortion number 2 was the worst because I was sick for almost a month afterwards and I also fell into depression. I tried calling the numbers that we would get after the abortion was over with, but my boyfriend would always take the card from me and made me promise to forget about the abortion and work on trying to get our relationship stronger.  

With abortion number 3, it made things even worse because he had a son from a previous relationship and I couldn't force myself to be around his little boy who I loved so much like he was my own. I fell deeper and deeper into depression to the point where in April of that same year, I tried to commit suicide by swallowing pills of all sort. After I left the hospital, I turned deeper and deeper into prescription pain medication addiction because of my abortions. 

I'm 24 right now and I'm currently nine weeks pregnant with my first child, which I am keeping despite what my family and what my ex say. My ex said he wouldn't have anything to do with me unless I have an abortion, but it's okay because I will not allow him to be in my child's life.
