If only I was not so sick, so tired of being sick; I needed someone to help me carry my cross...
If only I had known that I could have had another place to live... 
If only I had not been afraid of parents….the confrontation, the lecture, the feeling of failure to them...
If only I had let her speak, the lady with the clipboard; the abortionist came and said "Honey you don't have to listen to her," as he put his arm around my shoulder and guided me into the little room...  
If only the abortionist cared about me - cared that I was crying... 
If only I had remembered my school teachings that showed the egg and the sperm meeting…
If only I had known that it was not a piece of me taken away never to become life… it was already life...
If only I had seen a picture or an article of the procedure...
If only our government made me sure that I KNEW…
If only I had known that I was not preventing life - I was killing it...

God showed me conception and the holy Eucharist being offered. That weekend Casey was conceived. He is now 2 yrs old. God knows of every creation before it is conceived. As Mother Teresa says, "When we accept a little child, we accept Christ into our hearts" and "Any country that accepts abortion is not teaching the people to love, but to use any violence to get what they want. That is why the greatest destroyer of love and peace is abortion. How can a nation tell us not to kill when we Mother's can kill our own child?"
