When I was eighteen I had an abortion.  I was ashamed and scared that my parents would throw me out if they knew I was pregnant.  I also rationalized that our country and government were good and there was no life inside me. The decision to abort was immediate, however when the time came, my boyfriend said to me, "Maybe we should just get married instead."  It was too late I had already made up my mind.
