I had an abortion because I was alone and scared. I had an abortion because the only person I could tell about the pregnancy told me there was no other choice than abortion. I knew what I was doing was wrong, and for me that's the hardest part, but I kept being told that didn't matter.
During the abortion procedure the doctor came to meet with me because they were afraid that the abortion procedure was too risky with my own health issues. So I had to wait three days. When I returned, no one asked if I was sure of my decision and I was under anesthesia before they even did an ultrasound. 

Immediately after the abortion I felt guilt, shame, and loneliness. That guilt and shame hasn’t allowed me to talk to anyone. The same boy that convinced me to have an abortion decided it was too much to deal with so I was left with no one to talk to. 
As time went on after the abortion I felt pain and guilt. I couldn't forgive myself. I didn't understand why my country didn't consider me a criminal or why God hadn't punished me. I saw myself as an unprincipled monster, one that had taken a life. So I attempted to take my own life. People ran to save me from myself. That hurt me more, because the people who would not let me take my own life were the same people who told me I had to take my baby's life. 
I haven't found forgiveness and don't know if I ever will. I know God forgives all, but I can't forgive myself. I don't know how to be at peace in a society that would let me take my baby's life, but not my own. Suicide and abortion are both wrong. I feel like I blurred my personal line between right and wrong on December 28, 2011 and I don't think I'll ever be the same person I was before that date.
