Meet the New Pastor of Our Lady of Walsingham Catholic Parish in the Anglican Ordinariate

The following is an informal press release from Deacon James Barnett, the Parish Administrator for Our Lady of Walsingham:

Charles Hough, IV, who has received the necessary permission from the Holy See to be ordained as a Catholic priest, will assume this office on July 1, after his ordination. He and his wife, Lindsay, together with their two sons, will move from Fort Worth to Houston in June.

"Chuck Hough comes from a family with a very distinguished record of ministry, and he has himself demonstrated significant leadership gifts while serving in the Episcopal Diocese of Fort Worth," said Msgr. Jeffrey Steenson. "His father served for many years as canon to the ordinary in Fort Worth, one of the best mentors for ministry there can be."
He was received into the Catholic Church during the Anglican Use Conference in Arlington, TX, a year ago. A former Anglican priest, he has been preparing for Catholic ordination through the Ordinariate’s formation program at St. Mary’s Seminary in Houston. Bishop Kevin Vann of Fort Worth, one of three bishops initially appointed by the Holy See to oversee the creation of the new Ordinariate, will ordain him a priest in June.

"A passion to teach and to live the Catholic faith, the energy and vision to expand the mission of Our Lady of Walsingham, and a commitment to the new evangelization to which Pope Benedict XVI has called the Church — these are some of the key criteria for calling a new pastor to Our Lady of Walsingham. I am confident that Fr. Hough will bring this kind of leadership to our principal church," said Msgr. Steenson.

Msgr. Steenson also thanked Bishop Vann for his pastoral support of the Houghs on the journey to full communion. "This partnership between the local diocese and the Ordinariate lies at the heart of Pope Benedict’s intention for this work of Christian unity. Fr. Hough will continue to deepen the close ties that exist between the Ordinariate parish of Our Lady of Walsingham and the wider Catholic community of Houston."
Charles Hough was ordained an Episcopal priest in 2007 after completing studies at the Nashotah House Theological Seminary. He served as curate at St. Mark’s Episcopal Church in Arlington, Texas and, from 2009-2011, as rector of St. Paul’s Episcopal Church in Gainesville, Texas. In June 2011, during the Anglican Use Conference held in Arlington, Texas, he was received into the Catholic Church by Fort Worth Bishop Kevin Vann. Since that time, he has worked with adult religious education and RCIA programs at St. Elizabeth Ann Seton Catholic Church in Keller, Texas. He is expected to be ordained a Catholic priest in June 2012, after completing his studies.

A native of the Fort Worth, Texas area, Charles Hough IV received a Masters of Divinity from Nashotah House Theological Seminary in spring 2007. He became curate at St. Mark’s Episcopal Church in Arlington, Texas that spring and was ordained an Episcopal priest in September 2007. Two years later, he was called to serve as rector of St. Paul’s Episcopal Church in Gainesville, Texas. 
He resigned from that position on June 19, 2011 and was received into the Catholic Church by Most Reverend Kevin Vann, Bishop of Fort Worth, during the 2011 Anglican Use Conference at St. Mary the Virgin Catholic Church, Arlington, Texas. 

Since that time, he has worked with adult religious education and RCIA at St. Elizabeth Ann Seton Catholic Church in Keller, Texas. He currently is in formation to be ordained a Catholic priest for the Ordinariate of the Chair of St. Peter. On March 26, 2012, Mr. Hough received his rescript, or permission, from the Vatican, to be ordained as a Catholic deacon and then priest. The ordination is expected to take place in Fort Worth in June 2012. He will start a new position as pastor of Our Lady of Walsingham parish in Houston, Texas on July 1.

Mr. Hough has a special connection with Our Lady of Walsingham parish. In July 2009 Mr. Hough brought several members from St. Mark’s Episcopal Church to the Anglican Use Conference hosted by Our Lady of Walsingham Catholic Church. The group was impressed and inspired by the people of Our Lady of Walsingham, the liturgy in which they worshiped, and the overall ministry of the Anglican Use in the Catholic Church. Today, all of the St. Mark’s parishioners who participated in the conference are Catholic and coming into the Personal Ordinariate of the Chair of St. Peter.

Mr. Hough is married. He and his wife, Lindsay, met while students at Texas A&M University and are blessed with two sons.

Anglican Ordinariate’s new chief priest oversees course of studies, teleconferencing of married men

CLEBURNE, Texas — Charles Hough already had quite a career, including 18 years in the prestigious post of canon to the ordinary in the Episcopal Church’s Fort Worth Diocese. Now he wants to become a Catholic priest. 

Hough hopes to lead a group of former Episcopalians in Cleburne, Texas, who have asked to belong to the new Personal Ordinariate of the Chair of St. Peter, created by Rome for former Episcopalians. Every Saturday, from 9 to 4, he participates in a newly developed program of training for former Episcopal clergy.

He and approximately 60 other former Episcopal priests around the United States, many of whom are married, are studying for the priesthood using a teleconferencing system to hear lectures and discuss their intense course of readings. While some men join the teleconference alone, Hough gathers with several other men at a Catholic church.

A similar group meets in Baltimore for the weekly teleconference. Hough has special ties to one of the other Texas participants — Charles Hough IV, his son, another former Episcopal clergyman who hopes to become a Catholic priest…
