The Shocking Initiatives of Pope Francis

The current Pope, nolens volens, is doing all he can to degrade the papal dignity, which corresponds to the highest honor and power on earth. Under the pretense of simplifying protocol, what we are witnessing are grotesque displays of the most vulgar demagogy, as, for example, in the case of the Pope’s scandalous kissing the mouth of a boy… In every detail – acts, gestures, attitudes, omissions of one of the faithful – this desacralization appears.

Denying or underestimating this trio – intimately related, since everything that is hierarchical tends to be sacral and noble, and vice-versa – the Papacy tends to become no more than a type of public office, more or less eclectic, syncretic and ecumenical, governed by a vague religiousness without truths or defined dogma and covered by a thin veneer of etiquette that one could find at any club or cultural institute. 
Only that and nothing more. This in no way befits the magnificence that should be inherent to the Chair of Peter. Undoubtedly, what is shrouded in mystery – and here it is sacred mystery – possesses grandeur and inspires respect. 
From this point of view, for example, no parallel can be established between the majestic grandeur of the traditional Mass and the protestantized ‘eucharistic’ ceremony called the New Mass. 
Can there be any doubt that this movement of de-sacralization has been the consistent tendency of the post-Conciliar Popes? Are we not heading at a dizzying pace to the abyss, where one Pope after another stamps with ridicule and drains the meaning from what they are obliged to transmit in its integrity to the immediate Successor? Indeed, in doctrine and morals, ad intra and ad extra, all that was inspired by the Divine Holy Spirit through the ages and incorporated into the sacred papal office, is being tossed on the dust heap, like disposing of an old rag. 
We are not far away – unless there is a direct intervention of God in the sorrowful events that are unfolding in full sight – from the Papacy being reduced to nothing more than just one more branch of the UN. The Papacy is increasingly taking on the form of the head of an embryonic ‘universal religion,’ where Catholics and non-Catholics live together in a complete doctrinal promiscuity. In one photo a Catholic is shown being lanced everywhere – near the neck, the chest – to squeeze out every drop of blood. The martyr is turned upside down. One can only see the extended body and the assassins shaking it as if it were an animal to drain the last drop of blood. Is this not a ritualistic act analogous to that which they did to Our Lord, draining the last drop of His Precious Blood with the lance of Longinus? Is this not a satanic ritual made by Muslims?

In a meeting with rabbis that took place in May 2014, Pope Bergoglio took care to hide his pectoral cross, because the Jews blaspheme against the Cross and become irate just to see It. Every five years every active Catholic Bishop is obliged to make an ad limina visit, that is, a visit to the Pope in Rome in order to give an account of the state of affairs in his Diocese. 
The complete name of the visit is ad limina Apostolorum, to the threshold of the Apostles, a reference to the pilgrimage to the tombs of the Apostles St. Peter and St. Paul that they should also make to ask for orientation and strength to govern their Dioceses. 
During such visits, it has been an immemorial tradition that the Bishops must rise and stand when the Pope enters the room where they await him. The reason is obvious: It is a sign of acknowledgement that the Pope is the Vicar of Christ on Earth and the successor of St. Peter. 
For some months now, we have noticed that the Bishops are no longer standing when Pope Francis enters the room. We can see this egalitarian attitude in the Bishops of Switzerland, above, received on May 5, 2015, and in the Bishops of the Dominican Republic, below first row, received three days ago, on May 28, 2015. [See following page]
The other rows illustrate how the protocol used to be until recently: respectively, we can see in the second row, the Spanish Bishops on March 3, 2015; the third row, the Ukrainian Catholic Eastern Bishops on February 20, 2015; the fourth row, the Bishops from Eritrea on May 9, 2014; and the fifth row, the French Bishops on September 21, 2012. 
Should we attribute this revolutionary change in the Bishops' protocol to some sudden revolt of the Bishops against the authority of the Pope? Or, rather, should we see in this action another step of the Bergoglio Revolution? We believe the latter hypothesis is the case, since this Pope is doing whatever he can in the shortest time possible to destroy the monarchical character of the Papacy.

