What is the Third Eye and why should Christians know about it.
First let’s look at Wikipedia:

The 3rd or Inner Eye – A metaphysical opening which refers to the 6th chakra (brow) that leads to higher consciousness. A new age symbol of enlightenment.

Okay… so the Third Eye is a psychic ability connected to the occult. 
Dictionary.com defines occult as knowledge of secret or supernatural powers, beyond the range of ordinary senses, or secret/hidden information only available to the initiated.

Next we need to know how one “opens” this Third Eye. 
The main way that one opens himself up to the spirit realm, is through meditation. It is through meditation that one achieves an altered state of consciousness. Constantly you will find that meditation, or the emptying of one’s mind, is the doorway to all metaphysical activity.

Back to the 6th chakra. The chakras usually relate to yoga, but not always. The 6th chakra in yoga is the brow. When kundalini (serpent power) rises to the brow, there is enlightenment that is characterized by light. Those using yoga as a means of enlightenment get results by meditation, forced breathing patterns and using unnatural positions to force the power at the base of the spine upwards with the crown chakra as the main goal.

Another way enlightenment occurs is through meditation and visualization. Certain techniques are used to “see” and direct the serpent power up the spine through the chakras (nerve centers/wheels).

Here is another description. The kundalini rises and then goes into the brain and then down into the pituitary gland which awakens the pineal gland. When they meet there is union. This is an initiation of the birth of passage into another dimension and beyond. This is supposed to cause an explosion of light.

The third eye is also known as:

The middle eye of Shiva in Buddhism.

In Hinduism it is the eye of clairvoyance. The Hindus wear the Tilak. The red spot between the brows. 
When I was researching my Goddess Worship post, I looked at a link, describing Christian women who have been applying the red spot on their forehead and worshiping each other’s divinity.

In Egypt it is known as The Eye of Horus or the Eye of Osiris.

In Freemasonry, it is the All Seeing Eye. The same one that is found on our one dollar bill. This All Seeing Eye is surrounded by light.
But the eye usually means the same…esoteric knowledge that man so desires. This eye represents the passing into a spiritual world than man has no business entering. It is forbidden because it will deceive and oppress.

In Genesis 3:5-7 For God doth know...then your eyes shall be opened and ye shall be as Gods…knowing Good and Evil…And the eyes of them both opened.

The Hebrew word for eyes is not plural but singular so what the serpent said was that their eye would be broadened by knowledge. Scripture here is not talking about the physical organ but the eye of the soul.

So for today…opening yourself up or opening your third eye is the same. It is opening a gate between two worlds.  Meditation is a sure way of accomplishing this opening up of yourself especially through {certain forms of} Contemplative prayer. This is simply meditation masked with Christian terminology. The fear that accompanies entrance into deep meditative levels is there for a reason…it is a warning from God.

I have been reading a manual for opening the third eye from, “The Awakening of the Third Eye” by Samuel Sagan.

It immediately states that meditation is not for relaxation, and that the third eye is the gate that leads within.

Here are some quotes:

“Developing the third eye is a direct way of expanding your conscious universe and discovering your essential values, so that you may fathom your own mystery.” (Page 13)

“Suppose an angel comes to you, truly. If you have been trying to visualize angels every morning for a few months how will you know whether it is a true angel or one that you made up…The real problem is, once these visions come to you, how to discern what is real from what is a fancy of the mind”. [Page 18]

[I thought this was very interesting…he was acknowledging that visualization created visions from your own making]

“You see the universe and its finality completely different…It is not what you believe or what you have read that will change your spiritual life...it is what you can experience directly.” [Page 18]

[See how a change of worldview is suggested here and the Bible eliminated]

“Whenever there is a vibration or a light, there is a being behind it” (Page 160)

[The Bible tells us that Satan comes as a light]

“What to do with an angel? Let its glory become alive in you…to worship a god first you have to become a god.” (Page 161)

[How many times have we seen this? Almost all communications from the spirit world tell us that we are as gods, just like the serpent in Genesis]

“This tragedy is quite common. There are many people who seem to be desperate for spiritual progress. They go on crying ‘I wish God could help me’…and if you look above them, what can you see? Guides and angels who keep whispering ‘Please tune into us, please receive our light‘…If these people could tune in, they would immediately receive a shower of spiritual gifts.” (Page 185)

[Light? We already know what the “light” is in the metaphysical world. It is Satan. And this shower of spiritual gifts? ...hmmm...]

