*Christopher Mendonca does not say that WCCM is aware of my opinion and reports because I have been sending them to him and to Fr. Joe Pereira and to other leaders of the WCCM as well as to the Cardinal and Bishops of Bombay archdiocese, all of who promote the New Age “Christian Meditation” of the WCCM.

**A very false assurance. The Examiner, the official weekly of the Archdiocese of Bombay uses Christopher Mendonca as a “feature columnist on themes of special liturgical seasons of the year”. I went through all issues of The Examiner from the date of the email until the one of December 31, 2016.
Mendonca got a full page in the following issues: November 26-December 2, December 3-9, December 10-16, and December 17-30. They contained his usual insipid thoughts.
The Archdiocesan web site http://archdioceseofbombay.org/ does not have the promised article either. 

***To the best of my knowledge, the only “response” from the WCCM/Christopher Mendonca was the letter (no. 1) on the previous page. It was only sent to all meditators although he could have written to me. 
****That the Bombay Archbishop/Bishops do not “take notice of my claims” is not only in the matter of WCCM alone. They do not respond to ANY of the scores of reports that I have published on the New Age in the Indian Catholic Church. Their silence does not mean anything except that they condone and are complicit in the propagation of New Age in the Church. On the contrary, if we were wrong in our reports and exposes, my ministry and I would have been silenced by the three National Bishops’ Conferences or by at least one of the several regional bishops’ conferences, or by some individual bishop or the other.
It must be remembered that this is the ministry that successfully crusaded to have the St Paul’s heretical 2008 New Community Bible withdrawn and its commentaries drastically revised to the extent of expunging entire pages and removing 90% of the objectionable material when issuing the 2011 revised edition. At that time too, no bishop or cardinal or bishops’ conference “took notice of my claims” and admitted their errors.

Rohr is also an promoter of the often repeated argument among Catholic “gay” apologists, that the so-called “silence” of Jesus Christ on the issue of homosexuality, among others, necessitates some sort of approval on His part: “How did we get to such a place that the things Jesus never even mentions (birth control, abortion, homosexuality) have become the very litmus tests of Christian faith?”
In addition, Rohr has promoted some highly unorthodox therapy techniques at his New Mexico-based Center for Action and Contemplation, which often blend homoeroticism, Catholicism, Eastern spirituality, and poet Robert Bly’s neo-pagan male initiation rituals; frequented by same-sex attracted men, at these “retreats:” a sort of communal nudity is allowed:
“We often have camp-fires, and I know some of you have been at these where it happens, so you know what I’m talking about. Always, always, there’s some guys — I mean, is it in their hard wiring? — they’ll strip and have to leap over that fire, burning their balls…I don’t know what it is. They’re the ‘real’ men, who can leap over the fire, naked.”
This goes part and parcel with Rohr’s conception of the “gay” male – as an elevated man with an intrinsic deeper understanding of spirituality: “In some Native American cultures, a homosexual person was often the shaman, or medicine man, of the community because he combined both the masculine and the feminine qualities in one person…This is very hard for the Western dualistic mind to process…Same-sex love is not going away because dualistic Western civilization or churches do not like it or are unwilling to deal with it.” For Rohr and others who agree with him, the problem is not with homosexuality, but, that in Western culture, heterosexuals need to be more like the gays. In a description for one of his “retreats,” Rohr wrote that current Christian prohibitions against homosexuality, particularly in Catholicism, were invented as a means of social control and in order to hide other more serious institutionalized evils such as “wholesale classism, sexism…and gay oppression:” “Obedience is normally a higher virtue than love. This process of ‘sin management’ has kept us clergy in business. There are always outsiders to be kept outside.” –Joseph Sciambra

Fr. Richard Rohr is deeply involved in the New Age. On the website for his Center for Action and Contemplation (CAC), a "training and formation center" based in Albuquerque, New Mexico that he founded in 1987, he says the purpose of his work is to provide "a faith alternative to the dominant consciousness" (whatever that means).

The CAC was a well-known hub for the Church’s premier dissent group in the U.S., better known as Call to Action (endorses women’s ordination, homosexuality, goddess worship, etc.). He is also involved with the homosexual advocacy group, Soul Force. The website of Soulforce carries a letter written by Fr. Rohr (dated 2000) supporting this organization’s mission of non-violent resistance to the "spiritual violence" perpetrated against "gay", lesbian, bisexual, and transgendered persons by social and religious groups.

Fr. Rohr has also been a long-time teacher of the Enneagram, an enormously popular New Age gimmick used for discerning one’s personality type. A specific warning against the use of the Enneagram for spiritual direction is included in the pontifical document, Jesus Christ, the Bearer of the Water of Life 

Fr. Rohr also teaches a New Age version of contemplation known as Centering Prayer (see http://womenofgrace.com/newage/?p=51 )

Another area where he is heavily involved is in the Emerging Church Movement, which consists of a diverse group of people who identify with Christianity but think its beliefs and teachings need to be "updated" to better conform to modern society (read compromise the faith).

Fr. Rohr participates in Emerging Church conferences and workshops alongside the leaders of this movement, such as Brian McClaren, a "theologian" who thinks the current version of Christianity only partially reflects the truth. 

Another player, Phyllis Tickle, recently told an audience that "By eating the body and blood of our God, we are feeding the god within us. . ." I think you get the drift.

Unfortunately, Fr. Rohr is able to promulgate his questionable belief system by being a prolific writer, publishing a quarterly journal, Radical Grace, and authoring more than 15 books thus far. His latest work, The Naked Now: Learning to See as the Mystics is currently #1 at Amazon for books dealing with mysticism. (Whether or not it teaches Catholic mysticism I can’t say because I haven’t read the book, but judging by what I already know about him, I have plenty of reason to doubt it.)
This translates into a wide audience for a version of Catholicism that does not conform to the Magisterium.

Fr. Bryce Sibley, STL, after having read one of his books, concluded that "Fr. Richard Rohr adheres to some very questionable, if not dangerous, beliefs." In this article (http://www.catholicculture.org/culture/library/view.cfm?id=6819 ), he lists several serious flaws in Fr. Rohr’s teachings, such as his assertion that the crucifixion wasn’t necessary because the Incarnation was all that was needed to redeem humanity.

Fr. Rohr also has a "weak understanding" of original sin, Fr. Sibley said, noting that "without a proper understanding of Original Sin, Christ is reduced to nothing more than a prophet who teaches us to love ourselves, and this is unfortunately who Rohr’s Christ turns out to be."

I could go on and on, but I think you have the general idea that this is a priest in need of prayer whose writings and activities do not reflect the true teachings of the Church. Please pray for him! –Susan Brinkmann
http://womenofgrace.com/newage/?p=879#more-879:
