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Why Johnson Sequeira must not be allowed to minister in Catholic institutions   

At our web site, there is an existing July 2007 report that has been updated several times till March 2015:

JOHNSON SEQUEIRA'S 'WORD-FAITH' THEOLOGY AND 'PROSPERITY' GOSPEL 
http://ephesians-511.net/docs/BRO_JOHNSON_SEQUEIRAS_WORD-FAITH_THEOLOGY_AND_PROSPERITY_GOSPEL.doc
In this present report I am going to summarize from the above, with fresh inclusions and comments. 
In Bangalore, a senior Catholic manager in a multinational company conducts a ministry and outreach to corporate personnel to create awareness of the errors of word-faith theology and the prosperity gospel.

Johnson Sequeira preaches such a health, wealth and success prosperity gospel. Such a gospel is definitely not Catholic. There is little or no talk of God’s will in our lives and the Catholic paradigm of suffering. See

It is only Protestant televangelists who preach the Gospel that God desires that all Christians be free from every ailment and disease, and also be financially prosperous. They selectively use and interpret Scripture verses to support their teaching and preaching. The “Catholics” who promote the prosperity gospel imitate the televangelists down to their accents (”Gadd” for “God”), and use the exact same Bible passages.
Unfortunately, many faithful who know little or nothing of the lives of the saints and the Catechism of the Catholic Church throng these meetings looking for solutions to their physical and material problems.
Today’s “Catholic” evangelists prey on those who seek to be “healed” and free of their crosses.

I own a large library of Catholic books and DVDs. I find that, barring a few exceptions, many saints suffered much pain and disease and died very young. St. Bernadette Soubirous was an asthmatic who had a tumor on her thigh and a disease in her bones. Though others were healed at the Lourdes spring, the Virgin told her that She could only assure her of eternal happiness in heaven. She died at 35. Her body is still incorrupt.
Many, many well-known saints chose poverty and deprivation, uniting their sufferings with those of Christ.

Most Catholics today do not practise self-imposed penance and mortification and reject purgative suffering.

To serve them, there are many charismatic preachers like Johnson Sequeira who simulate the Pentecostal televangelists with emphasis on the 'anointing' as they loudly shout "fire on you" for minutes on end. People believe that falling down or being 'slain in the spirit' is a sign of the anointing of the Holy Spirit.
One such “Catholic” preacher Joseph Louis (see list of files on the last page) openly mocked me for being “a hunchback” (I suffer from a bone disease) when I refused to allow him to lay his hands on my head. He also does “deliverance” for people who believe that they are afflicted or oppressed by demonic entities or spirits.

It is very common to find lay charismatic ministries that are doing “deliverance” along with “healing”.
My spirituality is both contemplative as well as charismatic, so I am not biased against the use of the gifts of the Holy Spirit to heal and bring wholeness in the Body of Christ, but I cannot accept those who twist the Word of God to meet their own ends, who protestantize Catholics and who teach the faithful “techniques” (including some, like repetitive affirmations, that are New-Agey) to practise in their daily lives to the detriment of the will of God and genuine Christian prayer. 
The 'name it, claim it' doctrine relies on a literal interpretation of certain Bible verses and the use of repetitive affirmations such as "I am healed of …" etc. You name it, you claim it, you are healed!
These techniques used by Sequeira conform to faith in faith, and faith in oneself, more than to faith in God.
The ever-present danger here is that Catholics who do not find themselves prospered or healed will be burdened with guilt and doubts about the sufficiency of their 'faith' and spirituality.
His Pentecostal tendencies are much more pronounced when he ministers to prayer groups or in homes, when no Catholic charismatic renewal (CCR) leader or priest is present, as was personally observed by me.
In a Navi Mumbai flat where I was invited to talk on New Age*, after citing verses from the Bible, he made the people repeat affirmations claiming that they were healed and then began to loudly pronounce "fire on you" while moving around and laying his hands on them. There was not even a pretense of any prayer. 
*Neeru Dhiman, a convert, is a preacher at Tabor Ashram in Kalyan. She has since then disavowed Sequeira.
But Sequeira, who was earlier operating from Mumbai before he moved to Bangalore, has learnt to be careful after he came to know that concerned Catholics were reporting such incidents to me. Catholics informed me that they were greatly concerned that Sequeira never led the rosary but would depute someone to lead it and he would join in and start his programme after the rosary was completed. After the release of my 2007 report, he began to join in praying the rosary.

