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[NEW INPUT] (A word of caution for lay Catholics engaged in healing and deliverance ministries)
and write books on “Deliverance”….) When I met my Archbishop to present him a copy of the printed Compendium, he said the exact same words that I have used above. He lamented that there are lay Catholics who conduct “deliverance” after reading books or doing courses and that some of them claim that even priests do not have their “gifts”.

(It is my informed opinion…

Once again, I cite Fr. Rufus Pereira, this time directly from MacNutt’s book, pages 281-282 (http://www.hispeople-ght.org.za/sermons/sermons%202002/How%20To%20Cast%20Out%20Demons.html; if the link does not open, use Google search to view): 
“My very first case of deliverance took place on the 7th of March, 1976. It happened during a prayer meeting held in Bombay where between two hundred and three hundred people were present and we were on our break time. Suddenly we heard a shout and screaming, and we all went over to see what was happening. I saw there a young girl on a chair who was screeching and flinging her arms all about. I asked someone what was happening and was told that she was possessed. It was the first time I had ever met such a person, said to be possessed.     
Something inside of me inspired me to say, "I command you in the name of Jesus to leave her." At that very moment she stopped doing all those things; her eyes opened and she gave me a beautiful smile. I absolutely didn't know what I was doing! Later she told me how for ten years she had been afflicted by evil spirits and that she had been going to a Muslim shrine, but now she felt freed.
In the two years since that time I have prayed for between four hundred and five hundred cases of deliverance. About one third of these were deliverances from so-called Hindu gods and goddesses.
I have been led to believe from my experiences that many of these gods and goddesses in Hindu mythology are nothing other than demons. The reason I think this is that in a third of the cases, when we asked the demons to identify themselves, they gave their names as Hindu gods or goddesses. On one occasion a woman even gave me the name of Krishna, which was a shock to me… the spirit identified itself as Krishna.
There are certain gods and goddesses who turn up frequently in these cases of deliverance… Another thing I would like to share with you is that many people get possessed on the festival days of these gods and goddesses. My own cousin was an officer in the army many, many years ago. He went out on a Hindu festival day, and when he came back he fell sick with a fever - the doctors could not diagnose it - and within a week's time he died. Another cousin also died in the same mysterious circumstances. (My mother used to warn us when we were small never to go out of the house on the day of Hindu festivals.) 

I've also found that in many cases of possession, the attacks of the evil spirit become far more intense on festival days.”              
Also on pages 282-283 and 286 of MacNutt’s book, find Fr. Pereira’s answer to the question. “Can you share something about the dancing god that was inhabiting the young woman whom you showed us stretched out in a dancing posture during last week’s conference?” (Read chapter 95).

“Fr. Rufus Pereira told me this story of praying silently for an Italian man who had terrible headache after flying to Sai Baba's birthday. That headache disappeared instantly. The man had it since he has been worshipping Sai Baba.” Erika Gibello in a March 21, 2007 email to me.
The issue of CHARISINDIA, June 2008, carries an excellent two-page testimony “Spiritual Warfare – The curse of breaking the First Commandment” (Exodus 20:5) by Jude D’Souza, later involved in the deliverance ministry in Mumbai. Jude shares with us about his entire family’s coming “under a curse” after two of them, his uncles, indulged in “strange occult practices”. Both uncles died within four months of each other “under mysterious circumstances” or “a miserable death” as Jude put it. 

Once Satan’s got the soul where he wants him, he’ll look for the first opportunity to take him out. An example: the Chennai Catholic couple, Clifford and Sushma Saldanha, who were the leaders of the local setup of the Pranic Healing Foundation lost their only son, a teenager, in a mobike accident.

The next attack was on Jude’s father, who also died suddenly, soon after which Jude himself became deathly ill. Jude testifies that the only reason that he, the only surviving male member, “was rescued from the jaws of death miraculously” was that his mother, “on the advice of her close friend attended the Jesus Encounter Retreat conducted by Fr. Rufus Pereira and Fr. James D’Souza at Khandala, near Mumbai.

“There she heard for the first time in her life, priests preaching powerfully on the sin against the First Commandment of God and warning about the consequences and effects of indulging in occult practices and of worshipping other gods.” He then shares about his mother’s repentance and conversion, followed by that of his sister and finally Jude himself, and his healing from all the illnesses that plagued him. The last step was for him to abjure all the occult practices of his family and his ancestors. Freed from bondages, he took up ministry!

His elder uncle had married a Hindu and the younger uncle a Muslim.

Jude reminds us that “the Bible warns us about the effects of mixed marriages”, Ezra 9.

Early on in the testimony, Jude briefly mentions about the Hindu influence brought in to the family by the elder uncle’s wife. This was compounded by the uncle’s own occult practices, a perfect recipe for disaster. The occult part was elaborated on by Jude, but nothing is said in this Charisindia article, not surprisingly, about the Hindu influence on the deathly curses that rained on their family. 

How then are ignorant Catholics to protect themselves from the enemy?   
In the apartment building and on the street on which I live, three out of four Catholic homes are contaminated by occult, New Age and Hinduism to a greater or lesser extent. One home maintains a Hindu shrine (for doing pujas); another sees no problem with reading Harry Potter novels, and their son has been taken for substance abuse rehab to the city’s ICM nun-run Holistic Health Centre. Yet another volunteers at the Cathedral’s St. Vincent de Paul clinic that doubles in reflexology and acupressure and a family member actually worked at the holistic centre. A fourth home (their relative is a bishop who used to sleep over) sports a large ‘Om’ carved into the front door. A fifth sent their daughter to Bharatanatyam classes.
Those engaged in deliverance should factor in such possibilities, but I don’t see them doing that.

Having submitted my manuscript in April/May 2019 and believing that Asian Trading Corporation (ATC) would bring out the printed Compendium by June-July 2019, I dropped my plans to approach more priests for Letters after the first week of April. Meanwhile Letters XVII and XIX came in and were included. 

But ATC was to take more than a year to give me the first copies (July 2020), and copies meant for the Archbishop and Bishop who gave the Forewords, as well as those of a few priests whose Letters are inserted above, were yet to receive the Compendiums as of January 18, 2021!

The leading partner of Asian Trading Corporation, Mr. Nigel Fernandes, who was the sole representative of the laity-owned Catholic publishing house in discussion/negotiation with me from the very start, claimed to have read every single word of my manuscript. He was of the opinion that the chapter on inclusive language, feminism, women’s ordination, etc. did not belong in a book on New Age. It was he who insisted on my making certain changes in the original title, sub-title and contents, and even got me to remove names of ‘New Age’ Indian priests, and the pages on Laudato si’ from chapter 26. He also felt that my web site was mentioned too many times. If I wanted the Compendium to see the light of day, I had to concede to some of his demands. Those deleted portions and names -- and much more -- are now included in this expanded/revised edition.   

Mr. Fernandes’ stores used to print and publish, stock and sell books promoting New Age, yoga and Hinduism (mostly authored by priests), until a few years ago when a French priest and I took on ourselves the task of getting him to gradually rid his publishing house of such titles.

He was also aware that in my manuscript I had stated that my Compendium was the very first by an Indian Catholic author (either priest or lay person) on the subject of New Age. However, it was not to be the first. A manuscript submitted to ATC a couple of months after mine, was printed and published in September 2019 and on ATC’s web site thereafter. Written by first-time author Binita Jacob, its title “Dangers of the New Age” (sub-title “A Movement that strikes at the Root of the Faith”, 160 pages) completely belies its contents. The front cover potentially promises the reader information on around thirty-five New Age paradigms including “Free Masonry” (sic), but the book says absolutely nothing about most of them. 

Mr. Fernandes not only had no issue with that and gave it publishing priority, but he also unethically shared with Ms. Jacob my as yet unpublished manuscript. It is lying in her laptop and I strongly suspect that ATC shared it with others too.

Ms. Jacob’s book sports the ATC logo and declares that it is from the “ATC Publishers” stable.

It was promoted in the “ATC News”, July-September 2019: https://atcpublishers.com/storage/files/pdf_files/ATC%20News%20July-Sep%202019.pdf.
On June 27, 2020, Mr. Fernandes informed me by this by email: “Over the last 9 days, I have had some people calling me and questioning me angrily and menacingly about how ATC could publish your book. While in general I would not have been bothered, this time the points that have been raised maybe difficult to handle in case things go legal. I presume somehow word has got out that we are publishing your book and has created a storm to an extent that I never imagined… The book does not have an Imprimatur. Since the book involves faith and morals issues, ATC will be reported to the Church Authorities for necessary action… The second is that the Author is not qualified to write on the subject…” {Excerpt)

After its submission to ATC in April 2020, my manuscript was paginated and returned to me twice to be passed for going to print; however, on both occasions, the Compendium’s original contents were so distorted that it was virtually unrecognizable. 

He also said that my Compendium lacked an Imprimatur. I notice that Ms. Jacob’s had none either. Neither is she ‘qualified’ to write on the subject of New Age. On the other hand, I have been writing on New Age since over two decades. 

When Mr. Fernandes wrote to me that “somehow word has got out” about my Compendium, he conveniently forgot that he himself had unethically shared my manuscript with others.

Under pressure, I agreed that he would print my Compendium without the ATC name and logo displayed on it*, which also meant that the applied-for ISBN number which I had been insisting on ATC’s obtaining on their name could not be allotted when printing was ultimately undertaken.

*Prior to going to print, ATC shared with me the cover of my Compendium. It prominently displayed their name, logo and an ISBN number:
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*Also, ATC had printed on pages iii and iv of my Compendium their name, address, logo, and the provisional ISBN number as shown below:
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*Page iv was once again modified by ATC to read as below:

Christian Mysticism and its Counterfeit. 
A Reflection on the Vatican’s document on New Age Spirituality [NEW]
"The Vatican document on New Age Spirituality is subtitled, Jesus Christ the Bearer of the Water of Life – A Christian reflection on the New Age. Published in 2003, it insists that a clear understanding of our own tradition is the best antidote to alien influences that have already led many astray. This is particularly true of the theory and practice of Mystical Theology where ignorance of their own tradition has led “many people to be convinced that there is no harm in ‘borrowing’ from the wisdom of the East”. The document continues by warning that, “The example of Transcendental Meditation (TM) should make Christians cautious.”
In the Western Christian tradition, a mystic is a person who not only knows with the eye of faith that God loves them but one who tangibly experiences that love as it rests and then rises within them to degrees of intensity that are totally dependent on the grace of God. The first Mystic was Christ himself. He was continually aware of his Father’s love as it possessed every part of his personality. It was this experience that was the source of the inner maturity and security that made him the most loving and loveable person to have walked on the face of this earth. When those who were called to follow him came to know him, they came to know and love the God who possessed him, and who manifested himself through all he said and did. Without this love acting within and working through them, Christ knew that his followers would be incapable of doing anything, let alone live the otherwise impossible standards and ideals that he had taught them to observe for. “Without me, you have no power to do anything” (John 15:5).
Christianity, therefore, is primarily a mysticism because no one can possibly live the moral teaching of the Gospels unless they are given the power to do so. That is why the deep personal prayer that opens a believer to receive and experience the divine life is not only important but essential.
The second-generation of Christians who did not know Christ in his earthly life learnt from the oral and written memoirs of the first-generation Christians how to come to know and love him as they had done. The first meditation manual was the Scriptures, most particularly those texts that introduced them to Christ. When in later years ordinary people were unable to turn to the Scriptures through illiteracy, or because native languages had not developed sufficiently to produce the necessary translation, or because many of the first translations were unacceptable to the Church, alternatives had to be found. Books were written on the life of Christ, meditation manuals were composed and devotions were devised like the Rosary, the Stations of the Cross, and the exercises of St Ignatius to open to those deprived of reading the sacred texts at first hand, the opportunity of coming to know and love Christ.

All the great spiritual writers show that it is through prayerful reflection on the life and death of Christ, by whatever means, that knowledge gradually leads to love. Then believers begin to express their love and gratitude in the language of love. Finally, as in human loving, words become less and less necessary as all they want to do is to gaze at the One whose love begins to envelop them. Quoting the Catechism of the Catholic Church (2705-2719), this Vatican document, reiterates that, “Christian prayer is not an exercise in self-contemplation, stillness and self-emptying, but a dialogue of love.”
At the beginning, this first stage of prayer is often called first fervour because it can be highly emotional and spiritually fulfilling. However, it cannot last. A profound purification must now take place to create a sufficient likeness in believers to prepare them for the union for which they yearn. Sadly, ignorance means that the clear majority give up regular reflective prayer at this stage, but for those who persevere through the ensuing dryness and aridity, a profound experience of God’s presence begins to envelop them.

Summing up the teaching of the Desert Fathers, Evagrius Ponticus (AD 345 -399) calls this period of aridity, Accidie and the experience of presence that follows it, Apatheia. St John of the Cross details the characteristics of Accidie in The Dark Night of the Soul whilst St Teresa of Avila does likewise for Apatheia in her masterwork Interior Castle. Through a sort of spiritual hide and seek, believers are purified by the alternating experiences of absence and presence that convinces them that it is God and not they who are in control of their spiritual destiny. At times they are cast into the depth of all but despair, at other times they are raised to the heights of ecstatic joy and to almost every state between the two before purification is complete. Then, what the early Fathers called Theosis or Divinisation, and their spiritual descendants called The Transforming Union or The Mystical Marriage takes place, enveloping the whole person, body, and spirit as they are possessed ever more fully by the same Spirit who possessed Christ.

In the light of this brief résumé it is immediately possible to distinguish authentic Christian prayer from its counterfeit. Firstly, in the Christian tradition we are taught how to come to know and love God as embodied in Jesus Christ, by prayerfully reflecting on the sacred scriptures or through other traditional methods of meditation, not by using mantras to by-pass the mind. In the Western Christian tradition, meditation primarily means prayerful reflection on the person of Christ, to enter into him through love. In the Far East, meditation primarily means the repetition of mantras.

If using these mantas leads to a certain inner stillness, peace, or what is sometimes called mindfulness, it may well contribute to a certain self-generated psychological equilibrium, but it must never be confused with the true mystical contemplation of God. This cannot be generated in a matter of minutes, but only in years of selfless giving in dryness and aridity and is then a pure gift of God. That is why this Vatican document insists:-

“There is a tendency to confuse psychology and spirituality. Many of the meditation techniques now used are not prayer. They are often a good preparation for prayer, but no more, even if they lead to a more pleasant state of mind or bodily comfort.”
The notion that believers can come to experience profound mystical contemplation by their own unaided endeavour is to fall into the old heresy of Pelagianism – the belief that human beings can come to experience the presence of God within by what are in effect self-generated psychological techniques, or if you like, by various forms of mental yoga.

To appeal to the writings of John Cassian and to other Desert Fathers as confirmation that the Western Christian tradition teaches the use of mantras in the same way as the Indian tradition, is quite simply nonsense. This should be evident to any open-minded reader.

In the same way, The Cloud of Unknowing is a favourite of those trying to justify the use of mantras. The author of this mystical work however, is not writing for beginners, but for those who after successfully meditating on the Life of Christ are languishing in Accidie or in the Dark Night when their minds and hearts are being drawn towards God in such a way that they have no desire nor any ability to meditate as before. The Author of The Cloud suggests the repetition of a word, not as a mantra, but as a practical device to help keep the heart and mind fixed as it were “in naked intent” upon God, not to generate inner psychological states where the attention is not placed upon God but on oneself. Using medieval symbolism, he encourages the believer to use a word such as, “God” or “Love” for instance, as a spiritual spear and shield. When used as a spear the word helps the heart’s desire penetrate the “Cloud of Unknowing” while at the same time parrying the distractions and placing them under what he calls, the “Cloud of Forgetting.”
The Cloud merely presents to medieval readers an ancient form of prayer, first referred to by Abbott Macarius who taught those of his disciples who were afflicted by Accidie, the use of a short prayer to do for them what the author of The Cloud wanted to do for his readers. He taught them to cry out to God “To the rescue,” or call out the name, “Jesus” so that he would come to the rescue. This is the origin of what later came to be called the Jesus Prayer. The Prayer of Faith was the collective title later given to various short prayers used most especially by those who languished in Accidie or in The Dark Night of the Soul.

To suggest that these prayers were meant to be used as mantras, as used in the Indian tradition, shows a total ignorance of the Christian mystical tradition. Hopefully this Vatican document will help to alert people of good will to the heinous heresy of Pelagianism that is once again being spread amongst us, often by people of good will who are nevertheless deceiving others as they have been deceived themselves."

In the Introduction:

Beware the hypocrisy of the “spiritual but not religious” [NEW]
"We live in the age of the designer God, when many claim the right to imagine and craft their own version of god. Some of them refer to it as “the god within.” Others call it “the god of my understanding.” Still others speak of “the Jesus I know.” A consistent feature of these manufactured gods is that they just so happen to agree with the “believer” on almost everything. Another common characteristic is that they differ in significant ways from what the true God has given to us through biblical revelation. We used to call inventing and worshiping your own god “idolatry.” Today, the euphemism for this is being “spiritual but not religious.” In labeling themselves this way, people claim the virtue of faith; they speak of themselves in pious terms and even applaud themselves for being tolerant and open-minded, even while being dismissive (i.e., intolerant) of organized religion and the Scriptures.
Jesus spoke rather plainly of those who claim to be religious but are inwardly deceiving themselves and engaging in a game of “Let’s Pretend”:
Jesus began to speak, first to his disciples, “Beware of the leaven—that is, the hypocrisy—of the Pharisees. There is nothing concealed that will not be revealed, nor secret that will not be known. Therefore whatever you have said in the darkness will be heard in the light, and what you have whispered behind closed doors will be proclaimed on the housetops.
I tell you, my friends, do not be afraid of those who kill the body but after that can do no more. I shall show you whom to fear. Be afraid of the one who after killing has the power to cast into Gehenna; yes, I tell you, be afraid of that one” (Luke 12:1-5).
The Greek word that is translated as “hypocrisy” is ὑπόκρισις (hypocrisis). Its nominative form is ὑποκριτής (hypocrites), which most literally means “actor.”
Obviously, an actor is someone who plays a role. An actor who portrays Julius Caesar is not in fact Julius Caesar. In a certain sense, he is “pretending” to be Julius Caesar.
It is certainly fine for an actor to pretend for a time, to be someone he is not, but in the spiritual sense, it is not good to act or pretend. When Jesus warns of hypocrisy, He is warning against pretending to be someone that we are not; or pretending to live in a world, in a time, or under a set of circumstances that is not in fact real.
When the Lord warns us not to engage in hypocrisy, He is cautioning us against pretending, engaging in fantasy, or living in a make-believe world. This serves as the opening framework of all that is to follow.
And what does follow? Fundamentally, the Lord says that the pretend world denies the reality of judgment. He goes on to warn that there is nothing that is concealed that will not one day be revealed, that there is nothing that is secret that will not be made known, that what we have said in the darkness will be heard in the light.
He then further cautions us not to be afraid of those who only have the ability to kill the body, but rather of the one who after killing, has the power to cast into Gehenna.
Most people today live in a fantasy world in that they deny or discount the reality that there will be a day of judgment, a day of reckoning. They simply gloss over the notion that they will have to render an account for every idle word (Mt 12:36), that they will have to stand before Him who judges the intentions of the heart (Hebrews 4:12), and that nothing will lay hidden from Him (Hebrews 4:13). In effect, they pretend. Pretending is acting; it is a form of hypocrisy.
Creating a designer god, a spiritual but not religious god is likewise a form of hypocrisy. A pretend god cannot save us; a designer god is of no use when going to meet the real God. If one has not allowed the true God to purify and ready him, he will be incapable of enduring the bright light of His glory and the searing insight of His truth. In fact, such a person will likely reject Him as hateful and harsh. To those who hate the truth, the truth seems hateful; to those who prefer the darkness, the light seems obnoxious.
This is why only the true God can ready us for beholding Him. Only He can accustom us to the brightness of His truth and the heat of His glory and love.
A second quality of the “spiritual but not religious,” those who claim the right to design their own god, is a subtle self-righteousness. They feel they are somehow above all this “organized religion stuff.” They don’t need doctrines or Bibles or Churches to tell them what to do; they have a direct connection of their own to the god of their (superior?) understanding. It is a kind of rehashing of tired old Gnosticism.
When Jesus warned of the hypocrisy of the Pharisees, He was referring to their sense of self-righteousness. They thought that they had nothing to worry about because they were “good people”—unlike others around them. They said their prayers, fasted on Wednesdays, and paid their tithes. On the Day of Judgment, they figured that they would just walk right on into Heaven.
Too many people today have this attitude of self-righteousness. They may invoke God’s grace and mercy, but they are not really willing to consider the fact that they may, by their own sinfulness, disqualify themselves. Emphasizing certain aspects of God while discounting others, they rework Him into their own god. This is acting; it is hypocrisy and self-righteousness.
Too many people brush aside the idea that they will one day have to render an account to the true Lord. “Oh yeah, I know there’s a day of judgment, but God is love so everything will be just fine. The god I know would never permit anyone to go to Hell.” Never mind that this is in direct contradiction to the whole of Scripture! Most today live in outright heresy on this topic. (Sadly, there are those who hold the opposite, extreme attitude: one of despair.)
The Lord says that we should beware of hypocrisy, careful that we’re not living in a pretend world. None but the pure in heart can walk into Heaven. We should not be so quick to presume that we have the necessary purity of heart. The real and true God is all holy, and Heaven is a place of the souls of just men made perfect (Hebrews 12:23). Jesus says, you must be perfect just as your heavenly Father is perfect (Mat 5:48). This is reality, but hypocrites like to pretend, to play act.
A contrived “god-within” of your “own understanding” cannot save you. Stop pretending; stop reciting lines like some actor (hypocrite). Get off the stage and down on your knees; call on the true God and savior, Jesus, the One described in Scripture, not the “Jesus” of your preferences. Yes, call on the true Lord, God, and Savior, who alone can save you."

