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Born in a Catholic Christian family of Mangalore, Robert Rosario was instructed from early childhood in the Christian dogma and earnestly believed in it until his youth. But as he observed the workings of the church more closely and examined the Christian doctrine objectively, he found that there was no relationship between religion and morality. The ‘only true path to God’ claims were but a contrivance to keep political power concentrated with the clergy and control the laity, a design that was and continues to be achieved by the most nefarious means. Since then, Robert Rosario has campaigned indefatigably to create awareness among the community and in the country at large about the dubious activities and machinations of the Christian church and their nexus with evangelists. 
He also went on to emphatically expose* [go to page 4] how the church acts as a subversive institution by fanning elaborate propaganda of persecution at strategic points, by spreading false stories and creating a fear psychosis in the minds of the Christian community, deliberately fanning unrest and ferment against the Indian establishment, especially the role of the Mangalorean Church in this. He has also worked towards bringing out in the open one of the church’s most hideous faces, its historical role in the horrifically cruel persecution and genocide of native Indians, the fact that Indian Christians today are the progeny of the victims of this flagitious oppression of a people and awakening in them a sense of connect with their true identity, tied to the land and civilization of their ancestors.
Needless to say, Rosario has been threatened and targeted by the powerful lobbies who had stakes in this game of controlling the Christian community. On Friday last, a video by him (The Truth About Church Attacks In India)** [go to page 6] previously published in 2015, in which he speaks on how the ‘church attacks’ outrage was manufactured by a collaboration of the church, some political parties and the media, came under attack as one Deepak D’Souza filed an FIR against him at Kadri police station, Mangalore, accusing him of ‘inciting religious hatred’. Swapnil Hasabnis interviewed Mr. Rosario on behalf of Jagrit Bharat to understand from him the facts and circumstances of this case, which is reproduced here for our readers. Mr. Rosario, at the outset, my heartfelt thanks to you for taking time out for this interview.
An FIR was recently filed against you by Mr. Deepak D’Souza of Attavar in Mangalore, for “spreading hatred”. Can you explain in brief the particulars of this matter and why you think you are being targeted?
It appears to be an election gimmick to save face, by the Congress in response to my video countering their propaganda of spreading fear among common Christians attributing the so called church attacks to BJP, thus attempting to polarize voters. In the video I had explained how the church + Congress combine orchestrated the so called church attacks to destabilize the BJP led state government. I am sure police investigation will expose the malicious intent behind the complaint. The massive publicity given to the said complaint is also a part of the face saving strategy as the people enlightened by my video saw through the machinations of Congress and church combine. There is no merit nor any substance in the complaint.

We have gone through your social media profiles. You have been trolled by some members of the Catholic community accusing you of being a “BJP Agent”. What do you have to say about this?
See, most of the people doing so are apparently Congress workers who got frustrated by my revealing the truth. I have only spoken the truth. Whether it gives advantage to BJP or another entity is not my concern. Only thing is, the Congress should not be allowed to face election on the strength of propaganda and fear psychosis. Let them face the electorate through their positive work (if any!) I am not a member of BJP. I am an independent political and social activist. I owe allegiance only to the truth as I know it and justice.

How would you in brief describe your background, your journey, your mission and accomplishments? At what point do feel you started to objectively regard the Christians as a community rather than hold the view of a member within a group?
I have basically been oriented towards social issues from a very young age. It is almost 30 years now since I am in this activism for social causes. Meanwhile, being a member of Catholic Christian community I was also involved in the activities of the community in various capacities. Right from the altar boys till the diocesan pastoral council, I have served the community being its member and also as office bearer. So I am in know of the complete inside-out story of how the church hierarchy functions. During the course of my involvement with the church, I came across a lot of swindling and financial scandals by the padres who hold positions (‘shepherd’) and treat laity (common Christians) as ‘sheep’. The scale of loot is so huge that they suck out every resource of the community leaving the laity poor and needy. At this point, I started opposing the injustice and continue to do so. Over the years I have been quite successful in bringing about awareness and standing up for one’s right. Initially, I was all alone and opposed by all quarters. Even those who saw reason in what I do or say, did not stand by me due to the fear of the clergy. I single-handedly managed to fight the mighty Goliaths and reached this stage where almost everyone from the laity recognizes my efforts and many also come out openly in support which they were reluctant to do few years back. To that extent, it is a success story though there is lot to achieve yet. But the fear of the Clergy has diminished to a great extent. This is the single most important achievement to my mind.
Previously, you had demonstrated with examples how and why the Church organizes protests citing “Atrocities against Christians” in the country, whenever there is a non-Congress Government at the Centre or any of the States. Don’t you fear for your well-being and that of your family, as you are standing up to such a powerful institution? 
There is a thing with courage born of conviction which strengthens the person from within to stand up to the biggest challenge for what they believe. Similar is the case with me. So in this journey of mine, I never bothered thinking too much about my safety or well-being. Yes, I am standing up against the most powerful organization in the world. Yet my conviction has given me the strength and in this process the powerful persons in the organization have also realized that it is not easy to intimidate me.

