Archbishop Taveira’s proposal for the Amazon Synod: More evangelization and less ecology

Most Rev. Alberto Taveira Corrêa, Archbishop of Belém, Brazil, does not believe the Amazon Synod will meet the expectations of sectors of the Church in Germany on approving the ordination of married men. The prelate has also warned of the danger of radicalization of people’s just concern to preserve nature.
(Die Tagespost/InfoCatólica) In an interview with Die Tagespost, the archbishop addresses some proposals of modernist church sectors in Germany and recalls that Pope Francis has reaffirmed there will be no ordination of women and that “priestly celibacy is out of the question.”
On the ordination of married men, Archbishop Taveira believes, it seems this issue plays a more important role in Germany than in the Amazon. He also recalls that although the ordination of viri probati could be approved doctrinally, it would give rise to many doubts and difficulties: “How would these ministers be formed? How long would their training last? How would they care for their families?”

As for the possible instrumentalization of the synod by sectors of the Central European Church, the prelate asks “that the synod and we bishops work, instead of listening to prefabricated ideas.”

As for the Synod’s Instrumentum Laboris, the archbishop assures that not everything it proposes has to be carried out. For example, he affirms that the IL does not support “environmentalism” as it appears in the text. Archbishop Taveira Corrêa sees “a radicalization in the just concern to preserve nature.” Above all, he hopes the Synod will revitalize evangelization in the Amazon. The Church must focus on “converting people to Christ and leading a sacramental life.”
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
