Who is Benny Hinn?
Compiled from various sources
Toufik Benedictus "Benny" Hinn was born to parents of Greek, Palestinian and Armenian heritage in Jaffa in the then newly-established state of Israel on December 3, 1952. Raised within the Eastern Orthodox tradition He is a televangelist, best known for his regular "Miracle Crusades" or faith healing conventions. These "Miracle Crusades" were soon held at large stadiums and auditoriums across the United States and the world, the first nationally televised service being held in Flint, Michigan, in 1989. During the early 1990s, he launched a new daily talk show called This Is Your Day, which to this day airs clips of supposed miracles from Hinn's Miracle Crusades. The program premiered on the Trinity Broadcasting Network (TBN) of Paul Crouch, who would become one of Hinn's most outspoken defenders and allies. Hinn's ministry began to rapidly grow from there, winning praise as well as criticism from fellow Christian leaders.
Soon after the 1967 Arab–Israeli War ("The Six-Day War"), Hinn's family emigrated to Toronto, Ontario, Canada, where he attended the Georges Vanier Secondary School. He did not graduate. In his books, Hinn states that his father was the mayor of Jaffa at the time of his birth and that he was socially isolated as a child and was handicapped by a severe stutter, but that he was nonetheless a first-class student. These claims, however, have been disputed by critics of Hinn. (John Bloom, August 2003, "The Heretic", D Magazine.)

As a teenager in Toronto, Hinn converted from Greek Orthodoxy to Pentecostalism, eventually joining a singing troupe made up of young evangelicals. According to a 2004 CBC report on Hinn, his newfound religious devotion during this period became so intense that his family became concerned that he was turning into a religious fanatic. Hinn was taught the Bible and was mentored by Dr. Winston I. Nunes of Broadview Faith Temple in Toronto. (www.trinitygospel.com) 

Hinn has written that on 21 December 1973, he traveled by charter bus from Toronto to Pittsburgh to attend a "miracle service" conducted by Pentecostal evangelist Kathryn Kuhlman. Although he never met her personally, he often attended her "healing services" and has often cited her as an influence in his life. 
On moving to the United States, Hinn traveled to Orlando, Florida, where he founded the Orlando Christian Center in 1983. Eventually, he began claiming that God was using him as a conduit for healings, and began holding healing services in his church. In 1999, he stepped down as pastor of the Orlando Christian Center, moving his ministry's administrative headquarters to Grapevine, Texas, a suburb of Fort Worth, while hosting This Is Your Day from a television studio in Orange County, California, where he now lives with his family. 
His thirty-minute TV program This Is Your Day is among the world's most-watched Christian programs, seen on various Christian television networks, including Trinity Broadcasting Network, Daystar Television Network, Revelation TV, Grace TV, Vision TV, INSP Networks, and The God Channel.
His former church was renamed Faith World Church under the leadership of Clint Brown, who merged his Orlando church with Hinn's.
Benny Hinn is the author of a number of "Christian" books which we do not recommend for Catholic reading:

Hinn claims to have spoken to one billion people through his crusades, including memorable crusades with attendance of 7.3 million people (in three services) in India, the largest healing service in recorded history. (Benny Hinn winds up India trip)

 
Hinn's teachings are Word of Faith in origin, with a focus on financial prosperity. Some doctrine and practices that Hinn teaches would be thought unusual in mainstream Christianity. (John MacArthur, Charismatic Chaos, Grand Rapids: Zondervan, 1993, page 334) The charismatic Christian community (who, according to a 2007 study by The Barna Group, make up 46% of United States Protestants and 36% of United States Catholics), is very diverse, and Hinn's ideas are not universally accepted.

In March 1993 Inside Edition reported on Hinn's $685,000 Orlando home and Mercedes-Benz car, despite Hinn having previously claiming a "modest lifestyle". An employee of Inside Edition also faked a healing from cerebral palsy which was shown on Hinn's regular broadcast. ("Preacher Changes His Ways". The Tampa Tribune. Ancestry.com#Newspapers.com. October 2, 1993) 
A controversial aspect of Hinn's ministry is his teaching on, and demonstration of, a phenomenon he dubs "The Anointing"—the power purportedly given by God and transmitted through Hinn to carry out supernatural acts. At his Miracle Crusades, he has allegedly healed attendees of blindness, deafness, cancer, AIDS, and severe physical injuries. However, investigative reports by the Los Angeles Times, NBC's Dateline, the CBC's The Fifth Estate, and the Nine Network's 60 Minutes have called these claims into question.
Hinn has also caused controversy for theological remarks and claims he has made during TV appearances. In 1999, Hinn appeared on the Trinity Broadcasting Network, claiming that God had given him a vision predicting the resurrection of thousands of dead people after watching the network—laying out a scenario of people placing their dead loved ones' hands on TV screens tuned into the station—and suggesting that TBN would be "an extension of Heaven to Earth."

