Bishop Paul Hinder of the Vicariate of Southern Arabia revokes recognition accorded by him to Aneel Aranha and Holy Spirit Interactive (HSI) ministries 
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From the year 2004 onwards, Aneel Aranha conducted a great number of “discipleship” programmes for the Charismatic Renewal in India. He then allied his ministries with Catholics of questionable reputation, even those practicing and promoting New Age medications and Meditations. For that reason, he figures in my 2021 Compendium 2.0 THE SPIRITUAL DECEPTIONS OF THE NEW AGE MOVEMENT AND WHAT THE CATHOLIC CHURCH HAS PRONOUNCED ON THEM.
It is a pity that apostolates like the International Catholic Programme for Evangelization (ICPE top row 2006 picture) and Anthony Lobo’s Inner Healing Ministry in Mumbai (2006), stood with him.

There’s also praise and worship leader Swapna Abraham (ex-Divine Retreat Centre-Muringoor star) who performed at his programmes and composed the songs he had written, 2016.

It shows a lack of discernment and an unwillingness to heed fraternal warnings. It holds the potential for exchange of favours between ministry leaders… you invite me over to your city/country, I’ll do the same for you…

Funny thing is, two of Aneel Aranha’s relatives are long time benefactors of my ministry!

Aranha’s downslide had commenced within a few months of his launching his “ministry” Although I had used email to warn Catholics since 2004 itself, my first report was published only in 2013. But detailed documentary evidence of my early cautions and correspondence is recorded in the 4 files linked at the end of the present file, as well as in this ministry’s 15 reports on convicted and jailed pedophile and fake doctor Dominic Dixon of MoreLove Ministries/Ethos Institute, Bangalore.

Now, his Bishop (of Southern Arabia) has banned him and his “ministries”:

As per the Bishop’s directive, Aranha is not allowed to run the “Schools of Discipleship” that he established in different cities of the world; the ones in Southern Arabia will continue under the control of parish priests.

I understand that Cardinal Oswald Gracias of Bombay has extended the ban to Aneel Aranha’s operations in India. Someone informed me that Aranha now plans to live the life of “a hermit”. Doesn’t look like he has any alternative, does he?
No one seems to know the reasons for Bishop Hinder’s withdrawal of recognition from HSI.

I also gather that his “disciples” are disturbed by the Church ban. As I have often remarked, citing Jesus’ question to Peter: “Do you love me more than (you love) these (your fellow apostles)?” (John 21:15), many people in charismatic renewal are faithful to their “leaders” and “elders” more than they are to Christ, his Church, and the Truth. They simply cannot take it when it is suggested to them that the leader whom they have put on a pedestal might be in serious error.
When I shared with a fan of a reputed ministry leader in Bangalore about my awareness of some errors in his teaching, she chided me for my talking about a man who is “half a god” in that city.

In this final/closing report on Aneel Aranha and Holy Spirit Interactive Ministries, I will mostly include information that I have not shared before.

If you run through my earlier reports, you will find that I have never accepted Aneel Aranha’s online testimony as genuine… or “complete”, and I have given reasons as to why I reached that conclusion.

Also, from very early on, I have received complaints about Aneel Aranha as an individual and as a person in Catholic ministry/leadership. I did not use them in my earlier reports because I was requested not to publish them. But today, I can include a couple of them here for two reasons: one, Aranha is no more in ministry; two, the family from Aranha’s Dubai prayer group who shared the 2008 information with me has not responded to any of my communications in 2 years.

Dearest Sonia,

I greatly appreciate your sharing with me about Aneel Aranha and HSI. I had repeatedly shared with others that this situation would eventually arise. It was inevitable with the attitude that he was adopting to many people. I had a bad experience with him just a few months after Corrine Rasquinha introduced by email right after he started his ministry. 
The first was that he does not keep his word. Next, that he was influenced by others who are powerful but may not necessarily be right. The third was that he wanted to be popular and safe, and made his decisions on that. The fourth was that he preferred only big names, 'foreigners' and priests to grace his site through contributions. The fifth was his arrogance and threatening words.

