Chikkamagaluru bishop, priest accused of irregularities in land, pepper deals

Chikkamagaluru, April 6, 2019 

Christian community members of 46 churches of Chikkamagaluru diocese have accused Bishop Anthony Swamy and Fr Shantharaj of being involved in irregularities regarding lands pertaining to St Joseph Education Society and have demanded a probe against them.

As per sources, community members have strong piece of evidence against Bishop Anthony Swamy and priest Fr Shantharaj that they have misused the financial sources of the diocese and are directly involved in scam of land and sale of pepper owned by the diocese. It is said that on Sunday, the community members and its leaders gathered at Catholic Club at Chikkamagaluru and discussed further steps on the probe of the alleged scam.

Presenting the issue Stanly D’Silva said, “The diocese owns an agricultural land at Baskal. It is a multi-crop estate. In 2016, the administration of the diocese cultivated pepper and sold it. There is a huge amount of change in price which denotes that the bishop and his close aides have made money by selling the produce for higher prices. When lay leaders tried to seek clarification on it, Bishop Anthony Swamy and Fr Shantharaj are not ready to give a convincing answer.

“Secondly, without permission of the governing council, the bishop has reportedly transferred the land of St Joseph Education Society to his name and made six sites and sold them to private parties. A donor donated this land to the diocese for the construction of a school for poor children in 1984. But now, the bishop has become the owner of this land and with forged documents and signatures. The bishop also sold another 20 guntas land which was donated by an individual for the construction of hostel. The current value of this land is Rs 18 crore. But the bishop says that he sold it for Rs 2.10 crore. We suspect that there is a scam in this deal and the bishop has received a bigger amount under a secret agreement.

“Apart from this, the bishop and his close aides are ruling the diocese as autocrats. There are no rights for community members and lay leaders to express their opinions. The bishop himself is taking all decisions and does not listen to anyone. If this continues the same way, it will pave way for a riot within the community,” he said.

It is learnt that a committee of lay leaders has been formed to investigate the allegation made on the bishop and the priest. A two-week time period has been given to the bishop and the administration to give convincing answers. If they fail, as part of protest, the members of 46 churches will hold a march from AIT Circle to the Bishop’s house. They have also decided to submit a memorandum to the government for probe in the issue.

Leaders Pramod Pinto, Maria Raj, Jochim, and Alwyn D’Souza were present in the meeting.

A land sale controversy has landed another bishop in trouble in in India.
While Bishop Thomasappa Anthony Swamy of Chikamagalur claimed innocence, members of 46 parishes of the diocese in the southern Indian state of Karnataka accused him of irregularities in handling a land belonging to St Joseph Education Society.

They have demanded a probe against him and Fr A. Shantharaj, a priest of the diocese, reports daijiword.com, a news portal published from Mangaluru.

The portal quoted undisclosed sources to say the parishioners have “strong piece of evidence” of the bishop and the priest misusing the diocesan funds and being directly involved in land scam and sale of pepper owned by the diocese.

However, the diocesan legal adviser V T Thomas has denied the allegations.

“The diocese has not sold out the land as was alleged. The land is still in the name of St Joseph Education society to which the bishop is the president and anyone can verify it from the government records,” Thomas told Matters India on April 8.

Thomas, however, said the diocese had planned to sell the land and authorized the former vicar general to identify a prospective buyer. The deal was abandoned as the diocese did not get the expected sum, he added.

Earlier on March 31, the parishioners and their leaders met at Catholic Club at Chikkamagaluru to demand a probe into the alleged scam.

Chikkamangaluru, formerly Chikamagalur, (literally, “the town of the younger daughter” in Kannada), is some 245 km northwest of Bengaluru, the state capital. This hilly region is the first place in India where coffee was planted in 1670.

Stanley D’Silva, one of the leaders, said the diocese owns a multi-crop estate at Baskal, some 25 km south of Chikkamagaluru. The diocese cultivated pepper there in 2016 and sold it.

He alleged the bishop and his close aides sold the produce at a higher price, but recorded a much lower amount in the diocesan books. When some lay leaders sought clarifications, the bishop and the priest failed to give “a convincing answer,” D’Silva alleged.

Another allegation is that the bishop had transferred the land of St Joseph Education Society to his name, converted it into six sites and sold them to private parties.

“A donor had donated this land to the diocese for the construction of a school for poor children in 1984. But now, the bishop has become the owner of this land and with forged documents and signatures,” the lay leader alleged.

