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Britney Spears Says She is ‘Catholic Now’ in Social Media Post

American pop star Britney Spears announced on her Instagram on Aug. 5 that she is Catholic and attends Mass. 
In a post made Thursday evening, Spears, 39, shared two videos. In one, she is seen posing in a pair of jean shorts and a sweater. In the second, she is shown twirling in a blue dress with flowers.

In her caption, Spears said, “Pssss as for the next video … I just got back from Mass … I’m Catholic now … let us pray 🙏🏼 !!!” 

Spears, a native of McComb, Mississippi, was raised Baptist. She first rose to fame as a child on the television show Star Search, before being cast on the The All-New Mickey Mouse Club at the age of 11. She released her debut album, “...Baby One More Time” in January 1999 at the age of 17. 

While some online were taken aback by Spears’ sudden announcement of her religious conversion, she has expressed an affinity for the faith in past Instagram posts. Spears has repeatedly posted prayers, including the Hail Mary, and speaks frequently about her prayer life. Her Instagram bio reminds people to “Pray Every Day 🙏🏼✝️.” 
While Spears was raised Baptist and now says she is Catholic, it is not certain if she was previously baptized, and it is unclear if she has received any other sacraments. 

After a public breakdown in 2007, Spears has been under a conservatorship. She made headlines earlier this year when she requested that her father, Jamie Spears, be removed from his position as conservator. A “#FreeBritney” movement was established online to show support for Spears’ independence. 

Spears’ mother Lynne Spears, sister Jamie Lynn, and nieces Maddie Aldridge and Ivey Joan Watson, are practicing Catholics, with Jamie Lynn joining the Church fairly recently. 

As a part of her since-removed 2018 year in review Instagram story highlight, Jamie Lynn posted a picture on her Instagram dated Feb. 18, 2018, captioned “pregnancy + RCIA. Worth it.”

Jamie Lynn and her mother are pictured alongside Bishop Robert Muench, the now-bishop emeritus of the Diocese of Baton Rouge.

It is unclear if Lynne was her daughter’s confirmation sponsor. Lynne Spears has repeatedly posted on social media about Mass, saying once that “7:30 Mass in Kansas City is the BEST way to start our busy day!” She also posted about visiting churches on her travels. 

Jamie Lynn has spoken about how she placed rosaries, crosses, and other sacramentals around the hospital bed of her eldest daughter Maddie, when she was nearly killed in an ATV accident in February 2017. 

In a 2007 video for her album Blackout, Spears stirred controversy for posing suggestively with an actor depicted as a priest, in a confessional. 
In June, Spears revealed that as part of the conservatorship, she has been forced to wear an intrauterine device (IUD) despite wanting to have another child. (Spears has two sons from her marriage to backup dancer Kevin Federline.)

“I want to be able to get married and have a baby,” said Spears during a court hearing in June. “I was told that right now in the conservatorship, I am not able to get married or have a baby. I have an IUD inside of myself right now so I don’t get pregnant. I wanted to take the IUD out so I can start trying to have another baby, but this so-called team won’t let me go to the doctor to take it out because they don’t want me to have children.” 

Catherine Hadro, host of EWTN Pro-Life Weekly, said on the “Speak Out” segment of her July 3 episode that the claims of Spears being forced to wear an IUD were “deeply disturbing.” 

“If what Britney Spears says is true, her conservators are allegedly deeming her incapable of motherhood,” said Hadro.  
Hadro compared this rhetoric to that of the abortion industry, saying that like what Spears had been told, the abortion industry “feeds a lie to women (that) they are not strong enough to be a mother to their own child.”

Pop singer Britney Spears has revealed that she has become a Catholic.
In an Instagram post, the 39-year-old told her more than 32 million followers she has become a Catholic by captioning a video of her dancing in a blue dress.

She said: “Pssss as for the next video…I just got back from Mass … I’m Catholic now … let us pray !!!”

