Bishop Oliver Dashe Doeme
A Nigerian bishop says that he has seen Christ in a vision and now knows that the rosary is the key to ridding the country of the Islamist terrorist organization Boko Haram. 
Bishop Oliver Dashe Doeme says he is being driven by a God-given mandate to lead others in praying the rosary until the extremist group disappears.
“Towards the end of last year I was in my chapel before the Blessed Sacrament… praying the rosary, and then suddenly the Lord appeared,” Bishop Dashe told EWTN News April 18. 
In the vision, the prelate said, Jesus didn’t say anything at first, but extended a sword toward him, and he in turn reached out for it. “As soon as I received the sword, it turned into a rosary,” the bishop said, adding that Jesus then told him three times: “Boko Haram is gone.” “I didn’t need any prophet to give me the explanation,” he said. “It was clear that with the rosary we would be able to expel Boko Haram.”
The bishop said he didn’t want to tell anyone, but “felt that the Holy Spirit was pushing him to do so.” 
He started with the priests of his diocese, and then told participants in the April 17-19 #WeAreN2015 congress in Madrid, Spain. The event is being sponsored by the Spanish Catholic sister groups hazteoir.org and CitizenGo to gather ideas on how to preserve the Christian presence in nations where they are most persecuted.
Bishop Dashe leads the Diocese of Maiduguri, in northeastern Nigeria's Borno State. In 2009, there were around 125,000 Catholics under his guidance. After a surge in violence from the Islamist extremist group called Boko Haram, today “there are only 50 to 60 thousand left,” he said. 
Most of those who fled sought safer areas in other parts of Nigeria, he said. Some of the same families are now returning home as armed forces from Nigeria, Chad and Cameroon liberate their homes. 
In 2014, Boko Haram became known worldwide when members kidnapped nearly 300 girls from a school in Borno State. On March 7, 2015, five suicide bombers killed 54 and wounded nearly three times as many in the capital city of Maidaguri, where the bishop lives and works. 
The group has killed 1,000 people across Nigeria in the first three months of 2015, according to Human Rights Watch, which reports that more than 6,000 have died in Boko Haram-led violence since 2009. 
Just last month, the group pledged its allegiance to ISIS – also known as the Islamic State – which launched a bloody campaign in Iraq and Syria last summer.
Meanwhile, Bishop Dashe has just completed a “consolation tour” to communities in his diocese, promoting forgiveness and continued faith. He believes he was asked by Jesus to spread devotion to the rosary in order to aid them as they do so.
“Maybe that’s why he did it,” said the bishop, referring to Jesus in his vision.
Bishop Dashe said he has a strong devotion to Christ’s mother, and that “I never joke with ‘Mamma Mary.’ I know she is here with us.”

And he is not the only Nigerian bishop putting the future of the country in the hands of Mary. The nation’s bishops’ conference has consecrated the country to her twice in recent years. 
Bishop Dashe believes that one day his diocese will completely recover and grow thanks to her intercession.
“These terrorists… think that by burning our churches, burning our structures, they will destroy Christianity. Never,” Bishop Dashe told several hundred people from the dais of the #WeAreN2015 congress. “It may take a few months or a few years … but ‘Boko Haram is gone.’”

Christ to Bishop: Pray Rosary to Defeat Terrorism

A Nigerian bishop claims to have been told by Christ in a vision that the way to rid his nation of the Islamist terrorist group, Boko Haram, is to pray the Rosary.
CNA/EWTN News is reporting that Bishop Oliver Dashe Doeme of the Diocese of Maiduguri in the hard-hit Borno state received a powerful message from Jesus late last year while in prayer.

“Towards the end of last year I was in my chapel before the Blessed Sacrament… praying the rosary, and then suddenly the Lord appeared,” Bishop Dashe told EWTN News April 18.

At first, Jesus said nothing, but extended a sword toward him which he reached out to take.

“As soon as I received the sword, it turned into a rosary,” the bishop said.

Jesus then told him three times: “Boko Haram is gone.”

“I didn’t need any prophet to give me the explanation,” the bishop said. “It was clear that with the rosary we would be able to expel Boko Haram.”

At first, he didn’t want to tell anyone what had happened but said he felt that “the Holy Spirit was pushing him to do so.”

He started by telling the priests in his diocese, then participants in a conference in Spain
He started with the priests of his diocese, and then told participants in a conference in Madrid, Spain which was dedicated to gathering ideas on how to preserve the Christian presence in nations where they are the most persecuted.

Bishop Dashe is no stranger to the violence of Boko Haram. His diocese is located in northeastern Nigeria’s Borno State, one of the worst hit areas. It was here that the terrorists seized more than 250 girls from a school in Chibok, most of which have never been seen again. Just last month, five suicide bombers killed 54 people and wounded hundreds in Maiduguri, where the bishop lives. In January, more than 150 people were slaughtered as they tried to flee to safety after the terrorists launched a killing spree in the towns of Baga and Doro Gowon, also located in Borno State.

