Carmelite priests “dialogue” with Hindu Swami
Udupi: Carmelite priests from various states hold discussions with Paryaya Swamiji

Udupi (Karnataka), January 28, 2018
More than eleven Carmelite priests, who have arrived all the way from places like Kochi, Delhi and other places met Sri Vidyadheeshateertha Swamiji of Paryaya Palimar Math on Saturday, January 27.
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At the Palimaru mutt: Fr. Gregory D’Souza OCD is the one wearing a maroon-coloured shawl; the other Carmelite priests sport saffron (the sacred colour of Hinduism) shawls
The team led by Fr Prof Gregory D’Souza took part in a meeting held at Rushivana in Bengaluru* and later visited Sri Krishna Math here. All the Carmelite priests in this team are professors in various educational institutions and are doing research on ‘Indian philosophy, religion in current position and other subjects'. The team discussed topics like existence of God, Vedantha, Indian culture, using religion at present situation and other subjects during the interaction with the Swamiji. *I believe that it should read as “Ryshivana** in Mangaluru”. **See further below
Speaking to Daijiworld, Fr Prof Gregory D'Souza said, "As we are teachers, professors and PhD holders on various subjects, we do further research in an interdisciplinary approach and bring out literature, books and scientific articles. Our theme was 'The impact of the teaching on human beings as a person'. Human as a person is a biological being with body and senses. Human, as a psychological being, has external and internal senses and intellect. Human, as a social person, is in relation to each other.
"He is a mystical being and all we have to transit. There is a popular religious of city which is distinct from true religion. Therefore, we want to find out and see true religion, which contributes to the progress and development of human society. Through this literary research, all PhD Carmelites want to contribute to the upliftment of society."

During the interaction, the Swamiji opined, "Every human has belief in God. Definitely, God exists. Without him, nothing will be there in the world. God lives in every human being. We can experience God in human beings. We can find God by surrendering our souls fully to him. There is a doubt whether human being has control over his five organs. But how can a man breathe without control of anything, even in an unconscious state? This is made possible only by the existence of God."

Fr Wilson Srampickal, PhD holder in theology, Fr Sebastian Mahimairaj, PhD in management, Fr Verghese Cheriyakadavil, PhD in theology, Fr Boby Xavier, PhD in psychology, Fr Thomas Marottikap Arambil, PhD in Biblical Theology, Fr Bosco Correya, PhD in philosophy, Fr Antony Ponvelil, PhD in theology, Fr Benjamin Elias, PhD in spirituality and Fr Augustine Muloor, PhD in sacred Scriptures participated in the philosophical discussion with Sri Vidyadheeshateertha Swamiji.

Palimar Swamiji spent half an hour in healthy, logical discussion and felicitated the Carmelite priests thereafter. The Carmelite priests also offered shawl and fruits to Swamiji as a token of respect.

Joseph Rebello, coordinator of the event was also present on the occasion.

The Carmelite priests go to the temple’s Hindu swamis to “dialogue” and not to preach the Gospel of Jesus Christ, while the Catholic sheep entrusted to their care wallow in ignorance and neglect of their Faith.

Who is Fr. Prof. Gregory D’Souza? A summary:
To address the study and practice of religion on a scientific basis, Fr. Gregory D' Souza created a foundation called RAS, which stands for Religion And Science. He believed that Yoga is also a science.
To provide the necessary means for systematic and scientific study of Yoga, Fr. D' Souza set up an associate foundation called SRI, which stands for Spirituality Research Institute.
The Carmelites’ parish, the Infant Jesus Shrine at Bikanerkatte in Mangaluru, became a centre of Yoga.

Ryshi Vana Yoga Kendra was set up with the assistance of Catholic priests of the Carmelite congregation. Yoga exponent V. L. Rego of Mangaluru said that this Religion, Yoga, Spirituality, Health Institute (RYSHI) and Spiritual Research Institute (SRI) was set up for research and promotion of Yoga.

Ryshivana, however, is not a private enterprise of Fr. Gregory D’Souza. It belongs to the Karnataka-Goa province of the OCDs and when I wrote that story in 2007, Ryshivana was “in the process of being affiliated to Teresianum, the Carmelite faculty of Spirituality in Rome”.
As the director of the Dhyanavana institute, founded by him, from 1994 to 2002 Fr. D’ Souza promoted spiritual and moral self-renewal, inculturation and inter-religious dialogue. During these years, a good number of people especially religious and priests have undergone “self- renewal” programme at this centre.
Fr. Gregory D’Souza wrote books on yogic spirituality which he blended with Eastern mysticism and exported the techniques to Catholic parishes in the West. As I mentioned above, there is whole lot of information on Fr. D’Souza and Rego on pages 40 through 47 of the April 2007 report. Please go through it.
I understand from my sources that Rego and the priest fell out over the Ryshivana business.

I am also informed that Fr. D’Souza is not actively and openly propagating yoga as he used to a decade ago.

But the latest Daijiworld story of his leading an interreligious dialogue expedition to the feet of Hindu godmen is equally worrying. Please read the files listed at the end of the present file to understand my concerns. What is transpiring today in the Indian Church is not what was intended by Vatican Council II and not what most Catholics imagine genuine interfaith dialogue to be. It is a complete travesty of the real thing, a capitulation to the enemies of evangelization and the preaching of the unicity of the Gospel of Christ.
