A: In my own opinion, this was not a mortal sin and would not need confession. However, I believe that my own opinions do not carry any weight so I attempt to never give them in my answers. Personally, I would confess this so that a priest could give me advice and an appropriate penance. Personally, I have had some similar situations in our adoration chapel where someone will attempt to speak to me. I don’t want to insult them as I do not know what their understanding of our faith is. I give them a quiet and as short of a reply as possible. My voice level and body language ‘witnesses’ to them and resolves the matter. 

“When the will sets itself upon something that is of its nature incompatible with the charity that orients man towards his ultimate end, then the sin is mortal by its very object - - - whether it contradicts the love of God, such as blasphemy or perjury, or the love of neighbor, such as homicide or adultery - - - But when the sinner’s will is set upon something that of it’s nature involves a disorder, but is not opposed to the love of God and neighbor, such as thoughtless chatter or immoderate laughter and the like, such sins are venial. For a sin to be mortal, three conditions must together be met: ‘Mortal sin is sin whose object is grave matter and which is also committed with full knowledge and deliberate consent.”
 “Mortal sin requires full knowledge and complete consent. It presupposes knowledge of the sinful character of the act, of its opposition to God’s law. It also implies a consent sufficiently deliberate to be a personal choice. Feigned ignorance and hardness of heart do not diminish, but rather increase, the voluntary character of a sin.”
