1. Animal sacrifices during Vedic period recognized

Many learned Vedic commentators of India of the past and present agree that animal sacrifices in India are true and actual. Shankara and Ramanuja who were recognized as religious leaders of the past, both recognize the practice of animal sacrifices in ancient time. In India during the Vedic period, saints observed Nara Medhya Yagnam (Cow body sacrifice), and Ashwa Medhya Yagnam (Horse body sacrifice).

2. Horse sacrifice in Rig Veda

The Ashvamedha (Sanskrit: अश्वमेध aśvamedhá; "horse sacrifice") was one of the most important royal rituals of Vedic religion, described in detail in the Yajurveda (TS 7.1-5, VSM 22–25[1] and the pertaining commentary in the Shatapatha Brahmana ŚBM 13.1–5). The Rigveda does have descriptions of horse sacrifice, notably in hymns RV 1.162-163 (which are themselves known as aśvamedha), but does not allude to the full ritual according to the Yajurveda. As per Brahma Vaivarta Purana (185.180), the Ashvamedha is one of five rites forbidden in the Kali Yuga, the present age. (Wikipedia)

3. Mahavira and Gowthama Buddha disapproved animal sacrifices

Mahavira and Gowthama Buddha alienated themselves from Vedic animal sacrifices. It was during Buddhist rule in India, animal sacrifices to gods and goddesses were forbidden. But, even then, in many villages and small towns these animal sacrifices are still followed by people. Many religious scholars are struggling to disprove and get away from the fact of ancient animal sacrifices during the Vedic period.

4. Animal sacrifices are shadows for the sacrifice of God

All animal sacrifices both in Vedic times in India and in Old Testament times in Palestine are shadows for the real sacrifice of God or Prajapathi (Praja = People; Pathi = god, so God is called god of people). In Hinduism, Prajapati (Sanskrit: प्रजापति (IAST: prajā-pati)) "lord of creatures" is a group Hindu deity presiding over procreation, and protection of life. Vedic commentators also identify him with the creator referred to in the Nasadiya Sukta. (Wikipedia)

5. Sama Veda describes the sacrifice which can be offered

“Tandya Maha Brahmanam” that this is the sacrifice that saves the shadow of the true sacrifice. “Yagnota owati tasya chhaya kriyate”. What is the perfect sacrifice? “Satpatha Brahmanam” “Prajapatir yagnah” which means God himself is the sacrifice. In “Tandya Maha Brahmanam” of the Sama Veda we read, Sru: ‘Prajapatir, devebhyam at manam yagnam Krutir prayachhit’ which means “God would offer himself as a sacrifice and obtain atonement for sins.” In the Satpatha Brahmanam it says God has to be half mortal and half immortal. ‘Tasya Prajapatirardhameva matya masidar dhamanrutum’.

This means, the incarnation united the human and the divine. The sovereign Lord of this world incarnate as a man in this world and give himself to be the sacrificial animal to redeem mankind from sin. He himself is the sacrifice. The Rig Veda specifies ten important requirements for the sacrificial Purusha.

6. Should be without a blemish (Nishikalanga Purusha)

Kaatyaayana Srautasootram describes in chapter six, that the water and fire were to be used for the purification of the animals, since blameless (defect less) animals are not available in this world. - Jesus was born of a virgin (pure, not from the sexual intercourse). Jesus had a perfect life without sin.

7. The Purusha has to be separated from others

While sacrificing the horse, the sacrificial horse is always separated from other horses. A bush of thorns is usually placed on the head of the horse to inform the people that this horse is separated from the sacrifice. Also the head of the horse is considered to represent the Purusha (Sathapatha Brahmana 13th kanda, 6.22). - The Bible says, "The soldiers platted a crown of thorns, and put it on his head, and they put on him a purple robe" John 19:2, thus separating Him from others. A crown of thorns was placed on Jesus head when he was crucified.
8. The Purusha has to be rejected by his own people

In Itareya Brahmana it is written that the sacrificial animal should be rejected by its father, mother, brother, sister and friends (2.16). The Prophet Isaiah wrote, "He (Jesus Christ) was despised and rejected and they shouted to crucify him". Jesus said on the cross, "Eloi Iama sabaktani", which means, "My God, My God, why have you forsaken me?" (Matthew 27:46).

9. The Yagna Purusha has to suffer silently

Rig Veda 5.46.1 says, "Like a horse I have yoked myself, well knowing to the pole. I seek neither release nor turning back". Jesus suffered silently. He did not seek release from this suffering as He surrendered to God’s will in the garden of Gethsemane. "He was oppressed and afflicted, yet He did not open his mouth. He was led like a lamb to the slaughter and as a sheep before the Shearer's is silent" (Isaiah 53:7).

10. The Purusha has to be tied to a post

In Satapata Brahmana it is written, never do they immolate an animal without tying it to a pole. "Na varute yapaat pasum alabhate kadachana (III -7.3.1)". It is important to tie the animal to a sacrificial pillar before it is sacrificed. This pillar is called "Yupastampa (sacrificial pillar)", which has now become a flag mast. Jesus was bound to a sacrificial post called the cross. Ps. 118:27 says, "Bind the sacrifice with cords, even unto the horns of the altar".

11. The blood of the sacrificial man should be shed

Bruhad Aranyaka Upanishad (3.9.28.2) says, "Tvacha evasya rudhiram, prasyandi tvacha utpatah, Tasmaattadarunnaat praiti, raso vrukshadi vahataat"; As the sap comes out of the cut tree, blood comes out of the Purusha who is cut. This was fulfilled in Jesus Christ when he was nailed to the cross. "He did not enter by means of the blood of goats and calves; but entered the most holy place once for all by His own blood, having obtained eternal redemption. Without shedding blood there is no redemption" (Hebrews 9:12, 22).

12. The sacrificed animal's bones should not be broken

In Itareya Brahmana 2.6 it is stated that the sacrificer separates the twenty-six ribs of the animal without breaking them In the Bible, Exodus 12:46 says that the bones of the animal should not be broken. Three hours after crucifixion, "when they (soldiers) came to Jesus, and saw that he was dead already, they brake not his legs"(John 19:33).

13. The sacrificed Purusha should return to life

The Bruhad Aranyaka Upanishad says, "Yad Vruksho vrukshano rohati, mulannavatharah punah, martyah svinmrutyuna vruknah, kasmaanmulaat prarohati, Retasa iti maavocata, jivatastat praja yate, dhanaruh a iva vai crau vruksho, anjasaa pretya sammbhavha". This means, if the tree is cut, it will grow again from its root. But after the man (martyah) was cut off by death, from which root does he come forth? Do not say that he is from the ratas (seed or semen) because ratas comes from the one who lives. Remember this man is dead. But this man (Purusha) comes alive, on his own. "Him (Jesus Christ) God raised up the third day, and showed him openly" (Acts 10:40). "But now is Christ risen from the dead, and become the first fruits of them that slept"(1 Cor. 15:20). This is an important revelation concerning the resurrection of the Lamb of God.

