“Fr. Note: Public Revelation is final and complete (must read: pages 50, 51); my comments concern private revelation.

I have been operating this web site for the last 17 years. In all of that time, I have never really “promoted” either genuine/Church-approved apparitions or any type of apocalyptic/end-time/”these are the last days” messages. I have however “reported” on some like the 1917 apparitions of Our Lady at Fatima in Portugal and I have uploaded a large number of files on the general issues of apparitions and private revelations and what a Catholic’s attitude toward them should be. And I have called out some of them as downright false -- such as Maria Divine Mercy, True Life In God/Vassula Ryden, Our Lady of the Roses/Veronica Lueken, etc. 
On the other hand, from being an ardent promoter of Garabandal and Medjugorje in the 1980s and 1990s through the distribution of printed matter on their messages, I became a strong critic of both as far as this web site is concerned. There are at least two negative files on the former and a great many more on the latter at ephesians-511.net. For me, the main criteria for rejecting them were 1) the lack of approval from their local bishops even after many years; 2) alleged scandals related to the visionaries/seers or priests close to them; 3) published testimonies by people who knew the seers and who denied their genuineness; 4) the ministries of certain Catholic individuals in Europe whom I highly respect and who have till now shared a common informed opinion that the alleged “apparitions” occurring at Garabandal and Medjugorje are not from God and their “messages” are therefore not worth considering, especially since we have already a number of Church-approved apparition sites like those of Fatima, La Salette, Lourdes, Guadalupe, Knock, etc.
However, after three weeks of studying in great detail the many videos, audios and transcripts of the “messages” of Fr. Michel Rodrigue FABL, I was faced with a choice, considering the seriousness of the “revelations”. I could either reject them, or I could accept them – but only in their entirety. If I did accept them, I would have to now believe that both Garabandal and Medjugorje are genuine, if only because God the Father, the Blessed Virgin, Archangels St. Michael and St. Gabriel, St. Padre Pio, St. Benedict Joseph Labre, etc. insist to Fr. Michel that they are, when one considers and respects the messages in their entirety. 

I now accept the apparitions of Garabandal and Medjugorje. I will be very, very sad to lose some of my longtime Internet friends because of that. I hope it doesn’t turn out that way. As Catholics, we are free to believe or to disbelieve in apparitions and their messages as long as they do not contradict Catholic Faith and Tradition, doctrine and dogma, and are to respect one another’s individual decisions and choices. 
But what about my four criteria for having until now rejected the seers and their messages?
Only a few of my readers may know the story of my return to the Catholic Faith in May 1982. I was a lapsed Catholic and self-confessed agnostic, a firm disbeliever in the supernatural and any kind of “god” for over a decade. Commencing December 25, 1981, there were heavenly visitations in a home (Star Villa) which I would visit every summer during my vacation. Several members of this financially poor large Goan family began to experience visions and receive locutions immediately after the nightly family prayer that followed the recitation of the Rosary, the singing of a hymn, a reading from the Bible and the praying of Psalm 91. The messages were from Jesus, the Virgin Mary, the Baby Jesus, etc. and (hold on to your seats) God the Father! Not different from Fr. Michel Rodrigue’s! What about their content? They were very much the same as his.
My stay with that family was from May 17 to May 28, 1982. I have in my possession an entire notebook of these messages as well as two audio CDs (transferred from the original audio tapes that I recorded on May 26 and 27, 1982, and still treasure 38 years on). The visitors from heaven asked the family to pray a lot more, especially the Rosary, and said that they had chosen this family to know that we are indeed in the last days. That was repeated time and time again. “Darkness will come upon the earth. Fire will descend on the earth… There will be great signs in the sky, martyrdom, persecution… Walk without looking back.” (April 24, 1982) “There will be signs in the sky to tell you that these are the last days… God, who is the living God, will come in all glory...” (April 27, 1982) “In the last days, there will be rain fire... coming upon the earth… There will be division between the good and the bad. There will be destruction on the earth. Man will flee and try to come under my mantle…” (April 28, 1982) On May 23, 1982, Jesus said that these are “the VERY last days”. Another time, He repeated the word “very” twice.
The heavenly visitors often lamented the present state of the Church, especially the bishops and priests, and revealed that souls were “falling into hell like autumn leaves”. The family was urged to visit Jesus often in the Blessed Sacrament and to attend “Holy Mass often, every day if possible.”
“You must listen to the Church... you must be obedient because I have built that Church.” (April 25, 1982)

They very often asked us to pray for the holy souls in Purgatory. Above all, the messages were a call to repentance from sin (sacrifice, mortification, penance and prayer), and to personal holiness. Some of the messages were the calling of a few, eventually including yours truly, to ministry to others for the salvation of souls (“Get me souls”). The heavenly visitors called the seers either their “instruments” or “prophets”. The transition of the messages from one seer to another was usually accompanied by the use of languages completely unknown to the seers, and yet fluently spoken by them. Through them, several individuals were given spiritual “gifts” and charisms that immediately became operative.

The listeners were instructed, sometimes by name, to go to prisons, hospitals and nursing homes, precisely identified homes where there were problems, etc. and minister to those people… which they did.

Jesus often reminded the gathering to imitate “the little Flower” (St. Teresa) and St. Joseph, his earthly father.

The instruments of the locutions would fluently recite Scripture passages that they otherwise did not know. 
The seers were always in a sort of trance state or “ecstasy” when they were delivering the messages.
The family was instructed to commence the Rosary and family prayers every evening at 6:45 pm.

The messages/locutions, sometimes accompanied by visions, could extend from a few minutes to much over an hour in duration, and would be from several of the seers, each one smoothly following the other, with the Heavenly Father, His Son (as the Child Jesus or as the grown Jesus), and His Blessed Mother (often as the Immaculate Conception) speaking to the gathering, even putting questions to the group, and always responding to their answers. The voice of each seer speaking to the gathering, as well as their demeanour would visibly alter in such a way that one could always tell Who it was that was going to speak next. Sometimes Jesus, after completing His message, would tell us that His Mother wanted to speak to the assembly, or vice versa.
We were often advised to sprinkle the corners of the house with blessed salt or holy water. Again, exactly as in Fr. Michel’s messages, we are told that we are roses in God’s garden (April 24 & 27, 1982). Sometimes, Our Lady wept even as she did when speaking with Fr. Michel. The commonalities between the two are numerous.
Let the details of the Star Villa seers’ messages be the subject of another file that I intend to write. 

In closing, I return to the four criteria that I used earlier in order to reject the apparitions and messages of Garabandal and Medjugorje. I give here -- keeping in mind the visions and locutions received by the Star Villa family, (and the curious who came there from many parts of India) -- my response to my earlier “objections”.

1) The lack of approval from their local bishops even after many years;

The local bishop (Ooty) was not approached for approval. He knew what was happening, but did not disapprove.

That did not mean the events were false, or evil. Thirty-eight years later, I am, and have been since decades, a Catholic apologist and evangelist. And, one of the seers was in full-time ministry for a decade until he got married.
2) Alleged scandals related to the visionaries/seers or priests close to them;

All of us, seers and apologists or not, have been, are, and always will be sinners. While some of those related to the Star Villa story have strayed despite having witnessed the most amazing supernatural events and hearing the messages in person, many others have remained steadfast. I myself have betrayed my Lord many a time but have always picked myself up and crawled back to Him. Because I and others had sinned, it does not detract from the genuineness of what we saw and heard and experienced.
3) Published testimonies by people who knew the seers and who denied their genuineness;

At both Garabandal and Medjugorje there have been conflicts of interest between the diocese and the religious order close to the seers. Concerning Garabandal, a movie was recent released across Europe. “Garabandal: Only God Knows” had already premiered in 39 countries and had been seen by over 300,000 people till February of this year when the Corona virus epidemic caused theaters to close. Friends who watched the movie informed me that prominent persons have retracted their original (as given to the bishop) testimonies which they now admit were false. None of the Star Villa seers or their family members (or the scores of witnesses) has ever questioned the genuineness of the messages or the extraordinary phenomena that always accompanied them.

4) The ministries of certain Catholic individuals in Europe whom I highly respect … shared a common informed opinion that the alleged “apparitions” occurring at Garabandal and Medjugorje are not from God…
We could all be wrong; they, and I. Fr. Michel Rodrigue too. But, we have to make our individual choices. It is surely better to err on the one side -- than on the other. No prizes for guessing which side I chose.

NOTE: (Further to my comments on pages 1 and 2 of this file)
1. All bold and colour emphases in the above 63 pages are mine; I used them to catch the reader’s eye and to draw the reader’s attention to words and lines that I deem significant.

2. I am a traditional, orthodox, conservative Catholic (my wife and I attend the Pope Benedict XVI-approved [Summorum Pontificum] Tridentine Latin Rite Mass) whenever possible, and I use the older versions of the Holy Bible as well as the older (pre-Vatican Council II) catechisms for personal referencing and teaching. Despite that, I believe in the reality of the working of the Holy Spirit through the “charismatic” Gifts of the Holy Spirit in the post-Vatican II Catholic Church. That makes me an enigma to many, because I have very good friends and benefactors on both sides of the aisle, who respect my views and my choices. It is my prayerful hope that the declarations that I have made in this file do not affect any of those relationships.
However, to be completely honest with both my traditionalist and charismatic readers, I must place on record that 
1) I do not accept the unofficial/private opinions of some traditionalist orders like the Society of St. Pius X (SSPX) in their condemnation of the “charismatic renewal” as Protestant or as a subterfuge of Satan; and 
2) I strongly condemn the (mainly teaching and liturgical) abuses that have arisen over the last forty years in the Catholic Charismatic Renewal (CCR). I have reported extensively on these at my web site.

Sections of CCR praxis have undoubtedly become Protestantized, justifying the charges of some traditionalists. Some aberrations have crept into the liturgy and rubrics of the Holy Sacrifice of the Mass.
On the other hand, traditionalists err in their presumption that the use of the “Gifts” ceased with the Apostolic Church (Book of Acts). My brief account of the mystical happenings at Star Villa in the ‘80s (pp. 1, 2) leading to my reversion to the Catholic Faith and my becoming a Catholic apologist should be considered by would-be critics. Our God is Sovereign, and we cannot put Him in a box and limit what He can do. 
There are many, many saints throughout the history of the Church who have exhibited and used the very same “charismatic” gifts that Fr. Michel testifies to, and the seers of Star Villa are just some of many in the present times. What one has to be careful of are the charismatic ministries that bring discredit to the Church by compromising on the gift of prophecy (failing to call out error or modifying the truth in order to please others) or who attempt to use “gifts” for which they do not have the anointing of the Holy Spirit.
That brings to mind the Catholic charismatic groups that engage in “deliverance” of people. Deliverance connotes the delivering of a person from demonic obsession or oppression. I recently came to know that a charismatic seminar on deliverance and EXORCISM was held in India, when the Indian Church has not even one single Church-appointed exorcist. The testimonies of Fr. Michel, an official exorcist, and his many real-life personal experiences of Satan and his demonic cohorts, should make these would-be deliverance ministers have an honest re-evaluation of what they are doing…
3. The Coronavirus as one of the plagues in the last times?
Fr. Michel mentions it in the PART 17 transcript on page 47. Covid-19 is also mentioned on page 48.
In PART 8, page 25, the Eternal Father says, “I MUST NOW LET MANY PLAGUES HAPPEN IN ORDER TO SAVE THE MOST PEOPLE THAT CAN FROM THE SLAVERY OF SATAN.” “The plagues are sicknesses. When people are sick, they turn to God because they realize they cannot do anything to help themselves, but God can. This is why the Father can save many through a plague… Many sicknesses now are from the devil, who has inspired new sciences. He will strike the body through food and medicine created in laboratories” -Fr. Michel, page 40

Dear friends,

We at Countdown to the Kingdom are continuing to discern seers.

I, Christine Watkins, have personally found Fr. Michel Rodrigue to be a man of deep prayer and profound love, having met and worked with him. God seems to have chosen him from a very young age (the age of three, to be exact, when God the Father told him he would be a priest) to be an apostle for these end times in which we are living. What is coming is not the end of the world, but the end of an era.

Jesus made a promise to us that if we are truly following him and doing His will, we can expect persecution. If God were not with Fr. Michel, if he were not seeking to help the world in spiritual and concrete ways in our tumultuous times, the devil would leave him and his messages alone. But Satan has too much at stake. He has souls to lose, so he continues his dismal fight. When we remember the great saints, we see that all of them were persecuted. Not one was spared. St. Padre Pio was silenced by the Church for a decade, as one such example. 

Jesus tells us:

Blessed are they who are persecuted for the sake of righteousness, for theirs is the kingdom of heaven.

Blessed are you when they insult you and persecute you and utter every kind of evil against you (falsely) because of me.

Rejoice and be glad, for your reward will be great in heaven. Thus they persecuted the prophets who were before you. (Matthew 5:10-12)

How does Fr. Michel respond to his persecutors?

But I say to you, love your enemies, and pray for those who persecute you . . . (Matthew 5:44)

That being said, we need to have proper respect for bishops and our pope, and the authority that God has given to them. So we at Countdown to the Kingdom respect this authority, as does Fr. Michel Rodrigue.

I will seek to answer some recent questions that have arisen:

Why haven’t we heard from Fr. Michel Rodrigue recently?
Because in Canada, Covid-19 restrictions have stopped his travels, and because Fr. Michel said that the Father told him not to use email or his phone or technology, starting in August. He doesn’t not know why God asked this of him. He is simply being obedient to His Father in heaven, as He always tries to do. Fr. Michel is being led into deep prayer and intercession for the world at this time. He can still be reached by mail. However, due to the volume of correspondence he receives, he is unable to respond to everyone; but be assured of his love and his prayers.

Fr. Michel is still an Abbot of the monastery God the Father told him to found in Quebec: The Apostolic Fraternity of St. Benedict Joseph Labre. For many years, he has cast out the devil from suffering souls and performed numerous healings—one of the reasons he is so frequently sought out today.

Have others corroborated and witnessed the miracles that surround Fr. Michel? 
Yes. My favorite story was told to me in person by Brother Louis-René, a member of Fr. Michel’s fraternity. Fr. Michel was walking down the street on day in his clerics. A man approached him, asking for prayer, and showed Fr. Michel his dead, blackened arm. “I am going to the hospital to have my full arm amputated right now. Will you pray for me?” Fr. Michel said “yes” and asked if the man would accept God’s will, no matter the outcome. And with his characteristic sweetness and humor added that God has many limbs in heaven. The man left and walked 5-10 minutes to the hospital. By the time he arrived, his arm was completely renewed with brand new skin. Sometime later, the man found Fr. Michel and thanked him in tears, showing off his new arm.

I, myself, owe my 16-year-old son’s conversion to Fr. Michel. Not only has my son fallen in love with God, but because of Fr. Michel’s witness and prayers, he desires to be a priest.

Is Fr. Michel Rodrigue still building the monastery?
Yes, and Fr. Michel is eternally grateful to all of those who have helped him in this endeavor that God has asked of him for the future of the Church. It will be a blessing for so many in the times to come. God the Father allegedly assured Fr. Michel that He, Himself, would protect the monastery. This gave Fr. Michel great peace, amidst the devil’s attacks. You will notice that the criticisms written about him on the Internet at this time are from people who have never met him, have never expressed their concerns to him, have never asked for his side of the story. I ask you, “Is this fair journalism? Is this even Christian?” Much could be cleared up and answered if this charitable approach had been taken. Fr. Michel, on the other hand, seeks to slander no one.
What about this article about him from Rome about his refuge?
There is an article that purports to be “From Rome,” which is not from the Catholic Church in Rome, but from someone in Rome who has an anti-papalist website. The article speaks of Fr. Michel’s purported refuge in California. This is not true. Fr. Michel does not have a refuge in California. He makes no money off of such a refuge. It is true that Fr. Michel wants people to be safe, especially spiritually safe, for the coming Tribulation. The article makes assumptions and then slanders, in my opinion.

If, as this article states, Fr. Rodrigue is spiritually supporting people who have built the refuge mentioned in this article, and if his timing was slightly off concerning when people would need to go there, and if someone who is less than holy was seen on the premises, I do not fault him for it. The place mentioned is clearly run by others, as Fr. Michel lives and is stationed in Canada. Many prophets have said events were imminent and they were delayed a year or two because of the intercession of the saints on earth and in heaven, and because of God’s mercy. One wonders how the followers of St. Paul felt about his pronouncement to everyone that the Lord would return in his lifetime. Have we as a Church discredited all of St. Paul’s words and his sincerity and holiness because he was over 2000 years off in his prediction? It is not fair to pounce mercilessly and uncharitably on Fr. Michel for having his timing slightly off concerning when the refuge would be needed. All of the refuges around the world will fulfill their purpose in time, likely very soon.  

As Fr. Michel has mentioned in his talks, many Christians will be martyred for their faith. Refuges will be needed if Christians are to survive. The times are serious, and to fight against this prophecy, I feel, is to damage God’s plans and hurt the people of God. As Fr. Michel attests, the spiritual life of a person is what is most important, not the body. However, the Lord, in His goodness, is also acting in our time, as He did with Noah before the flood. To quote one of Fr. Michel’s talks, which can be found here (https://www.countdowntothekingdom.com/fr-michel-rodrigue-the-time-of-the-refuges/):

The Lord will cover you will his pinions, and under His wings you will find refuge. The Lord has prepared different refuges everywhere in the world now to welcome you, as in the days of Noah. Noah prepared an ark as a refuge for his family. He was the just one in the middle of people who laughed at him. If everyone who was called by the Father had already made a refuge, this would be wonderful. But many refused to do it. So we are in the days leading to the flood today for which He is preparing us.

One day, the Father showed me the Internet. I realized something very strongly. He said to me, “Michel, the devil thinks that he has a net, the Internet. He doesn’t know what a real net is.” And He laughed. He has a lot of humor, the Lord. He is a joyful one. Sometimes I can hear Him laughing. He said, “Look now and see the net of the Holy Spirit,” and He showed me every refuge in the world—a map with light revealing where all the refuges exist. It was amazing to see.

But the bishop says he doesn’t have faculties for exorcism . . . 
Fr. Michel has been sent the most difficult cases for exorcism for many years and been very careful not to work outside of his jurisdiction. In a talk he gives, which is on YouTube, he speaks of meeting a man who needed exorcism, but he was careful not to even perform the exorcism because it was outside of his jurisdiction and he wanted to follow church protocol.

I don’t know where the discrepancy is, but I trust Fr. Michel’s words. Perhaps he worked under another bishop. Fr. Michel is being attacked for doing the great good that others are afraid to approach. Many great saints have been treated as such, for the devil hates someone who is always casting him out and helping the Lord save souls.

Recently two theologians, Dr. Mark Miravalle and Fr. Joseph Iannuzzi, have given their “negative assessment” of Fr. Michel Rodrigue. Does that mean he is condemned or a false prophet?
Not at all. These are two theologians whom I hold in good esteem and from whom have learned much, as have the other contributors to Countdown to the Kingdom. I am puzzled that they continue to attack Fr. Michel. With all the evil in the world, to focus on a fellow priest in their Church, who has done impeccable good in the world, who is orthodox, and who has a reputation for holiness and formidable fruits in the Spirit, strikes us as odd. Are there not true evils in the Church which would be better addressed? These two theologians do not have authority in the Church to make such a pronouncement of a priest and have simply posted their arguments up on the World Wide Web. They have not spoken with Fr. Michel, nor have they retracted the clear mistakes they’ve made. (See Professor Daniel O’Connor’s article by clicking here), which mentions, point by point, how Dr. Miravalle’s critique was notably flawed.) Only a committee formed by Fr. Michel’s bishop would have the authority to investigate Fr. Michel’s messages from God and then present their findings. Such an assessment and investigation has not happened. These two theologians are appropriating to themselves authority that they do not have, authority the Church has not granted them.
As with all authentic prophets, it is the passage of time that most vindicates them. Watch what happens in the world in the next few months and take note. (To note: Fr. Michel does not say, as some have insinuated, that the Warning will happen in October. He does not give a timeframe for it.) Fr. Michel is a priest who seeks to deceive no one, who has no personal interest in the words God gives him, who in fact was very reluctant to start a fraternity, given his overwhelming duties and poor health. He shares the messages he receives out of obedience to God the Father. His reward is persecution and hardship. There is nothing Fr. Michel personally has to gain from this, only the knowledge that He has done God’s will.
If you are still unsure of Fr. Michel’s credibility, I invite you to read the other defenses of him on this website (click here) and take a wait-and-see attitude. If what Fr. Michel Rodrigue has said begins to come true, the voices that shout loudly against him will be quickly silenced. Meanwhile, all of his detractors will receive his prayers and fraternal kindness.

On July 13, 2020, Dr. Mark Miravalle published an article in which he expresses his own negative judgment regarding the authenticity of Fr. Michel Rodrigue. As a contributor to Countdown to the Kingdom (which has posted several of Fr. Michel’s talks), a member of Dr. Miravalle’s International Marian Association, and an author who has quoted Fr. Michel approvingly, I feel a duty to respond.
As any reader of my books knows, I deeply respect Dr. Miravalle and generally highly regard his discernment. My respect for him remains, and I write this post in a spirit of fraternal charity. At this point, it would be helpful to repeat the first point in the Disclaimer on Countdown to the Kingdom regarding any of the seers published on our website:

We are not the final arbiters of what constitutes an authentic revelation—the Church is—and we will always submit to whatever she definitively decides. It is with the Church, then, that we “test” prophecy: ‘Guided by the Magisterium of the Church, the sensus fidelium knows how to discern and welcome in these revelations whatever constitutes an authentic call of Christ or his saints to the Church.’ —Catechism of the Catholic Church, n. 67)

In that regard, we at CTTK welcome Dr. Miravalle’s discernment, though we wish that he would have shared his concerns with us prior in a truth-seeking spirit, for we believe Dr. Miravalle has reached a mistaken conclusion and has employed a number of serious methodological fallacies in arriving at it.

