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Feminism
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	Satan has fixed his gaze on the family. Feminism, the social and political movement seeking to extirpate the gender roles and hierarchy within society and the family, has become the most devastating and effective tool of the diabolical.
Sister Lúcia, the eldest of the three children of Fatima, had this to say in the early 1980s: "A time will come when the decisive battle between the Kingdom of Christ and Satan will be over marriage and the family." Likewise, in a homily in November of 1986, Pope St. John Paul II said, "As the family goes, so goes the nation, and so goes the whole world in which we live."

The state of the family depicts the state of society, our country and the world. You can measure the health of a nation by the health of its families. Pope Pius XII knew this and once remarked, "The nation ... has always drawn its strength, its increase, its honor from the healthy and virtuous family. If this is attacked in its religious and moral foundation, the way is open to the worst possible harm to social institutions, and to the nation itself."

It should be evident, then, that the family is absolutely crucial to the Church and the world. And feminism is one of Satan's favorite weapons for attacking it.

In their book Rules for Retrogrades, Tim and Dave Gordon call feminism the "root of our world's cultural decay" because it aims to (1) abolish the divinely established hierarchy, and (2) push women to leave the home. Over the last couple of years, I've come across a number of otherwise-faithful Catholics who either explicitly or implicitly espouse some form of feminist ideology. Personally, I think they are well-intentioned, but a faithful Catholic cannot also be a feminist — unless one's definition of feminism is something like upholding the dignity of women.
In Part II, we'll discuss feminism's attempted overthrow of the divinely established patriarchy, the headship of men in society and the family, and we'll see how the Catholic Church teaches against it rather firmly and clearly.


	


Inverted hierarchy
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Feminism seeks to get rid of the divinely established hierarchy willed by God from the beginning of creation. You can trace feminism's genesis as a movement back to the 19th century with the Seneca Falls Convention in 1848, but it's actually nothing new. In fact, it goes all the way back to the Garden of Eden.
In the Garden, the Devil poses a question to Eve, not Adam, already attempting to subvert Adam’s authority. As Satan does this, Adam is standing close by Eve, but neglecting his role and responsibility as head, allowing his bride to eat the forbidden fruit against the command of God, without protecting her against the vile Serpent. He stood by idly as the hierarchy in the family was inverted.

Before the fall of man, Adam and Eve are in the state of original justice — meaning the state in which all of creation is in perfect harmony. God gave them both dominion over the rest of creation, but Adam also has authority over Eve, which is manifested by Adam naming her. The ability to name another creation is a sign of authority that the namer has over the named creature, like parents towards their children, for example. Scripture states:

Then the Lord God said, "It is not good that the man should be alone; I will make him a helper fit for him." So out of the ground the Lord God formed every beast of the field and every bird of the air, and brought them to the man to see what he would call them; and whatever the man called every living creature, that was its name. The man gave names to all cattle, and to the birds of the air, and to every beast of the field; but for the man there was not found a helper fit for him. So the Lord God caused a deep sleep to fall upon the man, and while he slept took one of his ribs and closed up its place with flesh; and the rib which the Lord God had taken from the man he made into a woman and brought her to the man. Then the man said, "This at last is bone of my bones, and flesh of my flesh; she shall be called Woman, because she was taken out of Man" (Genesis 2:18–23).

Authority over Eve, or headship of her, does not mean that Adam should dominate or be domineering towards her — far from it. His authority over Eve should look like Jesus' authority over and headship of the Church. Jesus is the King of Kings and Lord of Lords, yet He wears a crown of thorns. He's a humble servant, the King of humility, yet still head. Jesus does not dominate the Church. He does not order Her around as His slave, but instead loves Her and gives Himself completely and undivided to Her. Likewise, the headship of Adam over Eve does not equate to domination. St. Paul commands husbands to be manly:

As Christ loved the Church and gave Himself up for Her, that He might sanctify Her, having cleansed Her by the washing of water with the word, that he might present the Church to Himself in splendor, without spot or wrinkle or any such thing, that She might be holy and without blemish. Even so, husbands should love their wives as their own bodies (Ephesians 5:25-28).

