Feminism

How Protestants’ assault on Mary dismantled society

Since the Fall of Man, men and women have been locked in a contest of power. Instead of the order of humility and charity created by God, Adam and Eve chose pride and rebellion against God and each other. Pride produces a contest of power because pride cannot be satisfied unless it obtains more power by the accomplishment of its own will. This is Satan’s non serviam. Thus, during the period before Christ, the Prophet cries out, O Lord set a Lawgiver over them, that the heathen may know themselves to be but men (Ps. 9:21).
When our Lord came to Earth, He made a new creation. He became the New Adam, and Mary the New Eve. Instead of the contest of power from Original Sin, Mary and Christ were both free from this stain. Instead of the disobedience of Eve’s pride, Mary emptied herself in humility: ecce ancilla Domini, fiat mihi secundum verbum tuum [1]. Not to be outdone in humility, Christ emptied himself, taking the form of a slave (Phil. 2:7). In the new creation, the contest of power was transformed into a striving for humility. This is the contest in which all the saints have competed and won a crown.

Mary and the Living Authority of Christ
It is particularly in being born of a woman as a man that Christ makes definite the contest of humility in the world in order to instantiate humility to a living authority. God made Himself known not simply as an abstract idea or a transcendental reality — something the contest of power and pride could easily empty of all true, living authority in daily life. Rather, God was made known by Mary in order that we may be humbled under a living authority. St. John Henry Newman speaks of this reality in the context of the liberal Protestants of his day:

The world allows that God is man; the admission costs it little, for God is everywhere, and (as it may say) is everything; but it shrinks from confessing that God is the Son of Mary. It shrinks, for it is at once confronted with a severe fact, which violates and shatters its own unbelieving view of things; the revealed doctrine forthwith takes its true shape, and receives an historical reality; and the Almighty is introduced into His own world at a certain time and in a definite way. Dreams are broken and shadows depart; the Divine truth is no longer a poetical expression, or a devotional exaggeration, or a mystical economy, or a mythical representation. “Sacrifice and offering,” the shadows of the Law, “Thou wouldest not, but a body hast Thou fitted to me.” [2]
Heretics hate Mary because it is through her that Christ confronts their prideful opinions in person. Because of the Incarnation, Christ is made present in the clerics and hierarchy of the Church who pass down the Sacred Tradition, to which the heretic will never submit. Thus, the heresies of the first millennium sought to attack the Incarnation in Mary in order to remove the fundamental, living authority of Christ in His Church. The contest of power led by the heretics was always countered and defeated by the striving for humility, rooted in piety to the Tradition and the living authority of the Church, first manifested in Christ and Mary.

Lamentably, one by one, the Assyrian Church, the Oriental Orthodox churches, and the Eastern Orthodox churches were separated from the universal Church due to many factors, not the least of which was the contest of power. But because they still gave reverence to Mary, the basic structure of the living authority in the bishop remained intact. A humility toward human authority in Mary helped maintain the same toward the bishop. This also safeguarded the glory of femininity for their women, who could still ascend to the “truly regal throne” as well as become consecrated virgins. “But,” as Newman continues:

… when [the bad spirits] came up again from the realms of darkness, and plotted the utter overthrow of Christian faith in the sixteenth century, then they could find no more certain expedient for their hateful purpose than that of reviling and blaspheming the prerogatives of Mary, for they knew full well that, if they could once get the world to dishonour the Mother, the dishonour of the Son would follow close. 
The Church and Satan agreed together in this, that Son and Mother went together; and the experience of three centuries has confirmed their testimony, for Catholics who have honoured the Mother, still worship the Son, while Protestants, who now have ceased to confess the Son, began then by scoffing at the Mother. [3]
Here Newman correctly sees the relationship of Protestant denigration of Mary with the modern liberal movements of his day, which also included feminism and Marxism, as we shall see. By removing the cult of Mary from Christian life, the Protestants were able to reintroduce the contest of power into the heart of every Christian family and every Christian soul. By removing Mary as the channel of the Incarnation, they could remove the living authority of the Church and that of Christ, which would then lead directly to the complete removal of the authority of Christ the King from all society.
The Degradation of Women by Protestants
Protestantism by its fundamental doctrines was an attempt to sanctify the contest of power. Everything in Christian life was subjected to this contest of power so that the cult of the Virgin was seen as a contest with God, the priest’s power as a contest with the priesthood of the people, the authority of the Church with the individual believer.

