Fr Dominic Valanmanal, a Catholic priest from Kerala, has stirred controversy by saying autistic children are like animals. Delivering a sermon, a video of which is being circulated, he can be seen talking about autistic children, holding the parents responsible for the condition of the kids.
In the sermon, the priest says, “Why does this generation have autism and hyperactivity? The children of this generation – young men, young women – should keep this in mind. Alcohol, cigarette, beedi, narcotics, paan, adultery, masturbation, homosexuality, porn – if you are addicted to any of these, I say to you in the name of God. Dear children, keep in mind, tomorrow when you get married and have children, there is a high possibility of bearing these type of children. It is because the anointing (sanctity) is lost. The young men and women are not filled with the Holy Spirit anymore. Afterwards, they lead an animal-like life. They copulate like animals. They bear children like animals. Therefore, those children will also be like animals. Animals do not speak, they do not have ears and can’t hear. It is not human.”

Fr Dominic serves as a priest under the diocese of Kanjirappally and is also director of the Marian Retreat Centre, Idukki.

A petition was started on Change.org to take action against the priest who was supposed to visit Ireland in October this year to preach at a community centre in Dublin, hosted by the Catholic Church. Even in his video, Fr Dominic talks about ‘curing’ children in Ireland by placing his hand on them and praying.
John Chacko, who started the petition, had addressed it to the Archbishop of Dublin, Diarmuid Martin. Three days ago, John posted an update that the Archbishop has asked the church to withdraw the invitation to Fr Dominic. The Irish Times also reported that Archbishop Diarmuid Martin has asked the invitation to Fr Dominic to lead a retreat in Dublin be withdrawn.

Calgary diocese cancels retreat with priest who linked homosexuality with autism

The Roman Catholic Diocese of Calgary has cancelled a retreat with a priest from India who has linked homosexuality with autism in his sermons.
The diocese says it's now reviewing its internal processes to ensure visiting priests are more thoroughly vetted in the future.

Father Dominic Valanmanal, of the Diocese of Kanjirappally in southern India, was scheduled to lead a "deliverance and healing retreat" at the Mary, Mother of the Redeemer Church in northeast Calgary on July 23 and 24.

The Calgary diocese had granted permission for the visit, until revelations of Valanmanal's comments surfaced.

"Why does this generation have autism and hyperactivity? That is to say mentally retarded children are in abundance," he said in a sermon, captured on video, which was posted to YouTube [07:43].

Alcohol, cigarette, beedi [Indian cigarettes], narcotics, Pan Parag [chewing tobacco], adultery, masturbation, homosexuality, porn; if you are addicted to these, I say to you in the name of God … when you get married and have children, there is high possibility of bearing these types of children."
In the video, Valanmanal spoke in Malayalam, a common language for those who are from or have roots in Kerala, a state in southern India. CBC News has independently verified the English translation of his comments.

"The young men and women are not filled with the holy spirit anymore," he said. "Afterward, they lead an animal-like life. They copulate like animals. They bear children like animals. Therefore, those children will be like animals."

Valanmanal said he "cured" a boy with autism during a visit in Ireland. He claimed he had said in the boy's home: "I bind the spirit of autism and hyperactivity that has infested this house. I banish it. Banished to the foot of Jesus's cross."

Earlier this week, CBC News sent the YouTube clip to the Calgary diocese for a response. In a statement, the diocese said Thursday the priest's comments about autism "did not reflect the pastoral care and concern that the church has toward children and adults living with autism and their families."
While it reviews its process of vetting visiting priests, the diocese says "we regret any offence, and we renew our support for people living with autism, their families, and caregivers."

Lyndon Parakin, the executive director of Autism Calgary who has two children with autism, said the only logical choice for the diocese was to call off the retreat.

"My initial reaction was shock to see someone assuming a voice of leadership in this day and age that would marginalize people we love this way, in order to push their personal views and philosophies. It's beyond shameful," Parakin said.

"I'm expecting anyone in our community and probably most global communities to recognize that this is a big mistake bringing this guy to Canada."

Father Dominic Valanmanal, the Catholic priest from Kerala who stirred a controversy by comparing autistic children to animals, has been uninvited by Canada to attend a parish retreat in July.
In a letter, the Roman Catholic Diocese of Calgary which had invited the priest for a ‘deliverance and healing’ retreat confirmed that they had cancelled the invite on June 19.

“Permission was granted to Father Valanmanal on June 6, 2019 to facilitate the parish retreat in July. Statements and claims that Father Valanmanal had made regarding Autism Spectrum Disorder (ASD) was brought forward as a concern prompting the Diocese’s reconsideration,” the letter read.

Following this, the invite was cancelled by the Diocese as the priest’s statements about Autism Spectrum Disorder “did not reflect the pastoral care and concern that the Church has towards children and adults living with autism and their families.” The pastor of the Calgary parish has also cancelled the event which the accused priest was supposed to lead.
The letter also communicated that the Diocese was reviewing its internal processes to ensure visiting priests are thoroughly scrutinised in the future.

The rejection from the diocese in Canada comes after Ireland cancelled the priest’s October invite to preach at a community centre in Dublin. The issue was highlighted after a change.org petition demanded action against the priest.

In a video, Father Dominic Valanmanal talks about autistic children and holds their parents responsible for the condition of their kids. In the sermon he can he heard saying, “Why does this generation have autism and hyperactivity? The children of this generation – young men, young women – should keep this in mind. Indian preacher forced to cancel Australian program

Mounting ire of Catholics in Australia has forced Father Dominic Valanmanal, an Indian charismatic retreat preacher, to cancel his program in September at Melbourne.
Australia is the third country after Ireland and Canada to deny the priest permission to conduct retreats after his controversial sermon on autism.

Sources say Father Valanmanal has cancelled all his international tours this year.

Father Valanmanal, a Syro Malabar priest and director of Marian Retreat Centre, Anakkara, in Kerala’s Idukki district, courted controversy after he said in a homily in Ireland that those indulging in adultery, homosexuality or porn viewing are at risk of having children with autism and hyperactivity. The video clip of his sermon went viral on social media, inviting criticism from all quarters.

Binoy Zacharia, who resides in Australia, is among those who had campaigned to stop Father Valanmanal’s tour. The father of an autistic 12-year-old boy was saddened by the priest’s comments.

“He claims to be an autism specialist. How long can he fool the faithful, who still have faith in his retreats? He is misleading all the faithful,” Binoy said.

Bishop Bosco Puthur of the Syro Malabar Eparchy for Australia and New Zealand had invited Father Valanmanal to conduct the retreat at Philip Island, Australia.

The prelate has now roped in Father Xavier Khan Vattayil, director of Sehion Ministries in Palakkad, to lead the retreat.

Around 1,250 people have signed the online petition as part of the campaign.

“This is not just about religious activities, it is a community issue. The Church is maintaining silence on the extreme views of its priests. What will be our children’s future if the priests pass such ‘outrageous’ comments?” said Linton Thomas, a Catholic social worker in Melbourne.

Earlier, the Catholic Diocese of Calgary in Canada and Catholic Archbishop of Dublin in Ireland had withdrawn their invitation to Father Valanmanal to conduct retreats following his controversial sermon.

“Marian Retreat Centre cancelled all its scheduled international trips for this year. But healing retreats by Father Valanmanal are to continue in Kerala,” said a source.

The authorities of Marian Retreat Centre had earlier refuted the comments saying the video uploaded was fabricated. However, after several attempts, Father Valanmanal could not be reached over phone.
