Part I - Jesus’ Kingdom versus Muhammad’s Kingdom
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THE MESSIAH’S KINGDOM AND THE KINGDOM OF GOD 
Jesus’s arrest was the second in a series of pivotal events that led directly to His death.  Many Jewish leaders wanted Him dead and many Jewish supporters loved Him, and at least one, Peter, fought and was willing to die for Him.  Pointedly, Jesus told Peter to stop fighting. 

A short time later Jesus stated:

“My kingdom is not of this world. If My kingdom were of this world, then My servants would be fighting so that I would not be handed over to the Jews; but as it is, My kingdom is not of this realm.” Therefore Pilate said to Him, “So You are a king?” Jesus answered, “You say correctly that I am a king.   (John 18:36).

Jesus did not intend to set up a physical kingdom.  Not only was it not one of his goals, He resisted the effort to do so.  In contrast to this, Jesus taught previously that He, as the Messiah, the Son of God, would return as the King and Judge and purge evil people from His kingdom.  (Matthew 13:40-43, 25:31-46, 26:63, 64, also ref. Daniel 7:13, 14, 27).  But for now the Messiah’s kingdom was going to have to wait.  One day it would be established, but not today, not during His life.  

There was another kingdom Jesus taught about: the “kingdom of God.”  A comparison of His teachings on His future kingdom with His teachings on the “kingdom of God” shows that more emphasis was placed on the “kingdom of God” theme.  This theme was prominent in His teaching, parables, and sermons.  The kingdom of God was present on earth, it existed in the here and now, and would be established in a fuller measure when He returned as the Word of God, the King of Kings and Lord of Lords.  This significant theme was one of the primary topics He taught following His resurrection (Acts 1:3). 

Note however, even after His resurrection His disciples wanted and expected an established physical kingdom (Acts 1:7). This kingdom would at the very least supplant Roman rule.  These disciples wanted earnestly to establish God’s rule on earth.  They rued Rome’s rule over and oppression of their country.  But they were answered “not now” and that that time was in the Father’s hands.  Then they were instructed on their lives’ mission and purpose.  From then on the physical kingdom of God on earth was not their goal or their vision. 

Jesus instructed His disciples extensively about the kingdom of God because He desired that it be established and fulfilled in their lives.  Until He returned it was to be a spiritual kingdom, a spiritual power.  It is righteousness, peace, and joy in the Holy Spirit (Romans 14:17); it is where God is King.  God, through the Holy Spirit, was to rule as King in their hearts, souls, strengths, and minds. 

As God ruled in people’s hearts and minds they changed.  Jesus’s two great commands were to love God and love your neighbor.  Men and women who became Christians were commanded to excel at this.  Those who became Christians turned from sin and hate towards loving God and man.  Their hearts and minds changed as they loved and obeyed Christ.  This submission to God was powerful enough to cause them to not only live for Him; it motivated them to suffer and die for Him. 

During the next few centuries Christianity was persecuted harshly but it spread throughout the Roman Empire.  The kingdom of God was established in the hearts and minds of the early church and their faith and love won an empire.  No claim of moral perfection is made here, rather the changing of hearts and minds, and lives, under the kingdom of God’s rule is demonstrated.  This victory was won without the use of the sword, without threat, without coercion, without promise of material gain.  Force was not used to make people believe in Christ as the Messiah, the Son of God, and Lord.  No bigoted forms of taxation, social humiliation, or discrimination were imposed to provoke people to become Christians.  Under severe persecution Christianity continued to spread far and wide. 

Why didn’t Jesus instruct His followers to establish a physical kingdom on earth?  They were willing to pick up swords.  Perhaps they could establish it for the Messiah’s rule?  Imagine a true Christian kingdom, a sanctified country, whose citizens excelled at loving God and loving their neighbor. This kingdom of God on earth would be a geo-political kingdom, a cultural and social kingdom, a martial kingdom.  There the church could establish, and if need be, enforce their beliefs and rules on non-Christians. 

Why didn’t Jesus instruct His disciples to establish a theocracy or an ecclesiocracy? 

“What could go wrong?” 

Perhaps something like these monks fighting each other at the Church of the Nativity? Fighting Monks 

How shameful.  How embarrassing.  What a brilliant crimson stain upon Christianity.  Atheists, Muslims, and others rightly use these public actions to criticize Christianity.  Christianity’s birthplace was in Jerusalem but these men are not practicing the Christianity Jesus and His disciples practiced.  They certainly do not represent a root of Christianity; their fruit is carnal.  

Yes, “What could go wrong?” 

 



MUHAMMAD’S KINGDOM & THE CALIPHATE 

Muhammad’s ministry lasted for 23 years, from 610 to his death from poisoning in 633.  During that time, with the exception of his colossal Satanic Verses error, he proclaimed and practiced Islam faithfully.  Those 23 years were divided between two cities: 13 years in Mecca and 10 years in Medina. 

Muhammad’s ministry in Mecca was primarily a spiritual one.  In several aspects it paralleled Jesus’s ministry.  At this time he did not seek to establish a physical kingdom of Allah.  (I know that Allah means God and Arab Christians use it.  Here I am using Allah to signify Islam’s God).  Allah had told Muhammad that he was not to force men to become Muslims:

“And if your Lord had enforced His Will, surely, all who are in the earth would have believed together. Will you then force men to become believers?”  Quran 10:99

Muhammad had little success in Mecca.  His few followers were weak and oppressed.  Any use of force against the Quraysh, the dominant tribe in Mecca, would result in their deaths. 

However a few years before he left Mecca he gained new converts in Medina.  These followers preached Islam and gained many converts there.  Soon Muhammad had a sizeable body of Muslims in Medina.  Many were men of war and at the Second Pledge of Aqabah they pledged their swords in Muhammad’s defense. 

Throughout his ministry, as Muhammad’s circumstances changed Allah’s revelations changed, and Islam changed.  And these fighting men represented a significant change!  Unlike his followers in Mecca the Medina Muslims were not weak or oppressed.  They were armed and knew how to fight.  On cue, shortly before he left Mecca and fled to Medina, Allah gave Muhammad a new revelation, the “Order to Fight.”  Ibn Ishaq states: 

The apostle had not been given permission to fight or allowed to shed blood before the second Aqaba. He had simply been ordered to call men to God and to endure insult and forgive the ignorant….

…He gave permission to His apostle to fight and to protect himself against those who wronged them and treated them badly.1
The “Order to Fight” is described on pages 212 and 213.  Different Islamic scholars have differing opinions as to which verses exactly comprise this revelation (most all of the various verses are similar), but here the general text is stated as 22:39-41 and 2:193.  Below are two of the four verses

Permission to fight is given to those (i.e. believers against disbelievers), who are fighting them ... 22:39 

Fight against them until idolatry is no more and God’s religion reigns supreme.  But if they desist, fight none except the evil-doers. 2:193

The order to fight allowed both defensive and offensive fighting, (offensive to end idolatry and spiritual rebellion).  Many of the non-violent verses in the Quran were now "abrogated" or canceled. 

Muhammad summed up Allah’s directive:

It has been narrated on the authority of Abdullah b. 'Umar that the Messenger of Allah said: I have been commanded to fight against people till they testify that there is no god but Allah, that Muhammad is the messenger of Allah, and they establish prayer, and pay Zakat and if they do it, their blood and property are guaranteed protection on my behalf except when justified by law, and their affairs rest with Allah.2
I want to emphasize this:  If you want to understand the violence in the Islamic would today you must start here.  Muhammad’s statement above is a foundation, a “Maxwell’s Equation,” for understanding the role violence plays in Islam. 

Muhammad intended to set up a kingdom of Allah.  People would have to testify that Muhammad was Allah’s Messenger and they would have to obey various aspects of Islamic law.  This was not optional.  People had to either submit to Islam or fight the Muslims.  Muhammad, and implicitly his followers, were ordered to fight non-Muslims until they either converted or submitted to Islam’s rule (as Christians and Jews had to pay extortion and submit in humility per 9:29). 

 

Muhammad establishes Allah’s kingdom on earth. 

Muhammad heeded this new direction from Allah and put it into effect quickly.  He obeyed Allah and fought non-Muslims until they bent the knee to him.  He established Allah’s kingdom on earth.  How did he accomplish this? 

Shortly after arriving in Medina Muhammad began to send out his soldiers to raid and pillage non-Muslim villages and trade caravans.  Naturally this led to them murdering non-Muslims.  Muhammad’s thefts and murders led to war.  Tabari records:

This incident had provoked (a state of) war between the Messenger of God and Quraysh and was the beginning of the fighting in which they inflicted casualties upon one another...3
Tabari notes that it was Muhammad, not the Quraysh, that started the war.  During the next ten years the breath, width, and depth of violence increased.  Below is a general progression of Muhammad’s efforts to obey Allah and spread Islam’s domain through the use of force, or threat of force, primarily:

1)  raids on non-Muslim villages and caravans 

2)  murders and assassinations throughout the Hijaz 

3)  targeted religious persecutions of several Jewish tribes within and without Medina 

4)  military conquests, subjection, rapes, massacres, and total destruction of non-Muslim Arab tribes 

5)  military campaigns to spread Islam’s domination far and wide.


