“The truth shall make you free”

Q: We are not well and are basically home bound. We do have a Catholic Eucharistic Minister who brings us REAL Communion. A Baptist Chaplain from Hospice also visits us. Now she has started to bring what she calls "communion". The "hosts" are in small plastic sealed vials. I asked her where she got them and she said "from a Christian Supply Store". I almost had to laugh to myself because I know that REAL Communion must come in a pyx from a Tabernacle and Consecrated by a Catholic Priest. Is it alright to receive these "hosts" (it seems to me that it is no different than consuming an unconsecrated Communion host)? Should we allow her to continue bringing this? -Mike Coppi
A: You should not allow her to bring you her non-Catholic communion because you cannot receive it, according to Catholic Church law.  

“Holy Communion: The Body, Blood, Soul and Divinity of Jesus Christ received under the forms of bread and wine.”
 “Because this bread and wine have been made Eucharist, we call this food Eucharist, and no one may take part of it unless he believes that what we teach is true (all doctrines of Holy Church), has received baptism for the forgiveness of sins and new birth, and lives in keeping with what Christ taught.”
 
“There are no Referendum churches (Anglican, Lutheran, or others) with valid (Holy) orders, and therefore, none with a valid Eucharist. They all lost apostolic succession when they rejected priesthood and sacrifice and began ordaining men according to the ‘new’ theology. After one generation of that, there was no one left with valid orders.”

“Anyone conscious of a grave (mortal) sin must receive the sacrament of Reconciliation before coming to communion.”

“I ask all the Church's Pastors and the Christian faithful to receive this catechism in a spirit of communion and to use it assiduously in fulfilling their mission of proclaiming the faith and calling people to the Gospel life. This catechism is given to them that it may be a sure and authentic reference text for teaching catholic doctrine and particularly for preparing local catechisms.”

 “The Church is considered the family of God, and rules exist to protect that family as a whole as well as the individual members. Specifically, Catholics are obligated to follow all the divine laws of God, the natural moral law, Church law (also known as canon law), and all the legitimate and ethical civil laws of their city, state, and nation as long as they don’t contradict the laws of God and the Church. This viewpoint is reinforced by what Christ said: Render to Caesar what is Caesar’s and to God what is God’s.”
  
“Willful disobedience to Church authority constitutes grave matter (mortal sin).”
 

“Only a priest (Catholic) ordained by a bishop who has authentic apostolic authority can effect the change of bread and wine into the real body, blood, soul, and divinity of Christ. Which means that these congregations (Protestant), even though they believe they are receiving the Real Presence, are not actually doing so. They are receiving a piece of bread and some wine. In most (Orthodox is an exception) Protestant, Evangelical, and non-denominational congregations, however, not only do they not have a validly ordained priest, but they also do not even believe in the Real Presence. Their communion service is meant to be merely a symbol. In the Catholic Church, we believe the reception of Communion is the sign and symbol of union – union between Christ and those who receive Him, and union between all those who receive Christ in this sacrament. When you receive communion in a non-Catholic faith tradition, you are saying, with your body, that you believe as they believe. You are telling everyone present that there is essentially no difference between what they believe about communion and what you, as a Catholic, believe about Communion. You are telling a lie with your body. THAT IS WHY CATHOLICS SHOULD NOT RECEIVE COMMUNION, OR THE LORD’S SUPPER, OUTSIDE THE BOUNDS OF THE CATHOLIC CHURCH.”
 “Protestant: The term came to designate all those groups and individuals who espoused the anti-Catholic reformation in the sixteenth century.”

“In order to be in accord with Catholic faith, we must firmly maintain that in objective reality, independently of our mind, THE BREAD AND WINE HAVE CEASED TO EXIST AFTER THE CONCECRATION, SO THAT THE ADORABLE BODY AND BLOOD OF THE LORD JESUS FROM THAT MOMENT ON ARE REALLY BEFORE US UNDER THE SACRAMENTAL SPECIES OF BREAD AND WINE.”

“The Catholic faithful, while respecting the religious convictions of these separated brethren (Protestants), MUST REFRAIN FROM RECEIVING THE COMMUNION DISTRIBUTED IN THEIR CELEBRATIONS, so as to not condone an ambiguity (doubtful or double meaning) above the nature of the Eucharist and, consequently, to fail in their duty to bear clear witness to the truth. It is unthinkable to substitute for Sunday Mass ecumenical celebrations of the word or services of common prayer with Christians from the aforementioned Ecclesial Communities, or even participation in their own liturgical services. Such celebrations and services, however praiseworthy in certain situations, prepare for the goal of full communion (with them).”
  
“The (Catholic) community, in receiving the Eucharistic presence of the Lord, receives the entire gift of salvation and shows, that it is the image and true presence of the one, holy, catholic and apostolic Church.”
 
“You must be in communion to receive communion. Being in communion means being united with all the Church teaches, prays, and does. Non-Catholics, for example, obviously aren’t in full or complete union; otherwise, they’d be Catholics.”
