Note: In this report I may occasionally use bold print, large print, CAPITALIZATION, Italics, or word underlining for emphasis. This will be my personal emphasis and not that of the source that I am quoting. Footnote numbers in parenthesis are my personal library numbering system.
“Thou shalt not kill.”

Q: Are we required to OBEY doctrines and dogmas of the Catholic Church? 

A: YES. Doctrine of the Catholic Church: A generic phase for the teachings of the Church regarding FAITH AND MORALS, given by her founder, Jesus Christ, to the Apostles FOR THE SALVATION OF ALL. ‘Doctrine’ means the contents of Divine Revelation, AS WELL AS EACH SPECIFIC TENENT OF THE FAITH.”
 “Tenet: An opinion, DOCTRINE, or principle HELD AS BEING TRUE.”

“The church’s Magisterium exercises the authority it holds from Christ to the fullest extent when it defines dogmas, that is, when it proposes, in a form OBLIGING THE CHRISTIAN PEOPLE TO AN IRREVOCABLE ADHERENCE OF FAITH, truths contained in divine Revelation or also when it proposes in a definitive way, truth having a necessary connection with these. There is an organic connection between our spiritual life and the dogmas. Dogmas are lights along the path of faith; they illuminate it (the faith) and make it secure. Conversely, if our life is upright, our intellect and heart will be open to welcome the light shed by the dogmas of faith.”
  

This is the non-negotiable teaching of Holy Church regarding a willing abortion: “A person who procures a successful abortion incurs an automatic (latae sententiae) excommunication.”
 “Those who are excommunicated or interdicted after the imposition or declaration of the penalty and others who obstinately persist in manifest grave sin are NOT TO BE ADMITTED TO HOLY COMMUNION.”

"And I say to thee: That thou art Peter; and upon this rock I will build my church, and the gates of hell shall not prevail against it. And I will give to thee the keys of the kingdom of heaven. And whatsoever thou shalt bind upon earth, it shall be bound also in heaven: and whatsoever thou shalt loose upon earth, it shall be loosed also in heaven."
 Christ gave Peter alone the ‘keys to the kingdom’ and promised that Peter’s decisions would be BINDING IN HEAVEN.”
 “These doctrines (of the Catholic Church) are ‘defined’ AND THUS UNOPTIONABLE AND AUTHENTIC TEACHINGS OF THE CHURCH. They are also said to be de fide – as belonging to the VERY SUBSTANCE OF THE FAITH – AND THUS CALLING FOR THE ASSENT OF ALL CATHOLICS.”
 “Assent: to express agreement; concur.”
 
“The Church is considered the family of God, and rules exist to protect that family as a whole as well as the individual members. Specifically, CATHOLICS ARE OBLIGED TO FOLLOW ALL THE DIVINE LAWS OF GOD, THE NATURAL AND MORAL LAW, AND CHURCH LAW (doctrine, dogma, etc.).”
 We say our Profession of Faith during Holy Mass. As you will recall, part of it says: “I believe in one, holy, Catholic and apostolic Church.”
 Many of us say this Profession of Faith out of habit and don’t dwell much on what we have said. This is a pledge or promise to God that we actually believe and accept what we have just said. If we really do not believe this there is no point in saying it! When we say this we are inferring that we believe and accept the magisterial teachings of our beloved Church!

“Heresy is the obstinate post-baptismal denial of some truth, which must be believed with divine and Catholic faith.”
 “Can. 229 §1. Lay persons are bound by the obligation and possess the right to acquire knowledge of Christian doctrine appropriate to the capacity and condition of each in order for them to be able to live according to this doctrine, announce it themselves, defend it if necessary, and take their part in exercising the apostolate.”
 “Apostolate: Labors done in the name of Christ. Laypersons have for their apostolate the responsibility to preach Christ in their homes and workplaces.

