Catholic priest found hanging in Indian parish
Andhra Pradesh police have sealed his house and collected blood samples and a knife found near his body

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Police in southern India's Andhra Pradesh state have begun an investigation into the alleged suicide of a Catholic priest whose wounded body was found hanging inside his parish house.

The body of 50-year-old Father Yeruva Bala Shoury Reddy was found hanging from the ceiling fan of his bedroom in Kolakalur parish in Guntur Diocese on June 20.
Before hanging himself, the priest had tried to kill himself by stabbing himself in his stomach, said diocesan chancellor Father Madhu Balaswamy.
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The police recovered a knife from the room and there was an injury to his stomach, he told UCA News on June 23.
Church officials said they believe the priest committed suicide because of depression.
"We feel that he took the extreme step under loneliness or depression, and nobody in the diocese knew about it," Father Balaswamy said.
A suicide note police recovered written in his native Telugu language "explains the pains of loneliness," the priest said.
However, he said, only a police investigation could ascertain the exact reasons for the death.
Some people in the diocese suspect it to be a case of murder. A note circulating on social media said the door of the parish house was open and the priest's legs were touching the floor.
The note also raised suspicions about the rush to project the death as a case of suicide even before a police investigation.
Bishop Bhagaiah Chinnabathini of Guntur has promised full cooperation with the police in the investigation and asked his priests and family members of the deceased to provide all information the police might seek.
Some priests who did not want to be named said Father Reddy had no enemies and was a good pastor, social worker and retreat preacher.
Bishop Chinnabathini led his funeral service with some 50 priests of the diocese, family members and other local people adhering to Covid-19 protocols including social distancing.
Father Reddy had celebrated his priestly jubilee this year, said Father Balaswamy. He stayed at his home for two months during the Covid-lockdown and returned to his parish after the government relaxed lockdown rules and allowed regular Masses to resume on June 8.
His body was first seen by the parish's catechist as he prepared for Sunday Mass. He informed diocesan officials and police.
Police have now sealed the parish house and collected blood samples, a knife and other evidence available from his room.
The body of another Catholic priest, 51-year-old Father George Ettupara, was fished out of a well near his parish in Punnathura village in Kerala state on June 22. He is also suspected of committing suicide following depression.

Indian priest found with throat cut
Mystery surrounds the death of Father Santosh Chepathini on a railway track in Andhra Pradesh

A senior Catholic priest found on a railway track with his throat cut in Andhra Pradesh state in southern India was buried in his home parish on Dec. 12 even as mystery shrouds his death.
The body of 62-year-old Father Santosh Chepathini, priest of Chintakani Parish in Khammam Diocese in Telangana state in southern India, was found close to Vijaywada railway station in Andhra Pradesh early on Dec. 10 by a railway patrol team.

No identifying documents were found, according to a railway official, but a photo of the priest’s bloodstained body was circulated among police and officers from his parish identified Father Chepathini.

Diocesan officials confirmed his identity and received his body after completing legal formalities including a post-mortem examination on Dec. 11, said an official who did not want to be identified.

“The body was found 500 meters away from the railway station,” added the official.

Diocesan officials were not sure if it was a case of suicide or murder as his death seemed to have been caused by a deep cut on his throat.

“We do not know if it is a suicide or murder,” Father T. Showry, vicar general of Khammam Diocese, told UCA New on Dec. 12.

“We are shocked. The priest was in the diocese on Dec. 9 and was under tremendous depression.”

Father Chepathini had taken leave from his ministry on account of his depression, but “we could not believe he would take his life,” Father Showry said.

A senior priest on condition of anonymity told UCA News that the deceased priest had collected more than 7 million rupees (US$95,000) from many people to provide houses, but he lost the entire amount when someone cheated him.

It might have been a reason for him to take such an extreme step as suicide as he was unable to pay back the sum, the priest added.
Father Showry said the diocese had no details of how much money Father Chepathini had collected and who cheated him.

“Yes, it is true that such information recently reached the diocese but we have not gone for any kind of inquiry as no one connected with it approached diocesan officials,” he added.

The diocese, is waiting for the autopsy report to find out the cause of the priest’s death.

“If someone jumps before a train, no doubt the body will have several injuries,” said Father Showry, adding that in this case only the throat was cut.

The deaths of other Indian priests and a nun have raised questions.  

