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Kerala Orthodox church suspends 5 priests after 'sex for silence' tape

Kerala man has alleged that a group of priests blackmailed and sexually abused wife using her confessions.

The Malankara Orthodox Church in Kerala has suspended five priests over allegations that they sexually abused a woman from Thiruvalla.  

According to a complaint submitted to the Church by the survivor's husband, his wife was sexually preyed upon by the five priests. This after they allegedly blackmailed her based on her secret confessions. 

Confirming the complaint to TNM, Church spokesperson PC Elias said that the five priests have been suspended pending inquiry in the wake of allegations against them.

"We received a complaint from the woman's husband and the priests who have been accused have been suspended pending inquiry. We do not know if these allegations are true. Only after the inquiry can we say if it is genuine or fake. Future course of action will be decided based on the internal inquiry report," he said, refusing to divulge the identities of the five accused priests. 

The priests have been indefinitely suspended, until the inquiry is completed. If the allegations are found to be false, they will be reinstated, the spokesperson added. 

According to reports, three of the priests belong to Niranam Diocese in Thiruvalla, and one each from Thumbamon in Pandalam and Delhi. The church has 30 dioceses across the country. 

In the last few days, an audio clip purportedly of the woman's husband, has been doing the rounds on social media. 

The audio clip, which is a telephonic conversation between the man and another person, says that he confronted his wife upon seeing a hefty hotel bill in her e-mail account in February this year. Saying that he was raised as a believer of the Orthodox Church and has lived all his life in purity, the man says:

"The first bill in the statement was my wife’s hotel bill where she stayed in a five-star hotel. When I confronted her, she said that she was being blackmailed by one of the orthodox priests into having a sexual relationship with him. Many years ago, before we got married, a priest had sexually abused her and was blackmailing her since then. During my daughter’s baptism, she was mentally upset about what was happening and so she confessed her ordeal to another priest, who threatened that he’ll tell this to me. Threatening her so, he demanded sexual favours from her. He even took pictures of them together and shared those pictures with a third priest. He too, later started abusing my wife. They kept circulating the videos and now around 5-8 priests are involved." 

The man then goes on to name five priests from different Dioceses, and says that there are more priests involved, but that he hasn't been able to verify their identities. He added that his wife has not divulged the extent of the abuse, fearing that the priests would do something. 

"I was told that maximum punishment will be that they will be suspended. That is not enough for me, I want them defrocked and no other Church should take them in. They should be punished so that no one else does this," the man says in the audio. 

A police complaint is, however, yet to be filed in this regard.

Five priests of the Malankara Orthodox Church (MOC) have been directed to keep away from their official duties following a complaint from a believer alleging they have been blackmailing his wife for sexual favours.  Alarmingly for the MOC, the charge is confessional matter was used for initial blackmailing. However, no police complaint has been filed in connection with the incident.  In his complaint to the MOC headquarters at Devalokam, Kottayam, the husband contended his wife was sexually preyed upon by the priests who used her intimate pictures to subjugate her.  

MOC spokesperson P C Elias said, “The woman’s husband has levelled serious allegations. An inquiry will be conducted and future course of action will be decided based on the report.” The probe is being currently carried at the diocese-level. “As of now, we are not brushing aside the allegations or confirming it. Only a detailed probe will reveal the facts,” Elias said. While three priests belonged to the Niranam diocese in Tiruvalla, one belonged to Thumbamon in Pandalam and the fifth to Delhi MOC has given a directive that no priest should make any public statement on the issue. 
Meanwhile, an audio clip purportedly of the woman’s husband is doing the rounds on social media. In it, the man is heard telling another person he came to know about the incident when he saw hotel bills in her e-mail account in February.  

“Before our marriage, my wife was sexually abused by a priest and he continued to blackmail her even after that. She was upset and confessed her ordeal to another priest. He made sexual advancements and threatened he’ll reveal the confession details to me if she refused to cooperate. The priest also took pictures of them together and shared them with another priest who, in turn, threatened the pictures would be circulated if she failed to extend sexual favours to him as well. In due course, five to eight priests got involved with my wife,” the man said.

A Christian church in Kerala suspended five priests over allegations that they blackmailed and sexually exploited a married woman. The suspension came after the woman’s husband from Thiruvalla in Kottayam district complained to the Malankara Orthodox Church. He alleged his wife’s confession to one of the priests, supposed to be kept a secret under church laws, was used to blackmail her. A church spokesman confirmed the priests were suspended pending an inquiry but refused to reveal their names.

An audio clip in which the man narrates the plight of his wife, started circulating on social media a few days ago. In the clip, the man is heard saying that the wife was sexually abused by one the priests before she got married. He also alleged that the priest made some advances towards her even after marriage. He further said that during their daughter’s baptism, his wife confessed her ordeal to another priest. Instead of helping her out, he too started abusing her. The second priest later passed on the information to three of his fellow priests who also allegedly exploited her. In the audio clip, he also said that he didn’t want to reveal his wife’s identity public to avoid further embarrassment.

