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The Enforcement Directorate arrested Fr Anthony Madassery, a close aide of former Jalandhar Bishop and rape accused Franco Mulakkal, for possessing unaccounted money worth Rs 10 crore. Fr Anthony, who is the director of the Franciscan Missionaries of Jesus in Jalandhar, was caught with six others involved in the case. The cash was reportedly seized from three vehicles.

The Enforcement Directorate (ED) has arrested Father Anthony Madassery – a close aide of the accused rapist Bishop Franco Mulakkal of the Jalandhar Archdiocese.
Khanna police conducted a raid on his office-cum-residence at Partappura yesterday.

The police reportedly recovered around Rs 10 crore hawala money from the accused, which is being verified by Income-Tax officials.

A team of Khanna police arrived at Partappura, which is the Generalate headquarters of congregation Franciscan Missionaries of Jesus, founded by Bishop Franco.

Father Anthony is the Director General of the congregation. The police are learnt to have taken into custody six persons, including Father Anthony and a woman. The other accused are from Tarn Taran and Mumbai.

A senior official confirmed that six persons, including the priest, had been detained from Partappura.

In shocking revelation during interrogation by Enforcement Directorate and Income Tax officials, Fr Anthony Madassery – a close aide of accused rapist Bishop Franco Mulakkal – has confessed that he along with three priests were running a Rs 40 crore contract business.
The contract business focused on sales of books and stationary to private schools, construction jobs in and around Jalandhar and Kerala, security services for private schools.

Fr Anthony further confessed that he was running this business which is not related to any Church activities with three other priests – Fr Jose Palakuzha, Fr Paul and Fr Shine under a partnership firm – Sahodaya.

In his defence to the ED and IT officials, Fr Anthony stated that the cash of Rs 10 crores has been raised from the sale of books at 46 counters outside private schools of Punjab, including some convent schools.

“The Church has permitted me to do business. It is permissible under the Canon Law. I have not done anything wrong,” Fr Anthony continues to defend being caught with unaccounted for cash.

Fr Anthony and team are also running a coaching class business – Shine Coaching – the coaching class is for entrance tests.

Besides the business ventures, Fr Anthony also runs two NGOs – Navjeevan Charitable Trust is for helping destitute women. His Generalate houses a shelter for the disabled, being managed by another congregation, Friends of the Birds of the Air.

The IT team told IndianExpose.com that they suspect Fr Anthony was routing the unaccounted cash earned from his businesses through these trusts and NGOs to convert them into white. Fr Anthony, however, denied any allegation of possessing hawala or black money.

Confessing to running a business of over Rs 40 crore, Fr Anthony Madassery – close of aide of accused rapist Bishop Franco Mulakkal, revealed to the Enforcement Directorate and Income Tax officials that a priest is allowed to run a business as per Canon Law.
The confession came during interrogation after Fr Anthony was arrested with Rs 10 crore unaccounted for cash. He confessed that he and three other priests from the Archdiocese of Jalandhar run two partnership firms – Sahodaya and Shine Coaching – with Fr Jose Palakuzha, Fr Paul and Fr Shine.

“The Church has permitted me to do business. It is permissible under the Canon Law. I have not done anything wrong,” Fr Anthony defended himself being caught with unaccounted for cash.

This however is a lie to the officials and contradicts the very laws stipulated for behaviour of priests as per the Canon Law of the Vatican.

Can. 286 states – “Clerics are prohibited from conducting business or trade personally or through others, for their own advantage or that of others, except with the permission of legitimate ecclesiastical authority.”
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If however, the Archdiocese of Jalandhar has indeed granted him permission to do business; then will IT officials questions Bishop Franco Mulakkal and the current in-charge Bishop Agnelo Gracias on the Rs 40-crore business run by priests from the Archdiocese of Jalandhar and the use of unaccounted cash amounting to Rs 10 crore.

The case of the missing money, which Fr Antony Madassery claims was misappropriated by the Jalandhar Police, turned murkier on Tuesday with the Diocese of Jalandhar, as well as the South Indian Bank (SIB), coming out strongly to defend the priest. The diocese, in a release, clarified ‘Sahodhaya’ dealt with supply of textbooks and smart boards for schools, contracts for construction of schools and churches, among other things.
These companies are not run by the diocese but are operated in ‘partnership’ with some priests belonging to the diocese as partners with due permission. “It is within the ambit of the law the accounts are audited and Income Tax paid in advance,” said Agnelo Gracias, Apostolic Administrator of the diocese, in a release. 

