Netflix, Goodbye

May 30, 2018 (American Thinker) – After about thirteen years of being a loyal customer of Netflix, the time has come for me to say goodbye.

This isn't an easy decision for me. I have been with the company since my mid-20s, back when Blockbuster stores were still on every street corner, and well before the online streaming technology or content was available. 

Given that I'm a conservative, one might be inclined to believe that my choice to leave Netflix is predicated upon the company's most recent decision to partner with Barack and Michelle Obama's new company, called "Higher Ground Productions," to produce loads of new content.  In a way, I guess that's correct.  But this choice by Netflix has not alone led me to this decision.  Rather, this was the straw that finally broke the camel's back – the latest in a series of indicators that the network has become little more than a propaganda arm for radical left-wing political actors.
Allow me to lay out the evidence.

A little over a year ago, my now-eight-year-old son and I began watching Bill Nye the Science Guy on Netflix.  I never really watched the show as kid, because by the time it hit the airwaves in the mid-'90s, I was already in high school studying chemistry and physics in textbooks and had outgrown the goofiness of the show. 

But my son liked it, and we watched it together from time to time.  It really is a pretty good show for children, though it now seems a relic of a time long past, when such shows were just produced to educate children in a fun way, rather than indoctrinate them via leftist political messages peppered into the content.  More on this in a moment. 

It wasn't long after we began watching Bill Nye the Science Guy that the Netflix exclusive Bill Nye Saves the World launched.

As The Independent puts it, Nye's new "science show aimed at adults" famously "jumps the shark" in its inaugural efforts by having Rachel Bloom join the show for Episode 9, titled "The Sexual Spectrum."  She performs a song called "My Sex Junk," in which she utters such thought-provoking scientific lyrics as:

This world of ours is full of choice, but must I choose between only John or Joyce?

Are my options only hard or moist?  My vagina has its own voice.  Not vocal chords, but a metaphorical voice. ...

Cause my sex junk is so, oh, oh, oh, much more than either/or, or, or.
Power bottom or top off, versatile love may have some butt stuff.

Now, this is all incredibly stupid and disgusting.  But Netflix has a right to produce stupid and disgusting content just like anyone else, I thought. 

The interesting thing is that none of this seemed, to me, to be targeting an adult audience, at least in any coherent way.  As Gizmodo's review aptly observes, the show "delivers so little information in such a patronizing tone it's hard to imagine a toddler, let alone a sentient adult, enjoying it."

True as that may be, I certainly didn't want my son happening across this show believing it was anything like Bill Nye's other show that we had been watching.  The thought troubled me, so I became careful in ensuring that my kids watch shows only among the children's selection of the Netflix library.

As I discovered last weekend, however, those efforts are not enough to shield them from such efforts at this kind of social indoctrination.

My kids have recently become fond of Netflix's exclusive new program The Who Was Show.  This is a children's show that highlights historic figures, with actors singing songs and telling jokes to educate the children-viewers.  It all seems harmless enough.

I was giving the show mild attention as my kids watched in the living room until I caught this passing quip by a narrator, describing how the Roman Republic was an "extremely advanced civilization:"

While most of the world struggled to stay alive, the Romans had running water, air conditioning, shopping malls, and same-sex marriage [sic].

To reference a show I watched as a child, one of these things is not like the others.

What, after all, does same-sex "marriage" have to do with staying alive or quality of life in the ancient world?  The first three are reasonable observations worthy of the suggestion that the Romans were an advanced civilization.  But the observation that the Romans "had same-sex marriage" is clearly forced and incongruent among the other things described, clearly pressing a distinct and ideologically driven social position upon impressionable children, and perhaps worse than any of that, it couldn't be more of a bald-faced lie.

But it's a bald-faced lie with purpose. 

Here are the facts.  Marriage, as a societal institution, was strictly monogamous in ancient Rome, and strictly heterosexual in nature.  The laws were structured toward the advancement of its civilization – namely, the production of children who would become Roman citizens.  There were never codified laws allowing same-sex "marriage" among Roman citizens.  The suggestions that it even occurred at all amount to singular and depraved examples. 

