Note: As you read footnotes you will notice my extensive quotations from Persona Humana – Declaration on Certain Questions Concerning Sexual Ethics. Although it does not specifically state that Holy Church does not approve of transgender and same sex marriage, you will readily recognize that strong inference throughout. It was written in 1975; quite some time before this situation became a problem.
Q: What is the Catholic perspective on transgender and same sex marriages with children? Nancy 

A: Sacrament of Marriage: The institution of marriage as recognized by the Church to be sacramental if between a baptized MALE AND FEMALE.”
 
Transgender: “Transgender definition is - of, relating to, or being a person whose gender identity differs from the sex the person had or was identified as having at birth; especially : of, relating to, or being a person whose gender identity is opposite the sex the person had or was identified as having at birth.”
 

“The matrimonial covenant, by which a man and a woman establish between themselves a partnership of the whole of life, is by its nature ordered toward the good of the spouses and the procreation and education of offspring; this covenant between baptized persons (infers man & woman) has been raised by Christ the Lord to the dignity of a sacrament.”

 Needless to say, two people of the same gender cannot bear children and, thus, cannot obey this commandment. “Wherefore a man shall leave father and mother, and shall cleave to his wife; and they shall be two in one flesh.”
 “Have ye not read, that He who made man from the beginning, Made them Male and Female?”

“Marriage is brought about through the consent of the parties, legitimately manifested between persons who are capable according to law of giving consent (again inferring marriage between a man and woman); NO HUMAN POWER CAN REPLACE THIS CONSENT” (example: courts & states authorizing same sex marriages today).

 “Femininity and masculinity are complementary gifts, through which human sexuality is an integrating part of the concrete capacity for love which God has inscribed in man and woman.”
                                                                             “Love between a man and woman is achieved when they give themselves totally, each in turn according to their own masculinity and femininity, founding on the marriage covenant that communion of persons where God has willed that human life be conceived, grow and develop. To this married love, and to this love alone, belongs sexual giving, "realized in a truly human way only if it is an integral part of the love by which a man and a woman commit themselves totally to one another until death.”
                                                                                                                                            “The revealing sign of authentic married love is openness to life: "In its most profound reality, love is essentially a gift; and conjugal love, while leading the spouses to the reciprocal knowledge'....does not end with the couple, because it makes them capable of the greatest possible gift, the gift by which they become cooperators with God for giving life to a new human person. Thus the couple, while giving themselves to one another, give not just themselves but also the reality of children, who are a living reflection of their love, a permanent sign of conjugal unity and a living and inseparable synthesis of their being a father and a mother". From this communion of love and life spouses draw that human and spiritual richness and that positive atmosphere for offering their children the support of education for love and chastity.”
                                                                                                                                                                        “To the degree that a person weakens chastity, his or her love becomes more and more selfish, that is, satisfying a desire for pleasure and no longer self-giving.”
 
“In marriage man and woman are so firmly united as to become, to use the words of the Book of Genesis — one flesh (Genesis 2:24).”

“Will you accept children lovingly from God, and bring them up according to the law of Christ and his Church?, the celebrant asks during the Rite of Marriage.”

“If you love me, keep my commandments.”
 The inference here is that if you do not keep God’s commandments – you do not truly love God! “The Bishops are daily led to note the growing difficulties experienced by the faithful in obtaining knowledge of wholesome moral teaching, especially in sexual matters, and of the growing difficulties experienced by pastors in expounding this teaching effectively. The Bishops know that by their pastoral charge they are called upon to meet the needs of their faithful in this very serious matter, and important documents dealing with it have already been published by some of them or by Episcopal conferences.” 

“These fundamental principles, which can be grasped by reason, are contained in "the Divine Law - eternal, objective and universal - whereby God orders, directs and governs the entire universe and all the ways of the human community, by a plan conceived in wisdom and love. Man has been made by God to participate in this law, with the result that, under the gentle disposition of Divine Providence, he can come to perceive ever increasingly the unchanging truth."[5] This Divine Law is accessible to our minds.
 

“Thou shalt not lie with mankind as with womankind, because it is an abomination.”
 “If anyone lie with a man as with a woman, both have committed an abomination, let them be put to death: their blood be upon them.”
 Abomination: “An abhorrence for someone or something; disgust; something that elicits great dislike.”
                             I cannot overemphasize the strong manner that God uses this word in the Holy Bible!