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In less than one week after his election on March 13, 2013, Pope Francis I has already accomplished more for Progressivism in changing the Papacy than what was done in the last decades of John Paul II and Benedict XVI combined. 
Indeed, immediately after his election he refused to wear one of the many golden papal crosses at his disposal and instead chose an iron cross hanging from an iron chain without any gold or silver, as shown in the top insert above. He also rejected the traditional red papal shoes, bottom insert above. His ring as well is of a base metal - it is not clear if it is iron or aluminum - as one can observe in the first picture below. 

Dispensing with any help to pack his bags and pay the bill at Santa Marta Apartments, where the Cardinals stayed during the Conclave, below second picture, he also sent the message that he does not want anyone to serve him or take care of his personal life. It is certainly a direct blow against the institution of the Papal Household, and an indirect strike against the whole Roman Curia, whose purpose is to assist the Pontiff in other matters. 
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Below, we see him receiving a bright yellow rubber hand bracelet from an African Cardinal and placing it around his wrist. The bracelet was made by one of the African Cardinal's priests. Supposedly it is some kind of devotional 'faith bracelet'; actually it is a cheap imitation of voodoo amulets in fashion in hippie and punk milieus. Pope Bergoglio's endorsement of this practice seems a bold promotion of superstition at the same time he abolishes millennial traditions of the Church.
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If we add to these initiatives the facts that Pope Bergoglio refused to sit on the papal throne after his election to receive the allegiance of the Cardinals and refused to take the papal limousine after being elected, but rode back to his apartment in the same minibus assigned to the Cardinals, we see that the right man was chosen to execute the revolution in the Church that Joseph Ratzinger has long desired and that is presently being put into practice by several of his disciples in Germany and Austria. 
Bergoglio's miserablist tendencies are reason enough to make him popular with theologians such as Leonardo Boff and Hans Küng. He added: "Pope Francis has a name of hope. Choosing this name, Card. In his turn, Hans Küng, bottom below, stated to Notimex (March 14, 2013) that the election of Francis I "represents a well-established hope to reform the Church, which is facing one of her most profound crises.

Even though Paul VI introduced the Popemobile, which greatly diminished the sacrality of the Papacy, he and his successors - until Francis - always had ceremonial cars for their official and private use. 
Today, we are witnessing an increasing proletarization of the Papacy and the intentional destruction of the symbols of the Papal Monarchy. The goal seems to be the establishment of a Communist Church that corresponds with the desires of a Red Pope. 

Below first set of photos, Pius IX poses in a majestic train car as Vatican dignitaries and guards kneel to receive his blessing; Leo XIII rides in his carriage on a daily promenade in the Vatican gardens; Pius X leaves the Vatican Palace for a pastoral visit.

Sixth set, John Paul II also used different models of the Mercedes during his long pontificate.

Seventh set, Benedict XVI was still using a Mercedes in his last days as Pope. Upon his abdication he took this car from the Vatican Palace to the gardens where a helicopter would fly him to Castelgandolfo.

Eighth set, Francis broke completely with this tradition by using the cheapest cars on the market; first row, he enters the front seat of an old Renault; second row, in a Fiat in Brazil; third and fourth rows, in a Ford Focus at the Vatican; in a bus on the way to a retreat. 

Last row, after observing this tendency of Pope Francis, the representative of Mercedes Benz, who customarily gifts each Pope with a new Popemobile and a new car, chose to give Francis a bicycle instead of a car. He correctly interpreted the "signs of the times"...

Thank you for the important work that you do toward the restoration of the Church during these dark, unprecedented times. May God abundantly bless and preserve your work! 
Not unlike many, I find myself progressively uneasy about the election of Pope Francis, especially in regards to this notion of his “humility.” Like the word “love,” “humility” (as understood by the highly excitable, spiritually/morally “dumbed-down,” worldly-minded masses) is over-used but quite predictably little understood. 
True, only God knows for certain whether one is truly humble. That said, the big mainstream media endorsement/attention that Pope Francis is getting for his apparent track-record of making “acts of humility” are concerning to me precisely because they are noticed and seen by all.