2 Corinthians 11:14: And no marvel; for Satan himself is transformed into an angel of light.

Have you ever read the prophecies of those on the Elijah list? Have you ever had someone tell you that they have a continual conversation with God throughout the day? Have you listened to those who proclaim to the world that their visions are from God? Have you ever heard a prophet say that he could forgive your sins for you? What do the red dot on a women’s forehead and the Tilak on a man’s forehead signify?

Q: I know about the red dot on an Indian woman's forehead, but I have recently seen men with the red marking on their forehead, too, and understand this is called a 'Tilak'. But why would a man wear this mark? Diane
A1: In Hindu spirituality the 6th sense or the third eye has an important role. The location of the third eye is in between the eyes where you see a tilak or a bindi. Having a tilak help you focus your energies though you also need tremendous mind control for that. That is why in ancient Hindu custom, Tilak is worn by most learned of people who have done meditation and penance for years. DeshPutra 
A2: Good question. The traditional bindi, or tilak, is worn on the forehead between and slightly above the eyes. This is traditionally viewed to be the 'seat of wisdom', and most likely a reference to the third eye. Peter
A3: To answer your question as an Indian, in Hinduism, we believe that one of our Gods, Lord Shiva possesses a third eye. This is located in the region between our eyebrows or a little above. If one is very traditional or religious, then that person puts on a black or white tilak or bindi. In some cases, the type of tilak even shows what brand of Hinduism you follow; this though is not always the case though. Monica
A7: The dot on an Indian's forehead originates from Hindu mythology, symbolizing the third eye of Lord Shiva. He is one of Gods in the Hindu theological trinity (Brahma-Creator, Vishnu-Sustainer, Shiva-Destroyer). While it would be easier to see women wearing the 'Bindi' on a daily basis, men mostly reserve them for special occasions, especially religious ones. Modern interpretation has allowed the 'Bindi' to evolve into a designer accessory, worn by women of all religious orientations in India. The more traditional red smear at the hairline at the top of the forehead is a dead giveaway that the woman is married! Anit Kurian [Indian]
A8: Hindu tradition holds that all people have three eyes; the two outer eyes see the outside world while the third focuses inward. Men usually wear a tilak to signify this third eye during an important occasion - worship, marriage, festivals, embarking on a journey, etc. Anna

During meditation, people focus their eyesight on the tip of their nose or at the centre of their eyebrows. While performing this act of concentration, a sort of energy is released between the eyebrows, which results in a pressure. Bindu helps increase one's concentration, reducing this pressure and further preventing radiation of energy from outside.

Bindu, a point, which is although a dimensionless entity mathematically, is a symbol of auspiciousness, all-seeing wisdom and awareness of the divine. It is meant for people of all ages. Men apply or have it applied on ceremonial occasions. It is a true and auspicious ornament of ladies of all ages, be they married, unmarried, divorced or widowed, although at one time social customs did not permit widows to wear it. The application of a Bindu should be considered as a 'sacred spiritual ritual.' A Bindu also is a testimony of our ancient Vedic wisdom. In fact, no Puja or auspicious occasion, such as marriage is performed without having bindi applied on the forehead of all those involved.
This is because you are actually meeting with Shiva’s third eye, which is good for the seer, and one's evil thoughts evaporate for the time being just by seeing the Bindi.
The 'third eye' or the 'single eye' is the mystical eye in the forehead. It is called the 'all-seeing eye of God'. Study of the chakra (energy) system shows that there are seven charkas in our body. The sixth chakra is located at the third eye in the centre of the forehead where we apply tilak. It governs the brain, the nervous system, the ears, the nose and the left eye, which is considered to be the eye of the personality. It is very important, because it is through this centre that we understand our spiritual nature. It is seen as the colour indigo, a vibrant combination of the red and blue.

What makes a Bindi extremely significant is its place on the face, which is a mirror of the soul. By wearing Bindi or Kumkum between the eyebrows, one is recognizing as well as representing the existence and the spirit of the Divine Mother of the Universe. 

Further, in this area just above the nose on the forehead, called Bhrukuti in Sanskrit, is the Ajna Chakra (Kutasha Caitanya - clear consciousness). It represents intelligence, conscience, mind intellect, spiritual devotion and austerity. It is also the centre of decision-making. By wearing bindu everyday we symbolically activate this chakra (energy) in us. This sixth chakra, abode of bindi, is the only chakra exposed to or seen by other people. For this reason along with many others, it is given special significance.