Fr. Nelson Pinto OCD of Mangalore shared with me his experience with Johnson Sequeira. Sequeira and a supporter of his had met Father to get his clearance, and therefore the bishop’s, so that he could conduct a “retreat” in that city. Father mentioned to me that there was pressure exerted on him from high places to give Sequeira the required clearance. Father asked Sequeira if he could furnish a letter from his (Sequeira’s) bishop in Mumbai. Sequeira said that he would bring the letter along the next day. 
While discussing the modalities of the proposed programme, the following issue came up: the timings for the inclusion of Holy Mass and the Sacrament of Reconciliation. Father reported that Sequeira was half-hearted about having Masses during his “retreats” as they would reduce the time available for his preaching and the "anointing"! As for confession, Sequeira felt that he would prepare the people for confession in his talks, but they could go for confession elsewhere, outside of his retreat. Summary: Sequeira demonstrated that these Catholic components were not integral to his programme. Their inclusion would instead reduce the time available to him for his activity which is more important and for which the people flock to him.
Sequeira returned the following day with a letter from one of the bishops of the archdiocese of Bombay. Father Nelson noted that it was an old letter, several years old, which required Sequeira to meet the bishop every fifteen days or so (which he didn’t do and was banned in Bombay). On behalf of the bishop, Father then declined to give Sequeira the clearance to conduct ministry in Mangalore unless he could produce a recent letter from his bishop. Sequeira never returned to meet Father with the requested letter.
Soon, Sequeira shifted base to Bangalore with the help of senior protestantized charismatic leaders like Simon Rodrigues and Anthony Sagayaraj who have serious difficulties with devotion to our Blessed Mother, who have supported Anthony Samuel who finally set up his own “church” (“Adonai’s Bride”, see list below), who like to preach on the rapture and the parousia and so on and so forth. Rodrigues got Fr. Britto (spiritual director of the CCR) and the Archbishop to permit Sequeira to conduct programmes in and from Bangalore.

He was also used in his retreats by Fr. Jose Vettiyankal VC, a good priest, but who also believes that all should be healed and prospered through faith and affirmations. Quoting the Bible (Psalm 90:10), sickness and premature death (before age 70 or 80) are the result of demonic attacks, Fr. Jose has taught. With the support of Fr. Jose, Sequeira got access to a number of Vincentian retreat centres in different states and would use them for night vigils and retreats. However, senior followers of Fr. Jose finally (especially after my report emerged) got Fr. Jose and all the Vincentian retreat centres to ban Sequeira from preaching in them.
The same is the case in the archdioceses of Bombay, Goa, Calcutta, etc., and Mangalore and in some Gulf states. Sequeira circumvents these bans by using rented halls, warehouses, godowns and homes. He really doesn’t care what the local Ordinary says. He is not in submission to episcopal authority.
One person wrote to me that Sequeira had two people from a Protestant “New Life Ministries” in his room at Divine Retreat Centre. I have had numerous complaints about Sequeira’s teaching and practices from senior leaders in charismatic ministry, priests and bishops (see old report, and the selection below):

Hi Michael, Regarding Johnson Sequeira, I was invited by a friend at the Bread of Life prayer group which had organized a slew of preaching sessions for about two weeks by various preachers one of whom was JS. His was a three-evening programme, and having attended his sessions for the first time, I was impressed when people were apparently healed by young children praying in faith repeating prayers after him. I did see some friends from my parish who happen to be regulars at his sessions, and since they were all devout Catholics I was also encouraged to attend all three days.

Anyway, on the second day, as he was preaching, he walked up to me (I was in the third row with my wife), took hold of my hand and said that God is calling me and asked if I would be willing to be a part of them. Immediately I asked if he wanted me to be a part of his ministry. He then said that I could keep in touch and that they would train me. I said okay, as I was happy to be called for God’s work. 
A few days later, I spoke to a spiritually gifted counselor who told me that it was not the call of God and that I would know for sure when God calls me. That is when I started to research him on the Net and found your article on him and was sure about his ‘gospel.’ I had already been aware of the prosperity gospel being preached by various televangelists and saw the stark resemblance. This was corroborated by another spiritual counselor a few days later who also told me to just erase those three days out of my mind. Though I did exchange phone numbers with JS, I have not got a call since.