In the Introduction:

New Age is the spirituality of the post-Christian West [NEW]
"In 2015, Catholic convert Roger Buck published The Gentle Traditionalist (link), a work of apologetics in a dialogue form which, like some of Plato’s dialogues, is flavoured by a fictional dramatic setting set out at the beginning and the end. Despite its classical antecedents this is an unusual format, but Buck’s work was very successful. I have been recommending it to everyone ever since, as the ideal non-threatening introduction to traditional Catholic concerns on culture, education, and politics, the issues which motivated Chesterton, Belloc, and Evelyn Waugh.
The Gentle Traditionalist was followed in 2016 by Buck’s magnum opus, the 450-page Cor Jesu Sacratissimum (link): From Secularism and the New Age to Christendom Renewed. This is partly autobiographical, featuring Buck’s former life as a New Age practitioner and activist. Buck’s latest book, The Gentle Traditionalist Returns (link): A Catholic Knight’s Tale from Ireland, returns to the characters and format of the first book but more of the issues of the second. It is an exploration of the New Age as it is invading a newly-post-Christian Ireland, Buck’s adoptive country, in the context of the abortion referendum of 2016.
In Cor Jesu, Buck argues that the New Age (or whatever term its adherents might prefer) has caught on most successfully in the cultural milieu created by Protestantism. In secularising countries with a strong Catholic heritage, those looking for spirituality and the supernatural know where it is to be found: in the Church. In secularising Protestant countries, including Scandinavia but most of all the English-speaking world, the cultural understanding of Christianity is dominated by liberal low-church Protestantism, the religion of (at best) worldly concerns and human community. Those looking for spirituality and the supernatural are therefore more likely to seek it in Eastern mysticism, the occult, and the New Age.
It is easy to dismiss the New Age as a fringe movement inhabited by cranks, but that image is out of date. ‘Mindfulness’ sessions have found their way into the schedules of multi-national corporations, and the environmentalism promoted by governments and schools increasingly resembles a religion. The New Age is the spirituality of the post-Christian West. When people imagine a ‘spiritual person’, or would like to be more ‘spiritual’ themselves, they increasingly do so using New Age categories: reincarnation, monism, pantheism, the rejection of ‘dogma’ (while having lots, usually wrapped up in abstruse vocabulary), the possibility of ‘getting in touch’ with Something through meditation, and the ‘all religions are really one’ thesis. The last idea, condemned by so many popes as ‘religious indifferentism’, has indeed become the basis of public policy throughout the West.
It is particularly sad to see this movement invading Ireland. Ireland had a unique position as a Catholic, English-speaking country, but for many years its political and cultural elite have found this uncomfortable. Among their American and British peers, the last thing many Irish diplomats, statesmen, and celebrities want to do is to marginalise themselves by affirming Catholic teaching on marriage and abortion, or anything else.

With the accelerating collapse of Irish Catholic identification and practice following the clerical abuse scandals, and a desire by Ireland’s elite to copy British and American trends, the scene is set for the New Age to become the go-to spirituality of a de-spiritualised Irish culture.

Readers might wonder how the New Age can prosper in the context of widespread moral and philosophical materialism. Buck explains that while many, perhaps most, people in positions of influence think the New Age stuff is drivel, they go along with the mindfulness workshops and the tree-hugging because this is a kind of religion fundamentally compatible with capitalism and individual sexual liberty. Indeed, the New Age fits right in to the commercialised spirituality of generations of American snake-oil salesmen and cult leaders, while rejecting traditional morality as (as best) outdated and oppressive.

In a 50-page Afterword, Buck backs up the claims made in the body of the book with his own knowledge and experience, and some scholarly research. The foundational texts of the New Age have escaped much critical scrutiny because they are long, technical, and mind-numbingly boring, as well as being, on the face of it, farragoes of rambling nonsense. 
They have been absorbed, however, by a small cadre of New Age writers who have re-packaged the ideas and practical proposals contained in them for a wider public. New Age practitioners have seldom been confronted with the disturbing links between their ideas and the occult, Freemasonry, and even Bolshevism, and many works which do attempt to make these connections (by Evangelical Christians, for example), are poorly researched. We are fortunate indeed to have Roger Buck, with a profound understanding of the New Age movement and literature, to explain the complex development of the movement and its world-view to a Catholic audience."

Laudato si’ (Medieval Italian for “Praise Be to You”) is the second encyclical of Pope Francis. 
The encyclical has the subtitle On care for our common home. In it, the pope critiques consumerism and irresponsible development, laments environmental degradation and global warming, and calls all people of the world to take “swift and unified global action”.
Though written with good intentions, the encyclical has been heavily criticised by conservative and traditional Catholics.
"Among the unfavorable reactions to Pope Francis’ recent Encyclical Laudato Si’, there is an aspect which has received little attention in anti-modernist publications: its nebulous “philosophical and theological vision of the human being and of creation” (No. 130). Yet, this new Anthropology and Cosmology—pantheist2 and evolutionist in flavor—are unacceptable when considered from the perspective of Catholic theology and sound philosophy. Indeed, God’s absolute transcendence is not affirmed (except in passing, as in No. 79), nor is the distinction between creature and Creator or yet the metaphysical notion of creation ex nihilo, by a free act of God.
These notes are written with the full respect owed to the Supreme Pontiff, but in the present circumstances the truth must be unveiled entirely for the honor of Holy Mother Church and preservation of the integrity of good doctrine. 

"From this conception of man and the universe he undeniably develops, though in a non-systematic way, a new theology, a new morality, a new liturgy, a new notion of the Sacraments and of prayer, a new spirituality, and even a new Mariology. Based on those concepts he also offers solutions that end up by proposing the establishment of an international authority over national governments (cf. No. 175).
This philosophical and theological vision runs along the lines of the pantheist and evolutionist mysticism of Fr. Pierre Teilhard de Chardin (read chapter 93), S.J., who is referred to in the document (No. 83)…

It is well to recall that Teilhard de Chardin’s works were the object of a Monitum (warning) by the Holy Office on June 30, 1962, affirming that his writings abound in such ambiguities and indeed even serious errors, as to offend Catholic doctrine.”
…In Teilhardian parlance, the universe, which came from God, would return to God through a progressive unification of all material beings, including man. Thus, the primeval whole is reconstituted in its entirety. In this line of thought, not only does God create the universe, but the universe recreates God.

"Throughout the document, “ecology,” the “environment,” “nature” are presented as absolutes which should guide all human activity—moral, spiritual, economic, educational, etc. Based on these principles, Francis proposes an “ecological spirituality”: “I would like to offer Christians a few suggestions for an ecological spirituality grounded in the convictions of our faith, since the teachings of the Gospel have direct consequences for our way of thinking, feeling and living.… A commitment this lofty cannot be sustained by doctrine alone, without a spirituality capable of inspiring us, without an “interior impulse which encourages, motivates, nourishes and gives meaning to our individual and communal activity”. (Evangelii Gaudium, 261) Admittedly, Christians have not always appropriated and developed the spiritual treasures bestowed by God upon the Church, where the life of the spirit is not dissociated from the body or from nature or from worldly realities, but lived in and with them, in communion with all that surrounds us” (No. 216).
"In several places, the Encyclical deals with the Earth, nature, and the environment as if they were rational beings … For all that we have just discussed, the “philosophical and theological vision of the human being and of creation” presented by the Encyclical is incompatible with Catholic dogma and sound philosophy, and is, therefore, unacceptable. We regret being obliged to point this out but note that it is unacceptable not only for the grave errors it contains but also for its insinuations, ambiguities, omissions, and biases, all favoring a pantheistic worldview."

KORKO MOSES SJ, CATHOLIC ASHRAMS HERESY 
http://ephesians-511.net/recent/docs/JESUIT_MONTHLY_JIVAN_PROMOTES_NEW_AGE_CATHOLIC_ASHRAMS_HERESY.doc
Vandana Mataji and Shabda Shakti Sangam [NEW]   
Shabda Shakti Sangam (SSS for short) edited by Vandana Mataji RSCJ is published by her from her ashram in Rishikesh, 1995. It is a synthesis of Christianity and Hinduism which is what the Ashram movement is all about. It encapsulates ashram theology and identifies those propagating it. This “Catholic” nun with a Hindu name participated in an event at the Findhorn Centre in Scotland which is the world’s leading centre of New Age activity. She was on the Catholic Bishops’ Conference of India (CBCI)’s National Liturgical Commission for several years, founded the Jeevan Dhara Ashram and later headed the Christa Prema Seva Ashram. 

The “Om” symbol graces one cover of the literally two-faced book. Let us here recall the Lie of the Serpent (Genesis 3:4, 5) and the fact that the fundamental principles of Hinduism and New Age are identical (see section B).  

This 800-page tome is loaded from cover to cover with occult articles on kundalini shakti, chakras, nadis, the sushumna, energy fields, the astral/vital body, yoga, the OM mantra etc. authored by her as well as by other Catholic nuns and priests, many of them from the Ashram circuit, and an assortment of Hindu swamis and gurus. Accompanied by esoteric line drawings, it conjures up impossible parallels between Hinduism and Christianity. It is sold at the CBCI’s National Biblical Catechetical and Liturgical Centre (NBCLC) in Bangalore. It was also available at St. Pauls bookstores and at Asian Trading. Corporation. Vandana calls it an “upside-down” book. It is the most perverse Indian “Catholic” publication that I have ever come across   

One of the article contributors is Shantivanam ashram’s “Swami Sahajananda OSB, Yoga teacher, guru and guide”.

On page xxxii of SSS, Mataji expresses thanks MISSIO which “made financially possible the publication of this book”. London-based MISSIO is the Pope’s charity for World Mission (https://missio.org.uk/about-missio/). Missio has also funded the Secunderabad-based Catholic Health Association of India (CHAI) (“CHAI is supported by vari​ous international faith-based charities including Misereor [who co-funded the Amazon Synod], Missio Aachen…” https://www.dandc.eu/en/article/brief-introduction-chai-catholic-health-association-india) which used to publish Pranic Healing, Theosophical Society and Freemasonry titles till, in 2002, this ministry took up the matter with the CBCI who got CHAI to stop those anti-Catholic activities.
SSS was published 25 years ago. Many of the contributing priests were/are seminary professors. While several have died, one can still imagine their multiplied numbers today. Thousands of nuns have been radicalized. The 2008 St. Pauls New Community Bible (NCB) finds a place in this Compendium since it is a byproduct of the Catholic Ashrams movement, and also because the four fundamentals of the Lie of the Serpent (Genesis chapter 3) reveal the commonality between New Age and Hinduism (see section B). This “Bible” of the Society of St. Paul was ceremoniously released by Oswald Cardinal Gracias, Archbishop of Bombay, by other bishops of the Indian Church, and by parishes. The Nihil Obstat was given by Thomas Dabre, Bishop of Vasai, Chairman of the Doctrinal Commission of the CBCI, the Imprimatur by a bishop of the Bombay archdiocese, Percival Fernandez and the Preface was written by M. Soosai Pakiam, Archbishop of Trivandrum, Chairman of the CBCI’s Biblical Commission. The conception and publication of the NCB was under the aegis of the Catholic Bishops’ Conference of India (CBCI). Copies of the NCB flooded Catholic bookstores. And entered Catholic homes.
Hindus called it a “hybrid” bible www.arshavidya.in/Newsletter/Jul09/inculturation-and-the-hybrid-bible.pdf. Brahmin leaders demanded its withdrawal, the Shankaracharya of the Kanchi Mutt http://www.kanchiforum.org/forum/viewtopic.php?t=2535 for example. Long before Hindus raised objections, I had, in an open letter to the hierarchy, called the NCB a “New Age bible”, a “syncretized bible”, “a heretical bible” and a “Hinduized bible”. 
Thirty theologians contributed to the NCB commentaries.  Its notes included heretical statements such as “The story of the annunciation is not to be read as a literal report of what happened but as a dramatization of the inner experience of Mary…” The commentator was Fr. George M. Soares-Prabhu SJ who was also a contributor of several articles to Shabda Shakti Sangam. 

Other contributors common to the NCB and SSS are Fr. Paddy Meagher SJ, and Fr. T.K. John SJ (read chapter 82); In the NCB, there’s Fr. Subhash Anand (read chapter 82), a dissenter who is pro-women’s ordination. 

When this ministry launched its online crusade to have the NCB withdrawn, it met with great resistance from the hierarchy. A bishop sent me a critique of my critique! A regional bishops’ conference met to study the condemnation issued by me. However, a few hundred incensed laity and priests from all over the world pitched in and we succeeded in reaching copies of the NCB to the desks of Vatican officials. Two years later, the NCB was withdrawn, only to resurface surreptitiously as a reworked edition which we still condemn as unfit for Catholic use because, despite the CBCI’s expunging of 90% of its controversial contents, including several drawings that we had objected to, the commentaries still contain enough error to corrupt Catholics.

The National Biblical, Catechetical and Liturgical Centre (NBCLC), Bangalore [NEW]
The NBCLC is the epitome of evil in the Indian Church, whether doctrinal, catechetical, liturgical or New Age. This Catholic Bishops’ Conference of India (CBCI) initiative, founded 1967 by Fr. D.S. Amalorpavadass, the brother of Simon Cardinal Lourduswami, then an Archbishop is part and parcel of the Ashram Aikiya, the heretical federation of ashrams of Catholic initiative, and at the forefront of the Hinduisation of the Church in India. 
During the year 2005 alone, the NBCLC offered 30 seminars, symposiums, leadership courses, catecheses, workshops on liturgy, dance and drama, art, architecture, music and culture, Indian Christian Spirituality and Dialogue, “God-experience”, contemplative retreats etc. for laity, priests and religious. I know lay persons, nuns and priests who have attended these programmes. Without exception, they have been exposed to ashram spirituality. Some of them have confessed that they picked up their interest in occult alternative medicines like reiki and Pranic Healing from their animators at the NBCLC. NBCLC Director Fr. Puthanangady SDB had told me (when I was a student at the 1999 Divine Bible College, Muringoor, where he was one of the visiting lecturers that these therapies were harmless and Catholics may practise them. One of my (late) relatives, a nun religious superior, was a diehard "OM" and yoga enthusiast thanks to the NBCLC.

As recently as October 14, 2020, Dr. Jules Gomes of Church Militant TV (churchmilitant.com and St. Michael’s Media) wrote this in an article captioned “Hindus condemn Catholic Inculturation. Pope Francis accused of appropriating indigenous cultures”, (https://www.churchmilitant.com/news/article/hindus-flay-catholic-inculturation*):

In some of the articles in the Interplay 2010 souvenir such as the one written by Sr. Alba Rodrigues PBVM, recounting her Interplay experience at the NBCLC, the language is so riddled with New Age terminology that if I wanted to cite from it I would need to copy the entire article here. She also records that the theme of the retreat was "Prophetic Play and Mystical Movement – A Feminine Spirituality", adding that Fr. Prashant Olalekar is "a great supporter and promoter of Feminist Theology". Interplay promotes the Labyrinth (read chapter 70) and “Touching the Earth” Meditation, both of which are New Age.

Occult/New Age books are published/sold by/at the NBCLC
Besides SSS, two examples are: Psychic Power Meditations for Achievement, by Fr. Michael G., SJ, St. Pauls Better Yourself Books, 1996; Yoga for Integral Health and Growth by Swami (Fr.) Devaprasad, then a staffer at the NBCLC. In the book, he writes, “I express my gratitude to Fr. Jacob Theckanath, the Director of the NBCLC who guided me in the work and made its publication possible.” Devaprasad is also the author of Surya Namaskara and other Asanas and Yoga, An Abundant Life and Wholesome Health. 

The present Chairman of the NBCLC is Bishop Pauly Kannookadan of Irinjalakuda. Its present Director (from July 2014 onwards) is Fr. Sagaya John.
Editor Fr. Anselm Poovathani SSP on the 'Indian Rite Mass' in Petrus, February 2006:
What puzzles me is that many of those who celebrate the so-called "Indian-rite Mass" and those who participate in it seem to be untouched by the teaching of the Magisterium. As I see it, the "Indian-rite Mass" is often nothing but the Latin-rite Mass celebrated squatting and flouting important liturgical rules and without the required spirit and signs of reverence. I am only presenting here what I had observed earlier and observe even now.

I was once for a few days in a group of priests, brothers and sisters. Every morning we had the Eucharistic celebration. 

The main celebrant would sit on a seat behind the Eucharistic table. All others - priests, brothers, sisters - would sit in front and along the sides. Free seating was the rule. I suppose all the priests were concelebrating. But no one had any liturgical vestments, not even the stole. The main celebrant wore just a shawl. No one could make out who was a celebrant and who a participant. At communion the ciborium-cum-chalice was passed around for self-communion.

In the light of what is said in #94, 104, 126, etc. of Redemptionis Sacramentum, such celebrations of the Mass are not only devoid of all reverence and dignity, but are gravely unworthy. It is better not to celebrate at all than celebrate in an unworthy way.

Programming our imagination. The difference between Christian and occult-based fantasy [NEW]  
Here is an excerpt from Confronting the New Age by Douglas Groothuis, InterVarsity Press, 1988, page 185. After speaking about New Age visualization (read chapter 100) and imagination techniques, he says:

"A related point concerns the use of the imagination in fantasy literature, fantasy role-playing games, movies, cartoons or toys. Some Christians having detected the intrusion of the occult into these genres, have rejected them entirely. Undoubtedly, New Age ideas have poisoned many a book, game, movie and cartoon… The premier fantasy role-playing game Dungeons & Dragons (not to mention spin-offs) is incorrigibly occult… Various movies such as the Star Wars series, The Karate Kid, and numerous other films either subtly or blatantly sound New Age themes. And even children’s cartoons and toys, such as the immensely popular He Man and the Masters of the Universe use occult symbolism and concepts to draw children into their world of error." (Read chapters 79, 80, 81)
"In an effort to help Christian parents learn how to discern whether or not certain toys and games and the content of books and films, is suitable for their children, I would like to post here some insights from Michael O’Brien’s book, Harry Potter and the Paganization of Culture (www.studioobrien.com).

"In a chapter on Christian fantasy writing, O’Brien compares the magic found in occult fiction such as Harry Potter to that which appears in Christian classics such as J.R.R. Tolkien’s Lord of the Rings and C. S. Lewis’ Chronicles of Narnia.
Essentially, the problem is not so much that magic is present in the book, but how the magic is presented. The Potter books use magic in a way that turns the moral order on its head with grave distortions of good and evil. For instance, so-called “black” and “white” magic (a distinction that does not exist) is used by both good and bad characters in the book. This makes magic morally neutral, taking it out of the moral realm completely and making it into a kind of tool. “If magic is presented as a good, or as morally neutral, is there not an increased likelihood that when a young person encounters opportunities to explore the world of real magic he will be less able to resist its attractions?” O’Brien asks.  “Of course, children are not so naïve as to think they can have Harry’s powers and adventures; they know full well the story is make-believe. But on the subconscious level they have absorbed it as experience, and this experience tells them that the mysterious forbidden is highly rewarding.”

"Occult fiction often includes other distortions that can have a negative effect on a child’s moral outlook. For instance, in the Potter books adults are presented as mean and those who don’t practice magic to be backward. The books can also be overtly anti-Christian, such as the trilogy, His Dark Materials by Philip Pullman, in which God is openly maligned. It should come as no surprise that occult-based fiction has produced some rather dark and bitter fruits (which are rarely publicized for obvious reasons.) For example, a January 2006 Barna report on teenage views and behavior regarding the supernatural indicates that “three-quarters of America’s youth (73%) have engaged in at least one type of psychic or witchcraft-related activity, beyond mere media exposure or horoscope exposure.” One out of every eight teens (12%) said the Potter books increased their interested in witchcraft, a number which amounts to almost three million young people in the U.S.!