How tough is it to be Robert Rosario and voice opinions on such sensitive issues in Catholic Community?
Oh, it is really tough! But I think I had that extra strength which a normal person does not have. Otherwise, when the entire community is on one side and I am all alone on the opposite side, it is not an easy situation. But I knew those seen standing with the establishment were not there because of conviction but by fear. This gave me the hope that I can turn the situation to my advantage if I continue the battle without fear. And that is exactly what happened!
Our readers would love to know about the various organisations you are attached to and the work carried out by them.
Earlier I held many positions in the church bodies controlled by the clergy. But of late I have maintained a distance from them. Particularly since 2009, I have quit all those posts because it is futile trying to make them understand. Now my job is to unite and educate people outside the church compound without the control of the clergy.
Accordingly we had formed an organization by name ICSA (Indian Christian Service Association)*** [go to p. 6] in the year 2001. Presently I am its president. I am also member in some other social bodies working for public causes and also for bringing about political awareness. I have also worked in other social bodies irrespective of caste, creed or religion.  

What is your take on ‘secularism’?
The word secularism is used, misused and abused extensively in India for political manipulations. The day they learn the real meaning of secularism they will run away hearing this word. So we need to start a campaign to tell the background which led to the concept of secularism being propounded. The church in the west interfered so much in political affairs through its instrument called inquisition that even the kings got fed up apart from common people. The torture of the church was so horrendous that people had to resort to agitation to counter it. Thus they coined the word “secular state”. That means church is kept away from the political affairs and positions of power. In India this concept is meaningless! However politicians have imported and propagate this idea to suit their convenience.
What do you have to say about conversion by Christian missionaries?
Conversion by the Church is as much or more damaging to common Christians than the Hindus. For Hindus, there is the fear that they will change the demography by swelling their numbers through religious conversions. But the problem of laity (common Christians) is that their resources are being swindled away for proselytisation. And the laity are deprived of their own resources. Thus the needy do not get benefit from the community in spite of huge resources being concentrated with the church.
What do you have to say about the complaint of persecution by the church authority?
It is a well thought out propaganda by the Church to corner the nationalist. I have an open challenge for those who make this complaint. Show me a single incident of persecution of Christians by the Hindus throughout India.
Recently there were a lot of heated debates on social media regarding the Goa Inquisition. You have led a movement and started a petition to “send back Body of Xavier to Portugal or otherwise dispose of and this macabre exposition of the body be halted.” We would like your opinion on how you would like to see this campaign taken forward by all Indians irrespective of creed and why this movement is important for us a nation.
This is a most important issue. But there is very little awareness among the people. Most of the people are totally unaware of the holocaust of inquisition. Why it is important to know this is because we have a lot to learn from the history of such events which will guide us for the present and future. Irony is that the very same person who brought in the horrific inquisition, Saint Francis Xavier, is venerated today! What hurts more is the fact that the very same people who are descendants of the sufferers of inquisition are made to venerate him in the churches built in his name. But I always call him “criminal saint”. The bigger irony is that we Christians are made to believe that his body still remains without decay as a part of miracle. The truth is that it is not his body at all but of some Sri Lankan Buddhist monk preserved in lime and salt as per their customs! This is the biggest fraud played on us for collecting huge amounts of money.
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As you have spoken against deification of Francis Xavier, likewise you have also spoken against the glorification of Tipu Sultan. But some people express the opinion that these medieval era issues need not be raised in year 2018. How will you respond to such views?
We have not raised this issue of Tipu Sultan ourselves, but the state government of Karnataka led by Congress party with Mr. Siddaramaiah as its CM started it by sprinkling salt on our wounds by honoring the biggest enemy of our ancestors known in history as ‘Kanara Christians’. Tipu Sultan is our biggest enemy because he eliminated three quarters of our population and destroyed our churches. A quarter of the population managed to survive because Tipu had an early demise at the hands of the British. Such a man being glorified by celebrating his birth anniversary with public money is something we could not tolerate.
Your twitter bio states that you are “consumer, social, political activist, Nationalist to the core, strong believer in native languages and culture. Campaigner against English medium”. In the light of the propaganda of “Hindi Imposition” by Dravidian parties of South India, why do you think is it essential to campaign against English medium for protecting native Indian Languages?
Campaign against English medium is not only for protecting the native languages alone but to protect this country from degeneration! English is the root cause of our backwardness in every sense. Unless we provide education up to the highest level (engineering, medicine, MBA, etc.) in our own native languages, we cannot prosper. Our talents are not explored to the fullest capacity due to English medium. It is very necessary to understand this fact. More of the data on this can be viewed at bhashaneeti.org by Sankrant Sanu.

To conclude, in the light of the recent controversy, what is your message to the Christian and Hindu communities, and other communities of India?
We are all one society, one people and one nation. There are attempts being made from across the border as well as forces within, to divide us on caste and religious lines. We must expose such divisive forces and educate our masses against their machinations. See, mine and those of all other Konkani speaking Christian’s ancestors were GSB (Goud Saraswath Brahmins). My family name is Kamath. Similarly we have Shenoy, Prabhu, Pai, Nayak, Bhat, etc. Family names among us clearly show that we came from that lineage. So Hindu GSB are closer and blood relations to me than white skinned Christians of the west. When we understand this fact there will be no room for conflicts.