In April 2001, HBO aired a documentary entitled A Question of Miracles that focused on Hinn and a well-documented fellow Word-of-Faith German minister based in Africa, Reinhard Bonnke. Both Hinn and Bonnke offered full access to their events to the documentary crew, and the documentary team followed seven cases of "miracle healings" from Hinn's crusade over the next year. The film's director, Antony Thomas, told CNN's Kyra Phillips that they did not find any cases where people were actually healed by Hinn. (A Question of Miracles on IMDb) Thomas said in a New York Times interview that "If I had seen miracles [from Hinn's ministry], I would have been happy to trumpet it... but in retrospect, I think they do more damage to Christianity than the most committed atheist." (Robin Finn, COVER STORY; Want Pathos, Pain and Courage? Get Real, The New York Times, 2001-04-15) 
In November 2004, the CBC Television show The Fifth Estate did a special titled "Do You Believe in Miracles" on the apparent transgressions committed by Benny Hinn's ministry. With the aid of hidden cameras and crusade witnesses, the producers of the show demonstrated Hinn's apparent misappropriation of funds, his fabrication of the truth, and the way in which his staff chose crusade audience members to come on stage to proclaim their miracle healings. In particular, the investigation highlighted the fact that the most desperate miracle seekers who attend a Hinn crusade—the quadriplegics, the brain-damaged, virtually anyone with a visibly obvious physical condition—are never allowed up on stage; those who attempt to get in the line of possible healings are intercepted and directed to return to their seats. At one Canadian service, hidden cameras showed a mother who was carrying her muscular dystrophy-afflicted daughter, Grace, being stopped by two screeners when they attempted to get into the line for a possible blessing from Hinn. The screeners asked the mother if Grace had been healed, and when the mother replied in the negative, they were told to return to their seats; the pair got out of line, but Grace, wanting "Pastor Benny to pray for [her]," asked her mother to support her as she tried to walk as a show of "her faith in action," according to the mother. After several unsuccessful attempts at walking, the pair left the arena in tears, both mother and daughter visibly upset at being turned aside and crying as they explained to the undercover reporters that all Grace had wanted was for Hinn to pray for her, but the staffers rushed them out of the line when they found out Grace had not been healed. A week later at a service in Toronto, Baptist evangelist Justin Peters, who wrote his Masters in Divinity thesis on Benny Hinn and has attended numerous Hinn crusades since 2000 as part of his research for his thesis and for a seminar he developed about the Word of Faith movement entitled A Call for Discernment,[26] also demonstrated to the hidden cameras that "people who look like me"—Peters has cerebral palsy, walks with arm-crutches, and is obviously and visibly disabled—"are never allowed on stage [...] it's always somebody who has some disability or disease that cannot be readily seen." Like Grace and her mother, Peters was quickly intercepted as he came out of the wheelchair section (there is one at every crusade, situated at the back of the audience, far away from the stage, and never filmed for Hinn's TV show) in an attempt to join the line of those waiting to go onstage, and was told to take a seat. (Justin Peters, "Benny Hinn and Healing". CBC News/ "Seminar overview for A Call for Discernment") / (Bob McKeown (December 2004) "Do You Believe in Miracles?"; The Fifth Estate. Canadian Broadcasting Corporation) This segment was later edited with new footage and shown on Dateline: NBC in November 2005.
The family of an elderly Oklahoma woman, Ella Peppard, 85, says she died after she broke her hip at a Benny Hinn faith-healing service and the family has filed a $5 million lawsuit against the television evangelist who ran the service. However, officials of the church run by evangelist Benny Hinn, of Orlando, Fla., denied charges by the family that the woman had been denied medical attention.

Peppard's family says she was injured when Hinn knocked another parishioner into her during the service and that she died 15 days later of blocked arteries produced by the fracture.