Later I studied his testimony in his book. While it may be true, it does not tell everything, in fact it conceals things. I do not have proof of this, but, with the anointing that I have for this ministry, I am 100 percent certain of my claim. A completely genuine testimony will not hide anything. Because I study so many Catholic reports very closely in my search for error, I can "see" that many facts are missing in Aneel's book. Especially dates and locations.

Some months ago a Catholic site that rates other Catholic sites issued an alert against HSI suggesting that he was using Protestant stuff. It was Austine Crasta of KonkaniCatholics [KC] who alerted this site. I think that Austine did it out of vindictiveness, because Aneel slighted him by completely ignoring Austine when Austine approached him in Bangalore even after Austine had informed Aneel that he wanted to meet him. [Though Aneel was in correspondence with me, he did not inform me that he was giving a program in my parish in Chennai a couple of years ago.] 
I justify my statement on Austine because he does not respond to several senior members of KC [that includes even his benefactors and a former moderator!!!!!] We are in contact with one another so we have watched -- and discussed -- with great sadness his decline into a situation that is similar to Aneel's. It comes with public acclaim and popularity and a great fan following. Arrogance and a sense of invincibility. It is sadder because many good Catholics do not want to hear the plain truth about their leaders. And when I cautioned a few leaders and senior people in the Gulf and in India about Aneel, it was not taken very kindly by some of them.

I remember when you [or was it your sister Sophie] were at the ICPE School, I told your mum frankly what I thought were serious problems with the way Fritz Mascarenhas deals with others. I had already lost my then only monthly benefactor for making the same statements to her in Bangalore, and your mum was not happy either and suggested that I don't say anything more. But when I met your mum next time around, she told me on her own that I had been correct about Fritz!!!!!

Sonia, I am NOT "following closely how Aneel Aranha's HSI ministry is working", but I cannot help but know things because people like you write to me all the time asking about this or that ministry, or even tell me about things that are going on.

I also cannot help but do something about it. I cannot be like the others who keep quiet to be popular and safe, especially in the case of big names in ministry. Because I have taken up a number of issues with Fritz/ICPE, I am not invited there to give talks anymore. These leaders do not want to be admonished or corrected because they are used to receiving only accolades and praises. They also invite one another. Fritz invites Aneel to the ICPE Community, Aneel invited Fritz to Dubai.

If so many people are concerned about Aneel, why don't they call a meeting with him and confront him? It might help [before things get irrecoverably worse]. … but you are free to use my response in any way that you discern best.

There is another grave development and danger that I have seen Aneel step into, and it confirmed my worst fears. So far I have not discussed this with ANYBODY, though I have wondered much how to address the problem:

He has recently teamed up with one Dominic Dixon from Bangalore. See attachment. From this itself I deduce that Aneel has completely lost his discernment of light and darkness and only seeks every way to expand his ministry. Dixon says he is Catholic but is closely associate with a number of Protestant ministries. He is also a most dangerous person and will stop at nothing.

He has defamed Fritz & family's reputation and ICPE too, over the internet a bit over a year ago and Fritz wept in front of me when he spoke about it. It's a long story and I cannot go into it, but I noted that a cornered Dixon can be as dangerous as a serpent. My enquiries revealed other similar stories. I also have Dixon's correspondence with Fritz and others in my records. 

I used to correspond with Dixon believing that I could influence him correctly, but he too has become very arrogant because he has been recognized by some Catholic institutions and by the secular media as an expert in certain areas esp. after releasing a book on "psychology". When he started to threaten me for not joining him in his war on Fritz/ICPE, I quietly stopped replying to his letters though he continues to keep me on his mailing list. Aneel might be in serious trouble if he even tries to end his association in ministry with Dixon. Frankly, I am afraid even to warn Aneel about Dixon, because he will definitely reveal the source [ME!] to Dixon, and then Dixon will turn his arsenal on me. I don't want to be in the position that Fritz found himself.

Now, I'm told that the leaders of the English charismatic renewal are in dialogue with him, working towards building up of the Church and unity. 

What wrong practices at Divine Retreat Centre? I have been receiving spiritual nourishment ever since I was 18 and continue to go there spending a couple of days at the retreat centre. Perhaps things have changed there over the years. 