The bishop is also accused of selling another land donated by another individual to build a hostel. The current value of this land is 180 million rupees, but the prelate reportedly claimed it was sold for only 21 million rupees.

“We suspect that there is a scam in this deal and the bishop has received a bigger amount under a secret agreement,” D’Silva alleged.

He also accused the bishop of being an autocrat who took decisions without consulting others.

“If this continues the same way, it will pave way for a riot within the community,” D’Silva warned.

Meanwhile a committee of lay leaders has been formed to investigate the allegations.

The committee has given two weeks for the bishop and the administration to respond. If they fail, members of the 46 parishes plan to march to the bishop’s residence. They have also decided to submit a memorandum to the government to probe the issue.

Indian Catholics accuse bishop of selling church land

Chikkamagaluru, April 10, 2019
A group of Catholics in a southern Indian diocese have accused their bishop and a priest of selling off prime church property, causing massive financial loss, but the bishop dismissed the claim as an attempt to tarnish him.
Bishop Anthony Swamy Thomasappa of Chikmagalur and his former vicar general, Father Shantha Raj, teamed up to take ownership of two plots of land worth 180 million rupees (US$2.4 million) at a cheaper value, lay leaders told media on April 6.
Lay representatives from several parishes have met at Chikkamangaluru (formerly Chikmagalur), a town in Karnataka state, to decide on their course of action, Stanley D’Silva, a Catholic who spearheads the protest, told ucanews.com.
D’Silva said they have documented proof to show that the bishop and priest sold off a plot of prime land of St. Joseph Education Society for 21 million rupees. The land is worth 90 million rupees at market rates, he said.
They also accused the bishop of misusing the income from another piece of land and taking ownership of it from the diocese.
They complained to the papal nuncio to India, Archbishop Giambattista Diquattro, on April 4, said Michael Sadanda Baptist, a member of St. Joseph Education Society, which functions under the diocese.
“If the nuncio fails to act as per canon law, we will be forced to take recourse in Indian law to bring the accused to justice,” Baptist told ucanews.com.
He said the sale of the society’s property was carried out without even informing society members. Government registry documents show that the land was sold to a builder for just 21 million rupees, he said.
The ownership of another piece of land belonging to the church-run St. Joseph Boys High School also remains doubtful, Baptist said. They believe the prelate and the priest joined to “misappropriate” this property, also worth 90 million rupees, he said.
“We have given a fortnight for the bishop to come out with facts, failing which we will take appropriate legal action,” D’Silva told ucanews.com.
However, Bishop Thomasappa said the allegations are based on confusion and denied involvement in any sale deeds. However, he accused his former vicar general of “misdeeds that created the present impasse” in the diocese.
The bishop said he had authorized Father Raj to find a prospective buyer as there was an agreement in the diocese to sell the land and “utilize the funds for other developmental needs of the diocese,” he told ucanews.com.
The bishop said the priest made a verbal agreement with a prospective buyer to sell the land “but he was not authorized to do that.”
Some money was transferred to the society but the society returned the money to the prospective buyer and “unanimously decided not to sell the land at all,” the bishop said, reiterating that “no deal was executed.”
The bishop said he removed the priest from all official positions of the diocese soon after he came “to know about his misdeeds.”
Father Raj could not be contacted and has remained incommunicado since the allegations became public early this month.
The diocese’s legal adviser, V.T. Thomas, told ucanews.com that the land “is not sold. It is still in the name of the society, its rightful owner.”
Some church people link the allegations to ethnic factionalism that has been haunting Catholics for more than three decades in Karnataka state. 
The local Church has three main factions — migrant Tamil-speaking Catholics from neighboring Tamil Nadu, Kannada-speaking Catholics from Karnataka and Konkani-speaking Catholics from the southwestern coast of the state.
Bishop Thomasappa and Father Raj are said to be Kannada-speaking Catholics, while most others in the diocese, including those spearheading the protests, are Konkani-speaking Catholics.
The allegation comes more than a year after similar charges were leveled against Cardinal George Alencherry of Ernakulam-Angamaly in neighboring Kerala state by his own priests and lay leaders. The Vatican intervened last June to remove the cardinal from his administrative roles and appoint Bishop Jacob Manathodath as administrator.
Criminal case registered against Chikkamagaluru bishop on land issue
https://www.daijiworld.com/news/newsDisplay.aspx?newsID=619422
Chikkamagaluru, August 29, 2019
A case was registered against Bishop of Chikkamagaluru diocese Dr. T Anthony Swamy and diocese priest Fr A. Shantharaj for allegedly attempting to sell a land reserved to build hostel for St Joseph’s Boys High School. The land belongs to St Joseph’s Educational Society. Dr. T Anthony Swamy is the president of the society and Fr Shantharaj was the vice-president. 
Earlier Christian community members of 46 churches of the diocese had demanded probe for alleged irregularities regarding lands pertaining to St Joseph Educational Society. 