It is not the first time that Spears has hinted at having a Christian faith. Early in her career, she spoke openly about wanting to remain a virgin until marriage and explained how she had been brought up going to a Baptist church.

However, earlier this year during a Q&A on Instagram she admitted she goes “back and forth” between religions.

“I grew up Baptist,” she says. “But I studied Kabbalah so I go back and forth – but I do believe there is a god,” she said.

The artist has been known to have explored other religions such as Hinduism and Kabbalah, an “ancient spiritual wisdom that empowers us to improve our lives, discover our purpose, and achieve the lasting fulfillment we are meant to receive” as described by Kabbalah Centre’s website.

Many celebrities, including Madonna, were involved in the practice and it was her who introduced Spears to the religion in 2004. However, two years later Spears announced on her website she was “no longer studying Kabbalah.”

In 2006, the pop singer was spotted at Hindu temple in California with her son, allegedly taking part in a blessing ceremony for him.

Spears is also known to have a tattoo of a pink and white cross on her lower hip and another one on her neck written in Hebrew, which says ‘Mem Hey Shin’ and which means “healing.” She posted a picture of her most recent tattoo on Instagram saying: “It’s my favorite tattoo but ironically you never see it ?????? !!!!!”

As for her variable relationship with Christianity, she recently posted Bible verses on her social media accounts and even a picture of her in front of a church building saying: “Even on holiday, always take time to go to church”.

Her Catholic post comes as the singer continues her legal battle against her father. Spears’ new lawyer, Matthew Rosengart, has just filed legal documents demanding Jamie Spears, Britney’s dad, be removed as the singer’s conservator.

The next hearing is due to take place on September 29 but Rosengart has requested it be moved to August 23.

Britney Spears has revealed on Instagram, somewhat casually, that she is now a Catholic, and that she attends Mass. No one knows where, exactly, the troubled singer is in the process of full conversion, but well-wishing observers have excitedly pointed to an intercession by Mel Gibson, first reported in July, during which he told the star to turn to God and that only Christianity would save her.

Until this week, Spears' mental decline had been heartbreaking to watch. She has been locked up for a decade, unable to make financial or life decisions for herself. A cabal of Hollywood turbo-dykes has been running her conservatorship, keeping her prisoner for their own enrichment — and probably sick enjoyment. She was coming apart. Her soul was screaming out for relief. You could see it in her eyes.
And yet, now there is hope. We should treat the news that Spears "is Catholic now" with cautious optimism, of course — though, personally, I confess I rejoiced. She will be a hot mess for a long time, and perhaps forever. But who am I, of all people, to condemn a hot mess? I know better than anyone the healing power of Almighty God and His One, Holy, Catholic and Apostolic Church.

We should care about Spears because we are all Britney Spears. We are all suffering under a corrupt, self-serving and venal conservatorship, which we call "globohomo," the international network of banks, NGOs, secret societies and overarching global governance bodies that decide whether and how we may live. We have no authority to shake off these manacles. Our freedoms are being curtailed, and our souls are in crisis. Spears is, once again, a perfect shorthand for the American zeitgeist.

Spears' lesbian manager and lesbian lawyer, in cahoots with her grasping father, perpetuated a conservatorship only necessary in the first place because the demonic machinery of Hollywood took a beautiful young girl and wrecked her. The truly diabolical thing is, Spears wasn't gone in the head when they imprisoned her "for her own good." It was just the usual celebrity wackiness, shaving her head and getting a bit too dependent on prescriptions from Dr. Feelgood.

She was instead driven mad by the cure. Does that remind you of anything? Because it should. It's an almost perfect allegory for the world under COVID tyranny. Americans never died of COVID, unless they were very old or very fat, but they sure are dying of the deadly and evil vaccines. Spears wasn't crackers when all this began, but, in a cruel, sadistic irony, the isolation imposed on her took its toll and began to break her. We feel her pain, don't we?