The constant bloodletting has driven thousands of Catholics from their homes. In 2009, there were about 125,000 Catholics in the Diocese. That number has now dwindled to about 50 or 60 thousand.

Thus far, Boko Haram has caused the deaths of more than 6,000 people since 2009, with more than 1,000 killed in just the first three months of 2015.

For now, the Bishop is busy visiting hard-hit communities in what he calls a “consolation tour” to promote forgiveness and to spread devotion to the Rosary because he believes Jesus said it would help the people to heal and forgive.

“Maybe that’s why he did it,” said the bishop, referring to Jesus in his vision.

Bishop Dashe has a strong devotion to the Mother of God, who he affectionately refers to as “Mamma Mary” and knows that she is with them in their struggle against Boko Haram.

He also believes that one day his diocese will recover from the horror of these days, thanks to Mary’s intercession.

“These terrorists… think that by burning our churches, burning our structures, they will destroy Christianity. Never,” the bishop said during the conference in Spain.

“It may take a few months or a few years … but ‘Boko Haram is gone.’”

He later told EWTN News that “prayer, particularly the prayer of the rosary, is (what) will deliver us from the claws of this demon, the demon of terrorism. And of course, it is working.”

Boko Haram Said to Be in Disarray

Only months after Jesus told a Nigerian bishop that the Islamic terrorist group, Boko Haram, would be defeated by the rosary, former captives are reporting that the group is in disarray and is desperate for cash and weapons.

Breitbart [http://www.breitbart.com/national-security/2015/05/05/rescued-boko-haram-captives-say-terrorists-in-disarray-facing-weapons-shortage/] is reporting on interviews conducted with various women and girls who have been rescued from the jihadists who say the group is desperately trying to sell the 700+ women and girls they’ve captured in order to raise funds to buy more weapons.

They also said some members are openly complaining about the lack of sufficient weapons to stave off the Nigerian military which has been gaining more and more ground in recent weeks.

The men, they said, “began complaining to their captives about lack of guns and ammunition last month, and many were reduced to carrying sticks, while some of their vehicles had either broken down or lacked gasoline.”

The jihadists are so desperate that they reduced the asking price for the girls to $10 with the hopes of being able to sell more of them and raise the money they need before the military frees them.

Conditions in the camp are deplorable, so bad that even the wife of the leader of the jihadists fled the scene. The women said they were mostly kept indoors and occasionally brought food from the camp’s insufficient supply. Many were beaten so severely they have been left physically and emotionally traumatized.

One 18 year-old captive named Binta Ibrahim said one evening in April the jihadists stood before the women and announced: “Our leaders don’t want to give us enough fuel and guns and now the soldiers are encroaching on us in Sambisa. We will leave you.”

“They threatened us, but after they left, we were happy and prayed the soldiers would come and save us,” the woman told Reuters.

On the day of their rescue, when the militants spotted two army helicopters circling overhead, they hurriedly began trying to sell off the women to make as much money as possible before the army approached. As the group began to flee, many women refused to go with them. Some were stoned to death for their defiance while others hid in the grass and were crushed by fleeing vehicles. All told, more than a dozen women were said to have died on the day of the rescue.

Thus far, the army claims that none of the schoolgirls who were kidnapped from a school in Chibok have been rescued. Women from inside the camp say the girls were mostly sold into slavery or married off to jihadist fighters last year in Nigeria or neighboring Cameroon.

Breitbart reports that the fight against Boko Haram appears to have taken a turn last week as the Nigerian military entered the Sambisa forest, believed to be the last major stronghold of the terror group.

It has only been seven months since Bishop Oliver Dashe Doeme of the Diocese of Maiduguri in Nigeria received a powerful message from Jesus while at prayer before the Blessed Sacrament. Our Lord appeared to him and extended a sword. When the bishop took the sword, it turned into a rosary. Jesus then repeated three times “Boko Haram is gone.”

Since that time, Bishop Doeme has been traveling his hard-hit diocese encouraging people to pray the rosary. As word of the vision began to spread around the world, the faithful from every part of the globe joined him in praying the rosary for the defeat of Boko Haram and its violent allies.

It is surely no coincidence that Boko Haram is now beginning to weaken and we can only imagine how much more peace can be brought to the world if we continue to wage war against terrorism with heaven’s mighty “sword”!

Bishop’s Rosary Campaign is working!

It’s been a little over a year since Our Lord appeared to Nigeria’s Bishop Oliver Dashe Doeme to tell him that with the sword of the rosary, the terrorist group Boko Haram would be “gone” from his country and signs of the group’s unraveling are beginning to be seen.

The Associated Press (AP) is reporting on breaking news from the Nigerian military headquarters in Maidurguri where 76 starving Boko Haram fighters and their families have reportedly turned themselves into authorities. Desperate for food, the detainees claim that many more fighters want to surrender.