14. The flesh of the Purusha should be eaten by his saints

In Satpata Brahmana (5.1.1.1, 2) we find that Prajapati gave Himself up to them, thus the sacrifice became theirs, and indeed the sacrifice is the food of the gods (saints). At the last supper Jesus took the bread, gave thanks and gave it to his disciples saying, "Take and eat; this is my body. Then He took the cup, gave thanks, and offered it to them, saying, Drink from it, all of you. This is my blood of the new covenant, which is shed for many, for the forgiveness of sins" (Matthew 26: 26, 27). Jesus told his disciples before his death that they should eat his flesh and drink his blood –The bread they eat is symbolical of His Body and the wine they drink is symbolical of His body.

15. The sacrifice is for all

Verse 8 in Purusha Sukta explains, Tasmaad yagnatsarvahutah, pasuntamscakre voayaryaa, naananyaan gramyaasca ye. By that sacrifice, all these originated: sprinkled ghee and all kinds of animals of the sky, forest and country. The significance of sprinkled ghee represents the original sacrifice. Verse 9 of Purusha Sukta says: Tasmaad yagnat sarvahuta, nucha samaari jagnire, Chandaamsi jagnine, tasmaad yajustas naada jaayatah. From that sacrifice, Purusha offered everything that he had, including the Rig, Sama, Yajur Vedas and the Chandas (sacred writings). Jesus Christ was given to all. "He who did not spare His own son, but gave him up for us all, how will he not also, along with him graciously give us all things?" (Romans 8:32). All the above descriptions about the perfect sacrifice correspond only to Jesus Christ, though impliedly. This sacrifice is not exclusively meant for any sect but this is for all who are born in this world and who are in the bondage of sin.

16. Real and supreme sacrifice upon the Cross

The real and supreme sacrifice was to take place upon the cross of Jesus Christ. Christians do not observe animal sacrifices. They believe that the Lord and savior Jesus Christ has fulfilled the requirement of animal sacrifices in His body which was sacrificed on the wooden tree. Scholars of the Vedanta would make a grave mistake if they deny the old heritage of animal sacrifices of the Vedic times. It does not mean that these animal sacrifices need to be revived again after God had offered His own Body in the incarnation of Jesus Christ as the final sacrifice for the remission of the sins of the whole world.

Many of the above 16 points are presented in one of the talks -- given in six different languages -- at each and every retreat preached at and by the Vincentian Congregation’s Divine Retreat Centre, Muringoor (in Kerala State). I have heard it multiple times during my visits there from 1995 to 1999. The talk is given by Aravindaksha Menon who wrote to me several inland letters which are still in my possession. In one of them, Aravindaksha Menon shared that the Vincentian priests did not allow him to be baptized because they were of the opinion that his testimony would have more impact if he gave it as a Hindu. When he was finally given baptism, he assumed the name of Jeswin Paul. Anyone who has been to Divine Retreat Centre is aware that every single word preached from the stage there is one hundred percent vetted by the founders and directors of the Centre: Fr. Mathew Naickomparambil VC, Fr. George Panackal VC, and Fr. Augustine Vallooran VC.

As a corollary to that, I can state that not a word extra which is unapproved by the priests may be uttered. Such is the tight control that is exercised over the preaching, teachings and testimonies. 
So, we can assume that the Vincentian priests had subscribed to -- and possibly still subscribe to – the claims of Jesus being the Prajapati of the Vedas as made out by Aravindaksha Menon.
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These claims are enshrined in Aravindaksha Menon’s 1997 English edition book “Divine Harmony” (an earlier one is available in Malayalam) published by Divine Printers and Publishers with a message by Fr. George Panackal and with a Foreword by Fr. Dr. Augustine Vallooran.
Menon uses the mantra “Om” and refers to the “Omkara” in the referred book, “Prayer for Eternal Peace”, page 16. When I enquired about its usage by him, he wrote me an explanatory defense of his usage of it.

The animal sacrifices are practiced even today in Indian Soil, though it is forbidden by the Government.

Every home sacrifice many young lambs for their god. Christians will surely understand that how the Jewish animals sacrifices has a place in Indian soil, because Jews migrated to India especially to South India even before the birth of Jesus Christ.

People in India still believe that by sacrificing an animal, the curses and sins of their family will be gone.
In Tamil Nadu, India, I have personally witnessed such animal sacrifices and often spoke to the people about the parallels of Old Testament and Indian Vedic scriptures, which were fulfilled in Jesus Christ.

For many educated people it is an eye opener.
Read the book of Moses 2, Leviticus Chapter 1" 1-9.

Jesus is the fulfilment of all animal sacrifices.
Hebrews 7: 28; 9:28, 10: 10, 12, 14

Atonement for Sins
In the beginning, God allowed mankind to sacrifice animals, so as to make them understand that there is atonement for everyone's sins, as it is written in Thertiriya Aranyaka verse 3, Sarvapapa pariharo raktha prokshna mavasyam which means that the atonement is through shedding of blood only.

Though the animal's blood is not a substitute, it was expected that man would repent and turn away from his sinful ways by seeing the animal, which is being sacrificed on his behalf. But mankind started practicing it just as a ritual, and thus came into condemnation.

If mankind were to be saved from this predicament, as Thertiriya Aranyaka 3rd verse says again,

"thad raktham Paramatmena punyadana baliyagam" which means that-blood has to be through the sacrifice of God himself.

The Purusha Sukta says, there is no other way other than the sacrifice of Purusha Prajapati. Purushao vava yagna (Chandokya Upanishad 3.16.1), God, the Purusha is the sacrifice.

Not only by acknowledging but also by accepting this sacrifice as one's own, and for one's own sake, the identity of one's self with the Divine Self is achieved.


Vedic requirements for the Sacrificial Purusha
The Rig Veda specifies ten important requirements for the sacrificial Purusha.

1. Should be without a blemish (Nishikalanga Purusha)
Kaatyaayana Srautasootram describes in chapter six, that the water and fire were to be used for the purification of the animals, since blameless (defect less) animals are not available in this world.

2. The Purusha has to be separated from others
While sacrificing the horse, the sacrificial horse is always separated from other horses. A bush of thorns is usually placed on the head of the horse to inform the people that this horse is separated from the sacrifice.

Also the head of the horse is considered to represent the Purusha (Sathapatha Brahmana 13th kanda, 6.22).

3. The Purusha has to be rejected by his own people
In Itareya Brahmana it is written that the sacrificial animal should be rejected by its father, mother, brother, sister and friends (2.16).

4. The Yagna Purusha has to suffer silently
Rig Veda 5.46.1 says, "Like a horse I have yoked myself, well knowing to the pole. I seek neither release nor turning back".