I have never met Fr. Michel nor have I had the opportunity to study all his talks (though others on our team at CTTK have, of course, scrutinized all his material before publishing it), but I would add that we have received countless letters and comments from all over the world, from clergy and laity alike who have been deeply moved by Fr. Michel’s presentations. Many have said that these teachings have filled them with hope and joy, that they have returned to their faith as a result or that they have begun anew in more earnestness regarding their prayer lives, the Sacraments, conversion and even consideration of religious vocations. These fruits are but one factor we consider noteworthy to which Dr. Miravalle was not privy. Indeed, the Sacred Congregation for the Doctrine of the Faith considers such fruits relevant. It specifically refers to the importance that such a phenomenon of locutions, visions, etc., which Fr. Michel claims… 

…bear fruits by which the Church herself might later discern the true nature of the facts… —”Norms Regarding the Manner of Proceeding in the Discernment of Presumed Apparitions or Revelations” n. 2, vatican.va
But if Fr. Michel does, at some point, wind up being condemned or objectively proven false, then I will lose no sleep: I have never claimed (nor do I now) certainty in his authenticity, and Countdown to the Kingdom does not exist for the sake of presenting this or that seer as one who “has it all figured out”: it exists to heed the call of Heaven to the whole Church. Fr. Michel is just one of countless seers alive today (or who have recently passed) giving essentially the same message — that is, part of the “prophetic consensus” (although any more specific details Fr. Michel provides can only be considered as “wait and see”.) It is for the sake of announcing the prophetic consensus that Countdown to the Kingdom exists, and this consensus neither rises nor falls on the authenticity of one or two seers.

I would also like to note that Christine Watkins’ book, The Warning: Testimonies and Prophecies of the Illumination of Conscience  — containing within its pages many of Fr. Michel’s prophetic messages (including some of those which Miravalle considers problematic) — now bears the Imprimatur of the Church, and will soon be published with this support. 
Now, on to the response to Dr. Miravalle’s theological evaluation.

First

Dr. Miravalle has stated that Fr. Michel’s bishop has rendered a “negative discernment and decision” regarding the supernatural authenticity of Fr. Michel’s messages. This is misleading. In fact, no formal decision whatsoever has been rendered, and the bishop has merely informally stated his own lack of personal support for Fr. Michel’s messages. This quite simply indicates that Fr. Michel is not an officially approved seer; thus he has an “unapproved” status shared by many seers that Miravalle himself (rightly, I believe) promotes.  
There has been no diocesan commission initiated to render judgment on Fr. Michel, nor has there been even so much as an investigation undertaken. Indeed, Bishop Lemay informally wrote, “I did not and I do not approve [Fr. Michel’s] teaching with regard to his locutions and visions,” which is reasonable to say if one has not yet studied them. This is neither a formal condemnation nor a canonical decree of any sort. Miravalle admits that he did not have access to the actual letter from Bishop Lemay. Unfortunately, Dr. Miravalle did not contact either myself or any of the CTTK contributors to attain a copy of this letter.
It is also worth noting that Bishop Lemay has phrased his lack of support for Fr. Michel’s messages as concomitant with his general lack of support for the Warning, the Era of Peace, and other teachings that are fully supported by countless authentic seers—even approved ones. It should not be surprising, therefore, that this bishop “does not support” Fr. Michel’s prophecies.

Second

Dr. Miravalle issues what can only fairly be called a quibble regarding the mystical phenomena Fr. Michel experienced in youth, taking issue with the allegedly “unusual nature and degree of these alleged diabolical attacks [against Fr. Michel].” The truth, however, is that the only unusual thing would be if such attacks were lacking in the life story of an extraordinary mystic—which Fr. Michel certainly is, if indeed he is authentic. This second objection of Miravalle’s, therefore, is little more than a question-begging conclusion; assuming that Fr. Michel is inauthentic in an effort to prove precisely that.

Anyone will quickly realize that the demonic attacks undertaken against Fr. Michel (along with the latter’s efforts to thwart them) are anything but “unusual,” if one simply takes a few minutes to read what transpired in the demonic attacks against St. Padre Pio, St. Gemma, St. Faustina, the Servant of God Luisa Piccarreta, Blessed Alexandrina da Costa, Venerable Marthe Robin, or so many others. In fact, Fr. Michel’s mortifications undertaken as an element of his spiritual combat look mild compared to what one will come across while reading the lives of many saints, blesseds, and venerables.

Dr. Miravalle cites an instance from Fr. Michel’s childhood where the family felt forced to burn their home down, which was demonically infested, as grounds to merit “theological and psychological concern.” I would note here the “rest of the story”: clergy, including the bishop, were either too frightened or simply ineffective in providing deliverance for the family. What admittedly sounds radical to us was evidently liberating and forward-moving for the Rodrigue family.

Third

Dr. Miravalle raises a phrase where Fr. Michel says of God the Father: “He and I are one.” This objection appears to be an unfortunate misunderstanding. Fr. Michel did not say that he [Fr. Michel] and the Father are one. Fr. Michel received a message from God the Father Who said that He [capital “H,” that is, Jesus] and the Father are one. Dr. Miravalle’s statement that Fr. Michel Rodrigue says that the Father does whatever he, Fr. Michel, asks of the Father, is therefore, also false and untenable. The message states that the Father does what the Son, Jesus, asks of Him. Fr. Michel is an official exorcist in the Church, with proven spiritual gifts not unlike the great saints, a seminary professor, a pastor, and priest in good standing, and the Religious Superior and founder of the Fraternity of St. Joseph Benedict Labre in Quebec, Canada. He would not have been able to operate in the Church with such an abundance of God’s grace and power, if he had such outlandish beliefs and vocal statements.
Fourth

Dr. Miravalle implies that Fr. Michel’s teaching that the Antichrist is somewhere in the hierarchy of the Church is at odds with “the patristic, mystical, and prophetic traditions of the Church.” Miravalle provides no details to support this argument other than linking to an old Catholic Encyclopedia article on the Antichrist. This article does not support Miravalle’s position, but does in fact support Fr. Michel’s—for example, the article cites St. Bernard’s teaching that the Antichrist will also be an antipope. It is also worth noting that there is hardly a consensus as to the lineage, background, etc. of the Antichrist among the sources Miravalle cites.

Dr. Miravalle even goes so far as to imply that Fr. Michel’s position is similar to the Papal-Antichrist theory of the Protestant reformers who identified the legitimate Papacy itself with the Antichrist — an entirely unjust association which is light years away from anything Fr. Michel has ever asserted. Fr. Michel is a faithful Catholic and a faithful son of the Pope — including whoever happens to truly hold that office at a given time, an office which Fr. Michel unabashedly asserts is presently held by Pope Francis.

Fr. Michel’s teaching that the Antichrist is somewhere within the Ecclesial hierarchy right now may be proven inaccurate — only time will tell — but it is certainly not a reason to reach a negative discernment on Fr. Michel at present. (Note: the first “son of perdition”, Judas, was one of the “hierarchy” of the Twelve Apostles.)*
Fifth

Dr. Miravalle claims that it is a “substantial theological error” to assert that Benedict XVI may in the future convene a new council to elect a pope after Pope Francis dies.

This fifth argument falls victim to the general logical fallacy of judging the superior by the inferior; in this case, seeking to judge a theological reality by the standard of canonical minutiae. How exactly a conclave is convoked in order to elect a new pope is not a “substantial theological” question at all, therefore even if one were to fall into error regarding it, it could not possibly amount to a “substantial theological error.” Throughout the history of the Church, there has been a great number of ways in which the details of Papal Election have transpired. Even if what Fr. Michel describes is not the canonically ordinary way to convoke a new conclave, we are not exactly living in canonically ordinary times, and entertaining the possibility that a genuine prophecy could speak of a Pope Emeritus being the one to even informally call the Cardinals together to elect a new Pope should not even be considered such a stumbling block, much less considered as heretical.
Furthermore, Miravalle seems to be neglecting the teaching of Pope St. John Paul II, who wrote, in Universi Dominici Gregis, “…theologians and canonists of all times agree that this institution [viz., the Conclave] is not of its nature necessary for the valid election of the Roman Pontiff…” If even a conclave itself is not of its nature a theological necessity, then how can Miravalle be justified in claiming that one particular way of calling a conclave together (by a Pope Emeritus, no less!) can amount to a “substantial theological error”?

(Note: Please see Addendum 1)
Sixth

Unfortunately, Dr. Miravalle’s sixth objection is itself subject to grave errors. First, Miravalle refers to “the concept that devils exist permanently in Purgatory.” This is an intrinsically contradictory statement, as Purgatory is essentially temporary (it is Church dogma that Purgatory ceases to exist upon the General Judgment), and therefore referring to anything having a “permanent” position in Purgatory is meaningless. More problematic, however, is Dr. Miravalle’s implicit assertion that it is heresy to refer to demons having a role to play in Purgatory, as such an assertion condemns no less an authority than St. Faustina herself as a heretic.
In §412 of her fully approved revelations, St. Faustina writes of one of her own visions of Purgatory, saying:

I saw the souls who were doing penance in purgatory. They appeared like shadows, and among them I saw many demons. —Divine Mercy in My Soul, diary

Shortly after, in §426, Faustina describes the Purgatory of a certain soul who had been particularly mired in sin, and goes on to say, “I can find no words or comparisons to express such terrible things. And although it seems to me that this soul is not damned, nevertheless its torments are in no way different from the torments of hell; there is only this difference: that they will someday come to an end.” Obviously, if the only difference between Purgatory and Hell in a given poor soul’s sufferings is the merely temporary nature of the former, then one can conclude that the demons do have some role to play in at least some levels of Purgatory.

Indeed, in Purgatory there is Faith, Hope, and Charity. There is even great joy, I would argue—as all souls there are dearly beloved to God and know they are saved! Furthermore, there is no more sin and no more temptation in Purgatory. But there is little Church Dogma on the nature of the details of the experience in Purgatory, and there certainly are no theological grounds to rule out the possibility that, at least in Purgatory’s lower levels, the demons themselves could be allowed to carry out a purifying—not a tempting—role. Fr. Michel clearly said that the demons were only allowed this purifying role in Purgatory—not the tempting role they so often play on earth.

Dr. Miravalle’s willingness to condemn Fr. Michel as a heretic (claiming that Fr. Michel’s teaching here is “substantially incompatible with authentic Catholic doctrine” is tantamount to an accusation of heresy) for asserting the exact same thing that St. Faustina asserted, and to encourage his readers to trust this condemnation on account of his own subjective take on the “overall tone and tenor of the Church’s Mystical Tradition,” is a serious overstep. Indeed, throughout his article, Miravalle cites no actual Church Teachings to bolster his claims that Fr. Michel’s messages allegedly violate them, but only requests his readers to trust his own subjective take on the “general mystical tradition.”

Seventh

Here, Dr. Miravalle claims that Fr. Michel must be regarded as unreliable due to a personal story he shared about an encounter with Pope John Paul II allegedly being impossible to have transpired. But Miravalle’s entire seventh point is based on the notion that anyone who is “familiar with the daily Vatican protocol of Pope St. John Paul II” can be absolutely certain that John Paul II never had any room anywhere in St. Peter’s Basilica (the largest Church in the world) that he could have possibly used as an office and that John Paul II could not possibly have ever done anything in the Vatican that was not directly observed by his private secretaries or Swiss guards, and that, consequently, Fr. Michel’s story about an encounter with John Paul II “could not have been based in reality.”

The strangeness of Miravalle’s point here, I think, refutes itself. The idea of a pope finding refuge in obscure places within the Vatican to be in solitude does not require much imagination. Moreover, to suggest that Fr. Michel invented this story puts into question this priest’s integrity and constitutes an accusation with grounds not proportional to its evidence and gravity. There are an infinite number of potential scenarios under which Fr. Michel’s account is perfectly plausible, so I will not bother to enumerate them here.

Eighth

As with his third point, this point, too, is based on a misunderstanding. Note: Fr. Michel’s English is rather broken and, as such, he sometimes uses the wrong words in his self-translation. Furthermore, he has written little about his prophecy, but primarily has spoken about it, adding to the difficulties.

Dr. Miravalle writes, “The irrationality of this claim, i.e., that Pope St. John Paul II used another person as an imposter to impersonate him during public audiences… requires no commentary.” Indeed, it requires no commentary, as such a claim would be absurd; but it is evidently not what Fr. Michel said.

Christine Watkins, who has met privately with Fr. Michel and interviewed him, explains:

Yes, that would be completely irrational, but that is not what Fr. Michel said. I wrote this down from memory based on Fr. Michel sharing this story with a few of us at a dinner table…. I would like to clarify Fr. Michel’s words: ‘Yes, I am here because I’m too short to get close to see you. But how is it you’re here when you pope vehicle [your car] is pulling up right now where all the crowds are?’ 
Here Fr. Michel did not mean the Popemobile, where the pope is clearly visible, as that would be ridiculous. During public audiences, obviously it was he, the pope, who spoke to the audiences. Dr. Miravalle seems to have read this to suggest that an imposter was standing in place of the pope during his public audiences. This is not what Fr. Michel was saying. Fr. Michel was surprised to learn that in order for the pope to arrive in a car for his public appearance and not be trapped or delayed by crowds, a similar “pope” car pulls up [most likely with dark windows], so that John Paul II could come and go. This would be wise and understandable.”

I would add that it is not uncommon among dignitaries, as a matter of security, that decoy cars, etc. are used.

Ninth

The assumptions guiding Dr. Miravalle’s ninth assertion are radically at odds with Fr. Michel’s entire message. Here, Miravalle objects to Fr. Michel’s teaching that the Warning will cause all to “recognize Christ” and will remove the ability to say that “God does not exist.” Miravalle writes: “This assertion seems to deny the possibility of a free act of the free will by over seven billion people, whereby some of whom … could immediately deny the proposed grace [of the Warning].“

Fr. Michel is well aware that many will deny the grace of the Warning. His entire message is that, after the Warning, a Great Apostasy will commence with many joining sides with it and with the Antichrist who initiates it! Obviously, any statement from Fr. Michel that might seem (wrongly) to dispute the reality of free will allowing many to deny the grace of the Warning must be understood in the light of Fr. Michel’s own clear and repeated teachings on what will come after the Warning and which contradict such a mistaken interpretation. 
Indeed, these are Fr. Michel’s words in black and white on this website that clearly indicate that not all will accept this grace:

“After the illumination of conscience, humanity will be granted an unparalleled gift: a period of repentance lasting about six and a half weeks when the devil will not have the power to act. This means all human beings will have their complete free will to make a decision for or against the Lord. The devil will not bind our will and fight against us. The first two and a half weeks, in particular, will be extremely important, for the devil will not return at that time, but our habits will, and people will be harder to convert. And all who have received the desire for him, the sense that they need His salvation, will be marked on their forehead with a luminous cross by their guardian angel.”

Fr. Michel is simply teaching that the Warning will foist itself, without invitation and without seeking permission, upon all souls on the face of the planet, showing them that God exists, that Christ exists, and revealing to them the state of their souls. How souls respond, after the Warning, will be up to them.

Tenth

Dr. Miravalle’s final objection takes issue with Fr. Michel’s assertion that there will be about a six or six and a half-week reprieve after the Warning and that sometime after this point, faithful souls will be led by their Guardian Angels to refuges where they will be protected during the reign of the Antichrist. Now, whether or not these prophecies from Fr. Michel are true or wind up being fulfilled, there is nothing intrinsically wrong with them and they constitute no grounds for rejecting his authenticity.

Miravalle writes, “…the alleged directive for families to immediately leave their homes, properties, possessions, etc. after the Illumination of Conscience has absolutely no precedent within Church approved private revelation.” But this objection is a straw man, for Fr. Michel never said that we are simply to abandon our lives after the Warning on account of his own admonitions. Rather, Fr. Michel teaches that we are to follow our Guardian Angel, who will miraculously appear to some in the form of a flame, and lead them to temporary or permanent refuges. It is particularly strange to take issue with a simple admonition to follow one’s Guardian Angel if the latter miraculously appears. I would like to know what exactly Dr. Miravalle would advise his readers to do if their Guardian Angel appears to them telling them to do something. Furthermore, Fr. Michel’s account—as he explains here—of the Guardian Angel appearing miraculously as a flame is not unprecedented.

Dr. Miravalle writes that some of Fr. Michel’s prophecies have “... absolutely no precedent within Church approved private revelation.” We would note that another credible seer on Countdown to the Kingdom, Jennifer, has been given similar messages from Jesus:

My people, My angels will come and guide you to your places of refuge where you will be sheltered from the storms and the forces of the antichrist and this one world government. —July 14th, 2004

And again,

Take heed to My words, for as the time begins to close in, the attacks that will be unleashed by Satan will be at unprecedented proportions. Diseases will come forth and culminate, My people, and your homes will be a safe haven until My angels guide you to your place of refuge. —February 23rd, 2007

But even if no such similar messages existed, engaging in an a priori rejection of any prophetic increase in specificity (which, far from being ruled out, should be affirmatively expected the closer we get to the long-prophesied events) is essentially tantamount to a categorical rejection of prophecy itself. Prophecy is never mere repetition, while the unstated premise in Miravalle’s tenth objection here is precisely that prophecy may only be mere repetition. The fact that prophecy must stand in harmony with and never contradict Scripture, Tradition, and Magisterium—as well, I would add, as the general prophetic consensus—mustn’t be erroneously conflated with the patently false notion that prophecy may not be new (so long as it does not correct or change Sacred Tradition). 
Conclusion

Dr. Miravalle begins his concluding remarks by stating, “the alleged messages of Fr. Rodrigue contain significant and repeated examples of theological and factor error.” As I hope I have made clear in this post, no such errors exist—at least, not in what Miravalle has here presented—a reality testified to by the fact that there are no Magisterial texts cited in Miravalle’s article (beyond one brief mention of the CDF’s 1978 norms for discernment; norms which, in fact, seem to strongly favor Fr. Michel’s authenticity).

I am grateful, on the one hand, for the opportunity to clarify several clear misunderstandings and theological misconstructions regarding Fr. Michel. On the other hand, I hope this public response is an invitation to others in such positions as Dr. Miravalle to engage us in dialogue before making public declarations that ultimately serve to only further confuse and divide the Body of Christ at a time when we need each other most.

Please remember that I am not at all claiming certainty in the authenticity of Fr. Michel’s messages, thus I continue to welcome further information relevant to proper Church-sanctioned norms of discernment. I am simply saying that I do think they are authentic, and I still have seen no worthy reason to doubt their authenticity. Fr. Michel seems to be a good, holy, orthodox, and learned priest, not to mention a good Catholic, an Abbot, and a psychologically stable individual (a conclusion I have arrived at even based on my own correspondence with him). This does not mean he is infallible, of course, but it does mean that we should take what he says seriously.
If Fr. Michel is actually hearing from God, carrying messages to be announced to the faithful, then he is an important voice that should not go unheeded. Now is a critical time in the Church and the world when things are rapidly changing, and people need direction and assurance.

And what is Fr. Michel saying? He’s not saying store up years of food (he only says to have a few months’ worth if possible—natural reason observing the state of the world today arrives at the same conclusion); he’s not saying go build a refuge (he’s saying that those are already built for the most part or that those who are to build them are only those clearly called by God to do so); he’s not saying be afraid; he’s not saying neglect the duties of your state in life.

His message is simple: go to Confession, pray the Rosary, consecrate yourself to the Holy Family.  He’s saying repent. He’s saying be a good Catholic.

Even if you cannot bring yourself to regard Fr. Michel’s visions as authentic private revelation, I nevertheless conclude by asking: What, dear friends, is so wrong with that message? Acts 5:34-39
 

*It is interesting to note that Venerable Archbishop Fulton Sheen said in his book, Communism and the Conscience of the West:
“The False Church will be worldly, ecumenical, and global. It will be a loose federation of churches and religions, forming some type of global association. A world parliament of Churches. It will be emptied of all Divine content, it will be the mystical body of the anti-christ. The Mystical Body on earth today will have its Judas Iscariot, and he will be the false prophet. Satan will recruit him from our Bishops.”

 

Addendum 1: I apologize for my lack of clarity in the Fifth point, wherein I only addressed the “conclave” issue (although I did inadvertently use the word “council” in the opening paragraph). While I stand by my remarks as they pertain to the question of convoking a conclave, Dr. Miravalle’s own fifth point focused more specifically on the question of convoking a council. Nevertheless, my argument as it pertains to a conclave applies as well to the question of convoking a council. Councils, too, have been convoked in a variety of ways throughout Church History. What lends legitimacy to a council is not the manner in which it was convoked — even if there is a canonically ordinary way of doing so — but, rather, its status (measured by the substance of its execution and, ultimately, promulgation) as genuinely Ecumenical in nature. In any event, pondering the most fitting mode of a council’s convocation is certainly not a substantial theological question, therefore even if one were to succumb to error regarding it, such an error could not be accurately and fairly construed as a “substantial theological error.”   — Daniel O’Connor. A Response to Fr. Joseph Iannuzzi’s Article on Fr. Michel Rodrigue, Part 1

Two private theologians, Fr. Joseph Iannuzzi and Dr. Mark Miravalle, have recently publicly expressed their personal negative judgment of Fr. Michel Rodrigue, a priest in good standing, although his purported messages from God are currently not condemned by the Church. (It is important for Catholics to note that, in neither case was the judgment of these theologians sought by the legitimate ecclesiastical authority, nor do their judgments carry any canonical weight.) Dr. Miravalle’s earlier critique – from which the present article draws – was addressed here by Daniel O’Connor, and Fr. Iannuzzi’s recent article was addressed, in part, by Christine Watkins here. Below you will find the detailed and reasoned response of British theologian, Peter Bannister, MTh, MPhil, to Fr. Joseph Iannuzzi’s more recent article. 

A large portion of the article is cut-and-pasted (apparently by the interviewer, Sharon Freeman of “The House of Loreto”) from a slanderous piece of half-truths written by an anti-papalist who lives in Rome and has a website entitled, “From Rome,” which, itself, may mislead some, as the site has nothing to do with the hierarchy of the Church. The article thus doubles down on certain points that most likely were not true in the first place, as they were based on assumptions devoid of any fact-checking. Their continued promulgation, then, amounts to little more than a grave risk of calumny.
Fr. Iannuzzi concluded his own criticism of Fr. Michel with the words, “God does not operate in this way.” Indeed, a main thrust of Fr. Iannuzzi’s article consists in the repetition of the notion that, since Fr. Michel’s private revelations contain details allegedly not yet observed in other already approved revelations, Fr. Michel’s revelations must be false. Thankfully, the Magisterium has already told us how to view this mindset:

“All moreover should abhor that intemperate zeal which imagines that whatever is new should for that very reason be opposed or suspected.” – Venerable Pope Pius XII, Divino Afflante Spiritu. §47
We now invite you to consider, carefully and prayerfully, Mr. Bannister’s important analysis below, wherein he argues that — even though Fr. Iannuzzi’s article contains some valid premises and even legitimate concerns — the conclusions he draws from them are unwarranted and in some cases are built upon misunderstandings. Mr. Bannister’s reasoning will surely help readers seeking the truth to realize that Fr. Michel has not accused Pope Francis of doctrinal error; Fr. Michel has shown no objective signs of being mentally disturbed or being a pathological liar (and that, moreso, Fr. Michel’s own life and ministry demonstrate the flimsiness of these very accusations); and Fr. Michel’s prophecies are nowhere near as ‘unprecedented’ as Fr. Iannuzzi claims they are, nor do they contain the problematic elements that Fr. Iannuzzi claims they do. Equally importantly, Mr. Bannister demonstrates that the methodological approach used by Fr. Iannuzzi in much of his denunciation of Fr. Michel is deeply flawed and unwarranted by the Church-sanctioned norms of discerning private revelation. 