Right before the above passage, St. Paul orders wives, "Be subject to your husbands, as to the Lord. For the husband is the head of the wife as Christ is the head of the Church, His body, and is Himself its Savior. As the Church is subject to Christ, so let wives also be subject in everything to their husbands" (Ephesians 5:22–24).

The hierarchy between husband and wife is established directly by God. Pay close attention to the Pauline analogy. The Church does not have authority over Christ. The Church obeys and surrenders to Christ, not the other way around. Yes, Christ does show great humility and love towards the Church, but not obedience or submission to Her. With this understanding, Christ is head of the Church, so is man head of woman. He is head of her, not some of the time, not even most of the time, but "in everything."
In his encyclical on Christian marriage, Casti Connubii, Pope Pius XI elaborated on these words of St. Paul, remarking:

Domestic society being confirmed, therefore, by this bond of love, there should flourish in it that "order of love," as St. Augustine calls it. This order includes both the primacy of the husband with regard to the wife and children, the ready subjection of the wife and her willing obedience, which the Apostle commends in these words: "Let women be subject to their husbands as to the Lord, because the husband is the head of the wife, and Christ is the head of the Church."
Within this structure, it must be affirmed that men and women, of course, are equal in dignity. But what does this mean? We throw that term "dignity" around, and I think some of us don't understand it. Tim and Dave Gordon, Thomistic philosophers and theologians, in their book Rules for Retrogrades, might help us here:

As a term of art, dignity stands for the proposition that all human beings — every man and every woman alike — enjoy rights in the eyes of God on account of their immortal souls. Yet dignity does not accrue from merit or usefulness. On the other hand, sexual roles (roles pertaining to the sexes) and talents have quite a lot to do with merit when we consider the functioning of the efficient household economy: Men were built to do some things and women were built to do others.

In other words: apart from dignity, men and women are not equal. Men are superior at being men, and women are superior at being women. Each and every one of us is alive because of the beautiful difference and complementarity between man and woman. The male and female bodies fit together, quite literally. The woman's body is designed for receptivity and nurturing sacrifice. Femininity is oriented inward; masculinity is oriented outward. Our bodily design speaks to the spheres of influence and natural realms in which we are meant to operate.
Men, in general, tend to be bigger, stronger and faster than women. Women, in general, tend to be more gentle, more relational — and, I'd argue, more often than not, even more faithful to the Lord than men. At the eighth station of the Cross, Jesus meets the weeping women of Jerusalem, not the weeping men. We aren't yet done with Scripture though.

Ephesians isn't the only Scripture passage in which the Word of God reveals a hierarchy between husband and wife. In his letter to Titus, St. Paul exhorts him to "train the young women to love their husbands and children, to be sensible, chaste, domestic, kind and submissive to their husbands, that the Word of God may not be discredited (emphasis added)" (Titus 2:4–5).

Wives would not have to be submissive to their husbands if men were not head of them, if there were not a hierarchy. St. Paul even claims that a wife not submissive to her husband would "discredit" the Word of God. In other words, an unyielding wife creates scandal and fails to witness to the gospel. In addition to St. Paul, our first pope, St. Peter, writes:

Likewise you wives, be submissive to your husbands, so that some, though they do not obey the word, may be won without a word by the behavior of their wives, when they see your reverent and chaste behavior. Let not yours be the outward adorning with braiding of hair, decoration of gold, and wearing of robes, but let it be the hidden person of the heart with the imperishable jewel of a gentle and quiet spirit, which in God's sight is very precious. So once the holy women who hoped in God used to adorn themselves and were submissive to their husbands, as Sarah obeyed Abraham, calling him Lord. And you are now her children if you do right and let nothing terrify you. Likewise you husbands, live considerately with your wives, bestowing honor on the woman as the weaker sex, since you are joint heirs of the grace of life, in order that your prayers may not be hindered (1 Peter 3:1–7).