Because pride sees power as the source of dignity, any power that is not equal — and thus every hierarchy in general — is viewed as an unjust rival.

The Protestants’ answer to this perceived injustice was a constant revolution in order to wrest power from the “unjust oppressor.” Instead of the striving for humility within the marital, Church, and state hierarchies, the Protestant saw rebellion (pride) as a virtue. But for women, the denigration of the Mother of God led directly for their degradation as women. Just as the exaltation of Mary had led to the glory of woman in her “truly regal throne,” the removal of Mary caused the removal of the duty to honor women.

The prestige of the woman suffered an incalculable disaster by the abolition under Protestantism of the veneration and cult of the Mother of God. With the disappearance of conventual life women were again shut out from a recognized status in social life outside the married state which the religious life had previously afforded them [.] … The attitude of the husband towards the wife naturally tended, once the Church’s authority was removed … to return to the pagan ideal of a master and an owner, rather than a loving friend, companion and protector. Clear evidences of the sad deterioration of the woman’s prestige can be seen in the English literature of the 17th and 18th centuries, when the withering effects of Protestantism on social life had begun to be felt in full. The chivalrous regard and respect for [women] … reflected from the peerless glory of the Queen of Heaven disappeared from the English literature [.] … The woman was now again valued only for her sex; and the one who did not, or had ceased to, exercise sex attraction was too often made the target of coarse jest so repulsive to the truly Christian mind. [4]
Immediately — and predictably — a wholesale impure license was unleashed by the Protestant men. Indissoluble marriage, monogamy, and mutual and particular rights and duties in marriage — all of which restrained the fallen, dominating masculinity for the sake of the woman — were founded firmly on the veneration of Mary and the Sacred Tradition of the Church. By removing Mary and the Tradition, the Protestant men could then pursue their lusts with impunity.

This was manifested throughout the Protestant movement, from the public and repeated adulterous second “marriages” of Henry VIII and the monk Luther marrying a nun to the Lutheran protector Philip of Hesse taking two wives and the wanton harems of John of Leiden and Bernhard Rothmann. Luther himself facilitated the destruction of virginity and chastity, just as he and his imitators dishonored the Virgin Mother:

Trafficking in nuns had become one of the chief ecclesial transactions of the Reformed party in Germany, and throughout the 1520s [Luther’s] Wittenberg became one of their favorite meeting places [.] … Libido culminating in broken vows was the engine that pulled the Reformation train. It was a uniquely effective way of organizing ex-clergy in opposition to the Church. [5]
One contemporary witness remarked that “Luther’s counsels had been carried out to such a degree that there is absolutely more chastity and honor in the married state in Turkey than among evangelical [Protestants] in Germany” [6]. Luther himself could not find a basis for disallowing polygamy in principle and removed the sacramental dignity of marriage itself [7].
Holy Mother Church Responds
Against this debauchery dishonoring our Lady and womankind in general, the Council of Trent thundered in defense of indissoluble marriage, virginity, and chastity, all reflecting the fundamental veneration due to the Virgin Mother:

If anyone says that matrimony is not truly and properly one of the seven sacraments of the evangelical law, instituted by Christ the Lord … let him be anathema.

If anyone says that it is lawful for Christians to have several wives at the same time and that this is not forbidden by any divine law, let him be anathema.

If anyone says that the Church errs in that she taught and teaches that in accordance with evangelical and apostolic doctrine the bond of matrimony cannot be dissolved by reason of adultery … let him be anathema.

If anyone says that clerics constituted in sacred orders or regulars who have made solemn profession of chastity can contract marriage … let him be anathema.

If anyone says that the married state excels the state of virginity or celibacy, and that it is better and happier to be united in matrimony than to remain in virginity or celibacy, let him be anathema. [8]
The excesses of the revolutionaries’ debauchery was severely checked by the definitive decrees of Trent. 
The cult of the Virgin Mother was firmly defended, and with it the hierarchical order of the family, Church, and society. Women were protected under Catholicism just as the Virgin Mary was accorded the sacred glory due to her. Trent became the bulwark for the Church to weather to storms of Protestant bloodshed and chaos, which tore at the fabric of society and debased women contrary to their rightful honor.

Like the Eastern schismatics, the Protestants still managed to retain some reverence for Christ and the Holy Scriptures, which alone prevented their blind pride from completely subjugating women again to pagan slavery. It would be for the Marxists and feminists to accomplish this end.