Muhammad did not win all of his battles but he won most of them.  People feared Muhammad and the Muslims.  Muhammad’s military leaders proclaimed:  “Accept Islam and you will be safe.”  People understood that if they did not accept Islam then they were fair game to be attacked, plundered, tortured, enslaved, raped, and murdered.  Consequently many Arab tribes used the “if you can’t beat em, join em” approach to becoming Muslim.  They didn’t want to be plundered, have their wives stolen, enslaved and raped, they didn’t want their children made into slaves, they didn’t want to die.  Why not join Islam then?  And all of this occurred under Muhammad’s direction and approving eye.

The trail of oppression and blood behind Muhammad grew ever wide.  Muhammad took Allah’s command seriously and labored to fulfill that command:  he spread and established his Islam, the kingdom of Allah.  While he lived no one dared disobey him.  He ruled Allah’s kingdom firmly, continued to obey Allah, and fight men until Islam ruled over them.  He and his followers engaged in jihad, holy warfare, to spread his kingdom’s domain.  (Jihad means struggle or effort, but its theological definition is “holy warfare” see this article, section 4: The Verse of the Sword: Sura 9:5 and Jihad) 

He died about a year and a half after his conquest of Mecca.  He was an eminently successful man:  he had wealth, power, fame, respect, sex with many beautiful women, both wives and slave concubines.  He had overcome incredible challenges and eventually subjected or crushed his enemies.  Muhammad died at the apex of his power and he established Allah’s kingdom on the bodies of those who opposed or rejected his claim of prophethood. 

But what happened after Muhammad died?  We’ll take a look at the kingdom of Allah in action.  What was its power?  What were its effects? 

 



An examination of the Caliphate, the continuing “Kingdom of Allah.” 

Muhammad left behind him a body of men that knew him, loved him, and obeyed him.  They would fight, kill, and die for him because they believed him to be a true prophet.  They had memorized his Quran, they recorded anecdotes about his life and teachings (hadith), and they imitated his lifestyle (sunnah) earnestly.  There was no shortage of knowledge about Muhammad’s example and his commands to love one another as brothers.  The men that led the Muslims after his death were not a pack of novices; they knew him and his will intimately. 


ABU BAKR 

Immediately following Muhammad’s death the Muslims began to quarrel amongst themselves over who would be their leader.  The original Muslims from Mecca, (the Muhajirun, “immigrants”), wanted one of their own to assume command as Caliph, while the Medina Muslims, (the Ansar, “helpers”), wanted one of their own, Sa’d bin ‘Ubadah, to be the leader.  An ugly argument broke out and each side cursed and threatened to kill the other.  Punches were thrown, and swords drawn but not used.  Umar proclaimed that Abu Bakr should be the leader and demanded that everyone give him the oath of allegiance willingly or unwillingly.  Finally the Ansar agreed to have Abu Bakr as ruler. 

Quite an inauspicious start for them wasn’t it?  So much for the Muslim brotherhood that Muhammad taught and commanded.  Not much to be proud of.  This start was a portent of things to come. 

Also following Muhammad’s death many tribes that had been subjected, coerced, or forced into becoming Muslims under compulsion, “willingly or unwillingly”, left Islam to one degree or another.  Many were not at war with the Muslims.  They wanted to live in peace and freedom instead of being forced to be Muslims.  However, under Islam they were viewed as apostates and Muhammad commanded the killing of apostates.  Consequently these tribes that refused to walk to Abu Bakr’s Islamic talk were attacked, re-subjected, or slaughtered.  Tens of thousands were killed by Abu Bakr’s Islamic army.  These wars are known as the wars of apostasy, (Ridda Wars).  Tabari volume 10 describes these brutal, imperial, wars in detail. 

Some people doubt that the Muslims used compulsion and forced people to submit to Islam.  But that use of force is documented clearly:

“You [Muslims] were the most severe people against his enemies who were among you, and the most troublesome to his enemies who were not from among you, so that the Arabs became upright in God’s cause, willingly or unwillingly, and the distant one submitted in abject humiliation until through you God made great slaughter in the earth for His Apostle, and by your swords the Arabs were abased for him.”4
Muslims quote 2:256 as saying that there is no compulsion in religion but that verse was spoken for a specific time and a specific situation and it was definitely not a universal command with universal application.  
Abu Bakr continued Muhammad’s methods of war and oppression to establish Allah’s kingdom and compel or force people to submit to Islam. 

That of course was an external trait of Allah’s kingdom – conquering all that is non-Islamic.  But what about affairs of the heart?  How was Allah’s kingdom internalized?  How did it compare to Jesus’s “kingdom of God?” 

The answer to his is best displayed in how Muhammad’s closest followers behaved and acted towards each other.  The early Christians were generally humble and devoted to each other and they served each other.  How about Muhammad’s family?  There we should expect to see the fullest measure of Allah’s kingdom in their lives and hearts. 

But you would be surprised to see what actually happened.  Family and friends turned upon each other.  Betrayals, murders, assassinations, lust for power, greed, etc. all were prominent in the lives of Muhammad’s closest family and friends.  

For example, Muhammad had amassed a sizeable amount of wealth prior to his death.  Before his death Muhammad established that a large portion of it be used in support of the Muslim community and that his wives be provided for but he also ordered that his descendants were not to inherit any of the wealth because he believed that is what the Jewish prophets of old had done (he was wrong in this belief).  Consequently, upon becoming Caliph, Abu Bakr refused to distribute any of the wealth to Muhammad descendants. 

This led to deep rooted strife and bickering.  Muhammad’s daughter, Fatimah, her husband Ali, and her relative al-Abbas, bickered with Abu Bakr and demanded the wealth.  He refused to give them a nickel.  As a result Fatimah and the other hated him deeply.  Fatimah died six months after Muhammad.  Ali’s hate was such that he did not even tell Abu Bakr about her death nor allow him to attend her burial.5 
You can see from this episode that these people had not been transformed from their carnal selves.  Muhammad’s kingdom had changed their outsides, they grew wealthy and powerful, but their hearts were unregenerate and sinful. 

Abu Bakr was Caliph up to his death about a year and a half later.  He was Muhammad’s best friend and knew him best.  Certainly Abu Bakr did what Muhammad expected him to do.  Abu Bakr shed a river of blood to spread and maintain Allah’s kingdom, Islam.  


UMAR 

Abu Bakr was wise enough to preclude the violence and stress of a leader’s unexpected death and he decreed that Umar, (who was previously Muhammad’s second closest friend), would succeed him as Caliph.  Umar sent his armies out to conquer non-Muslim lands and they conquered Syria, Palestine, Iraq, Persia, and Egypt.  (Persia suffered especially under the Arab’s oppression).  These were conquests by the sword.  Wars and battles were fought but over time the Muslims conquered.  Islam was certainly not then a religion of peace, it was instead a religion of power, force, and brutality.  Tens of thousands were killed and hundreds of thousands were subjected by force to Islam’s rule.  Those that converted to Islam were treated much better than the non-Muslims, and through this oppressive bigotry Islam coerced people to convert. 


UTHMAN 

Uthman assumed leadership after Umar died.  Uthman’s claim to fame is that he issued the official recension of the Quran we have today.  There were many different Qurans in existence.  They were mostly similar but also had notable differences.  These differences caused severe divisions amongst the Muslims.  Uthman fixed this by having an official version of the Quran made and ordered other competing Qurans to be burned. 

Uthman’s armies conquered much of Armenia, pushed further NW into Asia, and subjected Cyprus.  During his reign the Muslims had become very powerful and wealthy. 

I believe that in Uthman’s death we see Islam’s truest fruit.  Political corruption set in and many Muslims became disgruntled and upset with Uthman.  Eventually large groups of these disgruntled Muslims from several Muslim regions went to Medina to confront Uthman.  One of these groups was from Egypt and they wanted Ali to assume the Caliphate. 

Ali, Muhammad’s son in law, was responsible to protect the aged Uthman.  Initially he did post guards and fulfilled his responsibility.  

However, deep down Ali seethed with bitterness and resentment because he felt that he should have been made successor to Muhammad.  Instead he bit his tongue as one by one, Abu Bakr, Umar, and then Uthman, assumed the role.  His bitterness rooted itself ever deeper in his heart while he coveted the wealth, status, and power of being Caliph. 

The confrontation between the disgruntled Muslim gangs and Uthman took a turn for the worse.  It was at this point Ali withdrew his family and guards responsible for protecting Uthman.  Uthman was then attacked and murdered.  Ali’s men were nowhere to be found. 