“Abortion - God loves each human life from the instant of his or her conception and entrusts this gift to the protection of a mother and father. Abortion ends the life of a child and offends God. It also deeply wounds the women and men involved.”
 Please note that this teaching from the U.S.C.C.B. does not include or infer that some abortions may be permissible, such as conception from rape, cannot afford another baby or any other reasoning. Only God alone can decide if and when to take a baby! “Unintentional ignorance can diminish or even remove the imputability of a grave offense. But no one is deemed to be ignorant of the principles of the moral law, which are written in the conscience of every man.”
 We must once again declare that the direct interruption (abortion) of the generative process already begun, and, above all, directly willed and procured abortion, even if for therapeutic reasons, ARE TO BE ABSOLUTELY EXCLUDED AS LICIT MEANS OF REGULATING BIRTH.
 Please note here that the Church and Pope Paul VI DO NOT give any exceptions to this command. In other words you cannot ‘pray this away’ or conclude that you discern differently. Holy Church has commanded us for Christ in finality, forever, to not ever be changed! 

“Called to beatitude but wounded by sin, man stands in need of salvation from God. Divine help comes to him in Christ through the law that guides him and the grace that sustains him.”
 “Together the pope and the bishops form the teaching authority of the Church, which is called the magisterium. The magisterium, guided and protected from error by the Holy Spirit, GIVES US CERTAINTY IN THE MATTER OF DOCTRINE. The Church is the custodian of the Bible and faithfully and accurately proclaims its message, a task which God has empowered it to do.”

 “And the Lord said to Moses: Come up to me into the mount, and be there: and I will give thee tables of stone, AND THE LAW, and the commandments which I have written: that thou mayest teach them.”
 Note: See footnote number 1.

 “If a political candidate supported abortion, or any other moral evil, such as assisted suicide and euthanasia, for that matter, it would NOT BE MORALLY PERMISSIBLE FOR YOU TO VOTE FOR THAT PERSON. This is because, in voting for such a person, you would become an accomplice in the moral evil at issue. For this reason, moral evils such as abortion, euthanasia and assisted suicide are examples of a ‘disqualifying issue’. A disqualifying issue is one of such enormity that by itself renders a candidate for office unacceptable regardless of his position on other matters. A candidate for office who supports abortion rights or any other moral evil has disqualified himself as a person that you can vote for. You may not vote for any candidate who supports abortion rights.”
 

Please note that this entire paragraph is a doctrinal teaching of Holy Church that all Catholics are required to believe under penalty of serious sin!
“The faith, in its integrity has been entrusted to the Church by Christ through the ministry of the Apostles (handed down to current bishops). The Roman Pontiff and the Bishops in communion with him, has its authority from our Lord Jesus Christ. Christ has conferred upon the Apostles, with Peter as their head, and their successors, the Bishops, with the successor of Peter as their head, the authority to teach authentically.”
 “To obey (from the Latin ob-audire, to ‘hear or listen to’ in faith is to submit freely to the word that has been heard, because its truth is guaranteed by God, who is Truth itself. Abraham is the model of such obedience offered us by Sacred Scripture. The Virgin Mary is its most perfect embodiment.”
 “By faith, man completely submits his intellect and will to God. With his whole being (body, mind, intellect, heart & soul) man gives his assent to God the revealer. Sacred scripture calls this human response to God, the author of revelation, ‘THE OBEDIENCE OF FAITH’.”
 

“The case of a Catholic politician who is ‘consistently campaigning and voting for permissive abortion and euthanasia laws’ would constitute ‘formal cooperation’ in grave sin that is ‘manifest’.”
 “Biden is not a Catholic in good standing and he should not approach to receive Holy Communion.”
 Asked specifically about Biden, Burke said he ‘has not only been actively supporting procured abortion in our country but has announced publicly in his campaign that he intends to make the practice of procured abortion available to everyone in the widest possible form and to repeal the restrictions on this practice which have been put in place.”

 “The laity should, as all Christians, promptly accept in Christian obedience decisions of their spiritual shepherds, since they are representatives of Christ as well as teachers and rulers in the Church.”