On July 1, Father Xavier Alwin, 36, was found hanging from the ceiling fan of his residence in Tuticorin Diocese in southern India's Tamil Nadu state.

On June 22, the body of another priest, 51-year-old Father George Ettupara, was fished out of a well near his parish in Punnathura village in Kerala state. He is suspected of committing suicide following depression.

On June 20, the body of 50-year-old Father Yeruva Bala Shoury Reddy was found hanging from the ceiling fan of his bedroom in Kolakalur parish in Guntur Diocese of Andhra Pradesh state.

A 21-year-old student nun's body was found in the well of her convent on May 7. The nun belonged to the convent of the Basilian congregation in Kerala's Pathanamthitta district.

Last year on Oct. 11, Father Mahesh D'Souza**, 36, of Udupi Diocese in Karnataka state, was found hanging from a ceiling fan in his room. He was a parish priest and principal of a diocese-run school.

Another Catholic priest commits suicide in India

A Catholic priest was found hanging on July 1 morning in Tuticorin, Tamil Nadu.
Father Xavier Alwin of Tuticorin diocese is the fourth Catholic priest to end life in the past one year in India.

“It is sad to inform the unexpected demise of Fr. Alwin, aged 35. His funeral will take place at 4 pm on 2nd July 2020, Thursday, in Amalinagar. Heartfelt condolences to the bereaved family. May his soul rest in peace,” says a message from Father Norbert Thomas, chancellor of Tuticorin diocese.

Earlier this year, Father Alwin was appointed the English teacher at St. Thomas Matriculation School in Tuticorin town. He came to the hostel 15 days ago since the schools are closed because of the nationwide lockdown to contain the coronavirus pandemic.

Father was found hanging from a ceiling fan when the school staff went to call him. After knocking the door for a long time, they looked inside through the window and found him hanging.

His body was taken for postmortem and a case has been filed in Vadabagam South police station. Police inspector Arul is investigating the case and the details are still unknown until the evening.

Father Alwin’s friends and associates have expressed shock over his sudden death. They described him as a jovial and enthusiastic person who was fun loving. “He made everyone happy. I could not even think of him dead,” says a priest of Tuticorin diocese, requesting anonymity.

Father Alwin was born in 1984 in Amalinagar, a small coastal village of near Tiruchendur in Tuticorin district. He was ordained in 2015 and served as assistant parish priest in Kootapuli, Manapad, and then in St. Antony’s Church in Tuticorin before being appointed as the English teacher.

Hi colleagues recall that Father Alwin loved to be with the students and motivated them. He was also a collaborator of the Thoondil Students Movement, an initiative of few likeminded priests of the diocese to prepare the coastal area students for competitive examinations.

The priest had also worked with the transgender community for their rights.

Father Alwin’s death has come 12 days after the body of Father Thomas Ettuparayil was found in a well inside a parish compound in Kerala. The priest was in-charge of St Thomas Church Punnathura under the Archdiocese of Changanacherry.

He had gone missing on June 21 and his body was recovered a day later.

On June 20, Father Bala Showry Reddy, the vicar of Kolakalur parish Guntur diocese, was found hanging from the ceiling fan in the presbytery.

The diocesan sources said the priest ended his life because of loneliness and depression because of the nationwide lockdown.

On October 11, 2019, Father Mahesh D’Souza** of Udupi diocese in Karnataka diocese was also found hanging from a ceiling fan in his room in Shirva in Udupi district. The 36-year-old priest was serving as assistant parish priest of Our Lady of Health Church and the principal of Don Bosco School attached to the parish.

Increasing reports of priest suicides have prompted the editor of the Indian Currents weekly to call for a review of seminary formation and monitoring of the life of priests at work places.

“A few things need unadulterated attention of the hierarchy – a relook at the protracted training imparted in seminaries and formation houses; a review and monitoring of the life of priests at their work places; and heed to the feedback from the ground and act upon it,” Capuchin Father Suresh Mathew, wrote in the weekly’s latest edition.

Third ‘unnatural death’ of an Indian Catholic priest in ten days

Shortly after two other similar cases, a third Catholic priest in India has been found dead from “unnatural” causes.
Fr. Xavier Alwin, aged 36, was found on July 1 hanging from the ceiling of his room. He was living next to a school he taught at, which was run by the Tuticorin Diocese in the southern state of Tamil Nadu.