The church’s working committee member and priests’ trustee Father MO John said an inquiry panel had been formed to investigate the allegations against the five priests. “The five priests have been asked to keep away from officiating all priestly duties and function as head of parishes. They are not under suspension,” said Father John. He, however, said the complaint did not deserve a police probe. “In the complaint, the husband said one priest had abused his wife 380 times. Then, what they were doing until the figure reached 380. That is why the husband was not keen to move a police complaint,” he said, adding there was no substance in the allegation that the woman was trapped during confession.

Father also said later that some of the allegations were very old and a thorough inquiry was required to confirm their veracity. He also said the church will approach the police if the allegations had substance. Police are yet to file a case since no complaint has been filed against the accused. The church sources said three of the priests belong to Niranam Diocese in Thiruvalla and two others were from Pandalam and Delhi.

Kerala 'sex for silence' case: Priests say complainant has been at loggerheads with Church for a while now; activists cry foul

When a person confesses his sins to a priest, a very sacred sacramental seal is formed. Breaking this seal by the priest even to save his own life or that of another person or to aid the course of justice is treated as a grave sin by the Canon Law applicable to the Christians across the world.
A priest in Kerala committed this sin that amounts to criminal offence under the civil law by using the confession of a married woman to sexually exploit her and to present her to his fellow priests by sharing the details of the confession with them, according to the complaint of the woman's husband.

The man, a member of Malankara Syrian Orthodox Church, one of the most ancient churches, filed the complaint before the Church authorities after his wife narrated her ordeal following discovery of a five-star hotel bill in her email box. The incident came to light after his telephonic conversation with a church official got leaked and found its way to the social media, rocking the two-million strong church with 30 dioceses, including seven in other Indian states and three abroad.

According to the audio clip that has been widely circulated on social media, the woman confessed about her relationship with another priest before her marriage. The complaint said that the series of rape incidents began after the confession which was made during their daughter's baptism.

The man alleged that the priest had shared the confession with, at least, five to eight priests, who used them to blackmail and sexually exploit her. Church head, Catholicos Baselios Marthoma Paulose II, has removed five priests, including one from Delhi, mentioned in the complaint from their official duties pending inquiry.
Church spokesman P C Elias said that the Church will hand over the complaint to the police if the allegations were found true. He said that a thorough investigation was required to ascertain the veracity of the allegations as some of them were very old.

The woman’s husband has not filed a complaint with the police so far. He said in his audio clip that he was expecting the Church authorities to take action against the priests involved in the sexual exploitation. He wants the accused priests to be defrocked and removed from the church.

However, senior officials of the Church have taken the allegations with a pinch of salt. Church managing committee chairman Father Mathew Abraham said the complainant had crossed swords with the Church on several occasions in the past. “Once he created a scene in his parish committee meeting and tried to assault a priest. Other members of the parish had condemned his action and isolated him from the community. He may be trying to take revenge by raising baseless allegations against the priests,” Mathew said.

He said that it was difficult to believe that priests will take women to star hotels for sex. "It is not easy for anybody to do such things in star hotels which are under 24x7 CCTV surveillance. If any one of the priests accused by the complainant has taken his wife to the five-star hotel, it can be confirmed from the CCTV footage,” he added. Moreover, Mathew doubts whether any priest will break the seal of confession as his Church considers it as inviolable. He said that the present incident may be the first case of breaking the seal of confession since the origin of the Church in the evangelical activity of St Thomas the Apostle in the 1st century.

“All our priests realise the sanctity of the Sacrament of Penance. I don’t think anyone will do anything to break it. Moreover, most of our priests are living with families, maintaining high standards of Christian life,” the priest added. He also feels that the allegation could be part of attempts by a lobby trying to disrupt the reputation of the Church, which is involved in a legal battle with the rival Jacobite faction over the control of churches and their properties for nearly a century now.

However, the senior church official said that they will take the allegations seriously and asserted that exemplary punishment would be given to the priests if they have done anything wrong.

But church activists doubt it. Joemon Puthenpurackkal, who has been spearheading a campaign to bring to book two priests and a nun accused in a sex-related murder case for more than two-and-a-half decades, said that the Church had a long history of protecting the accused clergy.

He said he is still pursuing the case related to the murder of Sister Abhaya at a convent in Kottayam in March 1992 which is still pending in the trial court because of the Church attempting to protect the clergy involved in the case. He said that another minor girl was raped by a Catholic priest at Kottiyoor in Kannur district. Multiple institutions under the Church had sprung into action to shield Robin Vadakkancherry after the 17-year-old girl gave birth to a child. "Sexual abuse cases involving the clergy are on the rise in Kerala. This is because the church is protecting the guilty. If Church officials stop this and take stern and timely action against the guilty, such cases will come down," Puthenpurackal said.