“’Sahodhaya’ had just finished collecting the money from the sale of books to the 70-odd schools in the diocese. It had already deposited Rs 14 crore in the bank and the balance amount of Rs 16.65 crore was to be deposited on March 29. Employees of South Indian Bank (SIB), Jalandhar, were counting the money to deposit the same in the bank,” said the release. 

Fr Madassery, a close aide of nun rape case accused Bishop Franco Mulakkal, has accused the Punjab Police of misappropriating over Rs 6 crore. “The Khanna police have presented Rs 9.66 crore to Income Tax authorities. Nearly Rs 6.65 crore vanished from their hands,” Agnelo said.

SIB, Jalandhar, also verified Fr Madassery’s claims. “On request of our customer ‘Sahodhaya’, we authorised our staff on March 29 to visit FMJ House, village Partapura, Jalandhar, and count the cash, which was eventually to be deposited in their account with us,” said the SIB manager in a release. SIB confirmed its staff were in the process of counting the money when the premises were raided. “Some of the raiding party forcibly seized the cash being counted. The cops took the cash into custody without making any inventory,” it said. The cops have said they will investigate the matter.

Father Anthony Madassery to submit proof to I-T department today

Father Anthony Madassery will on Thursday submit to the Income Tax department all proofs regarding the cash recovered from him and details of his company’s business interests. The Income Tax (I-T) department has set a deadline of Wednesday for submission of the proofs.

Asked about the same, Father Anthony, who was at the head office of Sahodaya in Ludhiana, told The Indian Express, “I was to submit the details to I-T department on Wednesday, but my Chartered Accountant (CA) could complete entire required documents by today evening only and now he will submit the proofs to I-T officials tomorrow morning.”

Meanwhile, the Diocese of Jalandhar has not yet asked Father Anthony to submit details of businesses of his company and to justify the money recovered from him.

Father Anthony was picked up by a team of Khanna Police allegedly along with unaccounted cash money of Rs 9.66 crores on March 29 from his residence in Partapura in Jalandhar but police showed the recovery from Doraha in Ludhiana district. Later, he alleged that police has misappropriated Rs 6.65 crore.

Asked about the proposed inquiry into entire episode by the Diocese of Jalandhar, under which he has been working, he said that he had not been asked to submit any details yet, but will present the entire record when asked.

“There is nothing hidden about our partnership company and why should I be afraid of anything when everything is there on record,” he stressed.

Some priests told media that ‘School Books selling and Stationery’ business is not even registered under ‘Sahodaya’, the main partnership company of four priests. However, Father Anthony said that under Sahodhaya there are five entities including book selling and stationery, garments, construction, security services, and uniforms. “School books selling was one of the first entities registered under Sahodhaya,” he said.

Sources said that some senior officials at the Diocese of Jalandhar were not happy with the businesses of Father Anthony and his partners, and could have leaked the information to police, the day when huge collection of cash money received at his residence in Partapura. Father Anthony did not deny the fact that the information might have been leaked by some fellow priests.

Meanwhile, in Ludhiana, a departmental inquiry was initiated on Wednesday which was marked by DGP Punjab on the allegations of Father Anthony against the Khanna Police.
ASIs, informer now booked for robbery at priest’s house