Laura Geggel, for example, cites at Live Science that Nero "castrated a young boy named Sporus to make him womanlike" and married him, and that Emperor Elagabalus "referred to his slave, Hierocles, as his husband."

Both examples refer to emperors, bound by no laws and having an appetite for sexual activity with boys, "marrying" those boys.  Her arguments for "precedent" of same-sex "marriage" in ancient Rome include an emperor "marrying" a castrated boy and another's de facto "marriage" to a slave.  This is hardly evidence of a society that broadly "permits" same-sex marriage.

So why introduce the lie that it was broadly permitted in ancient Rome to children?  Because the precedent of an "advanced civilization" practicing same-sex "marriage" is of importance in arguing for its current societal value. 

At least it was an important consideration in the deliberations leading up to the Supreme Court decision allowing same-sex couples to get marriage benefits in America in 2015.  Justice Scalia asked Mary Bonauto, a lawyer arguing for same-sex "marriage" rights: "But I don't know of any – do you know of any society, prior to the Netherlands in 2001, that permitted same-sex marriage [sic]?"  Bonauto answered that "as a legal matter," she did not.

Two highly educated adults, diligently studying the subject, could not think of a single society that permitted same-sex "marriage" prior to 2001.  Children watching this show, however, may forever take as fact that this legal precedent existed in ancient Rome.  In their mind, same-sex "marriage" will not be a contentious issue with myriad social implications.  It will simply be one of those great things that the "extremely advanced" Romans did that we also practice today because we are likewise "extremely advanced."
The thought of subjecting my children to such subversive propaganda troubled me again.  But should I keep Netflix? I wondered.  I tried limiting my children to the shows designed for kids, but such deceitful propaganda even found them there. Then I heard the news that Barack and Michelle Obama are going to be producing all this new content for Netflix.  Ostensibly, their content will not be geared toward "waging a public campaign" against Trump or to "fight against conservative voices," reports the New York Times.  Rather, the Obamas will produce "scripted series, unscripted series, docuseries, documentaries, and features" that will "highlight issues and themes the president pursued in his eight years in office."

As those themes run starkly at odds with the current president and conservative voices, I'm not sure how the two things are different.  But it's enough to have made my decision for me. Netflix can continue expanding its role as a propaganda arm for radical leftists if it pleases.  But it'll be doing it without my money moving forward.

Suicides spiked in the months after Netflix released ‘13 Reasons Why,’ study finds

Since “13 Reasons Why” debuted on Netflix two years ago, some critics and social scientists have said the popular teen series glorifies suicide and puts impressionable young people at risk.
On Monday, they received perhaps their strongest evidence yet with the release of a study showing abnormally high rates of teen suicide in April 2017, the first month the show was available.

The study, which researchers from Nationwide Children’s Hospital in Columbus, Ohio, conducted to explore the “13 Reasons” effect, found 58 additional suicide deaths among 10- to 17-year-olds that April than would have been expected given both the trend in the months leading up to the period and projections based on a host of scientific factors.

“I was disheartened when I saw the results,” said Jeffrey A. Bridge, the lead author of the study, which will be published in the Journal of the American Academy of Child & Adolescent Psychiatry. “It confirmed our suspicions” of an association.

The study also found aberrantly high suicide numbers for that same demographic through the end of 2017 — a total of 195 deaths more than models predicted. There was also at least a 35 percent increase in suicide deaths among 10- to 17-year-olds in April 2017 compared with the same month in each of the previous two years.
“April 2017 is an outlier in every way,” Bridge said. The increase was concentrated among teen boys; there was no evidence of an increase among girls or anyone older than 17.
After debuting on March 31, 2017, “13 Reasons” was heavily watched on Netflix in both the weeks following and through the end of the year, according to the company. Executives have called it one of the most binged shows on the service.