“Furthermore, Christ instituted His Church as "the pillar and bulwark of truth."[6] With the Holy Spirit's assistance, SHE CEASELESSLY PRESERVES AND TRANSMITS WITHOUT ERROR THE TRUTHS OF THE MORAL ORDER, AND SHE AUTHENTICALLY INTERPRETS NOT ONLY THE REVEALED POSITIVE LAW BUT "ALSO . . . THOSE PRINCIPLES OF THE MORAL ORDER WHICH HAVE THEIR ORIGIN IN HUMAN NATURE ITSELF"[7] AND WHICH CONCERN MAN'S FULL DEVELOPMENT AND SANCTIFICATION. Now in fact the Church throughout her history has always considered a certain number of precepts of the natural law as having an absolute and immutable value, and in their transgression she has seen a contradiction of the teaching and spirit of the Gospel.”

“Now it is a stable union that Jesus willed, and He restored its original requirement, beginning with the sexual difference. Have you not read that the Creator from the beginning made them male and female and that He said: This is why a man must leave father and mother, and cling to his wife, and the two become one body? They are no longer two, therefore, but one body. So then, what God has united, man must not divide.”

“It is contrary to Christian doctrine, which states that every genital act must be within the framework of marriage.”
 “Now it is a stable union that Jesus willed, and He restored its original requirement, beginning with the sexual difference. “Dissolute sexual union defiles the temple of the Holy Spirit which the Christian has become. “Dissolute: Lacking in moral restraint.”
 Sexual union therefore is only legitimate if a definitive community of life has been established between the MAN AND THE WOMAN.”
 

“Experience teaches us that love must find its safeguard in the stability of marriage, if sexual intercourse is truly to respond to the requirements of its own finality and to those of human dignity. These requirements call for a conjugal contract sanctioned and guaranteed by society (infers society formed through God’s teachings through Holy Church) - a contract which establishes a state of life of capital importance both for the exclusive union of the man and the woman and for the good of their family and of the human community.”
 “At the present time there are those who, basing themselves on observations in the psychological order, have begun to judge indulgently, and even to excuse completely, homosexual relations between certain people. This they do in opposition to the constant teaching of the Magisterium and to the moral sense of the Christian people.”

“In the pastoral field, these homosexuals must certainly be treated with understanding and sustained in the hope of overcoming their personal difficulties and their inability to fit into society. Their culpability will be judged with prudence. BUT NO PASTORAL METHOD CAN BE EMPLOYED WHICH WOULD GIVE MORAL JUSTIFICATION TO THESE ACTS ON THE GROUNDS THAT THEY WOULD BE CONSONANT WITH THE CONDITION OF SUCH PEOPLE. For according to the objective moral order, homosexual relations are acts which lack an essential and indispensable finality. In Sacred Scripture they are condemned as a serious depravity and even presented as the sad consequence of rejecting God. This judgment of Scripture does not of course permit us to conclude that all those who suffer from this anomaly are personally responsible for it, BUT IT DOES ATTEST TO THE FACT THAT HOMOSEXUAL ACTS ARE INTRINSICALLY DISORDERED AND CAN IN NO CASE BE APPROVED OF.”

                                                                                                                                                                              “A person therefore sins mortally not only when his action comes from direct contempt for love of God and neighbor, but also when he consciously and freely, for whatever reason, chooses something which is seriously disordered.”
 “Now according to Christian tradition and the Church's teaching, and as right reason also recognizes, the moral order of sexuality involves such high values of human life that every direct violation of this order is objectively serious.”

“We have been called by God to be holy, NOT TO BE IMMORAL. In other words, anyone who objects is not objecting to a human authority, but to God, Who gives you His Holy Spirit."[30] "Among you there must not be even a mention of fornication or impurity in any of its forms, or promiscuity: this would hardly become the saints! For you can be quite certain that nobody who actually indulges in fornication or impurity or promiscuity - which is worshipping a false god - CAN INHERIT ANYTHING OF THE KINGDOM OF GOD. Do not let anyone deceive you with empty arguments: it is for this loose living that God's anger comes down on those who rebel against Him. Make sure that you are not included with them. You were darkness once, but now you are light in the Lord; be like children of light, for the effects of the light are seen in complete goodness and right living and truth.”

By reading this missive you can powerfully infer that Holy Church and God do not approve of children being raised by transgender or same sex parents. There would be a grave danger of said children observing and being taught this unholy lifestyle.