All of the aforementioned attention-getting behaviors are being cheered as definitive “proof” of his humility, but I suspect I am not alone when I see this not so much as “humility” but rather a hippy-like attempt at “making a statement,” hence really a show of pride that he is somehow “better,” knows “better,” and is therefore “apart” from the rest or “above it all,” as they like to say. 
Indeed, as pope - the Vicar of Christ on earth - Pope Francis is, by virtue of his very title, “apart from the rest” and superior to all on earth by way of authority. However, it is not the sheer splendor and superiority of his papal title and authority that Pope Francis appears to want to stress (as he is bound to do for the honor of Our Lord and for the sake of His holy Church). Rather, his appears to be a merely “human” ambition to tell the whole world that he has somehow “matured” and “out-grown” even the papacy - even to the point of dispensing with “silly” and “shameful” traditions and regalia.

Dear Tradition In Action,
Some traditionalists are not happy with those of us raising concerns about the Pope Francis’ liturgical and doctrinal baggage. 
Here is why I think we have every right to consider this baggage.

The onset of Francis’ revolution

As we cross the line of the first 45 days of Pope Francis' pontificate, we can ask whether or not a blueprint of his government can be discerned. I believe that many of its guidelines are already on the table. Let me draft a first list:

Fr. Raniero Cantalamessa was chosen by Benedict XVI to be the official Papal Preacher. As such, in theory he delivers sermons to the Pope and the Roman Curia on what they should do to be better Catholics and achieve sanctity. In practice, if Fr. Cantalamessa is independent and truly speaks as his own man, his role is similar to that of a prophet who orients the Pope and the Cardinals on the path of Progressivism. If he is not independent, then he is an emissary who receives instructions from Benedict to deliver the latter's messages on solemn occasions. 
Cantalamessa gave a sermon to Pope Francis and his Curia during the Good Friday ceremony on March 29, 2013 at St. Peter’s Basilica. Since his position as preacher will end when Francis chooses his own staff and replaces him, I believe the preacher’s message was suggested by Benedict XVI, as a kind of mission passed on to the Pope who entered active duty. 
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These are the significant points the preacher made:
(“Christian evangelization is not a conquest; it is not propaganda;” 
(“We must do everything possible for the Church not to look like a complicated castle;” 
(Her message should come out freely and joyfully; 

(There are obstacles standing in the way of the Pope: dividing walls that separate the “Christian churches from one another, an excess of bureaucracy, the remains of past ceremonials, laws and disputes, now only debris”; 

(“To adapt to the needs of the times” the institution of the Church through the centuries “became filled with partitions, staircases, rooms and closets. The time has come when we realize that all these adjustments no longer meet the current needs, but rather are obstacles;” 

(“So, we must have the courage to knock them down and make the edifice return to its original simplicity and linearity.” 

(“This was the mission that was received one day by a man who prayed before the Crucifix of San Damiano: ‘Go, Francis, and repair my Church.’”

These few lines by Fr. Cantalamessa give us a working blueprint, which translates as Pope Ratzinger telling Pope Bergoglio: “I know that I should have done this, but I could not do everything. Now you can go forward and do it with my full support. I will be cheering your work on in the background.”

What is this blueprint?
Installing a new notion of mission: 
Mission is no longer a conquest, as the Church always conceived it, which was duly reflected in the Propaganda Fidei, the Congregation for the Propagation of the Faith. Mission now is the explicit denial of what that Congregation did. Instead, it is an affirmation of a free and joyful invitation without any pressure to accept. 
Knocking down the walls that divide “Christians”: 
We know from John Paul II’s Encyclical Ut unum sint (nn. 88, 92, 95) that he and then Card. Ratzinger, who helped to pen it, considered the Papacy to be the main obstacle for the union of “Christians.” So, the message is to finish with the Papacy as a Monarchy and make it – along with the entire Church - “linear.” A linear, horizontal or collegial Papacy is the dream of Vatican II, where the Pope is not a Sovereign, but a primum inter pares, the first among equals in the colleges of the Bishops and Cardinals. 
Eliminating the excess of bureaucracy:
This accusation - the Church has an excess of bureaucracy - may include the whole organization of the Roman Curia. So, to eliminate it can cause harmful consequences for the identity of the Church. Let me give two examples:

(It was under the pretext of avoiding an “excess of bureaucracy” that the marriage annulment processes were transferred from the Sacra Rota Romana to the diocesan tribunals. The end result is undeniable: an explosion in the number of annulments, which became so easy to attain that they represent the virtual establishment of divorce among Catholics. 
With this change, the Sacra Rota lost an important function, facilitating the way to its abolition; the morality of Catholics deteriorated; divorce was de facto admitted, and the conciliar Church became more similar to Protestantism. 
(Under the pretext of collegiality and eliminating bureaucracy in the Vatican, the processes of beatification and canonizations are being transferred to the diocesan tribunals. In Benedict’s last phase and now with Francis, we are seeing beatifications and canonizations being proclaimed no longer in Rome, but in France, Spain, Argentina and Brazil.