Tilak is a mark of auspiciousness. It is put on the forehead with sandal paste, sacred ashes or kumkum (red turmeric). The devotees of Siva apply sacred ashes (bhasma) on the forehead, the devotees of Vishnu apply sandal paste (chandan), and the worshippers of Devi or Shakti apply Kumkum, a red turmeric powder…

Tilak is applied at the Ajna Chakra, the space between the two eyebrows. It has a very cooling effect. Application of sandal paste has great medicinal value, apart from the spiritual influence. Application of sandal paste will nullify the heating effect when you concentrate and meditate at the Bhrumadhya. Tilak indicates the point at which the spiritual eye opens. Lord Siva has a third eye at the Brumadhya. When he opens the third eye, the three worlds are destroyed.                                                                                                                                                                      

A Popular Dictionary of Hinduism

Bindu: Dot, drop, globule; in philosophy: the metaphysical point out of time and space where the absolute and the phenomenal meet, which is experienced in some types of samadhi; the sacred mark made on the forehead, symbolizing the third eye (the eye of wisdom); in the Tantras: semen, Siva’s semen, the essence of life and the symbol of the nectar of immortality; the symbol of Brahman, the essence of all reality.

Tilaka: A sectarian mark on the forehead of a follower. It is likely to have developed from the traditional sacred mark made on the forehead, symbolizing the third eye (the eye of wisdom, see bindu). There are many elaborate marks made by sectarian sadhus, but generally those containing vertical lines indicate Visnuite and those with horizontal lines Saivite allegiance. The rarely seen marks containing a triangle and a circle might once have indicated an allegiance to Brahma, but would nowadays mean acceptance by the bearer of the whole Trimurti. 

Sakta sects use the svastika.

I would like here to include a few excerpts from a book from my library, "Gods of the New Age – Where Lies Masquerade as Truth". The author, Caryl Matrisciana, a former New Ager, was born in Calcutta, India, in 1947, and lived there for the first 20 years of her life.

On her tryst with yoga, she explains, "Every morning I found myself sitting cross-legged in my living room with eyes closed, arms relaxed, and palms in my lap facing upward. Later I was to learn that touching my third finger to my thumb added greater energy to this mystical position. I would slowly begin my rhythmic breathing, controlled, shallow and circular, concentrating on my breath going in through my nose and out through my mouth, down one side of me and up the other. This hypnotic performance took me powerfully beyond what I perceived as my limits… Later I centered upon my 'third eye' lodged in the middle of my forehead, believed by occultists to be the center of psychic power. As my curiosity developed over the weeks and months, so did my Yoga exercises. Although they had started out as a physical practice, they were now embracing Hindu philosophy and a mystical and spiritual dimension too. In the same method I had used to visualize my 'third eye' into a reality, I also conjured up energy centers known as chakras… Ultimately, I trained these 'energies' to fuse above where I imagined my 'third eye' to be… 'Neti', the cleansing of the nose with warm salted water… is said to cleanse the membranes inside the nose and to stimulate and strengthen the surrounding area, which includes the eyebrow center. This is an important point for the Anja [sic] Chakra- the third eye."

Of her visit to India in 1980, she writes, "The Divine Light Mission promoted Light-and-Sound Yoga with its third-eye initiation… The [Tantric] 'energy', which is another name for Kundalini, is said to be lying dormant, coiled at the base of the spine. 
When it is awakened and encouraged up the spinal passage it ultimately achieves cosmic union with the 'third eye'… In the gurus’ strange illustrations, the female power or 'shakti' is seen as the serpent. She is awakened through vigorous breathing and upward pushing. Her lover* supposedly resides in the 'third eye'. When at last they meet, a cosmic orgasm takes place… And that’s what people call enlightenment!" *Shiva
"My office shelves are lined with unbelievably occultic children’s books… One of the most shocking of all these books is titled 'Meditating with Children: The Art of Concentration and Centering' by Deborah Rozman…

The artwork in the book is a collection of Hindu symbols, including the third eye…"

Godmen and godwomen like Sri Sri Ravi Shankar (below left), Mata Amritanandamayi (right), sleaze-swami Nithyananda (centre), etc. are never seen without prominent sacred third eye markings on the foreheads.