Those friends I had seen at his sessions invited him to their home for a prayer meeting, and the following Sunday at church I heard one of them say that all along he had thought that his life was in God’s hands but that after attending JS’ meetings he realized that his life is in his own hands, and he seemed very happy about it, and this young man is of a family actively involved in Church activities and who attend charismatic retreats.

I did a little googling on whom to contact and found out and wrote Fr. Britto (spiritual director, CCR) saying that I have learned that JS was banned in Mumbai. Below is my correspondence with him. In Christ, Pravin Jayaraj, Bangalore

Dear Mike, Well the story of my friends with reference to this so called Bro Johnson Sequeira is this.
This was a happy Catholic family consisting of father, mother and 3 sons (who are grown up now and have their own families). The mother somewhere along fell into this net of this Bro Johnson. The father is too old to object. The mother dragged the 3rd son into this, plus the wife of the 2nd son.

Now the 3rd son had some financial difficulties - he was mostly into share business and he has suffered some setbacks and perhaps he has put his hope in this Bro Johnson. He attends mass but calls the Rosary as a myth. I had a lot of correspondence thro' email with him and if you are interested I can forward to you to get an idea of his mindset. His wife is very much worried and I have suggested to her to continue the rosary with her 3 minor sons. The most problematic though is the wife of the 2nd son. She was such a sweet girl but completely obsessed with this Bro. Johnson. She stopped attending the mass and gets a lot of messages directly from God. What worries the husband is that she does not take the children to the doctor but prays "over" them. She gives the children direct tap water to drink (even at a time when some contamination was found in the water supply hardly a kilometer away), she just prays over it. The poor husband is becoming a little hysterical and sometimes talks of "No God" By the way they have 5 children and the 6th is one the way. This trouble started just a year ago, hence all the children are baptized and the eldest has received Holy Communion. The problem will arise now for the sixth one for baptism. So that’s the story in brief.

In several letters, one can clearly note the disruptive and Protestant effect of Sequeira’s “ministry”.
The following two letters (extracts from them) were posted on Konkani Catholics, a Catholic apologetics Yahoo group, KC Digest Nos. 1792 and 1793 February 12 and 13, 2008:

I have just come across a message that a Bro. Johnson, is coming to Dubai, to preach the Word of God. 

Where is he preaching? In some warehouse… I checked with our Bishop Paul Hinder, whether this meeting had his sanction. He has stated clearly that it is without his or the Parish Priest’s knowledge or sanction that this is being arranged. Salvador Fernandes, Dubai/Sharjah styferns@hotmail.com
I happened to attend one session preached by Bro. Johnson last year, at the urging of friends. I'm usually wary of retreats held outside the church (it was in a hotel), but was under the impression that it was endorsed by the church, as some leaders of various parish groups were present. Seeing them there eased some of my apprehension. However the skepticism only grew as the talk continued. 
I became uneasy. It seemed more like a Protestant teaching, along the lines of the "prosperity gospel" we see preached so often on the airwaves. While there was no direct refutation of Catholic teaching, there were glaring errors. For instance, the significance of the sacraments of Communion and Confirmation was downplayed (!!), almost mocked. Referring to the words of Jesus in John 3:3-5 about being 'born from above' or 'born again', I was surprised when he did not say that as Catholics, we are 'born again' of water and Spirit at the time of our baptism. Instead he said we were born again the moment we declared Jesus as our personal Lord and Saviour. And that receiving the Holy Spirit in the Sacrament of Confirmation was pointless in this regard. Much of the erroneous teaching was so subtle as it was slid in between true Catholic teaching. And herein lies the danger... the subtle untruths become bigger and bigger, left unchecked, as it departs from the teaching of the Magisterium. Johnson Sequeira’s (johnson_s4u@yahoo.co.in) Jesus Christ is Lord Ministries has its ardent devotees.

Despite what we read on page 4 of this report, as per http://www.jcilm.info/retreat-schedule/, on 11th June, he ministered at the main hall of St. Mary's Church, Dubai, and in that of St Michael’s Church, Sharjah.
In Bangalore, as mentioned earlier, the CCR spiritual director Fr. Britto supports the activities of Sequeira.

In Goa, he has erected the huge modern church-like New Creation Centre as a registered charitable society.

An excerpt from my response to Gerad Stewart:
1. The Word of God in the Bible certainly cannot be taken literally. 
Literal interpretation of Scripture is Protestant. 