Contrast this with Christian fantasy, which has caused no such turn to the occult. Why not? The Chronicles of Narnia are loaded with magic, as is the Lord of the Rings. What’s the difference?

"The difference is that these writers portray magic in the proper context and without upturning the moral order. As O’Brien explains, throughout Lewis’ fiction, witches are portrayed in classic terms, as malevolent, manipulative and deceiving. An example would be the witch in The Silver Chair who mesmerizes the children to convince them that there is no sun. But one character, the Marsh-wiggle, deliberately burns himself in the fireplace to shock his mind back to reality. When he snaps out of it, he confronts the witch who then reveals her true nature by turning into a serpent, thus alerting the children to their peril. In The Lion, the Witch and the Wardrobe, the four Pevensie children discover a wardrobe that leads them into the land of Narnia. One of the children is then tricked by a witch posing as a beautiful queen who tempts him with treats and promises of power if he will turn on his siblings. He does so, but when he later learns the true nature of the witch, he regrets his action and repents. But he cannot be free of the dominion of the wicked witch until he pays his debt, something that Aslan, the Christ-figure presented in the form of a lion, agrees to do. Aslan sacrifices his own life in exchange for the children, but then miraculously returns to life and liberates Narnia, crowning the children kings and queens of Narnia. “This is salvation history, distilled in the form of Story,” O’Brien writes.

"The same holds true with Tolkien, where magic is also portrayed as fraught with deception. As O’Brien explains, the character named Gandalf, who is often referred to as a wizard, is not a classical sorcerer. Rather “Gandalf’s task is to advise, instruct and arouse to resistance the minds and hearts of those threatened by Sauron, the Dark Lord of this saga. Gandalf does not do the work for them; they must use their natural gifts to resist evil and do good – and in this we see an image of grace building on nature, never overwhelming nature or replacing it.” Instead, Gandalf’s gifts are used sparingly, and then only to help others in the exercise of their free will and moral choices. “It is only an assist, never a replacement.”

The proper moral order is also reflected in the way Frodo realizes that the ring he has been entrusted with has great powers and he is constantly tempted to use them for the good. “But he learns that to use its powers for such short-range ‘goods’ increases the probability of long-range disaster, both for himself and for the world.”
"Tolkien makes it clear that “such powers are very much a domain infested by the ‘deceits of the enemy’ used for domination of other creatures’ free will. They are metaphors of sin and spiritual bondage.”

"Compare this to Potter-type literature. “In neo-pagan fantasy literature, magic in the hands of both ‘good’ and ‘bad’ characters is frequently used to overwhelm, deceive and defile,” O’Brien writes. “In the Potter series, Harry uses his powers to overwhelm, deceive and defile his human enemies, and he resists Voldemort with the very powers the Dark Lord himself uses.” This same distortion of good and evil is present in the Twilight series which posits the existence of “good” and “bad” vampires. Of course, this can never be true. As E. Michael Jones writes, vampirism the antithesis of Christianity. “Whereas Christ shed his blood so that his followers could have eternal life, Dracula shed his followers’ blood so that he could have eternal life.”

"Make no mistake, occult-based fictional heroes and heroines have an impact on a child’s ability to distinguish truth from falsehood, good from evil. As O’Brien explains: “A novel about a boy who regularly skips along a tightrope across Niagara Falls without falling is no real threat to one’s child, because he instantly recognizes the absurdity of the notion. The danger is immediately perceived and the practice rejected. But a novel about a boy who skips along a tightrope across an eternal abyss is a real threat, for the danger is difficult to recognize without knowledge of moral absolutes and a developed sense of the immediacy of spiritual combat. Parents’ warnings about abstract dangers can pale in a child’s mind when compared to tales packed with potent images that have lodged deeply in his imagination.”

(Pacem in Terris (Peace on Earth), Encyclical of Pope John XXIII on Establishing Universal Peace in Truth, Justice, Charity, and Liberty", April 11, 1963,
http://w2.vatican.va/content/john-xxiii/en/encyclicals/documents/hf_j-xxiii_enc_11041963_pacem.html
Dharma Bharathi Ashram. Air Force Baba, Swami Sachidananda Bharathi. New Age in Catholic educational institutions [NEW SUB-TITLE WITH NEW INPUT]  
The Dharma Bharathi Ashram (www.navasrushti.org), Mulanthuruthy, Kochi, (hereinafter DB) pursues both, individual as well as world peace. This ashram is also part of the Catholic Ashrams movement (read chapter 50). All Indian “Catholic” Ashrams may be considered to be New Age. DB’s founder is Swami (now Acharya) Sachidananda Bharathi (formerly Squadron Leader N.V. John) who was a disciple of ashram leader and New Ager Fr. Bede Griffiths OSB (read chapter 50). N. V. John, also known as ”Air Force Baba”, was given ‘Acharya diksha’ by Saccidananda Ashram’s Bede Griffiths in 1990. 

He has established four Ashrams and two Missions and a number of organizations and institutions all over India to realize his vision of communal harmony and world peace.
DB is as New Age as it gets. DB targets mainly Catholic educational institutions with multiple New Age programmes. For instance I have on record (a lot of material was sent to me by the Swami) the DB National Seminar on Peace and Value Education for Schools in Hyderabad, December 2001. He enjoys the patronage of a sizeable number of Cardinals and bishops. Yet, his anti-Catholic Church rants and advocating of a “Christ-Marxian communism” can be read at http://mattersindia.com/2018/12/toward-christo-marxian-communism-for-peace-sustainable-development/. The Church hierarchy does not -- or does not want to -- see past the façade the Swami projects.

On 8th July 2006, Sr. Catherine, an America-returned ex-Carmelite nun who did a research study on ‘Inter-religious dialogue in Christian higher education in India’, was given ‘Acharya diksha’ with the name ‘Prabhujyothi’ by the Swami and appointed ‘Acharya’ of his ashram. For two years she was under training and guidance at the Guru Bhavan in DB Ashram. The Swami trained her in the “Shanthi Yagna Meditation, Samasthakriya Yoga and other constituent elements of the Dharma Bharathi spirituality”, a syncretization of yogic meditation and Christian prayer.
Interplay guru Fr. Prashant Olalekar SJ (read chapter 67) has conducted his New Age sessions at the DB Ashram in 2010.
The initial commitment for DB’s ‘Disciples of Christ for Peace’ (hereinafter DCP) was made, significantly on May 13, 1994, the first death anniversary of New Ager Fr. Bede Griffiths, at Shantivanam Ashram.
("The world at the dawn of the third millennium urgently needs peace… We are discovering the fact that lasting peace and unity on earth needs a religious motivation." 
(From the presentation made by the Swami at the Millennium World Peace Summit, United Nations, 28-31 August 2000. Source: The New Leader, November 1-15, 2000)
("There cannot be peace in the world unless there is unity among religions in the world." (DB literature)
(DB has a "vision of an awakened Mother India who will be an instrument of God for a civilisation of love, unity and peace on earth." (DB literature)
What is the source of DB’s civilisation of love slogan? It was Pope John Paul II. At an interreligious ceremony in Rome in October 1999, the Pope "invited all people of goodwill to counter a crisis of civilization… by a new civilization of love founded on the universal values of peace…" But the rest of the Pope’s message is deliberately ignored by the Swami! The Pope continued: "Jesus is the one who… sacrifices Himself for the salvation of others… Is not Jesus thus a model and a permanent message for humanity?" (Cardinal Arinze, President, Pontifical Council for Interreligious Dialogue, The Examiner, 13 May 2000).

Nowhere did the Pope make a call for a "unity among religions" that DB (the Swami, cited above) aims to bring about. Instead he has always called for a missionary proclamation of the person of Jesus who alone, when accepted, can and will bring about the ‘civilization of love and peace’ and unity of the human race that we yearn for.

The Swami sent me a copy of the Constitution (and Explanations and Orientations) of the DCP, a “Catholic Society” founded by him along with Archbishop S. Arulappa of Hyderabad on 9 November 1998. 

The 3 Patrons of DCP are Archbishops. 3 of the 4 Advisors are Bishops. We will briefly (as I have tons of adverse/New Agey facts on them) examine just two DB associates: (Sr.) Vandana Mataji who is the fourth Advisor, and Fr. Dr. Michael Amaladoss SJ, Professor of Theology, Vidya Jyothi Seminary, New Delhi who is the Swami’s Theological Consultant. Here we go:
All 9 following statements are those of the nun Vandana Mataji. For their sources, the reader will have to visit the DB report at my web site, where there’s plenty more. 
("We are at the close of the era of ‘religions’… Now we stand at the threshold of an era of ‘spirituality’." (Read “Beware the hypocrisy of the “spiritual but not religious”)
("Is not our God Mother Earth in whom alone we can find or deepen our own spirit roots?" 
("To enable people to become God by entering into silence, is this not the raison d’etre of an ashram?" 
("Finding ‘the Self in all things and all things in the Self” (Isa Upanishad 6) is our goal in life in an Ashram." 
("Swami Vivekananda says ‘We are the greatest god. Christ and Buddha are but waves of the boundless ocean that I am.’… Most Christians cannot easily think of man becoming god…" 
("There is an interesting discussion going on among the Catholic ashrams as to whether in a Christian ashram, Meditation or the Eucharist should be at the centre of our lives. Personally I tend to agree with Fr. Bede Griffiths that the distinctive call of a Christian ashram is to witness to the transcendent mystery believed in by people of all faiths… in the cave of the heart as the Upanishads call it, and this is reached by meditation… The presence of Christ in the Eucharist is secondary… However precious this may be, it is still a secondary mode of the presence." 
("Many aspire when they go to ashrams to sit for long hours in meditation and to be taught by the guru how to raise the kundalini (serpent power) or the energy within." -Vandana Mataji
(In a critique of the October 1989 Vatican Document “Orationis Formas” which “warns all Catholic Bishops that Eastern forms of prayer and meditation such as Yoga, Zen and T. M. are ‘not free from dangers and errors’,” she accuses the Church of the “fear of syncretism”: 
"We need to recognize… that no one religion, no, not even Christianity, can claim to have the whole truth… Personally, I do not think that syncretism is a real danger, nor what Cardinal Ratzinger truly fears." 
("Living together outside of marriage is not always promiscuity. It is often a sincere love-bond requiring unselfish adjustment to the other. When it is such, who can dare cast the first stone against them and call it a sin?"
This, then, is one of the Disciples for Peace founder’s advisors!
Michael Amaladoss SJ is a leader of the heretical, New Age Catholic Ashrams movement:
Ashram Aikiya (AA) is the Federation of Ashrams of Catholic Initiative in India formed in 1978. From the 24-page AA News Letter 45 of Christmas 2004, we read: 
("I am glad to learn that my talk does touch a few hearts… Hope it will keep the ashram people open. Otherwise they may get lost in structures" [the structures of organized religion].
Fr. Amaladoss is a theologian who has denied the existence of devils and received regular coverage for his erroneous views in The New Leader writes. His contribution to Vandana Mataji’s Shabda Shakti Sangam (read chapter 50) at the time when he was Assistant in Rome to the Jesuit Superior-General is 'My walking together with Hindus' in which he relates the influences on his life of leading ashram figures Fr. Ignatius Hirudayam SJ, Fr. Bede Griffiths OSB, Fr. Henri Le Saux who became Swami Abhishiktananda, Jyoti Sahi and Fr. Raimundo Panikkar (all in chapter 50). He was a frequent visitor to Saccidananda Ashram, Shantivanam.

DB says that Fr. Michael Amaladoss “is one of the best known Indian theologians at the international level.” What is his theology? Whatever it is, it’s not Catholic or even Christian.

(To the question, “what are the lessons life has taught you?” his reply is: "Almost a Buddhist sense of accepting life in its flow… an experience of the relativity of everything: there is only one Absolute that pervades everything." Jivan, July 2000, page 30

("Jesus’ saving us from sin consists in showing us how to turn away from sin." 

‘Jesus and Sin’, The New Leader, August 1-15, 2003.   
(In the ‘Theology and Life’ column in the Jesuit-run The New Leader, September 1-15, 2000, one of his numerous articles titled ‘Spirits and Ancestors’ was published. Some extracts:

"Death is not the end of human beings. They continue to live in a different way… It is not helpful to imagine them in bizarre ways when we do not know how they are! That is why it is more helpful to think of them as ancestors, people who have gone before us, but who are related to us… (At the time of death they) do not simply disappear. They are somehow with us, interested in how we are and what we are doing. They want to guide and protect us in some way. They communicate with us through dreams… They do not disappear to some far away place. The idea that our ancestors do not simply disappear, but are near their loved ones need not shock us. We can take it for granted… Some spirits are more threatening. If we have seen people who are possessed, they are often possessed by people who are dead. People who die an untimely death through accident or disease are said to be wandering around the place of their death and possess people who pass that way… Once dead, they do not look at life and at other people in the same way as they did when they were alive… A popular exorcist… said that he had no reason to believe that any spirits were involved… “How many of us pray to a parent… or even to a child who is alive… I know some people who do."
Fr. Amaladoss believes that there are no spirits, only 'ancestors'. But the Bible (Hebrews 9:27) and the Catechism teach clearly that people who are dead do not wander around and cannot possess anybody. They teach that there ARE spirits. There is no such thing as "an untimely death". And Christians certainly DO NOT pray TO the living on earth.

(In an earlier issue, The New Leader, August 1-15, 2000, asking us ‘Do devils exist?’ he opines:

"Is it not strange that a loving God (may have) created… a category of beings to whom repentance and forgiveness do not seem to be available? … It is (the) conflict between a loving God and devils who remain evil and unforgiven forever that makes me wonder whether devils are simply playing a role in our own worldview. We should not then rush to conclusions about their existence… Humans are given a chance to repent and be saved but devils do not seem to have such a chance. The Bible seems to indicate that God almost ‘needs’ such evil spirits…

Why is God condemning a group of God’s creatures, namely the devils, to hell fire forever without any hope of redemption? Does not this fact tarnish somehow the image of a loving God? I wonder whether devils are necessary projections of our concerns… The devils are objects on which we can project all the evil … in ourselves… Do we not … hurt the image of God as loving and good, if God needs unredeemed spirits to ‘run’ the universe and eventually hell as the place for punishment? Perhaps we need to explore other answers."
Amaladoss believes that the Bible teaches that God created devils and that he seemed to have a 'need' to 'create' them into existence. He teaches that devils are 'objects', a figment of our own imaginations and concerns. If there are no evil 'spirits', obviously there can be no devils. Like many other liberal theologians he projects the love and mercy of God to the exclusion of his righteousness and justice and our inevitable judgement by a holy God. Responding to Fr. Amaladoss’ article, two readers wrote in The New Leader, September 1-15, Letters to the Editor:

‘Christians believe that devils exist because it is taught by Scripture and formulated as dogma by the Church.’ -H. R. T. Roberts

‘(The article by Fr. Amaladoss) proves to what extent Satan has succeeded on making even theologians of such repute doubt, or even deny, his existence.’ -Sr. M. Johanna, Goa

(“Are we spirits?”, his sequel to the first article in The New Leader, October 1-15, 2000,  is nothing less than a manifesto on the paranormal, the occult, holistic health and New Age Alternative Medicine. An excerpt:

"Reiki and Pranic Healing speak about energy fields that surround our bodies… Sickness and health are reflected in these energy fields, and one can act on and heal the body through them. This seems possible even at a distance. Our ancient yogis mapped such energy fields also, in relation to our human bodies. Contemporary science and medicine are quite materialistic. They are not bothered about energy fields because they are normally not visible and they cannot be measured in the usual way. Their point of view is limited and need not be accepted as the whole truth. Some religious leaders, especially the charismatics, say that such healing practices are superstitious. They themselves deal with many para-normal phenomena but claiming what they do is right and what others do is wrong.
Such narrow judgements can be ignored. In Reiki or in charismatic phenomena it is significant that the energy, in order to heal, must be directed by someone. There is an element of human will here which transcends physical or energy forces." 

He criticizes "some religious leaders, especially the charismatics who say that such healing practices are superstitious … Such narrow judgements can be ignored."
Amaladoss expresses his belief in "many paranormal phenomena like Extra-Sensory Perception, Clairvoyance, Mind-reading, Telepathy… etc." 

"Such powers can be used by people consciously or unconsciously to do good or evil. In Vipassana meditation for instance, people are asked to send good vibrations to others and to the world. In the same way evil vibrations can be sent too.’  In the same way, evil vibrations can be sent too… I think that the phenomenon of the so-called ‘evil-eye’ belongs to this order…" 

In solidarity with the basic premises of the 'New Science' and New Age Alternative Therapies, Fr. Amaladoss denies the reality of the 'spirit' and of spirits, and asserts that "the 'spirits' in phenomena of possession are 'thought forms' constructed by the mind…" 

(Amaladoss was involved in the formation of the now-abrogated Hinduised Indian Rite Mass*, promotes Carnatic music and composes songs for Bharatanatyam dance. An extract:
"…I also got involved with Fr. D.S. Amalorpavadass’ work at the National Biblical, Catechetical and Liturgical Centre (NBCLC) (read chapter 50) in Bangalore. I used to lecture in the many courses there regularly, till I moved to Delhi. I was present at all the major research seminars tackling the problems of the Indian Church and Indian theology like the one on the Inspiration of Non-Christian Scriptures, the Ministries, the Indian Church in the Struggle for a New Society, etc. I was involved with the group that prepared the "Indian Rite" for the Eucharist…"

By "this" he means the traditional role of the cultic priesthood in the Catholic Church.

(Amaladoss is a favourite subject of the leftwing National Catholic Reporter’s (NCR) contents, especially in the realm of interreligious dialogue.

This, then, is the 'Disciples of Christ for Peace' Swami Sachidananda Bharathi and Dharma Bharathi’s Theological Consultant Fr. Michael Amaladoss SJ!
Naked New Age in DB literature (cited from material sent to me by the Swami on 25 July 2003):

‘Shanti Yagna’, a form of meditation promoted by Dharma Bharathi…has different stages. Stage one: Harmony and synergy stage… Stage three: Wholeness and communion stage.

There is need for man to capture a new Cosmo-vision … (for) human beings to effect a paradigm shift in their lifestyle from anthropocentric world to ecocentric universe. 

The peace culture paradigm … is based on an integral understanding of reality in which God and creation are seen as interpenetrating realities, distinct yet inseparable. One is All, All is One is the basic understanding of reality within this paradigm. 
Once again an exposure to the West has become necessary for India’s further growth. This time it has to be ‘New Science’.  New Science proves the interdependent organic nature of planet Earth and of the whole creation. We have to live in harmony… This earth-family consciousness…
Discoveries of New Science are leading us today to an integral vision of reality. We have come to realize that creation is an interdependent organic whole… Everything and everyone is… interdependent. Scientific discoveries and religious insights need to be seen as complementary realities. The rational and the intuitive, the masculine and the feminine, the secular and the sacred are to be seen as integral to one another.  

Dharma is the underlying principle of unity behind all diversities in creation. This unitive dharmic worldview of India is being supported today by the discoveries of New Science.
Discoveries of New Science starting with the Theory of Relativity and Quantum Physics are today proving beyond doubt the interdependent organic nature of creation… A holistic vision of reality is slowly replacing the old mechanical and materialistic model. This emerging integral vision of reality demands profound and far-reaching changes in our attitudes and outlooks as can be seen from the works of the proponents of New Science like Werner Heisenberg, David Bohm, Fritjof Capra, Paul Davies, Ken Wilber, Rupert Sheldrake and E. F. Schumacher to name a few. All are leading New Agers as we have seen in chapter 50. An interesting aspect of the emerging integral vision of reality is that it is more or less fully in harmony with the unity of all life experienced by the mystics of world religions. The sages and rishis of India proclaimed (it) in enlightened words like ‘Ekam Sat, Vipra Bahudha Vadanti’ (Truth is one, wise men call it by different names)… Mystics of the 20th century like Sri Aurobindo, Teilhard de Chardin and Bede Griffiths have served as prophets of this emerging new integral vision of reality. Thus we see… a confluence of science and religion taking place. 

A well-balanced synthesis of science and spirituality… should be evolved… In other words, the curriculum (for Dharma Bharathi education in schools) should be rooted in a new humanism**.  
Indian insights into the truths of spirit gave birth to a number of progressive movements (like) Theosophical Society, Aurobindo Society… 
The interdependent organic nature of creation and the interrelatedness of our existence are well-embodied in and represented by the concept of Dharma… which according to Theosophist-occultist Annie Besant is ‘India’s word to the world’. (A quote of hers is included.) 

The Swami speaks and writes a lot about peace. One more for the road: 
"Peace in the environment: … Peace Education, therefore, should aim at helping students to end the dichotomy between humanity and nature, and live at peace with nature by practicing the eco-friendly values…"
In fact the full name of his organization is Dharma Bharathi National Institute of Peace and Value Education.