Church in India and the Politics of Religion

Being born in a Catholic Christian family of Mangalore, I had to undergo all the religious dogma resulting from teachings and preachings. I was a fanatic Christian till my youthful days and hence had religiously followed Christian doctrines and had believed that Christ was the only savior. But, I developed a conflict in my mind, when I observed the lavish, non-accountable, and indifferent lifestyle of the clergy, in complete contrast to their claim of ‘living for Christ’ after dedicating the social life for a ‘higher cause’. After a deep study, I had to conclude that there is no relation between morality and religion, though it was taught to be so. Often, I found religious teachings are quite contrary to basic moral values.
So, after years of research into the religion of ‘only way to god’, I had to conclude, it was more of a political setup to garner power using Jesus Christ as a commodity, than a religion with spiritual goals. Clergy (the bishops and padre) have immense power and authority, without accountability and the laity (ordinary Christians other than clergy) have only an accountability, without any authority. The church system is such that ‘democracy’ is a hated word there and the hierarchy is the norm, wherein the chosen one (from God) is the shepherd and all laity are sheep, and the shepherd makes the policies and the laity have to follow. The clout of the religion/clergy is so strong and powerful that one cannot think of coming out of the clutches of it in the entire lifespan. From birth till death or even after death, the dead body should be buried in the cemetery over which clergy have control.

So, in between, how long a layman can run? The naming of the child is coincided with the christening ceremony during which child is baptized and officially inducted as a member of the church. Since then he/she has to grow in faith without questioning the clergy or the faith, but being obedient to the authority of church as put forth in the hierarchy. At no stage, the laity has any right to think or express freely and instead they have to follow the dogma and the system as an obedient sheep.

More often, we hear the claim that Christians in India are being persecuted by the majority Hindus or their outfits. I have heard this, since 1977, when the Congress had lost power at the center for the first time. As a young boy, it impacted my mind and I had felt really scared to be among majority Hindus. But, later when I made a research into the events during the Janata party rule, there was no persecution in reality. But then, I thought this ‘victim of persecution’ feeling may have been due to wrong perception, and so I tried to clarify and debate with the concerned, whenever I had an opportunity.

Somewhere in 2005, being the member of varado council of the church comprising of eight neighboring churches, I had an opportunity to debate this issue. The initiation was from the church hierarchy itself, which had issued a circular to the members to come prepared for a discussion on communal threats, and the circular had made references to several instances of supposed persecution of Christians, claimed to have happened over the previous couple of decades. The claimed incidents, included reported attacks on padre, rape of nuns and also criticism of Mother Theresa, which were supposed to have happened in the northern India, where our clergy are on a missionary work.
When I examined in detail all these claimed incidents, I found no merit suitable to be termed as ‘persecution’, but were instead isolated incidents of violence.

A strange thing happened during the debate on persecution. I questioned the very basis of the conclusions on which the persecution debate was built and sought to know more details about the incidents listed. But, to my surprise, they had none of it, but instead, they wanted me to believe them to be true, as the supposed incidents were recorded by the heads of dioceses (comprising of three revenue districts). In short, the debate was to be only about how to counter communalism, irrespective of whether it existed or not. At this juncture also, I did not draw any inference, but wanted to wait and watch the final results of the debate that would take place at the diocese level, after receiving feedback from lower levels. I was expecting them to take up the points raised by me questioning the very basis of their conclusion about persecution. But it was not to be.

All they were interested was in spreading panic among the laity about a nonexistent persecution. This confirmed my earlier doubts that all that the clergy try to do is spread fear and panic by systematic design with some ulterior motive. They want us to live in fear of the majority Hindus, so that they can carry out their hidden agenda. This perception of persecution is created due to political and other reasons and is constantly fed to the masses through Sunday preaching every week, so that the laity believe them without questioning.

The emergency that entire India stood against was of no botheration to our clergy, but the defeat of the very government, which had imposed emergency was terrifying. Soon, after the Janata party assumed office in 1977, we Christians were sermonized by the clergy that sky has fallen down and the new government will deport all Christians in India to Europe. So we were made to bring out rallies and protests, and thus a spine chilling wave of fear and panic was sent across the community.

Though, I was a small boy that time the slogans and speeches delivered then still echo in my ears. Since then, I have been trying to find out what exactly did the government of the day did or intended to do to Christians, but to this date I haven’t got the answer. All along, I questioned many priests and lay leaders to understand the logic of those protests of 1977, but no suitable answers have I found till today. Some said, it was actually not directly against the Christians, but some moral question about a bill introduced by a private member in parliament! But this kind of panic and fear mongering continued, whenever non-Congress governments assumed the office.

During V P Singh’s government, the second biggest fear mongering propaganda took place and we were made to protest on the pretext of some rape of the nuns in Uttar Pradesh and Madhya Pradesh. Later, protests were again held, when Mr. Devilal, the then deputy PM, supposedly made a statement to send all Christians to Europe. During 1997, a strange thing happened. We were informed through Sunday sermons that a padre in Dumka of Jharkhand (then Bihar) was attacked by a mob, stripped, paraded and handed over to the police. The police, then, arrested and locked him up under the charges of sexual abuse.