The suit says Hinn was striking people on the forehead, claiming they were "slain of the spirit," and that one of the people he struck toppled into Peppard.

Lawyer Carl Hughes of Oklahoma City said the church failed to call an ambulance or provide medical assistance. Any such assistance would have been "contrary" to the faith healing service, Hughes said.
Hughes said, Peppard eventually was taken to a local hospital, where surgeons implanted a prosthesis in her left hip. She was later transferred to a second hospital where she died Oct. 3, Hughes said.

The lawsuit seeks $2.5 million in actual damages plus $2.5 million in punitive damages from Hinn, his company Benny Hinn Ministries Inc. and the Faith Tabernacle Association, Inc.

In March 2005, Ministry Watch issued a Donor Alert against Benny Hinn. (MinistryWatch.com Recommends that Donors Withhold Giving to Benny Hinn Ministries). Benny Hinn Ministries is not a member of the Evangelical Council for Financial Accountability. 
In 2007, United States Senator Chuck Grassley announced an investigation of Hinn's ministry by the United States Senate Committee on Finance. In a letter to BHM, Grassley asked for the ministry to divulge financial information to the Senate Committee on Finance to determine if Hinn made any personal profit from financial donations, and requested that Hinn's ministry make the information available. The investigation also scrutinized five other televangelists: Paula White, Kenneth Copeland, Eddie L. Long, Joyce Meyer, and Creflo Dollar. In December 2007, Hinn said he would not respond to the inquiry until 2008. The ministry subsequently responded to the inquiry, and Grassley said that "...Benny Hinn [has] engaged in open and honest dialogue with committee staff. They have not only provided responses to every question but, in the spirit of true cooperation, also have provided information over and above what was requested."* 
The investigation concluded in 2011 with no penalties or findings of wrongdoing. The final report raised questions about personal use of church-owned luxury goods and a lack of financial oversight on the ministries' boards, which are often populated with family and friends of the televangelist. Hinn's group reported to the committee that it complied with tax regulations and had made changes in compensation and governance procedures. 
Hinn married Suzanne Harthern on August 4, 1979. The couple have four children - three daughters and a son. Suzanne filed divorce papers in California's Orange County Superior Court on February 1, 2010, citing "irreconcilable differences."
In July 2010, both Hinn and fellow televangelist Paula White denied allegations in the National Enquirer that the two were engaged in an affair. Hinn was sued in February 2011 by the Christian publishing house Strang Communications, which claimed that a relationship with White did occur and that Hinn had violated the morality clause of his contract with the company. In May 2012, Hinn announced that he and Suzanne had begun reconciliation during the Christmas season of 2011, stating that the split had been caused by her addiction to prescription drugs and antidepressants and citing his busy schedule and lack of time for his wife and children. In October 2012, Hinn announced that he and Suzanne would remarry. Benny and Suzanne remarried on March 3, 2013, at the Holy Land Experience theme park, in a traditional ceremony lasting over two hours and attended by approximately 1,000 well-wishers, including many visiting Christian leaders.
Benny Hinn says he decided to reconcile with his ex-wife after realizing her bizarre behavior was due to a prescription drug addiction, reports the Christian Post. In his statement, Hinn did not address why his wife had turned to prescriptions rather than his faith-healing powers.
“Suzanne started taking certain prescription medications to help her cope with some of her personal struggles,” he wrote in a message on his ministry website. “She became dependent on those for nearly 15 years, and those medications made her behave erratically at times. As her husband, I did not know the extent of her reliance on these medications, nor did I fully understand just how much harm they were causing to her, physically and emotionally.” He added: “The truth of the matter is that Suzanne filed for divorce because she was in a deep emotional and physical crisis that affected her in such a way that caused her to make a decision she now regrets.”

Heroin abuse has reached deep into Benny Hinn’s ministries. A longtime aide to Orlando minister Benny Hinn died of chronic heroin abuse last December, a month after coming under suspicion of supplying a fatal heroin overdose to another church worker, records in New York and Florida show.

David Delgado, 45, died in New York City after returning from a two-week religious crusade in Jordan, one of scores of tours Delgado made during a decade of service with Hinn.
In the centerpiece of the "Miracle Services,'' Hinn touches believers hoping to be cured of ailments. Sometimes the pastor removes his jacket and brushes worshipers, who fall like dominoes.