Reference Aneel, we were not the only ones cautioned. He had called a select group of around 13 couples - it was meant to belittle and expose one of the couples slighting him, but God worked out things beautifully for those who trust in Him and things took a completely different turn. All those present saw something of what Aneel was (hidden or rather overlooked all that time). It manifested itself in its raw, crude form - manipulative and not very sincere, I should say. Most of those present there that night never continued. Some took a decision on the spot that prayers would not continue in their house any more.

Less I speak is better as I'll be sinning against the virtue of charity. I have struggled to forgive completely and my confessor urged me to pray blessings for them. I was accused of wrongly, and I did not defend myself then, 

Blyton just held my hand and as I looked on the Cross, I lifted it all to Him, who knows all things. We had received grace as we had just returned from the Holy Hour of Adoration. 

Our family life has been blest so amazingly ever since. We used to spend 3 days of the week with his ministry, with my little children. Every night- fellowship followed the worship. I most often volunteered with the food and Blyton was one of the most silent, generous donors. God didn't let our faith be shaken, it was just an important lesson in discernment… God steered us towards the Prison Ministry, and intercessory prayers led by a truly humble guy - just what we needed, when we were shaken in trusting people. We were more involved in the music ministry to adore Jesus in the Most Blessed Sacrament. What more can I ask for? That's all for now, Keep up the good work. 

Joel was closely working with Dominic Dixon before they parted ways. Joel is here in Dubai, with the English Charismatics. Met him too when Bro. Fritz was here at Aneel's prayer meeting. (Aneel had called us to come and we went just a sign of peace and hoping there was change - there wasn't any change then only a more puffed ambience)

Dearest Sonia, Praise the Lord. 

You really invested a lot of time in your reply, and you asked several questions too, so I’ve got to answer.

Speaking the truth is not acting against charity. Too many people are silent when they should speak, and error abounds.

Regarding Aneel's episode of calling the 13 couples, there is a story I would like to share. Our first Service Team in Delhi around 1984. The first Chairman was a young engineer from our prayer group. Though the group and the ST were all birthed and nurtured by Angey & me, we had no problem in seeing him elected. But he grew haughty. At all-Delhi programs he would come in late while we were working hard, find fault and yell and boss around, and we would giggle at his silliness. One of the visiting Bombay teams noticed and called a meeting. This guy, Cyril Joseph, was happy that he would be playing out his role as boss of the meeting. To his shock, and our surprise, the comments were unanimously against him. He was so stunned, he wept. And resigned. On seeing his repentance and humility we forgave him and re-installed him. That is the way that it should be with true leaders.

I sincerely doubt that it will be that way with Aneel. Even his choice of words in his letters to me has much to be desired: do you know where I am coming from? do you know who I am? sort of thing.

Joel is in regular contact with me. He has also financially supported my ministry. Dom turned against him too. Joel was one of the earliest members of KonkaniCatholics. He was the first one to have a bitter experience with Austine Crasta of KC and quit in disgust. A former moderator, myself and a few others have seen KC also turn autocratic and merciless in the leadership, but we are all hanging in. NONE of our letters are posted. Our personal letters are either ignored or treated badly. It is no coincidence that all of those who have been silenced or terminated from KC are outspoken people. The leadership sees such people as threats…
About DRCM. It's too big a story. You know about the police and Kerala courts investigation into the Centre. I can assure you that most of the allegations are not allegations. They are true. Maybe there was no truth in the personal case of rape against a priest from the Centre, but everything else is on the dot. I was there at different times from 1995 to 1999, totaling a period of a few months. I saw terrible things. I have a very incriminating document with me and I had given a copy to Glen & Teresa to show Fr. Augustine Vallooran. Fr. AV refused to reply to my letters on this and other issues. In fact I received threatening words from him. Some of the matters I raised could end up as criminal cases. My finding, backed by a lot of information from insiders, is that Fr. AV is responsible, being in the know of everything. When the case came up at the Kerala High Court, I wanted to give testimony against DRCM but two things happened: the Lord did not answer my prayer to make it possible; and some senior leaders of the mainstream CCR pleaded with me to drop the matter. One said that my evidence would be the "straw that broke the camel's back".