Now the case was registered in Chikkamagaluru town police station under the instructions from the court.

The complaint says that wrong information was given to competent land authorities to sell the land by producing incorrect documents. The case has been registered under IPC 34 and 406. 
The complaint says that the society was registered under Societies Act to provide education to the marginalized. 

Michael Baptist, who held the press meet here on Thursday, August 29, informed that the he is also the member of the Society and he was not taken into confidence in any matter regarding the sale. He informed that apart from president and vice-president there are other 6 members who were kept in the dark regarding sale attempts. 

The 20 guntas land was donated by F G H Fernandes in 1984 for the purpose of building a hostel for the students.

An attempt was also made to sell another 20 guntas of land standing in the name of St Joseph’s Boys High School. The market value of these both lands stands at around Rs 18 crore. 

Michael Baptist has mentioned in the complaint that as per church laws any land worth above Rs 1 crore cannot be sold without consent from Pope. 

Michael alleged that when the bishop and the priest do not have any right to sell or negotiate to sell any land without the consent of all the members of the society, they took Rs 40 lacs advance which was illegal as well as unethical. He said that other 6 members stopped the deal and the illegal transfer was averted. 

Along with Michael S Baptist, the parishioners Stany D Silva, Hezine Quardros, Nelson D Silva and Sylvester Saldana were present at the press meet.

Police investigate Chikmagalur bishop in land case

Kochi, September 5, 2019
Police have begun investigating a Catholic bishop accused of conspiring to sell off prime church property, causing financial loss to his diocese in southern India. 

A lower court in Karnataka state asked police to investigate a charge of criminal breach of trust against Bishop Anthony Swamy Thomasappa of Chikmagalur and his former vicar general, Father Shantha Raj.

Officials of St. Joseph Education Society, which functions under the diocese, have been complaining since April that the bishop and Father Raj conspired to take ownership of two plots of land worth 180 million rupees (US$2.4 million) and sold them off at a cheaper value.

Bishop Thomasappa told ucanews.com that the allegations were baseless and the case aimed to tarnish his image.

“The allegations are fabricated. Those who are hell-bent on tarnishing my image moved the court” and obtained the order for police investigation, the bishop told ucanews.com on Sept. 4.

He said police and church authorities including the papal nuncio to India, Archbishop Giambattista Diquattro, did not act on the complaint because it was baseless.

As police did not act, the complainant for the education society, Michael Sadanda Baptist, took the case to the district court, which asked the police on Aug. 19 to investigate the allegations.

Bishop Thomasappa said there was a proposal to sell the land and a real estate developer was identified as a prospective buyer. The developer deposited 400,000 rupees as an advance.

“The deal, however, was called off when we found that it was struck at a cheaper rate” by Father Raj, the bishop said, adding that he soon removed the priest from all official positions in the diocese.

“Earlier, they accused me of selling the land. Now they are after me for a deal which was not executed at all,” Bishop Thomasappa told ucanews.com.

“When they accused me of an illegal sale, I challenged them to prove it with a sale deed and they failed. Where is any crime here? It seems I am being blamed for calling off a deal that was not in the interests of the diocese.”

Baptist, however, maintains that the education society’s land was sold off without informing even its members and he has records to prove his allegations. “A crime was committed but no one is punished yet,” he told ucanews.com on Sept. 4.

He said he had tried to ensure justice from within the Church but no officials including the nuncio acted, forcing him to take the case to civil authorities.

The diocese’s legal adviser, V.T. Thomas, however, disagreed with Baptist.

“The land in question is in the possession of the diocese and not sold to anyone. This case will not stand in a court of law,” the lawyer said.

The charge of criminal breach of trust will not stand against the bishop as he has not committed an offense, Thomas said.

If proved, the charge could be punished with a three-year jail term.