Authorities see this as a significant sign that their strategy of choking off the supply routes of the Islamic extremists is working.

Much of the credit can go to Nigerian President Muhammadu Buhari who vowed to stop Boko Haram upon taking office 10 months ago and has taken several steps to convince the people that he’s serious. In addition to replacing the leadership in the military and resupplying soldiers, he moved the headquarters for the fight against Boko Haram from the distant capital of Abuja to the heart of the insurgency in Maidurguri.

The tactics appear to be working. The group, which aligned itself with ISIS, had set up an Islamic caliphate in the northern part of the country but the military has since dislodged them, forcing the group to return to its earlier tactics of suicide bombings.

In addition to the latest group of surrendering fighters, dozens more insurgents turned themselves in in September and October last year after a promise from the government that those who gave themselves up voluntarily would be rehabilitated through a de-radicalization program.

As early as last spring, former captives of Boko Haram reported that the group was in disarray with soldiers desperate for guns and ammunition. Leaders were desperately trying to sell off their 700+ captives to raise money to buy weapons.

One of the group’s most heinous crimes was the 2014 kidnap of 276 schoolgirls from Chibok, most of whom were sold into slavery. To date, they are responsible for the killing of more than 20,000 people in a six-year-long campaign to establish a radical Islamic caliphate in the country.

But those plans seem to be unraveling, especially since late 2014 when Bishop Dashe experienced a vision of Our Lord while praying in his chapel in the Diocese of Maiduguri in the hard-hit Borno state. The Lord appeared to him and offered him a sword. When he reached to take it, the sword turned into a rosary. Jesus then told him three times: “Boko Haram is gone.”

“I didn’t need any prophet to give me the explanation,” the bishop said. “It was clear that with the rosary we would be able to expel Boko Haram.”

Since that time, Bishop Dashe has traveled throughout the country, exhorting the faithful to take up the “sword” of the rosary to defeat the radical group that has caused so much suffering and death in the country.

Although the group is a still a force to be reckoned with, the Lord has apparently decided that the reckoning will be soon – and it will be on His terms.

“Boko Haram is Gone”

Just two years after Jesus uttered these words during a vision to a Nigerian bishop, Nigerian president Muhammadu Buhari announced that the Boko Haram terrorist group has been driven from its forest camp and its fighters scattered.

The Associated Press is reporting on President Buhari’s announcement, which came this week, in which he commended Nigerian troops for “finally entering and crushing the remnants of the Boko Haram insurgents at Camp Zero,” which is located deep within the heart of Sambisa Forest.

Buhari announced that the “long-awaited and most gratifying news of the final crushing of Boko Haram terrorists in their last enclave” and declared “the terrorists are on the run, and no longer have a place to hide.”

As the AP reports, the Sambisa Forest was where Boko Haram was believed to be holding some of more than 200 schoolgirls who were kidnapped in April 2014 from a school in the town of Chibok, an act that sparked international outrage.

“Further efforts should be intensified to locate and free our remaining Chibok girls still in captivity. May God be with them,” Buhari said.

Thus far, 197 of the girls remain missing.

Boko Haram’s seven-year uprising has left more than 20,000 people dead and driven another 2.3 million people from their homes, creating a massive humanitarian crisis. According to the United Nations, another 5.1 million people are in danger of starvation in northeast Nigeria where Boko Haram ambushes make humanitarian aid difficult to deliver.

In 2014, at the height of the group’s reign of terror, Bishop Oliver Dashe Doeme of the Diocese of Maiduguri in the hard-hit Borno state, was praying for God’s help against Boko Haram when he received a powerful message from Jesus.

“Towards the end of last year I was in my chapel before the Blessed Sacrament… praying the rosary, and then suddenly the Lord appeared,” Bishop Dashe told EWTN News shortly after the apparition occurred.

At first, Jesus said nothing, but extended a sword toward him which he reached out to take.

“As soon as I received the sword, it turned into a rosary,” the bishop said.

Jesus then told him three times: “Boko Haram is gone.”

“I didn’t need any prophet to give me the explanation,” the bishop said. “It was clear that with the rosary we would be able to expel Boko Haram.”

At first, he didn’t want to tell anyone what had happened but said he felt that “the Holy Spirit was pushing him to do so.”

Bishop Doeme started by telling the priests in his diocese, then participants in a conference in Madrid, Spain. Eventually, word of the apparition spread throughout the world where unknown millions of the faithful began to pray the rosary for the liberation of Nigeria from the brutal grip of the terror group.

Since that time, Boko Haram has been suffering steady losses of fighters, food, ammunition and strongholds, which indicated that ongoing efforts to eradicate the group were slowly beginning to succeed.

Although President Buhari’s announcement is welcome news, the fight is not yet won. According to the AP, insurgents are regrouping in other areas of the country, which means suicide bombings, village attacks and assaults on remote military outposts are likely to continue for some time.