5. The Purusha has to be tied to a post
In Satapata Brahmana it is written, never do they immolate an animal without tying it to a pole. "Na varute yapaat pasum alabhate kadachana (III -7.3.1)". It is important to tie the animal to a sacrificial pillar before it is sacrificed.

This pillar is called "Yupastampa (sacrificial pillar)", which has now become a flag mast.
6. The blood of the sacrificial man should be shed
Bruhad Aranyaka Upanishad (3.9.28.2) says, "Tvacha evasya rudhiram, prasyandi tvacha utpatah, Tasmaattadarunnaat praiti, raso vrukshadi vahataat",

As the sap comes out of the cut tree, blood comes out of the Purusha who is cut.

7. The sacrificed animal's bones should not be broken
In Itareya Brahmana 2.6 it is stated that the sacrificer separates the twenty-six ribs of the animal without breaking them

8. The sacrificed Purusha should return to life
The Bruhad Aranyaka Upanishad says,

"Yad Vruksho vrukshano rohati, mulannavatharah punah, martyah svinmrutyuna vruknah, kasmaanmulaat prarohati, Retasa iti maavocata, jivatastat praja yate, dhanaruh a iva vai crau vruksho, anjasaa pretya sammbhavha", which means, if the tree is cut, it will grow again from its root. But after the man (martyah) was cut off by death, from which root does he come forth? Do not say that has is from the ratas (seed or semen) because ratas comes from the one who lives. Remember this man is dead. But this man (Purusha) comes alive, on his own.

9. The flesh of the Purusha should be eaten by his saints
In Satpata Brahmana (5.1.1.1, 2) we find that Prajapati gave Himself up to them, thus the sacrifice became theirs, and indeed the sacrifice is the food of the gods (saints).

10. The sacrifice is for all
Verse 8 in Purusha Sukta explains,

Tasmaad yagnatsarvahutah, pasuntamscakre voayaryaa, naananyaan gramyaasca ye.

By that sacrifice, all these originated: sprinkled ghee and all kinds of animals of the sky, forest and country. The significance of sprinkled ghee represents the original sacrifice.

Verse 9 of Purusha Sukta says:

Tasmaad yagnat sarvahuta, nucha samaari jagnire, Chandaamsi jagnine, tasmaad yajustas naada jaayatah.

From that sacrifice, Purusha offered everything that he had, including the Rig, Sama, Yazur Vedas and the Chandas (sacred writings).


How meticulously these Vedic requirements have been fulfilled in Jesus Christ of Nazareth
1. Jesus Christ was without any blemish
In the Old Testament Bible it is written, "Do not bring anything with a defect, because it will not be accepted on your behalf"(Leviticus 22:20). "Whether male or female, present before the Lord an animal without defect" (Leviticus 3:1).

The New Testament says, "In Him (Jesus Christ) there was no sin"(1 John 3:5).

2. Jesus Christ was separated from others
The Bible says, 
"The soldiers platted (sic) a crown of thorns, and put it on his head, and they put on him a purple robe" John 19:2, thus separating Him from others.

3. Jesus Christ was rejected by his own people
The Prophet Isaiah wrote,

"He (Jesus Christ) was despised and rejected and they shouted to crucify him".

Jesus said on the cross, "Eloi Iama sabaktani", which means, "My God, My God, why have you forsaken me?" (Mathew 27:46).

4. Jesus Christ suffered silently
"He was oppressed and afflicted, yet He did not open his mouth. He was led like a lamb to the slaughter and as a sheep before the Shearer's is silent" (Isaiah 56:7).

5. Jesus Christ was tied
Ps. 118:27 says, "Bind the sacrifice with cords, even unto the horns of the altar".

6. Jesus Christ's blood was shed
This was fulfilled in Jesus Christ when he was nailed to the cross.

"He did not enter by means of the blood of goats and calves; but entered the most holy place once for all by His own blood, having obtained eternal redemption. Without shedding blood there is no redemption" (Hebrews 9:12,22).

7. Jesus Christ's bones were not broken
In the Bible, Exodus 12:46 says that the bones of the animal should not be broken. Three hours after crucifixion,

"When they (soldiers) came to Jesus, and saw that he was dead already, they brake not his legs"(John 19:33).

8. Jesus Christ rose again from the dead
"Him (Jesus Christ) God raised up the third day, and showed him openly" (Acts 10:40). "But now is Christ risen from the dead, and become the first fruits of them that slept"(1Cor. 15:20).

9. Jesus Christ gave his body to be eaten
At the last supper Jesus took the bread, gave thanks and gave it to his disciples saying,

"Take and eat; this is my body. Then He took the cup, gave thanks, and offered it to them, saying, Drink from it, all of you. This is my blood of the new covenant, which is shed for many, for the forgiveness of sins" (Mat. 26: 26,27).

10. Jesus Christ was given to all
"He who did not spare His own son, but gave him up for us all, how will he not also, along with him graciously give us all things?" (Romans 8:32)

Many Christians are surprised at the ease with which the Prajapati Heresy entered the Evangelical and Conservative churches. After all these churches are known for fighting against doctrinal perversion, then how did they overlook this perversion? The reason lies more in history than in theology, and thus a chronological narration of the history of this movement is essential.  

To the best of current knowledge, the idea that culminated in the Prajapati Heresy began with Krishnamohan Banerjea. In 1875 he wrote in a book titled Aryan Witness that "if the writers of Rigveda could visit India today, then in comparison to all the faiths that prevail here today they would identify Christians as closest to their own religion". Many Prajapati teachers of today identify Banerjea as the originator of Prajapati movement. Missions researches also concur with this idea. However, though Banerjea originated the idea, the present development of the Prajapati Movement resulted from an apparently fraudulent tract that came subsequently.  

Around 1950, a person of Telegu origin by the name of Anubhavananda Kesavaray Sarma published an article full of fictional quotations, which is now circulated as a tract titled "Sacrifice". Subsequently, this tract was translated from Telegu into English by a lady named H. Kaveribai, and it started appearing as a gospel tract from the forties onwards. Soon after, this questionable tract was translated into Hindi, and other Indian languages. The largest Christian Publishing house in India was the publisher and distributor of this tract. Consequently, the tract had wide distribution among all evangelical Christians. (They did so in good faith, but they have now reportedly withdrawn the publication of this tract following objections raised by critics of Prajapati Heresy).  
The above observation reminds Christian leaders and publishers in good standing that because of their leading position they should not endorse a product, person, or teaching without due cross- examination. If an ordinary believer recommends error, the results do not travel much. When an organization or a Christian leader of repute recommends error, it travels widely riding upon their reputation.  

Though attempts at relating the Christian and Hindu faiths began in 1875, the birth of the present-day Prajapati Movement actually took place with the publication of the above-mentioned fiction- filled tract. The eight decades of work done in this direction prior to this tract helped to prepare the minds of Christians to accept this work blindly and unquestioningly. Gradually the idea of Prajapati Sacrifice spread slowly among Christians, and many individuals started using these ideas in their preaching.  