Mr. Bannister also points out that, even if one cannot currently and definitively prove Fr. Michel Rodrigue’s messages come from God, nonetheless, most of them lie squarely within the prophetic consensus (i.e., other messages from legitimate seers are saying the same things that God has told him). 

If you have already read the criticisms of Fr. Michel, we invite you to read this response (and stay tuned for Mr. Bannister’s upcoming Part II, where he will additionally address the issues of physical preparation and refuges), along with the others posted on the www.CountdowntotheKingdom.com website, and prayerfully come to your own conclusion.



In begging to differ with respect to the negative judgments concerning Fr Michel Rodrigue published recently by Prof. Mark Miravalle and Fr Joseph Iannuzzi, let me say at the outset that both these writers have done extremely valuable work regarding Catholic mysticism, for which we owe them a debt of gratitude. Dr. Miravalle’s tireless and patient theological advocacy for and explanation of the petition for a Fifth Marian Dogma expressed in the Amsterdam apparitions to Ida Peerdeman (1945-1959) is a case in point. So too is Fr Iannuzzi’s pioneering work – lately confirmed by the extensive findings of French researcher Françoise Breynaert – on developing a Patristically-grounded eschatology capable of resolving the structural aporia inherent in the Augustinian amillennial view that has dominated Western theology for 1500 years. An eschatological paradigm which is increasingly being exposed as being not only in serious tension with Scripture but also incompatible with the overwhelming consensus of credible modern private revelation. For us as contributors to Countdown to the Kingdom, Fr Iannuzzi’s eschatological research has been and will continue to be a precious resource in our ongoing attempt to discern the alleged prophetic material in circulation across the world and its message for our times.

Furthermore, I would like to emphasize that Dr. Miravalle and Fr Iannuzzi are of course fully within their rights in expressing their doubts and concerns with regard to the purported revelations to Fr Michel Rodrigue (as long as it is remembered that their publications are a private initiative and not the result of an official Church inquiry). It is axiomatic that private revelation, even that approved by the Church, is not binding for its readers, commanding at the most a human rather than divine faith. Indeed, it is fully understandable that they should have undertaken a critical evaluation of the activities of Fr Michel, given the nature of his assertions and the possible implications should they indeed originate in supernatural revelation.

Not knowing Fr Michel Rodrigue personally, I have no means of verifying the authenticity of the events that he claims to have experienced. I cannot therefore fully exclude the possibility that his accounts may contain elements either of mental disturbance or deliberate falsification. Nonetheless, both these possibilities strike me as unlikely, given that both ought logically to have led to his laicization by now, or at the very least to his removal from positions of responsibility such as his Rectorship and teaching activities within the Studium St Joseph in the Diocese of Amos, Quebec. In spite of local Bishop Gilles Lemay’s very clear distancing of himself from Fr Michel Rodrigue’s revelations, the Studium St Joseph’s diocesan approval has not been rescinded, and the Apostolic Fraternity of St Benoit-Joseph Labre of which Fr Michel is Superior remains present on the diocesan website, albeit only as an association de facto. Furthermore, having attentively studied over 30 CDs of audio presentations given by him in various locations in North America in 2018 and 2019, as well as available French-language materials (interviews, homilies), I have heard nothing to suggest that Fr Michel Rodrigue is not in full possession of his mental faculties, or that he is a pathological liar.

Some of the general points raised in the latest article by Fr Iannuzzi are certainly pertinent, notably concerning the possible role of prior acquaintance with the mystical tradition that can (unconsciously) influence a supposed seer’s “revelations” that may consequently be “true” on some level without necessarily being the fruit of direct inspiration in the strong sense. This is indeed one of the principal difficulties in evaluating material such as is found on this website, and Fr Iannuzzi is wholly justified in underscoring this potential problem with regard to seers more generally.

The epistemological difficulty is further compounded when it comes to the frequently-encountered scenario in which a said visionary makes spontaneous oral comments without specifying whether these are based on personal mystical experience or rather their knowledge of the writings of other mystics past or present. 
Because of this ambiguity, our policy is to attempt to evaluate seers’ material on the sole basis of what they present unambiguously as heavenly revelation, especially when this contains elements such as specific prophetic predictions that either come to pass or not, as these are objectively verifiable. The same applies to corroboratory evidence in the form of phenomena such as scientifically unexplained healings, neuroscientifically attested changes in brain-wave state during a religious ecstasy, stigmata, abstinence from all nutrition except the Eucharist, lacrimations or exudations of oil from statues or images, eucharistic miracles solar phenomena at apparition sites etc. In contrast, personal anecdotes such as those told by Fr Michel Rodrigue relative to his unusual life story cannot easily be proven true or false: nobody is compelled to take them at face value, and it is understandable if they are viewed as improbable, but the history of Christian mysticism is littered with the most unlikely occurrences, and whether an event has happened or not cannot be determined by calculating probabilities. 

Because of the difficulty of evaluating personal testimony, it should be acknowledged that legitimate questions can be raised concerning Fr Michel Rodrigue to which we at present have no ready answers. Nonetheless, a number of objections to the messages and presentations of Fr Michel Rodrigue can be directly refuted. Some of these have already been dealt with in writing by Christine Watkins and Daniel O’Connor, and I refer readers to their responses published on this website, including the most recent testimony given to Christine by a named member of the Apostolic Fraternity of St Benoit-Joseph Labre attesting to a supernatural healing.

In some cases, the charges levelled against Fr Michel would appear to result from misunderstandings. An example here is Fr Iannuzzi’s interpretation of Fr Michel’s words in relation to alleged “errors” of Pope Francis. Nowhere in any of his presentations has he suggested that the Pope has been responsible for doctrinal error: what he appears to be referring to are possible errors in the pastoral/managerial handling of crises in the Church. Whether such a view of Pope Francis is justified or not is of course a matter of opinion, but it cannot be said that it is heretical with respect to the theological understanding of the Petrine Office. Here, as with many of Fr Michel’s predictions, only time will tell.

In other instances, the misunderstanding may have its origin in a certain looseness of language on the part of Fr Michel: while it is comprehensible that some should regard this as a failing on the part of a seminary professor, it would seem less than fully charitable to dismiss him on the grounds that his oral presentations in particular lack Thomistic theological precision. Especially when they are being delivered for a non-academic audience and in a second language in which Fr Michel’s vocabulary and fluency are manifestly very limited!

A case in point is the question of the relation of a hypothetical false Pope to the Antichrist. Here Fr Iannuzzi is indeed correct in stating that it is more in line with Scripture and Tradition to consider the Antichrist as an atheistic politician. However, there are strong grounds for considering that the Son of Perdition will be abetted by a False Prophet from within the Catholic hierarchy, and there is no lack of serious sources that have prophesied the coming of a false Pope in this context (see Saverio Gaeta, La Profezia dei due Papi, ch. 4). The apostasy of the Catholic Church at the very highest level would indeed appear to be the only way in which the “abomination of desolation” represented by the Protestantization of the Mass, removing the Real Eucharistic Presence and thereby the “perpetual sacrifice” (cf. Daniel ch. 12), could be brought about. Such predictions may seem catastrophist, but they feature in a multitude of sources (e.g. Fr. Stefano Gobbi, Message #485, December 31, 1992).

It is obvious that a valid Pope, protected by the charism of infallibility, would never ratify the sweeping doctrinal changes that are being prophesied by Fr Michel and many others. It is, however, equally obvious that the rise of the “false Church” referred to by many seers since Anne-Catherine Emmerich’s famous visions of the 1820s — a Church operating in collusion with the Antichrist — is not only a matter of succumbing to political pressure from without, but the consequence of the work of Ecclesiastical Freemasonry within, for which the Unholy Grail is to control the Throne of Peter. The (invalid) election of a false Pope is the most likely logical possibility regarding the means by which this can be effected. For Fr Michel Rodrigue to speak of such a figure as being the Antichrist rather than the False Prophet may be legitimately criticized as sloppiness with respect to theological terminology, but his general concept is by no means foreign to the prophetic tradition.

Perhaps the best-known seer to have referred specifically and on multiple occasions to a future false Pope is Pedro Regis in Anguera, Brazil, whose messages received over a period of 33 year have received serious attention and enjoyed cautious support of the archdiocese (read here; also see, for example, the full-length study Anguera aveva ragione by Annarita Magri which attempts to correlate Pedro Regis’s many prophecies with current events in the Church and the world). Another is Agustin del Divino Corazon in Colombia, co-founder of the accredited Congregation of the Servants of Reparation to the Sacred Hearts, whose Marian messages in their printed version were granted the Imprimatur by the Diocese of Lurin:

“the chair of St Peter will be vacant: soon you will see two Popes as in the time of Avignon: one true Pope and a false one. Do not let yourselves be confused; be alert and stay faith to sound doctrine and to Tradition.” (Maria, maestra de los apostoles de los ultimos tiempos, January 9, 2010).

Other objections to Fr Michel expressed by Dr. Miravalle and Fr. Iannuzzi are arguably open to query as regards their logical coherence. This is particularly the case when it is alleged that certain assertions of Fr. Michel place him squarely outside Tradition; while this may seem prima facie to be the case in some regards, a closer acquaintance with the writings of many church-approved mystics suggests that things are by no means so cut and dried, and that the situation with regard to the source material is considerably more complex than it may seem at first glance.

Philosophically, theologically and historically, the assumption that a given case of private revelation can be summarily dismissed on the grounds that “God does not do things this way” is open to question. 
Philosophically, because a study of existing mystical writing can only lead to descriptive conclusions as to what has happened in the past, not prescriptive ones as to what could happen in the future. While certain recurring patterns can definitely be identified in the lives and writings of the approved mystics which suggest the existence of a “grammar” of private revelation (to use a term of Cardinal Christoph Schönborn), there is no logical justification for raising these patterns to the level of nomothetic (i.e. “law-like”) principles governing what can occur. Theologically, the obvious retort to any a priori statement that God does not act in a certain manner — an argument that is frequently seen in relation to alleged supernatural phenomena such as weeping statues or hemographic (blood) images appearing on mystics’ bodies — is that this effectively puts an untenable limit on Divine sovereignty, which is by definition, absolute. There is no reason why a God who makes “all things new” (Isaiah 43:19 / Revelation 21:5) should be restricted by past precedent in the choice of prophetic methods or instruments.

In part 2 of this response, I will try to develop this last point with respect to several issues where I believe that it can be demonstrated that, contrary to the views expressed in Fr Iannuzzi’s article, there are precedents in Scripture and Tradition for what Fr. Michel has been saying. Perhaps most pressing is the vexed question of “refuges.” While all serious prophetic sources attest that the prime sense of the word “refuge” is indeed spiritual (often referring to the Hearts of Jesus and Mary), to see this as excluding any dimension of physical preparation is to fail to take account of several serious sources that also talk about practicalities, of course without seeing these as taking precedence over spiritual preparation.
For the moment, however, I would like to conclude by emphasizing that the overall thrust of our work at Countdown to the Kingdom does not stand or fall on the credibility of Fr. Michel Rodrigue, but rather on a broader international prophetic consensus of which, on the evidence currently available to us, he seems to be a part. It is this consensus which is our prime focus of attention, not questions of individual personalities.

In the second part of this response to the critiques of Fr. Michel Rodrigue, recently made by Dr. Mark Miravalle and Fr. Joseph Iannuzzi, I would like to challenge the notion that his predictions and recommendations place him outside the Tradition, with specific reference to the question of refuges.

Here I would like to make two fundamental points in response to the allegations of Fr. Iannuzzi. Firstly, there are ample Biblical precedents for pointing to a physical dimension to the concept of a refuge. It should naturally be stressed that physical preparation is of course of little or no value should it not be accompanied by an act of radical and ongoing trust in Divine Providence, but this by no means that heaven’s prophetic warnings cannot also insist on practical action in the material realm. It could be argued that to see this as somehow inherently “unspiritual” is to set up a false dichotomy between the spiritual and the material that in some respects is closer to Gnosticism that to the incarnate faith of Christian Tradition. Or else, to put it more mildly, to forget that we are human beings of flesh and blood rather than angels!

Fr. Iannuzzi’s assertion that nowhere in the New Testament do we find an exhortation to construct a physical refuge may be technically correct, but this is demonstrably untrue when it comes to the Hebrew Scriptures, as the building of Noah’s Ark constitutes a paradigmatic example of how God’s word sometimes entails very practical forms of obedience (Gen. 6:22). It is perhaps no coincidence that the metaphor of the Ark occurs so often in contemporary prophecies talking about refuges, precisely because it combines a powerful symbolism (not least as pointing to the Immaculate Heart of Our Mother as the Ark for our times) with a material exemplification. And if the idea of storing foodstuffs in preparation for times of crisis is frowned upon by some, later in the book of Genesis we see how Joseph famously saves the nation of Egypt – and is reconciled with his own family – by doing precisely this. It is his prophetic gift, enabling him to interpret Pharaoh’s dream of seven good cows and seven lean cows as predicting a famine in Egypt, that leads him to store up “huge quantities” of grain (Gen. 41:49) throughout the country. This concern for material provision is furthermore not restricted to the Old Testament; in the Acts of the Apostles a similar prediction of famine in the Roman empire is given by the prophet Agabus, to which the disciples respond by providing help for the believers in Judea (Acts 11:27-30).

Secondly, it needs to be pointed out that Fr. Michel Rodrigue is far from being the only or the first alleged mystic to speak of places of refuge (corresponding to Revelation 13:14’s reference to the place in the desert prepared for the Woman, i.e. Mary as Mother of the Church, pursued by the Dragon). While Fr. Iannuzzi is doubtless correct in saying that many false messages have circulated in recent decades concerning the establishment of physical refuges, there is no reason why this should logically imply that the concept of a physical refuge is itself necessarily false. After all, it would seem to be a matter of common sense that refuges will be needed for refuges whose needs are not only spiritual but also extremely concrete, above all when faced with the predicament of how to survive during the reign of a totalitarian, anti-Christian dictatorship that will make buying and selling without the infamous “mark of the Beast” impossible (Revelation 13:16).

Once again, it surely has to be seen as coherent with the deep logic of Salvation history that a spiritual concept should be incarnated in the material realm. In Catholic mystical tradition, the idea that the elect will be protected in a place of refuge during a time both of persecution and Divine chastisement can for example be seen in the visions of Blessed Elisabetta Canori Mora (1774-1825) whose spiritual journal was recently published by the Vatican’s own publishing house, Libreria Editrice Vaticana: here it is St Peter who makes provision for the Remnant in the form of intriguing symbolic “trees”:
At that moment I saw four green trees appear, covered with very precious flowers and fruits. The mysterious trees were in the form of a cross; they were surrounded by a very resplendent light, which […] went to open all the doors of the monasteries of nuns and religious. Through an interior feeling I understood that the holy apostle had established those four mysterious trees in order to give a place of refuge for the little flock of Jesus Christ, to free the good Christians from the terrible chastisement that will turn the whole world upside down.
While the language here is evidently allegorical, we can also point to mystics for whom in which this notion of Divine protection takes on a concrete geographical aspect. For example, in French mystical literature since 1750 there have been at least three famous convergent prophetic predictions that Western France will be (relatively) protected compared to other parts of the country during a time of chastisement. The prophecies of Abbé Souffrant (1755-1828), Fr. Constant Louis Marie Pel (1878-1966) and Marie-Julie Jahenny (1850-1941) all concur in this respect; in the case of Marie-Julie, it is the whole region of Brittany which is designated as a refuge in words attributed to the Virgin during Marie-Julie’s ecstasy on March 25, 1878:

I have come to this land of Brittany because I find generous hearts there […] My refuge will also be for those of my children whom I love and who do not all live on its soil. It will be a refuge of peace in the midst of plagues, a very strong and powerful shelter that nothing will be able to destroy. The birds fleeing the storm will take refuge in Brittany. The land of Brittany is within my power. My Son told me: “My Mother, I give you complete power over Brittany.” This refuge belongs to me and also to my good mother St Anne (a prominent French pilgrimage site, St. Anne d’Auray, is found in Brittany)

In our own times, several alleged visionaries other than Fr. Michel Rodrigue and unconnected with him have also asserted that they have received heavenly communications regarding refuges which confirm many points expressed in the Canadian priest’s messages and teachings. This can be seen by quoting from four* purported mystics who can either claim express Church support or who are currently under observation by the ecclesiastical authorities (See also an extensive list of some of their prophecies concerning refuges at the end of this article).

· the American visionary, Jennifer, encouraged to diffuse her material by figures within the Vatican subsequent to translation and presentation of her locutions by Fr. Seraphim Michalenko (vice-postulator for the cause of St. Faustina’s beatification)

· Agustín del Divino Corazón from Colombia (already mentioned in part 1 of this article)

· Luz de Maria de Bonilla (a stigmatist from Costa Rica living in Argentina, whose messages from the period 2009-2017 received the Imprimatur and personal endorsement Fr.om Bishop Juan Abelardo Mata Guevara)

· Gisella Cardia, seer of the Trevignano Romano apparitions (the object of several published studies), in connection with which a number of scientifically as yet unexplained phenomena have been documented: lacrimation of blood from a figurine of the Virgin Mary and a Divine Mercy image in the visionary’s house, stigmatization, religious texts appearing in blood under Gisella’s skin, solar phenomena captured on film at the apparition site. Beginning in 2016, the alleged apparitions in Trevignano Romano have gained international attention in 2020 largely due to a message received on September 28, 2019, and attributed by Gisella Cardia to the Virgin, in which it was predicted that new diseases would shortly emerge from China and infect the air…

Common to the following messages is the complementarity of the spiritual and material aspects of refuges, the latter being the practical outworking of the former, as during the first generations of the Church. When presented cumulatively alongside one another, the overall coherence of the “prophetic consensus” on which we have been attempting to focus at Countdown to the Kingdom ought to be self-evident. We remain convinced that Fr. Michel Rodrigue’s purported revelations have their place within this consensus, as many of the themes familiar to those who studied his material can also be found in the locutions below. Nonetheless, it ultimately matters very little whether readers believe the following on the basis of credence in any particular seer. What is far more important is the overarching message, one which can hardly be regarded as lacking clarity or repetition.

“Let anyone who has an ear listen to what the Spirit is saying to the churches.” (Revelation 2:29)

My child, this is a time of great preparation. You must not only prepare by cleansing your soul but also by putting food and water aside and my angels will lead you to your place of refuge. My child, many will deny that a warning is coming. Many will mock you for your willingness to follow my ways and not the world’s way.  These are the souls, my child, that need the most prayer.  (Jesus to Jennifer, July 2, 2003)

These historic times in which you live are to be times embraced with great joy, for each time I come to you with My words I am warning you out of love. These events will purify this earth and restore mankind back to the way I intended it to be. I will come in glorious splendor and claim each one of My faithful. […] You are in times of preparation before your time of journey. For some it will be your eternal journey to your moment of judgment. For some you will be called to your place of refuge, you must allow My angels to guide you, for this will be a time that you will need to place your full trust in Me. Now go forth and continue to prepare. Do not concern yourself with your worldly possessions because, for many, it will be a battle to survive. Now go forth and be at peace for the hour is at hand before My justice falls upon mankind. (Jesus to Jennifer, May 17, 2004)
My people, do not be fooled by the comforts in which you live. Do not be fooled in thinking that your days are not numbered. The time is soon coming, it is rapidly approaching for My places of refuge are in the stages of being prepared at the hands of My faithful. My people, My angels will come and guide you to your places of refuge where you will be sheltered from the storms and the forces of the antichrist and this one world government. […] (Jesus to Jennifer, July 14, 2004)

My child, be prepared! Be prepared! Be prepared! Take heed to My words for as the time begins to close in the attacks that will be unleashed by Satan will be at unprecedented proportions. Diseases will come forth and culminate My people and your homes will be a safe haven until My angels guide you to your place of refuge. […] Storm after storm! War will break out and many will stand before Me. This world will be brought to its knees in the blink of an eye. Now go forth for I am Jesus and be at peace for all will be done according to My will. (Jesus to Jennifer, February 23, 2007)

I want you to be gathered in small communities, taking refuge in the Chambers of our Sacred Hearts and sharing your goods, your interests, your prayers, imitating the first Christians. (Mary to Agustín del Divino Corazón, November 9, 2007)

Consecrate yourselves to my Immaculate Heart and surrender completely to me: I will enfold you within my Holy Mantle […] I will be your refuge, a refuge in which you will contemplate the prophesied events that will shortly come to fulfillment: a refuge in which you will not feel afraid of my Marian warnings in these end times. […] A refuge in which you will not be noticed when the Man of Iniquity [i.e. Antichrist] will make his appearance throughout the world. A refuge that will keep you hidden from the perfidious attacks of Satan. (Mary to Agustín del Divino Corazón, January 27, 2010)

By the cross and consecration to my Immaculate Heart, you will win the victory: it is enough to pray and make reparation, for the cup of the Father is flowing over, chastisement will soon come to humanity like a hurricane, like an impetuous storm, but do not be afraid, for the elect will be marked with the sign of the cross on their foreheads and hands; they will be protected, kept within the refuge of my purest Heart. (Mary to Agustín del Divino Corazón, January 9, 2010)

Be fraternal. The time will come when you will have to gather in small communities, and you know it. With My Love present within you, transform your character, learn not to hurt and to forgive your brothers and sisters, so that in these difficult moments you might be those who take My Comfort and My Love to your brothers and sisters. (Jesus to Luz de María de Bonilla, October 10, 2018)

Do not continue living in the same way, learn how to share fraternally, as you will be living in community in order to protect yourselves from the evil that will possess many of my children, and my Heart bleeds because of this. (Mary to Luz de María de Bonilla, January 14, 2019)

In families, in communities, in as far as it will be possible for you to do so, you should prepare refuges which will be called Refuges of the Sacred Hearts. In these places, obtain the food and everything necessary for those who will come. Do not be selfish. Protect your brothers and sisters with the love of the Divine word in Sacred Scripture, in keeping before you the precepts of the Divine Law; in this way you will be able to bear the fulfillment of the [prophetic] revelations with greater strength if you are within the faith. (Mary to Luz de María de Bonilla, August 26, 2019)

Gather together in groups, whether in families, prayer groups or solid friendships, and be ready to prepare places where you will be able to stay together in times of severe persecution or war. Bring together the necessary items for you to be able to stay they until My Angels tell you [otherwise]. These refuges will be protected against invasion. Remember that unity gives strength: if one person grows weak in the Faith, another will lift them up. If one is sick, another brother or sister will assist them, in unity.  (Jesus to Luz de María de Bonilla, January 12, 2020)

My children, prepare safe refuges, because a time will come when you will not even be able to trust my sons the priests. This period of apostasy will lead you into great confusion and tribulation, but you, my children, always be tied to the word of God, do not be caught up in modernism! (Mary to Gisella Cardia, September 17, 2019)

Prepare safe refuges for the times to come; persecution is underway, always pay attention. My children, I ask you for strength and courage; pray for the dead that there are and will be, the epidemics will continue until my children see the light of God in their hearts. The Cross will soon light up the sky, and it will be the final act of mercy. Soon, very soon everything will happen quickly, so much so that you will believe that you can take no more of all this pain, but entrust everything to your Savior, because he is ready to renew everything, and your life will be a receptacle of joy and love. (Mary to Gisella Cardia, April 21, 2020)

Prepare safe refuges, prepare your houses like little churches and I will be there with you. A revolt is near, both inside and outside the Church. (Mary to Gisella Cardia, May 19, 2020)

My children, I ask you to make reserves of food for at least three months. I had already told you that the freedom granted to you would be an illusion – you will be forced once again to stay in your homes, but this time it will be worse because civil war is near. […] My children, do not accumulate money because a day will come when you will not be able to acquire anything. Famine will be severe and the economy is about to be destroyed. Pray and increase prayer cenacles, consecrate your homes and prepare altars within them. (Mary to Gisella Cardia, August 18, 2020)

As I said in the webcast, I do not focus on prophecies of the Great Catholic Monarch simply because my goal in writing on eschatological matters is not to arbitrarily speculate about what is coming, but rather to spiritually prepare my readers for what is coming and encourage them to participate in bringing about its arrival. It just so happens that there is little or nothing that you need to do to prepare for the Great Catholic Monarch or bring about his emergence. (There is much, on the other hand, that you must do to prepare for the Warning, Chastisements, and Era of Peace.) 