We now see St. Paul and St. Peter, on several different occasions, exhorting wives to be submissive to their husbands. St. Peter even uses Sarah's obedience to Abraham, her "lord," as an example. 

However, as Pope Pius XI teaches in Casti Connubii, this subjection of women to men does not eradicate the God-given dignity of the human person:

This subjection, however, does not deny or take away the liberty which fully belongs to the woman both in view of her dignity as a human person, and in view of her most noble office as wife and mother and companion; nor does it bid her obey her husband's every request if not in harmony with right reason or with the dignity due to wife; nor, in fine, does it imply that the wife should be put on a level with those persons who in law are called minors, to whom it is not customary to allow free exercise of their rights on account of their lack of mature judgment, or of their ignorance of human affairs. But it forbids that exaggerated liberty which cares not for the good of the family; it forbids that in this body which is the family, the heart be separated from the head to the great detriment of the whole body and the proximate danger of ruin. For if the man is the head, the woman is the heart, and as he occupies the chief place in ruling, so she may and ought to claim for herself the chief place in love.

We ought to meditate on these beautiful words from Pope Pius XI. The wife's subjection to her husband does not translate to her ceasing to be his companion, nor any lack of human dignity. Husband and wife should be like best friends, communicating often and readily sacrificing for one another. Feminism, however, seeks the abolition of the hierarchy of husband as head. The husband is the head, and the wife is the heart. From the beginning, Holy Mother Church has recognized a divinely established hierarchy between husband and wife. With its devilish aim of erasing the divinely sanctioned hierarchy, feminism is in direct conflict with both Sacred Scripture and perennial magisterial teaching.

The Early Church received and later faithfully handed on this beautiful teaching. One of the greatest doctors of the Church, St. Augustine, taught in Against the Manichaeans, "For the man is the head of the woman in perfect order when Christ, who is the Wisdom of God, is the head of the man." In His perfect wisdom, God wills the headship of husband over wife. Furthermore, St. John Chrysostom, one of the great Eastern Fathers, preached:
Then after saying, "The husband is the head of the wife, as Christ also is of the Church," he further adds, "and He is the Saviour of the body." For indeed the head is the saving health of the body. He had already laid down beforehand for man and wife, the ground and provision of their love, assigning to each their proper place, to the one that of authority and forethought, to the other that of submission. As then "the Church," that is, both husbands and wives, "is subject unto Christ, so also ye wives submit yourselves to your husbands, as unto God." For she is the body, not to dictate to the head, but to submit herself and obey.

The hierarchy of man and woman is likened to the hierarchy of the intellect and the will. The intellect perceives the good and the will follows in accordance. The intellect ought not follow the will, but the other way around. In like manner, unless the husband commands the wife to sin, she ought to obey him and subject herself to him.

Feminists hate God's hierarchy, but they love working outside of the home. We'll talk about this in Part III.

Displaced mothers
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In part two, I discussed feminism's goal of eradicating the hierarchy willed by God between husband and wife. It wants more though. In this third part, I'll discuss the ideology's endeavor to drive wives and mothers outside of the home. Moreover, the teaching office of the Church, the Magisterium, in the form of a whole slew of papal documents, has throughout history taught time and time again that a Catholic cannot also be a feminist.
Pope Pius XI touched on this a number of decades ago, responding in Casti Connubii to the claim that women ought to be "liberated" or "emancipated" from their role as stay-at-home moms:

This, however, is not the true emancipation of woman, nor that rational and exalted liberty which belongs to the noble office of a Christian woman and wife; it is rather the debasing of the womanly character and the dignity of motherhood, and indeed of the whole family, as a result of which the husband suffers the loss of his wife, the children of their mother, and the home and the whole family of an ever watchful guardian. More than this, this false liberty and unnatural equality with the husband is to the detriment of the woman herself, for if the woman descends from her truly regal throne to which she has been raised within the walls of the home by means of the Gospel, she will soon be reduced to the old state of slavery (if not in appearance, certainly in reality) and become as amongst the pagans the mere instrument of man. This equality of rights which is so much exaggerated and distorted, must indeed be recognized in those rights which belong to the dignity of the human soul and which are proper to the marriage contract and inseparably bound up with wedlock. In such things undoubtedly both parties enjoy the same rights and are bound by the same obligations; in other things there must be a certain inequality and due accommodation, which is demanded by the good of the family and the right ordering and unity and stability of home life. 

The home is truly the woman's "regal throne." It's the unique and irreplaceable genius of the woman which allows her to make a house into a home. Only the woman has this beautiful gift. Feminism seeks a false liberty and an unnatural equality to the detriment of husband, wife and their children.

Children need their mothers. Babies and toddlers especially need them. In fact, toddlers and babies need their mothers even more than their fathers. I don't at all mean that fathers are insignificant — far from it. The lack of a masculine presence of the father can prove destructive. So don't get me wrong. Both fathers and mothers are important. It's a false sense of liberty and emancipation for the mother to be snatched from her queenly domain. The pope even calls the hellish "emancipation" a crime against the children, husband and even the woman herself. The Roman Catechism, otherwise known as the Catechism of the Council of Trent, promulgated by the Church in 1566, asserts the duties of the wife are as follows:
To train their children in the practice of virtue and to pay particular attention to their domestic concerns. ... The wife should love to remain at home, unless compelled by necessity to go out; and she should never presume to leave home without her husband's consent. Again, and in this the conjugal union chiefly consists, let wives never forget that next to God they are to love their husbands, to esteem them above all others, yielding to them in all things not inconsistent with Christian piety, a willing and ready obedience. 

The basis of this teaching lies in man and woman's immutable, meaning unchangeable, nature. The essence of what it means to be a man or woman never changes. If what it means to be a man or woman never changes, then it doesn't matter if it's 200 B.C. or A.D. 2020 — the nature and essence of man and woman do not change with the times. 


Also, just for good measure, the Roman Catechism decrees that the duties of the husband are the following:

It is the duty of the husband to treat his wife generously and honourably. It should not be forgotten that Eve was called by Adam his companion. The woman, he says, whom thou gavest me as a companion. Hence it was, according to the opinion of some of the holy Fathers, that she was formed not from the feet but from the side of man; as, on the other hand, she was not formed from his head, in order to give her to understand that it was not hers to command but to obey her husband. The husband should also be constantly occupied in some honest pursuit with a view to provide necessaries for the support of his family and to avoid idleness, the root of almost every vice. He is also to keep all his family in order, to correct their morals, and see that they faithfully discharge their duties.

Could the Roman Catechism be any more beautiful and unambiguous? The husband may not, under any circumstances, treat his wife heartlessly or dishonorably. Ever. She is his companion, not his slave. In that same breath with which it commands husbands to not be tyrants, the Catechism also declares the wife ought to pay particular attention to her domestic duties, love to stay at home, be submissive to her husband, and yield to him in all things consistent with Christian piety. Pope Pius XI faithfully hands down this teaching of the Church in his encyclical on the reconstruction of the social order, Quadragesimo Anno:

Mothers, concentrating on household duties, should work primarily in the home or in its immediate vicinity. It is an intolerable abuse, and to be abolished at all cost, for mothers on account of the father's low wage to be forced to engage in gainful occupations outside the home to the neglect of their proper cares and duties, especially the training of children. Every effort must therefore be made that fathers of families receive a wage large enough to meet ordinary family needs adequately.