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As we discussed in our first part, Protestantism removed the cult of the Virgin Mary and with it the living authority of the Church. The reason that Protestantism was able to gain such ground was due to the power it gave to kings to overturn the authority of the Church. With no check on their power, the kings could now become tyrants who exercised their power no longer in a traditional system of duties and oaths (as in the limited monarchies before this period), but in the model of the old pagan emperors who ruled as if they were God [1].
As we discussed, this tyranny was first on display in family life in the relationship of a man with his wife. The Protestants justified the shameful adultery of King Henry VIII and the multiple wives of Lutheran prince Philip. As we have said, Marian devotion was thrown out along with devotion to Holy Mother Church, and thus also the reverence due to the queen mother or any princess as well. Without restraints on fallen masculinity, the kings could now dominate without limits — whether women or lands.

Meanwhile, the Catholic monarchs, too, imitating the Protestant kings, sought to become even more tyrannical and control the Church for their own gain. It was to a Catholic monarch that the infamous absolutist saying is attributed: l’état c’est moi (“I am the state”) [2].
But this excess of tyranny both in family life and in politics could not continue long without something happening, founded firmly as it was on a bare contest of power. The Church did not tire of calling men back to reverence for Mary and obedience to Tradition and Christ in His Church. But the period of absolutism in monarchy only broke free into a period of absolutism of the individual in society.
The Revolutionary Contest for Power
The republican revolutions of America (1776), France (1789), and Ireland (1798) embedded deeply into the consciousness of Europe the ideal of revolution as a force of good for society. This was nothing but the transposing of Luther’s religious contest of power onto politics [3]. In 1848, as revolutions were sweeping Europe, two documents were published that pushed the contest of power deeper into society and into the family. The first was the Communist Manifesto. In it, everything was understood, as under the Protestants, as a contest of power:

The history of all hitherto existing society is the history of class struggles. Freeman and slave, patrician and plebeian, lord and serf, guild-master and journeyman, in a word, oppressor and oppressed, stood in constant opposition to one another, carried on an uninterrupted, now hidden, now open fight, a fight that each time ended, either in a revolutionary reconstitution of society at large, or in the common ruin of the contending classes. [4]
This endless contest of power, Marx said, was changed into a new epoch when one oppressed class rose up in revolution against the other — thus, the goodness of the revolutionary ideal was justified as a progressive movement of Providence. Like the revolutionaries, Marx thought that in order to escape the contest of power, a further contest of power must be released.

Meanwhile, in the same year, the first major feminist document was produced in America, transposing the revolutionary ideal of America into the heart of family life:
We hold these truths to be self-evident: that all men and women are created equal; that they are endowed by their Creator with certain inalienable rights … that to secure these rights governments are instituted[.] … Whenever any form of government becomes destructive of these rights, it is the right of those who suffer from it to refuse allegiance to it[.] … Such has been the patient sufferance of the women under this government, and such is now the necessity which constrains them to demand the equal station to which they are entitled. The history of mankind is a history of repeated injuries and usurpation on the part of man toward woman, having in direct object the establishment of an absolute tyranny over her. [5]
As we discussed in the last part, Luther’s Protestantism, by abolishing the cult of Mary, indissoluble sacramental marriage, and consecrated virginity and pursuing unbridled license and debauchery over women, had indeed helped to re-establish the old pagan ideal of a husband as tyrant over his wife as slave. In this the feminists were correct. But since they deprived themselves of the Catholic faith, they could only press the revolutionary contest of power further. Their ideal was the same as Luther’s: pride demanded more power, and power was the source of dignity. It was thought that if women simply had more power, they would finally have the dignity that they knew was theirs by right.
Holy Mother Church Responds
As this was happening during this period up until our present, Mary was been exalted both in apparitions and dogmas more than any time in history. Just as women were beginning to return to ancient pagan servitude, it was as if the Mother of God herself intervened to save all her daughters from this destruction. I do not believe, with all we have said, that this is some coincidence, but rather an unfolding of God’s merciful providence at a time when women in particular need it most.

As the Marxists and feminists were organizing the destruction of all things feminine, the apparitions of Our Lady to St. Catherine Labouré and St. Bernadette proclaimed the quintessential privilege of the New Eve: her Immaculate Conception. This was dogmatized in 1854 in a bull in which Pope Pius IX said Mary was “eternally at enmity with the evil serpent, and most completely triumphed over him.” The Church proclaimed against the Marxist feminists that true glory is rooted in humility, not power.