It’s important to note that one of the assailants was Abu Bakr’s son, Muhammad b. Abi Bakr.  Here is Tabari’s account:

Muhammad b. Abi Bakr, came with thirteen men and went up to Uthman.  He seized his beard and shook it until I heard his teeth chattering. Muhammad b. Abi Bakr said, “Muawiyah was no help to you, nor was Ibn Amir, nor your letters.”  Uthman said, “Let go of my beard, son of my brother!  Let go of my beard!”  Then I saw Ibn Abi Bakr signaling with his eye to one of the rebels.  He came over to him with a broad iron headed arrow and stabbed him in the head with it…. They gathered round him and killed him.”6

Conversely, imagine this: Jesus’s apostles hating, fighting with, and murdering each other.  Imagine Peter’s son murdering Thomas.  It would be quite horrible; it would be a dark and evil situation. 

The story actually gets worse, darker, and more evil.  After Uthman’s death there was an outcry to punish the murderers.  With the support of the Egyptian gang Ali assumed the Caliphate.  To make a long story short some prominent Muslims, Talhah, al-Zubayr, and Aisha, Muhammad’s child bride, started the first civil war in Islam.  Ali and his army marched against them and they fought.  This battle is known as “The Battle of the Camel.”  Ali was triumphant.  Talhah and al-Zubayr were killed and Aisha put under house arrest.  Casualty figures range from ten to twenty thousand killed.  

I could give many more examples of Muhammad’s “Companions” murdering other “Companions” for power or greed.  Perhaps its apex is the battle of Siffin, or perhaps its apex is when Yazid, a Muslim leader in Damascus and the grandson of Muhammad’s arch-enemy Abu Sufyan, killed Muhammad’s grandson, Husain.  Husain’s head was brought to Yazid and he and his companions desecrated it.

CONCLUSION 

This was a brief, general comparison of two kingdoms: Christ’s versus Muhammad’s.  I wanted to present just how different these men, their methods, and their fruits are. 

Jesus’s rule is an internal presence that changes men’s hearts for the better.  Jesus’s kingdom is established spiritually by persuasion and conviction.  Clearly Christ’s rule transformed men’s hearts and its evidence is found in the lives of the early Christians who won over much of the Roman Empire without the sword but by their faith and love.  It continues today in the church and in the lives of dedicated Christians.  The evidence of that kingdom-rule is disciples having “love for one another."  Without that love, as demonstrated by those foolish monks, the kingdom of God is absent.    Its strength and presence has varied over time but it has been present since His time on earth. 

Muhammad’s rule is an external force that changes men’s outward lives but does not have the power to transform men’s hearts towards godliness.  Once Muhammad’s personal rule was removed by his death, his companions, Islam’s leaders, proved themselves to be unchanged, carnal, and sinful.  The early Muslims hearts were selfish, bitter, and cruel.  Their lusts and desires drove them to betray and murder their friends.  

Muhammad’s kingdom was established and maintained physically primarily by the sword.  It is both a religious and geo-political kingdom.  It institutionalizes armies, taxes, familial and cultural rules, commercial laws, etc.  It has all the constructs of a governed community and his kingdom continues today in one degree or another in both Muslim’s lives and various Muslim-majority countries.   

Muhammad was ordered by Allah to fight men to bend the knee to his Islam.  This included defense against enemy attacks and offensive actions against enemies in order to force them to submit to Muhammad’s rule.  Muhammad’s message was clear:  “Accept Islam and you will be safe.”  Further, Muhammad’s kingdom was maintained by force of arms.  When various Arab tribes left Islam, for various reasons, they were attacked and forced to re-submit to Islam or die fighting.  Like spilled blood on a white sheet Muhammad’s kingdom spread throughout the world.  During the first 100 years of Islam Muhammad’s kingdom spread and grew into one of the world’s largest empires primarily through the force of arms. 

I end with three quotes from Islamic sources.  The first quote concerns Iraqi Christians, who were once Christian, converted to Islam, but then left Islam to follow Christ again.  Their words sum up my argument perfectly:

Among them were many Christians who had accepted Islam, but when dissension had developed in Islam had said, “By God, our religion from which we have departed is better and more correct than that which these people follow.  Their religion does not stop them from shedding blood, terrifying the roads, and seizing properties.”  And they returned to their former religion.  Al-Khirrit met them and said to them, “Woe unto you!  Do you know the precept of Ali regarding any Christian who accepts Islam and then reverts to Christianity?  By God he will not hear anything they say, he will not consider any excuse, he will not accept any repentance, and he will not summon them to it.  His precept regarding them is immediate cutting off of the head when he gets hold of them.”7

This second quote concerns what some of Muhammad’s Companions did to an 80 year old women whose tribe had fought the Muslims: 

The Muslims were initially defeated by the Fazara. The wounded Muslim leader swore vengeance. After he recovered he went out and attacked the Fazara again. One very old woman was captured. Here is the account:

"....and Umm Qirfa Fatima was taken prisoner. She was a very old woman, wife of Malik. Her daughter and Abdullah Masada were also taken. Zayd ordered Qays to kill Umm Qirfa and he killed her cruelly (Tabari, by putting a rope to her two legs and to two camels and driving them until they rent her in two.)8

This third quote shows just how Muhammad regarded those who mock him (bear this in mind when you consider the Charlie Hebdo massacre).  This involves a Muslim man who murdered his own slave because she mocked Muhammad.

Narrated Abdullah Ibn Abbas:
A blind man had a slave-mother who used to abuse the Prophet and disparage him. He forbade her but she did not stop. He rebuked her but she did not give up her habit. One night she began to slander the Prophet and abuse him. 
So he took a dagger, placed it on her belly, pressed it, and killed her. A child who came between her legs was smeared with the blood that was there. When the morning came, the Prophet was informed about it. 

He assembled the people and said: I adjure by Allah the man who has done this action and I adjure him by my right to him that he should stand up. Jumping over the necks of the people and trembling the man stood up. 

He sat before the Prophet and said: Apostle of Allah! I am her master; she used to abuse you and disparage you. I forbade her, but she did not stop, and I rebuked her, but she did not abandon her habit. I have two sons like pearls from her, and she was my companion. Last night she began to abuse and disparage you. So I took a dagger, put it on her belly and pressed it till I killed her. 

Thereupon the Prophet said: Oh be witness, no retaliation is payable for her blood.9

In all three instances above we see the murder, the brutality, the cruelty, that was part of Muhammad’s Islam.  If it was good enough for Muhammad then it’s good enough for the Muslims today.  

Part of this article’s title is “Is ISIS Islamic?”  In order to arrive at a logical, conclusive answer we need to establish what constitutes “Islamic” to establish a point of reference.   We need only examine Muhammad’s words and deeds to define “Islamic” and I’ve shown that Muhammad’s Islam, real Islam, is evil, sinful, and inhumane.  I also wanted to contrast Jesus and Muhammad.  Far too often ignorant people conflate the two and equate them because both were great religious leaders.  These two men were diametrically opposed in both their teachings and actions.

Part one, Is ISIS Islamic, Part 1 compared and contrasted the kingdoms of Jesus and Muhammad and presented their differences in terms of morality, method, and goal.  The differences are significant and in some cases diametrical.  Jesus taught non-violence and reproved His disciples for trying to make Him king.  They did so because they believed the Messiah was to set up and establish an earthly kingdom.  But that was not Jesus’s plan:  “My kingdom is not of this world” (John 18:6).  Muhammad was also non-violent initially and his mission was only to warn men of Allah’s judgment:  “And those who disbelieve say: Why has not a sign been sent down upon him from his Lord? You are only a warner and a guide for every people,” (13:7).  But when his circumstances changed and he had a dedicated body of fighting men at his disposal, Allah changed both the mission and methods and commanded him to fight to establish and spread his kingdom:  “I have been commanded by Allah to fight men…” Muhammad had a mission and goal and he fought and won.  Muhammad’s trail of blood grew wide. 
Part one also showed that Muhammad’s actions, teachings, and doctrine establish established violence as a legitimate means to an end.  Following Muhammad’s death the subsequent Caliphs, who also held Muhammad’s cause and goal, naturally used violence to subject non-Muslims to Islam’s rule and to force those that left Islam back into the fold by the point of the sword.  They also used violence against one another as one Muslim leader tried to force other Muslims to submit to his Islamic rule.  Those that refused, Muslim or non-Muslim, were killed. 

In this day ISIS has established itself as a caliphate, an Islamic religious-political kingdom.  They’ve accomplished this through the use of arms; striving in Allah’s cause (jihad).  They’ve shed their own blood and many of them gave their lives for Islam’s, i.e. Muhammad’s, goal.  ISIS’s roads pave over the bodies of Shia Muslims, non-aligned Sunni Muslims, Christians, Yazidi’s, and others.  A wide array of atrocities accompanies ISIS:  murders, rapes, tortures, massacres, pillaging.  Destruction, death, and decay are their primary fruit.   Thus far they have had victories and defeats.  