Bishop Stephen Antony Pillai of Tuticorin said that a suicide note was recovered by police which explained that the priest was “frustrated”, but the bishop added that he did not know the reason for the “frustration that led him to take the extreme step.” Speaking to UCA News on July 2, the bishop added: “The police are investigating the case. We will know the reasons after that.”

The bishop explained that a priest visited Fr. Alwin’s room after he had failed to turn up for breakfast. “When there was no response, [the priest] used a spare key to open the door and found Father Alwin hanging from the ceiling fan.”

“[Fr. Alwin] was very active, kind-hearted and mingled with everyone. People loved him so much,” the bishop said. “It is unbelievable that he took such a step. People who know him wonder what has happened to him.”

The last two weeks also saw the “unnatural” deaths of Fr. Yeruva Bala Shoury Reddy and Fr. George Ettuparayil.
Fr. Shoury, a 50-year-old priest at Kolakalur parish in Andhra Pradesh state, was found hanging in his room on June 20 with a stab wound in his stomach. Guntur diocese said that they believed Fr. Shoury had taken his own life and said that a suicide note had been found which “explains the pains of loneliness” the priest had suffered.

However, a message circulating on social media suggested Fr. Shoury may have been murdered, claiming that the parish door had been left open and that the priest’s legs were found touching the floor. The message criticised the rush to judge the case a suicide before the police had completed their investigation.

Fr. Ettuparayil was found dead inside a well on June 22, shortly after parishioners reported him missing from St Thomas Church near Kottayam, Kerala. A parishioner who helped search for the priest told the Indo-Asian News Service: “His mobile was in the room and we found out that the CCTV was also switched off.”

The popular priest was said to have sought a transfer prior to his death in response to a fire that had previously broken out on church premises. A number of people were injured in the incident, with one person hospitalised, which reportedly left Fr Ettuparayil deeply distressed.

On June 18, a church group appealed for an independent inquiry into the death of a 21-year-old nun, Sr. Divya P John, whose body was also recovered from a well near her convent on May 7.

The group said that Tomin J. Thachankary, additional director general of Kerala’s Crime Branch, “rejected his agency’s report that there was no foul play in her death.” They added that Sr. Divya was the twentieth nun to have been found dead inside a well in Kerala over the last thirty-three years and that it was high time that the church authorities “woke up” to the problem.

The body of a Catholic priest was found in a well close to his parish house in India's Kerala state. Officials suspect it to be a case of suicide.
Police fished out the body of 51-year-old Father George Ettupara on June 22, a day after he went missing from Punnathura village in Alappuzha district of the southern state.
He was the parish priest of St. Thomas Church that functions under the Eastern-rite Syro-Malabar Archdiocese of Changanassery.
A search for the priest began after he failed to arrive at the bishop's house at 4pm on June 21 for a meeting scheduled with the bishop. Suspicion grew when calls to his mobile phone received no response.
"The priest had also told the bishop that he might go to his sister's house. But when contacted, we were told that he did not reach there too," said Father Joseph Vaniapurackal, the archdiocese's vicar general.
"We enquired about him in all possible places," and when that failed informed the police, Father Vaniapurackal told UCA News on June 22.
The search continued on the morning of June 22 and searchers stumbled on a small portion of mud from the wall of the well. They summoned fire personnel, who entered the well and found his body there, the priest said.
The priest was depressed following a fire accident in the parish house two weeks ago in which four persons sustained burn injuries, one of them critically, Father Vaniapurackal said.
Workers sustained injuries when the fire spread while they were repairing a shed near the parish house. The fire also reportedly destroyed some documents in the parish house.
"The priest took over the parish only a couple of months ago following his return from the United States, where he had worked for the past five years," the vicar general said.

Father Vaniapurackal suspected it to be a case of suicide. However, he said, the police will establish the cause of death and its circumstances after their probe.
The parish house's door was not locked and the priest's mobile phone was on the table in silent mode. The CCTV in the parish was also turned off, media reports said.
The synod of the Syro-Malabar Church, its highest decision-making body, has expressed its deepest condolences to parishioners and the diocese.

The priest's death comes after a 21-year-student nun's body was found in the well of her convent on May 7. The nun belonged to the convent of the Basilian congregation in Kerala's Pathanamthitta district.

Last week a group of priests and nuns asked church officials to hold an impartial inquiry into the case, saying there have been around 20 such unnatural deaths of nuns in India over the last 33 years.