There has been a string of sexual assault cases involving clergymen in the state in the recent years. The latest in the series is the rape of a 42-year-old Bangladeshi native by a Catholic priest from Pala diocese in Kottayam district.

The accused, Father Thomas Thanninilkumthadathil, had gone into hiding after the police registered a case against him following the woman’s complaint. The priest, vicar of St Mathew’s Church Perumthuruth near Kaduthuruthy surrendered before the police, following a huge public uproar in the social media.

Another Catholic priest from Thrissur had tried to escape similarly after raping a nine-year-old girl, who was attending classes for the Holy Communion, in 2014. Father Raju Kokken, vicar of the St. Paul’s Church at Thaikkattuserry, was later arrested and the case is now in a court in Thrissur.
In 2013, Father Arokiaraj, a priest at the St Stanislaus Church in Palakkad, had raped and killed 17-year-old Fatima. The priest, who confessed that he had sexually abused the victim, was dismissed from the church but the incident was not reported to the police. In December last year, a special court in Ernakulam awarded double life term to Fr Edwin Figarez on charges of raping a 14-year-old several times between January to March 2015 in the priest’s home at the Puthenvelikkara Church in Thrissur district.

Joemon said that the cases had come to light because of social media. Earlier, such cases were suppressed by the Church by exploiting the religious sentiments of the faithful, the human rights activist said.
Survivor of Kerala's 'Sex-For-Silence' Saga Narrated Her Story To The Police

Days after Kerala's Crime Branch booked four priests of an orthodox church in Kerala for rape and molestation, the police revealed that the arrests were made based on the woman's statement where she recounted how the priests coerced her to have sex with them in return for silence.
A source in the Kerala Crime Branch revealed to The Newsminute that the woman alleged that one of the priests used a confession she had written to threaten her and have sex with her. She told the police that she got involved with Father Abraham Varghese in 1999 --- she was a minor and Varghese was studying to become a priest. Later, both Varghese and the woman married different people, but she insists, the priest demanded their relationship continue.

Ten years after they started to meet, in 2009, the woman confessed to another priest in the same church about what happened during her own child's christening. This man threatened to revealed details about her relationship to her family and coerced her to have sex with her. Later, to battle the trauma, the woman sought counselling at the Church. The counsellor too, she alleged, threatened her and compelled her to have sex with him. According to The Newsminute report, he even demanded to meet only at five star hotels, driving the woman to steal money from her own family.

According to an India Today report from a week back, a third priest was also involved, who establish sexual relations with her, clicked pictures and sent them to the counsellor who then used the pictures to blackmail her.

The sordid cycle of abuse came to light when an audio-clip, where a man is heard narrating how five priests got together to harass and abuse his wife, started doing the rounds of social media in Kerala. The man spoke to The Newsminute later and revealed that he questioned his wife about a bank statement which showed his wife has spent a fortune in a five star hotel in Kochi. His wife revealed how the priests had been harassing her and even wrote down a statement. The man told The Newsminute that he was ready to go to the police, but his family held him back and said he must complain to the church instead first. He complained to the church, but he told the website that the church took over three months and then suspended the priests only when the audio clip went viral.

After the clip went viral, the National Commission of Women directed the Kerala Police to lodge a complaint and begin and investigation into the matter.
According to an article on Firstpost, the survivor's husband had faced pressure to withdraw the complaint he lodged at the church. He even accused that his wife had filed a 'false' counter case against him with the church authorities alleging he had extracted the names of the priests 'under duress'. He added that the church authorities sent out several 'feelers' to him and his family indicating he should withdraw the complaint, but he had resolved not to.

Priests acted as predators

The Malankara Orthodox Syrian Church priests involved in a rape case acted as “predators” and they have taken undue advantage of the position of the survivor to their fulfilment, the Kerala High Court observed on Wednesday while dismissing their anticipatory bail pleas.

The court dismissed the bail pleas of Fr Sony Varghese, Fr Job Mathew, Fr Jaise K George and Fr Johnson V Mathew who are the first to fourth accused respectively.

According to the petitioner’s counsel, the case of the survivor is a well-scripted play to tarnish the reputation of the applicants and to humiliate them in front of the public. They also claimed the act committed by them would not come within the ambit of the offence of rape.

Justice Raja Vijayaraghavan observed the victim has been systematically abused by the accused who are all closely known to the family members of the victim. The apprehension the petitioners would tamper the evidence and influence the witness cannot be ignored.