After the arrest of informer Surinder Singh on Tuesday, the Special Investigation Team handling the case of siphoning Rs 6.66 crore off the house of Father Anthony Madassery has added more Sections in the FIR lodged against him and the two absconding ASIs with the State Crime Police Station at Mohali.
While earlier, the FIR had Sections 406 (criminal breach of trust) and 34 of the IPC and 13(1)(a) read with 13(2) of the Prevention of Corruption Act against the trio, the police have now added Sections 392 (punishment for robbery) and 120-B (criminal conspiracy) of the IPC.
The SIT has also procured warrants to search and arrest the two ASIs — Joginder Singh and Rajpreet Singh — who have been absconding since their role came under scanner last week. The police had applied for warrants from the court of Mohali CJM Deepika, which have been issued till May 2. The AIG, Crime, Punjab, and member of the SIT Rakesh Kaushal confirmed both developments.
Father Anthony Madassery’s lawyer Mandeep Sachdev had sought addition of Sections 452, 382, 398, 347, 392 and 409 of the IPC, besides PC Act. Meanwhile, the two ASIs have jointly applied for bail in the court of Monica Goyal, Additional District and Sessions Judge, Mohali. Sachdev said, “I have been engaged by Father Anthony to represent his side in the bail case tomorrow.”
2 Punjab police officials held for siphoning 6.65 crore

Two police officials attached to the Punjab police were held at Kochi on Tuesday, in connection with the misappropriation of about Rs 6.65 crore. Joginder Singh and Rajpreeet Singh, natives of Patiala in Punjab, were held. The money in question was seized from a close aide of Franco Mulakkal, the rape-accused former bishop of Jalandhar. The two officials allegedly syphoned off the money from Father Antony Madassery in Punjab last month.  The Enforcement Directorate officials, along with police seized the money from the priest. Father Madassery alleged that Rs 16.65 crore was actually recovered from him, while the police reported that only Rs. 9.67 core was seized.  Madassery also maintained that the money was meant for a firm in which he had a partnership.  A police team from Punjab would be coming down to take custody of the two officials accused of misappropriating the funds.
2 Punjab policemen in net for cheating Franco’s aide of Rs 6 crore

In an incident that has all the makings of a movie plot, the Kerala Police on Tuesday nabbed two Punjab policemen, who allegedly absconded with Rs 6.65 crore seized during their raid at the residence of the aide of rape accused Bishop Franco Mulakkal in Jalandhar.
The arrest came after an alert by a Fort Kochi hotel, where they stayed, which found the two men were acting suspiciously. 

Also, the Kochi City Police had issued a circular post the Sri Lankan blasts asking people to step up vigil, especially in homestays and hotels in the city.
The case assumed national importance after a huge amount of cash was seized from the residence of Father Antony Madassery in Partappura, Jalandhar, who is a close aide of Mulakkal. Antony who was booked by the Enforcement Directorate (ED) for possession of unaccounted money earlier alleged the police had recovered a sum of Rs 16.65 crore from him, but they reported only about Rs. 9.65 crore was confiscated.

According to the police officers, ASI Joginder Singh who is a resident of Phase I Urban Estate, Patiala, and ASI Rajpreet Singh, a resident of H. No. 86, New Mahindra Colony, Patiala, were arrested from a hotel in Fort Kochi, where they were hiding. The Khanna police recovered unaccounted money from the residence of Antony in Partappura, Jalandhar on March 29.  According to him, the police had misappropriated over Rs. 6.65 crore.

Following this, a case was registered at Mohali on April 12 under sections 406 and 34 of the IPC and Sections 13 (1) and 13(2) of Prevention of Corruption Act after a probe by the SIT headed by IG (crime) Praveen Kumar Sinha. 
The police officers were booked along with another person in connection with the incident. Punjab state crime unit has arrested one Pathankot resident Surinder Singh in connection with misappropriation after the priest had alleged R6.65 crore had gone missing from the total amount of Rs. 16.65 crore seized from his home.

“We had issued an alert to the hotels and home stay owners to inform about their guests in the wake of the recent Sri Lanka blasts. The hotel owners have been directed to alert about those staying without valid documents. This led to the arrest of the police officers who were found suspicious. We are verifying further details about them,” said Kochi City police Commissioner S Surendran. The Kochi police have intimated the matter to the Punjab police.

City Police officers said the arrests were made after conducting intensive raids in the city based on specific information that two persons under fake names and fake address were staying in Kochi under suspicious circumstances.

Officers said the accused confessed during questioning they are officers of Punjab police under suspension in the misappropriation case. Their luggage and other belongings have been seized after recording the details and preparing mahassar, they added.

Meanwhile, Punjab Police DGP tweeted that based on specific inputs by Punjab Police, the Kerala Police arrested the ASIs. Praveen K Sinha is leaving for Kochi to arrest the two accused.