The study used several methods of research to examine suicide patterns in the five-year period beginning in January 2013, when the United States saw 180,655 deaths by suicide among people ages 10 to 64. Those figures included the suicide-death numbers leading up to the release — a “step-up” of 28.9 percent that April was detected — and expected results given historical and other trends. Bridge and several colleagues are with the Research Institute at Nationwide Children’s Hospital and the Ohio State University College of Medicine in Columbus. Experts at Carnegie Mellon University, West Virginia University and the National Institute of Mental Health in Bethesda, Md., were also involved in the study.

The results touch on difficult questions about streaming and violence, coming at a time when Netflix has been under fire from experts for leaning on morbid content to attract subscribers. The service has developed a reputation for producing and promoting such content to a greater extent than many of its competitors. Its shows are also watched in intimate settings, often one person holding a screen closer than a traditional television, increasing concerns.
Created by Brian Yorkey, “13 Reasons” examines the aftermath of the death of the teenage character Hannah, who killed herself for a complex set of reasons, which she communicates from beyond the grave with a series of audio diaries.

While Netflix and its supporters say the show is a hard-hitting looking at a difficult subject, critics have argued the series glamorizes suicide as an answer to life’s challenges and a way to settle scores, gain attention and communicate unheard messages. They say this puts viewers at risk for “suicide contagion,” in which certain types of media images about suicide increase the likelihood of suicide ideation and attempts. A second season debuted last year, and a third is in the works.

The study offers some of the most concrete numbers to date that the show’s release period is associated with higher suicide rates among teenagers. Earlier studies had uncovered circumstantial data, such as an increase in Google search queries in the months after the show’s premiere. A study published last week by the Annenberg Public Policy Center at the University of Pennsylvania of some 700 people in an older demographic — ages 18 to 29 — involving a different season found a more mixed outcome.
Asked for comment about the Nationwide report, a Netflix spokesman said: “We’ve just seen this study and are looking into the research, which conflicts with last week’s study from the University of Pennsylvania. This is a critically important topic and we have worked hard to ensure that we handle this sensitive issue responsibly,” the spokesman added.

The Penn survey found that respondents who specifically watched the second season were less likely to consider suicide if they watched it to the end, though more likely to do so if they didn’t finish watching the season.

After the early criticism, Netflix added a cast message to the show saying that “if you are struggling with [mental-health] issues yourself, this series may not be right for you or you may want to watch it with a trusted adult.” There are no known plans yet to change the messaging regarding the debut of the third season in the wake of the study.
The Nationwide researchers were careful to say they had found no causal link between “13 Reasons” and suicide, merely a correlation with the months the show was available. The study did not explore, for instance, how many of those teens who committed suicide watched the show.

Researchers said there was no definitive explanation for why the increase was higher among boys and not girls — an anomaly given “13 Reasons’ ” female lead character — though Bridge noted that suicide deaths are generally more common for teen boys by a measure of more than 3-to-1. The study did not measure suicide attempts, which are historically higher for girls.

They also said that the book on which “13 Reasons” is based was read widely by girls years before the show’s release, possibly desensitizing them to suicide messages when the Netflix adaptation became available.
Dan Reidenberg, a psychologist who runs Suicide Awareness Voices of Education, a Minnesota-based mental-health organization, said that he found the results of the Nationwide study concerning.
“It is clear that for younger people and those vulnerable, especially those highly influenced by media, Season 1 had a serious impact on them, too many in negative ways,” he told The Washington Post. Reidenberg consulted on the first season of the show but has offered a measured criticism of the show’s effects in the time since.

In addition to supporting resources such as the National Suicide Prevention Hotline, authors of the study advocate that shows follow guidelines about how to discuss suicide — while acknowledging the inherent limitations in asking Hollywood producers to change their creative approach.

“Media and entertainment professionals understandably value freedom of expression and might equate responsible messaging with censorship,” the study said. “Nevertheless, [the] study findings should encourage dialogue and reflection within the entertainment industry about balancing creative license and [the medical principle of] ‘first do no harm.’ ”
It noted that Netflix in particular needed to be more vigilant — as did parents who subscribe to the service.