If this continues as planned, the ‘saint factory’ established by JP2 and continued by B16 that produces an increasingly larger number of saints and blessed – more than what was made by all the other Popes together – promises to explode to unimaginable proportions. This explosion would represent such a depreciation in the honor of sainthood that it would reduce it to practically nothing. Again, this would make the conciliar Church more akin with Protestantism, which denies the saints. 
Thus, the pretext of eliminating excess bureaucracy has already been used, first, to destroy the monarchical centralization of the Church, second, to destroy the identity of Church morals and worship, and third, to protestantize the Church.

Doing away with the remains of past ceremonies that became debris:
This vague aim can encompass all Catholic traditions and symbols. We have seen the despisal Pope Francis has revealed for every symbol of the Papal Monarchy - he reportedly said “the carnival is over” minutes after his election when asked to wear the red papal mantle, he refused to use the papal golden ring and cross, red shoes, papal throne, papal apartments, papal limousines, etc., etc.
This goal of doing away with “past ceremonies that now are only debris” is so generic that I wonder what it does not include. Any ceremony or custom can be abolished under this pretext. 

Another question: Who will judge when a ceremony has become “debris”? Will it be Pope Bergoglio with his patent egalitarian criteria? Will it be the Prefect of the Congregation for the Doctrine of Faith, Archbishop Muller, a partisan of Liberation Theology? Will it be the “Great Eight” that Francis has already chosen to direct the Church with him? No one knows. 

Disposing of laws and disputes that have become debris:
Again, what is not included in this generalization? What laws are being referred to here? I mention only two kinds of laws, those referring to the Papacy and those to the priesthood: 
(Why should there not be an age limit on a Pope for governing the Church, like the one that was set for Cardinals? Why not a time limit on papal government like what the presidents of republics have? Why not end the secrecy of the papal election to correspond to democratic procedures? Why not include in the papal conclave other representative persons, bringing in the Presidents of Bishops Conferences, the Superiors of Religious Orders and representatives of some influential lay associations? 

(Why not end clergy celibacy? Could it not also be considered “debris”? Why not admit women to the priesthood? Why not admit that laymen can consecrate the Eucharist? 

After considering laws that could be debris, now let me look at two examples of questions that arise about the disputes. 

(Can the doctrine of justification that separates Catholics from Protestants be considered a dispute-debris that needs to be removed? 

(Can the dogma of the Faith that Our Lord is God - which separates Catholics from Jews and Muslims - also be considered a dispute-debris that prevents the longed-for Pan-religion from being achieved?

Removing institutional obstacles: 
Cantalamessa used many metaphors to say that almost every hierarchical aspect in the Church institution no longer meets modern needs and have become an obstacle. 

Having the courage to destroy: Then, we reach the grand finale. Referring to the parts of the Church that have become obstacles, the Papal Preacher gives Pope Francis this advice: “We must have the courage to knock them down and return the building to the simplicity and linearity of its origins.”

With this we have the mission that Pope Ratzinger, through the words of his preacher, imparted to Pope Bergoglio. Should any doubt remain, the final metaphor of St. Francis before the Crucifix in St. Damiano would dissipate it completely. Indeed, the mission was clearly enunciated: “Go, Francis, and repair my Church.” 
This sermon seems to me a full carte blanche given to Pope Francis by Pope Benedict to do whatever is necessary to try to destroy everything in the Church that prevents the utopia of Vatican II from becoming a reality. 
The plans are thus on the table. To carry them out, Pope Bergoglio counts on the obvious support of Pope Ratzinger, all the Cardinals who deliberately elected him, the ensemble of Bishops, the immense progressivist majority of Catholics in the Church, a great part of the conservative minority that always wants to be fooled, plus the whole media and the totality of Freemasonry and Judaism. 
This is an apocalyptic power to accomplish the impossible and infernal task of completely destroying the Catholic Church. 
If this picture is objective, what is lacking for us to be living in the times of the Antichrist?