One of the most recognizable items in Hinduism is the bindi, a dot worn on women's foreheads. It is a form of the tilak, a symbolic mark worn by many Hindu men and women, but has less religious connotations than other tilaks.

Traditionally, the bindi is worn on the forehead of married Hindu women. It symbolizes female energy and is believed to protect women and their husbands. Bindis are traditionally a simple mark made with the paste of colored sandalwood, sindoor or turmeric. The bindi is most commonly a red dot made with vermilion. 
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In addition, the bindi is a way of accentuating the third eye, the area between the eyebrows where attention is focused during meditation. Men and women often apply a tilak after a puja ritual or on other religious occasions as a way of invoking religious feelings, concentration and focus. Sometimes a woman's bindi represents sectarian affiliation, like the men's tilak, but this is less common. 

More recently, the bindi has become primarily a decorative accessory and is worn by unmarried girls and non-Hindu women. It is also no longer restricted in color or shape, and self-adhesive bindis made from felt in various designs and colors are common. Bindi styles often vary by the area of India in which they are worn.

Feeling Pressure on my Third Eye

Question: "I am getting tingling in the middle of the forehead; it is just like a heartbeat. Why is it happening? Please explain."
Psychic Advice:
Feeling pressure on your third eye in the middle of your forehead is one of the symptoms of third eye opening, and tingling or pulsing like a heartbeat can be third eye opening vibrations. The third eye is also called the "brow chakra" or the 6th chakra, and it is the center of your intuition in the world. When your third eye opens, it means that your intuition is increasing, allowing you to see life and the world more clearly.
The Third Eye can be called the "all-seeing eye" because you can see and perceive many more levels and dimensions of truth and reality. In ancient times, seers were often blinded so they would not be distracted by the illusions of physical sight. Insight is far more powerful than eyesight, so you can see much more accurately with the minds' eye.
If you are wondering how to develop power of the third eye, you can start by closing your eyes gently, and focus all of your attention on the middle of your forehead. Allow the feeling of tingling or pulsing, or feeling pressure on your third eye. Simply relax, and focus light in that area. Imagine that inside your forehead is like a blank screen, and allow the Universe to project images onto that screen. At first you may see only light, but as you continue meditating to open the third eye, you may start to "see" symbols, images and other impressions. Pay attention to them, because they can be very quick and fleeting, like dreams. Do not be too eager or anxious, because impatience can stop the flow of intuitive impressions - simply relax, let it come to you, and let your guides and the Universe communicate with you.
You can visualize that there is a beautiful gem (like a diamond, amethyst or ruby) in the center of your forehead. This will help you focus your intuitive energy, and it will also protect your third eye as it opens so you are not overwhelmed with psychic impressions. The Hindus place a bindi (usually a jewel or a dot) on the brow chakra because it is believed that all energy in the human body is generated to this point, and wearing the bindi concentrates it. The Kundalini energy rises from the base of the spine and moves towards the head; a bindi placed between the eyebrows retains the vital energy in the human body and promotes a high level of concentration.

Are there any other dangers associated with Yoga?
Yes. Recall that Aspects stated “psychic disturbances” could result from a discrepancy between a mystical experience and the state of the person’s soul. In other words, a person who is experiencing actual mystical phenomena but who is not deeply grounded in Christ may find himself dealing with some serious spiritual anomalies. It should not surprise us, then, to discover that psychic phenomena are part and parcel of Yoga’s “benefits.” For example, Rammurti S. Mishra (cited above) claims that through Yoga a person can “. . . acquire the power of seeing and knowing without the help of other senses. . .”, “. . . know past events and future incidents . . . ”, “. . . open the third eye in you, which is called . . . [the] ‘divine eye’”, expect to experience auras and astral bodies which “ . . . are coming to serve him [the Yogi]”, and obtain the powers of clairaudience and clairvoyance. One only has to browse the pages of the Old Testament to see that such abilities are really occult powers and are condemned by God in the most unequivocal and forceful terms (cf. Lev. 19:26, 31; Deut. 18:9-14; 2 Kgs. 17:13-15, 17-18; 2 Chr. 33:1-2, 6).
Of the four authors cited above, Mishra is certainly not alone in claiming that Yoga can either develop a person’s psychic abilities or subject him to psychic phenomena. Devi recounts the story of a woman recovering from cancer who used some Yoga techniques she learned from the author as part of her therapy: “‘I do my imagery every day like you told me to. It is usually nice, but last night when I was doing it, something happened. Instead of me just imagining the picture of the Lord Jesus [as a focus for meditation], he really appeared and then turned into pure white light. I could feel the light enter my body right there.’ (She pointed to the third eye center, between her eyebrows.)” (p. 47, italics and parentheses in original).