Even many Protestants, except some fundamentalists, do not hold to that erroneous position now, a position that can be proved completely fallacious with just one or two references.
2a. Are you implying that Catholics who accept / preach the Word of God as exegetically and hermeneutically interpreted for them by the Church are "confounded by human minds"?

There may be as many such 'literal understandings' as there as breakaway 'churches'.

I have personally had experience with five people who have attended his prayer meetings. This is what I have to report. (This analysis is not entirely accurate but some of it is true and therefore a matter of great concern.)
In one case, I have seen that after being prayed over by Br Johnson or some member of his team, the person who had been prayed over experienced a severe spiritual block about even listening to anything concerning the Blessed Virgin.
In all other cases, I have seen that the people who have attended his talks exhibit the following symptoms:

Question: I read in this column a few days back that Br. Johnson had not been approved by you (Bishop Camillo) for preaching in Kuwait. However, I was told by an acquaintance that Br. Johnson preached at the Salmiya chapel - St. Therese Church a few weeks back. Appreciate if you could clarify this issue. Rickstove
Answer: No, Bro. Johnson never preached in the church of Salmiya but in another place in Salmiya that his followers arranged for him. 
Bro. Johnson has never been approved by me to preach in our Vicariate. What he is doing is against the authority of the Church. Our Catholics are invited not to follow him, nor to attend any of his meetings.
Sequeira operates a 24x7 cable TV channel in Goa and in Mangalore.

The point that I am making is that people are thronging to Sequeira’s programmes only because of such phenomena (“deliverance” and “slaying in the Spirit”) that occur during his “ministering” to them. 

In none of the many videos that I viewed did I find a priest anywhere in sight, or alongside Sequeira.

I repeat that I believe in the use of the charisms and have used them as founder-member of the first Delhi Service Team of the CCR (1982) and for years afterwards; so I am not biased against genuine charisms.
But much of the preaching that I hear in the videos is simply citing Scripture and often interpreting it literally. There is really no Catholic content, almost nothing solid, basic, remotely traditional Catholic.

If Sequeira taught the latter alone at his meetings, you can bet that they would be sparsely attended.

Some good Catholics who support Sequeira argue that “at least he is doing something” by preaching the Word of God, which most of our priests don’t (I’m afraid that I agree with them).

But, as we have noted above, for a Catholic, the Word of God is Scripture + Tradition. 

I have almost never heard him speak of the Cross, and sin and its consequences now and in the thereafter.

The thrust of Sequeira’s ministry is to prosper, heal and deliver people. To that end, he teaches people the use of repetitive affirmations, the use of which are guaranteed to bring positive results.
Sequeira’s supporters also argue that he does speak of the Virgin Mary and the Sacraments, etc. What they do not know is that for over a decade his ministry was solely a literal use of Scripture for prospering, deliverance and getting people to fall on the floor with the “anointing”. He introduced elements of Catholicism in his ministry only after my report was published and came to his notice.      
I have a relative Linus D’Silva who is a big fan of Sequeira (he credits Sequeira with his “conversion”) and is very much into "evangelising" everyone who he meets. That looks and sounds good until one listens to what he says. When we met over in March 2014 at his father’s funeral, he tried to discuss my Sequeira report with me. He revealed his woeful inadequacy of the Catholic faith, of apologetics, of liturgy, of everything… except multiple quotations from the Bible… which boils down to Sola Scriptura. Such “evangelising” is positively dangerous. In essence, this man was quoting Sequeira and preaching Sequeira and the prosperity gospel Jesus of Sequeira's invention, not a "Catholic" Jesus*. *See list of files and links on the last page -Michael
Sequeira visited their Chennai home just two or three days after the funeral, and “ministered” to the family. When asked by me as to what she got from Sequeira's message, my daughter-in-law’s answer was "he spoke the prosperity gospel". This was to a family that had just been bereaved and was in mourning!
The writing of this second and shorter report was prompted by a call from a senior charismatic renewal leader in Hyderabad who was concerned that Sequeira is going to conduct a programme in the Sacred Heart Church there. Sequeira has an established presence in Hyderabad/Secunderabad through an independent prayer house "Divine Light Ministries" being run by Lucy and Raja Reddy where he “ministered” for three full days in September 2007, and many times before and thereafter.