I have emphasised most of the New Age-speak, some of it innocuous, some subtle, in italics. Does the reader now understand the connection between New Age, counterfeit “New Age peace”, and the Catholic Ashrams movement?

"The rush to unite the religions of the world is driven by the belief that such unity will solve the problems of the world. Through the development of our human potential [Swami Sachidananda Bharathi’s ‘a new humanism’ (cited above)], we will usher in a New Era of Peace and Prosperity." (DB literature) 
Protestants like to quote Daniel 8:25 “By peace he shall destroy many” (KJV) and the Bible prediction that the Antichrist will come to power as a peacemaker. “And he will destroy many when they are at ease” (New American Standard Bible). 

"Peace will be his platform; peace will be his bait." (Christ among Other gods, Erwin B. Lutzer, 1994, page 171)
"Both peace and ecological issues play an ever-increasing part in international politics. Peace is an understandable desire of natural man; yet that peace is not the peace which the world can give. 

Jesus said: Think not that I am come to send peace on earth; I come not to send peace but a sword (Matthew 10:34). 

Yet we can have "the peace of God that surpasses all understanding" (Philippians 4:7).

(Understanding the New Age, Roy Livesey, 1986, page 28)

"A nation of firm purpose You keep in peace, in peace, for its trust in You" (Isaiah 26:3, New American Bible).

"When the Lord is pleased with a man’s ways, He makes even his enemies be at peace with him" (Proverbs 16:7 NAB).

"Those who love your law have great peace, and for them there is no stumbling block" (Psalm 119:165 NAB).

Dharma Bharathi offers a futile pursuit of worldly peace, a peace without a trust in the God of the Bible and His Law a peace that does not include the person and message of the Giver of genuine and everlasting peace, Jesus Christ.

Where does that New Age peace get them? Nowhere, by their operational record. The last time that I checked (in 2003 and again in 2009) there were three, that’s right, THREE, Dharma Bharathis. The one had become three.
In the Introduction to ‘Disciples of Christ for Peace’ we read that some persons "could not really understand Swami Sachidananda’s ‘call’ (and) many of them, including his wife parted ways with him." 

These ‘some persons’ include one Fr. Varghese Alengaden and a few others who broke away in July 1998 from the original DB founded by Swami Sachidananda Bharathi in Indore, having incorporated a new DB based at Indore under the slightly modified name of Dharma Bharathi National Institute of Value Education for Peace (while the Swami moved to Hyderabad). The breakaway Indore DB is now re-named the Universal Solidarity Movement***.

The split was acrimonious and scandalous. The Swami’s Hyderabad DB sought "to initiate legal action … against… Fr. Varghese Alengaden – who had appropriated “all files, properties, photo albums, account books” -- for betrayal of trust and fraud." The advisor to the Hyderabad set-up, Fr. Tom Kunnunkal SJ, who was negotiating an amicable settlement between Fr. Varghese Alengaden and the Swami, and who, too, corresponded with me, later instituted his own DB at Lucknow, Uttar Pradesh, in a third Indian state! A three-way split among three Catholics working for inner and world peace, including two who were priests!!! The July 10, 2002, letter head of Fr. Tom Kunnunkal SJ’s Lucknow DB uses a different spelling, Bharati without the letter “h”.

So much for New Age peace! And harmony! … Among the DB promoters themselves.

For the record, the three DBs are not “affiliated” with the Church as far as I know. Before he launched his own variation, Fr. Tom Kunnunkal SJ had written to me, "Both Dharma Bharathis (Indore and Hyderabad) are doing good work and reach out to many parts of India through several hundred schools… Neither has and neither is interested in (Church) affiliation…" 

Moving on, a whole lot of religious and priests are engaged in this justice and peace thing; much of the latter is New Age.

My research found that most of them were liberals and dissenters (how can one not get poisoned by what one dishes out?) One example to illustrate: the Adrian Dominican Sisters of Adrian, Michigan are collaborators with many well-known dissenting groups in the Church. Perhaps the most notorious is NETWORK, who they correctly describe on their Peace and Justice Work site as a "progressive voice within the Catholic community". This is the same organization that sent a letter to members of Congress endorsing health care reform in defiance of the bishop’s stance against this legislation. Adrian Dominican Sister Josephine Gaugier OP, prioress of the Holy Rosary Mission Chapter, was a signatory on this letter.
They are also in collaboration with the Leadership Conference of Women Religious (LCWR) which is currently under investigation by the Vatican for its teachings concerning homosexuality, women’s ordination, and salvation.

"Making way for the divine feminine was a path-breaking summit held recently in India under the auspices of the global peace initiative of women, which highlighted the pivotal role of women in creating a peaceful, harmonious and sustainable world."

InterPlay India (read chapter 67), according to their literature, aims "as Peace collaborators, to co-create a Universe InterPlaying for Peace." InterPlay "is a peace practice that is the perfect antidote to stress and violence." "It reconnects us with the wisdom of our bodies." "It puts us in touch with Mother Earth and the entire cosmic community (read chapter 26)." "As part of a global peace movement the co-founders of InterPlay from USA and Australia and their team come every year for the InterPlay India Peace Exchange (IIPE) program." 
I have successfully established here the association between New Age Peace, Eco-Feminism (read chapter 26) and Radical Feminism (read chapter 62).
"Peace Circles are very problematic. Not only are they derived from indigenous pagan practices, but they’re being used for everything from facilitating respectful communication to discovering a "place of mystery from which synchronicity, magic and healing arise."

"According to the New England Literary Resource Center (http://www.nelrc.org/practice/peacecircles.html), “Peace circles draw directly from the tradition of the talking circle, common even today among indigenous people of North America … The concept of a peace circle draws on the Native or First People’s concept of the medicine wheel. The medicine wheel reflects natural phenomena that occur in fours; for example, seasons, phases of the moon, and stages of life. The peace circle aims to promote a balanced approach to individual and community health with an equal emphasis on mental, physical, emotional and spiritual growth and well-being. The assumption is that if any one of the four components is neglected or violated the individual will be out of balance, and not "in a good way" with herself or her family and community.” 

"They go on to say that these circles are being used in the criminal justice system, education, human service organizations “and others interested in alternative processes for conflict resolution, decision making, community building, healing and support … The goal is to promote healing, harmony and a sense of connectedness.” 
The way the circle works is described by Mark Umbreit of the University of Minnesota’s Center for Restorative Justice and Peacemaking. A group sits in a circle and a facilitator manages the conversation by the passing of a "talking peace" – an object that has special meaning to the circle facilitator, who is referred to as the "circle keeper". After opening comments about the purpose of the circle, the keeper says a few things about the talking piece, than passes it to the person to his or her left. 
Only the person with the talking piece can speak. If others jump in with comments, they are reminded of the rules. No one has to speak if they don’t want to because this would cause "pressure" in the circle. If a person doesn’t want to speak, they simply pass the talking piece to the next person.

Umbreit credits feminist author Christina Baldwin (Calling the Circle, The First and Future Culture) as being one of the people responsible for introducing the circle into modern use. 

"However, I found her name linked with a very disturbing set of guidelines for the circle’s use which incorporates New Age concepts as well as the occult. (http://www.ca4women.org/circles.html) “The center is the heart of the circle. This is where the group mind and the group spirit reside. Set a table for them here – offer light, flowers, incense or whatever beautiful thing you might think of. You may add to this altar something that represents you – an item you bring specifically for this purpose or something of the moment – a piece of jewelry, scarf, photo from your wallet, etc.” The Guidelines go on to describe the center as representing the hearth or the fire pit around which humankind has gathered in a circle for hundreds of thousands of years. A candle placed in the middle represents life-giving fire, warmth, safety, home. “The center acts as a filter for what is spoken. We do not address a specific person when we speak from our hearts. We speak to the center, to the group mind and spirit. The center receives our words and allows them to pass through blessed and enhanced by Spirit. The center is the open vessel waiting to receive. It is a dancing floor, a threshing floor, a stage, a portal, all open and waiting for whatever might manifest. This is the place of mystery from which synchronicity, magic and healing arise.”
"The “center” in this description is clearly given magical powers that are “blessed and enhanced” by another power named only as Spirit. What is this power and where does it come from? And why are we building altars to a "group spirit"? 

Needless to say, there are many potential problems with the unsupervised use of circles in schools. While no one can argue with the promotion of more effective communication, facilitators can easily infuse this group session with pagan practices and rituals that are not compatible with Christianity. If the circle facilitators are using candles or other objects to build altars of worship to "group spirits" or any "Spirit" or power other than God, this is a violation of the First Commandment. 

Because of the religious overtures in the use of peace circles, you have every right to insist that the school respect the "separation of church and state" and stop introducing children to pagan practices under the guise of learning how to communicate better."

"New Age has been a source of ideas for various religious and para-religious sects… It is a syncretistic structure incorporating many diverse elements, allowing people to share interests or connections to very different degrees and on varying levels of commitment. "Marianne Williamson believes A Course in Miracles (read Section C) can, and does generate real and lasting peace. Q: Peace and happiness are the feelings New Age proposes.
Father Scarafoni: It's true, but they are aspirations whose way of fulfillment goes against the Catholic Church.
The conclusions shared by these and other ways of searching for peace and happiness are: the need to abolish truths and dogmas that break and divide the vision of reality, and refuge in intuition and in the irrational mysterious; the need to suppress churches or forms of stable organization of religions, especially the hierarchy of the Catholic Church; the search for a new mysticism accessible to all."

The ICF is not an organization. It has neither membership nor bank account. It seeks to be a leaven in the dough that has no identity of its own…"

The phrases in bold font immediately above are euphemisms for the ordination of women as priests, the Hinduisation of the Indian Church through “inculturation”, and the New Age veneration of Mother Earth a la Pope Francis and his encyclical Laudato Si’ (chapter 26).

The ICF launch statement said that V2RC II "has the two fold objective of reforming and renewing the Catholic Church from within … motivated by our beloved Pope Francis’ endeavours for reform and renewal of the Catholic Church. He is facing stiff resistance from some ultra-conservative Catholics (including cardinals and bishops) who have mistaken European culture and long standing traditions for Christian faith … the Amazonian (sic) Synod held from 6th – 28th October in Rome recently … about 75% of the nearly 200 bishops that participated voted in favour of having married clergy. They laid emphasis on an indigenous, inculturated church, a greater involvement of women in ecclesiastical life … Should we Indian Catholics also not come together to express our concerns and solidarity with these far reaching church reforms?"
“Clericalism” has been a favorite buzzword (link) of Pope Francis almost since the inception of his pontificate. Eradicating clericalism was one of the calls of the Amazon Synod. All leftist media critique “clericalism”. It is a subtle attack on the cultic priesthood. Read 
https://www.thecatholicthing.org/2019/11/21/clericalism-and-its-remedies/, https://onepeterfive.com/the-fight-against-clericalism-takes-a-dangerous-turn/.

Most of the V2RC I speakers railed against “clericalism”.
*The V2RC II 2020 meet was canceled due to the coronavirus pandemic. Its topics included Clericalism which “Pope Francis has identified as a major stumbling block to reform”; “Pope Francis has repeatedly spoken out against the scourge of clericalism that is stifling the church“, the Status of Women in the Church, the Ecumenical dimension of reform, the Dangers of a Totalitarian Regime, the Hallmarks of an Indian Church, etc.
*A Kerala-based priest forewarned me that the "Indian Institute of Christian Studies (IICS) at Hosanna Mount in Bharananganam is founded by late Mr. Joseph Pulikunnel who wrote and spoke vehemently against authority in the  Catholic Church and conducted several meetings to this end. He is the brain behind the Church Act Bill which tries to bring the Church under Government authority. Though he is no more, the institute continues such activities. I doubt whether you will get any benefit after a painful journey."

Established 1994, the IICS, published Pulikunnel’s Hosanna Bible and the Hosanna magazine aimed at spreading his views. The first edition of the Bible, comprising 25,000 copies, was released with the joint effort of 25 scholars. It later became a widely-read version extending to 15 editions. Pulikunnel (1932-2017), a member of the Syro-Malabar Rite, demanded the establishment of a law for the administration of the Church, the non-application of Canon law for Indian Church and called for liturgical reforms. He was against the dominance of priesthood (clericalism) in Church affairs, etc. RSS Hindu leaders used to be invited to speak at the IICS. His wife and he were cremated at their home without Catholic rituals. (Source: Google search)
[St. Alphonsa, the patron saint of this ministry, is also from Bharananganam.]

The saffron-clad Acharya/Swami Sachidananda Bharathi of Dharma Bharathi (DB) is a founder-member and Co-Convenor of the ICF. The ICF Convenor is Kanpur-based chhotebhai, Allan de Noronha. The ICF Coordinator is Thomas John Palekkudy (Ernakulam), the General Secretary is Isaac Gomes (Kolkata). Swami Sachidananda Bharathi (Kochi) and Dr. Fr. Subhash Anand (Udaipur) are its Advisors. The nine Core Committee members include management guru David Lobo (Bangalore), and James Sylvester (Secunderabad). 

V2RC I was held at Proggaloy Pastoral Centre in Kolkata, February 9-11, 2019, at the close of which “consultation” the ICF was launched.
The invitation to V2RC II said, "We also welcome some ecumenically minded Christians from sister churches."
Speakers common to both V2RC I & the canceled V2RC II were chhotebhai, the Swami, Fr. Subhash Anand, and David Lobo.

CCRI’s Special Advisor is radical feminist dissident Joan Chittister OSB, co-chair Global Peace Initiative of Women. One of CCRI’s Directors is former nun and liberal theologian Rene Reid.

(Fr. Bobby Vadakkal OFM: Ma Nishada* Eco Restoration (*first sloka of Ramayana), Director, Dharmodaya Seva Ashram, Director of Spiritual Vertical of thetalkshop.in, Retreats for Healing in Nature, Silent sittings, walks and then bringing out what experience through artistic expressions and sharing in common at the end of the process creating a mandala; Director, Member of Commission for Inter-religious Dialogue of OFMs at Rome. At V2RC I heresy was spoken multiple times by the speakers, but not a soul objected. 

1. chhotebhai. A diehard Vatican Council II apologist/ecclesiologist, (he doesn’t factor into his writings anything pre-Vatican II), lugging around a large volume of the “The Conciliar and Post-Conciliar Documents” and citing from it, he is pro-ecumenism, pro-interreligious dialogue, pro-married priests, pro-women’s ordination, pro-Gandhian thought, anti-Gandhi parivar, anti-Sangh parivar/Modi, anti-Trump, pro-Biden, anti-conservative, avowedly pro the liberal-modernist Pope Francis, and anti-organized religion (he refers to it as churchianity). 

Vatican Council II was a pastoral council, not a dogmatic one. Catholics are free to accept it or to reject it. However, liberal, progressive and dissident individuals and groups like the ICF, including exponents of inculturation, have reset their lives by it, selectively citing portions or isolated lines of certain Documents, even manipulating and misinterpreting them. chhotebhai is adept at that. Leading conservative Catholic laity and prelates have found serious problems with some Documents (the list of twenty-odd Vatican II-related files at the end of this section is not exhaustive). The roots of the contentious Amazon Synod can be traced back to Vatican II.

(The paper that chhotebhai presented at V2RC I was captioned “Vatican II – Renewal or Betrayal”. In it, he says, “Vatican II was meant to be for the renewal of the Church. Our collective experience in the clerically dominated Indian church is rather one of betrayal.”
The ICF pursues “a new way of being Church”. What does chhotebhai mean by that?

("In a post Covid 19 scenario many writers have talked about a new way of being church.  Others have felt that if these Houses of God could not protect them from the virus, then how efficacious could they be in healing society? …The writer is a staunch advocate of Vatican II reforms.” (A Catholic Pentecostal, May 29, 2020).

("My previous article on a Catholic Pentecostal hinted at a new way of being church. Others like (Fr.) Subhash Anand and Swami Sachidananda have also been pointing in that direction … We need to look forward to a drastically new way of being church. That was a primary goal of the Indian Catholic Forum. (Going to church, June 6, 2020).

In Tractors, Tanks, Treason & Trump, January 28, 2021, chhotebhai wrote:
"There were TV images of Trump supporters who had entered the Senate hall and occupied the Speaker’s podium. What shocked me was their “Halleluiahs”. They were praising Jesus and attributing their success to him! It is no secret that Trump, Bible in hand, had evoked strong religious sentiments from Christian fundamentalists and evangelicals.

What is not so commonly known is that he also had the support of conservative elements in the Catholic Church, including from its bishops. There have been videos of Catholic priests condemning Joe Biden for his liberal views on sexual ethics and abortion, even though he is a devout practicing Catholic. While Pope Francis wrote him a warm letter of encouragement on his election, Archbishop Jose Gomez, the president of the US Conference of Catholic Bishops, issued him a stern warning. Writing in La Croix International from the Vatican, Robert Mickens described Gomez’s letter as “an iron fist in a velvet glove”! This is not surprising because, as Mickens says, the American bishops have been opposing Pope Francis’ pastoral reforms, and even used former Nuncio Archbishop Vigano to defame and discredit Pope Francis through his 70 page open letter."

("We could also question why holy water should be sprinkled on the faithful during the penitential rite if it cannot even counter the Coronavirus … the Catholic Church with its overemphasis on the sacraments and sacramentals…" (Touch me Not, March 11, 2020)

("Nn … qualified his statement to say that the church and priesthood as they exist today are not what Jesus intended or instituted … Even today there are many traditionalist/conservative Catholics who cannot digest the changes wrought by Vatican II. More recently they are up in arms against the just concluded Amazonian (sic) Synod that, among others, recommended a married clergy." (Maranatha or Manna, December 3, 2019)

About Pope Benedict XVI, he wrote: "At John Paul II’s death I wrote to all our Indian cardinal electors not to vote for the Panzer Cardinal, who took the name of Benedict XVI. chhotebhai has been immersed in the Catholic Ashrams (read chapter 50) culture for decades.
He was invited to the installation ceremony of Bishop Raphy Manjaly, member of the Pontifical Council for Inter-Religious Dialogue, as the Archbishop of Agra on 7th January, 2020. 

"(The then, 1979) Archbishop Athaide sent Raphy for guidance to Fr. Augustine Deenabandhu OFM Cap of Jyotiniketan Ashram, Bareilly; which is where we met… I was deeply touched when Bishop Francis Kalist of Meerut referred to my recent article “Do we need Bishops”** in his homily." (The Archbishop Raphy I know, January 9, 2021)

**"Perhaps God itself will arise to care for its people." (Do we need Bishops? November 2020)

”When I was in Jyotiniketan Ashram, Bareilly, (1975-1982) we had an ecumenical meeting…”
The founder of the ashram Rev. Murray Rogers who wore saffron robes and "used Hindu texts in his own liturgy”. (Denominations are Abominations, December 14, 2020)

Fr. Deenabandhu was a protagonist of the philosophies of New Ager Fr. Bede Griffiths. Ashram founder Fr. Henri Le Saux (Swami Abhishiktananda) even concelebrated Mass with Rev. Rogers, who was an Anglican priest, at Jyotiniketan Ashram, states Sr. Claude de Sauviebien FMM in the Shantivanam Golden Jubilee souvenir (chapter 50) Saccidanandaya Namah.
chhotebhai’s fifth book, The Jerusalem Code (JC),The Indian Catholic Forum (ICF), 2020, 368 pages, is dedicated to Popes John XXIII who convened Vatican Council II and Paul VI who “brought (it) to fruition”. Who else! The Foreword is given by Fr. T.K. John who contributed to both the heretical NCB and the occult ashrams book SSS (read chapter 50). 

chhotebhai records the formation of the ICF at Kolkata, on page 274 of JC.
I will publish a report with a detailed analysis of the book but here is a synopsis of its contents: 

chhotebhai comes to the conclusion that the Judeo-Christian God is a partial God (JC, page 260) taking the cases of Abraham (Genesis 12, 20) and King David (2 Samuel 11-12).

The JC storyline gives credence to the “prophecies” of the occultist Nostradamus and St. Malachi (Church-unapproved, read http://ephesians-511.net/docs/PROPHECIES_OF_ST_MALACHY_ON_THE_POPES_AND_THE_LAST_DAYS.doc). They underline the startling denouement of the book. It’s about the destruction of the Church as we know it today and the resurrection of a new inclusive “church” that bears no resemblance to its original Founder, the Gospel and Tradition, as intentioned by the author.

Since chhotebhai often projects his personal aspirations by putting words in the mouths of fictional characters, it is sometimes difficult to figure out what exactly he puts across and get the import of some issues. Like when he writes god in italics and the lower case and calls god ‘it’.

The Church wants Catholics “to have more kids because there are no more vocations,” he says.

He sees the Church as lusting after power since the conversion of the Emperor Constantine. Pope Francis, the book says, has denounced this “clericalism” as “a scourge and scandal”.