According to them, since he is a Christian padre he symbolized all Christians, so the attack on him amounted to an attack on Christianity. So, we were again called upon to protest, and we followed this religious order obediently and a huge crowd of about 80,000 people from all over the diocese (comprising of three revenue districts) gathered at Central Maidan in Mangalore and staged protest. I was curious to know the details of this case, so I tried to gather information from all the available sources. I came to know that the said padre was a principal in a school/college and was in a habit of sexually exploiting the young students for some time. One day, a student narrated this at home and the parents and the villagers, who were furious on hearing this, barged into the school campus, dragged the padre, and handed him over to the police for action under IPC for sexual assault.

After studying this incident, I wrote a letter to the bishop, who headed the protest committee and to a few other so called leaders, who arranged the protest. My logic was simple. The incident happened in a school and not in a church or a religious place. So it is improper to portray it as a religious attack. If that person was a layman instead of a padre, he would have met the same fate. Even if he was a non-Christian, he would have met the same fate. Mob attacking him was wrong, so at the most we could have highlighted this fact. But portraying him as a representative of Christianity was incorrect and grossly unfair. So, I had to question them the very sanity of their decision to make it an issue of persecution. I also questioned them, if that padre is proved guilty of sexual abuse in the court of law, what would be their reaction? Since we projected him as a symbol of Christianity, his conviction will make us all appear like a community of rapists!

This questioning of mine demolished their claim of persecution and I was assured that they would be cautious in future. As a result, such mass protests over supposed persecution at a distant place stopped for a while. But, a change of strategy was in the brewing. Thus, came September 14 of 2008, where we saw “attack on church” in our own Mangalore. I have all the reasons and circumstantial evidences to believe that this so called church attack was orchestrated by the bishop of Mangalore himself. Since, Mangalore is a very important destination, as far as Indian Christianity is concerned, the clergy were keen to have some ‘persecution’ in the very vicinity of Mangalore.

The city is known as the Rome of the east because of its size and scale of ‘divine calling’.  A large number of bishops, padres, and nuns come from this diocese. In fact, no other diocese has produced so many bishops the world over. So, anything happens here with regard to the Christian community, becomes world news. Hence, it was essential that something happen here to Christians, to make it into a world news and show India in a poor light all across the globe. September 2008 gave this golden opportunity! Thus, in many a sense, Mangalore proved to be the trend setter for the rest of India.

Many of the recent incidents of ‘church attacks’, including the one in Delhi, Kolkata, and elsewhere, have often followed the trend set in Mangalore and were equally politically motivated to defame India, before the western world.

Cordel Church Scam: Another Can of Worms?

Holy Cross Church, Cordel, Kulshekar, is one of the big churches of Mangaluru diocese. Recently, it has been in news for all the wrong reasons.
A mega scam reported from here has shaken the conscience of the Christian laity. For the first time ever lay Christians have taken to streets to demand justice from the clergy. Though their ‘prayer’ before the Bishop for justice and reimbursement of the misappropriated amount has heeded very little response from the big boss till now.

The reason is obvious – a mega scam of this magnitude could not have happened without the sanction of the Bishop!  However, the faithful can only ‘hope’ for justice from the Bishop as they can’t do much beyond that since the system that is in place has only limited scope!

What exactly is the scam?

Padre Valerian Pinto was made parish priest of Cordel Church in June 2008 for a term of seven years. As soon as he assumed office, he planned 21 projects to be constructed within the Cordel Church premises and collected huge sums of money from the general public. But, the money so collected was not used for the said purpose and instead was siphoned off to his personal accounts. Duplicate bills and vouchers amounting to more than five crores were forged. He maintained parallel bank accounts and the funds collected were remitted to these parallel accounts instead of remitting them to the main account of the Church.

The money collected from the public was also diverted and invested in land, shares and other assets apart from hoarding large amounts of cash. He invested the collected amounts on lands in benami names, including in name of his own brother. Despite incessant demands from the Church members, the complete details of the total money collected and the expenditure incurred was never revealed.

Apart from the project money, he had also misappropriated from other fund collections of the church like the rent from the Cordel hall, grave reservation charges of the burial ground, permanent fund of the church, etc. He had embezzled around 20 lakh rupees from the church corpus account, and another 10 lakh rupees from promotion of education account of St Joseph high school. Cordel hall and Frad Saib hall accounts had huge amounts. A big share from this appears to have been siphoned off as well apart from keeping these accounts outside the audit purview. Electrical and plumbing contractor as well as the Civil Contractor of the projects appears to have joined hands with the Padre in forging documents for embezzlement. Padre Anil Lobo, the assistant parish priest at the Cordel Church may have also played a role in forging the documents.

The Bishop being the religious head of the Church, who appoints the Padres [priests] in various Churches and has a religious control over them turned a blind eye to the crimes of Valerian Pinto and may have received a share in the misappropriated money from him. The fact that the Bishop voluntarily returned Rs. 15 Lakh to the Church from the misappropriated money further points towards his involvement in the scam.

On the forceful and continuous demands by the faithful, a five member Commission of Enquiry was constituted by the Cordel Church. This committee after a painstaking inquiry and verification of accounts found the Padre guilty of misappropriation. Bank account statements of MCC bank, Corporation bank and other banks speak for itself about the financial manipulations by the Padre.