Delgado started out as a "catcher'' who kept swooning believers from striking the floor. He rose in the church to become Hinn's personal assistant and friend, helping arrange such details as the pastor's schedule, meals and grooming, his family said. The former drywall contractor credited Hinn with calling him to God and giving him the strength to give up drugs 12 years ago. "David loved Pastor Benny,'' Delgado's widow, Mary, said Tuesday from her Orange County home.

Her husband went on his last crusade despite knowing he was dying from cirrhosis of the liver, a side effect of heroin abuse. Delgado also knew he was under suspicion in the death of co-worker Sydney Williams, Orange County sheriff's records show.

Williams, 42, died Nov. 15, 1997, at his Lockhart home after injecting himself with a massive dose of heroin, according to an Orange County autopsy report. One of Williams' early duties for Hinn's church was taking care of the minister's son, Joshua. He later drove a truck for the ministry, former church members said.

Delgado became a suspect in the death partly because Williams appeared to have been drugged after visiting Delgado the night before Williams died, Orange County sheriff's Lt. Mike Miller said Tuesday.

Drug and homicide detectives tried to question Delgado afterward but were told he was out of state and unavailable, Miller said. In the days immediately after Williams' death, Hinn telephoned Delgado's wife to ask whether Williams had visited her husband the night before Williams died, Mary Delgado said. When her husband told her to tell Hinn that Williams had visited, Hinn told her that "the authorities'' were investigating the death, she said.

Until this week, the circumstances of Delgado's and Williams' deaths had been known only in law-enforcement and church circles.
Leaders of the Hinn organization huddled Tuesday at his World Outreach Center north of Orlando, deciding how to respond to the disclosure of the deaths. Hinn was in Southern California.

Late Tuesday, a spokesman announced that Benny Hinn Ministries has instituted random drug testing of its employees as a result "of these tragic events.'' In a statement, the ministry said it had no knowledge of any drug use by Delgado or Williams, noting that the organization has 360 employees.

Church Watch reports:

…and a notorious con artist he is. It is very common for Word of Faith preachers to elevate themselves above the moral constraints of their laypeople. 

Consider the “prophecies” of Benny Hinn. 
On January 1, 1990, Hinn prophesies falsely even claiming the Holy Spirit told him this,
The Spirit tells me – Fidel Castro will die – in the 90s. Oooh my! Some will try to kill him and they will not succeed. But there will come a change in his physical health, and he will not stay in power, and Cuba will be visited of God.

This did not come to pass. 
Benny Hinn spoke presumptuously. He also prophesied falsely, claiming the Lord told him,

The Lord also tells me to tell you in the mid-90s, about ’94, ’95, no later than that, God will destroy the homosexual community of America. [Round of applause] But He will not destroy it with what many minds have thought Him to be. He will destroy it with fire, and many will turn and be saved, and many will rebel and be destroyed.

This also did not come to pass. Benny Hinn spoke presumptuously. (For more on Hinn’s false prophecies, see here.)

Joshua Hinn, 21, the son of Benny Hinn was arrested in Brazil after allegedly beating up a deaf and dumb man during one of his father's rallies. Hestephenson Araujo, 21, reportedly needed hospital treatment after the incident on Saturday night during a religious crusade in Manaus, northern Brazil.

Police detained Joshua Hinn, 21, along with two of Benny Hinn's bodyguards, on suspicion of torture after the three men allegedly locked Mr. Araujo in a trailer and physically assaulted him.

According to police, Mr. Araujo, a local pastor, was sitting in the front row of seats at the event, in the city's Povos da Amazonia arena when, during Mr. Hinn's sermon, he got up and approached the stage.
Mr. Araujo, who was carrying a bottle of water, later said he only wanted to receive a blessing from the famous evangelist, who claims he can heal the sick.

But he was allegedly pounced on by Joshua and two bodyguards, Caleb Shirk, 26, and Konstantins Konstantinovs, 34, who claimed they thought he was about to throw water at the preacher, who is worth an estimated £27 million ($42 million).
The men took Mr. Araujo to a trailer parked near the stage where they allegedly held him captive inside, beating and punching him as they demanded to know who he was.

Because the man could not hear or respond to their demands, the physical aggression continued, police said.
Tactical squad officers burst into the trailer after concerned members of the public called police.

Mr. Araujo was taken by ambulance to a local hospital, where he received medical treatment and was later released.

Manaus' Civil Police confirmed the three men, all Americans, were arrested and taken to the city's 3rd Integrated Police Department for questioning.