My opinion: God is using Divine Retreat Centre mightily. His Word is preached and people are converted and healed. This does not mean that all the people there are saints. The complete details would shock you, Sonia.

A few months ago my sons and one d-in-law made a good retreat there. Many of my family members are regular there. And we all know the truth about some of the bad people there. But there are also so many real good people at the Centre. As everywhere.

No, I was not wondering about why my articles are not coming on HSI.
I am accustomed to all this from long back. 

It started with SHALOM TIDINGS who published an article on Pranic Healing in July 2000, my first write-up, and nothing thereafter though Benny Punnathara writes to me as regularly as you do. […]

Same again with RENEWAL VOICE from Bangalore and ALL OTHER charismatic magazines. No one will touch my work though they say a lot of good things. Latest rejection was a letter from The Examiner last week.

My work is too direct, and a lot of people prefer the safe stuff. Nothing controversial.

I always said that I can get St Pauls or any Catholic publisher to publish pro-yoga etc. books of mine [if I write such] but not my anti-New Age stuff. Somehow, when it comes to my work, there is ALWAYS some reason or other for hesitation.

If I were a priest, I am certain that none of my articles would be turned down by anyone, even if I wrote rubbish as can be seen in many Catholic magazines.

The breakthrough may come with CHARISINDIA but I am sure that many will be quietly working to limit the publication of what I submitted. Why unnecessarily ruffle the feathers of the Bishops and get their ministries under scrutiny? So even for that I have to wait and see. 

If I let the rejections and disappointments get to me, then I would have folded up long back.

I have been 22 years in the Renewal, had a POPULAR PUBLIC ministry, and can feel the difference now in the last few years of serving in this lonely one with little or no recognition.

I know for sure that though Benny P. supports me, he buckled to pressure. If a magazine cannot have freedom to write the truth, it has lost its prophetic calling. I do not spend more than 5 minutes glancing through SHALOM though Benny has given me a lifetime free subscription. Much the same with MOST magazines that I receive. The ones I scan with a fine-toothed comb for errors are the non-charismatic magazines, because I know that NO OTHER LEADER WILL EVER RISK ENDANGERING HIS MINISTRY BY GETTING HIMSELF INVOLVED IN THOSE ISSUES. So I must.

This is precisely the reason why my unique ministry must go on, especially now with Errol gone. Much love, Mike

Dearest Aneel,
Thanks for writing back at once, and explaining how you feel. Praise the Lord.
The Document cannot be mistaken. If it is anyone, or anything, it can only be me, and my conclusions after my studies.
But so far, no single authority has been able, or willing, to come out and say that, and retain that position publicly.
At least not one of the 3 Cardinals, the Pro Nuncio and over 40 Archbishops and Bishops who have responded to my Letter to the Vatican [that is 1 in 4] in the last 10 weeks. 
Not, too, the 150 leaders of ministries, directors of almost every major retreat centre and the more than a couple of dozen priests in India and abroad who have actually WRITTEN to me [and CONTINUE to write] that they are finding my material useful for teaching the errors of the New Age. 
(Six priests and one Bishop have given unsolicited financial support for this ministry. That, I think, is UNIQUE.)
It would have been wonderful to additionally have your complete confidence too. Since only I know what the Lord has done in my life to prepare me for this ministry, I am confident that my findings are correct.
I have been paying a very high cost, and, despite some stumbles, am joyful about it.
There have, of course, over the years, been a few people who have criticized me and my ministry to others, and avoided me, some for a year or even two, but eventually everyone of them have accepted this ministry as saying the right and much needed things, after they really understood what I am doing, and its dire need in the Church.
I look forward to the day when you will be convinced. And hopefully your spiritual director has the same priorities that you have in ministry. Neither of my two earlier spiritual directors were encouraging about this ministry when I started it.
In fact they couldn't understand it at all, and urged me to give it up. It was VERY discouraging, but I persisted. Both have passed away recently. One was a preacher of charismatic retreats. He changed his position on my ministry later. After HE received Pranic healing from a nun, and himself took his bursar for a sitting in a local hospital!!!! I cannot expect any but a very, very few priests to guide me correctly on this.
Regarding how u feel about the Document, Aneel, it was the very same opinion expressed by many Bandra-ites especially priests. Fr. Conrad Saldanha whom you now know, prepared a reply to that opinion in the name and with the cooperation of the Bandra leaders and they together distributed hundreds of copies when I was there in January. I took permission to reproduce and continue to send it out in the hundreds as hardcopy [no soft copy available to send you. I wish that I could], because of the argument, well- countered by Fr. Conrad and his team, that it is "just a provisional report" and the next Document must be awaited.