Irregularities in land deals - HC quashes Chikkamagaluru bishop, priest's plea

Michael Sadananda Baptist, member of administrative committee of St Joseph's Educational Society in the city, has welcomed the quashing of the Writ petition filed before the high court by first accused bishop T Anthony Swamy and second accused, former vice president of the society Fr A Shantaraj for quashing of the Proceedings of the case registered at the Town police station, Chikkamagaluru against them for illegally committing the sale of two sites that were reserved for the construction of hostel building of St Joseph’s boys high school.

In a press conference, Michael gave the details of the case and said, "A criminal case was registered under IPC sections 34 and 406 on the two accused for misleading the Urban Development Authority and City Municipality by providing wrong documents as the Land which was kept reserved for Hostel Purposes was converted into 6 residential sites in the name of President, In addition, they kept the administrative committee of St Joseph's Educational Society in the dark and indulged in the proceedings of the sale of the two sites, which are worth crores of rupees.

“First accused bishop T Anthony Swamy and second accused Fr Shantaraj had got a stay of eight weeks when the police investigation was going on in the case. However, the honourable high court, which went through the documents which was provided by the complainant, quashed the writ petition that was filed by the accused and ordered the Police to investigate the matter further. Under these circumstances, the Advocate of the diocese V T Thomas, who is also working as a Lokayukta lawyer (whose wife is the principal of St. Joseph’s PU College, Chikkamagaluru) has misled the public in the press conference held by him on behalf of the accused on October 24, 2019 by giving false statement by submitting some documents during the press meet. The complainant has clarified that this statement and documents furnished were contrary to the actual decision had taken in matter of the illegal attempt of sale of the property, V T Thomas has with the malicious intent of framing the Secretary of the Society, mislead the public through media and has made false accusations. With regard to the General Body and Administrative Committee meetings that concluded on June 22, 2018, he has given a false statement to the press, which is far from the real decisions that were concluded at these meetings. It is truly appalling that he has given statements to the press that are opposing the true decisions of the meetings and has gone ahead and told the press that, ‘The committee has unanimously decided in favor of the sale of the property’.

“He has further hidden the facts and stated that there was consensus achieved on the sale of the property and this was recorded in the resolution book. He also went on to further state in false statements that the Secretary of the Society has in his own handwriting recorded this resolution in order to frame the President and the Vice President, has scratched out this resolution in the book and that all the members of the committee have approved on this matter of the sale of the property.
“In reality, the truth is that the committee had decided not to proceed with the sale of the property since it is illegal, against the bylaws and would have caused huge loss to the society. There is clear proof that the statement is a systematic and predetermined lie and false accusations were driven through V T Thomas’ statement. 
While the minutes of the meeting were captured correctly, V T Thomas has presented only partial documents and few pages of these minutes to support his false claim. He has combined these pages with a page from the Resolution Book to paint a false picture that the sale of the property was unanimously approved. The page submitted by him has a correction vide human error while taking notes and he has used this correction to falsely accuse the Secretary of misconduct, since the Secretary was made witness to this case. This human error has been rectified on the following page, which clearly states that the committee has decided to NOT proceed with the sale of the property. This misinformation by V T Thomas and showing of only partial documents clearly shows malicious intent.

“The second accused in the case Fr Shantaraj, along with Harry Fernandes, Jenny Claus David, Sanju and Helavar have tried to defame the members of the administrative committee by falsely accusing the members in the applications given to the Deputy Registrar, Urban Development Authority and officials of the City Municipality. The Christian community leaders condemn this attitude of Fr Shantaraj and the above-mentioned members.

“Apart from this, V T Thomas has written to the Deputy Registrar of the Co-operative Societies on September 13, 2019, stating that the accused are Kannada Christians and therefore they have been falsely blamed in the matter of the land deal. This statement is in fact, far from the truth. This is a ploy designed to create a rift in the name of Kannada and Konkani and thereby mislead people from the real topic of the illegal attempt of sale of the property. His statements are therefore severely condemned by the leaders of the community, Christian society, which upholds and functions on peace, harmony and brotherhood. However, people of the community have not paid heed to his misleading words and are on the side of truth and justice and have provided their support and confidence to this good cause.

“St Joseph’s Education Society (SJES) is a registered society under the provisions of Karnataka Society’s Registration act. On the Basis of the complaint lodged by several persons against the society, the Deputy Registrar (DR) of Chikkamagaluru conducted an enquiry and has held that the allegations levelled against the president and Vice President of the society relating to the proceedings of the illegal attempt of sale of two sites belonging to the society by accepting Rs 40 lac as advance, which was later prevented by the Governing Body members. In addition, converting the property illegally into 6 residential plots which was intended for hostel purposes, all contrary to the Bylaws with allegations proved. In the DR’s enquiry report, it has been directed that legal action against the President and Vice President be taken and this action be reported back to his office.