In the sixties and seventies Paul Sudhakar became popular for his messages relating Hinduism and the Christian faith. However, most leaders in the Brethren Movement viewed his approach with skepticism, and therefore he did not gain any widespread following here. As a result of that, he did not gain widespread following in other separatist movements like the Pentecostals and the Baptists. Apparently, Paul Sudhakar did not leave any significant disciple in these circles, though the memory of his ministries still linger (Harvest Times, 1997).  

It must be remembered, however, that this fictitious Prajapati preaching was quite different from the New Prajapati who broke upon the scene in the nineties. It is in the nineties that the theology of this movement was revealed in written form. The sixties to eighties was a period of preparing the Christian minds to receive the New Prajapati when he arrives in his new avatar in the nineties. This was the period when Prajapati silently crept into Sunday-school textbooks, into increasing number of articles, books, and even into Bible colleges. Gradually an atmosphere was beginning to develop where Prajapati was changing from a person of doubtful utility into a welcome guest.  

The changing scenario resulted in the appearance of numerous gospel tracts, all of which had Prajapati as the central theme. The idea of "nine characteristics" was repeated endlessly till it settled firmly into the Indian Christian mind, specially that of the Keralite Christians. Some scrupulous elements took advantage of the situation to introduce additional hoaxes of their own.  

In the original Telegu tract the now-famous nine characteristics were mentioned only briefly. However, many people of the present generation (who did not have much connection with Sanskrit or with the Hindu scriptures) allowed their imagination to soar to great heights. They began adding to the explanation given in the original tract, till Prajapati looked like a character who is an integral part of the Bible and the Christian lore.  

Some of the more aspiring people "invented" more quotations and circulated articles and tracts with these. The Christian community (already intoxicated with finding nine characteristics of Christ in the Vedas) was excited to discover more such characteristics. Now the total number of characteristics rose to 15 to their excitement. This included the statement attributed to Samaveda: "I worship the person who is born of a virgin". The fact that such fraudulent statements were circulated mindlessly and uncritically by the Christian community shows that the time was ripe for the rise of the real Prajapati Heresy.  

The real heresy raised it head in the nineteen nineties through the Books of Mr. Koshy Abraham. A lesser role was played by the books of Joseph Padinjarekara and Arvindaksha Menon. Many other lesser writers also wrote, but none of them was able to came close to the quantum of material produced (and the depth of doctrinal fallacies introduced) by these three writers.  

The Golden Period  

The golden period of the Prajapati Heresy can be identified as the first half of the nineties, though the influence continued into the second half. This period saw the publication and wide distribution of their most serious and voluminous publications. These include Is Man A Sinner By Birth, The Christ Of Aryan Vedanta, The Christian Philosophy Of Aryan Vedanta, Crucifixion: Which Is Prajapati Sacrifice, and many others authored by Mr. Koshy Abraham. These also include From Death Lead Me To Immortality, and Christ In Ancient Vedas, both by Dr. Joseph Padinjarekara.  

The significant books also includes Divine Harmony by Arvindaksha Menon. Menon is a Roman Catholic. In their anxiety to see Christ as Prajapati, many believers are not aware of the above fact about Menon. They naively think that Menon is a Brethren or Pentecostal believer. This golden period saw the introduction of numerous cassette tapes and other such mass-distribution material that spread the message widely.  

The culmination of all this can be said to be the establishment of the Christava Vedanta Vedi (Christian Vedanta Forum), presumably with Mr. Koshy Abraham being the motivator behind all this. Of course eventually he did become the most important person in this movement. From the name of the organization it can be gleaned that they aim to reconcile Vedanta philosophy with the Christian theology. The same idea is the thread running through all the books produced by the Prajapati Heresy in the nineties. J. C. Dev was another important functionary of this movement, and it was under his office that the Hindu Mantra "Om Shanti" was chanted in a Christian meeting, the meeting inaugurated by the Hindu Acharya Samagrananda, and a Roman Catholic priest honoured by bringing Bible-believing Christians and the idolatrous Catholics to the same state to preach "the same glorious gospel" of Christ.  

The Vedanta Vedi conducted numerous meetings, and the authors associated with it wrote numerous books, tracts, and articles. They also delivered numerous lectures. From these, the philosophy of this Forum can be deduced and summarized inter alia into the following points:  
1. All the religious books are as inspired by God as the Bible is. 
2. Biblical Theology and Vedanta Philosophy are identical in essence. The seeming difference between them is only a difference in our perception.  

3. Man is not a sinner by birth, and consequently there is no Adamic sin nature in man.  

4. Jesus Christ and many of the Hindu gods (or avatars) are one and the same in essence.  

5. Jesus Christ is NOT eternal, but rather a creation of God.  

6. Hindu Vedas contains the gospel of salvation, and a Hindu needs only to obtain salvation through this path. Similarly, people of all religions can obtain salvation through the message of salvation that is available in their own religion.  

7. By implication, preaching about salvation by grace through faith in the shed blood of Christ (and Christ alone) is NOT essential.  

As even a novice can recognize, propagating the above doctrines as Biblical is nothing short of heresy and blasphemy. More so among Bible-believing churches. Yet this movement was able to penetrate deep into Brethren, Pentecostal, and Baptist churches because some well-known teachers, writers, and preaches stood in liaison with all this.  

Mr. Koshy Abraham comes from a St. Thomas Evangelical Church background, and he had no significant welcome, theological hold, or spiritual impact among the Bible believing churches. Thus there was no way for him to directly influence people within Evangelical churches. Further, in his books he does not share the gospel, but rather tries to Hindi the Christian faith. Thus his theology and his books would never have gained a foothold in the Brethren, Pentecostal, and Baptist churches if some people from these groups had not stood with him. This support by the insiders is the historical reason how books challenging the fundamental doctrinal position of Evangelical separatist churches gained a foothold in these churches. (J C Dev wrote five to fifteen page introductions to all the major books of Koshy Abraham. R. Krishna also in writing endorsed one of the most heretical books written Koshy Abraham)  

These books did their brainwashing day and night all these years, particularly among the doctrinally ignorant young generation. Ideas have consequences. Consequently, at the time this research- report is being written, much theological damage has already been done by these books.  

The theological situation is so bad that within these churches there are many young and spiritually undiscerning people today who are willing to defend these heretical doctrines at any cost. Even if they have to fight against the doctrines of their own church, and even if they have to go contrary to what the founding fathers of their churches believed and taught, they are ready to defend the heretical doctrines propounded in these books. Such is the hold that this movement gained during the golden period of its expansion.  

Opposition to Prajapati Heresy  

Opposition to the Prajapati Heresy started right from the time this doctrine was popularized. In North India, Acharya D. PA. Titus was an aggressive preacher of Prajapati and the Fulfillment Doctrines. This approach was strongly opposed in the sixties and the seventies by Raindrop Maria and George David.  