I do believe in the prophecies of the Great Catholic Monarch. 

However, as a number of contradictions exist between these prophecies, I have not bothered to delve deeply into them in order to present a coherent picture; it simply hasn’t appeared to me to be worth the time. The Monarch may arise any day now, and help prepare the Church and the World for the reign of the Antichrist and cause a sort of a mini-Era of Peace to occur beforehand (though I prefer to refer to it as a “reprieve” or, as Mark Mallett puts it well, an “eye of the storm”), that is, before the Great Chastisements and Glorious Era of Peace. Though some seers have referred to this reprieve as being quite short — perhaps only several weeks long — that is by no means so lofty a prophecy as to be considered an inseparable element of the “prophetic consensus,” and I see no reason to outright dismiss the notion that it could be much longer. 
Another popular Catholic Eschatological Timeline now making the rounds is extremely similar to the one we have up at CountdownToTheKingdom, with the only major difference being that, instead of a “reprieve,” it refers to a “minor Era of Peace.” If that floats your boat, go with it — though I personally continue to prefer how we have it shown on CTTK.

Indeed, the world and the Church are now in desolation, and I see no reason to despair of hoping that a great Catholic Monarch would arise to help facilitate the explosion of the graces associated with the Warning throughout the world, an explosion that itself will look like an Era of Peace compared to what we see now. But it will most likely not be The Glorious Era of Peace — the universally promised Reign of the Divine Will on Earth as in heaven. That will require a coming of Christ in grace to establish His Kingdom, which, as Christ Himself said in the Gospel, “is not of this world” and which, therefore, cannot be instituted by any human person, no matter how Great of a Catholic Monarch he may be. 
Indeed, it is that Coming of Christ in Grace that we pray for when we ask “Maranatha! Come, Lord Jesus!” 

For in doing so, we are obviously not merely begging Him for His Second Coming in the flesh to put an end to the world and commence the Last Judgment!! That would be a rather strange prayer to offer, given how much still needs to happen before The End. No, first, Christ must have His Kingdom on earth! Only upon so having His Kingdom on earth may He, as Scripture says, hand the kingdom over to His Father at the end of time. 

“For as in Adam all die, so also in Christ shall all be made alive. But each in his own order: Christ the first fruits, then at his coming those who belong to Christ. Then comes the end, when he delivers the kingdom to God the Father after destroying every rule and every authority and power. For he must reign until he has put all his enemies under his feet.” 1 Corinthians 15 22-25. 

Or, the Great Catholic Monarch may arise during the reign of the Antichrist to fight against him. Or he may arise towards the end of the reign of the Antichrist or immediately after Christ Himself destroys the Antichrist (by a Heaven-sent miracle, not by His physical coming). It matters little to me, as whichever of these scenarios winds up playing out makes no difference to what you and I must do here and now by:

1. Repenting of all of our sins

2. Making a general confession if we have not yet done so

3. Going to confession at least once a month moving forward

4. Praying the Rosary every day

5. Receiving the Eucharist as often as possible — preferably every day, if you can

6. Praying the Divine Mercy Chaplet

7. Imploring and Proclaiming the Divine Mercy

8. Striving to Live in the Divine Will 

9. Proclaiming the Kingdom — the Divine Will

10. Consecrating ourselves and our families and homes to the Holy Family and being deeply devoted to Jesus, Mary, and Joseph together

Please do not delay these things any longer. Here we stand, a mere few days away from the long awaited Fall 2020.

(Meteorologically, Fall begins September 1st. In terms of the Equinox, it begins September 22nd). It is not just Fr. Michel saying that the purification will really begin this Fall. It is not just Fr. Michel saying have 3 months of food on hand now. A number of other alleged seers are saying the same thing.

I admit: I hope that Fr. Michel and the other seers saying this are wrong. 

There is so much more I want to accomplish to proclaim the Divine Mercy and the Divine Will before the long-prophesied events hit. As I’ve said a million times, I’m still very much discerning Fr. Michel along with you all and I am by no means convicted of his prophecies (even though, in the meantime, I’ll gladly defend him against unjust criticism), notwithstanding the fact that I do find his prophecies worth sharing. His prophecies may wind up being proven false; we’ll see. But I’m not going to be so foolish as to just arrogantly assume he’s wrong, as so many are doing now on account of gossip or unfounded accusations. No, I’m going to consider that he may very well be right, and I’m going to ensure that I have, in my own soul, the sense of urgency that corresponds to the possibility that we might very well right now be living in the very final days of the Time of Mercy. I encourage you all, dear friends, to harbor a similar sense of urgency in your hearts.

 

Addendum. The aforementioned blogger also makes an erroneous point about the conversion of the Jews, which I also addressed in the Crown of Sanctity, page 376:
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conversion of the Jews, indicating that he has again
surreptitiously inserted the word “immediately”
into teachings that neither contain this word nor
imply it.

I wrote it with much trepidation, for I did not relish the thought of having to write an article against an author I greatly respect (indeed, I would like to reiterate my respect for Dr. Miravalle). But at the end of the day I must follow my conscience and never succumb to the vice of respect of persons, and Dr. Miravalle’s article contained serious problems that simply, in justice, had to be publicly and quickly addressed, and Providence seemed to have placed me in the position to do that.

Note: My own Fifth Point (in response to Dr. Miravalle’s Fifth Point), was not clear: please see the addendum now posted at the bottom of my post if you are interested in a clarification. 

On Fr. Michel

Unfortunately, some headlines that linked to my last post did so by referring to me as a “promoter” of Fr. Michel or a “strong defender” of him, or something of the sort. This isn’t really true. Yes, I’ve mentioned his prophecies as being worthy of consideration in a couple posts here. Yes, I wholeheartedly contribute to and endorse CTTK, which hosts several of his talks. Yes, I defended him against the 10 unjust accusations levied against him by Dr. Mark Miravalle (I will gladly defend anyone against unjust accusations — whether or not that person happens to be an authentic prophet). 

But I haven’t even had time to watch most of Fr. Michel’s videos. I haven’t had the time to deeply study his messages. Dr. Miravalle’s 10 Points were so deeply flawed that they were rather straightforward to answer, but I do not have the answers to the multitude of other questions I get regarding Fr. Michel. I would recommend that, if you have an urgent question or concern regarding Fr. Michel, you contact Christine Watkins, who is the CTTK contributor who knows the most about him and who has posted the material on CTTK that pertains to him. As for me, Fr. Michel is just one of countless living prophets; one whom (like so many others) I have only had time to briefly look into and who appears authentic based on what I’ve seen so far. As I mentioned in my last post, I am not claiming certainty in his authenticity, and I am not even claiming conviction in his prophecies. He seems authentic to me and I believe he should be listened to and taken seriously. That is all I really have to say about that matter. I really cannot devote much more time to the matter than to say that; my mission is the revelations on the Divine Will given to the Servant of God Luisa Piccarreta, and that is what I must focus on. 

However, I’d like to quickly clarify one Fr. Michel issue right now:

Fr. Michel does not say the Warning will be this Fall.

Fr. Michel hasn’t said the Warning won’t be Fall 2020, either. He simply hasn’t said when it will be (to my knowledge, at least). He’s only saying that the Purification (i.e. the Chastisements) will pick up by this Fall. I’m guessing that the Chastisements will need to be in full swing for a while before the Warning itself comes, as God’s Permissive Will in this case is to bring humanity to its knees in order to be best disposed for the grace of the Warning. In pain, we are much more receptive to grace than in comfort. 

Indeed, Fr. Michel said that “the month of the Rosary [October] will see great things,” but it shouldn’t be assumed that this is a reference to the Warning.

Remember what I constantly say: when it comes to your zeal for Salvation and Sanctification, have the sense of urgency that comes from assuming these timetables are correct. When it comes to continuing to undertake well the duties of your state in life, assume that the Time of Mercy will be extended yet again and that Fr. Michel’s prophetic timetable will not transpire. That advice never fails; and, indeed, the only point of prophecy is to help us to better respond to what Heaven is asking of us (proclaim the Divine Mercy, Live in the Divine Will, pray the Rosary, frequent the Sacraments, consecrate yourself/family/home to the Holy Family, etc.). Prophecy doesn’t exist to just arbitrarily give us knowledge of the future and it certainly doesn’t exist to fuel aimless speculation. 
On my Credentials
[The following will be very boring and ought only be read by those who, for some reason, care about this issue!]

I have become aware that a few busybodies have been spreading slander about me online, accusing me of making up being a professor of philosophy and a PhD student. Indeed, this is nothing but calumny, and I suppose I should be glad to see their antics descend so low, since resorting to such low-blows shows they have no good arguments for their erroneous conclusions against the Servant of God Luisa Piccarreta and the Prophetic Consensus in general, thus their employment of baseless ad-hominem attacks. 

I am a professor of philosophy and religion, and a PhD student. Luckily for these busybodies, I have no desire for money, and I have no time! (Because if I wanted money and had time I could sue them for defamation.) 

I have never been at all quiet or secretive about the details of my credentials: I am very proud to be very close to the bottom of the Totem pole of higher education (I like it there!): I am an adjunct professor at a community college that is part of the State University of New York (SUNY). Some blurbs about me on some materials — blurbs not written by me — apparently may not have always been the clearest about this (For example, unfortunately, due to an evident miscommunication, the blurb about me on The Warning book — a blurb I am only really taking note of now — simply says “Professor of Philosophy, State University, New York.” This indeed is confusing and inaccurate — for one, there is no “State University, New York,” and I am a professor of philosophy at a State University of New York college, not at “the” “State University, New York.” I have never described myself to anyone, either in public or in private, as “Professor of Philosophy, State University, New York” so please feel free to correct anyone who refers to me as this and, if you like, direct them to this post.) But I have never contradicted these facts or knowingly cooperated with anyone else contradicting them; and I have always been completely open about the facts themselves: I have long promoted http://www.DOCphilosophy.com, where I make the details of my credentials clear. I have mentioned in past posts on this very blog that I am an adjunct. My public LinkedIn profile, which I’ve had for my entire time as a professor, makes it very clear that I am an adjunct (and where I am an adjunct) and that I am only a doctoral student (and where I am a doctoral student).

I have never said or implied that I am an assistant, associate, or full professor. I have never said or implied I am tenure or tenure track. I have never said or implied that I have a PhD. I have never said or implied that I am “Dr. O’Connor.” It is worth noting that, despite the fact that I am an adjunct on paper (that is, “part timer”), I nevertheless teach more courses than most “full-time” tenure professors. The courses I teach are in the subject areas of philosophy and religion. I have taught hundreds upon hundreds of students now in these matters and am in my fourth continuous year of doing so:

Yes, I am a professor of philosophy and religion. That is a fact. A community college is a college. An adjunct professor is a professor. 

If, in your view, dear busybodies mentioned above, you believe that the word “professor” may only be used for a tenured professor at a 4-year-plus College or University; then you are entitled to that opinion, but I disagree with it and I will not be bound in my speech by your opinion.
[Long, boring remarks on the “PhD Candidate” question!]:  I occasionally allow myself to be referred to as “PhD Candidate.” I am aware that some people use the phrase “PhD Candidate” to refer to a PhD student who is in the ABD (“All But Dissertation”) phase of studies (which I am not yet in, as I still have coursework remaining). But I am not aware of any strict rules only allowing the phrase “PhD Candidate” to be referred to someone in such a position. If any such strict rules exist, please alert me to them and direct me to an authoritative academic source regulating the phrase as such, and moving forward I’ll do my best to try to make sure that websites are not referring to me as “PhD Candidate.” Personally, I generally simply refer to myself as a “PhD Student” if asked. I tolerate the “Candidate” phrase being used, however, as I’m not exactly “just” a PhD student. I already have my Master’s degree (in Philosophical Theology), which I received over 7 years ago, and I am now entering my third year of PhD studies (a program I was explicitly accepted into, with a scholarship, as being solely directed toward a PhD). Notwithstanding the fact that I still have coursework left, I am, in fact — looking at the definitions of the words in question — a candidate for a PhD. A PhD is the expected result of the program that I, 1) Was accepted into, 2) Have been continually active in since, and 3) Now have years behind me in. Therefore I do not see any inaccuracy in referring to me as a “PhD Candidate.” 
In general, however — as anyone who has read this blog knows (feel free to peruse its pages now if you have not) — I don’t like titles and credentials at all. I don’t want people to believe what I say “because a professor says so,” or “because someone with a Master’s in Theology says so,” rather, I want people to believe what I say because of the force of the arguments themselves. I prefer to simply go by “Daniel” (or, if you prefer, “Dan” or “Danny”); although I do not make a fuss if those I collaborate with prefer to refer to me as “Professor” or to add my credentials after my name. I only ask to go by anything other than my simple first name with my students, in class, during which time I go by “Mr. O’Connor.” So, please know that you can simply call me “Daniel,” and, in fact, I’d prefer that!

Let me again address the big pink elephant in the living room: Fr. Michel’s timetable. But I don’t know we’re out of them, and more importantly I don’t know exactly when our present Time-of-Mercy-Extension is valid until! Fr. Michel is essentially saying that it’s valid until this Autumn. Maybe it’s actually valid until later. Maybe not. Mark Mallett just wrote an excellent post on this. (But, also, after you repent, get to confession, consecrate yourself to the holy family…. buy a few 50 pound bags of white rice. Seriously.)

On Fr. Michel, Prudence, and Refuges: 

(On the last point of the list above: No, I do not see this particular admonition to having a few months of food/supplies permeating Heaven’s messages — but neither do I see thus permeating the admonition to brush one’s teeth, or use a directional before changing lanes on the highway. Nevertheless, prudence advises it. In this context, Survivalism is the “vice of excess,” a sin indeed, but Providentialism — a perversion of trust in Providence and indeed a heresy — is the “vice of defect,” wherein prudent preparedness is the Golden Mean Virtue. 

(Fr. Michel is not admonishing us to go and build refuges; he’s merely saying that they exist and faithful souls will be miraculously lead to them when the time comes. Do not go wasting your time building a “refuge” unless you are confident that God has specifically asked you to do so. (And if He has, then you better not delay!!).

(As anyone who has spent so much as a few moments perusing my blog at any point in the last 11 years knows, advocating for a “refuge mentality” is about the last thing I am guilty of, and it will be difficult to find anyone out there who is as insistent as I am upon our duty to go out into the world and fearlessly proclaim the Gospel, no matter what, and to remain ever cognizant of the fact that our only real refuge is in the hearts of Jesus and Mary. So, please ignore those who have recently slandered me and CTTK.org, erroneously accusing us of this.

(Fr Michel Rodrigue is NOT condemned. Nothing has changed other than the fact that we are now aware that his Bishop “does not agree” with the idea of the Warning, the Chastisements, the Era of Peace, etc., and thus “does not support” his messages, for they speak of these things. This makes absolutely no difference to me — nor, I wager, should it to you. If Fr. Michel’s bishop were to actually condemn his messages, then that would be another matter — but that has not happened, despite the predictable false rumors now circulating to the contrary, egged on by those Catholics who pretend that a given private revelation not having the support of the Bishop of the diocese in which they transpired is equivalent to the same Bishop condemning them. 

(But it should not be surprising to anyone that many in the Hierarchy today “do not agree” with the unanimous consensus of trustworthy private revelation. Soon, that will change. We must obey the hierarchy’s formal, authoritative actions, indeed. Obedience is a great virtue. But we needn’t agree with their personal erroneous opinions, even when they voice them publicly.

I’d also like to take the opportunity of this post to share with you all the messages of a certain prophet whom I have been paying attention to for some time but about whom I have not yet openly spoken: A Canadian exorcist priest, Fr. Michel Rodrigue.

A few weeks after I spoke on the Divine Will in Wisconsin in May, I was informed by a reader that this priest had preached “across the lake” (in Michigan, that is) mere days after I had spoken …and with a very similar message.

Michel, however, clearly does not deserve to be considered as merely on par with the less reliable “seers” that his message can be found connected to, and whom he has apparently spoken at the same events as, so please be very careful to avoid any “guilt by association” judgments on him. 

In 2009, Fr. Michel received revelations from Heaven that he was called to found a new order with the specific purpose of forming priests for the New Era — that is, for the imminent coming of the Kingdom of God on earth. (The same thing spoken of in In Sinu Jesu, where we see that it is through holy priests that this Era will largely dawn upon earth… the same thing Jesus said to Luisa.) The Order’s name is The Apostolic Fraternity of St. Benedict Joseph Labre

In 2015, the Vatican approved the formation of his order. Yes, this is a big deal. And it would be rather ridiculous not to at least take his message seriously and give it careful discernment. His message, among other things, says the following: (Please note: I am not taking the following from my own direct hearing of Fr. Michel; I am taking it from notes that readers have sent me who, in turn, have heard him preach. I may be getting some things wrong.)

(What will likely stick with most people from his message is how incredibly short the time left is. Just over a year ago, (before I knew of Fr. Michel) I offered some speculations on when the Warning might come… let me just say that, it looks like that might not be too inaccurate… if anything, Fr. Michel’s messages seem to indicate things may start happening even sooner than I had there speculated.

(Complete financial, economic, and societal collapse is around the corner. He is encouraging people to have several months of food and basic supplies handy. I’ll take this as an opportunity to remind readers of my “Sober Minded Preparedness” post 
(He is not, however, advocating for survivalism. Some time after the Warning, the faithful remnant, he says, will be miraculously lead to safe holy refuges, where they can wait out the Great Chastisements that will envelop the world for 3 and a half years — during which perhaps ⅔ of the population will die — after which the Glorious Era of Peace comes, when the faithful leave the refuges to repopulate the world 

(The faithful will be miraculously provided for in the refuges; Fr. Michel is NOT telling us to gather up 3 years’ worth of food/supplies. 

(The only real preparation for what is to come is found in the grace of God. Obviously, we all know the basics of that (Repentance, Eucharist, Confession, Rosary, Divine Mercy, etc.) Some more specifics: 

(Go to confession in 2019, he says, and from now on at least once a month. (He also says he was told to have his Monastery’s construction completed by May 2020… and that his Monastery would be a refuge)

(Have a blessed Holy Family image in your home, consecrate your home to the Holy Family

(Pray to your Guardian Angel daily

(Have the Miraculous Medal

(After the Warning, there will be 6 weeks during which the devil will be banished and people will be given their last chance to choose their side. Priests will be in the Confessional nonstop during these weeks. This is the essential period of time to evangelize like never before and lead as many souls as possible to a State of Grace 

(Throw away your Television at this point (or, I’d say, better yet: throw it out now!). The Antichrist will be using digital communication to spread his tentacles throughout the world and lure in all but those most strong in their faith

(At the end of the 6 weeks, decision time is over, and those who have chosen God will be lead to the refuges by their Guardian Angels (or a mysterious flame that appears before you). 

(Immediately after the faithful are in refuges, the New World Order commences, and soon thereafter nuclear war begins

(The Antichrist will assume power and The Mark of the Beast will be required of all (we must prefer death to this Mark); this mark will be a chip. The Antichrist will assume the seat of Peter in Rome. (And no, Pope Francis is not the Antichrist.)

(The Continents themselves will move during the Chastisements 

(The words of Consecration will be changed, and thus the Mass will be rendered invalid. This will be done to please all peoples/religions. 

(America will have seven of its cities (one of which is New York) destroyed during the Chastisements, but will otherwise be largely protected, due to how devoted Catholics here have been to the Divine Mercy Chaplet

(The Three Days of Darkness will ultimately purify the world, at the end of the 3 years of Chastisements.

(After the 3 Days, Christ comes in Grace to institute the Glorious Era

This is NOT the end of the world, he reiterates. “It is the end of the evil that is in the world.”