Notice that the pope mentions women working, but says it must not be to the neglect of her office of mother and wife at home. Also, the context and framework in which I am writing is between a husband and wife. Many, if not all of the magisterial quotations and scriptural passages are in this and no other context. Any reasonable person would realize that a single woman has to work. These passages are not directed towards single women, but married women, and especially those with children. Any job that distracts and draws a mother's attention away from her husband and kids must be rejected. He even goes so far as to call it an "intolerable abuse." If she does work, it should be inside the home or in its "immediate vicinity."

In addition, both the husband and the wife have duties, but the duties ought not be the same. Pope Pius XI mentioned this in an earlier cited encyclical, but he's not the only Holy Father to do so. Pope Leo XIII echoes this sentiment in his encyclical on rights and duties of capital and labor, Rerum Novarum: "Women, again, are not suited to certain trades; for a woman is by nature fitting for home work, and it is that which is best adapted at once to preserve her modesty, and to promote the good bringing up of children and the well-being of the family." This only makes logical sense. Men and women are different, and the difference is not merely physical, but also spiritual. The physical difference reflects and embodies the spiritual difference and complementarity between men and women. Men's bodies are more fit for physical, grueling labor than women's bodies are. It's no coincidence that over 90% of bricklayers and construction site workers in the United States are men. Further, reminds Rules for Retrogrades, it's precisely the complementary differences between men and women that attract them to each other:
The natural force that arises in that space of inter-sexual admiration may only be described as attraction, a beautiful phenomenon that cannot exist without male-female differences. The natural law ensures that, on account of stark sexual differences of body and soul, men and women have indispensably different roles to play. Thus are they drawn to one another. Women are attracted to the strength, assertiveness and activity of good men; men are attracted to the fealty, gentleness and receptivity of good women. Along those lines, males attract females through leadership, just as females attract males through fealty. Natural complementarity dictates a beautiful "fit" between men and women. 

How could their duties in the domestic Church not reflect men and women's inherent physical and spiritual differences and complementarity? Pope Leo XIII, in a different encyclical, Arcanum, writes:

Secondly, the mutual duties of husband and wife have been defined, and their several rights accurately established. They are bound, namely, to have such feelings for one another as to cherish always very great mutual love, to be ever faithful to their marriage vow, and to give one another an unfailing and unselfish help. The husband is the chief of the family and the head of the wife. The woman, because she is flesh of his flesh, and bone of his bone, must be subject to her husband and obey him; not, indeed, as a servant, but as a companion, so that her obedience shall be wanting in neither honor nor dignity. Since the husband represents Christ, and since the wife represents the Church, let there always be, both in him who commands and in her who obeys, a heaven-born love guiding both in their respective duties. For "the husband is the head of the wife; as Christ is the head of the Church. ... Therefore, as the Church is subject to Christ, so also let wives be to their husbands in all things."

Pope Leo XIII knew the roles of husband and wife are not up for debate. They have already been defined, he said, and therefore, simply just need to be heeded and obeyed by us sons and daughters of Holy Mother Church. His words reaffirm the Church's teaching that the father is the head of the wife — and "chief" of the family — and that the wife owes obedience to her bridegroom.

In a relationship, as in a war, there cannot be two commanders. If that were the case, there would be constant infighting and commands would never be obeyed. A body cannot have two heads. For this reason, the Holy Father declares, the husband commands and the wife obeys. The Church has always, does today, and will continue to recognize a hierarchy between husband and wife. Part IV of this series will discuss how the greatest human person of all time, the Blessed Virgin Mary, might have something to say about feminism.
Mary, perfectly feminine
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As Christ, the new Adam, perfectly models masculinity, Mary, the new Eve, perfectly models femininity. In his first letter, St. John warns of the threatening spirit of the Antichrist. Likewise, The Church has continuously warned us against the threatening anti-Mary spirit of feminism. One cannot reject Our Lady without also rejecting Our Lord. Mary completely anathematizes feminism. There is no greater creature (anything that is not God is a creature) than the Blessed Virgin Mary. No other creature has a closer relationship to the Lord than His mother. No one. Not even close.
St. Louis de Montfort, in True Devotion to Mary, said this about her:

Such is the will of almighty God, who exalts the humble, that the powers of Heaven, earth and Hell, willingly or unwillingly, must obey the commands of the humble Virgin Mary. For God had made her Queen of Heaven and earth, leader of his armies, keeper of his treasures, dispenser of his graces, worker of his wonders, restorer of the human race, mediatrix on behalf of men, destroyer of his enemies and faithful associate in his great works and triumphs.

That's why her intercession is the greatest of all intercessions! The angel Gabriel called her "full of grace" — because, as she herself declared, her soul "magnifies the Lord." But how did she do it? She did it through her incredible humility. She stayed at home, prayed intensely, cooked, cleaned, made the home beautiful, managed the resources within the home for her family's needs, and employed creativity with ingenuity to the domestic arts to delight her family and provide rest and support for their daily tasks.

She was domestic. She spent her days caring for St. Joseph and her divine Son, the Savior of the world.

It's true that a wife's contributions are likely to be more hidden than her husband's. But her role remains crucial and irreplaceable for the flourishing of the family and its members. Catherine Doherty, in Donkey Bells: Advent and Christmas, beautifully reflects on the holiness of food preparation:
The preparation of food, as well as its acquisition, has always been an expression of love. This act became exceedingly holy with the coming of Christ. His mother sanctified it in a very special manner by transforming the fruits of the earth for the nourishment of His Human Body, which He assumed for our sake at Christmastime. The act of preparing food became even more holy when Christ, the Lord, used bread and wine to feed us, by transforming them into His Body and Blood. The holiness of the kitchen is beyond the ability of human words to express. To lovingly and joyfully transform the raw products of God's earth into food to feed one's brothers and sisters: This is a service and a privilege almost beyond compare! Those who work in the kitchen are especially blessed, for they 'feed the hungry' in the most literal of terms. They are blessed, because Our Lord said, "Whatsoever you do to the least of these, you do to Me." Those who eat of this food are also blessed, because they are like the disciples who sat at table with Jesus, in the village inn at Emmaus, "And they knew Him in the breaking of bread."

Our Lady didn't spend her time fighting for "equality" or usurping St. Joseph's authority. Instead, she served in the second-greatest humility that will ever be seen by the world — second only to the humility of Jesus Christ.

In the Gospels, we see that it is Joseph that God speaks to through his dreams, telling him what the family ought to do. He didn't communicate these messages to Our Lady, but to St. Joseph. Mary understands Joseph's role as head of the Holy Family and affirms him in his masculinity through her complete and boundless receptivity.

Our Lady most faithfully lived these two passages from St. Matthew's Gospel: "He who exalts himself will be humbled and he who humbles himself will be exalted" (23:12), and "whoever wants to be first among you must be your slave" (20:27).

Feminism, however, seeks power, not humility. Its motto would fittingly be Satan's words to Our Lord: "non serviam," (I will not serve). 
We plainly see there was no contest of power between St. Joseph and Our Lady. And while many feminists cringe at the words "submissive" and "obedience," Mary joyfully welcomes them, humbly responding to St. Gabriel with her words that would forever change Heaven and earth, "Behold, I am the handmaid of the Lord. Be it done unto me according to thy word" (Luke 1:38).
Pray and Take Action

So what can be done about this? Simply put, we must both pray and act. It is not the whole picture to only pray the Rosary every day, go to Mass every Sunday, and make it to weekday Mass when feasible. Those are great things. Never stop praying the Rosary and going to Mass, but we need to both pray and take action.

For all the parents out there, are you paying close attention to the friends your children spend time with? Do you gossip about your spouse? Are either of you keeping secrets or hiding things from each other? Have you considered homeschooling your children?