A few generations later, in 1917, even as the revolutionary contest of power was enveloping the whole world in bloodshed, Our Lady of Fatima appeared to oppose “the errors of Russia.” Several years later in 1925, she established the First Saturday devotion, which made reparation to her for the offenses of denying her honor — something the Marxist feminists were attempting to accomplish at every level of society. In this apparition, the Child Jesus said to Fatima seer Lucia:

Have compassion on the Heart of your Most Holy Mother, covered with thorns with which ungrateful men pierce It at every moment, and there is no one to make an act of reparation to remove them

Then the Most Holy Virgin said:

‘Look, My daughter, at My Heart, surrounded with thorns with which ungrateful men pierce Me at every moment by their blasphemies and ingratitude. You at least try to console Me and announce in My name that I promise to assist at the moment of death, with all the graces necessary for salvation, all those who, on the first Saturday of five consecutive months shall receive the sacrament of Confession, receive Holy Communion, recite five decades of the Rosary, and keep Me company for fifteen minutes while meditating on the fifteen mysteries of the Rosary, with the intention of making reparation to My Immaculate Heart.’ [6]
In 1930, Pius XI correctly perceived these errors of Russia and blasphemies against the Immaculate Heart leading directly back to the pagan enslavement of women:

The same false teachers who try to dim the luster of conjugal faith and purity do not scruple to do away with the honorable and trusting obedience which the woman owes to the man. Many of them even go further and assert that such a subjection of one party to the other is unworthy of human dignity, that the rights of husband and wife are equal; wherefore, they boldly proclaim the emancipation of women has been or ought to be effected[.] … This, however, is not the true emancipation of woman, nor that rational and exalted liberty which belongs to the noble office of a Christian woman and wife; it is rather the debasing of the womanly character and the dignity of motherhood, and indeed of the whole family, as a result of which the husband suffers the loss of his wife, the children of their mother, and the home and the whole family of an ever watchful guardian. More than this, this false liberty and unnatural equality with the husband is to the detriment of the woman herself, for if the woman descends from her truly regal throne to which she has been raised within the walls of the home by means of the Gospel, she will soon be reduced to the old state of slavery (if not in appearance, certainly in reality) and become as amongst the pagans the mere instrument of man. [7]
As we have discussed in another place, the submission of a wife to her husband is nothing other than an imitation of the glorious humility of the Virgin Mother. Thus, to call this submission itself beneath a woman’s dignity is to insult the glory of the Mother of God. Moreover, this glory of Our Lady also assists in calling a man to truly strive along with his wife’s humility in giving up his whole life and dying for his wife in imitation of Christ.

But to the Marxist feminist, this contest of humility is abhorrent, since everything is understood as a contest of power, and there can be no dignity without power. So they continued to press their attack on every hierarchy, especially the marital hierarchy, and pursue more revolution, leaving the warnings and admonitions of Fatima unheeded.

Around 1960, on the eve of the Second Vatican Council, the Curia in the preparatory documents spoke starkly about not only the growing objectification of women in popular media, but the psychological engineering program of men like Wilhelm Reich:

The moral order has the task, not only of leading man to his true end, but of defending him against all doctrines and practices that would enslave him to the minds, modes and passions that are contrary to the dignity of his intellect[.] … 
In particular the moral order defends the immutable principles of Christian modesty and chastity. We know the energies spent at the present time by the world of fashion, movies and the press in order to shake the foundations of Christian morality in this regard, as if the Sixth Commandment should be considered outmoded and free rein should be given to all passions, even those against nature. The Council will have something to say concerning this subject. It will clarify and eventually condemn all the attempts to revive paganism and all the trends that in the abuse of psychoanalysis tend to justify even those things which are directly contrary to the moral order. [8]
But instead of the warnings of Fatima and the Curia, the organized Rhine group led by Ratzinger, Küng, Rahner, Schillebeeckx, and others successfully threw caution to the wind and plunged the Church deep into the contest of power. This will be the subject of our final installment.