They may succeed in the long run or they may crumble due to both internal conflict and battlefield defeat.  Pundits left and right predict ISIS’s ultimate failure.  Perhaps they are right, but no one can deny that the dream of a restored Caliphate lives in the hearts and minds of millions of Muslims.  This is not a “miniscule” number.  Tens of thousands of young Muslims, rich or poor, from around the world have travelled to Iraq and Syria to join them.  
The attraction to Islam’s goal is clear and strong and many young Muslim men and women are willing to kill others and die fighting for Muhammad’s cause. 

And once again this latest round of Islamic violence brings Islam to the forefront and people ask “Are ISIS’s actions truly Islamic?”  “Do they represent real Islam?”  “Would Muhammad approve of this?”  These same questions have been asked before:  for the 9/11 hijackers, for England’s 7/7 suicide bombers, for Spain’s train bombers, for the Indonesian bombers in Bali, for the Muslims who murdered children at Beslan, for Major Nidal Hasan, for the many lone wolf Muslim terrorists who have murdered people throughout the West.  “Are this groups actions Islamic?”  This is perhaps the ad nauseam question of the last 15 years for those who have queried Islam. 

You would think that by now the stupidity and willful ignorance of Western peoples in addressing this question would have long been vanquished in the face of the ever growing evidence.  Sadly that is not the case.  Foolish and ignorant people, including Christians, act as a “band of babbling, bumbling, baboons,” (J. K. Rowling), defending Islam as peaceful and decrying ISIS as religious deviants, or non-Islamic. 

There is no lack of contrarians in the West.  So let me ask you, the reader, to figure out an answer for yourself: “How much blood is it going to take, how many in-depth explanations of Islamic doctrines of violence are needed, how many broken bodies are required before you get it?”  For those proud, blind, and arrogant die-hards I fear the answer is blowing in the wind. 

 



WAS MUHAMMAD ISLAMIC, YES OR NO? 

Begin with the simple definition of “Islamic.”  There are good online definitions.  Mine is: “that which conforms to the Quran, imitates Muhammad’s life, and obeys Islam’s laws.”  

However, more detailed criteria are needed to arrive at a confident yes or no answer for “Is ISIS Islamic?” 

We need a standard, an “Islamic measurement standard,” to compare ISIS against, and evaluate if ISIS is aligned with, or contradicts, that standard. 

Muhammad should be the “Islamic measurement standard.”  Was there ever a greater Muslim than Muhammad?  Is there anyone more worthy for Muslims to imitate?  Of course not!  Muslims are commanded to imitate Muhammad’s lifestyle and obey Muhammad (Quran 3:132 and 33:21).  Muhammad embodied Islam and Muhammad practiced what he preached.  Muhammad obeyed his Allah faithfully.  Additionally his closest friends and devotees, his “Companions,” those men that knew him best, certainly understood his commands and we can also look to their actions to understand what he had commanded. 

Wouldn’t it then make sense to use Muhammad, and by this I mean his teachings, actions, and doctrine, as our Islamic measurement standard?  Wouldn’t it be logical to correlate ISIS’s actions with these and determine if ISIS conforms?  

Muhammad’s teachings, actions, and doctrines are found in the Islamic source materials: the Quran, hadith, and sira.  These have been studied and codified as Islamic theology.  You could obtain “The Reliance of the Traveller,” in English, if you wish to understand this in some depth. 

If you’re familiar with these Islamic source materials these questions are not difficult to answer.  Muhammad’s life and teachings are not only well recorded; they are some of the best documented records of any great religious teacher.  There are far more details available about Muhammad’s life than there are about Jesus’s, Moses’s, and Buddha’s. 

Muhammad:  can you think of a more strict, more rigorous, more robust Islamic standard for us to use to measure ISIS against? 

 



IS ISIS ISLAMIC? 

ISIS claims to be obeying Muhammad and Allah and practicing a more pure form of Islam.  Critics acknowledge this and say derisively that ISIS wants to return the Muslim world to practicing a “7th century form of Islam,” i.e. Muhammad’s form of Islam.  (Do these critics realize how self-defeating that statement is with respect to convincing Muslims that ISIS is wrong?).  For just as Muhammad struggled (jihad) to establish a physical domain of Islamic theo-political rule through the use of violence, so too ISIS struggles to establish a similar domain. 

IS ISIS COMPRISED OF MUSLIMS? 

The initial question is “Are ISIS’s soldiers Muslims?”  Yes or no?  To become a Muslim one needs to have faith in Allah, accept Muhammad’s prophethood, believe in the angels, prophets, the final judgment, etc.  One recites the “shahada” as a profession of faith and the initial conversion process is complete.  This process has happened many times in England and Muslims have trumpeted that this new convert has “reverted” to Islam. 

Thereafter a new Muslim will strive to learn about his faith, study the Quran and Islam’s teachings, endeavor to fulfill and obey Islam’s “five pillars,” and many other religious rules, etc. I don’t think anyone would deny that ISIS’s men and women have fulfilled this initial process.  

The “five pillars of Islam” http://en.wikipedia.org/wiki/Five_Pillars_of_Islam broadens our scope.  These are the foundational acts, or works, which define one as a Muslim and show subjection to Islam. 

1.    Shahadah: declaring there is no god except God, and Muhammad is God's Messenger 

2.    Salat: ritual prayer five times a day 

3.    Zakat: giving 2.5% of one’s savings to the poor and needy 

4.    Sawm: fasting and self-control during the holy month of Ramadan 

5.    Hajj: pilgrimage to Mecca at least once in a lifetime if one is able 


I don’t think it is necessary to consider if ISIS’s soldiers meet these aspects of their faith.  Certainly they’ve professed the shahadah, certainly they pray.  I’m assuming that they try to perform the other three duties as they are able.  I’m not arguing that they are perfect Muslims.  I am saying that they are real Muslims. 

Even Muslim critics of ISIS agree that they are Muslims.  These critics call them fundamentalist Muslims, Salafi Muslims, Wahhabi Muslims, Islamists, radicals, jihadis, etc., but Muslims none the less.  People who know about Islam grant that ISIS:  a) believes in the simple theological requirements like professing the Shahada and believing in the great Unity and power of Allah, and,  b) performs the basic physical actions of praying, giving alms to those they feel are fellow Muslims, fasting, and going on Hajj.  Some criticize their tactics and actions and say that they are doing non-Islamic things, but they are indeed true Muslims.  In fact, some prominent Muslims, (e.g. Ed Hussein of the New York Times, and Reza Aslan), admit that what ISIS does is found in the Quran and established by Muhammad’s life.  Critics like Hussein just want to innovate or reform Islamic theology to make it kinder and gentler and move it away from the Islam that Muhammad practiced.  I hope he succeeds. 

Perhaps these ISIS Muslims are doing things that are not in accordance with Islam but perhaps they are.  Either way it is important to first understand and recognize that the ISIS Muslims are indeed real Muslims. 

Not only can we categorize ISIS as true Muslims, we could do the same for most of the Muslim terrorists we have seen in the last 20 years.  Perhaps they are misguided but they are sincere, dedicated, and true Muslims.  Don’t overlook the fact that many of these Muslims have given the ultimate sacrifice: they gave their lives in service to their faith.  That cannot be said about the blowhard Muslim academics that dwell in the comfort and luxury of university academia or cushy jobs in the West, (as well as some of the Mideast’s academics and professional clergy as well). 

 



THE HEART OF THE MATTER:  WHAT ABOUT ISIS’S VIOLENCE? 

Are ISIS’s actions Islamic or in accordance with real Islam?  Let’s detail ISIS’s most grievous, inhuman, and cruel, actions: 

1)  They have murdered many non-Muslims.  This includes Yazidis, Christians, and atheists.  They did this via shootings, torture, beheadings, and other methods or execution. 

2)  They have murdered other Muslims whom they felt opposed them or who were not true Muslims, i.e. they were viewed as apostates. 

3)  They have taken females as prisoners and raped them. 

4)  They have killed children 

5)  They have commanded Christians to pay jizya (a religious extortion tax), convert to Islam, or be killed. 

Of course ISIS has committed many more violent crimes and I’ll list a few more of them, but we’ll start with these five.  

Now we’ll compare these five actions against our Islamic Standard:  Muhammad. 

1)  ISIS murders non-Muslims:  Muhammad murdered non-Muslims.  Muhammad even ordered that slave girls be murdered for making fun of him.  See these articles:

2)  ISIS kills Muslims whom they consider to be false Muslims, or apostates:  Muhammad ordered apostates to be killed.  (Bukhari, volume 9, #17). 

Muhammad did not murder other Muslims but he did command that apostates were to be executed.  Following his death many Muslims no longer wanted to pay religious tax.  They believed in Islam but didn’t want to be forced to pay money.  The Caliph, Abu Bakr, viewed them as apostates and made war upon them.  These are known as the Ridda wars (wars of apostasy).  He killed tens of thousands. 