Missing Catholic priest found dead inside a well in Kerala

A Catholic priest from Kerala, India, was found dead inside a church well on Monday morning after local parishioners reported him missing on Sunday.
Fr. George Ettuparayil, aged 57, had taken over at St Thomas Church near Kottayam last year after returning to India from long stays away in the United States and Italy.

After members of his parish registered a missing person’s complaint on Sunday, police assisted locals in a thorough search of the area. The local fire service were eventually called to investigate the church well, where Fr. Ettuparayil’s body was later recovered.

A local described Sunday’s events to the Indo-Asian News Service. “It was yesterday morning when a few parishioners who went to meet him discovered that he was not in his room. When they opened his room, they found that he was not there,” they said.

“His mobile was in the room and we found out that the CCTV was also switched off. We came to know that he had an appointment with the diocesan bishop on Sunday as he was seeking a transfer. When we checked up with the dioceses, it was found that he had not appeared for the meeting.”

The popular priest was said to have sought a transfer after a fire broke out on the church premises. A number of people were injured in the incident, with one person still in hospital, which reportedly left the parish priest deeply distressed.

Fr. Ettuparayil’s case has been registered as an unnatural death and police say the exact cause will be announced after the autopsy has been completed.

Last week, a church group appealed for an independent inquiry into the death of a young nun, Sr. Divya P John, whose body was recently recovered from a well near her convent.

The group said that Tomin J. Thachankary, additional director general of Kerala’s Crime Branch, “has rejected his agency’s report that there was no foul play in her death.” They added that Sr Divya was the twentieth nun to have been found dead inside a well in Kerala over the last few decades and that it was high time that the church authorities “woke up” to the problem.

Andhra police probe Guntur priest’s “suicide”

Police in Andhra Pradesh have launched a probe into the death of a Catholic priest, an alleged case of suicide because of loneliness and depression.
The 50-year-old Bala Showry Reddy, the vicar of Kolakalur parish under the diocese of Guntur diocese, was on June 20 found hanging from the ceiling fan in the presbytery.

Diocesan chancellor Father Madhu Balaswamy said the police, in presence of priests, parishioners and the priest’s family members, broke open the door and took down the body, Later, it was sent for autopsy.

The body was buried his home parish in the presence of Bishop Bhagaiah Chinnabathini and 50 priests from the diocese.

Family members and local people also attended the funeral.

The police recovered a knife from his room after found wound marks on his body, apparently to kill him first by stabbing.

The death was discovered by the catechist, who came to prepare for the Sunday Mass on June 21. He found the priest hanging and informed the diocesan authorities and others.

The chancellor said Father Reddy had celebrated the silver jubilee of his priestly ordination this year.

The priest also stayed at his home for two months during the Covid-lockdown and returned to the parish after the government relaxed lockdown rules.

The police also recovered a note in the handwriting of the priest in Telugu language where he speaks of loneliness.

“We feel that he took the extreme step under loneliness or depression and nobody in the diocese knew about it,” Father Balaswamy added.

The police have sealed the presbytery and collected the blood samples, knife and other evidences. “We will come to know exact reason how he died only after the completion of police probe,” the chancellor added.

Claretian Father Johny Kattuppara, who first discussed the death in social media platform, described Father Reddy as a mild mannered social worker and spiritual guide.

Father Kattupara told Matters India that when he contacted Bishop Bhagaiah Chinnabathini of Guntur, the prelate told him that they “are doing everything possible to cooperate with the family and police” to find out the truth behind his death.

The prelate has asked his three vicars general, the priest’s family and the police department “so that maximum information could be gathered to help understand the reason behind this death,” Father Kattupara explained in his note posted in a network of lawyers who are priests and nuns.

Even as he tries to probe the death, the bishop “has also asked the family of the deceased to take time and raise anything that appears to be suspicious, so that fair enquiry could be carried out to their satisfaction,” the Claretian priest added.
Father Kattupara also said that people in Guntur have told him that Father Reddy was both in pastoral and social works. He had got many projects for the diocese as well as for the religious congregations to help the poor and needy.

Meanwhile concern was raised in Church circles over the increasing number of Catholic priests dying in mysterious circumstances.

Father Thomas Ettuparayil, priest-in-charge of St Thomas Church Punnathura under the Archdiocese of Changanacherry, was missing since June 21. His body was found on June 22 after a search involving the Kerala police and Fire Force department along with parishioners.