Job Mathew surrenders a day after his anticipatory bail plea was dismissed by HC

A day after his anticipatory bail plea was rejected by the Kerala high Court, one of the four priests accused in a rape case has surrendered before the police on Thursday. Job Mathew surrendered at the office of Kollam DSP on Thursday. 
Arrests of the priests were imminent since the Kerala High Court on Wednesday rejected the anticipatory bail petitions of Abraham Varghese alias Sony, Job Mathew and Jaise K George—three among the four priest who had approached the court soon after the crime branch of Kerala Police slapped rape charges against them for allegedly sexually exploiting a woman.

Coming down heavily on the priests, the high court had observed that they acted as "predators" and took "undue advantage" of the 34-year-old victim. "Prima facie the applicants acted as predators...they have taken undue advantage of the position of the survivor," Justice R Vijayaraghavan said, dismissing their bail pleas.

According to the woman, she was "systematically abused" by the accused, who were all closely known to her family.

The incident came to light after an audio clip containing the victim's husband's purported conversation with a church official alleging sexual abuse of his wife by the priests was widely circulated on the social media.

The investigation team had recorded the statement of the victim's husband earlier.

The man had reportedly handed over copies of evidence against the priests to the crime branch team.

A Crime Branch probe was ordered into the case last week by state police chief Loknath Behara.

Veteran CPI (M) leader and chairman of the Kerala Administrative Reforms Commission V.S. Achuthanandan and the National Commission for Women (NCW) had written to Behara demanding a probe into the charges.

Crime Branch Inspector General S. Sreejith is leading the probe.

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A day after Kerala high court rejected the anticipatory bail plea of three priests from the Malankara Orthodox Church accused of rape and serial sexual abuse of a married woman belonging to the fold, Fr Job Mathew, second accused in the case, turned himself in to the police on Thursday.
The crime branch team conducting the probe recorded his arrest in Kollam. He was slapped with sections 376 (rape) and 354 (molestation) of IPC and was remanded in judicial custody. Fr Job is accused of sexually exploiting the woman after blackmailing her using information she divulged to him during confession.

According to crime branch officials in Kollam district, the tainted priest contacted the investigation officer DSP Josey Cherian on phone and informed him that he was waiting a few kilometres away from the DSP’s office.

The other accused in the case are Fr Sony Varghese, Fr Jaise K George and Fr Johnson V Mathew. The anticipatory bail pleas of Sony Varghese and Jaise K George were rejected by HC on Wednesday. [Full content not copiable]

Temporary relief for 2 Kerala priests, Supreme Court says they cannot be arrested for a day

In what has come as temporary relief for two Kerala Orthodox church priests accused of raping a woman from Thiruvalla, the Supreme Court on Tuesday said that they cannot be arrested for a day. 
The apex court said this while postponing the hearing of the anticipatory bail pleas filed by Fr Abraham Varghese and Fr Jaise K George from the Malankara Orthodox Church, who have been charged with rape and molestation. The SC will now take up the plea on Thursday and restrained the police from arresting the two accused priests till their anticipatory bail pleas are taken up by the court. 

While Fr Abraham Varghese approached the SC with the plea on Saturday, Fr Jaise filed a petition seeking anticipatory bail on Monday morning. Although Fr Abraham's lawyer had sought for an urgent hearing on Monday, the SC bench had declined it. 

Police have reportedly seized the passport of Fr Abraham Varghese to prevent him from fleeing the country.

After the state crime branch booked four priests of the Orthodox church for allegedly raping and molesting a woman from Thiruvalla, all the accused priests had gone into hiding. Last week, however, after the Kerala HC refused to grant anticipatory bail, second accused Fr Job Mathew surrendered to the police. Two days after this, the team arrested third accused Fr Johnson Mathew as well. 

It is alleged that Fr Abraham Varghese had been sexually abusing the woman since she was 16. The woman, in her statement to the Crime Branch, had said that she was in a relationship with him in 1999. At that time, she was 16 years old. He went on to become a priest but forced her to continue the relationship, even after they both married other individuals. 

Prior to the baptism of her baby, the woman had confessed to Fr Job Mathew about this, who in turn went on to blackmail and abuse her. According to the survivor's statement, Fr Johnson Mathew sent her sexually coloured messages on WhatsApp and sexually assaulted her in a car. He also allegedly morphed the survivor's face onto a nude photograph of another woman and threatened to circulate it on the internet. According to her statement, Fr Johnson Mathew was her senior in college and got in touch with her on WhatsApp.

While the woman decided to disclose everything to Fr Jaise K George- who is a counsellor - he allegedly threatened to expose her past and allegedly sexually abused her. The incident came to light in June, when an audio clip of the woman's husband went viral on social media. In the audio clip, the woman's husband described how the priests had sexually abused his wife. Although the husband had approached the church with a complaint in May, the accused priests were sent on leave and no police complaint was filed.

However, after the audio clip circulated, the police came under tremendous pressure, as a result of which, the crime branch booked four priests.