“The release of ’13 Reasons Why’ was associated with a significant increase in monthly suicide rates among U.S. youth aged 10 to 17 years,” it said. “Caution regarding the exposure of children and adolescents to the series is warranted.”

Netflix has released the first season of its highly anticipated spooky series, The Chilling Adventures of Sabrina. Based on the original comic, not the 90s sitcom Sabrina the Teenage Witch, this series comes with a whole host (pun intended) of reasons not to watch. Now here’s the deal… I consider myself a pretty open-minded person and I do not like the idea of blacklisting particular pieces of mainstream media, but this situation, in particular, is one that I can’t — and I would say you — should not be indifferent to.

When we do this, we can be led to express a curiosity or even a desire to no longer need or love God, in favor of the promises of an evil fallen angel. (Sound familiar? Ever heard of the Garden of Eden… same dude has been deceiving humans since the dawn of time.) This has big consequences. Eternal consequences. Literally being eternally separated from God — God who is the truest fulfillment of every desire you have ever and will ever have.
Remain Unafraid
While I genuinely believe that watching this show exposes viewers to real evil in a real way, we don’t, however, need to be afraid of it or the evil it presents. We have faith in Christ and in His victory over evil once and for all. Satan is far more powerful than we can imagine, but he is powerless before the Lord. We can trust in the Lord and His victory on the cross. He defeated everything Satan stands for and through His Resurrection, He invites us to live forever in freedom from Satan and all of his works. Have confidence in that truth; draw near to Him; call on His angels, especially St. Michael, to protect you from evil; and ask Our Lady, Satan’s least favorite human, to be the mama-bear queen that she is and forever guard you against all evil.

If you can’t seem to stifle your curiosity for the show, consider reading up on some of the lives and deaths of the martyrs — it’s far more fascinating and way more heroic to read about people who would literally be brutally murdered before letting themselves risk an eternity with Satan. If you’ve watched the show, make your way to confession to renounce evil in a big way and then be free! If you have friends who want to watch the show, politely explain why messing with anything satanic is essentially the least-fun thing you could do on a spooky October evening. If you already were uninterested in the show, party on and happy Halloween!

More than 20,000 Christians have signed a petition calling for the cancellation of Good Omens, the television series adapted from Terry Pratchett and Neil Gaiman’s 1990 fantasy novel – unfortunately addressing their petition to Netflix when the series is made by Amazon Prime.
The six-part series was released last month, starring David Tennant as the demon Crowley and Michael Sheen as the angel Aziraphale, who collaborate to prevent the coming of the antichrist and an imminent apocalypse. Pratchett’s last request to Gaiman before he died was that he adapt the novel they wrote together; Gaiman wrote the screenplay and worked as showrunner on the BBC/Amazon co-production.

But Christians marshalled by the Return to Order campaign, an offshoot of the US Foundation for a Christian Civilisation, disagree. More than 20,000 supporters have signed a petition in which they say Good Omens is “another step to make satanism appear normal, light and acceptable”, and “mocks God’s wisdom”. God, they complain, is “voiced by a woman” – Frances McDormand – the antichrist is a “normal kid” and, most importantly, “this type of video makes light of Truth, Error, Good and Evil, and destroys the barriers of horror that society still has for the devil”. They are calling on Netflix to cancel the show.

Gaiman responded to the petition on Twitter, writing: “I love that they are going to write to Netflix to try and get #GoodOmens cancelled. Says it all really. This is so beautiful ... Promise me you won’t tell them?”
The publisher and science fiction critic Cheryl Morgan tweeted: “Miraculously God has already done it. Don’t tell them She put it on Amazon instead.”

Return to Order is based on the writings of the author John Horvat II. It “calls upon Americans to put principles into actions by working toward what is called an organic Christian society”. Another of its petitions in April called on Walmart to “stop selling Satanic products” following a 2018 protest against a “blasphemous ice cream chain called Sweet Jesus”. – Guardian
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