William Johnston is a Roman Catholic Jesuit priest and an authority on Zen Buddhism. He promotes the syncretism of western (Catholic) contemplative practices with eastern paganism…
In The Inner Eye of Love (1981), Johnston uses Hindu terminology of “the third eye” to describe meditative practices. He says the third eye is between the eyebrows and is “an eye of insight where you see more deeply into things.” He says:
“I believe the Gospel is speaking about the third eye. And that’s where enlightenment comes; that’s where the awakening comes. That’s where the seeing comes, in the third, the ‘inner eye.’ Now in the Western tradition, in the Gospel, it’s not precisely located, but in Hinduism and so on, it’s here. They sometimes have the red spot in the third eye. I think it’s quite an important concept for mysticism--the notion of awakening” (Compass, Mar. 2, 1997).
In The Inner of Eye of Love Johnston describes contemplative practices in Hindu-Buddhist terms as a never-ending “downward journey” that brings the practitioner into union with God. He also associates “Christian” mysticism with that “of all the great religions.

In the case of Reiki Healing a great deal of concern has been expressed, in the form of enquiries and complaints which have warranted attention. In an effort to clarify the matter, a lengthy investigation was carried out at the request of a number of concerned priests. The following report uncovers the facts and truth behind this suspect therapy which claims among other thing spiritual growth. 
To the uninformed Reiki healing involves the placement of hands both on and near a person by a Reiki healer (practitioner). Treatments usually last about one hour and take place in silence with the client lying down fully clothed on a treatment table. A treatment session will involve the Reiki healer placing their hands in various positions on or very close to the client’s body and then channeling the Reiki energy received through initiations through their body out of their hands, systematically treating twelve or more specific areas, ranging from the face (i.e. eyes, forehead and cheeks) temples, and third eye, base of the skull, throat, upper chest (heart), below the chest (solar plexus), abdomen, pelvis/groin, top of shoulders, shoulder blades, lower back, coccyx, knees and the feet. Several of these areas treated relate to mysterious chakras, (held to be psychic & energy centers), from which practitioners of Reiki believe energy is absorbed by the body.
Did Jesus teach the existence of the "Third Eye"?

Most yoga practitioners believe in seven energy centers in the body called chakras. The position of the sixth is supposedly in the middle of the forehead. It is often referred to as the ‘third eye.’ This chakra is described as being one of the main exits out of the body into the ‘astral realm’ (a spiritual dimension said to be directly above this natural plane). Some feel that Jesus was referring to this concept when he explained, "The light of the body is the eye: if therefore thine eye be single, thy whole body shall be full of light. But if thine eye be evil, thy whole body shall be full of darkness. If therefore the light that is in thee be darkness, how great is that darkness!" (Matthew 6:22–23 KJV)
When subjected to proper methods of interpretation, this one isolated passage is definitely not sufficient evidence that Jesus believed in chakras or specifically, in the third eye. Jesus was rather talking about the way we ‘see’ or ‘perceive’ what is important in life, how we set our priorities. These two verses are sandwiched between passages dealing with ‘materialism versus spirituality.’ Jesus started by saying, "Do not lay up for yourselves treasures on earth" and he concluded by saying, "You cannot serve God and mammon" (material riches). (Matthew 6:19, 24) Plainly, Jesus was encouraging his disciples to stay focused on that which is spiritual and eternal, even if they have to function in a secular world. No one can be a slave to material possessions and enjoy the abundant life that the Savior promised.

A popular, modern translation changes the archaic English of the King James Version to say, "If therefore your eye is good, your whole body will be full of light. But if your eye is bad, your whole body will be full of darkness." (Matthew 6:22–23 NKJV) Other Bible versions use words like, "sound," "healthy," "clear" or "unclouded" for the word "good." The exact meaning becomes all the more obvious in these newer renditions. Very simply, if you ‘look’ at life with a good attitude—if your values are sound and healthy, and your perceptions, clear and unclouded—the light of truth radiates in you and through you. If Jesus were actually attempting to enlighten his disciples concerning the existence of internal psychic energy centers, he surely would not have been so vague.