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In Chennai, he has conducted programmes at the Church of Our Lady of Light in Luz, Risen Christ Church in Peravallur, Sacred Heart Church in Egmore, Our Lady of Good Health, Little Mount, and many more, as informed to me by concerned parishioners. At the Little Mount church, the then parish priest (now one of the Vicars General) came to know too late about the controversies of Sequeira’s teachings and techniques and could not cancel the scheduled programme. To ensure that there was no problem, Fr. Arulraj personally monitored the event. 

Sequeira always has a translator (from English into Tamil or other languages) from his local team.
The Archbishop has never been in the know of his coming to the city and ministering in the parishes.

As obtained from the Internet, Sequeira’s contact persons (the ones who fix his meetings and host him) in Chennai are: Josephine Francis (9940036633) and Marcia Ellens (9841011422).

All across Indian dioceses, the Catholic Charismatic Renewal (CCR) ensures that only their own people are enabled to preach retreats, conduct night vigils, etc. In most dioceses, the Bishops concur with all of the CCR’s decisions on who is allowed and who is not allowed to minister to Catholics.
But Sequeira has the support of the leadership of the Bangalore Service Team -- and consequently of the Archbishop – and partly uses that support to access parishes across India. It so happens that one or other of the Bangalore CCR Chairmen are on the National Service Team of the CCR, and that is a bonus for Sequeira.

These very same leaders (and some of their associates) are protestantized (I know this from personal experience and from reports from prayer group members) and go along with Sequeira’s sola scriptura positive confession ministry. “Pastor” Anthony Samuel who officially left the Church (soon after I exposed him in a June 2007 report) and founded his own called “Adonai’s Bride” has always been hosted by them and still stays at their residences when he comes to Bangalore from his Hyderabad base notwithstanding that he has seduced many young Catholics into his “church”. They address him as “Brother” (Sequeira’s contacts are also “Sister” so-and-so and “Brother” so-and-so; see his web site), and defend him as a very good man.
The day following the call from Hyderabad, I received information that Sequeira was slated to give a four-hour evening session at Fatima Church, Kodambakkam (parishpriest@fatimachurchkodambakkam.org), Chennai.  

In the first week of March 2014, Sequeira had been allowed in the Fatima Church by the same parish priest Fr. Edward Selvaraj who however was not there when the session was conducted.
In the morning of the same day, an eight-hour session was scheduled at St. Teresa’s Church, Sembium. 

The Chennai representative of the National Service Team of the CCR was unaware of Sequeira’s above programmes until I informed him of the same on the morning of June 25.
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I sent an email about my concerns regarding the same to the concerned authorities of the church in Chennai and I received the following response (reproduced in part) from one of the priests (identity withheld):

Dear Mr. Michael Prabhu
Thanks for your email … regarding one Johnson Sequeira… I understand the controversial nature of Johnson Sequeira's teachings. So far no one of this name has come to the Archbishop's House for any permission for doing ministry in the Archdiocese… 
My reply (reproduced in part):
Date: Mon, 20 Jun 2016 14:52:58 +0530

It is known that Johnson Sequeira does not ever take the local Archbishop's (or the Charismatic Renewal leadership's) permission to conduct his sessions in any diocese, anywhere.
In most cities, he has his followers who manage to convince their parish priests to let him in.
As my report says, he is banned in the Archdioceses of Bombay, Goa, and Calcutta, and dioceses of Poona, Mangalore and Jhansi to name a few that come to my mind just now.
Also by Bishop Paul Hinder in Dubai, Sharjah, and other Gulf States, and by Bishop Camillo Ballin, the Vicar Apostolic of (Kuwait, Bahrain) and Northern Arabia.
Letters from these bishops and/or the priests appointed by them, or by the Regional Chairpersons of the Catholic Charismatic Renewal (CCR) to vet potential preachers are included in the report.
He is also not approved by Mr. Cyril John who is the current (and served 3 earlier terms as) CCR National Chairman or by Mr. Benjamin Gonzaga (Little Mount), the CCR National Service Team member in our archdiocese.
He is banned from all Vincentian Ashrams across India (which were very much open to him earlier) including the ones at Ambattur and Elavur (Gummidipoondi).
If Sequeira (known to all as "Br. Johnson") is not able to get a church or parish hall, the people who invite him simply conduct his sessions at a secular hall, even if the local Ordinary has disallowed him.
My 2007 report also records that after Sequeira was banned in all the major dioceses of Western India, his supporters in Bangalore moved him there and the present Archbishop gave him clearance, but 99% of his "ministry" is outside the Archdiocese of Bangalore.
Though he has no recognition from the Archbishop's House in Goa, he has recently constructed a huge and expensive church-like complex (New Creation Centre) in Calangute, Goa, and people from all over are flocking there.
At that centre, he conducts deliverance and de-addiction from substance abuse without any qualifying background in either.