Citing “Vatican II ecclesiology” and Matthew 23:9, he “will never address priests as ‘Father’”.

JC welcomes the controversial February 2019 Abu Dhabi Declaration and its proposed Abrahamic (“Judaism, Christianity and Islam”) temple “in order to further world peace”:

Besotted with Pope Francis, and although being well-read in current Church matters, he turns a blind eye to the Pachamama incidents… and more. Then, he laments that whereas “liberal theologians, women religious and enlightened lay leaders” were pushing for married clergy, Pope Francis “got cold feet”, post-Amazon Synod.

Paul VI’s encyclical Humanae Vitae “was a disastrous leap backwards” (read ‘David Lobo’ further down). Natural Family Planning (NFP)* has “basic flaws” and is “not possible to follow”. He rejects the Church’s position on denial of Holy Communion for divorced and remarried Catholics. He is not in favour of priestly celibacy and cites the case of the later-excommunicated Archbishop Milingo “who had married a Korean woman … at a mass wedding conducted by … the Unification Church and claimed to have a following of 150,000 married Catholic priests.”

Other controversial theologians whom he frequently cites in JC are Fr. Josef Neuner SJ and Fr. Jacques Dupuis SJ (the latter for example was investigated for suspected heresy in his Toward a Christian Theology of Religious Pluralism, 1998); Fr. Antonio Spadaro SJ, an aggressive anti-conservative Pope Francis apologist; Fr. Anthony de Mello SJ whose writings were banned by the Church (http://www.ourladyswarriors.org/dissent/demello.htm); Fr. George Gispert-Sauch SJ and Fr. George Pattery SJ (contributors to SSS); Fr. Joseph Mattam SJ “who came down heavily on the hierarchical Church structure and male priesthood”; funny how ALL of them are dissenters, ALL are Jesuits like Pope Francis, and some of them have been castigated by Rome!

An exception is the Redemptorist Fr. Desmond De Sousa (with whom I have corresponded) who believes that the Church has failed to live up to Vatican II. Chhotebhai quotes him a lot.

Then, there is chhotebhai’s celebration of the infamous NBCLC and Catholic Ashrams gang -- to name just a few: Fr. D.S. Amalorpavadass, Fr. Bede Griffiths OSB, Fr. Henri Le Saux (Swami Abhishiktananda), Vandana Mataji RSCJ, Swami Anil Dev IMS (chhotebhai has a great appreciation for the IMS ashram fathers, JS page 190) and his Matridham Ashram (the Catholic Charismatic Renewal loves him; you will come across him in APPENDIX VIII); and he cites a Camaldolese monk (they’re all New Age) whom he was close to (read http://ephesians-511.net/docs/CATHOLIC_ASHRAMS_AND_THE_CAMALDOLESE_BENEDICTINES.doc).

He credits his name “chhotebhai” to Fr. Deenabandhu OFM Cap of Jyotiniketan Ashram,
On several pages in the book, chhotebhai bemoans the failure of the All-India Seminar: Church in India Today 1969 (which “was the Indian equivalent of Vatican II”) to fully achieve the many liberal reforms that it had envisaged, including inculturation which sadly only turned out to be “cosmetic changes … priests dressing like us laity, nuns switching to saris, genuflection replaced by anjali hasta, and incense replaced by agarbattis.” 

chhotebhai has read good Catholic books such as The Compact History of the Catholic Church by Dr. Alan Shreck and the prophetic The Catholic Church at the End of an Age, 1994, by Dr. Ralph Martin. But he uses their contents to sell his own progressive vision of the Church and its future.

He shows familiarity with the New Age Transactional Analysis (read chapter 38). In the review of his first book The Trinity and Me, 1978, T.A. is described as a “contemporary science”! 

Incidentally, his third book Beyond 2000, the Other Side, 2000, has the appreciation of Bishop Patrick D’Souza of Varanasi.

chhotebhai’s reading preferences as in an email to me are Indian Currents, Secular Citizen, Matters India, UCAN, Jesuit-run La Civiltà Cattolica and La Croix International, all of them liberal.
On the other hand, exactly the same as with Fr. Aloysius Pieris SJ’s Helping Francis Renew the Church (below), he disparages eminent conservative individuals like Cardinal Robert Sarah (“against the ordination of women, distributed communion only on the tongue”) and Archbishop Viganò (“short-tempered, ambitious and harbouring personal grudges”) in his book JC. 
In JC, chhotebhai writes, “(Jesus) didn’t want Mary to be a cultic figure, venerated in pedestallised statues up there.” Protestant-like, he argues that Jesus addressed her as “woman” (John 19:27). In an email to me, he elaborated, “Cultic is when we adulate someone up there”.

When chhotebhai says “the Word of God”, he means Scripture to the exclusion of Tradition. “The Catholic Church (gives) extra emphasis to the sacraments and pious devotions like the rosary and novenas. The Word of God has not been given its due.” 

Right from the get-go, the book is anti-patriarchal and asks if the time is “not ripe for a woman to be Pope”. To that end, the author has to ensure over many chapters, married clergy and the ordination of women. Finally, on page 352, the “church” gets its pant-suit clad Kamala Harris-type woman pope, “Attha Mariamma I”, a Keralite Syro-Malabar auxiliary “bishop”. She used the suffix “I” (‘the first”) with her name because “she believed that she was just the first in what would be a long line of women to be the head of the college of bishops”.

But before that, the “prophecies” of St. Malachi and Nostradamus have to be fulfilled! Vatican Council III is convened by Pope Francis, the “decentralization of the curial church” is initiated. A “new Congregation for the Protection of the Environment” is instituted to promote Pope Francis’ 2015 New Age encyclical Laudato si’, women “priests” are ordained, women “bishops” are consecrated, Francis abdicates, disappearing from the Vatican (it is March 2026), a Congolese Cardinal ascends the Chair of Peter taking the name of Peter II (to fulfil St. Malachi’s ‘prophecy’) and issues his first encyclical Fides Petri Et Scriptor to explain his choice of papal name. 

Peter II reconvenes Vatican III “to set about … unfinished tasks as decreed by Pope Francis”. With “6000 delegates and support staff” in attendance, the Vatican and Rome are annihilated by a suicide bomber flying a Rafale jet loaded with bombs, missiles and the deadly poison agent, Ricin. In keeping with chhotebhai’s worldviews, the French pilot had ben sodomised as a young man by his assistant parish priest, and this was his act of revenge against the “church”.

From the ashes, a truly “collegial” “church” emerges and the Second Council of Jerusalem” is held in the city that had hosted the first council (Acts 11). Hence the title of the book.

The title JC is a play on Dan Brown’s The Da Vinci Code. Like the latter, JC is an eclectic blend of anti-Catholic rhetoric, misguided liberalist hope and fiction, and deserves to be condemned.

But Fr. Cedric Prakash SJ (a proposed V2RC II speaker) writing in ex-priest James Kottoor’s heretical Almayasabdam/Church Citizens’ Voice (https://almayasabdam.com/straight-talk-decoding-chhotebhais-the-jerusalem-code/) thinks otherwise. Decoding JC, the social activist lauds chhotebhai. For him, the book is "a breath of fresh air; a must-read for all: particularly Bishops, priests and religious, for those in formation and for all laity."

chhotebhai has been an influencer in the Church for over four decades. He was Founder Secretary of the U.P. Regional Youth & Vocations Bureau (1979-82), former National President of the All India Catholic Union from 1990-1994, former Director of the International Council of Catholic Men, and even a resource person for the CCBI Family Life Commission (sources: thepeoplespeakout.net, https://en.wikipedia.org/wiki/Allan_de_Noronha, Fr. Cedric Prakash SJ in  almayasabdam.com, Love Jihad-Catholic Style, February 2021). 
Despite his radically liberal views, or maybe because of them, he is close to a number of bishops, dissident theologians and dissident editors. His closest associates share his progressive worldview and goals and his abhorrence of all things traditional. Always keep in mind that his adult children do not attend church. That they do not feel the need to is a natural consequence of his liberalism.
Birds of a feather indeed flock together!
2. Swami Sachidananda Bharathi (http://www.navasrushti.org)   

He claims to have had a “conversion” experience in a plane crash in 1982. It led him to where he stands today. In his V2RC I paper and elsewhere, he calls it a “near-death experience” (chapter 77) and a “fatal” accident. It was neither! In a recent booklet he claims that “Mahatma Gandhi appeared to (him) in a vision calling him ‘my son’” and inspiring his mission.

His V2RC II paper was to have been “Hallmarks of an Indian Church“. Its context was to be inculturation as “emphasized in the Amazon Synod”.

In the DB logo, "The triangle represents the Trinitarian God of Spirit-Light-Love (Sat-Chit-Ananda)" (see the linked file in chapter 50). "The blue circle represents the Godhead, the ‘One Supreme Spirit’ beyond names and forms, which is the Ultimate Truth." Not very Christian, is it?

The Swami is the author of around 30 books, all of them on inter-related issues. In the paper that he presented at V2RC I (Vision & Mission for Post Vatican-II Church in India), he repeats much of the same New Agese that I have detailed in my preceding report on DB. In it, he also cites heavily from his books, and on the aims, goals and objectives of his many organizations.

He says that "(the Church is) enslaved by forces of evil and burdened with scandals of sexual immorality and financial misappropriations. It is this burden that has motivated us to come together for this National Consultation (V2RC I) … the Church needs to develop and promote an ‘Indian face’ of the Christian faith without religious conversion and cultural alienation."
He opines that Vatican II calls for a "reunion of Christendom through the development of an ecumenical spirit … an ecumenical communion of love … (and) Interreligious cooperation for peace … The Church with its wealth and power does not fit into this scheme of things … India needs disciples of Christ, not baptized members of the Church", and touts his “Ecumenical Communion of Love” Disciples of Christ for Peace (DCP) as the solution to the Church’s woes. He teaches his followers a ‘Peace of Christ Meditation’, DCP’s ‘basic spiritual programme’. "Members are divided into 4 categories depending on their age, vocation and experience as Brahmacharis, Sadhaks, Acharyas & Sanyasis in harmony with the age-old Chaturashrama Parampara of India."
As we have already noted, the DCP was co-founded by the then Archbishop of Hyderabad in 1998. Today, "There is a Catholic Communion of DCP functioning in the Archdiocese of Nagpur under the patronage of the Archbishop (Elias Gonsalves) … The Catholic Communion of DCP has its office functioning from the Archbishop’s House … DCP also has a Special Task Force termed ‘Disciples of Christ for Happy Childhood’ (DCHC) … under the patronage of the Bishop of Gorakhpur (Thomas Thuruthimattam CST)." 

His 15-acre "Navasrushti Ashram near Nagpur serves as the ‘spiritual home & orientation center’ for the Catholic Communion of DCP". "It was inaugurated … with a ksheera abhishekam (bath and consecration in milk) … by a group of seven religious and spiritual leaders from different traditions." Other office bearers are Fr. K. Sibichan, Sr. Marianne SCN and Sr. Dr. Benedicta Pinto AC. The Swami’s DCP operates out of the Nagpur Archbishop’s House under its secretary Meera D’Souza.
His first Dharma Bharathi Ashram in Kochi was inaugurated on 17th December 2003 by Archbishop Daniel Acharuparampil of Verapoly. His book Bharatiya Dharma Rajya: Vision of the Kingdom of God in India or the Navasrushti Movement "was released by Archbishop Anil Couto of Delhi on 2nd October 2018 in the Sacred Heart Cathedral Hall."

He was a speaker at the November 6-8, 2012, Federation of Asian Bishops’ Conferences Office for Evangelization in Bangkok. His paper was ‘Witnessing to the Christian Faith…’!

The OE was headed by Archbishop Thomas Menamparampil SDB of Guwahati and Fr. Jacob Theckanath, Director of the NBCLC. 

The Swami’s interreligious initiative Tyagarchana Shanti Mission was inaugurated by Archbishop Abraham Viruthakulangara of Nagpur on 23rd January 2015. His Disciples of Christ for Peace (DCP) "functions according to a Constitution issued with the Imprimatur of the Archbishop and under his patronage.” Its logo sports the symbols of 12 different religions. The Nagpur Navasrushti ashram “is the spiritual home … of DCP."
His Vishwa Shanti Sansad, 2017, was inaugurated by Archbishop William D’Souza of Patna and Fr. Jose Vadassery SJ, Jesuit Provincial Superior.

The Swami’s 2016 booklet ‘Spiritual Regeneration of the Indian Church’ carried messages from the Archbishop of Nagpur, Archbishop of Agra Albert D’Souza, and Bishop Gerald Mathias of Lucknow. According to Fr. Jayapalan Raphael SDB, their plan was “to present the idea to the CBCI to make its mission for the whole Indian Church.” Some of its associates are deviant theologian Dr. Fr. Michael Amaladoss SJ, New Ager and heretic Bro. John Martin Sahajananda OSB. Cam. of Shantivanam Ashram (in the booklet under referral he gives a twisted interpretation of John 14:6), CCR (charismatic renewal) episcopal advisor Bishop Francis Kalist of Meerut, Bishop Charles Soreng of Hazaribag, Dr. Fr. P.P. George SDB, former CBCI secretary, Fr. Antony Pancras, Editor, The New Leader, Sr. Dr. Annamma Philip FMM. From this, we see that the rot is widespread and reached the very top.
In all of DB literature, Jesus is represented as a squatting yogi who is seeking enlightenment.

("The ‘Dharma Bharathi School of Forgiveness & Reconciliation’ (DBSFR) functioning from our Dharma Bharathi Ashram in Kerala with an Extension center in our Navasrushti Ashram in Nagpur trains interested People of God in Sahana Yoga & Shanti Yajna." (V2RC I paper)
(DB’s current National Board of Trustees has no Christian member on it except the Swami.

The goals of DB’s Navasrushti Trust (http://www.navasrushti.org/visionandmission.html) which is allied with Hindu NGOs include "Establishing a Dharma Bharathi Global Open University of Peace and Value Education (DBGOU) in the form of a network of autonomous Dharma Bharathi Institutes based on the 'Dharma Bharathi' system of 'Peace & Value Education'" and "the ecological rejuvenation of planet earth (and) developing 'Eco-Spiritual Tourism', 'Eco-Spiritual Tourism Centers' and establishing an International Academy of Eco-Spiritual Tourism to promote ecological well-being of Planet Earth and spiritual regeneration of humankind."
The aspirations of the Swami/DB, and his words, like those of chhotebhai, come across as noble and innocent. They cite Scripture and the Saints and talk of ideals like forgiveness and peace. But we have seen that that peace is a New Age peace and that behind the façade is New Age.

There was no forgiveness and peace in the breakup of the Indore DB into three factions.

After an ICF core committee meeting at the close of VRC I, a just-elected member Rahul Sequeira of Kolkata who was the admin of the WhatsApp group was summarily expelled. 

I was surprised that it too them so long to throw him out because on the evening of the first day of the V2RC I Consultation, he had questioned the introduction of the arati, distribution of prasada and dancing at Mass, describing it as “appeasement”. If a priest declines to baptize someone, he is a bad priest, Sequeira said. His positions are in opposition to those of V2RC/ICF.

3. Fr. Subhash Anand. He has been highlighted in the section on the New Community Bible, and in chapter 62 (and in several reports at my web site) as being pro-women’s ordination (http://ephesians-511.net/docs/NEW_COMMUNITY_BIBLE_15-DEMAND_FOR_ORDINATION_OF_WOMEN_PRIESTS-FR_SUBHASH_ANAND_AND_OTHERS.doc). 

He is a theologian and has preached to bishops and high ranking members of the CBCI.

His paper was captioned “The Evangelization and the Conversion We Need”. 

He refers to the “All-India Seminar: Church in India Today”, which generated the now-abrogated Indian Rite Mass, liturgical error and the Hinduisation of the Church, etc. He laments, “I am afraid we have not made much headway in this direction”. I would say, “Thank God.”

Apart from Scripture, he almost exclusively cites Pope Francis and the Pope’s Evangelii Gaudium to support his conclusions, some of which are heretical. We do not need to baptize or to evangelize, Jesus did not institute the Church or the Sacraments, the Magisterium and the Pope are not infallible (in dogma and morals), Catholics do not know and so misinterpret Scripture, and we need to reject pieties, dogmas and rituals. 

("(In the Gospel of Matthew) nowhere Jesus is shown baptizing." 

("The older blueprint supposition, by which Jesus had the church clearly in mind and had already planned its structure, sacraments, etc., has little or no textual support; for the very few passages to which appeal may be made. The historical Jesus did not institute an infallible church with seven sacraments led by a three-tiered hierarchy, led by ministerial priests."

("The Church and all its institutions, including the sacraments, are human creations. They originated in a particular place and time. They are not binding on all peoples of all times.”
("No persons in the Church have any authority that is given to them by God. Once they are assigned for a task in the Church, they remain what they are. They do not undergo any transubstantiation. There is no such thing as transubstantiation."
("We Christians do not need to convert others. We are the ones who need to be converted. We need to rediscover Jesus. We need Christianity without Churchianity."
("Roman Catholicism with its many dogmas, rules and regulations, rituals and pious practices, is at a great distance from the real Jesus. The more organized and cultic we become, the more fundamentalist and superstitious we are … We need a deep conversion and become a people less concerned with dogmas, rules and rituals.” 
("Roman Catholics will cite the Scriptures to substantiate their traditional claims. Critical New Testament studies show that the texts cited do not come from the historical Jesus. They were attributed to him to make them authoritative."
("It is imperative to evangelize cultures in order to inculturate the Gospel..." That may be true, but we are instead inculturating (Hinduising) the Church; and evangelization is non-existent. 
("(The first disciples’) celebration of the Eucharist did not require a special place or the service of some particular minister." Fr. Subhash Anand is against the cultic priesthood and priestly celibacy. For him, a layman or laywoman may celebrate Mass validly and licitly (earlier reports).
("Organizing courses in Theology and Church history for laity to be conducted by persons open to the critical method."

(Fr. Anand refers to God in this way: "God as the Loving Abba\Amma". Read chapter 62. 

("The command in Mathew 28 to baptize all nations was an addition made in the 2nd century, and not something that Jesus himself said. Most liturgical texts are more metaphorical than literal." http://almayasabdam.com/press-report-catholic-forum-calls-for-vatican-iii/
4. Fr. Francis Sunil Rosario (V2RC I paper, How far the Laity impacted the governance within the Church and in their leadership role), theologian and director of the Calcutta Diocesan Commission for Dialogue and Ecumenism, gushed with praise for the Consultation, its Convenor and Pope Francis throughout his dry presentation: "I am delighted to hear of “We too are Church” … for the good of the Laity in India … under the leadership of chhotebhai … a prophetic call. He has the fire for Christ and deep love for our Church in India. This august body is the think tank, a vibrant group of lay persons voicing some of the vital concerns of the Church. I believe this is the prompting of the Holy Spirit. Your voice should be heard and recognized more and more."
Rosario endorses the socialist Pope Francis’ tirade against "world capitalism ‘a new tyranny’" and his Fratelli Tutti (without naming it). He repeatedly welcomed several Vatican II Documents, Pope Francis’ vision for a “Synodal Church”, his 2013 Apostolic Exhortation Evangelii Gaudium, the highly controversial Amoris Laetitia and Laudato si’, lauds Fr. Amalorpavadass and the NBCLC, and “great” liberation theologians Fr. Gustavo Gutiérrez OP and Fr. Leonardo Boff. Other “great Indian theologians” are Rev. Dr. Michael Amaladoss, and Rev. Dr. Wilfred Felix. We have seen that Amaladoss SJ’s theology came under investigation by Rome; the Vatican castigated Fr. Felix Wilfred, head of the Department of Christian Studies of Madras University: "Cardinal Castrillòn, who heads the Vatican’s Congregation for Clergy, also took aim at Fr. Felix Wilfred, considered a leading expert on dialogue with other religions. He criticized Fr. Wilfred for saying that other religious traditions contain divine revelation. He also criticized the theologian’s idea that Christian revelation represents only one part of divine revelation." (CNS news) Petrus monthly, November 2002.

Fr. Rosario writes for Calcutta archdiocese’s The Herald. The Feb 15 - Feb 21, 2019 issue carried Isaac Gomes’ report on the V2RC I/ICF National Consultation alongside the Editorial. 

5. Jose Kaviyil, ex-Jesuit seminarian, V2RC I collaborator, is the editor-in-chief of the liberal news portal Matters India. He headed the India operations of another liberal agency Union of Catholic Asian News (UCAN) for 25 years. He works closely with like-minded (pro-choice, pro-women’s ordination) “Catholic” media like Global Sisters, National Catholic Reporter, etc. chhotebhai’s (he is a prolific writer) articles feature regularly on Matters India. Jointly presented with Sr. Tessy Jacob SSpS (you’ll find her at Global Sisters Report) their paper The Church and the Media has this revealing story:

"A priest member of the Matters India Editorial Board called its editor to convey what one of his confreres attending their provincial assembly told him in private – that Matters India has become anti-Catholic as it publishes opinion pieces from enemies of the Church. One of the enemies he named was chhotebhai." chhotebhai highly recommends Matters India. I wouldn’t call Matters India ‘anti-Catholic’. It is a dissident portal that has appropriated the term “Catholic”, and passes no moral judgement on liberals, progressives and inculturationists while promoting them.