Padre Victor Machado, the current Parish Priest of Cordel Church had announced during the Sunday mass in July 2016 that Padre Valerian Pinto has been proven guilty of misappropriation by the Commission of Enquiry. The guilty Padre had apparently admitted to his guilt and had apologized in writing and assured to pay back the amount. But no signs of recovery of the swindled amount has appeared so far.

This is only a tip of the iceberg. If a custodial interrogation is made by the police, more information about the nefarious activities of Padre Pinto and others would come to light.

Towards this end, I had filed a criminal complaint (case number- PC NO 75 / 2017) before the II JMFC court of Mangaluru demanding police investigation into the issue, in which I had named eleven persons as the accused, including the Bishop. An order from the court on my appeal was supposed to have come on April 20, but was first adjourned to April 24, and then was again adjourned to May 2. It remains to be seen whether the court will finally order a police investigation into the issue on May 2 or will there be another adjournment.

Deputy SP Ganapathy and Politics of “Church attacks” in Karnataka

In the previous article (http://indiafacts.org/church-india-politics-religion/ page 4), I narrated how systematically the Church is engineering fear psychosis among its own flock. I also briefly explained the importance of Mangaluru among all India Churches. 
Christians in Mangaluru have been constantly brainwashed through Sunday sermons about the ‘threats to the community’ for a long time, but all such cases referred to were from faraway places. So, a local incident in Mangaluru was essential to corroborate their long standing claim. Hence, came the ‘Church attacks’ in September 2008.
A case study of this one incident will throw much light on the politics of ‘Church attacks’ happening all across India and expose the conspiracy behind it.

On July 7, 2016, a police officer, Deputy SP MK Ganapathy, committed suicide. He had played a crucial role in containing the unruly mob created by Padre Valerian Pinto at Kulshekar Church during the so called “Mangaluru Church attacks” in 2008. It is out in the open now that this officer was systematically targeted by K J George, ex home minister, for doing his duty honestly in containing the mob during Kulshekar Church incident. The fact that an honest police officer was targeted at the instructions of the Church is a matter of grave concern and reminds one of the political clout that the Christian clergy enjoys in India in general, and Karnataka in particular. It is very unfortunate that the targeting and defaming of MK Ganapathy continues even after his death.

Of late, Justice M F Saldanha, retired High Court Judge, has also joined the bandwagon to defame DySP MK Ganapathy and justify all the targeting was carried out against him since 2008. I have reasons to believe that the so called Church attacks of 2008 September were actually engineered by the bishop of Mangaluru, with assistance from some of his advisor padres and colleague from across India. My conclusion is based on following facts and circumstantial evidence.

An adoration center of the nuns (not a Church) at Milagres was attacked during the early hours of Sunday, September 14, 2008 morning, damaging a crucifix with no injury or casualty to any person. Attacks also happened on some centers of the New Life Group, who have no connection with the regular Church and who are a nuisance to Christians as much as they are to the Hindus. Within no time, the news spread like wild fire all across the diocese of Mangaluru and soon rumor mongering reached its peak, with all sorts of false claims about Churches being attached across all three districts of Mangalore diocese being spread. Church bells were rung and mobs, consisting mostly of youths, were allowed to gather. It must be borne in mind that the Church bells with the alarm are rung only when the Church is on fire or in case is a serious attack and is never done during normal conditions. Previously, such alarming Church bells were heard, when Tipu Sultan had attached Mangaluru and sacked the Churches. And 2008, was probably the first time that the Church bells were rung after Tipu’s time! These alarming Church bells could not be have been rung without the sanction/instigation of the bishop himself. This clearly points towards the entire incident being a premeditated and preplanned act to instigate Christian mob through such false alarms.

Within hours, the incident hit the national headlines and by evening, it had become international news! A very small incident of this kind could not have attracted national and international media attention, without prior rehearsal and ‘media management’. At least a week’s preparation would have been needed to get the coverage of this magnitude. It is interesting to note that Justice Saldanha, who investigated the ‘Church attacks’, has claimed that the camerapersons belonging to CNN and BBC recorded the September 14 events, even though, both the media houses have no presence on Mangaluru, with their nearest office being in Bengaluru, which is at least eight hour journey from Mangaluru by road. This shows that the Church authorities had prior intimation of attack on themselves and so was the media. Without the complicity of the Church and the media, it would not have been possible to portray a stray local headline into a National headline declaring ‘persecution of Christians’. The role of national media is especially suspicious and needs to be thoroughly probed.

Then, on the next day, September 15, 2008, a bandh was planned and the Bishop himself had instigated the youths to furiously protest. Sensing trouble, the district administration had clamped prohibitory orders under section144 CrPC. Yet, the padre and the mob made enough preparations throughout the night by stocking stones, bricks and soda bottles inside Church compounds and cemeteries to be used for pelting on the police and innocent general public, the next day. This especially happened under the watch of notorious padres like Valerian Pinto. On September 15, after the mob defied section 144 CrPC and pelted stones on the police and the public at various places and injured many of them, the Bishop came out of the hospital he had got himself admitted to, a day before and ‘condemned’ the attacks by Christian youth, which he himself had instigated the previous day.