The men reportedly claimed they didn't know that Mr. Araujo was deaf and dumb and wanted to know why he had approached Benny Hinn during his sermon.
According to police, Mr. Araujo's father, a sign language translator, entered into an agreement with Benny Hinn's representatives to not press charges against the men.

Police sources told Brazilian website Portal do Holanda that the agreement involved a "large sum of money".

The Civil Police said an investigation will still be launched into the incident.
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Benny Hinn with son Joshua; brother Sam Hinn

Sam Hinn, 51-year old younger brother of well-known controversial healing evangelist, Benny Hinn, has added himself to the recent list of high-profile Christian ministers stepping down from their pulpits due to marital infidelity, a disproportionate number of which are headquartered in Central Florida. Hinn and his wife of more than 25 years, Erika, who reportedly is staying in the marriage to work through the marital issues, have four children.

In a letter he first read at the Wednesday night service January 16 to the congregation of The Gathering Place Worship Center located in Sanford, Florida, a church he founded in 1996, while not specifically stating his reason(s) for stepping down, Hinn said in part, “I take full responsibility for the place we now find ourselves. As painful as this is to confess, I have allowed myself to be drawn into a relationship that has caused much hurt and pain to my wife and family. I have repented and asked for and received their forgiveness. Scripture states that I must bring forth the fruit of repentance if I expect to be restored…” Hinn’s statement was reportedly read in the Sunday services as well, though it was not clear if by Hinn himself or someone else. 

Born in Israel to Palestinian Eastern Orthodox parents, Hinn served as an associate pastor under his brother Benny’s leadership as the senior pastor of World Outreach Center in Orlando that the elder Hinn founded in the early ’80s. While Sam has remained closely associated to Benny Hinn Ministries (BHM) and often ministers in BHM sponsored crusades and meetings, he launched the church now named The Gathering Place Worship Center in the 90s, and remained in the Orlando metroplex with his church when Benny suddenly and mysteriously stepped down as senior minister of the mega-church he founded in 1999, moved his headquarters to Grapevine, Texas, and sold the Orlando church facilities to music-evangelist, Clint Brown, who merged his congregation with the WOC congregation, and renamed it, Faith Word Outreach Church.

According to a report by The Orlando Sentinel, The Gathering Place Worship Center, known locally for its raucous rock-concert worship style, conducts two Sunday morning services, each attended by about 300 people, as well as a sparsely attended Arabic language service on Sunday afternoon started primarily for his mother and a few other family members and friends whose native language is Arabic.

A snippet from the Gathering Place Worship Center website states:

“In our relatively short history, we have had hundreds and hundreds of services, and we’ve seen God change people’s lives in incredible ways…. The Gathering Place remains a place where the body ministers to the body, where we are encouraged to be God’s hands and feet in whatever walk of life the Lord has called us to. We learn that God wants to use us to reach the world and that we are called to be His representative in our homes, our schools, our jobs and wherever we are.”
In a statement posted on the church’s website, The Gathering Place’s governing board stated:
“We are deeply saddened by the recent disclosure by Pastor Sam Hinn! … (He) has been relieved of all ministry responsibilities and as the official board, we have outlined a restoration process… (that) includes pastoral and professional counseling, as well as a mandatory time out of ministry so that all fractures in both his personal and family life may be healed.” (The full statement may be read at the page*)

The board also announced it has asked a pastor from a nearby Assembly of God church to oversee the restoration process, who appointed an associate pastor to fill pulpit duties on an interim basis.
Suzanne Hinn (nee Harthern) divorced Sam’s brother Benny in early 2010 citing “irreconcilable differences” after a 31 year-marriage that produced four children, as well. Prior to the finalization of the divorce, controversy erupted again when a tabloid paper published a photo of Benny Hinn and high-profile evangelist Paula White holding hands as if they were a romantic couple sashaying the streets of Paris, and alleged the two evangelists were engaged in an affair and occupying a room in a ritzy Paris hotel. Both subsequently denied there was an affair and that they shared the same hotel room. Though Benny Hinn made a very showy public announcement on his television program in 2012 that he and Suzanne were reconciling and would be remarried by renowned Charismatic pastor Jack Hayford in December 2012 following a series of counseling sessions, Benny reportedly refused to participate in any further sessions after the first one, and a remarriage as of the time of this writing has not occurred.