Fr. Rufus, after the Deliverance seminar in Ernakulam in Feb. called me aside and told me that if he had had a little more time, he would have liked me to speak. He then told me to keep up the good work that I am doing.

Aneel, I am confident that one day you will fully believe that my findings and conclusions are correct. It is more important to me that you are convinced, because of your prominent and influential position in ministry, than that you publish my articles.
I did not change my attitude towards you though I noticed a long time ago that you had suddenly gone silent on the New Age issue with respect to Holy Spirit Interactive. More important to me, was that you continued to write, extending our new friendship. […]
I would also like you to know, that Bishop Thomas Dabre has written 4 times to me before and after the recent Vatican Seminar [June 14, 15, 16] on the New Age at which he was one of only 30 delegates. He has studied my papers in preparation for that seminar, and like Cardinal Toppo who has written all of 3 times recently, declared my work useful and enlightening. Bp. Dabre is after all the Chairman of the Doctrinal Commission of the CBCI. And Cardinal Toppo is the President of the CBCI. Much love Michael

Dear Michael, 

As you know, it is that time of the week when things get extremely busy but I felt I needed to put a pause to my work and write to you for two very important reasons. 

One, and this is the main reason, is because you are my friend and your friendship is valuable to me. I do not wish to see it flounder over disagreements in viewpoints or misunderstandings in communication, especially because one of the fulcrums of my ministry is unity through diversity. 

The second reason is because it is important to me that you understand where I am coming from. 
I am not chickening out of this fight or allowing myself to be swayed by popular opinion or doing things out of any other reason other than the fact that I do not believe I am ready for this. 

I have been led by the Spirit all this time Michael and I listen to what he says very, very carefully. He is not giving me any answers at this moment and when that happens it is a sign for me to wait. He has rewarded my patience in the past; I am sure that he will reward it in the future too. Let me say things as I see them now: 

1. I believe that the New Age Movement is a clear and present danger. It is what I said in my editorial when I launched the section on NAM and I stand by that. I have not removed any article that I put up, nor have I retracted anything that I have said. 

2. I believe that a lot of Catholics, clergy included, are being led astray by the New Age Movement. I believe that correction is needed and needed soon. 
3. I believe that most of what you say has substance. Your articles are thoroughly researched and documented. Your credentials are excellent. I have no problem with anything that you say and I will not refute anything because I do not believe you are wrong. I however, want confirmation from an independent source and the Holy Spirit. So far I have had none from either. 

4. I believe that HSI can be a very powerful weapon against the New Age Movement. I want to use it. But before I use a weapon I want to be sure of my position. I also need to know the enemy thoroughly and understand how he can be taken out. I am not the type who just goes out swinging left, right and center hoping one of the blows will hit. When I swing, I want the enemy to hurt with every swing. And I want to make sure that I am protected the best I can. 

5. Finally, I believe I am just not ready for this particular war. I have other priorities which need to be addressed and at this moment in time, that is primarily educating Catholics about their faith, strengthening it, and spreading the word of God around the world. Getting involved in NAM at this stage will confuse a lot of people, most of whom can't quote two verses of scripture and don't even know why they go to mass! 

I promise you that at the time the Holy Spirit leads me to do so, I will enjoin you in battle and you will not find a more ferocious warrior fighting by your side. But until that time please respect where I am coming from, support what I am trying to do (as I support what you are doing), with prayers, if nothing else, and let us enjoy our friendship. Until that time, please also continue to educate me on the evils of NAM. I do want to learn. Much love, Aneel