“It is not known why the accused persons are hesitating to face the investigation, if no wrongdoing has occurred? It is well established by now that law will treat all people equally. A thorough and impartial investigation will bring out the truth.

“The community leaders of Chikkamagaluru diocese have also urged the bishop T Anthony Swamy, the first accused in this criminal case to step down from the post of President and also as the bishop of Chikkamagaluru diocese in order to uphold the high moral standard of his office and his religious duties as the Bishop, till his name is cleared honourably,” he said.

Subject:  Appeal to investigate into the scam in the funds received for community hall construction from the Department of Minorities by St Mary’s Church Association ® which is established contrary to St. Mary’s Church in Arsikere Town, Hassan District

Reference: Notice-1 No. BCM-3/CR-55-2011-12, dated 25-02-2019 from the Office of the District Officer, Department of Minorities, regarding construction of community hall by the St Mary’s Church Association ®

Reference: Notice-2 No. BCM-3/CR-55-2011-12, dated 29-05-2019 from the Office of the District Officer, Department of Minorities,  regarding construction of community hall by the St Mary’s Church Association ®

            With reference to the captioned subject, St. Mary’s Church in Arsikere Town, Hassan District was established in 1890, and has a history of 130 years. Having such a long history, many educational, religious, social activities are being conducted through St. Mary’s Church.  This Church belongs to the Diocese of Chikmagalur. The Bishop’s permission has to be obtained to receive grants from any department and to collect donations from the public.  Moreover, being the Trustee, the Bishop officially has power over all movable and immovable diocesan assets in the districts of Chikmagalur and Hassan.  St Mary’s Church, Arsikere and its assets have been lawfully registered under Chikmagalur Diocese bearing Registration Number - Volume IV, Document No. CKM-4-00213-2011-120 No. CKMD 101 dated 23/02/2012 at the Office of the Sub-Registrar, Chikmagalur.  Every Parish under the Diocese has a lawfully constituted Parish Council to implement development and religious activities of the church and the Parish Priest is the president of the Parish Council.


Even as the authorised Parish Council of St. Mary’s Church existed as per the statutes of the Diocese, Fr A. Shantraj, who was the Parish Priest of the church in 2008 formed an unauthorised St. Mary’s Church Association with 7 members under his chairmanship, and registered it with the District Registrar of the Co-operative Department. Thus, the finances which are supposed to be managed by the authorised organisation are being unlawfully managed by the President A. Shantraj and Secretary Edward of the unauthorised organisation. 


 In any financial matters, sale of property, receiving of grants, or collection of donations, the bishop receives the proposal of the Parish Council and gives an authorisation letter to the concerned through the Parish Priest. For Example, the Bishop approved the proposal dated 25-06-2017 by the Parish Council of St. Mary’s Church consisting of 28 members under the chairmanship of the present Parish Priest, Fr William Pereira, and gave his recommendation letter dated 11-01-2018 for renovation of the dilapidated church building and construction of the compound wall, which was submitted with an estimate of Rs. 150 lakhs, sketch, and with all related documents to the office of the District Officer, Department of Minorities, Hassan, and was forwarded to the Honorable Director, Department of Minorities, through your office letter no. DOM-2/Church Renovation/CR-119/2017-18 dated 12-01-2018, which received approval and grants were released. The renovation of the Church is under progress and is in the final stage at present.


Even as the renovation work of the church is in progress in accordance with the norms of your department, A. Shantraj, who was formerly a priest in St. Mary’s Church and then transferred to another place, and is in no way connected now to the church, but who is the chairman of the unauthorised St. Mary’s Church Association,  along with the secretary of the organisation, Edward, has unlawfully manipulated the documents of a site measuring 110 feet X 55 feet, belonging to St. Mary’s Church, and submitted the documents to your office along with a dateless letter. 
        In this background, your department released Rs. 10 lakhs and they have done hall construction work. Thereafter, your department has released an additional Rs. 40 lakhs, but no construction has been done from that grant.  In fact, as per the rules of your department, since they have received Rs. 50 lakh grants from your department, they are expected to execute construction worth Rs. one crore. But the construction of Rs. 10 Lakhs undertaken earlier itself is in a dilapidated condition. Along with this letter, we have attached photos of the construction in a dilapidated condition.