After initial discussions on this topic with George David and Robert Re id, the writer of the present work was the next to oppose this doctrine. This opposition on Biblical grounds stared in the seventies. Most of this systematic opposition, however, was confined to the Hindi belt because all these persons had their ministries confined to North India. However, some people from Koala like Abraham Thomas, Ejacula, did come under this influence in the early eighties.  

Though several individuals in Koala opposed these heresies on individual level, there was initially no organized opposition here. This was not needed till the eighties because this movement had not till that time taken this cultic form which it acquired in the nineties. However, once it became so perverted in the nineties, opposition became necessary.  

The expected opposition did not come forth from the older generation because most of them assumed that all this renewed activity in the name of Prajapati is nothing except the same old teaching that has been here for decades. (Interviews with scores of older leaders have revealed that they did not read the books produced in the nineties). The majority of eager readers were those in their forties and below, and among them these books sold like hot cakes. The doctrinal illiteracy and lack of conviction in this generation made it possible for these heresies to penetrate deep into them. However, not all of them ignored this deviation from fundamental doctrines and a young pastor by the name of TU. S. Balkan came forward to oppose it in Koala.  

As of now, Pastor Balkan has published several articles, one book, and some cassette tapes opposing the new heresies. He has also started a monthly tabloid by the name of Defender, which these days devotes a large proportion of space to expose the Prajapati Movement. He was the first to put information about these subjects on the Internet.  

Pastor Balkan is authoritative in his information, and none has been able to find fault with his data. Being a Hindu convert, he has been able to see the implications of the Prajapati Heresy far more clearly than many others who come from a Christian background. However, his language tends to be on the harsher side. Though his crusade has resulted in many preachers abandoning Prajapati like hot potatoes, his scorching style has distressed many of the more serious inquirers. He, however, continues in his crusade and would not rest till the Prajapati Heresy is eliminated from the Pentecostal and separatist churches.  

The second one to systematically expose the errors (in Koala) was the author of the present work. This work came in the form of a series of seven articles. He then collaborated with Dr. O. NM. Samuel to publish two articles about "Revelation". A substantial appendix on Prajapati Heresy was added to Systematic Theology published by Sat yam Publications. Then came Sahib KU. Paul's thesis on this subject. This was followed by several semi- technical articles on Divine Revelation and the Pagans.  
All the above invoked much interest among the writers in Koala, and many of them started publishing on the various aspects of either this subject, or on related themes. These writers include Os Jacob (Our Link), Dr. O. NM. Samuel (Admiralship), Dr. Omen Philip, Sahib KU. Paul, and Justin Jacob (in Squishes). Around the same time many top leaders in the IC started demanding that Prajapati be removed from IC Sunday School textbooks because of its fraudulent nature.  

All of the above activities generated further interest among the believers in Koala. Shocked to realize that all these years they have been fed on a diet of deception, many started demanding a full-fledged research and investigation into this subject. Many have started working on this subject, and this work is one of them.  

Fraudulent Origin  

The Christian world has seen plenty of frauds in the twentieth century. Many of these were propagated by naive Christians who wanted to establish that the Bible is unique. Not having sufficient training or background to do so, many of them stooped down to plain deceptions to defend the Bible. However, many of these hoaxes were detected before long.  

The story of a NASA computer that detected a "missing day" in the Universe, the story that scientists discovered the hell in a 10- kilometer deep well in Siberia, and the story that a super-computer named BEAST or 666 is going to store information on all humans, fall into this category. All of them were deceptions. Fortunately, all of them were discovered and exposed very fast. However, one deception that continued to be perpetrated for almost 60 full years was the Prajapati Hoax.  

The background for this hoax was prepared when Banerjea proposed his Fulfillment Theory, as mentioned previously in this chapter. After about eighty years in incubation, the Prajapati finally came out around 1950 in the tract now known as Sacrifice. Pretending to be a tract written by a "Bandit", it contained numerous Sanskrit statements and their alleged meanings. The tract was worded in such a way that the Vedas seemed to preach the gospel of Christ. However, several problems were there with this tract.  

First, Hindus with a good background in their scriptures immediately and instantly rejected this tract on reading it. They claimed that this is total misrepresentation, and some of them even went so far as to say that this was outright fraud by Christians. Thus the tract was never able to attract any Hindu who was knowledgeable about the Hindu scriptures and philosophies. However, many ignorant Hindus were definitely attracted by all this. (Whether attracting others by deception is right or wrong would be considered more fully in the chapter on Ethics).  

Though the above tract failed to attract knowledgeable Hindus, it did create a stir among Christians, especially among those who had no idea of fundamental Biblical doctrines. Added to this was their inadequate knowledge of Sanskrit and the non-availability of Hindu scriptures to them.  

The deception in this tract is of several types, and only some of them are mentioned below:  

FRAGMENTARY QUOTES: Most Sanskrit slokas are two lines long, and many even have four to six lines. These lines are totally interconnected, and they need to be quoted fully to arrive at their real meaning. In this tract almost 18 Sanskrit quotations are given, of which 16 are fragments containing merely two to five words.  

Thus what the author did was to go through the Hindu religious books, pull out a couple of words here and there, and then present them as though this is the substance of what the Hindu scriptures said. No person of integrity would do this. When many Hindus try to do the same with the Bible, Christians decry that as foul play. However, the same kind of foul play can be seen in this tract, which is the originator of the Prajapati Movement.  

ARBITRARY INTERPRETATION: Interpretation of a statement depends upon the context in which it is spoken. "You Rascal" in English, has a totally different meaning when spoken by a policeman to a thief as opposed to when spoken by a grandfather to his naughty grandchild. Detach them from their context, and the meaning becomes radically different.  

Modern Hindu Gurus do this often when they quote "God Is Love" from the Bible and then claim that Bible teaches that "Love Is God". Similarly, in this tract, the (criminally) isolated fragmentary statements are given a second mistreatment by interpreting them in isolation from the context in which they were spoken. This was the second fraud committed in this tract.  
CHRISTIAN HERMENEUTICS: A statement has to be interpreted not only in context, but also using the proper hermeneutics. Thus a Biblical text has to be interpreted using Biblical hermeneutics, and a Hindu text has to be interpreted using Hindu hermeneutics. Anything other than this is Hermeneutical Sorcery.  

Thus when the famous ASA TO MA SARCOMATA, TAMS MA JOLTING, etc. is interpreted using Christian hermeneutics, it looks like a statement out of the Bible. However, that is not at all the meaning of this slob. (More details about this are given in another portion of this work).  

In the tract under consideration, Christian hermeneutics has been unfairly imposed upon the Hindu texts to yield meanings that satisfy the Christian ego. This was the third fraud committed in this tract. 
MULTIPLE SOURCES MIXED: Another trick seen in this tract is to quote from multiple sources but give the impression as though they are all speaking on one and the same subject. Actually the Hindu religious scriptures are a massive library, with anywhere between two to six thousand books (depending on the criteria). Even if we take only the smaller of these numbers, 2000 books are sufficient to fill a library.  
When an entire library of books is at one's disposal, and when one quotes only fragments from them, then it is possible to prove any point in the world. All what one needs to do is to pick up a quotation from one book, another from another one, and so on. This is one trick used in this tract, and it is dishonest (to say the least).  