A few words of my own on Fr. Michel’s prophecies: I do not think that he knows about Luisa’s revelations, but I am sure that if he did, he would be a zealous promoter of them. Remember that, as true as everything he said is, it is also true that one of the most powerful ways to mitigate the chastisements, hasten the Era, and acquire sure protection — spiritual and, yes, even physical — is to live in and promote the Divine Will. Let these exhortations from Fr. Michel serve as yet another encouragement for us to be on fire for spreading Luisa’s revelations! And, of course, we must not allow ourselves to be disappointed if the Era does not arrive within several years! I do not believe that the timeline for these events is yet set in stone; so much still depends upon our response. Let us, therefore, be zealous!

Interesting is a priest making the rounds, Father Michel Rodrigue, of a new order he founded, the Apostolic Fraternity of Saint Benedict, in Canada, and his prophecies about the so-called coming “warning.”

That’s a putative event that first gained widespread currency during apparitions at Garabandal in Spain, though it is contained, to some degree, in certain ways, in previous alleged private revelations (including apparitions in central Spain at Ezkioga, which turned out to be problematic).

And it comes at the same time a very popular new book, The Warning: Testimonies and Prophecies of the Illumination of Conscience, by highly reputable author Christine Watkins of California, has flashed across the mystical landscape.

It was Christine who made us aware of the priest, who was born near the city of Rimouski in the province of Quebec and is the 23rd child of a family of twenty-three children. As one bio relates, “He grew up on the family farm and felt a calling to the priesthood as early as the age of three. After that call, our Lord Jesus and our Blessed Mother would sometimes personally assist and guide Father Michel during key moments of his life through inner locutions.”

Watkins, who has a chapter about him, says his order was directed by a locution from God the Father, from Whom the priest says he has heard since the tender age of three.
At one point, the priest, who is abbot at his monastery, says he was “suddenly given a vast view of the earth, the universe, and myself, and I understood that everything was made and held in existence by Him. From age three to six, the Lord instructed me in the faith and gave me a thorough theological education. He also told me, when I was three, that I would be a priest.”

On Christmas Eve, 2009, Father Michel’s priesthood took an extraordinary turn when (allegedly) he was awakened in the night by the presence of Saint Benedict Labre, “who stood by his bedside, shaking his shoulder,” writes Watkins in the book, which has a number of cases whereby people have had glimpses of their own souls or predictions of a coming so-called “illumination of conscience.”

He calls the coming “warning” more a “Pentecost.”

“Suddenly, the stars, the sun, and the moon will not shine,” he says. “All will be black. In the heavens, a sign of Jesus will appear and light up the sky and the world. He will be on the Cross — not in His suffering, but in His glory. Behind Him in a pale light will appear the Face of the Father, the True God. It will be something, I assure you.

“From the wounds in Jesus’s hands, feet, and side, bright shining rays of love and mercy will fall onto the entire earth, and everything will stop. If you are riding in a car, don’t worry — the car will stop. If you ask me, ‘How can that be?’ I will say, ‘God is God. He is Father Almighty, Creator of Heaven and earth. Do you think He cannot stop matter? Do you believe that your small airplane will outrun Him?’

“Everything will be fixed in time, and the flame of the Holy Spirit will enlighten every conscience on earth. The rays from Jesus’s wounds will pierce every heart, like tongues of fire, and we will see ourselves as if in a mirror before us. We will see our souls, how precious they are to the Father, and we will see the evil within ourselves.

“The illumination will last about fifteen minutes, and in this merciful pre-judgment, all will see immediately where they would go if they were to die: Heaven, purgatory, or hell. More than seeing, however, they will feel pain of their sins, all of them, even the ones they have confessed in the Sacrament of Reconciliation. But the ones they have confessed will be experienced differently.”

Take it all into discernment. Such future scenarios have been expounded in similar fashion at Garabandal and by Sister Faustina Kowalska of Poland, along with a bevy of more recent mystics.

An apostle of the “last times” — if, in the last times, we are?

For you to determine — as always, with great caution.

These are, it is said, the coming “bad times,” at the end of which Jesus and Mary triumph, says the priest — as so many others have also stated, quoting what they describe as locutions.

Those times, he believes, will begin in Venezuela. He quotes mystic Maria Esperanza of that nation as saying it will “start here.” The collapse of Venezuela, claims this priest, is the “first sign.”

The second sign, proposes Rodrigue, will come from France, “because France is the elder daughter of the Church,” he says. This sign can be drawn, he says, from the prophecies of mystic Marie Julie Jahenny (who, among other things, foresaw a dramatic period of darkness).

“The third sign will combine three signs together,” he says.

“First the Pope: Jesus said to me in 2009 that in the fifth year of the foundation [Apostolic Fraternity of Saint Benedict], a big sign would hit the Church. The Universal Church would tremble. The fifth year was when Pope Benedict resigned. The second is the Virgin Mary: When Notre Dame burned in France, it was a sign for all Christians in faith. Notre Dame was not just a church. It was where Christians of all kinds come to evangelize and there is a special devotion to the Virgin. The third is the Holy Eucharist: before the ‘Warning,’ trouble will start when the third sign will hit the Holy Eucharist. Then earthquakes, storms, waves, and everything in nature [will be riled] at the same time.

“There will be the collapse of the conscience of the people. The other sign, at the same time, will be in the Church.” This sign is scandal — evil — everywhere, something, he notes, the last three Popes have warned about. “Pope Francis mentions many things about the devil,” he says. “The sign will touch the Holy Eucharist.” There will be confusion in the Church. Various Eucharistic prayers will be allowed.

“In 2018 I received this message: ‘Listen to My Voice, hear My words: be not afraid of this time.  I will not let a hair from your head fall without my comfort. Many of you are afraid, waiting for the moment when I will enter into this world. My Son will be the One Who will manifest His glory when the time comes. In Him, all is accomplished. Your prayers and sacrifices associated with My daughter Mary and offered in participation with the Holy Sacrifice of My Son save the world, a simple humble prayer can strike Satan. Do not let your heart be troubled. I hear your prayers.
“Pray and be confident. I do not want you to be as those without faith and will tremble during the manifestation of the Son of Man.  I know about you, your children, your family. I hear also the demand from your heart.”
“Since 2012, I saw the ball of redemption coming upon the earth. I saw a second ball of fire. The Lord, in Father Michel’s rendering, said, ‘Keep ready. The pride of the strong will be broken.’

“I saw the glorious Cross of Jesus.

“The Father gave me information and some of this information pertained to the future of this world. The illumination of conscience: I advise you, as I was advised by the Father, you are chosen to be ready. It’s not the troubled time yet. It is coming.”

Again: for discernment.

“There will be about six weeks after the Warning — around six weeks [for those in this world to operate] with their free will. It means the devil will have no influence on their will, on their intelligence, and also on their memory. 
They will be totally free to say ‘yes’ to Jesus or to say no to Him. All the people will have the same gift, and when they say yes, they will be healed from many things — their spirits, their bodies. And they will be healed of passion, of emotion, and also their dependencies. Prepare with prayer and fasting for the great day of faith.”

“[In the end] the Immaculate Heart of Mary and the Sacred Heart of Jesus will triumph.”

STATUS: (UPDATE as of April 28, 2020) - at first, he had been given permission and to talk of his mystic experiences by his local bishop, and seems to be in good standing with the Church, but a NEW DEVELOPMENT HAS JUST HAPPENED since April 23, 2020, according to Fr. Michel himself.

Here is the response of Monsignor Gilles Lemay to your request concerning Father Michel Rodrigue:
Peace be with you :
I thank you for your e-mail requesting some information about the teaching and the standing of Father Michel Rodrigue, a priest incardinated in the diocese of Hearst-Moosonee, Ontario, and working in this diocese of Amos, Québec, for a few years. He is the founder of the Fraternité Saint-Benoît-Joseph-Labre, a lay association of the faithful which is not a religious institute.
As you probably did too, I read on the Countdown to the Kingdom website related to Fr Michel and also in the book of Christine Watkins, The Warning. Testimonies and Prophecies the Illumination of Conscience (Note 84, p. 278 and p. 280), that: “Michel Rodrigue receives the full support of his bishop, and all of his locutions and visions are submitted to his local ordinary for approval. “ This quotation was removed these days from the website after a request I sent to Fr Michel. No mention is made of the reason for the removal, that is to say: because it was untrue. However, the quotation remains in the book mentioned above.
I have to tell you that Fr Michel never submitted to me any of his locutions and visions for discernment or approval. Accordingly, I could not have supported the content of his talks which are not presented in my diocese nor elsewhere in the Province of Québec as far as I now, but mostly in the United States. Moreover, I learnt about his teaching while reading some reports on the website mentioned above. I did not and I do not approve his teaching with regard to his locutions and visions. Consequently, it is untrue that he “receives the full support of his bishop” as it is written in the Countdown to the Kingdom website and in the quoted book.

Therefore his Bishop flat out does not approve of him teaching or giving talks about his visions. 
The fact Fr Michel didn't even submit his revelation for official inspection or approval from his bishop is a telling sign in itself. 
Since people have been asking me what I think about his messages, here is my personal response.  Read with discernment.

Until his local ordinary declares what is happening to him is declared SUPERNATURAL, then he is NOT an officially Church-approved mystic, (and as we have seen, his local bishop has just pulled official permission for him to speak of his messages, and, does NOT SUPPRORT his visions.) So, we may safely question them.  The fact his superior has had a negative reaction is a sign in itself.

Now, regarding his visions, here is what I personally see and have discovered - what I see is VERY PROBLEMATIC and EVEN HERETICAL and therefore I cannot help but question what his visions tell him. From the little that is available publicly regarding his visions, I observe some very strange details and other dubious elements that point out that something looks wrong.

Before I continue, you're probably going to ask me how could I question a priest, especially an exorcist priest, but since Fr. Rodrigue himself said to look to the visions of the approved mystic Marie-Julie Jahenny according to Spirit Daily (click here), then I will do exactly as he said and I will use them right now as a guide.

Marie-Julie warned that as the chastisements are coming, Satan would send so many fake mystics into the world that it would be like a swarm of flies leaving Hell in order to keep people distracted and from reading the messages of the true mystics. Satan also said to her he would get so good at sounding like Our Lord and Our Lady it will be very difficult to tell the real visions from the fakes. Satan said he particularly wanted religious to get lost in all the intricacies of his fake visions and visionaries, etc. Marie-Julie Jahenny also warned that Satan would possess many religious and cause so many wonders and fake miracles that many would be led astray by them. Many will sell their souls and make diabolical pacts to visions that appear before them, no doubt thinking they are true visions, so we have to be more careful than ever.

I'm not accusing Fr. Michel of this, but it shows we have to be careful in these times, even with priests who claim to be mystics or have mystic experiences.

Just because Fr. Michel is a priest doesn't mean he can't be fooled and not be one of those who might lead us astray, even accidentally. It is possible for a good man to get tricked. 

So, being a priest does not mean he is automatically free from being duped or duping us. As Satan will perform more fake miracles and signs, and, trick or possess religious, miracles and stigmata can no longer can be taken as a true sign on their own as we have had fake and suspect mystics before who displayed things like this. Here are three examples, click on their names to see more about them: Sr. Magdalena of the Cross (1487-1560), Palma Maria Mattarelli d'Oria (1825-1888) , “Luz de Maria” de Bonilla of Argentina.

So, visible signs are no longer reliable as legitimate proof. During these times, the only way we will be able to judge a true mystic from a fake one is to look carefully at the details of what they say and see if what they see and preach conforms to Church teaching and Tradition. It was one of the reasons why Satan let it slip to Marie-Julie Jahenny he would get very cunning with his words, because basically it is through the words and teachings of a mystic we will be able to catch the devil out. 

So far, I see some strange details regarding Fr. Michel's visions, which seem to show something is wrong, and as they say, the devil is in the details.

The two sites I will use as a major source of his texts is the 1) transcript of the retreat he gave and which is available on WQPH Radio as there is evidence of him actually speaking this on video, and 2) the Countdown to the Kingdom Website as it claims to have words printed by permission from Fr. Michel himself. 

It would not be fair or just or use anything that was not printed without his permission – the Countdown to the Kingdom site says several other sites are spreading things that he never said, so I will just stick to these two sources so I will not misjudge him in anything.

However, what I see is disturbing – his visions go against Church teachings regarding end time events.

Ron L. Conte of 'Catholic Planet' who is trained in theology is sceptical of him too and has him listed as 'fake mystic' #224 - click here.  
Also, the theologian Dr. Mark Miravalle St. John Paul II Chair of Mariology Franciscan University of Steubenville has also noted several things wrong with Fr. Rodrigue's claims, click here for his evaluation.  (Note, Dr. Mark he is mistaken about there not being demons in Purgatory, but he is spot on about everything else.)
So I'm not the only one who has noticed something amiss with Fr. Michel's visions.

  

Below are my own observations:

FIRST SOURCE: from his own word from talks he has given and published on WQPH Radio:

Confusing the different phases of the End Times

Fr. Michel says during a talk dated Oct. 2018 that the Final Battle will happen when Satan's 100 years comes to a close, we will see the Final Battle, but that there will be 'other times' and that we're just in one of the bad times which will end soon, e.g.:

“And this world this today is under attack. It was never like that in the past. It’s under attack by the devil. The devil has managed during for several years now, I would say for almost 100 years. He started, he’s almost finished. We will see the Final Battle soon. Satan has prepared a worldwide government through different nations. 10 of them at the beginning, but seven was under the 10. They are the beast in the apocalypse.”

Fr. Michel then speaks about the evil world government and the weapons Satan wants to destroy humanity with, but then goes on to say: 

“The end of time will happen. We will have some others here you can be sure. (i.e. other times) But this time is the end of the bad time.”

However, he then speaks of the 'Final Fight' again, that this will include Satan trying to place a false prophet of apostle on the chair of St. Peter:

“And he needs a head, a political head, to control this worldwide government, he needs also a false prophets to unify all the religions. And he will need him to sit on Saint Peter’s chair, because this is the final fight. This fight is very important to him because of his pride. And this pride makes him so raging against the Catholic Faith, and he knows that Saint Peter has the promise from Jesus Himself that never will hell control the Church. And he wanted to sit on this chair, he is burning for that, and is preparing everything for that.”

Okay, here is the problem with this: it appears Fr. Michel is mixing up end time events – according to him here, the 'Final Battle' is coming, we will see it, it will involve Satan trying to put a false prophet in the chair of St. Peter to rule the World Order and unify all the religions, it is the 'Final Battle' as mentioned in the Apocalypse according to him, but then Fr. Michel contradicts himself saying we're just coming to the end of a bad time, there will be 'other times'. So we ARE NOT approaching the Final Battle according to him too?! 

Yes, it is true Satan is attempting to destroy the Church and set up a fake One World religion, but we know from true prophecies he will not be permitted to do this from Rome. We are in an antichrist PRECURSOR PERIOD, the Church may be left vacant for a few years when the civil wars and WWIII breaks out, but Satan won't succeed in gaining Rome as we've been promised an Age of Peace through the Great Monarch and Angelic Pontiff. Rome will be restored. The Age of Peace will last a minimum of 25 years. The Antichrist will then come and set up his seat in or near Jerusalem according to Church teaching. The Last or Final Battle will occur when Our Lord comes during the Second Coming and defeats the Antichrist.

So, when I see a mystic that mixes up the present tribulations with the Final Battle before the Second Coming of Christ, or they try to say that the Antichrist will take the Seat of Peter or will set his seat in Rome, something seems off. Fake visions try to mix up and confuse end-time events and contradict Church teaching on the Antichrist.

Sees a dog in Heaven-mixes up the Renewal of Heaven and Earth

This next vision sounds nice in the beginning, but something seems wrong.

Fr. Michel says St. Pio came and gave him a quick tour of Heaven. In Heaven he sees a dog running around. 

“I saw a little animal there. I saw a dog fussing. I said, “how come the dog is here?” But he explained to me that when Jesus died, He died not only for our salvation, but He renewed everything. Everything will be renewed by the redemption of Jesus, and that day we will have a new heaven, a new earth, and it will be all renewed with the gift of the Redemption of Christ.”

True: Christ came to renew everything, all of creation as well as us, and, that there will one day be a New Heaven and a New Earth, but the detail of seeing the dog in Heaven itself is odd and goes against Traditional teaching.

St. Thomas Aquinas taught animals do not have human souls, and, as they were created to be on the earth, they do not have a Heaven and do not go to Heaven. St. Thomas went so far to say animals cease to exist after death and won't return. Even the Bible says humans souls or spirits go 'up' to God after death, the spirits of beasts go 'downward' to the earth, (Ecclesiastes 3: 21), and the Douay-Rheims Bible explains the spirits of the animals go back to the earth and sink 'downward' because they cease to exist after death, unlike human spirits.

To see a dog running around in Heaven, and then to say this represents the renewal of Heaven and Earth is suspect, it implies dogs also go to Heaven, which they don't and won't.

If Fr. Michel had said he saw animals in the Garden of Paradise like Bl Catherine Emmerich saw, or he saw the dog on the renewed earth, that would have been different, but to see a dog 'fussing' and running around in Heaven itself which is reserved for God, angels and humans is very strange and suggests something is indeed off.

Enters the Part of Heaven reserved for the Trinity

“So when are looking together and I saw this road coming, and the thing we [went] different [ways], and I see a…Holy of the Holies. It means that this place is reserved for the Holy Trinity.

When we entered there ...” 

Stop right there. “When we entered there.”

This seems suspect – how could he enter the Holy of Holies reserved in Heaven? 

Yes, when we go to Heaven, we will see God face to face and adore Him, but to enter into the Holy of Holies which is reserved exclusively for the presence of the Blessed Trinity? The Godhead Itself? A theologian may have to examine this, and, unless I am mistaken, no one can enter that – it is a part of Heaven reserved only to God Himself. The exception might be the Virgin Mary as she is so perfect, and is the beloved Esther of God who is the only one who has permission to enter into the inner court of the King as we read in the Bible, but I doubt a person who was not died yet and not yet been completely purified may be able to enter into the Holy of Holies of Heaven, into the Absolute Deity of the Trinity. Even St. Paul wasn't allowed up that high! In fact, St. Faustina, the Apostle of Mercy was not allowed there – she described the place where the Light of the Trinity comes as 'inaccessible' and hard to understand:

“Diary, 27 On one occasion I was reflecting on the Holy Trinity, on the essence of God. I absolutely wanted to know and fathom who God is. ... In an instant my spirit was caught up into what seemed to be the next world. I saw an inaccessible light, and in this light what appeared like three sources of light which I could not understand.”

Even St. Dominic Savio, who visited in St. John Bosco's mystic dream, said that “no living person can ever see or imagine the wonders of Eternity.” So, how can a soul yet living be permitted into the Holies of Holies Itself in Heaven?

So, until a theologian explains that it is possible for an earthly visitor to enter straight into the holiest and exclusive place in Heaven which is 'reserved for the Trinity', I am doubting this vision Fr. Michel had. 

Changes details of the Famous Vision of St. Anne

Another red flag for me is he changes a detail regarding the famous vision of St. Anne of Aurey, Brittany. 

Fr. Michel: “You know when they discovered, Saint Nicolazic, when he discovered the body of Sainte Anne, in Sainte Anne d’Auray, in Brittany, near France, it was because of his angel, who lit a little flame in front of him, and guided him, and he arrived, and the little flame went there. So he dug there and he found a cross. He told one neighbour to come. They dug together until the time they arrived, it was a church. And they found the doors of the church. They opened the door. The church was still good. And when they went inside of the church there was a little lamp with a flame. And there were the bones of Sainte Anne.”

According to the tradition, it was St. Anne herself who appeared, not Nicolazic's guardian angel, and it wasn't just Nicolazic's impression it was St. Anne. According to Nicolazic's own testimony the White Lady holding the candle identified herself as St. Anne. So, when you see a vision contradicting a well known detail of pious tradition, then something is wrong.

The Error Regarding St. Anne's Apparition is used to describe how our guardian angels will take us to 'Angel Shelters'

Considering an error is used to promote the concept of 'angel shelters', which is also off, something is wrong.

What I mean by 'angel shelters' is that Fr. Michel says we must prepare our homes as shelters for the coming chastisements, and, angels will come with candles or lamps and guide people who will need shelter to our homes. But then Fr. Michel also says the Father will prepare more permanent shelters, and we are to follow our angels when they appear to take us to these shelters.

The red flag is we see this message promoted by other condemned and / or heretical visionaries, such as John Leary and the semi-anonymous 'Jennifer' of the USA. Fake visionaries tend to promote the same messages, often details that are not found in authentic or approved visions.

There is something wrong with this promise of shelters being provided because first, we have NOT been promised we will be absolutely and completely protected from all the suffering that is coming. Since Fr. Michel says to pay attention to Marie-Julie Jahenny, she in fact said we will have to suffer, the good will suffer with the guilty during these times. Men will enter our homes searching for hidden priests and religious, etc. She and other approved apparitions such as Akita say it will be a terrible time even after the Three Days of Darkness. Yes. The chosen ones will be protected by God Marie-Julie Jahenny says, but we won't have a completely easy 'lovely jubbly' life of it. The earth will not produce food for three years and the living will envy the dead. So, no, we will not be completely protected as he claims unless we prepare ourselves spiritually and physically. Also, we will not be spared the persecutions of the Antichrist when his time comes, we have been warned for centuries that will be a particularly bloody time. That will be a period of suffering too.

This promise of shelters being provided for us or by others sounds dangerous: how many people will get complacent by such a message and think God will provide, presume way too much and then do nothing for themselves? Also, the parable of the Wise and Foolish virgins and their oil lamps tell us we are not to expect others to prepare for us, we must do what we can for ourselves to get prepared.

Of interest, Marie-Julie Jahenny, an approved mystic that was given the most detailed information on these coming days of persecution, was not given any indications on these so-called prepared shelters and that we'd be led by angels to them – what she said was Brittany and the Vendee will be spared most of the chastisements, that people of Paris (and France) should flee Paris and go to Brittany when the troubles break out, it is obviously up to people to know this warning and go themselves, the messages give the warning signs when people must flee Paris, so there is no indication in her messages that angels are going to lead people there mystically. We also have to have our homes prepared and be spiritually prepared ourselves.  Our Lady promised Maie-Julie She would protect all the property of her devotees and those who trust in her authority to protect us - SO IT IS OUR OWN PROPERTY WE MUST PREPARE AND NOT EXPECT SHELTERS TO BE MIRACULOUSLY PROVIDED.   Those who conform their lives to the warnings will be protected Marie-Julie was told. Also, Marie-Julie Jahenny was told our shelters will be the Cross, and the Sacred and Immaculate Hearts of Jesus and Mary.