For the fathers, are you spending quality time with your children every day? Are you teaching your children about the demands of the Gospel and love of Jesus Christ? Are you praying and fasting for your wife and children? Are you continuing to take your beloved wife out on dates for quality time? Do you treat her honorably? Have you and your wife put Covenant Eyes on all devices in your home? If you are struggling with mortal sin, that's your first priority in advancing in the spiritual life. (This goes for both men and women.)

Are you and your wife contracepting? I would invite you both to end that as soon as possible, repent, rush to confession, and receive the unfathomable mercy of God. Your wife owes you submission and obedience, yes, but it's pretty difficult for her to do that if you aren't leading.

If you are a working mother, have you asked yourself if you legitimately need to work outside the home? You may actually need to, but if not, it's never too late to stop. Are you being submissive to your husband? Are you supporting him and paying particularly close attention to your domestic duties? Do you ever belittle your husband in any way?
The answers to these questions are both key and revelatory, but if your marriage and homelife isn't what it should be right now, do what you can to amend them. Talk to a good priest and to couples who are demonstrating good marriages. Ask them for their prayer and support.

In this war for our souls, we will either bend the knee to feminism or to Christ through our Catholicism. The Church has taught from the very beginning that there's a hierarchy established by God between husband and wife. A faithful Catholic cannot also be a feminist. With the devilish ideology of feminism, Satan has tricked many souls into following his plan of destruction. Unfortunately, he has had some key victories as of late in the marriage and family department. As Rules for Retrogrades puts it:
Abortion, which "frees" women from maternal duties, is legal and rampant, producing 57 million human casualties in the United States alone since 1973. Contraception, another insulator against the chief gift of marriage, children, is virtually ubiquitous, with 98% of sexually active women having used a contraceptive method at some point. 

But honestly, none of this should come as a surprise. There is a connection between feminism, contraception and abortion — but that's a topic for a different time.

The Devil has fixed his gaze on the family, but it's ultimately not about the family. It's about you. He wants to destroy the family because it's a quick way to get to you. We do not get to choose the time in which we live, but we do choose what to do with the life we have been given.

Brothers and sisters, you have been given life for a purpose, on purpose. We must obey Our Lady's requests to pray the Rosary every day, to consecrate ourselves to Her if we have not already, and to enlist in the legendary battle of good and evil that beckons our involvement.

Sister Lucia, whom I mentioned in Part I, said the following a number of years ago: "There is no problem, I tell you, no matter how difficult it is, that we cannot resolve by the prayer of the Holy Rosary."
Run to Our Lady, the destroyer of all heresies. Flee to her. In the end, the Immaculate Heart of Mary will triumph and the Church will prevail. Only God the Father knows when the fight will end, but until it does, never give up, never give in. I leave you with Abp. Carlo Maria Viganò's mobilizing call to battle that would rival the likes of William Wallace:

Now it is our turn — without equivocation, without letting ourselves be driven out of this Church whose legitimate children we are and in which we have the sacred right to feel at home; without the hateful horde of Christ's enemies making us feel marginalized, schismatic and excommunicated. Now it is our turn! The triumph of the Immaculate Heart of Mary — Co-Redemptrix and Mediatrix of all graces — passes through her "little ones," who are certainly frail and sinners but are absolutely opposed to the members enlisted in the Enemy's army; "little ones" consecrated without any limit whatsoever to the Immaculate, in order to be her heel, the most humiliated and despised part, the most hated by Hell, but which together with her will crush the head of the infernal Monster. The Church is shrouded in the darkness of modernism, but the victory belongs to Our Lord and His Bride. We desire to continue to profess the perennial faith of the Church in the face of the roaring evil that besieges her. We desire to keep vigil with her and with Jesus, in this new Gethsemane of the end times; to pray and do penance in reparation for the many offenses caused to them.
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