Notes

	As we discussed in our first and second parts of this series, Christ as New Adam and Mary as New Eve formed a new creation. It canceled the contest of power from Original Sin and founded the Church on humility within God’s sacred order. The Protestant revolt renewed the contest of power by removing the cult of the Virgin Mother and idealizing revolution against all hierarchy. This led directly to the Marxist feminist push toward further revolution of individuals for more power within society and the family. This was countered by the Church in the further exaltation of Mary and condemnation of feminist false liberation. Our Lady of Fatima called the world to repent and oppose the errors of Russia and make reparation to her Immaculate Heart. The original documents of Vatican II were imbued with this spirit against these dark forces seeking to destroy the Church and enslave women again as the pagans did.
The Church’s Attempt to Compromise with Satan
As we know, John XXIII explicitly refused to publish the foreboding Third Secret of Fatima, and in the context of the Curia’s warnings against the dark forces surrounding the Church, Pope John said, “We feel we must disagree with these prophets of doom.” He turned the Council away from the stark realism of Fatima and the prior Magisterium and toward some Teilhardian optimism, which was able to gain the victory at the council. The Rhine group led by Ratzinger, Küng, Schillebeeckx, and Rahner were successful in convincing enough council Fathers to throw out all of the original, cautionary documents (save the Bugnini schema) and adopt an incredible optimism regarding the dark forces of modernity. Petitions to condemn communism were suppressed by the forces of the New Springtime, and Yves Congar, with a nod to the Soviets, stated with triumph: “The Church did peacefully her October revolution” [1].



	


At the end of the Council in 1965, Paul VI seemed to embrace some of the progressivism of Marxist-feminism by making this revolutionary statement: “But the hour is coming, in fact has come, when the vocation of woman is being achieved in its fullness, the hour in which woman acquires in the world an influence, an effect and a power never hitherto achieved” [2]. But the vocation of woman was already achieved “in its fullness” — by Our Lady! But to the Marxist feminist, this fullness could only be achieved with more power, which Our Lady never wanted or sought. Filled with this progressivist view of history, Papa Montini and the majority of the Fathers pressed forward into modernity, believing that their springtime was just over the horizon.
Revolution Unleashed
In 1965, Dietrich von Hildebrand begged Paul VI to condemn the heresies that were already running rampant in the Church. He refused, thinking this was “too harsh.” But just three years later, Paul VI began to realize that the new springtime was nowhere to be found. In the pivotal year of sexual revolution, 1968, the pope hastily proclaimed an orthodox creed and then condemned contraception that summer as the dark forces were gaining more force. To his credit, he correctly perceived, like Pius XI, that the contraception revolution of 1968 would only hasten the pagan slavery of woman:

A man who grows accustomed to the use of contraceptive methods may forget the reverence due to a woman, and, disregarding her physical and emotional equilibrium, reduce her to being a mere instrument for the satisfaction of his own desires, no longer considering her as his partner whom he should surround with care and affection. [3]
But Papa Montini and the Rhine group refused to believe the true gravity of the darkness about which Fatima and the Curia had warned. The gathering evil was far worse than the partisans of springtime seemed to be able to imagine. One year after Humanae Vitae, seminal feminist Kate Millett gathered to chant her Marxist liturgy with her allies:

“How do we make cultural revolution?”

“By destroying the American family!” they answered.

“How do we destroy the family?” she came back.

“By destroying the American Patriarch,” they cried exuberantly.

“And how do we destroy the American Patriarch?” she probed.

“By taking away his power!”

“How do we do that?”

“By destroying monogamy!” they shouted.

“How can we destroy monogamy?”

“By promoting promiscuity, eroticism, prostitution, abortion and homosexuality!” they resounded.

Ratzinger would later admit that the machinations of Vatican II “rendered the Church defenseless against these changes in society.” And since the Rhine group also suppressed the document on the Virgin Mother, womankind’s greatest defense against feminism was only further diminished [4].

Thus did the feminists seek to destroy every shred of feminine glory once held by the Virgin Mother. The philosophy through all their efforts in mass media, movies, and public protests seemed to be “anything but the Virgin Mary.”

Sue Ellen Browder … former employee at Cosmopolitan, said that when she worked at the magazine, she regularly fabricated stories about fictional women known as the Cosmo Girl. “I could make her into anything I wanted her to be — a doctor, a lawyer, judge, even a high-priced call girl — but there were two things she could not be if she was going to be glamorous, sophisticated and cool: a virgin or a mother.” [5]
The Marxist feminists, in order to achieve their designs, sought to remove — by any means necessary — every influence of Our Lady in society.
The Hirelings Run Away from the Wolves
After 1968, Paul VI was faced with a worldwide revolution of Marxist feminism and a worldwide clerical rebellion against Humanae Vitae. In these things the Virgin Mother was attacked. Everything that made her glorious was dishonored — her virginity, purity, maternity, humility, obedience. In short, everything feminine was under attack, which all reflected back to the Queen of Virgins.