A handful of years later Islam suffered two civil wars.  The first was between Ali vs Aisha, Talha, and Zubayr.  Ali had conspired with fellow Muslims to murder the Caliph Uthman (the man who issued today’s official version of the Quran).  Thereafter Ali seized power and demanded submission.  The others rejected Ali and some suspected him of the crime.  Each side declared the other apostate.  The conflict climaxed with Ali winning the “Battle of the Camel” in which between 10 to 20 thousand Muslims died.  

Not long thereafter the 2nd civil war broke out between Ali and Muawiya (Abu Sufyan’s son).  Again each side declared the other as apostate.  This time, tens of thousands of Muslims were killed by fellow Muslims.  The climax, “The Battle of Siffin” ended up as a stalemate more or less.  Later, Ali himself was murdered by fellow Muslims. 

I argue that ISIS views the Shia, and other Muslims who oppose them, as apostates or renegades, and are only doing, more or less, what Abu Bakr, Ali, Aisha, etc. have done before.  These people knew Muhammad and Islam best and they practiced what Muhammad taught them. 

Finally there was civil war between Ali’s son Hussein, (Muhammad’s grandson), and Muawiya’s son Yazid.  Hussein led a very small force against Yazid’s army and was virtually wiped out.  Hussein’s head was cut off and his body was stabbed repeatedly and trampled by horses.  His head was presented to Yazid and he and his men mocked it and poked it with sticks, until they were reproved by one of their older companions who said, “I have seen Muhammad kiss those lips.”   In typical Shakespearian justice, Muhammad’s arch enemy’s grandson, Yazid, sat on Islam’s throne and crushed Muhammad’s grandson under his feet.

3)  ISIS attacks and captures females and rapes them:  Muhammad allowed female slaves to be raped because they were “property.”  In fact, Tabari records that Muhammad had sex with his slave Mariyam because she was his “property.”

4)  ISIS has deliberately murdered children:  Muhammad did not deliberately murder children and he commanded against it.  When he captured children he enslaved them and sold them as needed but he did not massacre them as ISIS has done.  Muhammad also allowed the incidental killing of children during battle, but again, this is not what ISIS is doing.  In this case I would say that ISIS is doing something un-Islamic and against Muhammad’s commands. 

Muhammad did establish the law of “retaliation or retribution” (qisas), which allows Muslims to enact “an eye for an eye” retaliation (2:178, 16:126).  Perhaps ISIS claims this right because non-Muslims have bombed their cities and killed their children.  But as I understand the Quran and the teaching from “The Reliance of the Traveller” I see no justification for what ISIS is doing to children.  

On a side note, ISIS did burn that Jordanian pilot to death.  They could claim “qisas” and perhaps they have a point there.  But I see no way possible for ISIS to justify their killing of children.  It is not Islamic and it contravenes Muhammad’s/Allah’s commands. 


5)  ISIS commanded Christians to pay the extortion tax “jizya” or be killed.  Muhammad commanded the same exact thing (9:29).  He also threatened Christian communities with the same.  See the “Aylah” section in this article:

Here are a few other similarities between ISIS and Muhammad: 

ISIS uses the sword to spread their kingdom, so did Muhammad.  See The Verse of the Sword 

ISIS massacres and beheads hundreds of prisoners, so did Muhammad.  See Muhammad and the Massacre of the Qurayza Jews   

ISIS tortures people, so did Muhammad.  See Torture and Death of the Shepherds  

Torture and Death of Kinana  

ISIS is expelling non-Muslims from their ancestral lands, so did Muhammad.  Muhammad ordered that eventually all Jews and Christians were to be expelled from the Arabian Peninsula.  Umar completed this task.

Narrated Said bin Jubair: 

Ibn 'Abbas said, "Thursday! What (great thing) took place on Thursday!" Then he started weeping till his tears wetted the gravels of the ground. Then he said, "On Thursday the illness of Allah's Apostle was aggravated and he said, "Fetch me writing materials so that I may have something written to you after which you will never go astray." The people (present there) differed in this matter and people should not differ before a prophet. They said, "Allah's Apostle is seriously sick.' The Prophet said, "Let me alone, as the state in which I am now, is better than what you are calling me for." The Prophet on his death-bed, gave three orders saying, "Expel the pagans from the Arabian Peninsula, respect and give gifts to the foreign delegates as you have seen me dealing with them."  I forgot the third (order)" (Ya'qub bin Muhammad said, "I asked Al-Mughira bin 'Abdur-Rahman about the Arabian Peninsula and he said, 'It comprises Mecca, Medina, Al-Yama-ma and Yemen." Narrated Ibn 'Umar: 

Umar bin Al-Khattab expelled all the Jews and Christians from the land of Hijaz. Allah's Apostle after conquering Khaibar, thought of expelling the Jews from the land which, after he conquered it belonged to Allah, Allah's Apostle and the Muslims. But the Jews requested Allah's Apostle to leave them there on the condition that they would do the labor and get half of the fruits (the land would yield). Allah's Apostle said, "We shall keep you on these terms as long as we wish." Some critics of ISIS have a hard time accepting that ISIS actually helps fellow Muslims.  But if you understand Islam you’ll know that charity towards fellow Muslims (not non-Muslims), and care for Muslim (not non-Muslims) poor is a primary command in Islam.  Of course ISIS tries to help their fellow Muslims, just as Muhammad did. 

(In a similar fashion Al-Qaeda is trying to help the persecuted Muslims of Myanmar and asked Muslim nations to take in their fellow Muslim refugees.) 

 



THE ARGUMENTS THAT ISIS IS NOT ISLAMIC 

There are hundreds of denouncements of ISIS as “un-Islamic.”  These range from Muslim scholars to Westerners, including Christians.  I’ve yet to read one of these that compares and contrasts ISIS’s crimes with Muhammad’s crimes.  

The “ISIS is not Islamic” arguments are based on two legs: 

1) cherry picking from the Quran, Muhammad’s statements, and select scholar’s quotes.  It is easy to make anyone look good, or bad, when you only present one facet of their words or deeds.  Even the atheist Mao Tse Tung helped some struggling Chinese.  If that is all you knew about him you might think him a decent man.  Instead Mao the atheist is the greatest mass murderer in history. 

2) the second leg is a variation of “All the Islamic scholars declare ISIS is not Islamic and the overwhelming majority of Muslims are peaceful, therefore ISIS is not Islamic.” 

For example here are two of the scholarly articles that cherry-pick: 

The Scholar's Letter to Baghdadi  

Terrorists and their Quranic Delusions  

These articles are written and translated primarily for a Western audience.  Their authors fail to mention Muhammad’s violent and hideous crimes.  They decry what ISIS does but ignore what Muhammad did. 

For example the first article states on page 1: “Jihad in Islam is defensive war”.  Only a liar and/or ignorant person would make such a claim.  Even the benign Wikipedia states it is to expand the Islamic state: 

The primary aim of jihad as warfare is not the conversion of non-Muslims to Islam by force, but rather the expansion and defense of the Islamic state. In theory, jihad was to continue until "all mankind either embraced Islam or submitted to the authority of the Muslim state." There could be truces before this was achieved, but no permanent peace.  http://en.wikipedia.org/wiki/Jihad  

The “Reliance of the Traveller”1 states:  [Section o9.0, page 599]

"Jihad means to war against non-Muslims, and is etymologically derived from the word "mujahada", signifying warfare to establish the religion. And it is the lesser jihad. As for the greater jihad, it is spiritual warfare against the lower self, (nafs), which is why the Prophet said as he was returning from jihad, "We have returned from the lesser jihad to the greater jihad." 

The scriptural basis for jihad, prior to scholarly consensus is such Koranic verses as: 

1) Fighting is prescribed for you (2:216) 

2) Slay them wherever you find them (4:89)

3) Fight the idolaters utterly (9:36) 

and such Hadiths as the one related by Bukhari and Muslim that the Prophet said: 

"I have been commanded to fight people until they testify that there is no god but Allah and that Muhammad is the Messenger of Allah, and perform the prayer, and pay zakat. If they say it, they have saved their blood and possessions from me, except for the rights of Islam over them. And their final reckoning is with Allah."


Historical facts show that within 100 years of Muhammad’s death Muslims attacked, conquered, and created one of the world’s largest empires.  Jihad by no means was defensive warfare.  Jihad was the primary, offensive means, by which Muslims created their empires.  Muhammad commanded Muslims to attack and conquer non-Muslims, and Christians and Jews.  

Another erroneous example on page one states:  “17- It is forbidden in Islam to torture people” yet they do not address the people that Muhammad tortured. 

These authors do what they accuse ISIS of:  they cherry-pick parts of the Quran and Muhammad’s life.  But ISIS takes the whole of Muhammad’s life and applies it.  Yes, at times Muhammad was kind and merciful, but at times he was cruel and brutal.  His kindness does not dismiss or modify his brutality.  All war criminals have probably been kind at times; this does not relieve them of their guilt. 