Concerning material needs
Christ has redeemed me from the curse of the law. Christ has redeemed me from poverty. Christ has redeemed me from sickness. Christ has redeemed me from spiritual death. For poverty he has given me wealth. Money cometh to me, now! I am out of debt. My needs are met. I have plenty more to put in store. I am prosperous. I am rich. I am wealthy. In the name of Jesus, my money is on its way. It is on its way now! I have promotion now! I have increase now! In the name of Jesus, money cometh to me, now! For sickness He has given me health. I am the healed protecting my health from sickness and disease. I will live and not die. With long life I am satisfied and I know God’s great salvation. For death he has given me eternal life with God. I am anointed to live a long, prosperous, healthy, wealthy, whole life. It is true unto me, according to the word of God. I delight myself in the Lord and He gives me the desires of my heart. I’m out of debt, now! My needs are met, now! I have plenty more to put in store! I have given, and it is given unto me good measure, pressed down, shaken together, running over men give unto my bosom. With what measure I mete, it is measured unto me. I sow bountifully therefore, I reap bountifully. I give cheerfully, and my God has made all grace abound toward me, and I, having all sufficiency for all things do abound in all good works. God’s promises
‘Verbalizing God’s promises is joining your faith to your confession.’ …

(Proverbs 13:21) Thank you Christ that prosperity is the reward of the righteous.

(Isaiah 61:9) Thank you for the unlimited riches and that everyone will acknowledge that God has blessed me today.
In the dozens of pages of “prayers” on this particular web page, the word “repent” does not figure even once, the word “forgive” appears six times but not even once in the context of seeking forgiveness of God for our sins, and the word “sin” is used three times but not even once in the context of acknowledgement to God of our sinful condition. Note that the command to practise “Tithing!” is subtly inserted above.
It is all about reminding God what he “promised” in Scripture and claiming fulfilment of those promises through the use of the “Word” and because God has supposedly assured every one of us in His Word that what any of us binds or looses on earth is bound or loosed in heaven. Never mind that the bind and loose powers were given to St. Peter and his successors. The words are appropriated and used by Sequeira.
Sequeira and his disciples “speak the Word” on health, prosperity and abundance and it comes to pass!
“We believe we receive it, right now! We have what we say! We cannot be denied!” It is typified by his bottom line (emphases his): “WHATEVER I SAY IS SO! I HAVE SAID IT, AND IT IS SO! NOW!”

Sequeira describes this as “verbalizing God’s promises” and “joining your faith to your confession”.

When Sequeira uses the terms “confess” or “confession” it is not in the common meaning used by simple Catholics but in the sense of “confessing” one’s faith in certain Scripture verses by claiming them into activation in one’s life*. Some of the affirmations (“prayers”) make me wonder about those faithful servants of God who are in financial distress or suffer from incurable diseases (as I do). Is their faith in God lacking? Is it not “Biblical” enough? If one does not “prosper” is he, by the same logic, among the unrighteous?
Is Johnson Sequeira, like his Protestant counterparts, in possession of a technique as yet unknown to the Catholic Church that holds the key to a whole, prosperous and problem-free life on earth by such “prayer”?
Where is the role of the grace-conferring and healing Sacraments instituted by Christ in all of this?

Admittedly, not everything that Sequeira “teaches” is rubbish, but there’s enough of it to lead a Catholic astray. The sad thing is that those who follow him do not realize that they are being misled.

Today, at the JCIL web site, one can view video messages on the Eucharist and other Catholic issues. But these are relatively new and do not form part of the content of his regular preaching and ministering which is purely and solely concerned with healing and deliverance from suffering and so-called material poverty.

Over the last decade, ever since he came under scrutiny from this ministry, he has modified his approach to include Catholic components in order to befool those who might want to check him out. Those who flock to his sessions do not really want those Catholic components which are readily available at other recognized retreat centres. They want to experience being “slain in the spirit” under Sequeira’s touch, and to witness phenomena like healing and “deliverance” from spirits. *Examples of “confessing” the Word, see below
I cannot really answer as to how a false gospel can produce healing and other phenomena. I suppose that when Scripture (no matter how twisted and misinterpreted in its presentation) is preached, is heard, and is tearfully prayed by innocent and ignorant Catholics, a compassionate God is moved to answer their prayers.