6. David Lobo, V2RC I collaborator, entrepreneur, co-founder of a leading management institute. His paper Crisis Management and Leadership on the crises in the Church said: 

("If it was left to the Pope to solve the problem(s) (of the Church), we would only have seen more of: Pope Leo X wrote a letter to his brother Giuliano when he became Pope: “Since God has given us the Papacy, let us enjoy it!”"
("Humanae Vitae is actually a lie – and I know I shock so many of you. I am sorry to say so, but I believe so." He was referring to Paul VI’s landmark 1968 Document on the Regulation of Birth.

("How much Crisis Management exists in the Church, in planning, in pre-emption, in avoidance of Crisis and in the final analysis – in damage control. The simple answer: None. The main crisis that covers all the different small and big crisis (sic) in the church? It is Clericalism … Pope Francis is doing his bit to stamp out clericalism … We can count on him."

David Lobo’s brother Anthony Lobo is in full time (since over four decades) charismatic Inner Healing ministry. His late other brother Fr. Franklin Lobo CSsR, also in Inner Healing ministry, defended his use of homoeopathic remedies and collaborated with Bombay archdiocese’s women-priest feminists to vilify a diocesan priest. In his correspondence with us, David Lobo revealed his proximity to the leading Indian pro-women’s activist Virginia Saldanha, brought up their ICF/V2RC “clericalism” fixation, "I find too many of us brought up as ardent Catholics, actually have let clericalism ride roughshod all over us!  I hope you see clericalism as one of the biggest scourges in the CC," and asked "Are you aware that there are over 200 ordained women priests, ordained by Catholic Bishops?" To our replying to him, “No Catholic bishop may ordain a woman. If one does so, he can't still be Catholic. The women cannot be called 'priests',” he wrote, "I too thought so. Then I was told that a bishop correctly ordained and then correctly consecrated a bishop is always a bishop. As only canon law permits a bishop to ordain, one presumes the women are ordained." 
It’s highly unlikely that the charismatic ministry brothers are unaware of their businessman sibling David Lobo’s anti-Catholic sentiments and errors.

7. A.F. Nathan (V2RC I collaborator), President, New Life People’s Party, said:

("After the Apostles, came new preachers who later institutionalised Church and made rules and laws to perpetuate their influence. Since then, the true believers of Christ … are made to follow the dictates of Priests and Bishops … Most of the rules and Church laws are for the protection of the hierarchy and to keep alive the system of religiosity which does not lead one to spirituality.  

Cannon (sic) laws of the Church were made for the protection of priests … Canon laws are meant to enslave the Laity."
("Clericalism - Pulpit control, moral control, financial control. The laity is a mute spectator." 
("Given the growing shortage of priests, and paedophilia now hitting us in India, is it time for having married clergy? Should not women also be ordained to the priesthood?"
("Without the Laity there is no Church … the Laity formation in leadership and theology is nil … The word ‘Laity’ should be abolished. As baptised Christians we are all equal."

("The three Rites in India are a historical reality … Should we have just one Indian Rite?" 

8. Kirit J. Macwan, Ahmedabad High Court advocate, V2RC I collaborator, welcomed the “Vatican II-renewal of Church”. His paper Participation of Laity in the management of Church cited Canon Law and the Indian Constitution to call for structural and administrative changes in the ‘hierarchical church’.

9. Percival Holt, 26, of Faridabad, whom I personally interviewed and found to be a dolt, is National President, Indian Catholic Youth Movement (ICYM), a CBCI initiative. His paper is titled “Are we losing our youth?” If his worldview and his knowledge of the Faith are anything to go by from my discussion with him, I can answer that question with “We have already lost them”.

He attended the pre-synodal meeting at Rome in March 2018 and the 15th General Assembly of the Synod of Bishops in Vatican City, 3-28 October 2018. As per the news report in Sl. No. 10 below, he was a delegate to the October 3-28, 2018 Youth Synod in Rome, and must have been a witness to Pope Francis’ use of the witches stang (read chapter 105) at the opening Mass. His having personally met Pope Francis, one need not guess what he will speak openly on and what he will prefer to be silent about.

10. Dr. Salam Irene Singh, Imphal, Manipur, V2RC I collaborator, Status of Women in the Church in Manipur. At V2RC I, we were informed that the All India Catholic Union (AICU), which is the Indian Church’s largest lay representative body, was not invited to participate in the Consultation because of differences of opinion with them! In my opinion, even had they participated, their office bearers would not dare to (openly at least) espouse or endorse any of the radical and heretical schemes of the ICF/V2RC. So there was no possibility at all of their being invited. They are too beholden to the Church hierarchy for them to be of any use to the ICF/V2RC.

Following V2RC I, ICF members received a pdf file of liberation theologian and scholar of Buddhism Fr. Aloysius Pieris SJ’s Helping Francis Renew the Church, 2019, Tulana Research Centre for Encounter and Dialogue, Sri Lanka, ISBN 978-955-8459-16-4.

The book is an adulation of Vatican II and Pope Francis, and vilifies conservative Cardinals like Robert Sarah and Gerhard Müller, as also the great Archbishop Carlo Maria Viganò.

On February 19, 2019, I wrote this in an email exchange with Jose Kaviyil of Matters India concerning V2RC I:

"Out of the around 50 people in attendance, at least 10 were sort of resource persons and a number of speakers did not attend the entire three-day session. As an observer and sort of 'journalist', I concluded that virtually no two resource persons were in agreement with each other on certain very critical issues. I felt that I knew much more about the Indian Church and the Catholic Faith, and was more involved in activism and exposing all kinds of injustice and error, than all of the delegates combined. Many of the attendees were ignoramuses or specialized in activism in confined areas. Moreover, with lakhs of online pages on a diverse and wide number of issues, I am probably the most prolific writer in the Indian Church (while only on the Internet since 2003)."
chhotebhai privately informed me that he had invited the Archbishop to attend the Consultation, but the latter said he was busy with the World Health Day of the Sick celebrations, February 9-11.

On February 23, 2019, I wrote to Archbishop Thomas D’Souza of Calcutta (he did not respond) asking him how much he knew of what happened at the V2RC I Consultation:

"Some of the delegates were informed that the organizers were refused permission to hold the event at archdiocesan and pastoral centres in the city of Kolkata but somehow managed to secure the Proggaloy venue before the hierarchy could find out and intervene. One individual even stated from the dais that when the Bishops are invited to attend or participate such laity-initiated programmes, they don’t, but send their “spies” instead. He said that it was good for them if these spies kept the Bishops informed of the goings-on."

In expectation of what would unfold, I attended the V2RC I three-day consultation in Kolkata, took notes, photographs with a camera, and used an IC recorder to record many of the sessions. As I have cited from the various papers presented, I will only present new information here.

Day #1: 

Sr. Margaret Gonsalves RSCJ led the opening prayer with “take a deep breath and breathe out”, repeated. After a welcome from chhotebhai, Swami Sachidananda Bharathi intoned the Om mantra. He ended his paper with the same. 

Speaker Maria Fernandes: "When I die, I do not have to worry about cassocks coming to bury me because I am a practising Catholic."
Dr. S. John Bosco, Coimbatore who teaches for two months in the year at the NBCLC said that he has done his doctoral thesis on Fr. D.S. Amalorpavadass. He has lived at the Anjali Ashram in Mysore with the latter. He bought three copies of chhotebhai’s The Jerusalem Code and says it is a very good book!
chhotebhai said that "Vatican documents and Canon Law are best buried six feet underground."
He admitted that his adult son and daughter "are not interested in going to church."
"What difference have you seen in the Church after Vatican II? You ask for women’s ordination, what do you get? Altar girls."
On marital relations, St. Paul says (1 Corinthians 7:6) that "he is giving his opinion but Paul’s personal opinion has become the opinion of the Church." The Bible says (Ephesians 6:5, Colossians 3:22) "’Slaves obey your masters’. Will you obey that today?"
"When I was the AICU President, I was calling the shots. I did not even allow the bishops to dictate terms to me."
At 3 pm, someone chanted a bhajan and we were asked to respond with ‘Prabhu Parameshwar ki vandana ho’.

Fr. Philip Kattakayam, President of Swami Sachidananda Bharathi‘s DCHC shared that when he was ordained, he thought that his mission was to save souls from hell! Not anymore.

The Swami commenced his afternoon paper presentation with a Sanskrit chant. He told us that he was "nominated in 1984 by The New Leader as the best Catholic layperson in India." Cardinal Varkey Vithayathil CSsR of Ernakulam-Angamaly was his frequent visitor and first guru. "I took this saffron dress from the Ramakrishna Mission."  "My guru is Swami (?)."

"Gandhi is India’s Christ."
Mr. A.F. Nathan stated that he found only one difference in the pre- and post-Vatican II Church: the Mass is not said ad orientem.

Fr. Philip Kattakayam: "We need a spiritual and moral regeneration. This cannot be achieved only by Catholics but by cooperation between the people of all religions…"
Xavier Fernandes, Kolhapur, used lots of Sanskrit slokas with the word ‘Om’.

At 6 pm, we chanted ‘Saranam Saranam Satguru Deva’ for a few minutes.

Fr. Joe Fernandes: "Good Friday is only a memorial but we are not allowed burial on that day."
chhotebhai: "Fr. Bede Griffiths used to say, ‘You don’t have to preach Christ in India. You have to discover Christ in India.’" "The Dogmatic Constitution of the Church (LG) does not have the term ‘Catholic’ except once, as an adjective, leave alone ‘Roman’. To say ‘Roman Catholic’ is an oxymoron because ‘Catholic’ means ‘universal’."
"I am opposed to the Pope coming to India as a diplomat. He should come as our spiritual head. Will our Shankaracharya get a military welcome if he visits the US?"
Romesh Niven, like Rahul Sequeira, threw a surprise to the organisers when he interjected: "Object to Indianisation if you encounter it."
Sr. Margaret Gonsalves RSCJ eulogized the Swami and Vandana Mataji (remember SSS?)

In the ‘Evening Prayer’ in the chapel, Sr. Manisha Gonsalves RSCJ led the delegates in repeated chanting of ‘Om Saccidananda Om’ and ‘Om Shanti Om’.
Day #2: 

(I skipped the ‘Morning Meditation’ with the yoga squatting pose and the Om and bhajan chanting in the chapel.)

Fr. Subhash Anand: "If we go by Tradition, all priests must be circumcised." "Jesus did not institute the ministerial priesthood. To say he did is bad logic."
Percival Holt, naively: "Pope John Paul II said the issue of women priests was closed."
Sr. Margaret Gonsalves RSCJ: "Why is priesthood only linked to men? (If we go by Tradition,) only fishermen should be ordained." 

Sr. Anupama Toppo FC: "I wouldn’t like to become a priest."
Fr. Subhash Anand: "Cult is a source of power. As long as cult is controlled by men, women will be suppressed."
Anthony Fernandez: "The Church should allow women to hear confession."

Sr. Manisha Gonsalves RSCJ: "I do counseling. It’s like confession. I cannot forgive and give absolution. It does not make sense."
Brinda Adige: "The Catholic Church is one of the longest standing patriarchies in the world."
Fr. Francis Britto is introduced as having “radical views” by chhotebhai.

Fr. Subhash Anand: "Bishops and priests fear that if the Vatican II documents are widely known, they will lose their power." "I have been 35 years in the preparation of priests," he boasts. "The first ten books of the Bible are mythical, metaphorical, not metaphysical.  Citing 1 Corinthians 1:17, he asserted, "Baptism is not part of the (Christian’s) mandate…" In the Commissioning of the Disciples, Matthew 28:16-20, "there is no mention of rituals." "Jesus did not know that he was divine." "I call God both Abba and Amma." "Earlier I used to wear a mala with a cross, but Christians are called to be secular." "How can bishops say that extra-marital sex is wrong?" "Jesus did not institute an infallible Church with 7 sacraments, led by a three-tiered hierarchy and led in worship by ministerial priests. The Church and all its institutions were humanly created." He maintained that the doctrine of transubstantiation is a later invention.  

I take it that chhotebhai, the Swami and the other ICF bigwigs subscribe to Fr. Subhash Anand’s heretical rantings because no one from the Core Committee raised any objection to them.

Swamiji: "My guru Fr. Bede Griffiths wrote the book Marriage of East and West. The marriage of East and West is the meeting of the Masculine and Rational of the East with the Feminine and Intuitive of the East" (read chapter 35) … He wants the term ‘laity’ to be substituted with ‘people of God’. However, he does not agree with the V2RC demand for women priests. 

Day #3: 

Sunday Mass at 7 am. Fr. Joe Fernandes MSFS, Fr. Francis Britto and Fr. Subhash Anand concelebrated. Some of the liturgical aberrations: Fr. Britto’s homily was a dialogue with the faithful. Pointing heavenwards, he intoned "SHE who began a good work in you…" Participants were invited to lift their arms in the Orans position for the Lord’s Prayer, and ‘Holy Communion’ was distributed through self-intinction (we are all priests in their scheme of things). I refrained from receiving ‘Communion’ unsure if the ‘Mass’ was valid and licit.

David Lobo: He accused the laity of ‘sponsoring clericalism’, an example of which is our calling priests ‘Father’.

Fr. Subhash Anand: "Every Christian is a priest. There is no need for anyone to call a priest to bless their home. It fosters clericalism."

Rahul Sequeira: "People do not have the courage to fight clericalism."
Me: “I did. I refused to participate in the intinction and Communion at this morning’s Mass.”

Fr. Subhash Anand criticized Satyadeepam’s recent article defending the ministerial priesthood.

Nowhere in any of the V2RC I writings or speeches, did I encounter three very Catholic terms: Sin, Repentance, and Evangelisation. Their Jesus, like them, is a saffron-clad yogi. The religion they preach and strive for is a syncretism of New Age, Hinduism and Christianity.
Even the simplest reader must surely be able to understand the reason that all of the above information finds its place in a book on the New Age. The ICF/V2RC has many of the elements of New Age spirituality: the rejection of organized religion in favour of a nebulous spirituality, the quest for peace bereft of the Jesus Christ of the Gospels and the Magisterium of His Church, the Catholic Ashrams movement, the Masculine-Rational vs. Feminine-Intuitive, eco-feminism, the use of inclusive language, etc. Read:

The occult and New Age 2002 World Health Day of the Sick in Vailankanni. Exhibition on Alternative Medicines. Catholic Health Association of India (CHAI). Sister Doctors Forum of India (SDFI) [NEW]
The following information is excerpted from detailed reports in my archives.

An estimated 3,000 delegates attended the World Health Day of the Sick 3-day celebrations at the Basilica of Our Lady of Good Health that the 4-day Exhibition on Alternative Medicines in Vailankanni accompanied. Among them were dignitaries from the universal Church as well as the crème-de-la-crème of the Indian Church and of the Catholic charismatic renewal (CCR) in India. The following list of leading delegates was included in a 4-page pamphlet -- prepared in advance by me -- for distribution, and to record that a galaxy of Church leaders would be present at the event:

1. The Bishop of Thanjavur, the local host.

2. Rev Fr. Sebastian Ousepparampil, Executive Director, The Catholic Health Association of India (CHAI), would be the moderator for one ‘Round Table’ session. 

3. The Cardinal-Archbishop of Ernakulam-Angamaly. He would lead the Eucharistic procession.

4. The Cardinal-Archbishop of Bombay. He would conduct a session.

5. The Bishop of Warangal, Chairman, Commission for Health Care, CBCI. He would welcome the delegates on day 1.

6. The Archbishop of Agra, Secretary-General CBCI, would welcome the delegates on day 2.

7. The Archbishop of Trivandrum, President of the CBCI, would release the Souvenir.

8. The Archbishop of Madras-Mylapore, President, Tamil Nadu Bishops’ Council would give an address.

9. The Archbishop of Kuala Lumpur, President, Bishops’ Conference of Malaysia, Singapore and Brunei would chair a session.

10. The Bishop of Porto Novo, Benin, Africa, would give a message.

11. The Executive Secretary, CBCI Commission for Health Care, a priest, would give the vote of thanks. 

12. The President, Catholic Nurses Guild of Asia, an RJM nun, would also give the vote of thanks. 

13. The President, National Conference of Religious, India (CRI), a Jesuit priest, would moderate a “Round Table”.

14. The President, International Federation of Catholic Doctors, Italy, would conduct a session.

15. The Dean, St. John’s Medical College, Bangalore, would moderate a ‘Round Table’.

16. The Fr. Director, St. John’s National Academy of Health Sciences, Bangalore, would moderate a ‘Round Table’ session.

17. The Head of the Department of Community Medicine of Fr. Muller’s College, Mangalore, that offers courses in classical homoeopathic medicine, would moderate a ‘Round Table’ session.

18. The Secretary-General, Missionaries of Charity of Mother Teresa would moderate a ‘Round Table’.

19. The Papal Envoy, Archbishop, President, Pontifical Council for Health Pastoral Care, Vatican, would celebrate the inaugural Eucharist.

20. The Apostolic Nuncio to India, Archbishop, would celebrate the concluding Eucharist.

21. The Bishop of Poona, Spiritual Advisor to the CCR, would lead the prayer for the sick.

22. Fr. Augustine Vallooran VC, Director, Divine Retreat Centre and

23. Fr. Fio Mascarenhas SJ, Former International Director of the CCR and

24. Cyril John, Chairman, National Service Team of the CCR would assist in the prayer for the sick.

25. The charismatic Jesus Youth’s Rex Band would conduct the Praise and Worship session.

26. Bishop Antony Devotta of Trichy, was the Chairman of the Souvenir Committee
The Souvenir carried a lot of occult-New Age write-ups. Other Bishops, priests and nuns connected with the organizations CHAI, SDFI, CRI etc. were among those present.

On 6/2/2002, i.e. in advance of the event, this ministry had sent a cautionary snail mail letter to many would-be delegates to the Celebrations. This writer distributed thousands of pamphlets, directly as well as surreptitiously, condemning the promotion of Theosophy (read section J), occult and New Age at the exhibition, to the dignitaries and to the attendees, and even made an intervention of protest using the public address system on February 11 (it sure caused pandemonium in the hall). But the occult alternative medicines exhibition went on unhindered. 

Though the Celebrations were from February 9-11, 2002, I reached the venue a day in advance, and was therefore able to visit the stalls at the “Exhibition of Alternative Medicines”. I found the opportunity to interview delegates from CHAI, and several nuns of the SDFI.

Fr. A.J. Thamburaj SJ, former National Chairman of the CCR, was already there, moving around and chatting in the very stalls where the occult was being overtly displayed and marketed. He apparently found no fault with the exhibition, he himself having been known to practise and recommend New Age to fellow charismatics (read chapter 32, APPENDIX VIII).

Leaflets were being distributed for the Ernakulam Archdiocese’s Cardinal Padiyara Nature Cure and Yoga Ashram, Kochi and the St. Tresa’s Nature Cure and Yoga Ashram, Angamaly, director Fr. Dr. Thomas Maliekal, managed by the Sadhu Sevana Congregation, Mallussery.

The Sister Doctors Forum of India (SDFI)’s members are nuns who are medical doctors. They held their Annual General Body meeting at the Vailankanni venue a day prior to the event. They advertised their real mission and goals through charts and posters at the exhibition. They gave no indication at all that they are allopathic medical practitioners. 
Instead they propagated AIDS prevention through the use of condoms, healing with Universal Life Force Energy, and New Age Alternative Therapies like Pranic Healing and Reiki. A team of SDFI nuns were engaged in putting up the exhibits a day before the Celebrations, and I too pitched in at their request.

One poster, captioned “The Vision of SDFI” and the “Evolution of Health and Wholeness” depicted the use of Universal Life Force Energy “from the sun” for “Global Healing”, “Spiritual Healing”, “Holistic Healing”, etc.

There was a poster that read, "Universal Life Force Energy (ULFE). ULFE is what is known as cosmic energy or Divine energy that sustains human life as well as the universe."
Another with a number of photographs, read "Input on Harnessing Universal Life Force Energy. Breathing techniques, Relaxation techniques", “Meditation, Self-Awareness…”, "Sowing the seeds of spiritual values in the fertile soil of young one’s minds," etc. Yet another poster advertised for "Alternative Medicine Pranic Healing". It showed the locations of the “Eleven Major Chakras” in the human body, and the “Conditions Treated” by Pranic Healing.

Sr. Dr. Perpetua SAS, President of the SDFI, exhibited her own poster with a photograph of her conducting a workshop on "Tapping Universal Life Force Energy". One photograph was captioned, "Initiating Kids Into Meditation and Wholistic Ways of Living".