At Kulshekar Christian, Christian youths pelted stones and created a ruckus under the instruction and incitement of Padre Valerian Pinto. It was then that the police inspector of Kadri Police Station, M K Ganapathy, rushed to the Church, where the mob was rioting and brought them under control by using lathi charge. It is for this ‘crime’ of stopping the rioting Christian mob, that MK Ganapathy was haunted by K J George for years on the instructions of the Bishop and the Mangaluru South MLA, ultimately resulting in him committing suicide.

On the third day, i.e. September 16, the Bishop and the Padres met with the so called ‘Church attackers’ and agreed to ceasefire and realized a press statement, accordingly. The swiftness with which the meeting and the ceasefire happened raises some serious questions. How come a meeting between the Bishop and the attackers could be fixed up at such a short notice? How did the both sides agree to ceasefire after a single meeting? Did the Bishop know the attackers beforehand and hence was able to convince the attackers to ceasefire in a single meeting? Or were they all connived together to stage the attack? Why the Bishop and the padres delayed setting up a meeting with the attackers by two days, thus allowing the Christian mob to riot? Why were the Christian youths allowed to stack up stones and bricks inside Church compounds?

It is important to remember that the entire 2008 Mangaluru incident happened in the backdrop of Khandamal of Odisha. Odisha saw the worst kind of riots following the brutal killing of Swami Lakshmanananda Saraswati in August 2008. 
Though, Sunday Church sermons in Mangaluru tried to portray this incident as a ‘persecution’, not much ice could be cut as there were killings from each side, with the very first casualty being on the Hindu’s side. So, shifting the battleground to a place where Christians have a clout to transform it into a world news was necessary. Mangalore being a stronghold of the Christians, the Church saw it as a good strategy to shift the battle ground to its own yard.

Before the September 2008 attacks, a local midday daily was regularly publishing reports about maladministration, corruption, financial frauds, and scandalous behavior of padres all across Mangalore diocese and the Church heads had no explanation to offer. People were disillusioned and enraged by these corrupt and scandalous actions of the Padres. So, the Church heads were desperately scouting for an external target, using which they could rally their flock and deviate attention from their own scandals and in the so-called Church attacks, they found their rallying point. Another reason for stage managing the entire incident was to target the then newly formed BJP government headed by B. S. Yeddyurappa. It is quite possible that the nuns were attacked, because the Church had an eye on the properties owned by the adoration center. Only a custodial interrogation of Bishop Aloysius Paul D’Souza, Padre Valerian Pinto and other advisors of the bishop, and of those Hindu elements, who actually carried out the attack, will be able to bring out the truth.

Recently, Justice Saldanha recalled his ‘fact finding’ report on 2008 Church attacks and pointed out how Dy. SP Ganapathy had ordered the lathi charge. But, his so called fact-finding report was incomplete, had stopped short of exploring the entire situation and had failed to take all aspects of the issue into account. I had in fact prepared a detailed response dated February 14, 2009, to his fact finding report, and had circulated it to few influential people.

In his report, Saldanha had recorded the events that had happened, since September 14, 2008. But he had failed to analyze the history and background of the attacks, which, if he had done, would have given him a different and a more comprehensive view of the entire incident. The fundamental question, which he failed to ask was, why such an attack happened in the first place? What are the issues that are causing animosity between the Christians and the Hindus in Mangaluru?

Proselytization has been a contentious issue in the past few decades and Christians, especially the Church has been accused of continuously indulging in it. There has to be a clear cut answer on this issue as there is no scope for ambiguity. Yet, all along, the approach of the Church has been anything but clear cut. While addressing a press conference on September 15, 2008, the Bishop of Mangaluru had categorically said “we don’t do conversions.” But, at prior occasions, he had called conversions as a fundamental right enshrined in the constitution! Time and again the Church has refused to address the issue. The question is, if the Church does not do conversions, why not challenge those who are making allegations to provide evidence? Instead, even when the evidence is offered, the Church runs away and takes shelter under the excuse “right to religion”. Church’s reluctance to address the concerns of the Hindus regarding conversions can be best gauged by the fact that, when former Prime Minister Atal Bihari Vajpayee had called for a nationwide debate on “conversion”, instead of using the opportunity to come clean, the Christian clergy chose to downplay the idea and even attacked the then Prime Minister for floating the idea of a debate.

These issues were conveniently ignored by Justice Saldanha and instead, he blamed the police in his report. It is easy to blame the police, but one has to understand their position as well. What are the police expected to do, when pelted with stones? Should they keep quiet, receive beatings and become martyrs? Or should they do their duty and diffuse the situation with whatever means available? These questions remain unanswered. It is true that there have been many incidents, wherein the police have violated human rights and have committed excesses. But, that does not mean, every incident of police action is a violation of human rights. 2008 Church attacks was one such incident, where the police headed by SP Satishkumar had no alternative but to use force to diffuse the situation. Dy. SP Ganapathy, who was then an inspector, had tried his best to defuse the situation peacefully at Kulshekar Church, but the mob instigated by Padre Valerian Pinto did not heed to his request. Instead, the mob abused the police and pelted stones. Even Ganapathy was injured by the pelting of stones. When the situation started going beyond control, it was then that Ganapathy resorted to using force. The police then barged into the Church, lathi charged the mob and dispersed the crowd. It is ridiculous to expect the police to keep away from the Church, while the rioting mob is hiding inside the Church. Instead, it is the duty of the Christian community to maintain the “sanctity” of the Church by preventing the entry of the mob into the Church. By pelting the stones on the police, instead of cooperating with them in maintaining law and order, Christian community emerged as a law-breaking community. Thus, instead of blaming the police, it would do well for the community to self-introspect.