On coming to know that construction has not been done, you visited and inspected the spot on 27-02-2019 and 29-03-2019 and saw that the construction of the said building has stopped.  On being convinced of the facts, you issued the first notice to the secretary of St. Mary’s Church Association through your office letter no. No. BCM-3/CR-55-2011-12, dated 25-02-2019 directing him to give a written reply within 3 days. In addition, you have informed him to speed up the construction as per the estimate and sketch submitted to the government, complete the building construction within 3 months, and submit the progress report to your office along with confirmation from the Assistant Executive Engineer of Panchayatraj department, failing which, the delay in construction would be reported to the Directorate of Minorities and the money already released to St Mary’s Church Association would be collected from the organisation with 18% interest and deposited to the government and legal action would be initiated. 


As there was no reply to the first notice issued from your office, you have issued second notice no. BCM-3/CR-55-2011-12, dated 29-05-2019 to the secretary of St. Mary’s Church Association stating “Including the additional grant of Rs. 40 lakhs and the first instalment of Rs. 10 lakhs, totally Rs. 50 lakhs have been released. There is no reply to the notice dated 25-02-2019, directing you to complete the building construction within 3 months, and submit the progress report to our office along with confirmation from the Assistant Executive Engineer of Panchayatraj department.”  You have directed the secretary of St. Mary’s Church Association to give a written reply within 3 days of receiving the second notice. In the second notice dated 29-05-2019, you have again directed him to complete the building construction within 3 months, and submit progress report to your office along with confirmation from the Assistant Executive Engineer of Panchayatraj department. Although one year has passed, no action has been taken against the unauthorised St. Mary’s Church Association as informed in the notice, and in spite of your notice, the dilapidated construction continues to be in status quo raising many doubts.


There are doubts that the Rs. 50 lakh grants released from your department have been misused.  We provide a proof for it here. On 18-06-2019, the treasurer of St. Mary’s Church Association, ® Mr. Anthony has submitted his resignation letter to the Association’s president and secretary. The reasons given in his resignation letter are as follows: “From the birth of the organisation to this day, General Body Meeting of the organisation has not been convened. As per the bye-laws of the Association, the financial matters that were supposed to be managed by the treasurer have not been handed over to me. I do not have any role in the probable mishaps and possible legal battles related to financial matters. As unlawful activities have taken place in the organisation, I resign from the post of the treasurer”. In addition, he has sent his attested letter to the Sub-registrar of cooperative societies.


While observing what has been stated in the resignation letter of the treasurer, and the bye-laws of St. Mary’s Church Association there is nothing mentioned about conducting religious, educational, social activities. But the byelaws have been formed so that it is convenient to them. They have registered the organisation with activities such as receiving donations from the public, receiving grants, demolition, construction, sale and repair of buildings, and utilising the profit received from various sources for the progress of the members. The activities and bye-laws of the association make it clear, that this association has been established with the purpose of conducting business and earning profit by the members rather than the good of society.

In addition to this scam in Arsikere by St. Mary’s Church Association president, Shantraj, another land case involving huge money at St. Joseph’s Educational Society, Chikmagalur is registered at Chikmagalur police station through the court and the case is under investigation. The president of St. Mary’s Church Association, Arsikere A. Shantraj is the second accused in this case. He has been dismissed from the post of the Vice-President of St. Joseph’s Educational Society in the land scam for fraud through unlawful manipulation of documents and submission of false documents to government authorities. In another scam, this same Shantraj has shown the priests residence in St Joseph’s Cathedral Campus, Chikmagalur as the Church. He has misused Rs. 35 lakhs which he received from the Minorities Department without doing any repair. A complaint regarding this scam has been given to the ecclesiastical authorities.


It has been found that a person like this has established the St. Mary’s Church Association in Arsikere and in the name of Hall construction through the Association has misused the grants received from the government.  This is a serious matter. An investigation has to be conducted and legal action should be taken against the Association president A. Shantraj and the Association’s office-bearers. The grants that have been misused have to be recovered from them. 


The Christian community known for its service, peace, harmony, trust, faith has lost its reputation because of a few above mentioned persons.  Due to  such incidents, we fear that the really deserving will be deprived of grants. Our community is pained by these incidents. By taking legal action against the culprits, we intend to stop such incidents in the future and send out the message that culprits cannot escape punishment. Thanking you.