FRAUDULENTLY QUOTATIONS: The most serious problem with this tract is the fraudulently quotations used in it to establish that the Rigveda mentions nine characteristics of the sacrificial animal. The precise words of the tract are: "This is what the Rig Veda says about the sacrificial animal".  

The implication is very clear that the nine points that follow are taken from Rigveda, as these are things "said" by it. Then nine characteristics of the sacrificial animal are mentioned, without giving any Sanskrit quotations and without giving any citations. But due to the previous eighteen Sanskrit quotations, the reader is mentally prepared to accept these nine also as having their origin in Rigveda in Sanskrit.  

The above is a trick used very frequently by propagandists. They begin with truth (or with a semblance of truth), and this mollifies people into thinking that the speaker is on the side of truth. Then once the defense mechanisms of people are down, the propagandist brings his real message. By this time people simply accept what he says. This is exactly what happened in the case of this tract.  

Due to the initial Sanskrit quotations, Christians assumed that the nine points attributed to Rigveda would surely be there in that book. Further, when believers circulate this kind of material, other believers simply believe the claim till there is reason to suspect it. Since there was no strong or systematic opposition to it in Koala, generation after generation of Christians were persuaded into believing the false claims of this tract.  

Discerning people should have suspected the whole thing on seeing that though Rigveda is mentioned, no citations are given. After all, if it is there in Rigveda, citing the precise location would greatly add to the persuading power in favor of this tract. This was not done, and there was an obvious reason why this was not done: the claim was a fraud, an outright lie. Twisting evidence, and fabricating evidence, are all considered by courts of law as cheating. Here is a good example of that.  

Thus the entire Prajapati Movement was built up from a tract that was totally a fraud. Never before has the Christian community been deceived for such a long period. But here was the mother of all deceptions that escaped detection for a solid 60 years!!  

The deceptive and fraudulently nature of this tract was pointed out in the Hindi belt for the first time by the author of the present work. In Koala it was pointed out by Pastor TU. S. Balkan. He even offered a reward of Rs. 100,000/- to anyone who cited a mere five of the alleged nine statements found in the Rigveda. The answer has been amazing: nobody has come forward to claim the reward so far!  

Mr. Koshy Abraham put a very strong front in the book Patentability Kith, but he did not succeed. The book is full of mockery against Balkan, and then the author pulls out some quotations from here and there. However, the quotations are not all from Rig Veda. Worse, they do not substantially match the statements given in the original tract. This once again confirms the fraudulently nature of the nine characteristics of the sacrificial lamb mentioned in the tract.  

In summary, the Prajapati Movement was built upon a foundation of sand. For sixty years people were deceived into believing that the statements are there in Rigveda, but it was the biggest (and cruelest) theological hoax of the twentieth century. Obviously, it is high time for God-fearing and Bible-believing Christians to stop supporting a white lie. It is against Christian ethics. It is against every norm of the civilized society.  

Types of Prajapati  

This subject is discussed in detail in another chapter, but it is necessary to briefly introduce it here for the sake of completeness of the historical sketch.  

Hindu religious books contain mythologies about several Prajapati, some of whom had a questionable moral character. Since the general public does not know that there are more than one Prajapati, they attribute all these moral defects to the one person named "Prajapati". Thus when Christians compare Prajapati with Christ, the picture forming in the minds of the Hindus might not be very healthy. This has been pointed out by many Christian apologists.  

Prajapati proponents retort by saying that their discussions are limited to the Purusha Prajapati of the Purusha sukta of Rigveda. This is an interesting argument, but this is totally false. They do mingle Prajapati, and their quotations are NOT restricted to passages that describe the Purusha Prajapati alone. Thus this defense is false because they themselves violate it. A listing of sources from which they quote is given in the chapter on Prajapati theology (The Person And Works Of Prajapati). A look at this list would instant demonstrate that the Prajapati Proponents DO NOT confine their quotations to the Purusha Prajapati of Purusha sukta alone.  

Thus none should be lulled into thinking that Prajapati proponents teach only about the sanitized-looking Purusha Prajapati. Further, every Christian should know even this Purusha Prajapati has no similarities with Jesus Christ. Full documentation about this and also about the actual character of the Purusha Prajapati would be given in another chapter. The Purusha sukta is also added elsewhere in this work for the information of interested people. Suffice to say here that historically, this heresy has not confined itself to Purusha Prajapati.

A Christian monk in Kerala is giving yoga a fresh makeover. Paraykulath Ninan Paul is a 68-year-old retired Orthodox Church priest propagating what he describes as Christian Yoga. It follows all the asanas in the traditional yoga but differs in concept. Christian Yoga, says Paul, aims at the union of soul and God, with Jesus Christ as the focal point.  


“It’s like a marriage. Soul is the woman and God is the husband. The soul has to get rid of selfishness, pride and all other preoccupations to receive the husband, and yoga helps in it,” says Paul. 
On Thursday morning, 20-odd men were all attention at the Sehion Orthodox Church in Kothala, in Kottayam district when Paul began his Christian Yoga session. 
“Concentrate your mind on Jesus Christ, and turn to the East and bow respectfully,” instructed Paul. 
Paul has come to join the Holy Week rituals in Kothala. A former classmate of chief minister Oommen Chandy at SB College, Changanassery, the monk usually stays at Sankethabhavan retreat centre, attached to Mar Kuriakose monastery in Mylapra in Pathanamthitta district and holds daily yoga sessions there. Paul is not attached to any church now but travels across the state teaching Christian Yoga. “My students keep in touch with me through internet or by phone,’ says Paul. He claims to have over 1,000 online followers. Paul has created a Facebook profile in an effort to spread the idea of Christian Yoga. 
Paul says many Christians are welcoming his concept of yoga. But he points out that it will take time for various churches to buy wholly into it. “There is a danger of ideas being misunderstood,” says Paul. 
He explains. “Unification of all in God is the principle of yoga.” 
“There is only one God called by different names. The ultimate aim of Christian Yoga is oneness with God,” reiterates Paul. 
In his work, “Rigvedic Soteriology”: A Comparative Study of Christ and Myth of Prajapathi in Rigveda — Paul compares Christ to Prajapathi. "The word japa in Sanskrit means repetition of the name of God. It has been recognized to be the most powerful expedient, enabling an aspirant to reach those regions of… bliss for which all human beings aspire… Patanjali proposes the mystic syllable 'Om' for japa (Yogasutra 1:27). 'Om' is generally considered as the all-pervading cosmic self and is emphasized as the basic mantra, the mother of all mantras. The infinite powers of sound are derived from ‘Aum’, the ‘word’ or hum of the Cosmic Motor. Mantras are articulate sounds which unite the subconsciousness, consciousness and the super-consciousness. Dasgupta in ‘Yoga as Philosophy and Religion’, page 161, Iswara is 'Om'. 'Om' can be interpreted as the Logos of the writer in the fourth Gospel. Logos, the word which was made flesh, is a medium between man and God. In the Yogasutra, 'Om' is suggested the same way: as a way to grasp God."