Also, there is another danger of these so-called 'Angel shelters'. We know we are not to open our doors or a window when the Three Days of Darkness strike or we will be struck dead, etc. However, what if we are fooled into thinking that angels are outside and have people who need shelter once the Darkness starts? Don't fall for it! Don't get me wrong, I don't want to be uncharitable to those who need shelter, but I don't want to be fooled into opening a window or door either when the Darkness hits. I personally cannot help but think these promises of 'shelters' like these are indeed an attempt to fool people into doing so.

Another sign these 'shelters' must be a fake message:

That we absolutely have to be 'marked' with a mystic cross or you won't be taken to a shelter or sheltered.

Fr. Michel: “And there where be the angel, and nobody can enter the refuge without the mark of the sign of the cross on their forehead.  Many of you have already the sign of the cross, and desire it because I cannot do it today. We are too numerous. Make the desire of the sign of the cross, and say yes to Jesus and you will be marked during the Holy Mass.”

Fr. Michel says he does this blessing with the cross, and if he can't do it, you can ask Jesus at Mass to do it, (he also says according to Countdown to the Kingdom site that he also saw people already marked, as long as you are faithful and want to be saved, you are marked. (I find it odd that he says he will mark you with the cross, but don't worry if he can't do it, you just have to ask Jesus? Why ask Father to do it at all? Very odd.) However, we know from Marie-Julie Jahenny those who are in a state of grace and have the homes prepared will be protected, especially depending on your devotion to the Sacred Heart and Our Lady – the stronger the devotion to Her the greater the protection will be during the Three Days of Darkness. Marie-Julie Jahenny does not mention we need a particular 'mark' placed on us at all. None of the approved mystics I've read about so far say we need it either, but a lot of the fake mystics keep promoting the need to 'seek a seal' or to get 'sealed', it is one sure way of keeping their fake cult going.

So, I start getting suspicious when I keep hearing of 'special marks' or 'seals' that need to be placed on us – it sounds too much like the fake “Seal of God” spread by the condemned seer Christina Gallagher and the heretical “Maria Divine Mercy”.

Only a sacrament can mark our soul in an indelible manner, such as Baptism and Confirmation, to suggest a mere blessing can do this is to come close to making such a blessing equal with Baptism and Confirmation, aka, coming up with a new sacrament. St Vincent Ferrer, the 'Angel of Apocalypse' told us it will be the seal of Confirmation that will help us stand firm against the Antichrist. 

I can't help but feel suspicious about anyone who promotes any other 'seal'. Marie-Julie Jahenny warned Satan would promote 'new baptisms' – i.e. new fake sacraments, and these new visions requesting you get 'marked' seems to be one of these fakes as only a sacrament like baptism, Confirmation, and also Holy Orders, can put a mark on your soul.


THE BAD FRUITS OF THE COLLAPSING 'ANGEL SHELTERS' ALREADY BUILT and FAILED PROPHECIES
This is from an eye witness named Theodore Sagezza, who went to see one of the 'shelters' built by Fr. Michel somewhere in California - the fruits are not good, even the caretaker admitted the prophecies Fr. Michel gives KEEP FAILING, so he just pushes ahead the dates to keep the money and food coming in. Failed prophecies and money racketing is a sign of a fake. This is just a short quote of Theodore's experience:


"He (the caretaker) asked us to please turn off our phones to avoid recording or taking any pictures, that we please not say anything to anyone about the place as to not put him in a bad light. So, we simply agreed. He also asked that next time, if we decided to visit again, that we please notify the same person who had given us instructions, (Fr. Michel’s confidant), just so he’d known to expect us and keep that gate unlocked.

As we nodded yes and agreed, the gentleman proceeded to express his true thoughts and feelings about the place. First, he apologized for the strong stench of rotten beans that was coming from a warehouse cabin where they had stored dry foods like beans, rice, grains, nuts, which they had purchased only a few months ago, and explained that, unfortunately, this has been the case for the last ten years. Ever since they began working on the refuge, because none of the prophecies of Fr. Michel ever come to pass, they’ve had to throw out so much food which rots time and time again, either because of the weather or because rodents and bugs make their way into the warehouse stockpile.

He began venting a bit, seemingly frustrated, that they have also had to tear down most of the cabins and rebuild them because of corrosion, water damage and throw out such expensive materials i.e. wood, sheet metal, carpet (because they rot or corrode over time). The gentleman said this was all because Fr. Michel’s prophesies and especially the dates that he forewarns about regarding when events are supposed to come down, never come to fruition. So, in the meantime, money, materials and goods keep coming, but time and effort from volunteers really gets wasted. The workers (like him) are simply told to keep working because the next set of warnings and dates are on the horizon.

He actually sighed and lowered his head as he said that he was somewhat overwhelmed that Fr. Michel just had a habit of simply pushing the dates down further every time. He said Fr. Michel will scrap the past prophecies and never go back to them, never gets questioned, so he thrives on updating and coming up with new versions every time. What that does is get new people attracted into the movement, get them excited, and keeps the pipeline coming.

He gave us examples of how Fr, Michel had prophesied some events that would come upon the world in December of 2019 which never came and prophesied something for June 2020 (which we now know also never came). Unfortunately, he did not specify what those precise prophecies were, but we were so struck by what he was saying, that we none of us had the nerve to ask. We really felt for the man and could relate to him as we were pretty discouraged ourselves. You can see how even me sharing this experience does a favor for the poor gentleman.

He explained so much of the work they had done to install a water system for the compound, electricity, gutting, plumbing, but unfortunately, as time went by, equipment wore out, materials rotted, food spoiled, pipes broke, and so on. One interesting detail is that there was an old playground system for children with lots of old toys that had been sitting there for years. We asked if those toys were because anyone lived here and had children who played with the toys, or if they were simply put there in case someone could use them in the future? He said there were people actually living there now, and that many who had moved in–in the past, had left discouraged (since the prophecies never came) and ended up leaving their toys and belongings there as well. Can you imagine!? And where are these people now!?"  (For the full story of the visit to this so-called 'shelter', which is a shocker, click here)
This is why the true mystics told us to prepare our homes and we're to stay were God has placed us - don't expect these 'shelters' to be there for you!

Another interesting detail: Fr. Michel was asked to make an official statement on his locutions. He signed a statement saying they are in no way influenced by other mystics, and, that he accepts the Church's negative decision on John Leary, and that he never heard nor read of 'Maria-Divine-Mercy' and also respects the Church's negative decision of her, however, the very fact Fr, Michel was asked to make on official statement on his views regarding these two mystics shows that people are beginning to get too suspicious of his messages. They sound too much like those of the condemned mystics.

Fr. Michel said St. Pio saw the Three Days of Darkness:

St. Pio actually said he never made such a prophecy, and told his superior twice that he never made such a prophecy, and to put his name to such was a forgery. He also told a spiritual daughter of his he never made such a prophecy. (See more, click here.)

When I see a mystic attempting to bring up St. Pio and the Three Days of Darkness, a red flag goes off that something is not right and we have a fake mystic attempting to forge credibility.

Too many new details revealed at the last hour on how to prepare for the Chastisements:

When we have a sudden bunch of mystics appearing that say we're right on the eve of the chastisements, but give us a load of new ways or things we must do to prepare, such as getting 'seals' or 'exact consecrations', then something is wrong.

Here's another example: Fr. Michel says the Father wants to give us another means of protection during the days of Fire falling from the sky, we need a holy image of the Holy Family, and it must be specially consecrated with holy oil or holy water with a special consecration blessing for the grace of protection. This sounds beautiful, but sounds like a new detail given to us at the last moment. 

How many people will be able to find priests willing to do this or go through the special consecration? It's hard enough trying to find priests willing to do the old blessings at all let alone a consecration. And, as the eve of the chastisements are upon us? Fr. Michel says to get ready this fall of 2020 as something big is going to happen in October?! I've only just heard about Fr. Michel the last few days since I started typing this, this is all news to me, so how about those who haven't heard of him yet? How are we going to get this done then? Okay, if you want to try and get it done, that is pious, but I cannot help but think this is one of those sudden new means just popping up at the last minute which could panic us.

Our Lord said to Marie-Julie Jahenny He was warning His people through her long in advance so people would have plenty of time to prepare and plenty of time to warn our families. He revealed that if He waited until the great days of the chastisements to do it, it would be too late to warn His people.

(Oct. 19, 1882) "My daughter, now I will pass to My real people, before the great days without rest, (i.e. the chastisement days) the main facts to be published in France, in those places where there are good and bad. I don't want to mix these announcements with the great days: it would be too late to warn My people.”

Also she was told by Our Lord:

(Oct 27, 1877) “That is why today I want to warn My people, that it is well prepared when the time of My Justice arrives.”

And again Marie-Julie Jahenny was told:

(July 20, 1882) “I have warned you beforehand, My little beloved friends, so that you are not surprised, so that you have all the time to inform your loved ones and families."

A number of times she was told 'I do not want you surprised' or taken unawares. Our Lord was giving us plenty of time.

So, when we have a bunch of mystics appear close what is obviously near that time, but with a bunch of new demands and preparation tips, how can we possibly warn people in time or get prepared ourselves? The fact the warnings from Fr. Michel seem to be spreading rather late is a sign in itself that something seems off as we see from Marie-Julie Jahenny. God gives PLENTY of time to get the word out and wanted us WELL PREPARED. He isn't going to scare or overwhelm us at the last minute with a mystic who we have hardly heard of and then whose message is spread almost at the last minute with a load of new details and demands to where we are only half prepared. 

Also, since when is the proscribed blessings of the Church not good enough to bless the image of the Holy Family we are now asked to have? We now have to have a special consecration blessing of the image? Does this mean a new form of blessing not yet approved by the Church? That seems strange. 
Usually only objects dedicated to the altar or service of God such as an altar itself, chalice, paten, etc. are 'consecrated'. A religious is also consecrated, such as a priest or bishop, etc., but to have a sacramental image for home use be placed on the same order as the ritual items used in the service of the Mass, etc., something seems very peculiar.

I distrust anything new regarding chastisement preparations that comes after Marie-Julie Jahenny unless it is officially approved by the Church.

If you're worried about the chastisement fire from the sky and protecting your family, I'd suggest the Purple Scapular of Benediction and Protection shown to Marie-Julie Jahenny – families and homes will be protected from the chastisements and protection of your home from fire is one of the promises attached to that in addition to many others, and the simple blessing of a priest is enough, you don't need a special consecration for it. SECOND SOURCE: from his own words published with his permission on the Countdown to the Kingdom Website.

Red Flag – contradictory info: Fr. Michel advises that when we are called to the 'shelters' to throw out all technology as all the electronic devices with their tracking devices will lead Satan and his minions to our shelters as we escape.

However, he then says we need not worry as angels will protect us and will not allow anyone in the shelters if they are not marked with the cross – they will also be rendered invisible to the enemy, so why do we need to be so protective if we will be protected by angels? (Source: Part 13 of the 'Virtual Retreat' on Countdown to the Kingdom). 

In contrast, Marie-Julie Jahenny said our homes will not be protected from the evil men who will enter and search for the hidden priests and religious: (Nov. 30, 1880) “When the hand of the perfidious man, i.e. the evil leader, will arise for the third time on the rest of the houses of grace which, by their prayers, have held back the wrath of my divine Son, (i.e. religious houses and monasteries) when that hand will land for the third time it will go through, without exception of any person, not even the families of faith who stay at home, in prayer. Their homes will be tainted by the entry of formidable men.” (i.e. this will happen during the 'third phase' of the revolution when the Red state in France rises up and suppresses the Catholic Church, see Marie-Julie Jahenny's prophecies, click here.)

Fr. Michel also says we don't need to worry about Holy Communion when we are sheltered during the Tribulation because priests will be told where to go and angels will bring us Holy Communion miraculously. Those goes against Marie-Julie Jahenny's visions that said when the tribulations and persecutions hit, and we will basically be without priests or the sacraments during the persecutions, which means no Confession, Communions or Confirmation, etc. we will only have our faith to support us until the Church is restored in the Age of Peace. 

Red Flag – refers to a condemned book. Says what he saw about the Second Coming of Christ coming at the end of the Age is like what is Maria Valtorta's book!

Maybe Fr. Michel didn't know, but the 'Poem of the Man-God' by Valtorta book is absolutely condemned by the Church. I'm surprised if Fr. Michel is such an illuminated mystic taught his theology by God Himself that he didn't get warned of this right away, that it was condemned by Pope Benedict XVI when he was head of the Congregation of the Doctrine of the Faith.

A Timeline of Events according to Fr. Michel from the “Virtual Retreat” (Source: from the 'Countdown to the Kingdom” Website.) 

Some of his timeline seems correct, in fact, it sounds a lot like Marie-Julie Jahenny's warnings, but then – some very disturbing details are mixed in. I shall give his timeline of events and point out the PROBLEMATIC DETAILS as they come up.

*) The time that is coming is not the end of the world, but the end of a troubled time.

*) The time before the Warning Fr. Michel calls the 'Minor Tribulation'

This is what happens during the minor tribulation: Fr. Michel: “You will see people fighting against each other for a political reason. The persecution of Christians, which has already begun, person to person through ridicule and accusation, will come from laws that are lawlessness. You will not be able to follow these laws in good conscience, so persecution will then fall under civil authority.

An ecumenical Mass will be introduced in the Church. It will be formulated by different religious heads, first, in a committee. As a final step, it will be proposed to Rome, to the pope. A document by Pope Francis, Magnum Principium, went into effect on October 1 of 2017, which gave authority to national bishops’ conferences to include new terms or prayers in the rite of the Mass for their countries. Many countries are now caught up in sins of matrimony and have already deviated from the path of the Lord. If synods of bishops in these countries have the authority to make an altered rite of the Mass, you can be sure they will bring something wrong to the pope. If the pope doesn’t sign their proposals, which means rejecting what he has already given them the power to do, what will happen? Schism, which is one of the things that we will soon see in the Church.

Rome will just sign the paper because they will feel that all the authority has been given to the bishops to make those changes in their own country. This doesn’t mean it will be the pope who accepts the document.

You will be able to discern that the Mass is ecumenical because the words of the consecration will not be the same. You are not to attend these so-called “Masses.” You would be better off eating a soda cracker because the bread will still be bread. It will not be consecrated. This will be the first sign from the temple. The Church is now entering into the tomb, and it will pass through the same steps of Jesus, Himself. We are not better than the Master; we are only His followers.

*) (NOTE: the next detail is PROBLEMATIC) “The Antichrist is in the hierarchy of the church right now, and he has always wanted to sit in the Chair of Peter. Pope Francis will be like Peter, the apostle. He will realize his errors and try to gather the Church back under the authority of Christ, but he will not be able to do so. He will be martyred. Pope emeritus, Benedict XVI, who still wears his papal ring, will step in to convene a council, attempting to save the Church. I saw him, weak and frail, held up on either side by two Swiss guards, fleeing Rome with devastation all around. He went into hiding, but then was found. I saw his martyrdom.” (WHY this is problematic: to say Antichrist himself is in the Church is heretical. The Church has taught the Antichrist comes at the End of Time and sets up his HQ in Jerusalem near the newly built Temple. If Fr. Michel had said a precursor was at work, that would be one thing, but to say the Antichrist himself is in the Church, then, that is an error, and I don't see Fr. Michel mentioning a precursor.)

Fr. Michel continues: “The Church has gone through times of great trouble in the past, but we have never seen so much darkness in the Catholic Church. The Protestant Church will also enter the tomb because they, too, are Christian, and the devil is working everywhere to kill and destroy the faith. This is the difference. This is the sign of our times. Whoever has ears to hear, hear! Who has eyes to see, see!

Confusion will reign. You will hear rumours of war, but war will not come yet. Earthquakes, floods, hurricanes, sickness, and plagues will all arrive at the same time in different places. Weather and temperatures will change on the Earth. These are some of the “birth pangs.”

There will be famine. Jesus presented this to me just recently. I was in my room, and when I sat down, preparing to go to bed, I saw a black cavalier coming. This means famine. I heard, “They will have money, but they will have no bread,” which means that you can have money to buy it, but you will find nothing.
PROBLEMATIC DETAIL: Fr. Michel then says: “Then all money will crash, so it is good to give your money away now, as it will disappear.” (WHY this is problematic: yes, it would be good to be charitable while we can, but, the prayers and sacrifices of the faithful can delay events – it would not be wise to advise someone to just give all their money away 'now' because we know the markets will collapse. We don't know WHEN it will happen, so this is one imprudent way to make someone destitute before the time. Reminds me of a lady I knew who gave away her fortune because she didn't think she'd live past her 80s and she lived quite a ripe decade after that, then worried what was going to happen to her as her savings were gone and was struggling on a small pension. Frankly, it would be better to be prudent – live as if we have some time yet, just don't get too upset when the market crashes and the economy collapses, be prepared that it's all going to go when it does, but don't be unwise and make yourself destitute before the time.  AND, note this is rather 'convenient cushy advice' to give his followers when he is currently trying to build a monastery, and, need to constantly rake in money and supplies to keep his failing 'angel shelters' going, the supply of food continually spoiling and the buildings constantly falling apart then need repairing all the time as we saw above.)

Fr. Michel continues: “There will be a great uprising. You will see revolution in your streets. People will fight each other openly. The government will have no other choice than to institute martial law. At the same time that martial law begins, so will the war.”

ANOTHER PROBLEMATIC DETAIL: Fr. Michel repeats this detail about the Antichrist in the Church itself and this time affirms this is when the Antichrist reveal himself and demands worship as the saviour: and it is SERIOUS ERROR:

“The anti-Christ is in the hierarchy of the Church now. Since the Church began, His great desire has been to sit on the Chair of Peter. The devil will rejoice for a time. The anti-Christ will be the one who appears and rules as the saviour of the world. He will have three heads: a religious head—a false pope, a political head, and a financial head. The anti-Christ, in the image of a saviour, will be the head of the other two. It’s all there now. It’s just a matter of time. . .

After the anti-Christ emerges will come the sacrilege. They will profane the Holy Eucharist and say it is just a symbol. They will try to make another kind of Mass to please every denomination, and they will abolish the Day of the Lord, Sunday. Priests will be like Shamans. Married priests and women deacons will not be the same as those of old. They will be “green” and focus on Mother Earth. The three denials of Peter will happen again. This time they are the denial of the True Presence in the Eucharist, denial of the priesthood, the denial of marriage.”

So. Fr. Michel says the Antichrist will display himself IN the Church in Rome and appear as the saviour and rule over the political and financial heads… which is against Church teaching.

*) The Warning happens: (i.e. the cross will appear and the “Illumination of Conscience” happens according to Fr. Michel.   Fr. Michel says Satan will not be permitted to act for six and a half weeks. People will clamour for conversions, others will not know what to do, we are instructed to teach people where to go and how to come into the church, or re-convert if they've lived years outside the Church.  - PROBLEMATIC:  TOO MANY DETAILS about this momentary event - Ven. Bernard Maria Clausi warned we are not to pay attention to anyone who goes into details about a 'momentary universal plague / chastisement' that will strike universally all at once, see more about that here.  Ven. Bernard Maria Clausi may have given us a clue that mystics who go into details about this event are fake.
*) A MIRACULOUS SIGN will be given after the warning - Fr. Michel: “There will be a miraculous sign given to the world some time after the Warning. It will be in Garabandal, Spain the pines where she first appeared there. The same time, it will be seen in Medjugorje, which has been promised also. The sign will be able to be seen and projected on the television. This will occur at the beginning of the Tribulation.”

*) 'The TRIBULATION comes after. According to Fr. Michel: 

“When the devil returns after six and a half weeks, he will disseminate a message to the world through the media, cell phones, TV’s, et etcetera. The message is this: A collective illusion happened on this date. Our scientists have analysed this and found it occurred at the same time that a solar flare from the sun was released into the universe. It was so powerful that it affected the minds of the people on Earth, giving everyone a collective illusion. The devil fools us even now through the new priests of the world: television journalists who want you to think what they think, so they present only the news that is their opinion. They twist the truth and you are hypnotized, manipulated into believing them.” (Source.) (In all, the devil will try to talk us out of what we saw, that it is not a miracle, etc.)

*) PROBLEMATIC DETAILS about the time that comes next: Fr. Michel calls the false prophet, the Antichrist. (Apparently identifies them as the same when they are different in the Bible.)

“There is a One World Order comprised of people who call themselves the Illuminati and worship Satan. They have puppets now in positions of power in every country, whom they oblige to worship Satan with them. Their second arm is international banking elites, who decide which countries’ money will be devalued, causing bankruptcy, and which currencies will thrive. This is not decided within a country, but outside of it. The third arm of the Illuminati is the three major Satanic cults in the world: the cult of Egypt; the cult of Europe, and the wicca cult, which is in America. The group that works under them is the Masons. The One World Order is preparing military corps groups in different countries, who will be disciples of Satan, linked directly to them. When the devil’s power returns after the Warning, they will emerge as the One World government. Even now, their military police force is in place, awaiting orders. You have to know that.

We will see a repetition of what happened in the Second World War, but this time, with universal action. Hitler began in Germany and then conquered other countries. Now, Satan has no more time. He will start a nuclear war that will be global—the third world war—his war against all of humanity. The devil will kill one third of humanity in this war, and through plagues and abortion, just as one third of the angels were cast out of heaven into hell. Seven nuclear missiles will be permitted to strike the United States as a result of its abominations. Many nuclear missiles will be deflected by the Hand of God because America prays the Divine Mercy Chaplet. I was told this by the Eternal Father.

A false prophet, the Antichrist, will try to dominate the world through the One World Government. He will require you to have a mark (a chip) in order to buy and sell, and those who do not take the mark will be hunted like the SS hunted the Jews during World War II. Certain groups in the military have been selected to receive a chip, which means they will have special and specific functions at that moment. Their role is to find the resistant Christian who refuses dependence on the deadly one. These soldiers will not be conducted by a general, but by a possessed general, a prince of Satan. Those who are captured will be tortured and martyred, if they refuse to submit to the dictates of the Antichrist and the one world government. Many Christians will be forced to confess their faith in front of others and die as martyrs; many others will be protected in refuges. But remember, everyone carries his cross, and this cross can be for us a great gift of grace, an agent of salvation, chosen by the Father. We have to kiss the cross. We don’t choose our cross, but we accept the one that comes to us. This is the faithfulness of the people of God.”

He says it will be a nuclear war and start with “And I know that the war will come from two countries: One is Korea and the other is Iran. They will come together to face the United States of America.” (Source.)