So what does a man do when his lady is attacked? As we discussed in another place, the ideal of chivalry had transformed our fathers when they were barbarous pagans into men of God who turned out in the hundreds to die for Holy Mother Church. These men spent decades working at manual labor to build churches in honor of Our Lady. These men shed their blood and their lives in wartime to defend the honor of the Church and Our Lady.

But by 1968, too many Catholic fathers and too many Catholic clerics had long ago abandoned this Christian masculinity in favor of a soft, effeminate sentimentality and the false Gospel of Psychology. Most lamentably, Pope Paul VI was a man who refused the paternal duty of his venerable predecessors to fight manfully against the forces of darkness. Instead, it was as if the majority of Catholic men — whether clerical or fathers — were hirelings who ran in fear when the wolves came.
John Paul II and New Feminism
John Paul II, like Paul VI, began his pontificate in great optimism about the Vatican II compromise with the modern forces of darkness. John Paul seemed to believe that a great compromise could be struck with feminism. He began teaching his new Theology of the Body, which removed the marital hierarchy, and did the same in Familiaris Consortio (as well as the New Catechism later) while proclaiming that “women have the same right as men to perform various public functions” [6]. He tried to compromise with feminism by granting such innovations against the moral tradition while still holding up an ideal of femininity in virginity and maternity. But his 1981 encyclical refused to quote the last two papal documents on the subject (Pius XI’s Casti Connubii and Leo XIII’s Arcanum), attempting, like Vatican II, to create something new with an ambiguous relationship with Tradition.

By 1990, his optimism, as with Paul VI, had also begun to regain the stark realism of the Vatican II Curia and their original documents. Thus, in 1993, he tried to confront the onslaught of Marxist feminism with Veritatis Splendor and in particular confirmed the rights of the Virgin Mother in Ordinatio Sacerdotalis:
The fact that the Blessed Virgin Mary, Mother of God and Mother of the Church, received neither the mission proper to the Apostles nor the ministerial priesthood clearly shows that the non-admission of women to priestly ordination cannot mean that women are of lesser dignity, nor can it be construed as discrimination against them. Rather, it is to be seen as the faithful observance of a plan to be ascribed to the wisdom of the Lord of the universe. The presence and the role of women in the life and mission of the Church, although not linked to the ministerial priesthood, remain absolutely necessary and irreplaceable. [7]
But once again, as with Paul VI, John Paul II’s approach was not strong enough to stop the revolution. These popes both believed that some sort of compromise could be struck with Marxist feminism. Like Vatican II’s refusal to condemn communism, the conciliar popes have repeatedly attempted to compromise instead of condemn, leading ultimately to unleashing the wolves to turn the Church into what Von Hildebrand called “The Devastated Vineyard.”

Thus, when Benedict was elected, he said publicly in his first homily as pope: “Pray for me that I may not flee from the wolves.” To his credit, he initiated a crackdown — unprecedented since at least Pius XII — on Vatican corruption, including infamous evil priests like Marcel Maciel and Međjugorje spiritual director Tomislav Vlašić. But whatever good was in his pontificate ended with his resignation. Pope Francis has not only compromised with Marxist feminism, but encouraged it and all its aims.

Against all this, women are waking up to the destructive force of Marxist feminism. Mallory Millett, former feminist, Catholic revert, and sister to the aforementioned Kate Millett, summarizes:

When men ran the world and women ran society we had a chance to conduct our lives in some semblance of balance, but women have abdicated their running of society and thus, it has collapsed dramatically. Women forced their way into the running-the-world deal and now we have a world gone mad. And the beautiful society which we Western women built is in tatters. Moms decided they were the same as men so they deserted the home and babies to grab their briefcases and rush out to run the world.

When women ran society power emanated from the home. Men labored to keep their families sheltered, warm, clad and fed while women mostly stayed in the home to run the children and the community. Mother oversaw the household and carefully watched the children’s behavior.

But if women are waking up to the truth, will men do the same? Until men arise to defend Our Lady’s due honor, never will women regain their truly regal throne, which is theirs in every home by right. Let every man offer the First Saturday reparations to Our Lady and defend their wives, sisters, daughters and mothers from the filth that dishonors the glory of their femininity. Just as the evil men of Protestantism, Marxism, and feminism dethroned Our Lady and turned to enslaving women like pagans, let men restore the throne of Our Lady and the honor due to women and hope always for the Triumph of the Immaculate Heart.