When Muslim scholars are too deceitful to quote Muhammad in scope then you know that they are deceiving the Western audience intentionally and playing them for fools.  They have luxurious success because Western journalists and academics are either too cowardly (Lawrence Pintak), too bigoted (Juan Cole), or too ignorant (see Jack Jenkins below), to challenge them with facts about Muhammad and Islam. 
Interestingly, another scholar critiques the first article here:

Virtually every single American Muslim organization has publicly disavowed both the ideology and the practices of ISIS, and just hours before Obama’s address, dozens of Muslim American clerics and community leaders distanced their religion from the beliefs of the terrorist extremists.

And … the vast majority of believers worked or are working to disavow the actions of fanatics and preserve the core, peaceful principles of their faith — just as Muslims are now doing with ISIS.


American Muslim groups are speaking out and condemning ISIS as not-Islamic.  So what?  What would you expect them to do?  Of course many are sincere but some are doing so only for “dawa’s” sake (take CAIR for example).  They are striving for acceptance in America and they want to win converts and supporting ISIS is not the way to accomplish that.  Many Muslims publically condemn Islamic terrorism but to this day Muslims across America hold private parties to celebrate their victory of 9/11.  I applaud Muslim groups and individual Muslims who condemn ISIS.  Unfortunately they are not credible because they cannot anchor their denouncement in Islamic doctrine.  They practice an innovated and deformed form of Islam, (like Shiela Musaji), or they are saying what you want to hear, (like CAIR).

The devout Muslim makes the same points I make, that ISIS is doing what is permitted in Islamic law.  On the other hand, the Kurd who is arguing against him can only make a humanistic argument because he knows that Muhammad did what ISIS does. 

For the record, there are Muslim scholars and clerics who support, or practice, what ISIS does.  Some may not come out and proclaim, “I support ISIS” but these scholars proclaim the Islamic laws that ISIS follows.  Here is an article in which Muslim scholars, (one teaches at Vanderbilt), proclaim brutal Islamic law towards homosexuals:

The other flaw in Jenkin’s argument, that the vast majority of Muslims are peace loving, should be rejected harshly because sharia permits much, but not all, of what ISIS is doing today.  The vast majority of Muslims in the world today want sharia: Muslims wanting Sharia 

This article details that there are notable percentages, if not an outright majority, of Muslims who favor aspects of harsh sharia application.  This covers topics like death for apostates, suicide bombing, punishments for homosexuality, honor killings, physical punishments for theft, and rejection of Western culture. 

If you want to look deeper into this, here is an article that guts Jenkin’s argument thoroughly:  Muslim Opinion Polls 

The polls show that Muslim support for violence is strong, not weak.  In light of the evidence that is so easily obtainable in less than 60 seconds, why is it allowable for Harvard to produce such crappy theology grads? 

 



CONCLUSION:  ISIS IS ISLAMIC 

ISIS is certainly Islamic.  They’re led by and comprised of mostly professing Muslims, and most of their actions, not all, are in accordance with Allah’s law. 

No one should count their few “non-Islamic” actions as disqualifiers.  Even during Muhammad’s time Muslims under his command went beyond what he commanded in brutality.  Muhammad reproached them strongly (for example Khalid ibn Walid) but they were still considered Muslim.  No one familiar with Islam’s early history would denounce Khalid as “non-Islamic.”  They would only agree with Muhammad and criticize Khalid’s “non-Islamic” murders. 

Yes, even with their few “non-Islamic” enormities ISIS is certainly Islamic. 

Muhammad’s “kingdom of Allah,” like ISIS’s domain, was an earthly, physical, and religious kingdom.  It was powerful, spread primarily by the sword, and it was one of the largest kingdoms in mankind’s history.  ISIS is continuing Muhammad’s mission and doing most of the same things Muhammad did. 

What was Muhammad’s mission?  His primary mission was to establish Allah’s kingdom on earth: 

“…the Messenger of Allah said: I have been commanded to fight against people till they testify that there is no god but Allah, that Muhammad is the messenger of Allah, and they establish prayer, and pay Zakat and if they do it, their blood and property are guaranteed protection on my behalf except when justified by law, and their affairs rest with Allah.”  Sahih Muslim, vol. 1 #33 

The context of this hadith proves that Muhammad was speaking of physical war against non-Muslims.  The Quran texts of 9:5 and 9:29 reinforce this. 

Imagine if God, the creator of the universe, spoke to you clearly and commanded you to make war on other people unless they converted or submitted to your rule.  If God was telling you to do something you had damn-well better do it.  Muhammad did it.  His followers do it. 

Muhammad threatened you by command of God.  Muhammad’s threat is being carried out by his followers today.  ISIS, Al-Qaeda, and many other Muslim groups, and individuals, are obeying Muhammad and fighting men until they bow the knee to Islam.  And that’s the way it is, and has been, since Muhammad’s time. 
When an honest person examines Muhammad’s track record, recorded in the sira and hadith, he could only conclude that ISIS is doing much of what Muhammad did.  No other logical conclusion can be made:  ISIS is Islamic. 

 



CHRISTIANS:  GET INVOLVED!  PUSH BACK THE DARKNESS! 

What can you do to help?  Here are my suggestions: 

1) “The harvest is plenty but the laborers are few.”  Get involved with and support local ministries that practice outreach to Muslims.  Muslims worldwide are turning to Christ now!  Many Muslims have seen and tasted the poison of Muhammad’s Islam and have spit it out.  A harvest if being reaped.  You, your skills, your hands, your expertise, are needed.  Don’t be content to be a sideline, non-contributing, Christian.  Get involved and help! 

2) “Study (be diligent) to show thyself approved.”  Do your homework.  Don’t just take my word for it.  Read the Quran, hadith, and sira.  Learn for yourself the evil things Muhammad did and taught. 

3) Speak out against Islam’s falsehood.  Muhammad was a false prophet, who preached a false message, about a false god.  Christianity’s God is not the same as Islam’s God. 

4)  There is a great need for British and American journalists and academics to present Muhammad’s evil actions.  Journalists need to step up and present the other side of the story.  I’m NOT talking about creating caricatures or flinging insults.  I’m talking about real journalists being brave enough to state the facts, the crimes Muhammad committed.  Until today’s journalists and academics engage fairly, then only one side, the banal and benign side, of Islam will be presented.

Part one Is ISIS Islamic? Part 1:  Jesus Kingdom versus Muhammad's Kingdom compared and contrasted the kingdoms of Jesus and Muhammad and presented their differences in terms of morality, method, and goal.  Part 2 established that ISIS is Islamic and shows that their cruel actions emulate Muhammad’s cruel actions. 
The Islamic State (ISIS) is an Islamic organization ruling as a Caliphate over parts of Iraq and Syria.  It seeks to duplicate a similar form of government and society that Muhammad established in the Hijaz near the end of his life.  Muslims worldwide endorse that goal and have provided ISIS with significant financial and material support.  More importantly tens of thousands of Muslims from around the world have joined ISIS as fighters.  Up to this point (Aug 2015) ISIS has been mostly successful on the battlefield. 

 

WHY IS ISIS DOING WHAT IT IS DOING? 

If you want to understand ISIS’s strategy and goals you have to look to Muhammad.  ISIS’s goals correspond to Muhammad’s goals.  Many other Islamic groups share a similar goal.  They use varying tactics and methods but the goal is still the same:  to make Islam supreme and establish Allah’s kingdom on earth over all people.  This was Muhammad’s goal and to fulfill it he ordered his followers to continue in jihad (religious warfare) until it is accomplished. 

The Islamic source materials, the Quran, hadith, and sira, record Muhammad’s life and actions.  Start with Muhammad’s life from 622 through 632 AD and then look through Ali’s Caliphate.  You’ll find there are many parallels between the Muslims of that period and ISIS today.  Don’t waste your time with shallow-thinking pundits who point to Sayyid Qutb, Ibn Saud, the Muslim Brotherhood, Ibn Taymiyyah, or whoever.  Certainly they may have influenced ISIS’s leadership one way or another but the root of all of these is Muhammad and early Islam.  So many pundits miss or gloss over its primary root:  Islam, real Islam, Muhammad’s Islam.  Those that fail to comprehend this are destined to identify an ever changing root cause.  It all goes back to Muhammad. 

These source materials show that he and the early Caliphs were as brutal as ISIS is today.  ISIS’s violence, conquest, and brutality against those it considers enemies mirrors Muhammad’s, Abu Bakr’s, Umar’s, Uthman’s, and Ali’s.  This includes massacres, murder, assassinations, torture, war, rape, slavery, destruction of pagan idols, and oppression of non-Muslim minorities. 