When you start speaking God’s Word it might seem impossible and in the end you will really do what you were speaking. Those words produce confidence in our faith, those words will eventually bring forth the power to believe. Faith by hearing and hearing by the Word of God. Words produce desires.
Proverbs 13:12: Hope deferred maketh the heart sick: but when the desire cometh, it is a tree of life.

You can draw from that tree of life, when that desire hits you, you will start talking about it. When you start talking those words will set some corner stones in your life. That will cause you to believe it and then it will eventually come to pass.

For example, when I had a desire for the retreat centre I did not have the resources with me. I kept on speaking about it to my close friends in the team and what I spoke came to pass. When you speak about your desire repeatedly it begins to take root in you, then faith begins to be poured into what you have said. That faith will get you into a position that will cause what you speak to come to pass.
I can reproduce hundreds more of such teachings from Sequeira’s web pages. Suffice that to be an example.

In the Word of God video https://www.mediafire.com/?eh9e2hj42xq8o#whdnz6a130ffr at around 1:50 he speaks about “confessing the Scriptures”… “those things that God has promised you in His Word, you will see it manifested in your life”. The Word becomes “the light” and the light becomes “the Voice”, he opines.
At https://www.youtube.com/watch?v=y5uzEGsjF0c, citing Mark 16: 16, 17, all that you need is to believe and be baptized and lay your hands on the sick and they shall recover; around 5:00, an unbaptized Nepali Hindu girl is directed by Sequeira to “heal” a man suffering from spondylosis: “You are free. NOW. In Jesus’ Name”.
At around 14:20, “What you said, then it happened… Now what you are going to say is surely happened (sic). Don’t say what you see. Did you learn that? Do not speak what you see, but speak the unseen. The unseen will change the seen and bring the unseen to seen.” Wow!
I have reproduced a few of the attacks on my initial report by Sequeira’s many defenders on pages 5-8.

Their arguments are typically Protestant. It beats me how a Catholic can fail to see that.
The writers deny Tradition and propose a literal understanding of Scripture. 
One of them mocked “"Church Instituted" practices and obligations” and my “defense of "Catholic teachings" instead of "biblical teachings",” because Sequeira preaches both a false gospel and partial truth.
I wonder if Sequeira uses the Catechism of the Catholic Church and cites the Compendium of the Catechism, the YouCat and any of the numerous Documents of the Church to educate and edify his listeners.

If he did, or if they were familiar with the Early Church Fathers and the Lives of Saints, his disciples would not ask me if God would judge us on whether we “followed "Catholic rites" (Rosary, having statues, pictures, novenas, praying to mother Mary and saints etc. etc.) or on whether I was a doer of His word”.
And they certainly would not ask me (as one did) “Will I be judged on whether I lived my life based on doctrines written by humans or by the word of God?”

Let me cite Michael Voris:
Leaders try to compensate for the lack of truth by a surge in emotions. Get them all hepped up and singing and rocking out and waving their arms around like demented windmills, and they can have an encounter with the Lord and they will be swept up in motion and slammed down by the Spirit and we never have to talk about contraception and sin and Hell and any of those other "hot button" issues that we've all grown so gun-shy about.
None of this is Catholic, and to try and ride in at the last minute and pretend it is a lie.

And again:

Catholics need to understand this fundamental, decisive issue. I was informed by a priest of the Archdiocese of Madras-Mylapore that a few of them met with Sequeira and after a discussion with him, Sequeira decided to cancel his today’s programmes (June 25) in the city.

Sequeira is conducting a session tomorrow June 26 at Maria Niketan Hall, Ascension Church in Bangalore from 10:00 am to 5:00 pm. The contact person is Dr. Leena Suresh, 99720 26333. 

We talked to the two Chennai contact persons today. They said that his sessions at the two Chennai parishes scheduled for today, June 25, have been cancelled due to “unforeseen circumstances”.

But both of them confidently expressed the certainty that he will come back in a month or two to minister at the same two parishes. I trust that the Church authorities and the leadership of the CCR in this archdiocese will ensure that it does not happen.
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