Sr. Hermina SAA, later the President of the SDFI was a student of Sr. Amalavathy/SHY-UE.

We have read in chapter 94 about the New Age SHY-UE stall of Sr. M. Amalavathy ICM.

Then, at the St. Pauls (read chapter 50) bookstall, the following titles were on sale:

1. Acupressure 

2. Foot Reflexology 

3. All You Wanted to Know About Psychic Development by Swami Atmananda

4. Psychic Power Meditations for Achievement by Fr. Michael G., SJ 

As early as the year 2000, I had written that there is nothing Catholic, or Healthy for the Catholic, about the Catholic Health Association of India. The Secunderabad-based CHAI, a CBCI initiative, was the primary Catholic agency that co-organized the Vailankanni event, including the Exhibition, and is the first and largest promoter of the New Age in the Church in India. Its monthly is named Health Action. It’s Executive Director, Fr. Sebastian Ousepparampil wrote a ten-page article “For a Healthier World” for the Souvenir of the event. CHAI’s “National Workshop” (“capacity building for its members”) was held at the same venue on 7th and 8th Feb.
The very first books of the Pranic Healing Foundation in India were printed in 1987 and 1989, published by CHAI, and advertised in Health Action. It was CHAI who gave the Pranic Healing Foundation a jump-start in India.

Twenty of CHAI’s books that were on sale at the Exhibition can only be classified as occult and New Age. There were Pranic Healing Founder Choa Kok Sui’s books: Miracles Through Pranic Healing, The Ancient Science and Art of Pranic Healing, Advanced Pranic Healing, and Pranic Psychotherapy. (Pranic Healing books are sold by the Theosophical Society at their premises in Adyar, Chennai, and CHAI sells occult books written by theosophists.) Health Action advertises them in colour on premium full pages. The Pranic Healing books at the Theosophical Society state they are published by Health Accessories For All {HAFA) which is a service of CHAI.

Another CHAI book is ‘The Chakras’ by Rev. C.W. Leadbeater, a thirty-third degree Freemason (read chapters 31, 52). After Choa Kok Sui’s Pranic Healing books, this is the most advertised in Health Action. Much of the philosophy of Choa Kok Sui is lifted from The Chakras and other Theosophical works.

CHAI had no less than seven more of Leadbeater’s occult books on sale at the Vailankanni celebrations: “The Astral Plane”, “Dreams”, “Clairvoyance”, “The Life After Death”, ”The Power and Use of Thought”, and “Vegetarianism and Occultism”. Another was his “The Devachanic Plane”, preface by Theosophist Annie Besant. He was a “bishop” of an occult temple called the “Liberal Catholic Church”. “The Seven Principles of Man and the Universal Law of Life” by Annie Besant was on sale at the CHAI stall. Then there was Rajmohan Gandhi’s “Does India have a Future?” In the 1960’s Gandhi introduced one of the earliest New Age cults, Moral Re-Armament, to India. The book has a photograph of Annie Besant, and pays a tribute to her. The Foreword is by Radha Burnier, International President of the Theosophical Society. There was theosophist I.K. Taimni’s “Science and Occultism”. (Taimni’s other books “The Science of Yoga”, “The Secret of Self-Realization”, “Self Culture in the Light of Ancient Wisdom”, etc. all published by the Theosophical Society.) CHAI had on sale Geoffrey Hodson’s “Occult Powers in Nature and in Man”. (Hodson’s other books are “Meditations on the Occult Life”, “The Hidden Wisdom in the Holy Bible” etc., all published by the Theosophical Society.) One more CHAI book was “Dynamics of the Psychic World” by Lina Psaltis, a compilation of the occult works of Mme. Blavatsky, Russian medium and founder of the Theosophical Society.

Every single issue of CHAI’s Health Action is loaded with occult articles and advertisements. So are the Letters to the Editor. Some of the regular contributors/contributions are from:

1. The Holistic Health Centre run by nuns in Bibwewadi, Pune (Sr. Dr. Celine Payyapilly MMS) 

2. The Low Cost Holistic Health Centre of the Sisters of the Immaculate Heart of Mary in Mogappier, Chennai (Sr. Muriel Fernandez ICM) 

3. Ayushya Holistic Health Centre in Changanasserry (Sr. Dr. Eliza Kuppozhackel MMS)

4. The Nagle Holistic Health Centre in Colachel (Sr. Rosy Puthenpurackel PBVM)
There are many, many more of them, like St. Joseph’s Holistic Healing Centre, Dharmagiri, and the Holistic Healing Center at Jalukie (Fr. Godfrey Thapo of Kohima diocese). His bishop views his ministry as a pastoral activity.

Articles were also contributed by the former head of the Pranic Healing Foundation of Kerala and people of the Hindu religion, Bishop Vijay Anand Nedumpuram of Chanda, etc. Bishop Yvon Ambroise of Tuticorin was on the Editorial Board of Health Action.

One of the networking partners of CHAI is the Christian Medical Association of India, an association of over 350 Christian medical institutions. CMAI regularly places advertisements in CHAI’s Health Action for their workshops, conferences and requirement of personnel. 

I had personally conducted Isidore Fernandes, Bishop of Allahabad around the exhibition, shown him the occult books, posters and charts of the St. Pauls, CHAI, SDFI and SHY-UE stalls, and given him copies of my reports. He was non-committal.

The New Leader of February 1-15, 2002, carried a report on the Vailankanni Celebrations along with an editorial by Fr. M.A. Joe Antony SJ. It seems that I was the only Catholic who found any problem connected with the international event.

On 1st March 2002, Fr. Sebastian Ousepparampil, Executive Director of CHAI issued me a letter threatening to sue me for libel and defamation against my writings and actions.
A great consolation was this 8th February 2002 letter (significantly, the day I started my investigations at Vailankanni) jointly addressed to me and the Auxiliary Bishop of Madras-Mylapore and to me from the late Bishop of Jhansi. It said:

"Dear Bishop Lawrence and Mr. Michael Prabhu,

Thanks to Mr. Michael Prabhu I tried to learn about New Age Movement. If this article* will help you, I offer it for your mutual evaluation of the matter. Maybe I am carrying coal to Newcastle, you both must be experts. God bless us all. I am so happy our Catholic laity can help us a lot …

*Enclosed, “The New Age Movement: A Challenge of our Time”, by Sr. Epifania Brasil OP."
If the CBCI-CHAI nexus is corrupt, occult and New Age, one has to question the discernment as well as the prophetic spirit of the leaders of the charismatic renewal (CCR, read APPENDIX VIII) who roamed around the exhibition and did not become incensed and condemn it.
[NEW INPUT] In Symbols… Old chapter 92. In Chapter 95:
Fr. Rufus says, “I noticed to my astonishment that her whole body was in a position that resembled in every detail the figure of a dancing deity (Nataraja, the dancing aspect of Shiva) that I had often seen in calendar pictures…. even the veins of the hands and the eyelids of the girl so closely resembled the idol I had mentioned. I then explained how spirits manifest themselves in different ways according to various cultural and religious backgrounds.” 

The Nataraja (“the Lord of the Dance”) idol presides over all Bharatanatyam performances, even those of Catholic priests. Some examples are Fr. Saju George Moolamthuvuthil SJ known as “The Dancing priest”, Fr. Joachim Andrade SVD, and Fr. Francis Barboza SVD (he eventually left the priesthood and married a Hindu to dedicate himself fully to dancing).

Each dancer has to begin and end her dance with the procedure called ‘Thatte Kumbidal’ which is done for begging pardon from mother earth for stamping on her, asking mother earth to purify and give strength to the dancer and remove all the evil influences surrounding her." "Thatte- to strike; Kumbidal- to salute/Anjali." New Age!

Colonics, Colonic Irrigation or Colonic Therapy 

Read this in conjunction with chapter 17, Naturopathy.

Origins and development
"The National Center for Complementary and Alternative Medicine (NCCAM), which is part of the National Institutes for Health, describes Naturopathic Medicine as being based on the central belief that nature has its own healing power (a principle practitioners call vis medicatrix naturae). Practitioners believe their role is to support this natural healing power and prefer to use treatment approaches they consider to be the most natural and least invasive. Some of these methods include nutrition counseling (such as eating more whole and unprocessed foods), the use of vitamins and other supplements, herbal medicines, homeopathy, hydrotherapy, exercise therapy, massage, fasting, acupuncture, Chinese medicine, and minor surgery. 

Considered a holistic approach, naturopathic doctors seek to treat the whole person, physical, mental, emotional, spiritual, genetic, environmental and social – which is where many New Age/occultic treatments can be introduced to the patient.
Dr. Benedict Lust (1872-1945) is considered to be the founder of naturopathy in the U.S. In his native Germany, he had been exposed to a wide range of natural healing arts, including that of a Catholic priest named Sebastian Kneipp (1821-​1897) who opened up a "water cure" clinic after becoming convinced that he and a fellow student had cured themselves of tuberculosis by bathing in the Danube River. Dr. Lust brought Fr. Kneipp’s hydrotherapy techniques with him to America in 1892."

"Hydrotherapy, formerly called hydropathy and also called water cure, is a part of alternative medicine (link), in particular of naturopathy (link), occupational therapy (link) and physiotherapy, that involves the use of water for pain relief and treatment. The term encompasses a broad range of approaches and therapeutic methods that take advantage of the physical properties of water, such as temperature and pressure, for therapeutic purposes, to stimulate blood circulation and treat the symptoms of certain diseases. 

Various therapies used in the present-day hydrotherapy employ water jets, underwater massage and mineral baths (e.g. balneotherapy (link), Iodine-Grine therapy, Kneipp (link) treatments… 

Water therapy may be restricted to use as aquatic therapy (link) … and as a cleansing agent... 
Hydrotherapy involves a range of methods and techniques, many of which use water as a medium to facilitate thermoregulatory reactions for therapeutic benefit…
One form of water therapy, advocated by some alternative medicine proponents, is the consumption of a gutful of water upon waking in order to "cleanse the bowel". A litre to a litre-and-a-half is the common amount ingested. This water therapy, also known as Indian, Chinese, or Japanese Water Therapy, is claimed to have a wide range of health benefits, or at least no adverse effects…  While ingesting about a litre-and-a-half of water is generally considered harmless, excessive consumption of water can lead to water intoxication, an urgent and dangerous medical condition."

There is also Colonic Hydrotherapy – flushing the colon with water.

"Colon cleansing (also known as colon therapy) encompasses a number of alternative medical therapies (link) claimed to remove nonspecific toxins from the colon and intestinal tract by removing any accumulations of feces. Colon cleansing may be branded colon hydrotherapy, a colonic or colonic irrigation. During the 2000s internet marketing and infomercials of oral supplements supposedly for colon cleansing increased… People who practice colon cleansing believe that accumulations of putrefied feces line the walls of the large intestine and that these accumulations harbor parasites or pathogenic gut flora, causing non-specific symptoms and general ill-health. This "auto-intoxication" hypothesis is based on medical beliefs of the Ancient Egyptians and Greeks and was discredited in the early 20th century. 

There is no scientific evidence for the alleged benefits of colon cleansing. Certain enema preparations have been associated with heart attacks and electrolyte imbalances, and improperly prepared or used equipment can cause infection or damage to the bowel. Frequent colon cleansing can lead to dependence on enemas to defecate and some herbs may reduce the effectiveness of or increase the risks associated with the use of prescription drugs … 
Rare but severe adverse events have been rectal perforation and amoebic infection from poorly sterilised equipment… Excessive use of enemas has also been associated with cardiac problems, such as heart failure, and heart attacks related to electrolyte imbalances…"

"The problem of Colonic Therapy is not that it is connected to the occult or anything like that; the problem with it is that is a fraudulent practice. There is absolutely no medicinal effect to colonics. It is an utter fraud upon the public to promote it and to take money from people to have it done.

"Gastrointestinal Quackery: Colonics, Laxatives, and More

By Stephen Barrett, M.D.

Ancient Egyptians associated feces with decay and used enemas and laxatives liberally. In more recent times, this concern has been embodied in the concept of "autointoxication" and has been promoted by warnings against "irregularity." 

The theory of "autointoxication" states that stagnation of the large intestine (colon) causes toxins to form that are absorbed and poison the body. Some proponents depict the large intestine as a "sewage system" that becomes a "cesspool" if neglected. Other proponents state that constipation causes hardened feces to accumulate for months (or even years) on the walls of the large intestine and block it from absorbing or eliminating properly. This, they say, causes food to remain undigested and wastes from the blood to be reabsorbed by the body. 

Around the turn of the twentieth century many physicians accepted the concept of autointoxication, but it was abandoned after scientific observations proved it wrong. In 1919 and 1922, it was clearly demonstrated that symptoms of headache, fatigue, and loss of appetite that accompanied fecal impaction were caused by mechanical distension of the colon rather than by production or absorption of toxins. Moreover, direct observation of the colon during surgical procedures or autopsies found no evidence that hardened feces accumulate on the intestinal walls.

Today we know that most of the digestive process takes place in the small intestine, from which nutrients are absorbed into the body…
The popular diet book Fit for Life (1986) is based on the notion that when certain foods are eaten together, they "rot," poison the system, and make the person fat. To avoid this, the authors recommend that fats, carbohydrates and protein foods be eaten at separate meals, emphasizing fruits and vegetables because foods high in water content can "wash the toxic waste from the inside of the body" instead of "clogging" the body. These ideas are utter nonsense.

Some chiropractors, naturopaths, and assorted food faddists claim that "death begins in the colon" and that "90 percent of all diseases are caused by improperly working bowels." The practices they recommend include fasting, periodic "cleansing" of the intestines, and colonic irrigation… 

Cleansing" can be accomplished with a variety of "natural" laxative products. Colonic irrigation is performed by passing a rubber tube through the rectum. Some proponents have advocated that the tube be inserted as much as 30 inches. Warm water -- often 20 gallons or more -- is pumped in and out through the tube, a few pints at a time, to wash out the contents of the large intestine. (An ordinary enema uses about a quart of fluid.) Some practitioners add herbs, coffee, enzymes, wheat or grass extract, or other substances to the enema solution. The Total Health Connection (link) and Canadian Natural Health and Healing Center (link) web sites provide more details of proponents' claims. The latter states that "there is only one cause of disease -- toxemia" and offers "the most comprehensive in-depth colon therapy on the continent." The course costs $985 for 5 days of in-clinic training or $295 by correspondence.

Some "alternative" practitioners make bogus diagnoses of "parasites," for which they recommend "intestinal cleansers," plant enzymes, homeopathic remedies. Health-food stores sell products of this type with claims that they can "rejuvenate" the body and kill the alleged invaders.

The danger of these practices depends upon how much they are used and whether they are substituted for necessary medical care. Whereas a 1-day fast is likely to be harmless (though useless), prolonged fasting can be fatal. "Cleansing" with products composed of herbs and dietary fiber is unlikely to be physically harmful, but the products involved can be expensive. Some people have reported expelling large amounts of what they claim to be feces that have accumulated on the intestinal wall. However, experts believe these are simply "casts" formed by the fiber contained in the "cleansing" products… People who take strong laxatives whenever they "miss a movement" may wind up unable to move their bowels without them. Frequent enemas can also lead to dependence. A doctor should be consulted if constipation persists or represents a significant change in bowel pattern.

Colonic irrigation, which also can be expensive, has considerable potential for harm. The process can be very uncomfortable, since the presence of the tube can induce severe cramps and pain. If the equipment is not adequately sterilized between treatments, disease germs from one person's large intestine can be transmitted to others. Cases of heart failure (from excessive fluid absorption into the bloodstream) and electrolyte imbalance have also been reported. The California Health Department's Infectious Disease Branch stated: "The practice of colonic irrigation by chiropractors, physical therapists, or physicians should cease. Colonic irrigation can do no good, only harm." The National Council Against Health Fraud agrees…"

"What's the Catholic position on the existence of extra-terrestrial life?
There isn't one, as such. Whether life exists on other planets is a scientific, not a theological, question. If life on other planets is ever discovered, there are theological questions which can be considered.
In his novel Perelandra C. S. Lewis speculated about the possibility of a fallen race (such as ours) influencing unfallen extra-terrestrials. We were affected by the fallen angel Satan. There's nothing in the Bible to say humanity couldn't have a similar effect on another race.
On the other hand, we might also play a part in the redemption of another race--a role in their salvation history. The good angels played an important part in ours (Mt 28:2-5; Acts 7:38, 53).
It's possible God has set up multiple worlds, some fallen, some not, but there's not the slightest scientific evidence he has. A few scientists, pandering to the tabloids, claim extra-terrestrials must exist, based on the mathematical likelihood of other stars having planets, but their theories are scoffed at by nearly the entire scientific community.
The argument runs like this: If some of those planets have atmospheres like Earth's, and if some of those Earth-like planets spontaneously generate amino acids, and if some of those amino acids result in higher life-forms, then intelligent life exists on other worlds. You'll note a lot of "ifs" there.
To insist there must be intelligent life elsewhere in the universe is to overstate the case. It's also theologically irrelevant because the central tenets of Christianity remain intact with or without little green men."

"What if we’re not alone in the universe? What if there are other intelligent beings with bodies out there?
The question has arisen a lot lately, with UFO reports growing in frequency (link) and credibility (link) — but Christians have looked at that question for years. Here are four attitudes Catholic (and nearly Catholic) thinkers have had.
"First, the Sherlock Holmes attitude: Demand a lot of proof.
This first attitude says that it is possible that the newly declassified videos (link) from naval fighter planes in 2004 and the cell phone video (link) from that guy on the ferry last week recorded extraterrestrial visitors. But that shouldn’t be the first explanation we have for them.

Sherlock Holmes wasn’t Catholic, but the great fictional detective was created by Arthur Conan Doyle, who was educated by Jesuits before he left the faith, and Holmes has a very Catholic approach to the problems he faces. I love what he says in The Hound of the Baskervilles when confronted with the problem of a supposed demonic glowing hellhound loose on the moors.

He tells Watson: “If Dr. Mortimer’s surmise should be correct, and we are dealing with forces outside the ordinary laws of Nature, there is an end of our investigation. But we are bound to exhaust all other hypotheses before falling back upon this one.”

He neither believes nor rules out belief; he wants to see evidence.
This is in fact what scholastic thinkers of the 13th and 14th centuries said about other worlds like ours. Sure, God could have created them, they said — but they figured he probably didn’t.
"Second, the Hamlet attitude: Be willing to accept the unexpected.
As William Shakespeare’s Hamlet says to Horatio, “There are more things in heaven and earth, Horatio, than are dreamt of in your philosophy.”

That’s the right attitude toward the world. Jesus says we should “become like children” and part of that, I think, is being open-minded about what exists — and delighted by it, too.

Children exclaim in surprised joy when they see a bird or a squirrel. Adults should do the same thing — at the zoo, for starters, but also when we discover new creatures, like these (link), which look like space aliens.

God created all of it — “a wonder of infinite ideas, and all for our delight,” as Aleteia’s Kathleen Hattrup put it — and when we die we will encounter even more startling creatures (link). 

Why should it surprise us if, added to all that, there are also intelligent beings on other planets? 
"Third, the Francis Attitude: Intergalactic hospitality.
As Vatican astronomer Father José Gabriel Funes put it in 2008, “As a multiplicity of creatures exist on earth, so there could be other beings, also intelligent, created by God. … To say it with Saint Francis, if we consider earthly creatures as ‘brother’ and ‘sister,’ why cannot we also speak of an ‘extraterrestrial brother?’”

C.S. Lewis said the same thing. “If there are other species, we should welcome them. Our loyalty is due not to our species but to God. Those who are, or can become, his sons, are our real brothers even if they have shells or tusks.”

This is a problem that has faced Christians through history, and the Church’s teaching has seen the dignity in every new people we have encountered, from the Slavs to the Mongols to the natives of the New World. It all began in the Book of Acts, when Christians doubted Gentiles could be baptized, until St. Peter welcomed them in.
Commenting on the passage (link) where he did so, Pope Francis* said: “Just as if, for example, tomorrow an expedition of Martians came … green, with long noses and big ears, just like children draw them … and one were to say, ‘I want to be baptized!’ What would happen?” 

He leaves that question unanswered, which leads us to a fourth attitude.

"Fourth, the L’Engle Attitude: We don’t know them until we meet them.
Should we baptize extraterrestrials?

We know that angels exist, with no bodies, and that they faced a choice for or against God. We faced the same choice, fell through Adam and Eve, and their original sin is passed on by propagation to each of us, such that we all need to be baptized.

But we can only guess what extraterrestrials might be like. Would they be redeemed by Christ? Would they be redeemed by some other incarnation — or some other means besides incarnation?  Would they be unfallen?