Here, I must recall an incident, which happened a few years ago, in the neighboring district of Kasaragod. Though Kasaragod comes under Kerala state, it is very much a part of Mangalore diocese. A Church in Vorkady of Kasargod had some boundary dispute, with the adjacent property and hence, there was ruckus, when the Church decided to build a compound wall at the disputed boundary. But the Parish priest decided to continue with the construction work and invited all the people belonging to the Church to come as volunteers for the work. As people started the work, a police jeep came to the site to enquire. Upon seeing the police, the parish priest instigated the people to throw stones at them. As a result, the unarmed police was beaten and driven away. The enraged police returned with platoons of armed policemen and charged on those working at the site. The Parish priest crossed the border to Mangaluru (Karnataka) and escaped the police. The police raided Christian houses for days until all the men, who were involved in pelting stones were taken into custody. The ‘Rakknno’ a Konkani weekly, which is a mouthpiece of Mangalore Bishop, published this news, calling it a ‘brutal attack on Christians’ by Kerala police in Kasargod. 
It is interesting to note that AK Anthony, a “Christian” was the Chief Minister of Kerala at that time. Hence, it was not only the police under a BJP government, who lathi-charged Christian mob, but the police under a Christian CM had also beaten Christian mob on numerous occasions! The supposed police brutality is not unique towards Christians. It has been equally tasted by Hindus, Muslims, and Sikhs alike in India.

We, Christians take strong offence, when a crucifix is attached. Mangaluru Bishop even justified the rioting after the 2008 attacks, by terming them “natural” and “spontaneous”. Just imagine, how Hindus may be feeling, considering how they are continuously at the receiving end of insult and condemnation of their beliefs, rituals, and culture at the hands of Church and Christian missionaries. If, the large number of Hinduphobic literature published by the missionaries in the guise of spreading ‘good news’ were to receive the ‘natural reaction’, the kind used by Bishop to justify rioting in the aftermath of 2008 attacks, then Christians may have been driven out of this country long back! Christians need to take a lead in resolving the issue of proselytization peacefully. As I have already pointed out numerous times, our clergy often involve themselves in polarizing issues, thereby damaging our community, the brand Mangaluru, and the brand India. Christian community needs to introspect. Conversion by missionaries is as true as day light, and our (entire community) support to it in the form of contributions to the ‘mission’ (conversion) needs to be revisited, if we want peace and harmony. The third Sunday of October every year is celebrated as “mission Sunday” all over the world, with many Christians contributing to the ‘cause’ crores of rupees, and yet, they dare to say “there are no conversions.” If Hindus feel threatened by these activities, they obviously have a point.

Following September 14, 2008 incident, a leading Kannada daily ‘Vijay Karnataka’ had tried to act as a bridge between us(Christians) and the Hindus and had made a sincere effort to initiate a meaningful debate about “conversion”, all the while making their (the newspaper’s) stand clear that they would publish both ‘pro’ and ‘against’ articles. The debate was started by an article by Dr. SL Byrappa, wherein he made a strong case against conversions. Even though, the newspaper had invited responses to Byrappa’s article, nobody from the Christian community could effectively counter the argument presented by Byrappa. All they could muster was a response by a Padre of the Mangalore diocese, wherein the Padre simply condemned Byrappa for his article, instead of meaningfully rebutting him. The editor of the said newspaper told me that he had personally contacted many important leaders of the Christian community and had requested them to provide factual responses countering the charges of conversion, but none of them were ready. Apparently, many declined to write a response because they considered Byrappa’s article too thorough and scientific and hence difficult to counter. Thus, instead of a worthwhile academic discussion on the issue of conversions, our clergy chose to stage a ‘protest’ against the newspaper. In fact, P B D’Sa, a renowned human rights activist, went as far as registering a FIR against the newspaper!

The attitude of the Christian community in general and of the Church and the clergy in particular, towards the issue of conversion is highly disturbing. It is high time that the Christian community asks itself, how much patriotism do we have? How much respect and regard do we have towards our motherland and the constitution? As the things stand today, the commoners are obedient and faithful towards the priests, who in turn are obedient towards the bishops. The bishops in India are sworn to be “obedient and faithful” to the “Apostolic Nuncio” at Delhi, who is the head of the Church in India. This “Apostolic Nuncio” is a foreign national, who is the official ambassador of the ruler of Vatican and we are happy to be governed by the ‘canon law’ of the Vatican, instead of constitution of India. So, are we really faithful to the constitution of India? A question to ponder over.

A complaint stands registered at Kadri police station here against activist Robert Rosario for allegedly spreading hatred in the society during the ongoing state assembly election.
The complaint was filed by Deepak D’Souza Attavar on Friday, May 11.

Deepak D’Souza filed the complaint after a video made by Robert Rosario was sent to voters through WhatsApp and Facebook on Friday.