Puthenpura tries to draw a similarity between the Holy Spirit-inspired words of John 1:1 and the human wisdom in the verses of the Vedas: ‘Prajapatir vai idam/ tasya vag dvitiya asit/ vag vai paranam Brahma’, which he translates as ‘In the beginning was Prajapathi-Brahman/ with whom was the word/ and the word was verily Brahman’. 

He attempts to prove that Iswara = Brahman = God = Om = Logos, the incarnate Word, Jesus Christ. 

But though the yogi priest admits, from the yoga sutras themselves, that "'Om' is suggested […] as a way to grasp God," he is unable to confess the basic Christian article of faith that the Logos IS God.
He contrives to draw a similarity between John 1:2-4 and Yoga sutra 1:27, but eventually, and most significantly, is obliged to admit that "What is lacking is that the ‘Word became flesh and dwelt amongst us’."
Precisely! Isn’t that where Biblical revelation is unique as compared to man’s attempts to understand the nature of God in other religions? By Puthenpura’s very own admission, the 'Om' of the Yoga sutras can never be equated with the Logos of the New Testament.

This process of physical, vital, mental and soul contact or holy communion with God aims at complete harmony, perfect integration, and absolute identification with God, in all His manifested as well as unmanifested Lila (divine play and dance) at the individual, cosmic and supra-cosmic levels of existence… It is possible to trace each human sound or word back to its source by retracing step-by-step to the positive source, until the body of Brahman called Sabda Brahman is reached:

"In the beginning was Prajapathi, the Brahman" (Prajapath vai idam agtre aseet)
"With whom was the word" (Tasya vag dvitiya aseet)
"And the word was verily the supreme Brahman" (Vag vai paraman Brahman)

1. The effects of Names of certain deities
1.1 Deities at a higher spiritual level

If a seeker at the level of the pruthvi (absolute earth) element suddenly commences chanting of the tej (absolute fire) element then he feels uncomfortable since he does not have the potential to tolerate the radiance (tej) generated by it.

1.2 Deities worthy of worship and those unworthy of worship

Chant the Name of any of the forms of Lord Vishnu such as Narayan, Keshav, etc., Shiva or Ganapati, for one minute. Then chant that of either Prajapati or Brahma for a minute. Note whether you feel pleasant or distressed with each chanting, only then read further.

At a satsang (spiritual meeting) after chanting ‘Shankar’ 12 out of 30 people felt pleasant and none experienced distress. Contrary to this, after chanting ‘Prajapati’ 6 people felt good while 3 experienced distress, that is developed a headache, felt like stopping the chanting, etc.

At another satsang after chanting ‘Narayan’, 4 out of 28 people felt pleasant and none experienced distress. As against this, after chanting ‘Prajapati’ none felt pleasant and 3 experienced discomfort.

At yet another satsang after chanting ‘Keshav’, 5 out of 22 felt pleasant and none experienced distress. In contrast, after chanting ‘Brahma’ none felt pleasant and 5 experienced discomfort.

Since everyone is not capable of giving answers in the subtle dimension, all cannot participate in such experiments. The point to be emphasized here is that through various experiments one thing is proven repeatedly and that is, that usually chanting of Vishnu, Shiva and Ganapati does not cause distress as is the case with Prajapati or Brahma. Hence Vishnu, Shiva and Ganapati are worthy of worship while Prajapati and Brahma are not. Thus temples of Prajapati and Brahma are mostly not constructed. One may thus conclude that no one worships Prajapati and Brahma since they are responsible for our creation and our entrapment in the Great Illusion (Maya)!

Early Indian Monotheism:  

Boaz Johnson shows that the pre-vedic period in India (Pre 1500 B.C.) God, or Brahman, was defined as Saguna Brahman, or the God who is full of personality and attributes. Scholars of Indian philosophy regard this to be the period of Monotheism (one God) as opposed to the present situation of many gods (polytheism). In this period, Brahman was regarded as the only true God. This God had several names. He was called Dyaus Pitr, The Heavenly Father. He was called Prajapati, the Lord of Creation. He was called Purusha, or the Eternal man who becomes incarnate for the salvation of humanity. This God, Brahman, was regarded as the Creator, he was present everywhere and was all-knowing. He was holy and detested sin and demanded holiness from people.
At this period, when the evil died, they were believed to go to ‘the house of clay’. When the good died, they went to the world of the Pitr (Father).  This clearly was a monotheism Christians could identify with. Unfortunately this situation was not to last long because in the post-1500 B.C. period, India became very polytheistic with many nature gods and Brahman was transformed from a personal God to an impersonal one who had no personality. THE REASONS FOR OUR CONTINUING THIS SERIES ON DIVINE RETREAT CENTRE

1. The spirituality of the Divine Retreat Centre [DRC] run by the Vincentian Congregation is "charismatic". One comes away with the impression that the DRC's "charismatics", both preaching teams as well as regular devotees, believe that they are "superior" to other Catholics. While I am very traditional in my orthopraxis, my spirituality is also charismatic.

I must add that one of my spiritual directors, an orthodox French Benedictine priest, actually finds it impossible to reconcile my orthodoxy with my being "charismatic". To him it’s an oxymoron. To me, it seems a natural thing.
I have attended literally dozens of retreats and special events including a Bible College and a training programme in Counselling at the DRC between 1995 and 2000. I still do, as in the past, recommend to others these retreats for the reason that the preaching of the Word of God at the DRC has led to the transformation of many lives.

However, it is generally accepted that the contents of the retreat programmes have not evolved much since their inception over two decades ago and the retreats have continued to be by and large what can only be termed as an "initiation" into the Faith. This has resulted in little growth in the spiritual lives of most regular retreatants for whom the Centre becomes a place of pilgrimage and recourse when in need. Many, lacking "solid food" which they now pursue, end up as Pentecostals.

2a. It has been my observation for a very long time that the Divine Retreat Centre, Muringoor, has been the propagator of errors and abuses, including in the liturgy of the Mass, something that, as an apologist, I now find impossible to ignore.