PROBLEMATIC DETAILS about the plagues, he says don't worry because we will be protected in shelters – Fr. Michel. “The destroying plague” will be every kind of epidemic that will travel across the world. Familiar epidemics have been AIDS and Ebola. Beginning in the Second World War, scientists began producing chemical weapons, and this is happening now. New plagues will arise, but you will be protected.” (Source.) (NOTE: This is problematic because Marie-Julie Jahenny says we won't be automatically protected during the 'Burning Plague' that will come during the great wars – we have to use the cures revealed to us or we could die from this terrible plague they will release.  So, we will not be automatically protected from everything.)

Fr. Michel also says this time will last: “For about three and half years (I know that Jesus will shorten this time because of the intercession of His mother) people will be in refuges. Then will come the three days of darkness followed by the glorious Era of Peace when Jesus will be felt in every human heart.” (Source) 

*) The Tribulation will have comets striking the earth which will cause earth quakes and tsunamis, the Tribulation ends with the Three Days of Darkness: (Source)

*) The Tribulation ends with the Triumph of the Virgin Mary as promised in Fatima

!!) PROBLEMATIC detail - serious ERROR: this Age of Peace will be the 'New Heaven and the New Earth' according to Fr. Michel. It will last 3 generations according to Fr. Michel. (I.e. three 30 year periods? The average span between one generation and the next is about 25 to 30 years, so a safe answer would be 75 to 90 years for three generations.) (WHY this is an error: the Age of Peace is NOT the New Heaven and the New Earth. The Church teaches the New Heaven and New Earth comes at the Second Coming. It is NOT the Age of Peace, which is going to be a renewal of the old earth – these events are two different things.)
*) Satan will come back: “Only after his (Satan's) return will it be the end of the world: the last judgement, the Second Coming.
!!) Another PROBLEMATIC DETAIL: Fr. Michel says it is at the Second Coming when “the Triumph of the Heart of Jesus, the King of the Universe, will be made manifest.” (WHY this is problematic: contradicts the revelations to approved mystics that the Age of Peace will bring in the Reign of the Sacred Heart as well as that of the Immaculate Heart of Mary, the Triumph of the Sacred Heart comes before the Second Coming of Christ, not after)

Recap:

(*!*) What's wrong with this Timeline by Fr. Michel? It contradicts the timing of events according to saints, Fathers and Doctors of the Church and approved mystics.

1. Fr. Michel says the Antichrist will manifest in the Church itself in Rome during the Great Tribulation. We will be marked with the chip then, the 'mark' of the Beast, etc., as the World Government takes over. He says Satan will return after the Age of Peace, but makes no mention of the Antichrist coming at the end of time as far as I can see. This contradicts Church teachings and the other mystics which state that Rome will suffer but never succumb to the Antichrist, we will have the Angelic Pontiff after all. We will have an Age of Peace according to true prophecies and mystics. The Bible and Church teaches the Antichrist will come at the End of Time and set up his base in Jerusalem or near it in order to be near the newly built Temple and sway the Jews. Christ defeats the Antichrist at the End of Time. Then the New Heaven and Earth will come after the General Judgement. If Fr. Michel had said we were going into a 'precursor period', or that the 'spirit of the antichrist' was trying to enter the Church, that would be one matter, but to say the literal Antichrist is entering the Church now and will appear as the saviour there before the end of time, and not at the end of time is against Church teaching. That he will set up his HQ in Rome and not Jerusalem is also another detail against Church teachings. Also, to say the Age of Peace is the time of the New Heaven and New Earth is also an error.

2. Conflicting detail – Fr. Michel says it will be Korea and Iran that will start the great war with America, when other mystics always point to Russia and / or Germany starting the problem in Europe, and then fighting with America. Yes, we'd have problems in the Middle East which would herald the time, but to say the war itself will be between Korea, Iran and America is just off. 

3. Another problematic detail – during the plagues that happen during the great war, Fr. Michel says those in the shelters will be protected from them. Marie-Julie Jahenny says otherwise, we need to use the remedies revealed or we will not survive the horrible 'Burning Plague' or receive relief. Also, no approved mystic I've heard of ever mentioned us being kept safe and absolutely invisible in prepared shelters – we have to prepare our homes ourselves, and, we will not be spared searches from evil men like Fr. Michel says we will. Fr. Michel says we will be miraculously supplied with priests and Holy Communion, when Marie-Julie Jahenny says otherwise – we will be without the sacraments for a while and only have our Faith to sustain us until the Church is restored. The approved apparitions of Akita implies the same thing. Also, Fr, Michel seems to imply that our only penance in the shelters will be trying to get along with each other – no way, we are told by Marie-Julie and Akita – the living will envy the dead, at least during the chastisement and the aftermath - these times are going to be absolutely dreadful, sorrowful and filled with persecutions. Yes, we will be protected, but we are not going to be spared all the sorrows and that practically our only worry will be about how we 'get along' with each other in the shelters!
4. The Age of Peace will last a minimum of 25 years and won't last past 50 years at the most according to other mystics, while Fr. Michel says it will last close to 100 years.

5. Fr. Michel says the Reign of the Sacred Heart won't be manifest until the Second Coming while in contrast approved mystics say the Reign of the Sacred Heart will come when the Great Monarch establishes the Age of Peace, it will also come during the Triumph of the Immaculate Heart of Mary as Our Lady will bring in the Peace. Our Lady said at Fatima that God wishes devotion to Her Heart to be joined with that of the Sacred Heart, so to see them separated and that only the Triumph of the Immaculate Heart will happen during the Age of Peace, and the Sacred Heart's Triumph won't come until the Second Coming is very strange. The other mystics like Marie-Julie Jahenny say their reign will be together at the Age of Peace.

6. Also, Fr. Michel seems to have no details about the Age of Peace itself. Odd.

7.  Too many details about the 'momentary universal plague' (Illumination of Conscience event) - Ven. Barnard Maria Clausi warns not to pay attention to those who try to go into details about this - God is reserving this secret for Himself and WILL NOT SHARE THE DETAILS. So anyone who goes into explicit details is sign of a fake apparition or mystic.


UPDATE: Other sources show a possible SERIOUS HERESY:
Although I have basically used the sources which claim are Fr. Michel's authentic 'visions', there are several websites saying that his visions not only have  told him the Antichrist comes before the Three Days of Darkness and before the Age of Peace on earth, but that Satan will be locked up for 1,000 years before he is released for one final battle, obviously at the End of Time.

That is HERESY. 
If Fr. Michel truly said this, this completely contradicts the teachings of St. Paul and the Bible that the Antichrist comes at the End of Time and is defeated by Christ, (click here for more on authentic Church teaching regarding Timing and Reign of the Antichrist).
A literal interpretation of the 1,000 years mentioned in the Bible is the CHILIAST HERESY that has been condemned by the Church centuries ago. (For more about the heretical interpretations, and the Church's authentic teaching of the 1,000 years, click here).
Also, this revelation of Fr. Michel, if he did say this, contradicts authentic prophecies from credible and approved mystics who say the Age of Peace lasts at the minimum 25 years to about 50 at the most and which also agree that the Antichrist comes at the End of Time, not before the Age of Peace.   
A true mystic would not contradict the teachings of the Church, St. Paul or the traditional interpretation of the Bible, preach heresy or contradict authentic mystics. Serious red flags here.

Considering the serious deviation in details, I'm not including Fr. Michel in the Timeline – if a mystic's visions go against the Church's teaching and the visions of other approved mystics, then something doesn't seem right at all, especially when his bishop has reacted negatively to his revelations, and two trained theologians have also seen something wrong with his visions.

Okay, I’m just going to say it.

You have no idea how hard it is to write all there is to say in such a little space! I’m trying my best not to overwhelm you while at the same time trying to be faithful to the words burning on my heart. For the majority, you understand how important these times are. You do not open these writings and sigh, “How much do I have to read now?” (Still, I really do try my best to keep everything succinct.) My spiritual director said recently, “Your readers trust you, Mark. But you need to trust them.”  That was a pivotal moment for me because I’ve long felt this incredible tension between having to write you, but not wanting to overwhelm. In other words, I hope you can keep up! (Now that you are likely in isolation, you have more time than ever, right?)

 

First, some confirmations…

Before publishing Part II of Our Lady: Prepare, I want to let you read what’s coming into my inbox (I can barely keep up now). All over the world, Christians are hearing the same message I gave in Part I:  

A priest left me a text message saying that, in January, he heard clearly in his heart, “It is beginning now, it is beginning.” Another person heard a voice say, “IT IS TIME.” A man in Louisiana with mystical gifts said Our Lady told him last week, “This Era is coming to an end.”  Another woman had a dream last night where they found themselves on a one lane road: “A high cliff on the right and a sheer drop-off on the left. Within minutes,” she recounts, “we realized we have to keep going—THERE IS NO TURNING BACK.”  These are all ways that Jesus is calling His Bride once again to “Come out of Babylon!”
Then I heard another voice from heaven say: “Depart from her, my people, so as not to take part in her sins and receive a share in her plagues, for her sins are piled up to the sky…” (Revelation 18:4-5)

But not “come out” so as to “go into” our flesh, into self-preservation mode: fear, compulsion, control. No, such a disposition is like having one foot still in Babylon—which didn’t go well for Lot’s wife as they left Sodom and Gomorrah:

But Lot’s wife looked back, and she (a disbelieving soul) was turned into a pillar of salt. (Genesis 19:26; cf. Wisdom 10:7)

Another priest shared a homily he wrote for the Third Sunday of Lent… but he never had the chance to preach it with Mass cancellations.

Four months ago, he and his prayer team received a word to “Prepare.” His written homily continues:

We took it to mean a need to spiritually prepare, to prepare our hearts. And be open to the ways that the Lord wants to prepare each of our ministries for the people He promised would come… We didn’t even think about it again—at least not until the Lord reminded us again this week in prayer. Then, about three weeks ago, I had the image of dominoes falling in a line. And I heard in my heart from the Lord: “Things will happen quickly now… one thing quickly following another.”
That should sound familiar to readers here. He continues:

But the important part was the ‘pace’ at which they fell… the rate of their falling is constant. It’s set by gravity. It’s set by the Lord who created this world. And I understood clearly that what we might perceive to be rapidly accelerating events that may seem to be out of control, is really just the Lord’s plan for our salvation being carefully, meticulously put into action. He’s saving us one step at a time. So focus on Him, and not the rapid acceleration of events, and we will be just fine.
Beautifully said. But let’s pause for a moment. What are all these dominoes really about?
 

The coming Prodigal Hour
I have written several times over the years about the coming Prodigal Hour, a Coming Lord of the Flies Moment when the entire world, seemingly spinning out of control, will suddenly stop in the blink of an eye.

Before I come as the just Judge, I am coming first as the King of Mercy. Before the day of justice arrives, there will be given to people a sign in the heavens of this sort: All light in the heavens will be extinguished, and there will be great darkness over the whole earth. Then the sign of the cross will be seen in the sky, and from the openings where the hands and the feet of the Savior were nailed will come forth great lights which will light up the earth for a period of time. This will take place shortly before the last day.  —Jesus to St. Faustina, Diary of Divine Mercy, n. 83; (Note: “the last day”, that is, not the literal last day on earth, but the “Day of the Lord”. See Faustina, and the Day of the Lord)

Canadian mystic, Fr. Michel Rodrigue (who has given us permission to publish his words) has seen this coming “illumination of conscience” or “warning”:

From the wounds in Jesus’ hands, feet, and side, bright rays of love and mercy will fall onto the entire Earth, and everything will stop. If you are in an airplane, it will stop. If you are riding in a car, don’t worry—the car will stop… Everything will be fixed in time, and the flame of the Holy Spirit will enlighten every conscience on Earth. The shining rays from Jesus’ wounds will pierce every heart, like tongues of fire, and we will see ourselves as if in a mirror in front of us. We will see our souls, how precious they are to the Father, and the evil within each person will be revealed to us. It will be one of the greatest signs given to the world since the Resurrection of Jesus Christ… The illumination will last about fifteen minutes, and in this merciful pre-judgment, all will see immediately where they would go if they were to die right then: heaven, purgatory, or hell. But more than seeing, they will feel pain of their sin. Those who would go to purgatory will see and feel the pains of their sin and purification. They will recognize their faults and know what they must correct within themselves. For those who are very close to Jesus, they will see what they must change in order to live in complete union with Him. —The Warning, the Tribulation, and the Church Entering the Tomb, countdowntothekingdom.com
What will that feel like? This is how St. Faustina experienced it:

Once I was summoned to the judgment [seat] of God. I stood alone before the Lord. Jesus appeared such as we know Him during His Passion. After a moment, His wounds disappeared except for five, those in His hands, His feet and His side. Suddenly I saw the complete condition of my soul as God sees it. I could clearly see all that is displeasing to God. I did not know that even the smallest transgressions will have to be accounted for. What a moment! Who can describe it? To stand before the Thrice-Holy God! Jesus asked me, “Who are you?” —St. Faustina; Divine Mercy in My Soul, Diary, n. 36

Yes, this is the question God will soon ask every person on earth: “Who are you?” It is the very same question the prodigal son was faced with after he had rebelled and left home; after he spent his father’s inheritance; after he went completely broke; after famine hit the land… but not until he was up to his knees in pig slop. Then, only then, was the boy shaken enough to have an illumination of conscience, to realize that he was a son and should never have abandoned his father.

I shall get up and go to my father and I shall say to him, “Father, I have sinned against heaven and against you. I no longer deserve to be called your son; treat me as you would treat one of your hired workers. (Luke 15:18-19)

The rest of the story is beautiful. The father, seeing that his child had lost his innocence, spent his fortune, and destroyed his dignity… runs to him, kisses, and embraces him. This parable, this story of Jesus, is also a prophecy for our times. It is the “template” for what is now unfolding. Having taken our inheritance, that is the gift of our intellect, memory, and will, this generation has blown it in short order. We have filled our bellies, satiated our passions, bowed to idols, played with our DNA, covered our hands in blood and cast restraint to the wind. And now, we are about to go broke. Literally. The economy, my dear friends, is on a ventilator, gasping, about to expire. The collapse that is coming will bring hyperinflation; the cost of a loaf of bread will go through the roof. It will lead the nations to the pig pen where people will fight for the scraps. Ah! Why is the human heart so stubborn? Why must we come to this point? As Our Lady said in a message to the Italian seer Simona:

My children, all that is taking place is not a punishment from God, but is due to human wickedness. —March 26th, 2020, countdowntothekingdom.com
…let us not say that it is God who is punishing us in this way; on the contrary it is people themselves who are preparing their own punishment. In his kindness God warns us and calls us to the right path, while respecting the freedom he has given us; hence people are responsible. –Sr. Lucia, one of the Fatima visionaries, in a letter to the Holy Father, May 12th, 1982; vatican.va 

 

The Loving Father
The purpose of all this is not to focus on the “dominoes” but how God the Father will use them: to remind us one last time who we are. We are His creation, every one of us—from the brutal dictator to the most holy saint. We are all made in His image and thus Jesus died for all. For those who are asking God to let his justice fall on this “wicked and perverse generation,” they need to know that this is not the Father’s heart at all. Oh yes, the purification of the unrepentant from the face of the earth is coming—the angels tremble before that Day and we are now in its vigil hour. But first, the Day of Mercy must run its course. As Jesus said to St. Faustina:
I have eternity for punishing [these], and so I am prolonging the time of mercy for the sake of [sinners]. But woe to them if they do not recognize this time of My visitation. —Divine Mercy in My Soul, Diary, n. 1160

No, the Heavenly Father is watching, longing, yearning to see his prodigal children crest the hill of repentance that He may run to them…

While [the prodigal] was still a long way off, his father caught sight of him, and was filled with compassion. He ran to his son, embraced him and kissed him. (Luke 15:20)

So, do you want to know what all these words to people around the world mean that are saying, “It is time to prepare?” It is to prepare, yes, for the labor pains and the coming Passion of the Church; but most especially for the coming prodigal moment when the sickle will swing, and the angels will harvest the earth of the wheat before the mowing of the weeds. The short window we have before us right now is to pray for the conversion of those weeds—not to act like the elder brother in that parable who is bitter toward his prodigal brother and would prefer justice. No, let us fast and pray that the lost will be found and the blind may see again!

I don’t know why I am moved to say this, but I have such a love right now for Hollywood actors and music entertainers. I want them to know, if any are reading this, that you are loved. That God the Father wants to wrap you in His enormous tender arms. Soon, the masks and facades will fall and God is going to ask not who you were, but who you are.

This is the heart of the Father: a burning love to see not a single soul perish. I’ll close with this word given to Fr. Michel from the Heavenly Father on April 6th, 2018:

I do not want death and damnation for anyone of you. So much suffering, so much violence, so many sins now occur on the Earth that I created. I’ve been wanting to post about this for some time, but I wasn’t sure how or when to do so. 
It seems that now is the appropriate time.

It’s important that I preface this post and explain a few things first.

Preface
Most Christians have heard of the “Second Coming,” but most haven’t heard about the events preceding it.

These events are most often presented through private revelation – prophetic messages from heaven meant to help us live more fully by divine revelation during our time on earth. This revelation is investigated and its authenticity is determined by the magisterium of the Catholic Church.

This differs from public revelation – Sacred Scripture and Tradition definitively interpreted by the Catholic Church through its divinely appointed authority. This revelation is referred to as the Deposit of Faith and cannot be changed or added to.

The information below comes from Father Michel Rodrigue, a living priest who allegedly receives messages from God.

I say “allegedly” because his messages haven’t been investigated or officially approved/denied by the magisterium.

His visions are in accordance with the teachings of the Church and information given by the Church Fathers, Saints and Popes.

His messages also support information that’s been revealed to other visionaries (some approved, some not given an official decision).

If you’ve been following my blog for a while, you know that I’m intentional about everything I share.
I’m providing this private revelation because I feel called to do so. I’m being asked to pay attention to it, and I believe it to be true.

If you’re reading about these events for the first time, it may be hard to process, especially all at once.

It will be divided into three parts and posted over the course of three weeks.

I tried to organize the messages chronologically to make them easier to follow, I provided information in brackets to give more detail and/or clarity and I made certain messages bold to bring attention to them.

Please remember: Fr. Michel’s messages are private revelation and haven’t been investigated by the Church, so you don’t have to accept them as truth.

I still encourage you to read the messages and discern if you’re being called to pay attention to them.

I, and many others, believe they explain what will happen before the coming of God’s Kingdom on earth.



Fr. Michel Rodrigue
Priest, Mystic, Exorcist, Religious Founder

Fr. Michel Rodrigue of Québec, Canada is the Superior General and Founder of the Order of the Apostolic Fraternity of St. Benedict Joseph Labre.
The Religious Order is made up of Three Branches: Families committed to Christian life, Consecrated Sisters and future Priests and Deacons.

God the Father gave Fr. Michel the Constitution for this new Order through the intercession of St. Benedict Joseph Labre.

This new Fraternity [founded in 2012] is for the advancement of the Kingdom and will develop Priests for the coming New Era. It was approved by the Holy See and is based in Québec. 

He was given the Vestment as the First Abbot of the new monastery for the new Order – the Apostolic Fraternity of St. Benedict Joseph Labre. When he was given the Vestment, he heard the Virgin Mary say: “I call the Apostle of the Last Times”. This is a sentence in the Message of La Salette, France.

God the Father, Jesus, Mary, St. Joseph, St. Padre Pio, St. Michael, and other Saints have spoken with Fr. Michel at various times since he was three years old. He has seen heaven, purgatory and hell.

[Fr. Michel is an alleged mystic.]

A mystic is someone who desires union with God and actively tries to foster that union. At times this union is miraculously expressed through spiritual ecstasies or visions, but it is not always the case. A true mystic does not seek out these extraordinary experiences, but they often occur because their heart is in such a profound union with God.

Mystics are often mysterious people as they live partly in this world, and partly in the next. Their union with God is so close that they have a difficult time remaining on earth as they desire more and more to be fully united with their ultimate love.

The Church is full of mystics and in a certain sense, all saints could be considered “mystics” in their own way. Each desired to be fully united with God and followed his will to achieve that end. Some of the more famous mystics are St. Padre Pio, St. John of the Cross, St. Teresa of Avila and St. Margaret Mary Alacoque. (Aleteia.org)

The Messages 
Fr. Michel’s message covers the coming Chastisements, the Warning, these End Times, and the coming of the Era of Peace – not to scare us but to prepare us for what is coming.

Time is short. Now is the time to prepare your soul and your temporal needs.
Two of three signs below, foretold to Fr. Michel prior to their occurrences, have already happened and the third will happen soon.

Benedict XVI forced to resign – attack on Pope

Notre Dame Cathedral in Paris will burn – symbol of a fire in Mother Church, attack on Blessed Virgin Mary

Antichrist will sit on the Throne of Peter – attack on Holy Eucharist. This will occur before the Warning. There will be a false pope who is the False Prophet. The Pope will flee the Vatican, eventually martyred.

“God will send two punishments: one will be in the form of wars, revolutions and other evils; it shall originate on earth. The other will be sent from Heaven.” (Blessed Anna Maria Taigi, Catholic Prophecy, P. 76)

These chastisements are not far away. Humanity has committed horrible sins against the Ten Commandments. 

God told Fr. Michel that time is NOW.

The Host of Angels and Saints are ready and lined up to help during the chastisement – led by St. Anne with Mother Mary as rear guard. Call on them!

God will protect those who follow and trust in Him.

In the end, Mary’s Immaculate Heart will triumph [Fátima Apparition, 13 July 1917].

False Prophet
The Duty of the False Prophet is to Prepare the Way for the Antichrist – just like God had St. John the Baptist Prepare the Way for Jesus.

Satan also needs the False Prophet to unify the Religions. He needs him to sit on the Throne of Peter, St. Peter’s Chair, because this is the Final Battle.

This is very important to Satan because of his pride – his pride makes him rage against the Catholic Faith.

He knows that Jesus promised St. Peter that hell will never prevail against the Church, so Satan is burning with ambition and pride to sit on this Chair of St. Peter.
Satan infiltrated the Church a long time ago. [Saint] Pope Paul VI said the “smoke of Satan has entered the Church”.

So many priests entered the Church but did not have true vocations. This is why we have so many scandals today in the Church. So many entered for other reasons – not because they had a vocation.

What to Expect
“And you will hear of wars and rumors of wars; see that you are not alarmed; for this must take place, but the end is not yet. For nation will rise against nation, and kingdom against kingdom, and there will be famines and earthquakes in various places: all this is but the beginning of the birth-pangs.” (Jesus, Matthew 24:6-8)

The time is urgent; almost an emergency for the coming Battle. We must prepare!