ISIS is but one Islamic roach crawling from a sewer of filth spreading death and sickness as it fights to achieve its goal.  Other Islamic organizations with different names, different leaders, and different approaches/methodologies have the same goal, and crawl from that same sewer be it CAIR, the Muslim Brotherhood, Ansar al-Islam, Al-Qaeda, etc. 

Simply stated, ISIS wants to fulfill Muhammad’s vision. 

 



ALLAH’S DIRECTIVE TO MUHAMMAD 

Allah commanded Muhammad to fight men until Islam rules over them:
“I have been commanded to fight against people until they testify that there is no god but Allah, that Muhammad is the messenger of Allah, and they establish prayer, and pay the religious tax, and if they do it, their blood and property are guaranteed protection on my behalf except when justified by law, and their affairs rest with Allah.”[1]
Below I’ve broken down Muhammad’s last ten years and the subsequent Caliphs’ rule into four general and simple phases for the purpose of comparing them to ISIS.  I’m not going to provide references for each statement below.  If you want to know these years in detail read Tabari’s History published by SUNY, volumes 6, 7, 8, and 9.  They’re well written, easy reads, about two hundred pages each, and inexpensive. 


PHASE 1
Phase 1 begins in Mecca with Muhammad receiving Allah’s permission to use both defensive and offensive violence against his enemies.  This is known as the “Order to Fight.”  Allah’s command allowed Muhammad to make war upon non-Muslims.  Shortly after receiving this permission Muhammad and the Muslims fled to Medina. 

Muhammad obeyed Allah and after arriving in Yathrib (Medina) he started his religious kingdom in the Hijaz, a State in the Arabian Peninsula.  He began sending his men out in raids against outlying Pagan tribes and Meccan caravans.  He defeated most of the Pagans and plundered their goods and their women.  Muhammad would give the captured women to his soldiers as spoils of war and as such these women were property and subject to rape. 

He was most often victorious.  He and his followers believed that his martial success was proof that he had God’s stamp of approval.  His followers thought:  “if God were not with Muhammad he would have failed against the odds he faced.” 

While in Mecca Muhammad was weak and non-violent, but in Medina he established a measure of power.  The fairly nice, peaceful, and humble guy in Mecca began murdering people and cutting off heads in Medina.  Think about that next time you read about a lone wolf Muslim in the West.  Some of his friends and neighbors will testify, “he was such a nice young man I never thought he was capable of something like this.” 


PHASE 2
Muhammad continued to attack non-Muslims and win victories.  Over time the Medinan Pagans saw Muhammad’s strength and victories against the Jews and non-Medinan Pagan tribes and converted to Islam.  Muhammad’s dominion spread quickly.  The Medinan Pagan clans grew weaker as most converted to Islam. 

Muhammad became stronger and eventually destroyed or exiled all the Medinan Jewish clans.  The Jews were ignorant and arrogant and divided amongst themselves. Therefore they never aided one-another when Muhammad attacked. 

Some eight years after his flight to Medina he returned and conquered Mecca.  Then he ordered the assassinations of people he hated including three slave girls who had mocked him years earlier.  The Pagans who remained in Mecca converted to Islam, “willingly or unwillingly.”  Compulsion certainly is a part of Islam. 


PHASE 3
After conquering Mecca his dominion over much of the Arabian peninsula occurred quickly.  Muhammad crushed his enemies under his feet and many submitted to him without a fight.  Sun Tzu would call that the supreme excellence or the highest form of warfare. 

As Muhammad neared the apex of his power he ordered the destruction, submission, or expulsion of non-Muslims, while the Christians and Jews who submitted became humiliated and oppressed second-class citizens and forced to pay extortion (see Quran 9:5, 29, 30).  Muhammad ordered the destruction of the various Pagan shrines and established Islamic law as the basis for his society.  In accordance with Allah’s command he kept the flames of jihad burning until he died.  Just before his death he had commissioned another large military campaign against Syria.  Muhammad intended jihad to continue until the entire world was subjected to Islam’s rule and said that his true followers would continue to fight until that end. 

At the end of his life Muhammad had just about everything his heart craved:  power, wealth, honor, and sex with many beautiful women. 


PHASE 4:  THE CALIPHS THROUGH ALI
Phase 4 is a continuation of phase 3 except now the fighting was led by the Caliphs.  Following Muhammad’s death the caliphate spread far and wide.  There were power struggles amongst the top Muslims and there were assassinations, battles, and civil wars.  Muslims killed and murdered fellow Muslims by the thousands.  You’ll find magnificent death and corruption in the hearts and actions of Abu Bakr, Omar, Uthman, and Ali.  Muhammad’s “companions” who had at one time fought side by side against common enemies in service to Allah now fought against and killed each other, (examples “The Battle of the Camel” and the murder of Uthman).  What ISIS is doing to fellow Muslims, the Shia, Sufi, and some Sunni, parallels what the Muslim rulers did to each other after Muhammad died.  Muslims who did not support and obey the ruling Caliphs were marked as apostates and infidels and were killed. 

However, during all this internal conflict the Muslim rulers continued on with Muhammad’s goal to subject the world to Islam’s rule. The Muslim armies continued their wars of jihad successfully. 

Those weaker than Muhammad and the first four Caliphs received little mercy and were crushed in battle and oppressed. (You see this attitude reflected in the Quran, 9:1-41 or so, that starts with Muhammad ending or breaking treaties.) 


This simple breakdown of phases is my own and other Muslim scholars have broken down Islam’s rise into similar phases.  
Muhammad’s process was similar to what other warlords and conquerors have done:  grow power, consolidate, expand, grow power, consolidate, expand, etc. 

In this same way ISIS has gained power, victory, and grown stronger.  They attack and expand if they win or re-group and possibly re-attack if they lose.  When they conquer a town or region they plunder it and consolidate their gains.  All the while they prepare and train to fulfill Muhammad’s vision.  They know they will suffer setbacks and losses but that does not deter them from Allah’s mission.  Just like Muhammad and the early Muslims they are willing and able to die in Allah’s cause. 


THE POISONOUS ROOT 

If you perform any type of root-cause analysis you have to identify the impetus for the failure, or problem.  Any study on the motivations of Muslim terrorists from lone-wolf to ISIS will list religion or faith as one of the motivations.  Many modern pundits and journalists bend over backwards to hide Islam’s effect in the hearts and minds of these evil terrorists, and choose to blame or emphasize other motivating factors but over time, as the sample size grows, the strongest common theme is motivation based on Islam. 

Islam, real Islam, Muhammad’s Islam, is the poisonous root of all of these terrorists.  The long term goal will never lose its divine importance:  Islam is to rule by any means necessary and they will kill or crush you if you stand in their way. 

Consider a weed in your garden.  You can cut its top off but you know it will grow back.  Unless you pull out or kill the root the weed persists and regrows.  In the same way this poisonous Islamic root poisons Muslim people.  The more committed they become to Islam, the more they study and learn, the more they feed on the poison, the more they use violence and intimidation to further Islam’s rule.  Your input affects your output. 

The root needs to be killed or it will fight you forever.  It is its biological fact, a normal phenomenon, a law of nature.  Kill the root.  How is this poisonous root to be killed? 

 



MUSLIMS TODAY AND SUPPORT FOR ISIS  

Dedicated Muslims worldwide support ISIS because they know ISIS is pursuing Muhammad’s goal.  While Muslims in the West are not killing non-Muslims en masse they are finding ways to further Islam’s power locally and lend support to ISIS.  They may not be too vocal and they may not argue with you but deep down they are in one accord.  Just do a little web surfing to find the evidence.  Despite what you want to believe there are tens of thousands, if not hundreds of thousands, of Muslims in both England and America who support ISIS. 

On the other hand ISIS’s support in the Arab world is underestimated by Western pundits.  It is impressive that several other Islamic movements have “joined” them, such as the groups in Libya, Indonesia, and Nigeria.

That’s a notable alliance of groups. 

Worse yet, senior American intelligence officers have altered and slanted intel reports to make ISIS appear to be weaker than they really are.  (Let’s face it, while American intel has had some notable successes, by and large they’ve had notable failures over the long haul and yet again they’ve put politics, ahead of lives.  They certainly have not delivered real value for the huge amount of financial resources they consume.) 
Intel ISIS Allegations 
Bear this in mind:  when Muhammad started out he was much weaker, far weaker, than ISIS is today.  Yet through his commitment, fortitude, and bravery he was able to forge a powerful nation, a nation that expanded itself into one of the world’s largest empires within 100 years after his death. 

No one should underestimate the dedication of Muslims to Muhammad’s cause.  ISIS and other Muslim terror groups have the willpower and support to succeed.  They are willing to die for their cause and many have given sacrificially to support them.  About a year ago President Obama underestimated ISIS and called them a “jv” (junior varsity) team.  In retrospect Obama’s words were ignorant and stupid.  If the political fruit of the West is this blind and incompetent how bad then is the corruption within the West? 