The Christian author Madeleine L’Engle, who, along with C.S. Lewis, imagined other worlds of both fallen and unfallen people, refused to answer the question as it relates to the real world. 

“I believe that we can understand cosmic questions only through particulars. I can understand God only through one specific particular, the incarnation of Jesus of Nazareth.”

The great theologian Father Reginald Garrigou-Lagrange said the same thing. We don’t know who else is out there, so “we restrict our questions to our planet.”

Do space aliens need redemption? Let’s hold the question until we meet one — after all, we probably never will."

Sri Sri Ravi Shankar, New Age guru. The Art of Living (AoL)  

The best way to categorize a guru is to analyse his beliefs and philosophies as espoused in his discourses and writings. In the case of Sri Sri Ravi Shankar, they are an amalgam of a little truth (enough to distort reality for the not-so-informed), some common sense (to use which one does not have to be a guru], dashes of sheer nonsense garnished with lots of utter rubbish, a few distortions of Jesus’ sayings from the New Testament, and a fair sprinkling of downright lies.
Origins

Sri Sri Ravi Shankar is the founder of the International Association for Human Values, and the Art of Living (AoL) Foundation, “nonprofit educational and service organizations committed to promoting the development of human values and designed to assist individuals at all levels of society in reaching their full human potential.” Headquartered at Bangalore, he has over 100 centres across the country and over another 100 worldwide spanning all continents.

The 4-6 days AoL Basic Course “offers practices that demonstrate the natural healing power of breath. Sudarshan Kriya, a meditation which is learned in the Basic Course, “the right vision of who I am”. ‘Kriya’ means purifying action … when you meditate, you are not only improving the quality of your genes, but those qualities are also going into your children,” he says. Advanced Courses are available for those who have completed the Basic Course. “Usually offered in-residence for 3-7 days, they provide the opportunity for very deep rest through powerful group meditation practices”. Sahaj Samadhi Meditation is another “ancient, effortless natural system brought to light” by the godman. For this course, the devotee has to bring along a white handkerchief, flowers and fruits for performing a puja ceremony… After the puja, a personal and secret mantra is given by the presiding guru to each adept. AoL also conducts five-day ART Excel (All Round Training for Excellence) programmes for children.

Though AoL focuses a lot on stress-busting, let us first recognize that Sri Sri Ravi Shankar is a spiritual leader. He is not one of the burgeoning tribe of management gurus who trawl the corporate sector offering to unwind the tensions of the 21st century executive. He pontificates on every imaginable spiritual issue from the New Age itself to Human Values in the Classroom, from Death to Karma and Reincarnation, from Wealth to Health, from Healing with Consciousness to Yoga and Meditation, from Jesus Christ to the Buddha, from Sin to Heaven and Hell. He makes dogmatic pronouncements on the nature of man, on the nature of God, on what he calls “human values”, on sin and its remedy, on death and on life after death. On the basis of these, AoL may well be considered to be a religion.

He is an alumni of the Jesuit-run St. Joseph's College, Bangalore. No surprises there.

New Age

Since I have analysed this guru and AoL in depth in my 2013 report at http://ephesians-511.net/docs/NEW_AGE_GURUS_01-SRI_SRI_RAVI_SHANKAR-THE_ART_OF_LIVING.doc, I will limit my discourse here. His teachings are available as audiotapes, video recordings and books. “Wisdom For The New Millennium” is a book containing the guru’s main themes. The ‘New Millennium’ that he is talking about is nothing other than the New Age, and the “Wisdom’ that he is offering us is simply his prescription for New Age living. Unfortunately, many Catholics are filling out his prescription.
From the first chapter “New Millennium - New Age” of the above book: "What we call ‘New Age’ today is nothing new; it is all very ancient… As the New Age begins, we see values shifting. In the Old Age, people believed in seeing God somewhere up in the clouds. In the New Age, the idea that God is within you, that you are the Divine, is becoming more prominent. New Age people talk in terms of angels and consciousness, with more emphasis on values, on love, on meditation… Being more with nature and using natural herbal medicines is again an ancient wisdom. 
A few decades ago, yoga was thought to be something very odd and not very dignified… Today yoga has become very fashionable… That is why I say that time is not linear, it is a wheel, it is a circle, and it comes back around… We are coming back into a ‘New Age’ because time has come into its darkest point. You can find these records in ayurveda, in yoga, and many other literatures which contain the same principles, in a more profound and methodical way. Of what is now called ‘New Age’ thinking… Fortunately this New Age has brought us more hope and more promise… In the New Age community I have heard many people talk about… the visions they get about this angel or that angel, and a lot of things like that… The spirit, or the divine consciousness, is only one, but it has many attributes, many qualities. There are some qualities or certain attributes you could call angels. They are part of the one whole and you are part of the same light and all the angels are part of you… People think they are something else, some other entity somewhere out in space… They really are the projection of our own consciousness, our own life force… Courage and challenge is an indication of enormous prana or life force in you… You can call it spirit, or prana, it is the same, the life force."
Addressing the United Nations’ at its 50th year celebrations, 1995, Shankar said, “Religion is the banana skin and spirituality is the banana”. So, to find spirituality, one has to get rid of religion.

He was a speaker at the 2000 U.N. Millennium World Peace Summit -- as was the DB guru Swami Sachidananda Bharathi (read chapter 82).

AoL, like other New Age spiritualities, is inimical to Christian revelation and it is nothing but “salvation by works”. Still, Catholic clergy patronize and felicitate him.

Luis S.R. Vas, New Age author
Luis S. R. Vas of the Human Potential Institute (read chapter 65) is a Goan “Catholic” living in Mumbai. He is probably the most prolific writer on New Age themes and the occult. He is the most hard-core author of Indian New Age/occult coming from a Catholic background.

He has authored at least three dozen books, some along with his wife Anita S.R. Vas,
Several of Vas’ books are copyrighted and published by the Bombay Saint Paul Society, St. Pauls “Better Yourself Books”*. I bought copies of Vas’ books from Catholic bookstores across the country. One title “Discover the Power of your Inner Self” was removed from the Sister Disciples of the Divine Master’s Liturgical Centre in the Basilica of St. Thomas in Madras-Mylapore, by the Archbishop on my intervention, 2016.
Vas is a regular contributor to India’s leading New Age journal Life Positive. He is cited in their works by best-selling New Age authors such as Caroline Myss.
Vas’ articles on the web pages of Life Positive include all of the above, one on the banned Jesuit Fr. Anthony de Mello**, and another (Meditation-The Yogic Priest) on Bombay Archdiocese’s yoga exponent Fr. Joe Pereira (read chapter 25).

Witching. Witchcraft. Wicca. “Women’s spirituality”
If the reader does a word search for ‘witch’ in this book, it will be found in the section on Mesmerism and in APPENDIX I (Books…). Not for nothing is divining called “water witching” (chapter 57) https://www.womenofgrace.com/blog/divining-the-future-with-pendulums-and-dowsing-rods#more-74338. In chapter 100, we read that “visualization … is an ancient witchcraft technique”. 
We come across it in the use of Essential Oils (chapter 4) and find it to be associated with New Age games and toys and with Harry Potter (chapters 79, 81 and 64). It surfaces in the Pope Francis-Amazon Synod-Pachamama controversy (chapter 26) in the context of ecofeminism. 

In confirmation of that last fact, JCBWL #2.3.2 says:

"A prominent component of (Theosophy founder) Mrs. Blavatsky's writings was the emancipation of women, which involved an attack on the "male" God of Judaism, of Christianity and of Islam. She urged people to return to the mother-goddess of Hinduism and to the practice of feminine virtues. This continued under the guidance of Annie Besant, who was in the vanguard of the feminist movement. Wicca and "women's spirituality" carry on this struggle against "patriarchal" Christianity today." 
In JCBWL #7.2, we read:

"Wicca: an old English term for witches that has been given to a neo-pagan revival of some elements of ritual magic. It was invented in England in 1939 by Gerald Gardner, who based it on some scholarly texts, according to which medieval European witchcraft was an ancient nature religion persecuted by Christians. Called "the Craft", it grew rapidly in the 1960s in the United States, where it encountered "women's spirituality"."  
Finally, JCBWL #7.1 reads:

"There are clear links between Eastern spirituality and psychotherapy, while Jungian psychology and the Human Potential Movement have been very influential on Shamanism and ‘reconstructed’ forms of Paganism like Druidry and Wicca."
The incidence of witchcraft and satanism in India might be commoner than we imagine. 

A few years ago, a young, gay, distant relative of mine committed suicide wearing satanist regalia and bodywork that included black-polished fingernails whch is “gothic” (read chapter 105A). The registration number of his Honda City was 666. 

A ‘former’ relative, a daily Mass-goer, touts herself on Instagram and Facebook as a “Jungian astrologer” and has been practicing astrology since seven years. Her book on astrology is on Amazon-Kindle-Goodreads and she has been interviewed on her astrology preferences in the New Indian Express. A proud single-mother and feminist, her 7-year-old daughter was dressed in a witch’s black costume with blackened face and hands and a tall, pointed witch’s hat for her birthday party. Not surprisingly, the cross-section of the cake revealed the rainbow colours of gay pride or the New Age Movement. You decide which.

Q: Dear Dan, I was inspired by Fr. John’s post on spiritual reading (link) a while back. A friend has recommended “The Cloud of Unknowing” to me but I am worried about slipping into Catholic books that claim to be Catholic but that promote New Age thought through centering prayer and mixing Catholic prayer with non-Christian prayer teachings. Anyway, I wanted to get your advice on where I could/should start a solid spiritual reading program.

A: To get an easy aspect of your question out of the way, The Cloud of Unknowing does not fall into the New Age category. The New Age movement is a recent phenomenon and this book was written in the 14th century. With respect to The Cloud of Unknowing and centering prayer, some have claimed that it teaches centering prayer or have used it to bolster related ideas. Regardless, if spiritual reading is a new exercise for you, this book is not likely to be a good place to start. The author himself heavily (and rightly) stresses that if the reader has yet to exercise a considerable amount of time and effort in the ascetical phase of spiritual development that he or she is not yet prepared for the approach to prayer proposed. This admonition is almost always ignored by those who take a more shallow approach to the spiritual life and who also have a propensity to seek direction from sources that are far less efficacious than those who find their wisdom in the pure and deep well of faithful Catholicism.

Your concern about the New Age movement and its eclectic influence on many Catholics is a legitimate one. Many well intended Catholics have fallen into the emotional trap of using methods and techniques that cause positive physical or psychological feelings but are not appropriately classified as Christian prayer. Then Cardinal Ratzinger (now Pope Benedict XVI) said this about this problematic trend:

Some physical exercises automatically produce a feeling of quiet and relaxation, pleasing sensations, perhaps even phenomena of light and warmth, which resemble spiritual well-being. To take such feelings for the authentic consolations of the Holy Spirit would be a totally erroneous way of conceiving the spiritual life. Giving them a symbolic significance typical of the mystical experience, when the moral condition of the person does not correspond to such experience, would represent a kind of mental schizophrenia which could also lead to psychic disturbance and, at times, to moral deviations. (Letter to the Bishops of the Catholic Church on Some Aspects of Meditation) (link)

These methods and techniques are often given names like “contemplation” but even a cursory understanding of the traditional use of this term reveals that classical Catholic usage and common recent usage are often at odds. Said another way, many modern authors and writers hijack words and redefine them rather than being faithful to historic definitions either provided specifically by the Church in the Catechism and other official Church documents or in the writings of the Doctors of the Church. Whether from ignorance or other questionable intent, the result is damaging to the souls of sincere pilgrims seeking to deepen their relationship to God.

All that aside, by your question it seems like you are interested primarily in reading on prayer. From the standpoint of faithfulness to the Catholic Church, the following is a good list to begin with. I have listed them in the order I recommend they be read (all links):

1. Catechism of the Catholic Church – Part Four on Christian Prayer

2. Prayer Primer: Igniting the Fire Within – by Fr. Thomas Dubay, S.M.

3. A Guide to Christian Meditation by Fr. John Bartunek, LC, Th. D.

4. Time for God by Fr. Jacques Philippe

5. Fire Within by Fr. Thomas Dubay, S.M.

As well, we recently asked our readers to provide their top spiritual book recommendations (link). A significant number of them responded so we are working on compiling those results and we will provide them to you some time this year.

Otherwise, if you want a foolproof way to stay within the sublime wealth and spiritual tradition of the Church, stick with the Doctors of the Church.

Mathew Arnold, the Creative Director for St. Joseph Communications, rightly states, “But even those pastors must remain in the spirit of the Church, as St. Paul warns, even those who profess to be Catholic can become deceived and begin to teach a ‘contradictory gospel'”. 
In Galatians 1:8 St. Paul says, “But though we (the pastors of the Church) or an angel from heaven, preach a gospel to you besides that which we have preached to you, let him be anathema.” (Some versions read, “If we, or even an angel from heaven preach to you a gospel other than the one we have preached to you, let him be anathema.” (Anathema refers to something excommunicated, or like “a cursed thing”) “Therefore”, says Matthew Arnold, “It is only agreement with the tradition of the Church that guarantees you are reading Scripture in the Spirit by which it was written.” (See 2 Thessalonians 2:14 Douay-Rheims Bible)

In response to their request by email (“We are happy about your proposal to print the book. If it needs to be published under the Publications, we have our censors who will go through the text. Once approved, we will take up the work of publishing”), I submitted to Fr. Stifan Perera OCD of Dhyanavana Publications the revised and updated final manuscript of this book for publication by them on February 28, 2020.

Receipt of the manuscript was acknowledged by Fr. Perera OCD on March 3, (“We are recipient of your manuscript. We will let you know once our Censors go through the text.”)

Subsequently, despite six reminders over six months there was no response from the priests at Dhyanavana Publications. To my seventh reminder, Fr. Perera OCD finally wrote back on September 19: “In our first email we had stated that the manuscript has to go through our Censors and get approved. This process took a long time. Hence we could not reply to you. Our Publication is mainly for Carmelite and closely related Spirituality issues. Since the content of the book comes outside the scope of our Publications, we will not be able to publish the same.”

The priest offered this lame excuse despite the fact that they had already -- two full years earlier -- published an abridged version of the same in their Dhyanavana Theological Journal. I was not a “Carmelite” when they used my work, and the subject that I have written on was never "closely related" to Carmelite spirituality either.

Publishing a theological journal is just an official “job” for them; my seminar and my book provided the Carmelites with the opportunity for a theme for one of the journal issues. The fact of the matter is that a number of Discalced Carmelite priests, not forgetting Fr. Gregory D’Souza, are into Yoga, and Dhyanavana Publications is not keen to upset their confreres as well as the many Cardinals and Bishops who endorse Yoga.

The Catholic Charismatic Renewal (CCR) and its monthly CHARISINDIA are great fans of the New Age Pope Francis and despite the controversies raging around his pontificate (read chapter 26), he features regularly in Charisindia (e.g. Laudato Si’ article in the Jan. 2021 issue).

They routinely light the Hindu oil lamp at the inaugurations of their conventions.

As long as I can remember, this ministry’s exposés of the dangers of New Age medications and meditations and an inculturation gone awry have always been opposed, often openly, by the mainstream CCR for obvious reasons: a number of its own leaders, mentors and spiritual directors were into practising New Age therapies, or endorsing them. Others maintained a stoic silence when they encountered institutionalized New Age as they ministered in the dioceses and parishes of the Church. They could not “afford” to antagonize the bishops and jeopardize their popular “ministries” by calling out New Age error. If they spoke out, they would lose -- as someone put it to me -- their “platforms”. Incredibly, I found members of the Living Waters prayer group in Santhome, Chennai (read chapter 32), employing New Age techniques and using the writings of the god-man Rajneesh (Osho) instead of the Bible during their sessions. Individuals were heavily into Pranic Healing, Reiki, Yoga and Zen. Fraternal correction was met with hostility. 
As I began to find the incidence of New Age in the CCR to be widespread and not isolated, and the CCR hierarchy at all levels continued to ignore my interventions, I was obliged to commence writing letters to senior leaders, parish priests, the bishops and to the top echelons of the CCR. A few of them did respond, but wanted me to justify my allegations with evidence. I was thus constrained to mention individuals’ names and furnish details. However, they were unhappy about that, and as word got around, “charismatics” were advised to be wary of me and stay clear of me. I became a pariah to charismatics. I was eventually banned, despite my completing registration formalities, from attending the 15th national charismatic convention in Goa, 2012.

A lay person in ministry recently shared with me that he was warned that he “would suffer the same fate as Michael Prabhu” if he continued to speak prophetically as he is inclined to do!

Having no “platform” to speak, I shifted to printing and distributing leaflets in the thousands and, from 2003, using my web site to expose these errors and their spiritual dangers. Obviously, that was not appreciated either.

As the errors continued to increase in frequency and magnitude and engulf even retreat centres and retreat preachers, and they continued to reject the warnings from my ministry, my web site became even more condemnatory of them. They simply do not want to know the truth about New Age, especially if it is from this ministry. 

To furnish an example, the leaders of the CCR, cannot accept that one of their leading priests Fr. Anil Dev IMS, a proponent of “Om” chanting and yoga at his “inculturated” syncretised Matridham Ashram, is consequently a New Ager. For all of them, I’m the bad guy. Read:

How is it possible that this priest who was on the CCR National Service Team could claim to be evangelizing and conduct healing and deliverance programmes for Catholics? What can one say of those CCR leaders who are loyal to him but not to Christ (John 21:15), and of their prayer meetings, rallies, retreats and seminars? 
The saffron-clad Sr. Claude de Sauviebien FMM (read chapter 82) of Chennai was a permanent fixture at regional CCR programmes. She took Bible classes for them. She was close to Fr. Bede Griffiths and other New Agers (read chapter 50) and stayed at his ashram and at many others.

Former chairpersons of the Bangalore service team of the CCR are Protestantized to the extent of having serious issues with Marian devotions, hosting former Catholic charismatic preacher-turned-“church” founder (Adonai’s Bride) Anthony Samuel and turning a blind eye to his sheep-stealing, and promoting (the banned-in-several-dioceses) prosperity gospel proponent Johnson Sequeira (read chapter 83). Evidence is emerging of Bangalore-based charismatic background and former International Catholic Programme for Evangelization (ICPE) community members breaking away from the Church and seducing others into joining them. Reports to follow.    
Between July 2020 and December 2020, I had personally handed over complimentary copies of my First Edition (ATC, 2019) at the residences of mainstream CCR leaders in Chennai, or arranged for them to be despatched by ATC to others, to independent charismatic ministries, and to selected charismatic retreat centres all over India. 
While some volunteered to do so, other individuals agreed to hand over copies to CCR leaders whose names were given by me to them. So multiple copies were handed over/reached to them. But many copies were still held by the original recipients as late as January 31, 2021. Despite multiple email requests, they still declined to acknowledge receipt of their personal copies or confirm distribution of those meant for others. Very few acknowledged receipt of the book/s, and sent me text messages or letters of appreciation of it. The majority did not, and I had expected that to happen. I even telephoned several individuals. (Since I preferentially use my landline for communicating, they neither pick up the phone nor return the calls when my number displays on their cell phone screens.

When all my overtures failed to elicit responses, I wrote a BCCed email on 21.01.2021, informing them that the names of those who chose not to reply would be included in (this) APPENDIX VIII of the book’s second edition. It was followed by still more reminders, but to no effect.

One BCCed American from Oregon, USA, responded to the 21.01.2021 email, asking me to remover her from my mailing list. Although we had been in correspondence from the time that she had contacted me on 27 February 2020 to inform me that the Church Militant web site had linked me/my web site in a report on a Hinduised Mass celebrated by Cardinal Blaise Cupich, she now wanted to distance herself from me. On February 29, the very same lady had written, “We will pray for you and your wife’s health and your ministry. You are like John the Baptist.” 

(She later apologized, but) her earlier turnabout is inexplicable. So, too, is the attitude of the hierarchy of the CCR who should have in fact welcomed the publication of my Compendium.

Javier Lopez Torres from Madrid, Spain, happened to write to me (APPENDIX VI) around the same time as the Oregon lady rejected me, saying that he regards me as a John the Baptist. I am not a believer in coincidences.

As promised, I am recording here the names of selected senior leaders/service team members in the mainstream charismatic renewal and also of independent charismatic retreat centres and ministries who were presented/reached complimentary copies of my Compendium between July 2020 and January 2021 (number of copies within brackets) and have not acknowledged receipt of them:

That the CCR NST does has never accepted the Calcutta CCR under its umbrella is another story.

I only subscribed to these two journals for over a decade to keep track of their errors and heresies. Like the Jesuits’ Jivan (read chapters 50, 67, 82), I would recommend Catholics not to read them. The same goes for most diocesan publications and other Catholic journals (http://indiancatholicpress.org/christian-publications/) including The Teenager Today (“India’s only youth magazine”, St. Pauls, Mumbai), Companion India*, Charisindia, Health Action, etc.