The complaint reads, “As per the model code of conduct, distorted facts cannot be published to confuse the voters, besides creating enmity between various religious communities. Robert Rosario, a BJP activist, is spreading false news. He has created a video with his statements accusing the Christian priests on the Church attacks which took place in September 2008. He has accused of them of many matters so that Hindu voters will get ill feeling and vote for BJP.”

“His statements have been inciting religious hatred against the entire Catholic community, besides rift with other communities. The statements, in the video made by him, will create communal disharmony. Besides ridiculing clergy community, he has given the statements in such a way that the Catholic community is planning to vote for Congress party. His allegations are false, baseless and without any substance,” the statement continues.

Deepak D’Souza has requested the police to stop Robert Rosario from spreading hatred in society and to take action against him at the soonest.

First Information Report (FIR) was registered by Kadri police on Saturday, May 12 against Robert Rosario under section 153 (A) of IPC. 

Mangalore: Robert Rosario was expelled, says Aam Aadmi Party

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Hours after Aam Aadmi Party's candidate M R Vasudeva filed his nomination on Saturday March 22 amid opposition from the party's past convener Robert Rosario, the party issued a media release stating that Robert Rosario was dismissed from the Aam Aadmi Party's core committee a few months ago for taking part in anti-party activities.
The media release states:
"Aam Aadmi Party Dakshina Kannada past convener Robert Rosario was dismissed from the Aam Aadmi Party's core committee a few months ago for taking part in anti-party activities. Robert Rosario had resigned earlier as a co-convenor and was demoted to an ordinary member by a resolution passed by the executive committee. However, he continues to project the impression that he is a spokesperson of the party.

"The party has been extremely tolerant of his anti-party behaviour in representing himself as the party spokesman despite being informed not to do so," said Rohan Shiri, secretary of the Party.

"Freedom of speech is an inherent right of every Indian citizen and Rosario can express his opinion as a Party member,” said Saad Khaja Mohammad, AAP's youth representative. "We have not come here to divide. We have come to stay united and Vasudeva is the icon for us and we stand united behind him."

"I was present during a meeting of the party wherein he (Robert Rosario) tendered his resignation. As a disgruntled person, he is playing dirty now due to interpersonal differences," said J Shriyan.


"The following is the text of a clarification that was provided by the party on February 18:
"Robert Rosario's resignation in the meeting dated November 22, 2013 was the culmination of a sequence of many events during which Rosario was taking unilateral decisions, not taking the committee into confidence. Fighting with the preparatory committee members had become the order of the day. The party's growth suffered and the meetings only ended with discussions and nothing more. On December 19 in a joint meeting of the executive committee and advisory committee chaired by senior advisory committee member Dr. Satish Rao, the committee members ended up asking him to be removed. Rosario on his turn declared that he was ready to step down. The members then decided to handover the functional responsibility of party affairs to joint convenor Dharmendra.

"In the meeting of executive committee dated December 30, Dharmendra as convener and Rohan Shiri as secretary were nominated to own responsibility assigned to them to represent the district and expand the organisation.
"Even after resigning from the post, Robert Rosario attended the subsequent committee meeting (s) called by the new committee on January 3, 2014 in which, Rosario had not raised any objection on the new team, rather continued to fight with other members of the committee on trivial issues. In fact, Rosario refused to sign the attendance register stating that he ceased to be a member of the executive committee and hence would not sign.

"As Rosario was controlling the party email account, which he did not hand over even after stepping down - it prompted the executive committee to expel him from the committee for 3 months in its meeting dated January 9.

"A special note in the party's membership form states, “If anyone is found indulging in activities against the objectives and against the party's mode of functioning, his/her membership shall stand cancelled."

"Rosario's behaviour today outside the election office to coincide with Vasudeva presenting his nomination papers, was not appreciated by all the other AAP members present. The AAP has expelled Robert from the party."

Aam Aadmi Party candidate from Mangalore constituency M R Vasudeva on Saturday March 22 filed his nomination for the upcoming Lok Sabha elections at DC's office here.

However, prior to the filing of nomination, Robert Rosario, who was the district convener of the party when it was launched last year, protested Vasudeva's selection as the candidate and alleged that the former director of Mangalore airport is 'communal' as he had attended a programme organized by NaMo Brigade about 15 days prior to his selection. He said he had sent a photograph of the programme to the national AAP leaders for scrutiny.
He also alleged that the candidate selection process was 'unconstitutional', and that 'RSS is hijacking AAP'. "Vasudeva has not even got the B-form from the party and he will not get it either," he added.

Asked what would be his move if Vasudeva is given the B-form, Rosario said he would start a 'save AAP movement'. "AAP has 10,000 members in the district but only a few accompanied Vasudeva. The rest are in my support," he claimed, adding that he was not an aspirant for the ticket. He also alleged that Vasudeva does not have any stand on issues Sowjanya rape and murder or cow slaughter.

Even while he was speaking to the media, a member of AAP came towards him and removed the party's trademark cap from his head…

Responding to Rosario's allegations, he said, "Sowjanya's case has been handed over to the CBI. AAP also had protested seeking justice for the victim. No one can support communal violence. AAP too is against communal violence."
AAP member Jayaprakash who accompanied Vasudeva said, "Robert Rosario is not in our party. He has been expelled. We have selected a clean and the right candidate. We need to prove our presence in the region."