I admit adhering to and participating in most if not all of them at one time or another for several reasons, the chief among them being ignorance; moreover, no one objected to them and almost every charismatic priest, religious and lay leader practised them. However, circumstances -- and the personal counsel of some good CCR leaders who would like to see these abuses and errors stopped -- make it imperative that they be now exposed. Some teachings at the DRC are not Catholic.
2b. It has been my experience -- when I have pointed out these errors and abuses from time to time -- that most die-hard devotees of the Divine Retreat Centre are not very receptive to fraternal correction of any sort, or even discussion of the possibility of the Centre being in error. Their responses have ranged from indulgence to hostility. My pointing out that I am only appealing to the teaching of the Church has not saved me from being labeled "anti-Divine Retreat Centre".
The DRC has become an untouchable holy cow for many and any criticism is viewed as bordering on the sacrilegious. 

In case my statements appear outrageous, let the reader be assured that I will provide the necessary evidence to support them.

Despite the evidence provided to its Director, Fr Augustine Vallooran VC and letters of protest sent to him by several Catholics, DRC continues to invite occult-tainted Lalith Perera to minister at the Centre every year since our report in 2006.

4. The immediate reason for this series on the Divine Retreat Centre, Muringoor, was the refusal of priests at the Centre to engage in civil correspondence with us in regard to our genuine concern about their promotion of a controversial mystic, see our September 2012 report MAUREEN SWEENEY-HOLY LOVE MINISTRIES http://ephesians-511.net/docs/MAUREEN_SWEENEY-HOLY_LOVE_MINISTRIES.doc. This resulted in the report DIVINE RETREAT CENTRE ERRORS-02, http://ephesians-511.net/docs/DIVINE_RETREAT_CENTRE_ERRORS-02.doc. 
If that attitude was an isolated one, there would have been no necessity for this series. Unfortunately, it was a repeat of the 2006 enneagram preacher DIVINE RETREAT CENTRE ERRORS-01 issue. These first two reports of the series do indeed confirm that the Divine Retreat Centre indeed does not take kindly to fraternal correction or attempt to correct serious error. More evidence of that will be provided. 

The Vincentian Fathers have either never replied to my letters drawing their attention to errors that are propagated at their retreat centres and in the Indian church at large, or if they ever did, as in the cases of the Enneagram proponent Lalith Perera [DIVINE RETREAT CENTRE ERRORS-01] and the controversial mystic Maureen Sweeney's devotions [DIVINE RETREAT CENTRE ERRORS-02], the letters are evasive or harsh.

5. In closing DIVINE RETREAT CENTRE ERRORS-02, I wrote, "Apparently, the Divine Retreat Centre has made a habit of promoting false mystics, one such being a Greek Orthodox woman, Vassula Ryden whose messages have been condemned by Rome as dangerous" and to be shunned by Catholics.

is a continuation of the above. I had written to the DRC-Muringoor priests, received a response from Fr. Augustine Vallooran VC at long last, and wrote a rebuttal to which he never replied.
9. The seventh report 
DIVINE RETREAT CENTRE ERRORS-07 concerns a retreat given by Edmund Antao's "Crusaders for Jesus with Mary" team from Vasco, Goa at the Divine Retreat Centre, Muringoor.
Edmund Antao and the Crusaders for Jesus with Mary team have conducted "pilgrimage" tours to Naju, Korea, to the site where Julia Kim claims to experience heavenly visitations and phenomena such as consecrated hosts mysteriously materializing and falling from the sky to the ground, consecrated hosts becoming flesh and blood on her tongue, etc. An Indian bishop and several priests have accompanied Edmund Antao and the Crusaders for Jesus with Mary team to Naju and celebrated Mass there. The local ordinary and the Korean Bishops' Conference have ruled against the alleged seer and the site, advising Catholics to stay away. The local bishop has issued a decree excommunicating all those who even visit the alleged apparition site. Despite the Korean Bishops' condemnations and warnings, Edmund Antao and the Crusaders for Jesus with Mary team propagate the messages of Julia Kim and lead tours to Naju. This amounts to gross defiance of and disobedience to the Catholic Church.

The team also conducts charismatic retreats at different places in India, mostly at the invitation of bishops, but also at the behest of regional service teams.

During these retreats they speak about Julia Kim and their Naju experience, offering two CDs on sale, one in Konkani and the other in English, thus promoting the banned site nation-wide.

I quote from my concluding statements in the above report:

"Those who propagate the alleged mystic Julia Kim and her messages, those who conduct pilgrimages to Naju, and those who argue on her behalf as well as on the behalf of her supporters in defiance of the bishops’ pronouncements, are guilty of being "not in union with magisterium": "… all who fail to follow the directives are to be considered as willfully opposing the magisterium, the Catholic Church's divinely guided authority to teach true doctrine." In effect, they have incurred automatic excommunication."
10. The eighth report 
DIVINE RETREAT CENTRE ERRORS-08 questions the DRC's consistent condemnation of the consumption of alcoholic beverages as nothing short of mortal sin, with no allowance for any exceptions.

11. The ninth report DIVINE RETREAT CENTRE ERRORS-09 exposes the sad fact that the Divine Retreat Centre offers its staff and its retreatants treatment with homoeopathic and ayurvedic remedies, instead of warning them against their use.

In our reports DIVINE RETREAT CENTRE SCANDALS AND COURT CASES-02 and 03, we had detailed that one Paul Ganesh Iyer, an ayurvedic compounder, was invited by Fr. Augustine Vallooran, the Director, to officiate as the head of the medical facilities at DRC and to treat in-patients as well as staff and retreatants with allopathic medicines, administer injections and write prescriptions, as well as to preach a fraudulent testimony from the pulpit. The impostor was evicted by Fr. Vallooran only when he was threatened with a police report.

It is established that the priests at DRC endorse Hindu Yoga as well as Naturopathy, which is New Age: DIVINE RETREAT CENTRE ERRORS-05 and 05B.

In 2006, when criminal activities at DRC were alleged and a police investigation of the Centre under a court order was underway, Fr. Vallooran released a statement from which I copy an excerpt below:

One allegation is that that there are no qualified medical personnel in Divine Retreat Centre. I would like to reassure all our friends and benefactors of Divine that this is certainly not true. There is 1 resident medical officer, 4 clinical psychiatrists, 1 general physician, 1 Homeopathy doctor, 2 Ayurvedic doctors, registered pharmacists and several qualified nurses serving at the Care Centres and Homes run by our Retreat Centre. 
The Divine Retreat Centre, instead of endorsing and encouraging yoga, naturopathy, ayurveda and homoeopathy, should be enlightening its staff and the thousands of weekly retreatants, that these practices and treatments are either Hindu or New Age, or both. 

In my earlier reports, I have also provided evidence that DRC has in the past endorsed Buddhist Vipassana meditation, and while preventing preachers from speaking about the popular hard occult therapies like Pranic Healing and New Age, several of their counselors are engaged in practising the same.

It is a matter of great sadness and concern that the very priests that people flock to for healing and counseling prefer to wallow in ignorance and are themselves in bondage to Hindu, occult and New Age practices.
11. The present report DIVINE RETREAT CENTRE ERRORS-10 exposes the Prajapati hoax/heresy – that Prajapati was a Vedic “type’ of Jesus.
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