I knew it was urgent when God the Father gave me the Fraternity to build. I had to do it quickly.

[He was told to have the first monastery built by May 2020 and the second by the end of summer 2020.]

First of all, there will be a lot of trouble which will begin soon. It will all be managed by the devil.  The ‘Powers that Be’ under the devil are already preparing things now.

[Peace will be shattered followed-by economic collapse, civil breakdown and a minor persecution of the Church, particularly of the priesthood.]

In the United States, there will be revolution in the streets. You will see people fighting against each other for political reasons.

There will also be dangers between every nation with rumours of war.

Very soon global civil unrest will unfold, which, as foretold decades ago by Venezuela Mystic and Stigmatist, Maria Esperanza, would start in Venezuela. France would follow and it would spread throughout the world. 

Natural disasters will accelerate – hurricanes, floods, fires. 

This period will last for about six months.

The war will definitely happen at the same time as the financial crash. At that moment, the Warning will come to each soul. 

The Warning
“The consciences of these beloved people must be violently shaken so that they may ‘put their house in order’… A great moment is approaching, a great day of light… it is the hour of decision for mankind.” (Servant of God Maria Esperanza, The Antichrist and the End Times, Rev. Joseph Iannuzzi, cf. P. 37)

When the Warning happens, which is close, few people will know what happened.

[Other names for the Warning: Illumination of Conscience, Illumination of All Souls, Second Pentecost, Minor Judgment, Merciful Pre-Judgment, Great Day of Light.]

Most people will be in shock and unable to function for some time. 

Businesses will close. Civil Services will cease. Global financial systems will collapse. People will hibernate in their homes.

They will think it is the end of the world. These things will happen. And it will be unimaginable.

An apple will mean more to a man than a new car. Money will soon have no value and stores will be empty.

[The devil will kill one third of the population.]

These events are much closer than most people realize. The underpinnings are all in place in Heaven and on Earth. We wait until God acts.

Through the Warning, God shows infinite mercy to mankind which will bring about a second Pentecost.
The first Pentecost was given to the Church. This second Pentecost will be for all humanity, a gift for all nations.

It is a Gift of the Holy Spirit again. The Holy Spirit will enlighten everyone on Earth – the Warning!

Fr. Michel saw what will come: a huge Crucifix in the sky with Jesus glorious, not suffering. Streams of fire coming directly from His Wounds to all people at the same time. 

From the wounds in Jesus’ hands, feet, and side, bright rays of love and mercy will fall onto the entire Earth, and everything will stop.

The shining rays from Jesus’ wounds will pierce every heart, like tongues of fire, and we will see ourselves as if in a mirror in front of us.

Each person will see the state of their own soul and will feel/burn of judgment depending on where they are – purgatory or hell.
The pain/burning we will feel in our souls will be from the Streams of Fire from Our Lord’s Wounds which is our purification.

Many will feel pain/burning for unconfessed sins. 

Others will also feel pain/burning for lack of reparation and atonement for sins confessed. Even though we have Confessed our sins, we still must do Penance – atonement for our sins.  

So let us do much Penance now while we still have time before the severity of the Warning – burning pain in our souls for not having properly atoned.  
For example: let us do some fasting, alms giving, acts of charity, vigils, prayers as in rosaries, chaplets, novenas, praying for the Holy Souls (offering Masses and other prayers), attending daily Mass, if possible. Most important, go to frequent Confession. 

I’ll pause here for now. In the next post I’ll continue with Fr. Michel’s messages.

In the meantime continue to pray, especially for God’s mercy, and prepare your soul. Also, be hopeful.
The purpose of these coming events is to purify the earth so that God’s Kingdom may reign in a glorious Era of Peace!

In my previous post I introduced Fr. Michel Rodrigue and his alleged messages from God.
If you are reading this and haven’t read Part I, click here to read that first!

This series is meant to be read in order. It won’t make sense, and you’ll be missing crucial information, if you read the posts out of order.

If you read Part I but don’t remember the Preface, I recommend reading the Preface again before continuing this post.

Now, let’s continue with some of Fr. Michel’s messages.

After the Warning

After the Warning, there will be a period of repentance for six and a half weeks.

During this time, the devil will have no power over the will of the person. The devil will be banished from earth as people discern whether to choose God or the devil.

Each person will have full freedom to decide…

Nobody will be able to say that God does not exist! Everyone will see the sign of God in their life; they will have six weeks to make their decision.

The Lord will calm everyone’s passions and appease their desires. He will heal everyone from the distortion of their senses, so after this Pentecost, all will feel that their entire bodies are in harmony with Him.

All will have full knowledge of the status of their souls and thousands will rush to churches to receive the Sacraments and the Word of God. 

We are called now to be ready; to be ready to help our brothers and sisters when the six weeks happen. We will help them and guide them to the Church where they will find a peaceful heart, their happiness with the Lord – after the shock of the Warning.

We are called to be Disciples of Christ so we will have to take a stand in helping and advising people. We are just here to be faithful servants for the Lord, to be open and prepare ourselves.

Priests will need help from the laity to receive and guide many before they are able to see a priest. Priests will be doing group Baptisms, endless Confessions etc. We will need to make sure priests get food, water and breaks.  

Immediately after the Warning, TVs and electronics must be thrown out.

The devil will use TVs and electronic devices to destroy your faith and soul.

The media will tell people that this event (the Warning) had to do with the rays and radiation of the sun. That will be a lie. 

Hold on to Bibles, religious books and religious materials because there will be a scarcity as many people now use digital/Internet.

We will not be able to use anything digital as we will sling out all digital resources so that we will not be tracked!

You won’t need these things [electronics] anymore. You have to be faithful in this. Throw them out. Don’t worry about communication. The Lord showed me how we will communicate with each other through angels of the Lord.

After six weeks, the devil will come back with a kind of hypnotic signature that he will use to control the people.

[It’s been prophesied that some time after the Warning, great miracles will appear in at least three Marian apparition sites: Garabandal, Medjugorje and Mexico City. They will be visible signs of God’s existence and one last effort to encourage repentance.]

Refuges

He who dwells in the shelter of the Most High, who abides in the shadow of the Almighty, will say to the LORD, “My refuge and my fortress; my God, in whom I trust.” (Psalm 91:1-2)

The refuge, first of all, is you. Before it is a place, it is a person, a person living with the Holy Spirit, in a state of grace.

A refuge begins with the person who has committed her soul, her body, her being, her morality, according to the Word of the Lord, the teachings of the Church, and the law of the Ten Commandments.

Your first refuge is also the Sacred Heart of Jesus and the Immaculate Heart of Mary…

At the end of the six-week period, people will make their decision to follow God or Satan. Those who choose God will not be harmed and will be led to refuges by their Guardian Angels through a flame that appears before you. 

If your home is a refuge, he will guide you by this flame through your home. If you must move to another place, he will guide you along the road that leads there.
Whether your refuge will be a permanent one, or a temporary one before moving to a bigger one, will be for the Father to decide. The Father told me that a permanent refuge will have a well. This is important. That will be the sign that it is a permanent refuge.
The Lord has prepared different refuges in the world now, to welcome His people, as in the day of Noah.  

Noah prepared the ark for his family, but people just laughed at him. God has prepared a place that is like an ark to welcome you. 

You will go there by the will of the Father. 
And all who have received the desire for Him, the sense that they need His salvation, will be marked on their forehead with a luminous cross by your guardian angel (Revelation 7:3).

If you desire this sign, say yes to Jesus with your heart and you will be marked.

All of the refuges will be connected together. People in each refuge will be chosen as messengers… They will be taken by the Holy Spirit to go and help, connecting with other refuges so that people will know what is happening everywhere. If you are in need, the messengers will know what to do.

People in the refuges will miss nothing. You will have everything you need – the necessities like food and water.

They will have the Holy Eucharist in their place because He will have prepared the priests to go to from one place to another… A priest will also be available for every refuge, and when the priest isn’t there, the angel will bring the Holy Host to the people for Communion.

All will work, do chores and receive great graces.

You will all work for each other. You will then realize what it means when you read together the Acts of the Apostles, where it says they were all of one heart and one prayer, sharing it together (Acts 4:32).

They will be healed, younger and enlightened.

It will be wonderful.

People will be inside the refuges for three and a half years.

“But the woman was given the two wings of the great eagle, so that she could fly to her place in the desert, where, far from the serpent, she was taken care of for a year, two years, and a half-year.” (St. John, Revelation 12:14)

In the refuge, you will be protected. You are there to please the will of the Father.

God will protect them from horrible chastisements to come next throughout the world. 

During all this troubled time, you will be protected by the Father, the Son and Holy Spirit with the Love of the Virgin Mary.

Divine Chastisements

This will be the beginning of terrible troubled times…

One of the Secrets the Virgin Mary gave in Fátima in 1917 was repeated in Akita in 1973:

“As I told you, if men do not repent and better themselves, the Father will inflict a terrible punishment on all humanity. It will be a punishment greater than the deluge [flood], such as one will never seen before. Fire will fall from the sky and will wipe out a great part of humanity, the good as well as the bad, sparing neither priests nor faithful. The survivors will find themselves so desolate that they will envy the dead…”

“The work of the devil will infiltrate even into the Church in such a way that one will see cardinals opposing cardinals, bishops against bishops. The priests who venerate me will be scorned and opposed by their confreres…churches and altars sacked; the Church will be full of those who accept compromises and the demon will press many priests and consecrated souls to leave the service of the Lord.”

When these events happen, Bibles will not be available and the Mass will go underground. The Holy Sacrifice, the Eucharist, will be desecrated.

God told Fr. Michel that through prayer, the chastisements talked about in the messages of Fátima, Garabandal and Akita have been altered or softened to a degree.

Nuclear War (WWIII)
The Great Light in the Sky will be a precursor to World War III.

Satan has prepared a Nuclear War. It will happen because so many people are not baptized – hence they are working under the influence of Satan and not through the guidance of the Holy Spirit. People are now living such wicked sinful lives. 

During this time the devil will try to kill the second third of humanity, representing the one third of the angels that were cast out of Heaven to hell.  

He will already have killed one third during the Warning. Now he wants to take a second one third.

Those in refuges will be shielded from this.

He has prepared the weapon to destroy one third of humanity. They are making it in laboratories.  

The devil plays with our imagination and he catches, rips us with our senses. Satan has prepared this world to be under a huge attack and now we have entered this stage. 

God informed Fr. Michel that He will protect the United States because the faithful pray the Divine Mercy Chaplet more than any other nation. The coming war will only destroy seven U.S. cities. 

God’s hand will deflect most of the nuclear missiles targeted at the U.S. that their anti-defense system is unable to stop, but He will allow some missiles to hit their targets. 

Antichrist and One World Order

The One World Government is being done with Satan through different nations – ten nations but seven are key. They are the Beast with Seven Horns in the Book of Apocalypse.
Once the faithful are in refuges, the One World Order will commence immediately. 

In fact, the army for the One World Order is already currently in place, waiting orders. I am not going into many details here but just that you need to know about this.

Satan needs a head person to control his One World Government – he will be the Antichrist.

“Let no one deceive you in any way; for that day will not come, unless the rebellion comes first, and the man of lawlessness is revealed, the son of perdition, who opposes and exalts himself against every so-called god or object of worship, so that he takes his seat in the temple of God, proclaiming himself to be God.” (St. Paul, 2 Thessalonians 2:3-4)

Mark of the Beast (CHIP) will be required to buy and sell. Those who do not take it will be hunted like the SS Nazis hunted down the Jews during World War II.

If you are captured and refuse to submit to the Antichrist with his One World Order, you will be tortured, martyred.

From the refuge, you will see the fowlers, who are under the control of Satan, passing by your refuge or home. They will sometimes look like an army; at other times, like an enrollment person for this One World Government.

You will see them passing by on the street, but they will not see your home or refuge. This is how the Lord will protect you from the fowlers. They will not be able to hear you, see you, or enter into your home or into your refuge.

Three Days of Darkness

After three and a half years in the refuges, the world will experience the Three Days of Darkness.

Myself and Padre Pio saw this. 

During those three days, it will be so black, utterly black.  

It will be like a wall that will come, passing through the earth. This black wall will be packed with demons who will try to pull you out of the refuge. 

But they cannot enter the refuge because we are protected under the Shelter of the Lord.  

These demons will swallow, literally swallow, everyone who has not chosen the Lord. They will swallow everybody, and everything marked by the beast.

[Those in refuges are warned not to leave or look outside during this time.]

 Era of Peace

“The most authoritative view, and the one that appears to be most in harmony with Holy Scripture, is that, after the fall of the Antichrist, the Catholic Church will once again enter upon a period of prosperity and triumph.” (Fr. Charles Arminjon,  The End of the Present World and the Mysteries of the Future Life, P. 56-57)

I saw the renewed earth afterwards. 

When it is over, those in the refuges will come out on the earth. It will be completely renewed – beautiful flowers, grass, trees, colours, the brightness and beauty.  

There were some houses but most houses including the foundations were swallowed by the beast.

The whole earth will be completely renewed.

What’s coming is amazing and we are blessed to live in these times! 

Those who survive to the Era of Peace will share this story, as God’s chosen people did when led out of the desert by Moses. 

Satan will be cast into hell for a long period of time. Later he will be released again for one final battle – closing down of the earth.

I’ll pause here for now. In the next post I’ll share Fr. Michel’s messages for how to prepare.

Keep in Mind

Even if the details of these events don’t come to fruition exactly as described, they will take place.
For those who choose the Lord and trust in Him, these events are actually something to look forward to (I’m serious).

They will result in an Era of Peace in which God’s will reigns on earth as it does in heaven. This will be a glorious event that I plan to write more about later.

In the meantime: repent, pray without ceasing and remain hopeful!

This is the last post in my series about Fr. Michel Rodrigue (for now).
I shared some of his messages for the future in Part I and Part II.
You don’t necessarily have to read Part I and Part II in order to read Part III, but I still hope you read the entire series!

In this post I’ll share his messages for temporal and spiritual preparation. I also added my own words in brackets to provide more information.

His messages for preparation are good for everyone, regardless of what may happen in the future.

Much of what he says about spiritual preparation will sound familiar to those who read my blog, especially if you read my post on Spiritual Preparedness.
I hope you’ll join me in following Fr. Michel’s advice.

How to Prepare
“The Church now charges you before the Living God; she declares to you the things concerning Antichrist before they arrive. Whether they will happen in your time we know not, or whether they will happen after you we know not; but it is well that, knowing these things, you should make yourself secure beforehand.” (St. Cyril of Jerusalem)

Below are the necessary spiritual and temporal preparations according to Fr. Michel.

Mass
(Attend daily Mass if possible.

([If public Mass still isn’t available in your diocese, participate in virtual Mass and make an Act of Spiritual Communion daily or as often as possible.]

Confession
(Very specific to go to Confession in 2019 [which is why I posted about this sacrament last fall].

(A life Confession may be more appropriate if it has been a while since your last Confession. Schedule any life Confession with your priest. 

(Go to Confession at least monthly. Get family members to do the same.

([If the Sacrament of Reconciliation still isn’t being offered in your diocese: confess your sins to God, pray an Act of Contrition and promise to go as soon as possible. Once it’s available, go immediately and often.]

Fast
(Fast as you are able on Wednesday and Friday for the salvation of sinners.

Pray
(Daily Rosary
(Daily Divine Mercy Chaplet
(Daily for the Holy Souls [in purgatory] and invoke their protection. They will form an Army of Protection around you and your family if you pray fervently for them.

(Daily to and with your Guardian Angel. Thank him for all he has done for you and will do for you. Your Guardian Angel will guide you. Fr. Michel reiterated the importance of praying to your Guardian Angel for protection. He has been assigned to you and has a mission from God to protect and guide you.

(Daily to St. Joseph for purity in the family

(To St. Padre Pio
(Your Angel, St. Joseph and Padre Pio – all so powerful for protection and virtues!

(Eucharistic Adoration 
“My son,

Listen and write. I insist that this message be communicated to everyone and everywhere you have preached in the United States and in Canada.

Remember the night when Padre Pio brought you into heaven to see the Holy Family. It was a teaching for you and for the people who have heard you. It was also a sign to recall the night when My Beloved Son, Jesus, was born in the world.

Remember how My Evangelist, Matthew, wrote, by the divine inspiration of the Holy Spirit, how the star stopped over the place where My Baby Son, Jesus, lay. It was a sign for the Wise Men. Today, it is a sign for you, and for all Christians, and for all nations.

The Holy Family is a sign after which every family must model itself. I insist that every family that receives this message should have a representation of the Holy Family in their home. It can be an icon or a statue of the Holy Family or a permanent manger in a central place in the home. The representation must be blessed and consecrated by a priest.

As the star, followed by the Wise Men, stopped over the manger, the chastisement from the sky will not hit the Christian families devoted to and protected by the Holy Family. The fire from the sky is a chastisement for the horrible crime of abortion and the culture of death, the sexual perversion, and the cupidity regarding the identity of man and woman. My children seek perverted sins more than eternal life. The increase of blasphemies and persecution of My just people offends Me. The arm of My justice will come now. They do not hear My Divine Mercy. I must now let many plagues happen in order to save the most people I can from the slavery of Satan.

Send this message to everyone. I have given St. Joseph, My representative to protect the Holy Family on Earth, the authority to protect the Church, which is the Body of Christ. He will be the protector during the trials of this time. The Immaculate Heart of My daughter, Mary, and the Sacred Heart of My Beloved Son, Jesus, with the chaste and pure heart of St. Joseph, will be the shield of your home, your family, and your refuge during the events to come.

My words are My blessing over all of you. Whoever acts according to My will, will be safe. The powerful love of the Holy Family will be manifested to all.

I am your Father.

These words are Mine!”

(Alleged message from God the Father to Fr. Michel, 30 October 2018)
The Holy Family
(Have a blessed Holy Family Image, Statue, Icon, Picture, or permanent Crib in your home and consecrate your home to the Holy Family. Blest with Holy Water and Holy Oil.

(You must – it’s a Command from the Father. And yes, God gives Commands. Think Moses and the Ten Commandments.

(If possible, have the priest individually touch and bless each representation of the Holy Family (Jesus, Mary, Joseph) with Holy Oil.

(As the North Star stopped over the Manger in Bethlehem, the war will not hit homes with this Image. The Holy Family Image will allow your home to be a temporary refuge for you and your family until you are guided to a permanent refuge.

(Pray daily to the Holy Family, honoring them and invoking their protection. The Holy Family will protect and save those who are doing God’s will.

Consecrate Your Home as a Refuge to the Father through the Hearts of Jesus and Mary 
(Preferably by a priest or you can do it yourself.

(Using Blest and Exorcised Holy Water and Salt, say: “In the name of the Father, the Son, and the Holy Spirit, God the Father, through Your beloved Son, Who shed His blood on the Cross to save us, I consecrate my home and my land to You. It is Yours. Please use it as you wish for the safety of Your people. I consecrate this land and home to you through the intercession of the Immaculate Heart of Mary to be under the Holy Spirit for the time of purification”.

(Make the Sign of the Cross over the floor, the ground etc. and say: “In the name of the Father, the Son and the Holy Spirit, Amen”. 

(Sprinkle the Holy Water everywhere and outside in your gardens, land etc. and say: “In the name of the Father, the Son and the Holy Spirit, Amen”. 

(God has big arms, so if you have a lot of land, a Sign of the Cross by you works. God will do the rest. 

(If you cannot find a priest to do this Consecration, then you can do it yourself!

([If you don’t have access to Exorcised Holy Water and Salt, use regular Holy Water from the Catholic Church.]

Temporal Preparation
(Maintain a three month supply of food and water in your home. The civil unrest preceding the Warning will result in food shortages before we go to the refuges.

([This is wise because everyone is susceptible to natural disasters and emergencies, regardless of when and where they live.]

Miraculous Medal 
(Wear the Miraculous Medal – it is very powerful and has many graces attached for those who wear it with confidence. It’s for these End Times. 

(This medal has twelve stars – six stars on each side of the cross. There must be no star on top of the cross. The Satanic Cult has interfered with this beautiful medal – they have put the star over the top of the cross and they have put a Masonic ruler on the side of the V. This is not the Miraculous Medal, so throw it out if you have this one.   

([And make sure the stars have five points, not six.]

Guardian Angels
(Your Guardian Angel wants you to know he never leaves you. Think of him often because he is always with you. It is your Angel who brings the light in your heart when Jesus wants to speak to you – to enable you to make good decisions, to possess good discernment and to enable you to act appropriately, showing you what to do. If you want to please God, ask your Angel what you are to do with the graces that God has given you. Your Guardian Angel is the Messenger for you from the Heart of Jesus. He is also from the Holy Family and the Blessed Trinity. The Angel brings these graces into your heart. 

Gloria Hymn
(In Heaven, Fr. Michel saw the Christmas Manger. He tells us that we must always sing the Angel Song – the song created by the Angel of the Lord to celebrate Jesus being born – the Gloria. This hymn must always be sung. It will always be there until Jesus returns back. When we sing this hymn, we can be sure that all the Choirs of Angels sing with you. So the angels and the Angel of the Lord are always with you!

Rosary of the Father
(I suddenly received in my heart the ‘Rosary of the Father’ and I have not stopped saying it since. I just cannot stop saying it. It consists of 150 Our Fathers. This Rosary existed long before the Rosary of the Virgin Mary. It was at the beginning in the early Church. The people were unable to read the Psalms (150 of them), so instead they recited 150 Our Fathers.

St. Joseph
(We need to invoke St. Joseph now for purity – it is much needed in this poor sinful world. Fathers on earth have the responsibility for purity in their families. Fathers must be the Guardian of Purity of the family. So much evil today is attacking the innocence of your little children.
My Advice
“…do not despise prophesying, but test everything; hold fast what is good, abstain from every form of evil.” (St. Paul, 1 Thessalonians 5:20-22)
Fr. Michel tells us to prepare by doing the same things we’ve been told by many within the Church, including Our Lady and the saints.

What he tells us to do is both reasonable and prudent.

Spiritual preparation is always necessary, regardless of what may occur in the future.

The Lord tells us to be vigilant; to watch and pray (Matthew 26:41). This is more crucial than ever before.

So much has been, and continues to be, revealed through private revelation.

It’s important to be aware of it, but it’s most important not to become afraid or distracted from the first priority: loving God and following His will.

First, let us prepare our souls.

Second, if we’re able, let us gather several months of non-perishable food, water and emergency supplies.

Time is short, we must not delay.

We must be prepared, not scared.
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