 



WHAT HAPPENS NEXT?  ISIS IN THEIR CALIPHATE 

Predicting what happens next need not be a prophetic effort.  Historic Islam expanded primarily by the sword and ISIS follows that script.  Since the dream of a restored Islamic Caliphate lives in the hearts and minds of millions of Muslims, ISIS’s support base will continue to help them toward that goal.  Their efforts have enabled ISIS to take root, put out a few blossoms, and bear fruit.  ISIS has won the first and second rounds clearly and they’re going to be around for a while.  Even after al-Baghdadi is killed ISIS will continue on because they’ve had far too much success to quit. 

Following Muhammad’s pattern ISIS will continue to expand if they continue to win military battles or they will call for a truce if they meet their match.  Once a truce is implemented they will have time to learn from their mistakes, prepare and train, gather strength, then break the truce if convenient and start to fight again.  If they begin to get crushed and a truce is rejected by their opponents then their fighters will simply blend back into civilian life and wait for another day and perhaps another Islamic terror organization. 
None of their local opponents have both the will and ability to defeat ISIS in the Sunni-Arab regions. The Kurds continue to win and lose, the Shia are forming their own defensive areas, but the Arab-Sunni regions are now mostly under ISIS control.  As the borders become more static ISIS will continue to garner support from Muslims worldwide and grow in strength all the while exporting Islamic terrorism. 

Islam is a religion of power:  power of Muslim over non-Muslim, power of strong Muslim over weak Muslim, power of men over women.  To the victor go the spoils.  This is ISIS’s approach.  Historic Islam’s expansion was stopped only by force of arms.  It was not only prayer nor preaching.  It was stopped only by Christian, and other nations, fighting the Muslims and winning the wars. 


WHAT HAPPENS NEXT?  ISLAM IN THE WEST 

While ISIS continues to build its strength Western leadership is still too cowardly or two ignorant to identify the true-Islamic component of ISIS’s theology.  During WW2 Americans from all walks of life were able to identify and condemn Nazism freely.  But today American’s who speak out about the evils of real Islam, Muhammad’s Islam, ISIS’s Islam, are censored.  Hence you have the Kurt Shilling situation where ESPN censured him for speaking the truth, or Brandeis University who out of fear of political incorrectness revoked their honorary degree to Ayaan Hirsi Ali.  Western society is too weak, ignorant, and confused to stand strong.  However, things in this realm are improving. 

The West’s law enforcement agencies are short-term tacticians who are able to identify, take action against, and neutralize Muslim terrorists effectively.  They are good at cutting off the top of the weed.  Yet the weed will continue to grow back and over time the willpower, discipline, and strength of these agencies will wane and fail.  Dedicated Muslims are focused and in this for the long haul while Western leaders are short sighted, ignorant, corruptible, and lack stamina. 

Until the poisonous root is identified and understood to be Islam, Western leaders will slide slowly deeper into the muck and mire of failure.  This understanding is missing at the highest levels of political and enforcement leadership.  Like ancient witch doctors they identify and treat symptoms but not the cause.  They often kill or capture Muslims who are plotting evil but never identify the source of that poison.  At best political correctness allows them to say, “the enemy is radical Islam!” and even then they fear censure.  No, the enemy is Islam, real Islam, Muhammad’s Islam. 

This higher, or deeper, war is between Islam and all that is non-Islamic.  A Muslim need not be a member of ISIS or al-Qaeda to support or carry out terrorism and violence.  The world has seen countless attacks by lone-wolf Muslims who are not affiliated with terror groups. 

Most Muslims in the West are copying Muhammad’s process: live in peace as you gain power, once you have more power, subject your enemies and establish Islam’s rule.  This has happened in parts of Europe where in some of the larger cities Muslims are helping terrorists and have established Islamic “no-go” areas. 


THE PAST IS THE FUTURE 

Here are two applicable events from Muhammad’s life that bear upon Islam’s power and the actions of Muslims in the West.  The first is Muhammad’s order to kill those that opposed or rejected him.  In this case it was the Jews in Medina but Muhammad’s injunction in applicable to any Muslim today:

"The apostle said, "Kill any Jew that falls into your power." Thereupon Muhayyisa b. Masud leapt upon Ibn Sunayna, a Jewish merchant with whom they had social and business relations, and killed him. Huwayyisa was not a Muslim at the time though he was the elder brother. When Muhayyisa killed him Huwayyisa began to beat him, saying, 'You enemy of God, did you kill him when much of the fat on your belly comes from his wealth?' Muhayyisa answered, 'Had the one who ordered me to kill him ordered me to kill you I would have cut your head off.'" [2]
This event describes what so many of the lone-wolf Muslims have done:  when the time comes they will attack and kill people in West who have been their friends and helped them through life.  A Muslim is to obey Muhammad/Allah and this includes fighting that which is non-Islamic.  This is more than a question of principles; it’s a question of loyalty.  When a choice is needed between loyalty to Islam or loyalty to non-Muslim friends, Islam wins out often.  Non-Muslim friends are still “kafir,” unbelievers, dirty infidels, whom Allah will destroy. 

The second event is similar to the first.  Here, one of Muhammad’s assassins (Umayya) failed to kill his target, fled his pursuers, and hid in a cave.  Later a one-eyed shepherd (badu) entered the cave to sleep.  The shepherd asked the Muslim who he was and Umayya hid his true religious faith, and intentions, from the shepherd.  They spoke and learned they were from the same clan.  This caused the shepherd to trust the Muslim.  They spoke as friends and as they went to sleep the shepherd said in passing that he would never become a Muslim…

"as soon as the badu was asleep and snoring I got up and killed him in a more horrible way than any man has been killed. I put the end of my bow in his sound eye, then I bore down on it until I forced it out at the back of his neck."

After returning to Medina Umayya met with Muhammad and told him about the murder:

... "He asked my news and when I told him what had happened he blessed me".[3]
This shepherd was not a threat to the Muslim assassin.  He was not a military man or combatant, he was a civilian.  However he was also a man who rejected Muhammad’s claim to be a prophet.  The Muslim deceived the shepherd, gained his trust, and when the shepherd’s guard was down, the time was convenient and the Muslim murdered the shepherd.  Muhammad blessed this man who murdered a one-eyed shepherd while he slept. 

These two events describe Europe’s and America’s future.  Muslims are going to continue to plan and execute attacks against any target of opportunity, military or civilian.  Over time they will become more successful and more effective.  They are dedicated, focused, and determined warriors.  They will learn from their failures and mistakes and improve. 
There is another aspect to this theme that most Americans are ignorant of.  During the Middle Ages Muslim armies tried for hundreds of years to conquer Constantinople.  It represented the seat of Christianity’s strength.  It was the prime target of Islam and tens of thousands of Muslims died trying to conquer it.  Regardless of the cost in blood and treasure it had to fall.  Eventually, due to corruption within the Orthodox church and the carnal split between them and the Catholics, Constantinople fell.  It was Islam’s greatest victory in the last thousand years!  America is today’s Constantinople.  Muslims worldwide understand this.  The Ayatollah Khomeini understood this and branded America as the “Great Satan.”  He knew that the hideous strength of America impeded Islam’s conquest so it had to be broken.  

 



CHRISTIANS GET INVOLVED! 

To Christians: share the gospel with Muslims.  More Muslims are finding Christ today than ever before in Islam’s 1400 year history.  Muslims are thinking about the contradictions in the Quran, seeing the records of Muhammad’s evil, seeing the evil perpetrated by their leaders, and they know that deep down there is something better.  Get involved as best as you can.  Put your hand to the plow, put your shoulder to the work and labor.  Why sit in the bleachers when you could be playing on the field making a difference?  Forgive me, but wouldn’t you want to stand before God and know that you entered the battle as a soldier instead of sitting in your easy chair?  But do more than just pass out cookies.  Share the real Gospel, seek actual conversions: Jesus the Son of God, the Savior who died for our sins to bring us forgiveness, acceptance, and eternal life with God the Father. 

Earlier I asked how to kill the poisonous root. I have my opinions and viewpoints but this is not the venue to present or discuss them.  Nor is that discussion within the scope of the Answering Islam website.  The over-arching goal is defeating Islam’s ideology. 

However I must say this: 

Some martial pundits have an easy time saying “send in the troops” because they have no skin in the game.  It won’t be their son being killed for absolutely nothing (per George W. Bush’s Iraq war.  He wasted your sons’ lives and your dollars).  Personally I do not support putting a single boot on the ground until a comprehensive “destroy ISIS permanently” plan is established.  Otherwise politicians and generals will continue to piss young soldiers’ lives away.  In fact, I say strongly to all Christian parents, keep your children out of the military until the military and President have both the right perspective, and plan, to defeat the enemy comprehensively.  Otherwise you will let calloused self-serving leaders spill your children’s blood for nothing.  Obama’s presidency, and the one before it, did not have our soldiers’ backs, why should citizens volunteer to sacrifice ourselves in meaningless service, not for the country, but for politicians’ whims?
